ization as Morris's, and never did puss play more
tantalizingly upon the hopes and fears of a devoted
mouse, than did this cruel deformity with his help-
less victim. Sometimes, asuming a gloomy and
woe-stricken look, he sympathized with him on the
trrors of the times, and the utter inutility of con-
tending against them. He would then,af if struck
with a sudden recolleotion, a3k, “ did he remember
the dumb fortune-teller loug ago, aad the picthurshe
drew ?" Onother occasions, he would careles:ly
inquire for severnl of Morris’s friends or acquaint-
ancex, who he knew had been hanged or transported
a few duys before. and start with well affected horror
when informed of their fate. But it was especially
in those seasons of lonely meditation, when every
one else was abed, and the deep silence and dank-
nesss of Night was around Morris, that the Cobbler
took peculiar delight in persecuting him. It was
strongly rumoured through the country that the
Iatter had turned informer, and true or false, when
once it got abroad, he had sence enough to recollect
the old proverb, * give adog a bad pame,” &c, and
at once placed kimself under the protection of the
authorities. A more useful persou, in every way,
could not have fallen into their hands, andas his
value was well-koown, he was 1eceived with greit
favour.

The cycle relates
to the wars waged between the two monarchs, and
and to 1he advenlures and exploits of Cuchullin
and his fellow Lkoights of the “Red Branch.”

tTag Book oF Lissorz.'—A singular storyis
told of the % Book of Lismore,"an Irish chrouicle of
tho fourteenth century, helonging to the Duke of
Devonshire, and recently lent by his Grace to the
Oriinance Survey Office authorities at Southampton
for reproduction in fac-simile by the process of
photozincograply. This munuscript was discover-
ed, inthe year 1814, inclosud in a wooden box, to-
gether with a fine old crozier, built into the mnzon.
ry of a closed doorway, which was reopened while
the old Castle of Lismore uaderwent repair. Great
interest was naturally cxcited among antiquaries
of the time, und among them wasa certain Mr.
Dennis O'Flinn, of Shandoa  street, Cork, a* pro-
fessed” Irish scholar,but as ('Curry said of bim,
“n very Indifferent” one. O'Flinu, however, on the
strength of such reputation, induced the Duke's
agent to lend the manuscript to him. It was de-
tained for a year, and during part of that time, ne-
cording to the borrower's account, was in the hands
of o copyist. From the time of its retura uatil
1889, the precious volume remained locked up and
unexamined ; it was then lent by its noble owner fo
the Royal Irish Academy to be copied by O'Curry.
The discovery was now made trat the took had
been mutilated, that in such a way as to render
what remnined of the original almost valnelesr.
Every eearch was made, but no trustworthy clue was
got until the manuscripts of Sir Williamn Betham,
bought for the library of the Royal Irish Academy,
were found to include copies of the missing por-
tions. DBy means of a sote attached to these copies,
the holders of the originals were traced, and were
induced to part with their somewhat doubtfully ac-
quired property for the sum of fifty pounds. The
whole volume has since been excellently repaiced
and handsomely Lound by the present Dule of
Devonshire. The contents of it include——ancient
lives of the Irish snints, written in s very pure
Galic; the conquests of Charlemagne, tianclated
from Archbishop Turpin's celebrated romance of the
¢ighth century; the story of St. Petrounilla, and tye
discovery of the Sibiline Oracle;an account of §t.

