Disaster on the Upper Lakes,
ONE HUNDRED LIVES SACRIFICED

ONLY 1W0O SURVIVORS.

——

THE NAKES OF THE PASSENGERS AND
CREW,

Corrisgwoop, Ont, Sept, 17.—The follow-
ing report has just reached hare by the hands
of Captain John Davey, of the toz® Minne-
hahs,” sent from Parry Somnd by Mr, J. C.
Miller, which gives details of the lozs of the
stearner # Asia,” of the Great Northern ‘[ran-
it Co.’s Line, which left bere on Weduneedsy
eveniog last for Fronch River and Sault St
Mariv :—

Parry Sovsp, Cnt.,Scpt. 17.—~Capt. A, A,
McGregor reached here yestsrday by tug
from Owen Sound and reported passing the
wreckage of a steamer off Lime Btone Islacd.
Heplcked up and breught with him a trank,
s door and pillow-siip matked steamer “Asia.”
About 10 a.m. this morning an Indian bost
renched bere from Pointe-au-Barrie, about 35
miles distant, bringing Mr. D. A. Linkes, of
Menitowanin,and Migs Christy Axn Morrison,
from near Owen Sound, supposed to be the
only survivors of the ill-fated steamer. Mr,
Tinkes makes the following ataternent :—

#I went aboard the « Asia” at Owen Sound
about miduight on Wodnesday, iz company
with J. H. Tinkes aund H. B. Gallagher, both
of Manitowanie. Thesbsamor was crowded,
all the state rooms belng full, and mapy
paisengers lying on the sofas and cabin
floor. All went well until about 11 on
Thursisy moreing, when the storm struck.
I wsas in my berth at the time. My uucle, J.
H. Tiakes, jumped up and sald the boat was
doomed. Dishes and chairs were flying
in every direction, We left the cabinp,
and found difficnlty in getting on deck, the
boat was rolling 8o beavlly. 1 gota life pre-
server and put it on. The koat wort into
tho trough of the ses, and would rot okey
Ler helm. BShe rolled henvily for about
twenty minutes, when she was &truck by a
henvy £ea and foundered rnd went down with
tho engines workling, about half-past eleven.
Tho ©Asia” was makieg for French Rives,
and had med, horeeg &nd lumbermer's sup-
plies for the shrnties thers. 1 eaw three
beata lowered. 1 was in the firat bost. About
efght wers with me at firet, and more got in
till the bost was no overloaded it tuined over.
Twice partiess were hauging on to my lifs-
preserver, which got displaced, and X threw
it off. I then left the boat and swam to the
capiain's boat, which was nsar by, and asked
Mr. Jobn McDongall, the pureer, to help
me in. Hs esld it was but little use.
He gave me his hand. When I gotin there
wete 18 in the Captain's boat, und by that
time tbere was » larger number in and cling-
ing to the boat 1 had leit. I know nothing
of the tbixrd boat. Oar boat rolled over, aund
1 remember missing poor John McDougatl a
fow minntes after he helped msin. People
were hanging on to the spara and other parts
of the wreckage. Ouar boat was full of water,
and the sea was ccnstantly breaking over us,
One of tha firat to dle In the boat was the
cabin boy. He was dylng acd belng sup-
ported by one of the men when a wave
washed him overboard. The next to go was
s boat hand. He was near the guowale, and
jnmpod out. I could see him paddling round,
in the water for ne¢arly a hnndred yards,
Qur numbers were now reduced to seven,
five ol whom died before reaching the beach,
Oapt. Savage, who was the last, dying in my
arms about midnight on Thureday, Mr,
John Little and two others, names unkrown.
The boat finally stranded near Point au
Barrle, about daylight on Friday, with Mies
Morrison and myself the only two saurviving.
1 put the bodles out on the besch aund
priecd the boat off with an oar, but
did not bale it out. Miss Morrison
and I went down the beach in the hoat to a
derrick about one and a half miles distant,
and lay on tho beach all night. About 8
o'clock on Satarday morring an Indian came
along, and I engaged him to bring us to Parry
Sound, e would not bring the bodies.”

in. A Dbrush harrow i8 the best for
covering, snd It 13 an excellent plam, if
the gronund is in the right congdition, to roit
it. This should not be done if the groned is
molst so that it will pack and form a crust,
which it wounld do if roiled when too moict.
The seed should not te sown when the
ground is wet, as it cannnt bs covered pro-
perly, The least covering 1is all that is re-
quired.

