— The
Master af the Rolls had vefore him the case of Wal-
lace v. the Attorney-Gen. In this cass the late Lord
H. Seymour had bequeathed 60,000/, to the * hoapices
de Paris et Londres,’ and oa a previous occasion
the court had decided that so far- 83 coacerned
Liondon, the bequest was divisivle amongst those in-
gtlitutions which gratuitously received within their
walls and provided for persons who ware unable to
take care of themselves, either with old age com
bined with poverty, or infency combined with neglect,
or mental incapacity, or by reason of any bodily
ailment which was not susceptible of cure. Upwards
of 300 claims have been made by Loadoa izstitutions
to participate in the bequest. Several of the claims
were disposed of scme ume ago. The Master of the
Rolls gave judgment on Tuesday on some claima.
Mr. Bogshawe appeared for the Catholic Almhouses,
Chelsea, and for the Convent, Oarlisla Placa. The
court held that the abovemeationed iastitutions,
with the exception of Bridewell and the Britiah Asy-
lum for Deafand Damb, were excluded by the terms
of the bequest.

Itsaye that  from the
centre of a mass of dense clouds a bolt of lightning
like a white hot arrow preceded a peai of thunder
that sounded like the simultsneous discharge of the
eight bundred Prussian guans that gave the late vic-
tory over Auastria to the Pruasians. It descended
upon the deck of the bark Juanna Berjamin, loading
with petroleum for Antwerp. There woreons thous
gand three hundred barrels of that icflammable mae
terial in her hold, wkile in close contizuity to her
lay five other vessels laden and ready to sail, whose
united loads amouated to five thousand seven hune
dred aad ninety barrels of oil. The lightning struck
the foretopmast, It ehivered it into eplinters, de-
2cending the mast to the deck, eptered a coal-box
filled with oakum tkat stocd against the mast, get it
on fire, passed oa to the chain, thence out of the
hawse hole, and then wag lost in the Dalaware. A
worthy cusiom house officer, Mr. Joha S, Niskey,
gtanding upon the dock, tallying the oil, dodged a
flying splinter that cut a hole in his sizaw hat, but
did him otherwize no personal injury *

The value of boots and shoes manufactured in the
Unpited States in 1865, at wholesaie, umonnted to
$95,500.000, and iz 188 t0 ot a3 mauy thousands.
It was about this time that Rufus Ghapio, of Milferd,
Mas3., conceived the ides that boots and shoes conld
be made with pegs ecd be 88 durable as they were
sewed. Acting oa the idea, Mr. Chapin at once
commenced the manufacture of pegged boots, aplit-
ting the pegs by hand from strips ot woed, sawed by
his direction into different lengths. This was the
firat introduction of pegged boots into this or any
other country. He continued to manufacture pegged
work successfully until hig death in 1530 ; and tuig
branch of manufaciure has grown 8o rapidly that it
now giands third on the list of mansafactured articles
in the United States. Mr, Chbepin bad five sons
who, from boyhood up to the present time, have coze
tinued in the business,

Hzavta oF teE i1ty oF New Yoru,—There were,
last week, 046 deaths in this city, from all canaes, It
is n high ratio, and marks an unhealthy season, The
numbers of deaths are precisely equal 10 those of tha
preceding week, but tewer of them were from
cholera. There have been, every day, some deaths
with all the marks of the Asiatic cktolera. The
cholera beas appeared in a much,more viruleas form
than here, in other cities. Ip Cincinaati, during the
first twelve daya of August the deaths in that city
from cholera alone. were six huundred and ten.—
Sixty-three died on Sunday last. The most prompt
attention should be paid to any attacks of diarrhwma
during tbis time.  Arsemicum, beratrum, and cup-
rum, are tbe standard remedies for incipient cholera,
for those that follow homwepatbic treatment. The
allopathic treament recommends & few drops of
gpirits of camphor, taken on sugar, or in water, every
balf-hour, in case of an attack. Wkhen even threat-
ened a few drops of camphor spirits, once or twice a
day, ia good.— Freemas.

