I And
that an immense volume of water is brought down upon the lands i)ropo8cd to be drained by the Kersey Drain,
by the Oilhula, King and Snell Drains and various other minor drains from lands to the south as far as the
14th Concession, thereby greatly injuring the lands proiK>sed to be drained by the Kbrsey Drain bv such
waters being broutrht down and caused to flow thereon, consequently the lands and roads from which such
waters are brought down, to the injury of lower lands, are liable to be assessed for the construction and main-
tenance of such drain or drains as may be necessary for conveyihg from such lower lands the waters so caused
to flow nyyon and injure the same by virtue of the Statute, 44 Vic. Chap. 24, Sec. 22. The estimated cost for
constructing a drain in the course described of eight feet bottom, side slopes one to one—cuttirgs as shewi on
the section of the Drain, constructing four bridges on the roads crossed by it, grading the road whore any part
of the drain follows it, including all incidental expenses, :i$.'i,U49, which I assessed on lands and roads as per an-
nexed schedule of assessment. This drain should huve been extended south to the line of the 9th and 10th
Concessions, as a flagrant wrong has been done to the owner of the south half of Lot 5 in the 9th Concession,
by leaving the mouth of the Oilhula drain in the condition in which it was left. I also determine and report
to your Honorable Body that the proposed drain shall be maintained at the joint expense of the parties imme-
diately interested in said parcels of land as assessed as per annexed schedule of assessment, and of the muni-
cipality whose roads are assessed as per annexed schedule in pioportion of and according to such assessment.
