England. Financially the syndicate is said
to be unusually strong.

Re St. Lawrence Lumber Co., of St John,
N. B. The English liquidators named at a
formar mccting of credituzs aut having been
heard from application has wen made to the
courts and January 17th set as the Jdate fu. the
appointing of permanent liquidators, In the
meantime Richard Turner, of Quebec, ereditor,
is acting with provisiona) liquidator Senator
K. F. Bumns.

48 squarc miles of timber lands, comprising
ten applications, were sold a few days ago at
the crown lands oftice, Fredericton, N. B.
Berths, 115 and 116 on Beaver Brook and Little
Bartibogue were bid in by Summer & Co. at
$58.25 per square male for onc berth and $78
per mile for the other. Frank 1. Mornson
purchased two berths at $15.50 and $14.50 per
mile respectively. A, Randolph bought 17
square milos on Salmon River at the upset puce.

CURRENT TRADE CONDITIONS.
ONTARIO.

A callL at the offices of most lumber
concerns finds everyone busily engaged
in stock-taking, and this, rather than im-
mediate business, is teceiving first atten-
uon. Though few balances have yet been
struck, no onc is anticipating large things
from the trade of 1894. The volume of
bustness done will show a shrinkage, and
as one large finn has observed, the ques-
tion is simply the size of balance on the
wrong side of the profit and loss account.
At the same ume it 1s not to be under-
stood that the trade of 94 has been such
as to paralyze futurecffort.  If lumber-
men come out of the depression with their
wings singed slightly there will be abund-
ance of vitahity left to enable each to soar
.« high as need be during the new year
now opened. It is encouraging of the
lumber trade, despite the dullness of the
year, that there have been few failures of
any moment to record..

Somc difference of opir‘on prevails as
to the shape trade will assume during the
new year. Mill men are not disposed to
break prices, which are fium, and to some
extent evidence a disposition to advance.
They argue that there will be a revival in
the building trades in the spring, and so
far as United States business is concerned,
more than the average number of enquir-
ies are now reaching them. Trade there,

wlilst rot keemrg, s whicvirg, an
with smaller stocks on hand than mauy
had anticipated, it will not require a large
demand to soon make necessary the re
plenishing of supplies by the majority of
dealers. Alarge owner of timberlimits has
made the remark that a further indication
of coming revival in the lumber trade is
seen in the call for limits. Quite a few
changes in ownership are taking place
and United States capital in no small de-
grec is seeking investmeat in Ontario
lLinuts, all of whica are held at good prices.
Agamst this view of present conditions it
is but fait to state that there are those in
the trade, whose opputtunities of sizing up
condutons, and whose conncctions keep
them closely 1n touch with a wide range
of dealers, who hold that prices just
now are highet than real conditions war
rant, and before midsummer there will be
a drop in prices. We write here, of
coursc, of white pine.

There is a good deal of activity in the
woods, fully as large a utaff of men
being at work as a year ago, and the
cut of 13y4-93 will avaiage cqual 1o 18y3-
94, and probably go somewhat in excess
of that. It s the case that several large
firms will cut practically nothing this year,
but again other coneerns in the same
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jocalny are geting vut o cunsiderably
larger cut.  The amount of logs held over
are smaller than a year ago, so that with
an mcreased cut the probability is that the
gencral output from the woods in the
sprng will average about the same as a
yearago. In some sections the need of
snow 1s felt and it 1s among the possibili-
Lies that trouble will be eaperienced in the
spring in getting logsout.

There s difficulty in arriving at an
opmion asto what extent lumber will be
cut in Ontauio rather than eaported in the
log to Michigan, but the fact that such
concernsas Cutland & Savage, Wm Peter
and the St. Anthony Lumber Co, arc op-
erating large mills in Ontario wonld indi-
cate that many logs that, under the old
1ariff would have been exported. will new

e cut in the province. L
> The tmdcpin deals with the United
Kingdom shows improvement and it
is expected that there will be an in-
crease in this branch of trade on the Ot-
tawa thecoming season.
QUEBEL AN NEW BRUNSWICK.

