Steamer Florence of Furness Line Struck on Ledge and Cap- -
tain Bart and Crew Were Prevented From Landing in
Boats by Inaccessible Cliffs of St. Shotts—Later Sec-
ond Mate and Four Men Fourid a Break in the Rocks.

ST. JOHN’S, Nfid., Dec.'22.—(Can. Press).—Capt. Barr and 21 of
Line steamer Florence, from
Halifax, N.S., for St. John’s, lost their lives in the wreck of the vessel on
the ledges west of St. Shotts during a northwest gale last Friday. Five
exhausted survivors, who reached land in a boat, brought the news to Tre-
passeéy tonight. : .

The steamer carried no passengers.

Capt. Barr of the steamer and all his men reached shore after the
vessel struck, but the lofty, inaccessible cliffs of St. Shotts prevented their
escape. The big tide, backed up by the southwest gale, made it impossibic
to remain there, and.all hands were obliged to put back to the ship, whick
was pounding heavily. e - : : :
= . Capt. Barr felt confident that the wind would go down, but Second Mate
-J. Hedley volunteered to take four men in one of the ship’s boats and sesk
a more favorable landing place further along the coast. In the heavy seas
.then rumning the captain was unwilling/to risk more lives, and gave hi.
.consent to the second mate’s expedition with reluctance. . :

« With great difficulty Hedley piloted his small boat along the coast unti)
he saw a break in -the rugged line of cliffs. Pointing tlie nose of the boas
directly. into. the surf he .avoided the outlying rocks and on the crest of &
great breaker ran his craft in without being upset. Tumbling out hastily
to, avoid being sucked back by the undertow, the mate and his four mer
dragged their hoat up the beach out of reach of the gea and made their way
back along the cliff to where their steamer lay. ¢ wind and.sea in the
meantime had increased. The combers broke continually over- the decke
of the vessel, which was grinding heavily on the jagged rocks.

STEAMER DISAPPEARED

... Hedley and his men searched in vain for somse path by which thu
cliff might be scaled or the/crew of.the Florence helped. The coast in tha
vicinity was uninhabited. ~The few. fishermen’s' huts were deserted for the
winter and Hedley had to take refuge for the night in one of these aban-
doned shacks. At daybreak Saturday Hedley found that the ‘wind had
been steadily increasing. Hurrying back to the point off which the Florence
lay, .bhe could see no sign of the steamer. Considerable 'of her cargo ol
lumber was floating along the shore, but no boats were visible.

... After.the five survivors had made a long but fruitless search along the
shore for some trace of their shipmates they started for St. Shotts, the
nearest inbabited place, several miles distant. Two of them were so ex-
hausted from the cold and exposure that they had to be assisted by their

completed, is a curiosity among writ-
ing machines, according to a stationery
trade journal, and its completion re-
quired the assistance of native Korean

i talent. x

Unlike the Chinese and Japanese
languages, the Korean language has an
alphabet which was invented about
500 years ago. It.was built upon pure-
1y phonetic principles. The Korean al-
phabet consists of 25 letters—11 véw-
els and 14 consonants. From these 25
letters nearly 65000 different sounds
can be evolved. The whole system of !
Korean writing is made from the com-
bination of three elements—one  line,
one dot, and one gircle. ’

The fact that -the Korean alphabet '
is composed of just 26 characters seems !
to make the problem simple from the |
standpoint of the tvpewriter maker.
But there 4&re other difficulties.
Each of these letters has two. or
three different positions, and enough
other characters are used to over-
crowd the keyboard of an average
typewriting machine. ' Of the 84 keys
of this typewriter 72 are Korean let-
ters, eight are numerals and four bear
miscellaneous signs. Forty-six of
these keys are “dead,” which means
they do not space when' struck, and
this leaves only 38 “live” keys on the
entire keyboard—certainly a strange
and unusual typewriter compared with
those ingcommon domestic use. - The
significant fact about this typewriter
is that it has been built in response to
a strong Korean demand, and so far as
the writing machine is”concerned, Ko-
rea {8 now ahead of both China and
Japan.

. The Christmas Dinner.

Christmas time i§ a season ~when
many children become ill by the foolish
over-indulgence of . adult relatives.
Christmas dinners and luxuries dre
responsible for many doctors’ bills ar@l
many anxious moments for mother,
and yet with a little consideration the
children’s Christmas dinner may be
mAde as delicious as -itis harmless.

If there is a large party of children,
it is much more fun to let them have
their own table. They enjoy it, and
then there is no temptation offered by
the richer food provided for the big
folks. - ;

The children’s dinner should’begin
with a clear broth or cream of celery
soup. Children under 6, and even old-
er, cannot digest turkey; they should
have the white meat of a-young c¢hich -
en. If possible have a green vegetable,
properly cooked. Falling this, use
squash or stewed carrots. Mashed po-
tatoes, cranberry jelly and bread and
butter complete thig course.

Children” between 2 and 5 years
should have a baked potato rather
than mashed. For dessert a soft cus-
tard or' blafic menge is easily digested.
Frozen junket is a splendid substitute
for ice cream for: the little tots.. A

‘| lady-finger ‘served -with the dessert is

a special treat.

One would seem unnecessarily stsict
to deprive children of candy at this
season. They expect it, and, of course,
they must have it; but do be careful
what kind they get. Home-made mo-
lasses and peppermint candy, gum-
drops and barley sugar are the only
kinds they should pave. After dinner
is the time for a small amount of
candy. Munching candy between meals
means -4 ‘coated tongue,- loss-of appe-
tite and disordered stomach, and this
is too high_a price.to pay for a tri-
fling sweet. Let the children help to
make a big supply of candy if you like.
Then let them voluntarily give all but
a very small portion to those who may.
not fare so well as they do, and to
whom eventa small amount of candy
means a big treat.
