- London, Jan. 15.—With but two days*
polling over it now seems certain the'
Bannerman government will @ be sus-j
tained on the largest majority in his-
tory. Today's returns duplicate, and
even surpass, the tremendous Liberal
and free trade sweep of Saturday, tak-
ing forty seats from the Unionist col=
ump and givng twenty-nine to the

Liberals and eleven to Labor, Against
this the government lost but one seat.
The net gains, therefore, to date, total
sixty-one, equivalent/on a division to a
majority of 122, Thus the nominal ma-
jority of seventy, with which the Union-
{sts went to the country has been wiped
out: and in addition the government has
fifty-two towards the eighty-two ad-
mittedly needed to be independent of
the Irish party, while less than a quar-
ter of the whole seats are yet filled.

Among the fallen are two former
ministers, Walter Long, who was de-
feated by 2692 at Bristol; while Gerald
Balfour, like his brother, went down
at Leeds by 1069, Arnold Forster sur<
yives at Croydon, but with a greatly
decreased majority.

On the other hand the new ministers
are being strikingly successful. Augus-
tine Birrell carried the former Tory seat
of North Bristol by 2942, while Herbert
Gladstone and James Bryce increaSed
their majorities by over 4000,

Big Vote Polled. P

An exceptionally large vote was poll
ed, and the Liberal majorities are ab-
normally large, in”especial contrast to
the vote of 1900, whép the Unionist ma-
jorities over the war issue were like-
wise exceptional. The alliance between

MUST BE REFINED HERE,

Sudbury Mining News, Jan. 12: The
Hon, Frank Cochrane made a very im-
portant announcement at a Conserva-
tive banquet given at Weston 1last
Thursday night. He stated that at
the next session of the legislature, he
expected to. introduce Ilegislation by
which all nickel,instead of being refined
in the United States ,and being calied
in the markets of the world American
nickel,. would be refined in Canada and
bear the name Canadian nickel. This
patriotic and intensely Canadian policy,
as outlined by a responsible ministor,
brings us back to the days when Sir
John A, Macdonald launched his nation-
al policy, and in 1878 swept the coun-
try, entirely on account of the stand
taken by him and his party on that
policy, the cardinal feature being “Can-
ada for the Canadians,” and evidently
the Hon. Mr. Cochrane, as a business
man and a patriotic Canadian, desires
to build up his own country and his
own province rather than allow the
money that properly belongs to us to‘ be
expended in enriching American cities,
and #Be government will undoubtedly
receive almost universal support in any
policy which will achieve this result.

Monetary ' Times: The notoriety
which the York County Loan Company
has gained of recent days, and espec-
ially since its compulsory stoppage, has
given rise to a feeling of
suspicion in the minds ' of many
as to the safety of other loan
companies using like methods. Nor is
this all. It has caused murmurings as
to the prudence zof fallowing mortgage
loan companies to ‘take deposits at all.
This latter - doctrine is not new; it
was espoused many years ago by bank-
ers more than -one, and supported by
arguments which have a certain weight
if used with reference to speculative or
loosely managed concerns of the kind.
But these arguments have been heard
and weighed before committees of par-
liament in successive years, and while
they have had the effect of increasing
the safeguards thrown around deposi-
tors, they have not convinced the law=
makers that taking deposits is a thing
which should be forbidden. The latest
speaker to reassert the doctrine is Mr.
D. M. Stewart, before the Empire Club
of Toronto, the other day. He contends
that “all companies authorized to make
loans on real estate, buildings, ete.,
should either be prohibited from taking
deposits or be required by law to inain-
tain a certain percentage of their as-
sets in actual cash as-a reserve for the
security of depositors.”

