Pittsburg, Aug. 8.—President Shaffer of
the Amalgamated Association devoted to-
day to a conference with President
Gompers of the American Federation of

Labor, who came here for a personal study
of the situation before comimitting himself

or his immense organization in any man-
ner. The conferénce reached no conclu-
sion, and, unless there is an alteration of
plans, will be resumed at 10 o'clock to-
morrow morning.

President .Gompers declined to state the
result of their deliberations, and would.

say nothing other than that he had come
here to look the situation over and consult
with President Shaffer.

The Steel Corporation succeeded to-day
in getting the Farm mill at the Lindsay
& MecCutcheon plant and another mill at
the Clark works in operation. They also
recelved reports that at Hyde I'ark’ last
night four of the mills did perfect work
and an announcement from Wellsville that
the strike was virtually over there. They
met with no. opposition at any of the four
points where they have re-opened mills,
and expressed satisfaction at the progress
made. The strikers insist that there are
not enough men at the Lindsay & Me-
Cutcheon establishments to operate the one
‘mill started, and predicted that it would
close down during the day. It was kept
going, however, until night. It is planned
to open another mill at LindSay and Me-
Cutcheon and also to start the Painter mill
and Chartier’'s plant at Carnegie, but just
when they will be started remains to be
seen.

The Steel Corporation is evidently put-
ting forth its greatest effort at Pittsburg,
the headquarters of the strike, for the
moral effect elsewlere.

FIRST ACT OF VIOLENCE.

Pittsburg, Aug. 8.—The first act of vio-
lence in this neighborhood occurred at
Nationg last night, when a foreigner,
whose name could not be learned,
shot, presumably by strikers.

FREE AMMUNITION.

The usual supply of free ammunition to
the Provincial Rifle Associations for the
annual matches has been cut off, because
of the gi'nming of ammunition to the vari-
ous rifle clubs. This looks like a picayune
policy. Surely the government can afford
to continue the grants to the assoclations.
‘Practice with the rifle is the most import-
ant part of a soldier’s training, and while
a great many of our volunteers are able
and willing to buy their cartridges there
are among our patriotic young men & num-
ber who cannot afford to supply them-
selves. Good shooting is only attained by
practice, and many a young velunteer who
may become proficient if encouraged drops
cut of some of the best matches because
he knows he has no chance against the
old hands, and saves his scanty supply of
cartridges in order to compete in other
matches of less importance, but in which
he has an even chance.

Rifle,clubs are commendable and should
be encouraged, but théy are largely com-
posed of gentlemen of means, who shoot
for -the pleasure of it. Further, they are
not liable to be called out to serve their
country .In case of hostilities, while the
volunteer joins a regiment knowing that
he may have to go out and fight the battles
of his country. Members of rifle clubs
generally own their own weapons, and a
first-class rifle is a luxury which many a
yYoung man cannot afford. He Jjoins a
regiment because he can get a government
rifle to practice with, and that little
pleasure is about all he gets out of- his
seldier life. It is bad policy to cut off
the supply of free ammunition from the
provincial matclies and give it to the rifle
clubs. If the government cannot afford to
give it to both, let the men who shoot as
a pastime be cut off, and the men who are
making themselves efficient soldiers for the
defence of the country get the encourage-
ment.

With the enormous wheat crop of Mani-
toba to be moved this year, the transporta-
tion question is sure to be brought foreibly
to the front.

REPORT ON ALTERNATIVE SITES

Mr, Jones Thinks the Board of Con-
trol is Burking the Building
Operations.

Controller Lamb publicly announces that
Controller Sheppard is a ‘“wobbler,” who
will never be Mayor of Toronto, “because
fhe city of Toronto does not want a wob-
bling Mayor. Of course, wé know he is
decidedly amblitious to be Mayor,’” contin-
ued Ald. Lamb, in a burst of confidence to
the Board of Control, “but it can’t be.”

Controller Sheppard patted his whiskers
with his right hand, as Controller Lamb
made -his announcement. Then he arose
and said to Ald. Lamb: ‘‘Stranger things
than that have happened.”

To Hold a Special Meeting.

These little sidelights on municipal life
were the outcome of the dissatisfaction re-
garding the site chosen by Street Commis-
sloner Jones for the Bast End stables, and
the decision of the board was that the
Board of Control hold a special meeting on
Monday, to be followed by a special meet-
ing of the Council on Tuesday, to put an
end to the vigorous protest of the ratepay-
ers who have property in the immediate
neighborhood of the site chosen.