Deatx o7 A DisTiscuisueo Arcucrrer.—A London
telegrum nnnounces ihe death of Edwurd Welby
Pugin, the cldest son of the late Augustus N, Welby
Pugin, who was the chief reviver of the Gothic
architecturc and vcclesiastical art in England. Mr.
Pugin was born March 11, 1834. In 1852, when he
was ouly in his eighteenth year, his father dicd, and
it developed on him to complete his professional
engagements.  This he did successfully, nnd hence-
fotth held a promiucut place in bis profession. One
of the first of his best works was the Church of Notre
Dame de Dadezell, in Belginm, for whichhe received
from Pius 1X. the papal order of St. Sslvester.—
Among bis other works were the new C'ollege of St.
Cutbberts, L'shant ; several large churches in Liver-
poul ; St. Michael's Priory, Belmont, Herefordshire ;
the Church of §S. DPeter and Paul at Cork ; the Au-
gustinisn Church, Daublin; the Kingsdown Parish
Church for tho late Lord Kingedown ; the splendid
orphanages of Hellingly and RBletchingly for the
duches:s of Leeds ; and magnilicent buildings at
Scarisbrick Hall, Lancashire, in the completion of
the mansion which had been begun by Lis father in
a sumptuous Gotbic style. Mr, Pugin was a pro-
minent member of the Catholic Inity of England,
nng evinced a warm iaterest in the ufinirs of bis
Church. He was n captain in the English volun-
teers, and occasionally sent Jetters to the press on
profussional topics. He asserted in 1867 thet his
father, and not Sir Charles Burry, designed the new
houses of Parliament, and afterwards poblished a
book on the subject. Mr, Pugin was in this coun-
try about two years ago.

Prepurations had heen made for ficing ofl three shote,
when the men wore drawn to the surfuce.  The first
shot nppears to have gone off all right ; the second
however, liberated n considerable quantity of gas,
which exploded, setting fire to the brattice boards
at the bottom. ‘L'ue third shot was still more serions
for it caused the gasto explode and set firo to the
bottom of the sinking shaft. The fire engines from
Barnsley were fetched, and a continuous stream of
water was poured down the shaft for several hours.
At 4 oclock two men attempted to descend the
shaft, but immediately signalled to be drawn up,
their safety-lamps haviop been extinguished. The
Hafod-y-Bwck pit of the Ruabon Colliery Company
took fire yesterdoy morning, but whether from an
explosion or otherwise has not yet been ascertained.
8ix men have been severely burnt, and Mr. Jolingon,
the uoderground manager, who, together with a fire-
man named Roberts, rescued the men, is also, burat,
while Robert himself is slightly injored.

Lasor Laws or Exgraxn.—In the house of Com-
mons, on the 10th inst., Mr. Crosy, Secretary of State
fur the Home Department, introduced bills amending
tbe Iabor laws. They provide that Lreaches of con-
tract calculnted to cause public injury by the work
of people’ employed in n public capacity, as in the
supply of gas and water, shall be dealt wilh crimi-
nally. All other cases shall be regarded purely as
matters of civil contract, to be settled Ly the county
courts. The law aguinst pickcting is to continue in
force. Defendants, however, are to have tho option
of a trial by justices or jury. Iu regard to strikes
no agreeement to doany non-criminal act in relation
to disputes between masters and workmen shall be
punishable a5 a conspiracy.

WEWS OF THE WEEK.

Qur Holy Father the Pope continues i‘n hiz? cus-
tomary excellent health. His Holiness, in spite of
the erroncous statements of some London jouraals,
has not been in the least indisposed, and goes
through his fatigning duties without showing any
signs of failing healih.

Itis alloged that in consequence of the com.
plaints made by the ¢ Liberal " members of the
Itslian Parliament that the Ministry were acting
with partinlity towards the Cutholic clergy under
the laws governing the relations of the State with
the Church, a circular has Vbeen issued to the Pro-
curators-General throughout Italy to remove from
their Sees Biskops who have not received the exe-
quater. The Archbishop of Pulermohas, it is said
already 1eceived orders to quit his palace.