PLANTS FOR COLD FRAMES.
(From the Agriculluzist)

Thu reeds te produce the plants of cab-
bage, canliflower, and lettoce to be wintored
in cold irpmes for the early crops of next
spriog, mnet be xown in September, Market
gardeners find that the duto of sowing is o
mettar of great importsnce. If sown to
esrly, the pianis mny ran to flower next
spring ; if too lats, they will mot be strong
enough to winter well. The time bDest for
oue locallty, will not answor for another, and
allowance must te made for different in tho
the seasons. Near New York the 15th isthe
usual time of sowing ; one succesezful gardoer,
with all hiz experience, 2ces not trust to a
gingle sowing, but makes two, one om the
12th, aud another on the 16th. Thege dates
may not be best for localities farther inland,
and each one must Jearn by experience, and
the lods of a littlo sved, which is the best date
for him.

PUTTIRG AWAY TOOLS.

The wearing out ¢f farm implements ig, cs
a rale, dus more to neglect than to use. 1If
tools can be well taken care of, it will pay to
buy thoce made of the best steel, and finlshed
i the best monner; buf in common hands,
and common care, such tre little advantage.
Iron and steel puarts should be ¢leuntd with
dry sand snG # cob, or screped with a piece
of ,tofs iron, washed and oiled if necaesary,
and iu a day or two clesned off with the coro-
cob uud dry =zand. Finslly paint the iron
part witn rosin end beeswax, {n the propor-
tion of 4 of rosia to 1 of wex, melted together
and epplied ho. ‘'I'his i8 good tool. Wood
work sheuld b painted with good, heiled
Iinseed oil, white lsad and turpontine, colored
to auy desired tint ; red Is probably the best
coior. Keep tho caitle away until the paint
i dry and hard, or they will lick it, with
donth as a reswit. 1fit is pot desired to use
paint on band tools, the boiled o}l with tar-
pentlne and ¢ jiguid drier,” does just as well.
Many prefer to saturate the wood work ot
farm iwmplements with crude pstroleom.
This can not bo used with color, but is ap-
plied by itself, so long 68 apy i3 absorbed by
the pores of the wood.

HOW TO JUDGE A HORSE.

The Turf Field and Farm thinks the follow-
ing rules will be found useful to all partiies
about to buy a horse:

1. Never take the seller's worc. 1f die-
poted to be fair, ho may bave been the dupe
of another, {azd will deceive you throvgh re-
presentations which cannot be relied upozn.

2. Never trust to & horse’s moath as a sure
Ipdex of Lis age.

3. Never buy a horee while ia motion ;
watch him wkhile he etands at rest and you
will discover his wesk points. If sound, he
will stand firmly and squaraly on his limbs
without moving auny of them, feat planted
flat upon the ground, with legs plamb and
naturally poised. 1f one foot is thrown for-
ward with the too pointieg to the ground and
the heel raised, or if the foot is lifted from the
ground and the weight taken from i, diseaso
of tbe navicular bone may be suspected, or at
least tondernees, which s o precursor of
diseage. If the foot is thrown ont, tho too
ralsod, and the heel brought down, the korss
has suffered from lamnitls, founder, or the
back sinews have Bpralned, and he is of
little fature valus. When the fest are all
drawn together beneath the horze, If there
has been no disease there 18 a misplacement
of the limbs at lexst, and a weak disposition of
the muscles. - If the horse stands with his
feet spread apart, or straddles with his hind
legs, therw is wenkness of the loipg, and the
kidneys are disordered. When the kneos are
bent, and totier and tremble, the beast has
been roined by beavy pulling, and will never
be right again, whatever rest and treatment
he may have, Cuntracted or ill-formed hoofs
speak for themselves.

4. Never. buy 'a horse with a blaish or
milky coat in his eyos. ‘They indicate a con-
stitutional , tendency io opthalmia, moon
blindness, etc.

5, Never have enything to do with & horse
who keeps his ears thrown backward, This
1s an invarinble indicatlon of bad temper. .

6. If the horse's hind legs are scarred, the
fact denotas that ho is a kicker. .
7. If the knees are blemished, the horse is;
apt to stumble, : '
8. When the skia I8 rough and harsh, and’

The Egyptian war 18 at an end,and the
cong of triumpb, “Rule Britannia,” is echoed
from the banks of the Nile all over
the world.