A heartless landlord ia Baltimore Iately turned a
poor woman with four little childzen out on the
streots because sle could not pay her rent.

NEWS OF THE WEERK.

Our latest European advices contain no news
of special importance, Former communicationss
relative to the armustice between the contending
powers of the Continent, are confirmed, and
poiitics assume a calmer aspect. The latest
telegrams by the Atlantic Cable inform us that
final negotiatioas tor the establishment of peace
Detween Prussia and Austria aad between Aus.
tria 3od Italy are jo progress, and a permanent
cessation of hosulities is regarded as certain.

Austria, uafortunate, yet not dispirited, yield-
ing to her hard fortune, sinks {ow, for the present,
amongst the Contineatal powers. The battle of
Sadowa, like another Waterloo, will long remain
2 landmark o the lustory of Europe, denoting
the place where the fortunes of one of the first
of Christian gations were wrremediably crushed.
“Yet will she survive the fatal blow; but unti
her sword 1s agamm unsheathed by some master
genius, she will have lost her farr military
prestige, ber European influence will have van-
ished,

Prussia, fuched with well-won victories and
success unparalleled ic our days, assumes a higher
position than she has hitherto enjoyed. She
boldly snforms Napoleon that his demands, rela-
tive to his proposed extention of the French
boundaries, ¢ cannot be complied with, and that
the Prussian territory on the banks of the Rhine
cap never be ceded to France.” The Emperor
has thought proper for the present not to press
s demaed. Although perbaps inferior as a
military mar to Napoleon 1., he shows that he
surpasses him in political prudence, and when the
mecessary preparations are made the banks of the
Rhine will again, and more forcibly, be demanded
as the natural boundary of the empire; this, the
object of the uncle’s ambition, the openly de-
clared intention of the mysterious nephew, may
not immediately take place, but the idea will
never be given up,

Our United States excbanges are barren of
interesting news. The Fenians, encouraged by
American politicians who, in therr heart, if they
kave any, detest the race, are agam looking to-
wards Capada, and, if apy reliance can be placed
upon the random sayings of the ¢ Centres,” we
may be expecung another visit before many
morths,

From lreland we bave the most cheering ac-
counts of an abundast harvest, the average yield
far surpassiug the expectations of the farmer.

The Proviscial Parliament was prorogued on
‘Wednesday, the 15th instant, after a pretty
stormy and longz session. We believe when 1t is
agawn called togetber Corfederation will bave
been 2o accomplished fact.

May it please Your Excellency —

that section of the Province. Tae numberof bills,
both: public and private, which have been just sub-
mitted for Your Fxeelleney's eanction, witl testify
to thbe zeal and saseiduity with whick toe Legisiature
has fulfilled i13 responsible dutiez dar ng the present
Session. Ihave now the honor 1o preeent, ‘or Your

Assented to, 8th June, 1866, an Act to authorize
the apprehension and detention uctil the §th day of
June, 1867, of such persozs as siall be suspected of
committing acts of hostility or cocspirncy sgainst
Her Majesty's person and Goverament.

An Actto protect the inbabitanis ot Lower Canada
against lawless aggression from subjects of fureign
countries &t peace with Her Msjesty.

A number of Bills were then assented to in Her
Majesty’s name, after which His Excelleacy was
pleased to close the fitth Session of the 8th Provincial
Parliament with the following Speech: —

I have much pleasure in releasiug you from
further attendance in Parliament, acd 1 observe,
with satisfaction, the large amoun: ot important
business, both public and private, which you hare
transacted during the session.

industry of those who devised iz and - carried the
project into execution, to those wno live within that
portion of the Province.