The improved conditions of the spruce
market render the outlook in Quebec and
New Brunswick more hopeful than it has
been for some time. In the Maritime

rovinces there seems to he little doubt

ut that the change in the tariff will work
for the improvement of the lumber trade.
Lumbermen are anticipating this and
making some preparation for an increase
of business. The average of operauons
in the woods will probably be on apar
with those of a year ago, though thereare
several important sections where the -
formation comes to us that the cut will be
much less, in some instances a reduction
of at least one-half. The continued de-
crease of lumber shipments at the port of
Quebec 15 a feature of the trade n that
province that bnngs discouragement, and
lumbernen are not hepeful of any remark-
able improvemer t the coming season.

BRITISH COLUMBIA.

Adcvelopment in the lumber tiade of
Buush Columbia 1s the continued ship-
ments of lumber to San Francisco and
adjacent markets. Expenments that were
made 1n tnus direcuon shortly after the
free lumber bill became law have appar-
ently met with sufficient suciess toen
courage the trade to further cultivate this
trade, and elsewhere we note that sev-
eralimportant shipments have gone for-
warl to San Francisco. Local trade is
fairly good and some ~of the mills are
sending forward good sized stocks to the
mntenor.  Shingles, which form so large 2
parntof the trade of the Coast province,
do not show any substantial evidence of
improvement. The lumbermen of British
Columbia continue to hope for an early
completion of the Nicaragua canal as a
means of helping their export trade.

UNITED STATES.

Lumbemmen enter into the new year
feeling sangrune of a fair trade, and one
that will level up, it is hoped, the dullness
of the year just closed. Since theelec-
tions a revival m business generally has
been manifest. At centres of trade plans
are being laid for considerable building.
Faclories that have been closed, or run-
- ning on shorl tme, are commencing t0
resume acive operations, and this s es-
pecially the case with those lines of manu-
facturc in which lumber plays an impor-
tantpart. Whilst at Buffalo, Tonawanda
and Albany large stocks of lumber are
held, throughout the country retail yards
are almost bare, and with a revivalin
trade it will not be long before wholesale
stocks will become broken into. This is
the view taken by mill men and they an-
ticipate a good demand for the pew pro-
duct of the spnng and summer. What s
also worth noung isthe improved demand
that exists for the better gradces of lumber,
wiich shows that manufacturers are plan-
ning larger and better work. A feature
of the lumber rade in the United States
1s the shipment of large quantities of pine
from Duluth, direct into caster markets,
The LUMBERMAN a few days since was
tatking with a lumberman from Duluth,
who said it was now a common practice
forthe.trade in New York to place good
orders with the millsin Duluth, and have

the lumbes sent duedt, without, as i the
past, passing theough several hands befure
reachiny it> destination.

FORLIGN.

A Dbetter fechng prevails i lumber
circles i the United Kingdom than for
some time past, There has been-a great
deal of hoping agamst hope during the
past year, but the opinion expressed by
Denny, Mott & Dickson in thetr wood
market report 1s that the effort to employ
capital 1 Pcrccpnbly developing specula-
tion ana ths must tend to react favorably
on ndustnil enterpnse, and therefore on
the demand for umber, unless checked by
senous pohiucal or financial disturbances,
1n respect to which the outlook just now
15 teassuning.  [he same authonty says .
* Fust-class waney pine must continue o
hold > own 1 pnce and there s very
Little 10 the market owing to the prohibited
price demanded for it by shippers having
caused mercnants 1o import very hule to
hold for winter stock,”  Itis beheved that
trade is improving in Austialia, though
sluunly, and there will be a better demand
there for lumber. South American trade
is holding a fair average.

HARDWOODS.

A quiet, though steady trade, is being
done in hardwoods. The larger demand
is for basswood, eln and ash, and prices
remain firm. A western manufacturer
tells elsewhere in these columns that there
has been an advance of $1.00 per thousand
since the removal of a $2.00 duty, which
is tantamount to dividing the duty be-
tween buyer and seller. This, however,
it 1s claimed, holds good only in the case
of hardwoods cxported to the States
Wholesalers who are doing a local business
say that prices are no better now than
they were before the change in tariff, un
less it is that they are more firm and there
is less disposition to cut prices. Maple
is not in so large demand as some other
woods. Nospecial activity is being shown
in the cut for another scason, and it will
be regulated largely by conditions that
may ause between now and spring. An
imorovement in United States hardwood
matkets is indicated by the increased size
of recepts at Philadelphia and other eas-
tern consuming centres.  Quartered sawed
white vak is repurted in goud Jenand at
all points,

SHINGLES.