If Mr. Stewart is correctly reported
as above, he seems t6 have made his
remarks too sweeping in their charac-
ter, There are numerous sound and
carefully managed mortgage loan com-
panies in Canada which do maintain a
certain percentage and a very large
percentage of liquid assets, Take as
an example the €anada Permanent,
which had at the close of laast year
some $2,700,000 of deposits. It held at
that date $354,000 in cash, $481,000 in
municipal debentures, and $1,380,000 call
loans on bonds and stocks, in all $2,215,-
000 .in realizable form with whieh to
pay depositors, or more than 82 cents
for every dollar. Or take the case of
the Huron & Erie, with $1.659,000 of de-
posits. Against these it held $971,000 in
cash, debentures and bonds, say 68 1-2
per cent, immediately available. The
Ontario Loan & Debenture,having $525,-
000 in deposits, and keeping $225,000
liquid, equal to more than 52 per cent.
And there are other companies, such
as the Central Canada Loan, and the
Toronto Mortgage Company, which
hold, the first, three times, the other,
twice as much in cash or immediatel
available securities as their deposi
amount to. It would be manifestly un-
fair to prevent such companies / from
taking deposits when they can show
such security to6 their depositors. Nor
is it less unfair to lump sound con-
cerns like these with the score of weak
and undesirable companies which not
9nly have no such available reserves
but make pretensions and alluring
promises to depositors or “members’”’
which cannot be made good.

In his remarks Mr, Stewart has
spoken as if the chartered banks 'were
the only places for the deposits of the
people. He surely does not need to he
reminded that there are already more
han a hundred millions of-Canadian de-
posits outside of them. And as to the
twenty millions of loan company de-
posits, he and others who possibly
think with him will find upon exam-
ining the body of Dominion and pro-
vincial legislation on the subject ‘hadt
they are very well hedged about hy
Jaw. What is needed in addition to
having laws on the statute book about
loan companies, is the prompt adminis-
tration of those laws, and the restric-
tion of charters so that only men of
known character and ability shall be
allowed to -econduct companies which
take the money of the people,

The provisions of the act apply to all
corporations, associations or.partner-
ships engaged in interstate insurance
business, or who make or deliver in-
surance contracts outside of the s.ate
of incorporation or origin, or authority,
but "have mo application to fraternal
socleties, or organizations carried on for
the sole benefit of members and not for
profit, - Buch associations or societies
may voluntarily take ady. e of the
act, and 'after complying with all its
provisions become duly authorized by
the comptroller to transact interstate
insurance,

Authority and ‘power to inquire into
the details and factg of the manage-
ment of all the corporations engaged
in interstate insurance is given the
comptroller, and he may have the com-
panies gxamined by special examiners
whenever necessary or expedient.

The bil]l provides that the expense of
examination of corporations shall be
borue by the insurance companies,

Corporations engaged in the business
of insurance in more than one state
must file & copy of their charter, or
other documents of local authority, and
annually publish a list of their stock-
holders or trustees, They are required
to make .a deposit of $100,000, either
with the commissioner of insurance or
with the proper officials of the state of
incorporation or origin. After these re-
quirements have been met to the satis-
faction of the comptroller g certificate
of authority and power to transact in-
terstate business will be issued which
will give authority to transact business
in any state or territory,

Mr, Dryden said that by this bill “the
needless, expensive and dangerous me-
thod of over-supervision, over-legisla-
tion and over-taxation by some fifty
state or territorial governments will
vome to an end.”’

MANUFACTURE OF LUMBER, - :

First Increase in Twenty Years
Noted at Bay City, Mich.

Bay City, Mich., Jan. '15.—For the
first ‘time since the . decline  in. the
Sagipaw Valley lumber industry began
after the high water mark of 1883, an
increase in the manufacture of lum-
ber over a preceding year has been
noted. During the year just past, 108,
000,000 feet of Iumber, been manu-
factured in Saginaw Riyer mills;-about
2,000/000 feet more than the year be-
The decadence of the industry.
is strikingly shown in the fact that in
1883, in Bay City alone, almost . exactly
ten times as much was manufactured.
Of the amount manufactured last
year, 100,854,111 feet was manufactured
in Bay City, and 7,101,646 feet in Sag-
inaw, The increase in the hardwood
output is the striking feature of the
past year's figures, 49,000,000 feet being
manufactured in Bay City, and 2,000,-
000 in Saginaw. Of the 31,000,000 feet
of pine manufactured, 26,000,000 was
manufactured in Bay City angd 5,000,-

000 in .Saginaw. Also. 25,600,000 feet of

hemlock was cut in Bay City. '
The present condition of the:lumber
market indicates a further increase of
manufacture this year. All the local
mills are planning’ to run overtime:
two, night and day.  The past year's
incregse was entirely in Bay City, but
one mill running in Saginaw.