Ald. Sheppard argued ihat a deputation
of such proportions as that which urged
its claims on the Board of Control must be
respected by the Council, and he pointed
out that when the chosen site was passed
thra the Board of Control it was said there
weuld be no opposition. Now opposition
has developed of an enormous size, and Nt
should be respected on its merits.

Ald. Lamb expressed an epinion that the
Board was afraid, or else it was wobbling,
and for this remark was called down by

the Mayor, who intimated that Ald. Lamb
was speaking too oftea.
Report Next Monday,

The resolution moved by Ald. Sheppard,
wiich carried, was to the effect that the
Assessment Commissioner and the. Street
Commissioner ‘‘be ordered to report upon
alternative sites, whether or not they be
owned by the city, “o the Board of Control
next Monday.”

The Kast enders who object to ghe. pre-
sent site for the stables were there in jorce,
and their remarks regarding Ald. Hodgsou
and Lamb were again crade but substan-
wal; It was another case of criticism of
“Bill and Dan,” and Commisgioner Jones
came next in opprobrium.

"o the board Mr. Jones admitted that he
expected ‘a better foundation than he had
got at the chosen site, but it would only
cost the city $300 more to make it substan-
tial. If the new buildings were put up vp
the ‘site of the old stables it would cost at
least $2000 more for the foundation.

Ald. Richardson said the new bhuilding
ghould be on the marsh, and Mr. Jones sdid
it would cost § for a proper foundation
there. <

Mayor Was Brief.

The Mayor spoke Lriefly in a tone sympa-
thetic with the views of the deputation, but
Mr. Jones remarked that to go to the marsh
might lead to a $15,000 expenditure for a
bridge. Mr. Jones further prophesied that
if the stables were erectad on the site pro-
pcsed now they wou'd enhance the value
of smrounding property to the extent of 25
per cent., and all those who were now
complaining would bes very glad a year
hence.

Mr. Jones frankly told the board that *hey
were burking the building of the stable af-
ter Ald. Sheppard’'s resolution had been
carried.

No Sympathy Lost.

There is a lacking chord of sympathy
between Mr. Lennox, the architect, and
Mr. Ashall, the man who looks after the
City Hall clock. Mr. Lennox roasted Mr.
Ashill before the Board of Control yes-
tepday -afternoon, when the cause of the
recent accident ¢ame up for discussion, and
the ‘architect went so far as to absolutely
object to having Mr. Ashall at the post,
as he bhad no faith in him.

Another Side.

City Commissioner Coatsworth testifled
to the board that Mr. Ashall was a thoroly
competent party for the business and that
he could run the clock all right if the
praper repairs were made.

Editor World : In to-day’'s Issue of The
World, the first paragraph of an interview
with Mr. B. E. Walker of the Bank Of
Commerce, capital $8,000,000, suggests a
comparison of the quantity of that gentle-
man and his bank with the ‘“‘quantity”
of Mr. C. D. Griffith and his '$50,000 bank
at Sleepy Eye, Minn. If you succeed in
causing your ‘little brothers of the press’
thruout Canada to Investigate Canadian
banking and its relationship to the com-
paratively recent centralization of money
power and the effect ‘of this centralization
on the towns and rural districts, I hope
that none will forget that “testimony is
like the shot of a long bow, which owes
its efficacy to the force of the shooter;
argument is like the shot of the cross-bow,
equally forcible whether discharged by a
glant or a dwarf.”

1 for one am not opposed to banks open-
fng branches, nor am I opposed to an af-
filiation of, or even a ‘‘combination”
among, some banks having independent
capitals. I see wherein a fellowship among

the people, because of the stability which
results. But I would open a big chas;n
between voluntary co-operation among
banks and a State granted monopoly of
the right to issue ‘“‘currency” to those will-
ing to take it; a chasm so big that no
small-minded legislator could ever close it.

To-day the chartered banks of Canada,
under 53 Victoria, Chap. 81, are practically
given an opportunity to be tyrants, to
practice tyranny, not openly on masses of
people, but Covertly on individuals. They
can make or break at their own sweet will.
I do not say that they take advantage of
the opbortnnlty given them, perhaps they
don’t; even so, they should not have the
opportunity referred to.

To-day, under the same act, the people
of a town in Canada remote from a bank
or a branch of one must contrive to get
along without benklng facilities and with-
out anything ‘‘that is a substitute for
money'’ until some one of our mighty insti-

Commenting upon Mr. Griffith’'s asser-
tion, that in Canada the country districts
are drained of thelr money by the branch
system, a prominent banker of this city
put In the following denial :

“In the first place, the branch banks
have ‘till-money’ at their disposal, which
may be issued on demand to anyone glving
adequate security, at almost any time.
This provides for all local financial crises,
while in the United States similar con-
 means of a few agencies acting for the |
larger banks.