The Times, commenting on the surprise shown
by Fiance and Germany Lecause Lord Derby ven-
tured to give some advice to both Governments on
the occasion of the recent ©seare,” affectsastonisk-
ment at the 1dea that the world should imagine
that Englend had abandoned its position aga Eu-
repcan power and given up international concerns
for the contemplation of its cotton laules andl its
money bags. It is, it says, & little startling to find
that England is supposed to have displayed un-
wonted courage because Lord Derby has used her
jnfluence in favour of peace. Although England
is fortunate enough to be cut off trom the turmoil
of the Cou’t-.incnt by twenty-two miles of sca, she
cannot forget that she is burdened by the respon-
sibilities of a great Power. It is an idle delusion
that she covets a seifish isolation, that she would
cynically leave oppressed nationalities to their fate,
or that she is for peace nt any price. Neither the
Peace Society nor any other preaching body will
make the nation cit itself off from the political in-
tercsts of the Continent. After all, England is the
richest country in the world, and strange as Ger-
many may think the statement, she can make her-
self the most powerful if she chooses.

The French Government have intimated to ihe
Archbishop of Paris that the public demonstration
announced Lo take place on the 20th of June, on
the occasion of laying the foundation stone of the
New Catbedral at Montmartre, will not be permit-
ted. The other day there was a great demonstra-
tion at Notre Dame Paris, when the Pope's Nuncio
save the apostolic benediction to several thousand
members of the * Cercles Catholiques d'Ouvriors,
who have pledged their faith in the docirines of
the Syllabus. 1t is reported that in his intervitw
with the German Ambassador, the Duke Decnzes
gave practical proofs of the utter want of founda-
tion for the alleged warlike preparations of France.

An unpleasant feeling Is caused by a statemicng
that Germany has called out the ofiicers of the re-
serve for a few weeks' service. .

The plenipotentiaries of France, Germany, Italy
Russia, Spai, Portugal, Turkey, Switserland, Bel-

zium, Sweden, Deumark, the United States, the
Argentine Republic, Pery, and Brazil, sigacd the
Tnternational Convention for the adoption of the
metric system of weights and measures.

The City of London has just given an invi-
tation to the Prefect-of the Scine x}ﬁd the Munici-
palitics ofthe principal towns in France. The
Berlin Municipality will bave to wait a long time
for such an invitation. So much sympathy still
remains in England from the long alliance

with France that the English do not wish France
to ba weakened by a second war with Germany,

and reduced tothe rank of a second.rate Power.

The Russians also, though othierwize our best

friends, do not wish this to happep, If this is an

additional motive for England and Russia to exert
themselyves forthe maintonance of peace, wo can

have no objection to offer, for Germany also desires

puace.”

Take the case
of the Indians 2t Oke, on the Lake of Two Moun-
tains, for instance, and how wonderful is the ‘dis-
honesty displayed by some of our contemporaries ;
kow wonderful the ignorance of the simplest facts
of the cnse, displayed by others!

nal represents .we have.to deal with dishonest
men ; with menwho knew that, in what they assert
of the gentlemen of the Seminary, and the Indians,
they are deliberately asserting that which is talse,.
but which may suffice to stir up the prejudices of
the ignorant. Divested of all irrelevant matter,
what is the question at issue betwixt the Seminary
and the Indians? The question is—to whom
does the Seigniory belong? to the Scminary, as
absolute proprictors? or as Frustees for the In-
dians? This is a question to bedealt with ealmly
by the legal tribunals, and should never for one
moment be mixed up with rekigious polemics—
The gentlemen of the Seminary, strong in their
title deeds which are unambiguous, which have
been closely serutinised by the highest authorities
of the British Empire, and bave invariably been
interpreted in faver of the Seminary, ask nothing
but & close and impartial investigation of the
merits of the case; they appeal no$ to scnsational
articles in the press; and pendente lite are careful
not to depart from a strict silence; knowing that
in time the Courts of Law will do them justice, so
clear, so simple is their ease; a case so simple and
clear indeed, that no honest and inteHigent person
studying the case, can doubt that by law, the gen-
tlemen of the Semivary are the absolute propric-
tors of the Seigniory of the Lake of Two Moun-
tains ; and that the Indians have no rights therein
except such as the Seminary, gencrously accords
to them. In confrmation of this, we-again copy
from the Montreal Herald—en impartinl witness—
his testimony upon the question of proprictorship :