The
capture of Tel-el-Kebir, followed by that of
Zagazlg before the sun bad time to set, the
taking possesalon of tha earthworks at Kafr-
el-Uwar practically destroyed Arabi’a hopes
and demoralized his army. No time was
to be lost, and orders to march on Cairo,
the rebel chiefs last sheiter, were given.
The British troops arrived before the capital
to behold Arsbi stoned by its populace, and
the native cfficials reedy to hand over the
keys. of the city. Damletta haa followed in
the wake of Calro and has offered to sarren-
der, Thus has the campaign been
brought to s successful close, and thus
has Sir Garnet amply folfilled his
promise of suppressing the rebellion be-
fora the 15th of September. It was gener-
ally expected tbat ferrible scenes would be
enccted at Cairo, that massacres and looting
would be the order of the day. Happily
such hag not transpired, for the deapatches
B3y that the English advance guards were
enthusiastically received in the capital,
and that all personages of rank concerned in
the rebellion have made submiesion, The
latest news says that Arabl himself is a pric-
oner in the hands of the authorities, so that-,
where fire and sword were expected to do
bloody worlk, peace and eafety will exist,
This will be accepted a3 joylul tldings the
world over. When the Saltan heard
of Wolseley’s success he wired his coungrata.
lations to the victorious General, requesting
at the same time that, as the back of the re-
bellion was broken, the march of the British
army into the interior ba stopped.

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CRIME 1IN GREAT BRITAIN AND

{RELAND.

There is no branch of the statistica of Ire-
land so thoroughly ecrutinized, so oiften
selected a8 a bagls of argument and so widely
circulated as that uander the heading of crime.
For Great Britain annual returns of crime
are deemed quite sufficlent, but, for Irsiland
Parliament and the English press mast have
quarterly, monthly, and even weekly
retarns. It wounld ectually seem that
they form the moit desirable subject of de-
bate in the halls of the Legislature, and the
most interesting matter that can be found to
fill up the columns of the Britisk press. 1o
chronicle crime and the number of emigrants
from the sister Island I3 thelr most delight-
{ul task, and oue which affords full scope for
uunstinted dennnciation as far as the
crime i8 concerned. The object of this
everlasting compilation of criminal statistics,
aod of the unlimited publicity which 1is
given to them, is simply to Impregnate the
public mind with the delusion that the
Irish are the most crime-loving and crime-~
committing people in the worlid, In many
Instances this reprehensible object is accom-
plished and the result 1s that credulous and
uathinking psopls, who are generally very
numercus, become the victims of a miscon-
ception, as gross as it is unfair and unjust,
That grievous mnd horrible outrages have
been committed in Ireland, no one wanis to
deny, but what it {a desirable to point out is
the fact that the country gets credit for so
much.crime, when in reality there is com-
pamtively little. We do not belleve that
the Irish people have any innate
love of evil and any attempt to give them
an undeserved pre-eminence in wickednees
should te strongly protested against. The
friends and admirers of Ireland were always
willlng and ready to do so, but outside them
it wasldifficult to find an Individoal, or bedy
of men to undertake the refutation of the
natfonal calumny. But virtue cannot remain
for ever narecognized and unrewarded, and
now the most ‘graceful aund distlnguished
tribute has been paid fo the beauty
and merit of Ireland’®  virtus at
the recent meeting of the Britlsh Assoclation
for the Advancement of Science., Professor
Leone Lev] delivered an address, in which he
said that ¢ accordingto the statistics issued
the number of indictable offences within the
lagt ten years in Epgland and Wales and
Ireland indicated a glight increase of crime in
recent years, both absolutely and relatively
io population. It would be seen that the
number of ciimes reported to have been com-
mitted was uniformly smaller in Irelandthan in
England and Wales.”

The remarks of the able and accomplished
economist created a sensation. Could Irish
crime be less than Euoglish and Scotch
ctime? Bat Professor Levl had discussed
facts in the interest of clvilization and the
spread of sclence, and it wes by figures, facts
snd computation that he impressed the truth
on the great and learned men of the United
Kingdom. And it was for Inculcaling this
that the aesembled scleniists thanked him
snd did bim the honor of oxderlng his paper
to be printed in erfensto amongst the Trans-
actions of the Asscciatlon. We quote a few
of Mr. Levi's figures, which, no doubt,
will go & long way to destroy aad
dispel tho delueion and misconception under
which the public mind labored in regard to
Irish orlme. Comparing the returns of the
ten years from 1871, to 1880 jnclusively, he
finds that the average of tlhefirst five yeavs
had been per 1,000—England and Wales,
1.98; Ireland, 1.36. And for the second five
years from 1875 -to 1880—~England and

The Fire Department of Winnipeg has be-
come & fine institution, ucder the charge of
Chief McRoble; and Mr. Yuill, formerly of
sontreal, has brought the fire alarm system
to perfection. There are a number of Mont-
realers in Winnipeg, and every one says he
is doiog well. The boom of last epriang,
however, does ol continne, in fact the lawyers
appear o be reaping the richest harvest just
ROW.