By the acts for smending tke Inws relatiog to the
municipal system of that Province, nlready admirable,
they will be further consolidated and improved

It must be a source of satiefuction to yi3 to feel
that the credit of the Province wil be strengibened,
and her commercial operations wiil be extended, by
the changes which bave been made in the duties on
imports, and other financial alteraiions tending to
reduce the cost of living in Canada. We may
confidently expect that the effect of the tariff; which
youlhave adopted, will be to provide for the public
wants without opening new sources of tsxation,
and to incresse the navailable resoarces of the
conntry by enlarging the marke:s for the iodostry
of the people,

The establishment of telegraphic connection
between the portions of the domiuions of our Quees,
pituated on the opposite sidea of tne Atlantic Ocesan,
hag been hailed in Canada with feelings of the ntmost
satiafaction. The success of the great undertaking
cannot fail to advance the progress of civilization,
to extend -the operations of trade, and thereby to
promote the peace and prosperity of the world at
large. : |

I thank you for the liberal provision yon bave
made for the public service of the current year. [t
shall bs my object and that of my advisers io
adminis'er your grants 8o ms- to sdcure at once
‘sconomy and effeiency.

Could not
ihese wretched duves ke advised, while there is yet
time for them to make a choice, that before they
reach the paradise of Utab they will bave toea
counter hardships snd verils which bave made that
line of match a perfect Golgotha?

i It may be true that little can be dane ; that the
wisdom of honest and gensible men is nnabie to cope
witb the folly of those who love a delusion in pro-
portion 10 its magaitude and the misery which it
entails. The same abjection would apply to any
sitempt which ia made to eombat ignorande aand to
dry up ioe stream of vice at its fountain-head. We
do not bear of Roman Catholica being drawa inte
the Mormon toils, or of ap Irish emigration to Utah.
Why, toerefore, sbould the Protestant Welsh, or the
small yeomenry of some of our agriculinral counties,
or the illiterate men acd women of our towne, bav.
ing & little mogey, or itz equivalent in good looks,
become the prey of & mercenary set of adventurers ?
At least let some attempr ‘Do made to prevent them
from walking blindfolded into the ditch, oniy 0
wake up axd find bow cruelly and how bopelessly
they have been deceived.”

WHAT IRELAND WANTS.
[From the Londor Universe.)

Lord Derby has again spoken oc a aubject affect.
ing Ireland, and in the House of Commons there bas
besn & elight pagsage of arms berween Sir R. Peel
aad Mr. Gladstone, a propos, of the Irish University.

The new Premier does not seem to thiok that the
hill introduced by the late Goveroment for the Abo-
lision of the Trazzubstactiation Gach i3 sarisfactory,
and he intends to smotker it aad to bring in apother
bill that ehall embrace all oaths azd declaratiens.
Qur roaders must remember that this was iatended
1o abolish an oath taken by the Lord Lieutenant and
oiher high officers in Ireland, who, in the presence of
Catholic magistrates and councillors, and™ Catholic
peers too, declared that the doctrines of the Catholic
Church were damnable,

It may have been a gource of gatisfaction to an
Orange Lord Lieutenant o make this declaration.
But what must have been the feelings of the Catholics
who listened to {t. We had thought this odious
inanlt would never again b2 imposed on the Qatholics
of [reland ; but it geems 1t i3 to (a3t uniil some new
acd more comprehensive bill i3 introduced 1nto
Parliament by the Goversment.