Anything hopeful that can be written
of shingles 15 encouraging, and the fact
noted in two separate reports, that a
slight advance has taken place in shingles
in New Brunswick, and that prices are
firmer 1n the Sagmaw Valley, will be some
solace to .he extreme dullness that has
prevailed in the shingle market for a long
ume past. Aside from tlus there 1s hittle
else of moment to be noted regarding the
shingle trade.

STOCKS AND PRICES.
CANADA.

The lumber cut along the Tobique, N.
B., will be larger this season than ever
before.

J. A. Christie, of the Brandon Lumber
Co., Brandon, Man., says prices of lumber
will be greatly reduced at his mill next
year,

Itis not thought that the total manu-
facture of square timber in the Ottawa
district this winter will yun beyond 1,500,
000 cubic feet.

Alexander Gibson has 27,000,000 feet
ready to haulon the Nashwaak, N. B.
On the Bartholomew river he has 9,000,
000 feetsfor his new Blackwille mill.

M. L. Tucker, lumberman, Parrsboro’,
N. B.. says that the cut along the
Parrsboro shore this winter will be about
the same as last year, namely 40,000,000.
Very few deals have been held over this
$eason.

The lumber cut in Cumberland czuaty,
N S this winter will be about the same
as in 1893 and considerably in excess
of 1894. 1In 1893 the shipments from
Parrsboro amounted to 40,000,000, Last
year they dropped to 35,000,000.

Robert Conners, the big St. Fraacis

operator, 15 authority fur the statement
that the cut of lumber up the St. John
river, N. B,, will be lighter this winter
than last. Last season some 23,000,000
of logs, ‘vhich had been held over from
the previous year, came out, which will
effect further operations.

The barquentine, C, C. Funke, will load
800,000 feet of lumber at the Brunette saw
mills, New Westminster, B. C,, for Cali-
fornma. The Cosmapolis cleared customs
at Vancouver a week ago for San Fran-
c1sco and San Luis Obispo.  She carries
340,000 feet of rough and dressed lumber,
and 50,000 laths, loaded at the Royal City
Mills, It is expected she will return and
load another cargo at the same mills,

Its computed that about 1,250,000 feat
of synace tunber will bé made in the Ot-
tawa distnict this winter. Klock Bros.
will make about 250,000 feet , Wi, Mac-
kay, 150,000 feet, Booth & Shannon,
125000 feet, Barnett & Mackay, 8o,000
teet, and A. Bamett, 150,000 feet, The
David Moore Lumber Co., Cox & Co,
and other operators, will supplement this
cut.

UNITED STATES.

Quartered sycamore, ash, cherry and
maple are reported in steady demand at
Boston.

_ The total receipts of lumber i Chicago
in 1894 fell behind those of 1893 about
27,000,000 feet.

20,000,000,000 of logs have been cut in
the Saginaw district and converted into
lumber since 1851.
_ Eastern spruce is showing _quite a gain
in the New York market and stands firm
at $15.50 to $10.00 for 10 to 12nch stock.

The receipts of lumber from all sources
at Tonawanda, N.Y., during 1894 were
422,623,000 fect, which 1s only 38,000,000
fcet less than was recewved during 1893.

A car load of yellow pirs has been
received at Muskegon, Mich,, by Mann,
Moon & Co. This is the first shipment
of this wood to that point and is looked
upon as a case ofmeeting the white pine
lion in his den.

William Peter, of Bay City, Mich., will
put in .43,000,000 feet of logs this winter,
10,000,006 feet to stock his Newaygo mill
and 33,200,000 feet in Canada, a portion
of which will go to Michigan, and the
rest will be cut at his new mill on thz
Georgian Bay.

1894 as compared with 1892 shows a
depreciation of at least an average of
$3.00 a thousand in pnces for lumnber
commodities at Saginaw, Mich,, and 40;/
in the volume of trade. Lumber tbat sold
readily in 1892 at $20 to $25 was a drug
in 1894 at $17 to $z0.

Boston repurts from the lumber regions
say that the cut on the Penobscot this
winter will not exceed 60,000,000 fect of
logs, which is hardly one-half the figure
of last season, and the cut on the West
Branch s also to be about 25,000,000, or
one-halt the usual amount.