““Cases could be quoted under the Am-
erican National Banking System, when
plenty of; money could be had at a low
rate of interest in an eastern town, while
in the far West demands on- the local
banks, where a higher rate of interest was
offered, could not be supplied. In this
connection the superiority of ‘the Canadian
branch system is obvious.”

Mr. Frank Strathy, manager of the Union
Bank of Canada, denied that the branch
bank system pursued in Canada placed the
country districts at a disadvantage as com-
pared with their situation under the Am-
erican local bank system.

From the depositor's point of view, sald
Mr. Strathy, the great superiority of the
Canadian system was Its security. A
country depositor knew where his money
was when he placed it in a branch of one
of our few Canadian banks, all of which
have large capitals. On -~ ther othe
hand, a local bank In a small American

town necessarily had a small capital and
was, In comparison with its Canadian
counterpart, unsafe.

Councillor Baird thought that the
house where the child took sick should
have been placarded for diphtheria, as
well as the house where it was removed
to.  Mr. Irwin, chairman of the Boarg
of Health, stated that the Board of
Health was not consulted in regard to the
removal of the patient, and that he had
instructed the M.H.O. not to have pa-
tients removed from infected districts to
uninfected parts of the town, in future,
without the comsent of the board. A
man had been placed outside the house
to see that quarantine .regulations were
enforced.

AN INTERNATIONAL BANK-

still

Americans, Twice Rebuffed,
*  Weorking on the Scheme,

London, Aug. 8.—Altho twice rebuffed,
certain American financiers continue the
attempt to establish a huge international
banking Institution with a branch office in
London. The promoters of the scheme are
working so secretly that only a few Eng-
lish financiers know the names of the bank-
ers concerned in the project.

The chairmanship of the proposed London
branth was offered In turn to two promi-
nent Lombard-street capitalists, but both
declined the homsr. Financial authorities
regard this clréznstance as indlcating a
suspicion that the backing of the scheme
is not of the highest order. However, they
say that an American bank in London is
merely a question of time, owing to the
determination of the Yankees not only to
facilitate export business but also to seize
every opportunity for profitable employ-
ment of eapltal.

Lombard-street asserts that when the
bank comes it must be conducted on Eng-
lish and not on American lines, or it will
run the risk of never gaining the confi-
dence of the financlal community,

ANOTHER MAN'S CHEOUES.

An American Arrested, Suspected of
Complicity in Paris Robbery.

Berlin, Aug. 8.—Drésdener Bank officlals
have informed the representative of the As-
soclated Press thit the cheques presented
by the man represensing:himself to be B.
C. Bolles of San Francisco, but who regis-
tercd at the Kaiserhof ¢s Bolles of Boston,
and who was arrested yesterday, amounted
to $300. Bolles clalms that he acquired
them in a regular way at Boston. The
cheques, which were presented at a branchi

of the Dresdener Bank, have been identi-
fied as part of the booty secured at the vob-
bery of the American Rxpress Company’s
Paris office. Bolles has not yet applied
for help at the American Embassy. The
Kaiserhof people say that he acted in a
suspicious fashion, and that he had order-
ed his bill and his baggage made ready,
evidently planning to leave the town im-
mediately after cashing the cheques. The
criminal police have seized the baggage of
the prisoner.

ELECTRIC STORM KILLS.

Portsmouth, N H., Struck Yesterday
Afternoon, With Dire Results,

Portsmouth, N. H., -Aug. 8.—A violent
electric storm, accompanied by a wind of
unusual veloecity, struck this city late this
afternoon, causing loss of life and heavy
damage to property. The roof of a large

[TER METHODS NEEDED

Prof, Robertson Urges More Scien-
tific Treatment in Cultivation
and Care of Apples.

IMPROVEMENTS IN STORAGE SYSTEM

Every Facility to Be Provided for
Careful Handling on Cars
and Steamers,

The Apple Shippers’ Convention was ad-
dressed by Prof. Robertson of the Do-
minion Department of Agriculture at the
Pavilion yesterday afternoon. He said
too many people start growing apples
without taking the trouble to learn how.
It required education to be successful,
but not the education of the professor,
who boasted of being able to name 150
varieties at sight. Ons grower boasted
that he had 600 varieties In his orchard.
This was suicidal, as mixed shipments
Wwere not as saleable as selected grades.
He believed that, in a district, say, as
large as from Toronto to Owen Sound,
north of St. Catharines, apple growers
should devete themselves to not more
than 10 or 12 varieties, which would give,
in the various districts, over 100 Cana-
dian varieties.