& We have no doubt at ail that the gentlemen of
the Seminary are as absolutely proprietors of the
Scigniory of Two Mountains, as Major Campbell,
or any other Seignior is proprietor of hisSeigniory.
They may be bound to do certain things with the
produce of their property, but that does not give
the residents of one part of it any claim to own
that portion oi it which is not conceded to them,
nor to excreise any proprietary rights shere. In
point of fact, we believe that the gentlemen of the
Seminary have granted the Indians some excep-
tional privileges which scem to have created in
their minds an impression thar they might claim
privileges of much greater extent " —Mostreal Her-
ald, Fekruary 26tk 1870,

judgment to which every honest and intelligent
man, who studies the question must come—so
clear is the case, that there is not room for two
opinions; and the Weness and s eligue in their at-
t&ck\on the Seminary, sin, not in ignorance, butin
malice.
Witk ethers the case is different, Knowing
nothing whatever of the facts of the case, they
leap at once to the conclusion that the Seminary
must be wrong; and thad the Tadians who stend its
property, and their accomplices who receive the
stolen goods, are cruelly perscented Saints—the
salt of the earth.

Illustrative of the igoorance of some of our con-
temporaries who extreige their talents on the Oka
dispute, we must cite the Erening Star of Friday,
18th inst, :— a

“1{ the Okn or Lake of Two Mountains Indians
have forfeited their rights to the lands at Oka, and
the Hierarchy can show a valid title to the owner-
ghip, lct the Indians veceive lands elsewhere.”

We reply :—

1. The Oka Indians have never forfeited their
rights to the lands at Oka, sceing that they never
had any rights over those lands to forfeit ; the said
lauds being, as the Montreal IHerald admits, the
absolute property of the Seminary, juet as the
lands of any otl}er Seigneur in Canada are his pro-
perty, aud not that of any one else. ;

2. That which the Star says should be done, is
the very thing that leng ago has been done in the
case of both the Iroquois, and the Algonquin In-
dians, whom the gentlemen of the Seminary have
domiciled on their Seigniory of the Lake of Two
Mountains. Large tracts of land have been re-
served for, and assigned {o those Indiams, which
they may enter upon wben they plewse; where
they are absolute lords and masters of the soil, of
the game, and of everything growing thereon;
where no one can intrude upon them, and where,
without their will, no priest can approach them.
Time after time, when the Indinns, or their pre-
tended friends have made complainis to the au.
thorities, the Canadian government, has replied to
the Indieng, that they had no cause of complaint;
that if they were not satisfied with their treatment
at Oka, they had their own extensive lands or Re-
serves to fall back npon ; but that if they by choice
setected the 1ands of the Seminary, then they must
submit to such restrictions as the Seminary, the
absvlute proprietors of the Scigniory, saw fit to
impose ; restrictions not very stringent after all,
since they chiefly relate to selling timber ¢ff the
Seigniory, and the sale of liquor Ly white men,—
For their own use, for fuel and building pury.oses,
the Indians have bitherto been furnished gras
tuitously by the Sewinary,

These are the simple facts of the case, nnd if
the Star had pot been in grievous ignorance of
these simple facts, he wonld not have insisted
upon the duly of granting lands to the In-~
diang “elsewhere” than at Oka. Why bless the
silly man! such lands, suck Reserves with amplest
liberality have been granted long ago—and this of
itself suflies to show that the lands of Oka were
not designed as the property of the Indiaus—for
otherwise why should large and velunble Reserves
have been set apart for them? _ '