At3 p. m, we were faken in chargo by the
Capadian Pacific Rallway Oompany and left
by special train for Portage la Praitle. A
quick run was made over the 65 miles, the
magnificent crops between Poplar Point and
that place bring much admired. At Porlsge
la Prairie the rallway company had carriages
iu weaiting and drove to the Uanedisn Pacific
Hots! for supper whera a fine meal was had.

Brandon was paseed about 10 o’clock that
night, and the giimpses got of the plo-
turesquo site of the city by the bright mvoan-
light wss much edmired by members of the
party who bad not yet ratired. DBroad-
view was reached st b o'clock next morning,
and at seven o'clock a delicions breaktast
wag served, The traln arrived at Camp
Egsn, or Troy, about 11 o'clock, and here &
beautiful epectacle was presented, A de-
tackment of Mounted Police, a3 an escott to
Msjor Walsh, came galloping down a gentle
declivity to the train, their bright ugiforma
and accoutrements making a bandesoms show
in the sunshine. Major Walsh joined the
party snd accompsnied it to the end of the
track, sffording much pleasure by explaining
many local peculiarities.

Regina, the proposed capifal of the Pre-
vince of Assinibola, waa reached abouf two
o’clock. The aite is anything but favorable
for the capital of a great Province; the land
is low, water scarce, and appearance anythiog
bat ettractive. 'Thero sre prettisr and more
sultable places in the violnity, snd it was
cause for considerabls remark that such a
bleak spot had been chosen,

Oa the bridge over the canal
Genersl Waoleeley dictated his orders to
Generals Macpherson and Lowe. The former
was ordered to move with the Indien brigade
on Zagazlg, the laiter {o continue the wark
ot the total dispersion of the encmy. As I
write the troops are cheering Generals Alison
and Graham, who rode Into the trenches at
the head of the Highlanders. The Gusrds
are making themaselves comfortable in the
abandoned Egyptian tente, and ave preparing
to snatch a few hours’ repose. 'The British
cacualties at present ure unkmown, but they
aro not heavy. Those of the enemy are very
large indeed.

Yesterday afiernoon the English troops en-
tered the earthworks of Kafr-ol-Dwsr. White
flags waved over the redoubts. BSir E, B,
‘Wood came out by traln as faras Melaha
Juaction, and thence rode to meet Roouf
Beudros and Bubi Pachas, who with a small
escort of Egyptian herdsmen and with a flag
of truce were waitlng to receive him. After
a few worda of courteour greeting the whole
party moved back along the rallway, the red
coats of the General's cavalry escort mingling
strangely with the white coats of the Egyp-
tians, A train was waiting ot Melaha Junc-
tion. The General and the Egyptisn Par-
liamenterians entered the train and proceeded
to Alexsandria,

Suleiman Effendi, commandant of the cita-
del of Cairo, has announced his determination
to maintain order and to suppress rigorously
any attempt at tumult. Arabl reached Cairo
yesterday ai{ernoon, and Toulba Pacha in the
evening, both virtually prisoners. Congratu-
lations upon the complete success of the Bri-
tish army which hasat one blow brought the
rebelllon to a termination are heard on all
aldes, It is universelly considered trat there
will be no more resistance anywhere, and that
the work of the troops is at an end.

While the troops at Tel.el-Kelir were re-
posing alter the fatigue of the night, the Be-
douins, thoneands strong, came down in the
afternoon upon the Kaesasin camp, expecting
to find it empty. The Fiftieth Regiment
turned out, and fired several volleys into
ther, whersnpon they retreated in all heste.
It will be necessary to take some very ener-
getic measures against the Bedoulns, who
are hanging round Ismailia in thousands,
waiting for a chance to plunder, and, if pos-
sible, to loot the town,

The news of the great defeat at Tel-el- Kebir
was received at Cairo at noon on Wedneaday,
where it produced a tremendous sensation,
There was, however, no outburst of any kind,
but aieeling of consternation was In the
minds of a great proportion of the populace,
very strongly mingied with & sense of relief
that the long period of anarchy wasatan end.
A nuxber of noblee and the military ohiefs at
once assembled and determined to send the
snbmistion of the city atonce to the Khedive.
At nine o'clock a deputation started ang
reached Eafr-el-Dwar yesierday morning.
After they had a conference with the principal