Lord Derby haa given his reasons for this measure.
In ki3 speech on Monday night he said : If the terms
of the oath are considered by Roman Usatholics to be
oensive, aud if they are otfensive, or if the manner
of taking the oath be ofensive, I have not the
giightest cbjection tw applying a rtemedy. Though
there wag 82 simost uaspimous opinion in favor of
the bill whea it was introduced ia the House of
Commons, there was slso an expression of opinion
that the oath to which it referred should be dealt
wi'h in conmection with the geuneral subject of the
vast aumbet of oaths now required to be taken. It
wa3 thought desirable 10 adopt some resolution
which would tend to diminish the aumber of those
onths ; and after this nill bad been read a second
tims the suggestior thrown out by the late Chaneellor
of the Eschequer was acted on, and & commissjon
wa3 appointed to look into 81! oatha required to be
taker by parsons appointed to ‘high offices. 1
myseif took toe iiberty of throwing eut a similar sug-
gestion, snd [ am glad 1o say thatthe commission of
inquiry i3 aow eitting. This being eo, [ should think
it would be better not to proceed farther with the
bill at present, but to await the result of the inquiry.
Ve can than deal witk the subject as & whole. This
courge would appear to be more desirable in conse-
quence of ibe fact that the case i3 not iz the slightess
degree s pressing ome, 83 far a3 Aoy practicsl grie-
vance 18 concerned. I may observe with referenece
10 this bill that wkile it takes away an existing test,
it provides no subatitute whatever. The oath which
the bill abolizhes is (ofidem ve biz the same as the
one raquired to be taken by the Sovereign at the
time of hia or her coronatios ; and consequently the
bil} does opea up & much larger question thaa at Gr3t
gight it would appear to do. 1 should bs guite satis
fed to abeligh thia osthb but [ ttink we cught to
provide some substitute for it: and therstore [ hope
the nodble marquis will not press his bill till the re-
port of the comumission i3 received.

The terms are offepsive, and aone can ¥now that
better than Liord Derby. Asthe Marqais of Clanri-
carde said :—* The ontn which the bill proposes to
abolish was ofensive not oniy t0 Roman Catbolica,
bat,to Protestanis. The Loed Lieutenant weas obliged
to take it in the presence of Roman Catholic gentle-
men who, at the sezt minute, were to git with him at
the Council Board. He thought that no time ghould
te lost in doisg awa7r with such an oath; out =afier
wihat the noble Buri nad 3aid, be wouid pot press the
second resd:ng of the bill.

The other question thai has coms before tie House,
touches the Irish University and ita character. Irish
Catbolics had thought they mightat least have a
Univeraity of their own,and that in & Catholic coun-
try, Oatholic professors might be enabled to bestow
.upon their pupils, degrees of homor according to
their merits. Accordingly they, through their Bi-
ghops, asked the Goveromeat to pas3 a bill, bestow-
ing the right upon them. But Sir Rovert Peel (wko
immedistely be was made Secrewsry for Ireland,
came iatu collision with Cardinal Gullen), thought
that it wa3 tao great a concesiion to Catholica; and
subsequestly proposed to exterd ths power of the
authorities of the Queen’s Colleges, ao that they
might confer degrees upon those who had beea edu-
cated under tteir own supervision. Such i3 the plan
adopted in England, where Catholic pupils educated
in Catholic Colleges are examined and receive their
degrees ni the London University, Sir Robert, a3
all must remember, was turped out of ofice, when
Zear! Russell sncceeded Lord Pelmerston. And now
that the man who gave him his concee hag, in his
turn, been dismissed by the country, he enquires of
Mr, Gladstone why the fulflment of thess promises
had been delared and whethar they had really heea
fulfilled. .Aad Mr. Gladstons promises to answer at
a future day.

It is undoubtedly very annoying for aome twenty
or thirty Oatholics to have to lisien to the new Lord
Lieutenanv's oath ; and it iz very unsetisfactory tbat
about the same number of pupiis cannot year by year
receive a diploma for proficiency in education from
those who have instructed them, But what have
these queations to do with the countiry at large, and
with the people of Ireland! What is it to relisve
gowe twenty or thirly from an unpleassniness and
leave millions lsboring uader thelr boerden? Is pot
the exlstence of the Proiestant Eateblishment as
great an insult, aod a far greater burden to the people
of Ireland thaen an ofensive osth 1o the aldermen
and councillors and erown oficers in Dublin 7 And
yet if one were to judge by what is doze, or ratner
auvtempted in Parlisment—il we are to esiimate the
vils of Ireland by the relief offered or rather zought
for by our members, we could coma to co other coa-
clugion but thia—that there ara less than one bun-
dred people who are suffering inIreland from tae
misrule and tyrancy of Bngland.

Let ¢them look to the muny and not to the few, and
1et our legislatora direct their efforts to the removal
of the evils that efect the people of Ircland