Log run is offered in the Saginaw mar-
ket at $12.75 to $18. Recent sales, how-
ever, ranged from $14 to $15.50. There
has been an increased enquiry for shingles
and sales are reported at $1.75 for clear
butts and $2.75 for No. 1. Operators say
the stock of shingle logs for next season
will be very light.

THE SITUATION.

REFLRCTED THROUGH CORRESFONDENCEK OF “‘WREKLY
LUMBERMAN.”

T. H. DECEw, Essex, Ont.: “Hard-
wood business is very quict in the west,
but will doubtless improve now that the
year has opened.  Prices ar = fair for what
we do sell and about $1.00 per 1000 in ad-
vance of last year in most kinds, which is
about dividing equally with the American
consumer the $2.00 duty. Slack barrel
staves are dull, although I have closed a
contract for 6,000,000 for the new year at
25¢. advance per thousand of last year’s
prices, therefore shall expect to do as
much business in 31895 asin .894. Ibave
about 1,500,000 feet of hardwood lumber
in stock, composed chiefly of black and

white ash, sycamore, soft maple, cli. , red
oak and cottonwcod.”

Guy E. Robinson, General Manager.
New York and Canada Lumber Co,, Ltd,
New York : “From the fact of the carly
sale of most of Canadian stocks last sea.
son, they received better prices than could
have been obtained later in the sc.son,
and from that fact we think that Can.dian
lumber has been higher than that of the
western stock of this country, and thete
fore am inclined to think that the we .tem
people have been shipping ore sto k1o
this market in proportion than usua!”

The Longlord Lumber Co., Lon,fur
Mills, Ont.. “ Yards full of lumbes and
about 3,000,000 feet of logs in Lake Su
John. Had a good season's cut, nc.ithe
of our mills losing a half day from L.cak-
ages. Operations in the woods this win
ter are small on account of dull ui ke,
but in 1895 the company will have . full
stock to sell with what they take out ths
winter, the logs at the mill and L. he
unsold.”

William Foster, Owen Sound, Ont.
“ Business for the three closing months of
1894 was good, especially shipments to
the United States markets. Severl
large stocks have changed hands lately,
making stocks for sale light. Several
good contracts have been taken for next
season. All the mills intend to getou
heavy stocks this winter. We feel the
need of an improved system of inspection,
and frauds on this account are not unfre
quent.?

A prominent lumberman, over the sig-
nature “ White Basswood,” writes of Eas
tern Ontario cor.ditions as follows . * East
and southeast from Ottawa comparatvely
little pine is to be tound. Lumbermen
are found operating country m:lls, cutting
basswood, ash, maple, »irch and other
hardwoods, but the principal out-tura’s
in basswood and ash lumber. Many of
the mills are found with stocks of 300,000
to 500,000 feet of ash and basswood lum-
her yearly, and though the stocks to draw
from are now showing signs of deplcuion
some millions of cach of these kinds of
lumber may be expected for some jyears
to come from this section of Oniano
Basswood 1s pninuipally sold in the Mos-
treal market, while ash goes a.gely tu the
Unued States. The depression of the
last two years has.had the effect of leaving
stocks of ash lumber on the hands of the
mill men. About 1,000,000 feet of dry
brown ash lumber is now in pile for sait
in the vicinity of Alexandria. Some is
moving off in small lots, and from in
quiries made the indications point to Jear
yards shorily. Notwithstanding the de
pression in the United States, stocks
have not been sacrificed by holders, and
unless a buyer could see profit in buying
good log run ash at $14 per 1000 fect 03
cars at Alexandria, he would not buya
great deal. Good mill run basswood is
staple at $13.50 to $14 per 1000 on carg,
but there is practically none in first hands
Soft clm is sawn to a considerable extent
It is customary for buyers to contract for
mill stocks during the winter, as soon as
dry enough for shipping the mill yards are
quickly cleared of their stocks on hand
James Rayside and A. McArthar & Sog,
of Lancaster; Macpherson & Schell, o
Alexandria; McEwen & Monro, of Moose
Creek, and A. McLennan, of Cusselmas,
are the largest operators, and any of thest
finns handle from one to three millios
yearly.”

Samuel Patterson, Quaco West, N. B:
“‘Therc arc no stocks of lumber on hacd
in this section except what is held by Sab-
mon River and Bostwick’s Mills, Lum
bering operations, however, are on a larger
scale this year. There are five portable
mills within the radius of a few nulesd
each other, besides various staticoary
mills.”?