After giving some practical advice to
the delegates to act as educators rather
than censors of apple-growers, he explain-
ed the Canadian arrangéements now in op-
eration to protect shippers from careless
handling of consignments on the raillways
and steamships.

Illustration Stations Needed.

Prof. Robertson put in a plea for illus-
tration stations, and said ,that a two-
acré lot, under a superintendent, in each
district, would be of great value In teach-
Ing fhe best methods of growing, grading,
packing and shipping.

He believed the bill which came into
effect on July 1 would have a valuable in-
fluence in preventing fraudulent marking
of shipments.

Canadian officidls were engaged in Eng-
land, watching the unloading and prompt
dellvery of apple shipments, and, after
this month, the names of steamers in
which consignments were negligently
handled would be published In an official
bulletin by the Department of Agricul-
ture.

Special Storage Equipment.

A number of steamers going from Mont-
real were being provided with specially-
ventilated storage accommodation for
apple shipments, and it only required
united effort on the part of Canadian,
growers, packers, buyers and shippers’ to
greatly Increase the prosperity of tnis
great branch of the agricnltural industry.
W. H. Barnes, secretary of the Kansas
Horticultural Soclety, described the great
success of that State as an apple-pro-
ducing centre.

Apple Cultuare Profitable.

G. T. Powell, director of the School of
Practical Agriculture and Horticuiture of
Briarcliff Manor, N. Y., gave a short lec-
Ture on the possibilities of apple culture.
He declared it to be a safe, sure and pro-
fitable calling for the young mem of Can-
ada, and North America. He regarded
Germany and the other European coun-
tries, and, In the near future, China and
Japan, as certain to be customers for rar
more apples than the most imaginable ex-
pansion of the Industry can supply.

S00GHT LIEE N DEATH

Or. Overton Macdonald of College-
Street Ends His Existence
With Shotgun.

DISTRACTED BY SEVEHE ILINESS.

A Previous Attempt Said to Have
Been Made, Which Proved
Unsuccessful.

Failure on the part of Dr. Overton F.
Macdonald to obtain any relief from an ill-
ness which followed a severe attack of
grippe, and which left him somewhat of an
Invalid, caused him to end his existence
yesterday afternoon by shooting himself.
The shooting took place about 2.30 o'clock
at the physician’s comfortable home and
surgery at 329 College-street, and the
weapon used was a breech-loading shotgun.

Dr. Macdonald was up and about his
home yesterday morning attending to patl-
ents who called, and appeared more than
ordinarily cheerful. In the afternoom It
was arranged that he should accompany his
wife and little child on an outing to the
Island. After lunch he went upstairs to
prepare himself for the trip and was soon
followed by his wife and child. Mrs. Mac-
donald was ready first, and went down to
the dining-room to wait for her husband.

utes when she heard the report of the
shotgun, and hurried up to the back bed-
room, which her husband had entered only
a short time before.
Shot in the Side.

"He was found lying on the floor, with a
wound in his side, in a line with the heart,
while close by lay the gun which had every
appearance of having only recently been
discharged.

Dr. W. J. 0. Malloch, who lives next
door, was hurriedly called, but arrived just
as Dr. Macdonald expired. Drs. Henrich
and L. H. BEvans also came, {n response
to telephone messages, but, of course, their
services were not required. Dr. Evans
communicated with Coroner W. H, B.
Aikins, who visited the scene of the shoot-
ing, and decidedafter hearing all the facts,
that an Inquest was unnecessary. Rela-
tives of the dead man Instructed Under-
taker Harry Bllis of 283 College-street, to
take charge of the remains, and the body
was prepared for burial. Dr. Evans issued
the burlal certificate, which gave ‘“a gun-
shot thru the chest,’”” as the cause of death.
The funeral will take place on Saturday,
but the hour will not be fixed until Mrs.
Macdonald. mother of deceased, who Is at
present summering at Scarboro, Maine, ar-
rives in Toronto.

Dr. Macdonald. who was 37 years of
age, married about three years ago Miss
Adelaide Sullivan, daughter of Mrs. Robert
Sullivan of Trinity-square, and granddaugh-
ter of the late Rev. H. Scadding, D.D.