But in the new law
the Apostles changed the Sabbath {from Saturday
to Sunday, and would have it enlled Dies Dominico,
the Lord's Day, (Apoc. 1. 10) to be kept holy by all
Christiang, in memory of our redemption bLeing’
completed on Sunday, when Christ arose from the
dead, and the Holy Ghost descended for our sanc-
tification. - For as the ceremonial part of the
Mosnic law was to expire on the death of Christ,
and as the Jewish Sablath, both as to the day of
the weck, and their manner of keeping it was cerc-
monial aud figurative, it therefore ceased, nnd our
Sablath, Sunday, is substituted in its place ; so that
we may now neither observe the same day as they
did, nor keep it as the Mosaic law commanded, bub
as the Church enjoins.”

Thisis exactly what Protestants do not know,
or do not understand.

The history of the carly Christian Church is full
of examples of the deep regard fer truth and the
holy horror ofa lic, which animated it. Tender
virging, young boys, men in the full bloom of man-
hood, old men; all ages and all classes laying
down their lives rather than tell a lie. The Sacred
Scriptures tell us ¢ greater love than this no man
hath, toan that he should lay down his life for his
friend.” How great then—how decp and how all
enduring must that friendship for truth have been
which prompted these people to lay down their
lives forit 7 Their love must indeed have been
above all love. And so ardently did they lovelit
that they would not even uppear to tell alie. When
certain Roman ladies were being tried before the
Pretor for having cmbraced the Christian religion,
the Pretor compassionating their youth, and per-
haps afraid of the anger of the Emperor, if these
tender woman should be found braving hisauthori-
ty. offered themn their lives and liberty, if they
would only appear to oifer incense to idols. And
yet these christian ladics would not consent. There
was no question, remember, of telling ¢ lie; they
were asked only to eppear fo tell one, Christiansoul!
have you never sought to save yourself from pre-
sent confusion Ly telling alie ? if 8o, stand in con-
fusion before the example of these truly christian
ladies. Does yvour love of truth burn so strongly
within you, that yon are prepared to dis for this
friend ? to be torn with hot heoks—to be tortured
with fire—to be thrown to the lions rather than to
even appear to tell alic? Ifit does mot, then are
you less Christian than these Christian Indies; if
it docs not, then are yonless courngeous than these
tender virgins: if itdoes not, then are you a less
ardent lover of truth than they,

Amongst those holy mertyrs of the early Chris-
tian church who laid down their lives through an
ardent love of truth, Antimus Bishop of Nicomedia
atends a bright example, This boly Bishop was
particularly hateful to the pagans of Nicomedia be-
canse e had converted so many from the darkness of
paganism to the clear light of Christianity. Hence
when the Emperor Maximus commanded the
royal edicts to be cnforced with renewed vigour
aguinst the Christians, it was particularly directed,
that Antimus should be seized and put to death,
The soldiers commissioned to arrcst the good bish-
op met at the entrance to the Bishop's groundsan
aged man, whom they s'1pposed to be a demestic at-
tached to the Bishop’s houschold, of him they insol-
ently demanded breadand wine.

Tue Privce-Bisoop oF BresLav.~It is very diffi-
cult to trace out any reliable account of the real
ficts comnected with the journey of the Prince
Bishop to Johannisberg. He was summoned to ap-
penr befors the Court of Appeal at Breslau on 5th
of May. Hedid not appear, An anonymous letter
in the Scilesische Zeitung of 10th of Moy states that
the Court telegraphed to Berlin, inquiring whether
they should order his arrest. An order came from
Berlin directing that the Bishop should be arrcsted
very early on Triday, the Tth, and “removed” toa
place of security. Some person, a member of the
centre paity, becoming aware of this order, commu.
nicated it to a Count B-—m [Ballestrem?], at Breslau,
on the morning of the Assension. The Schiss. Volks-
scitung gives an account of the escape. The Bishop,
accompanied by Count Ballestrem and a servant,
drove 10.the Railway station of Rothsurben, which
is about ten miles out of Breslau.
