in civil engineering in the Manitoba uni­
versity a committee was appointed to se­
cure a capable man, with the result that 
Mr. Brydone-Jack was called. His duties 
begin at once, though for a few weeks 
the chief work will be organization to­
wards preparation for the fall term, which 
will open in about a month. The present 
trip is the farthest west that Professor 
Brydone-Jack has ever been, although 
like all easterners he has read and heard 
much about the west. When the offer of 
the position was made to him he at once 
looked toward the possibilities of engin­
eering work in the west, particularly in 
Winnipeg. This city he saw was the cen­
tre of the west, and admirably located for 
the seat of a great university.

Then engineering work of the 
final two years could be given in the prov­
inces and the young men saved from going 
to McGill or the States, as they have been 
doing in the past.

One Man Reported Dying From 
Wounds Received in Shooting 
Affray on Shore Line.

A serions shooting affray occurred yes­
terday afternoon at Prince of Wales set­
tlement among a number of Italian nav­
vies working fob the New Brunswick 
Southern Railway, and as a result An­
tonio Codispati is reported dying from loss 
of blood caused by. a bullet wound in his 
breast. Antonio Saieclutani said to be an­
other of the combatants, received two 
charges of duclr shot in the upper part of 
his body, but bis condition is not regarded 
as dangerous. A third man was chot 
over the right eye. ,

:The injured men, who are lying in the 
cars in which they lived, near Nigger 
Brook, Prince of Wales settlement, were 
attended to by Dr. G. G. Corbett and Dr. 
M. L. Macfarland. A revolver and a cap, 
identified -as the property of Codispati, 
were found near the scene of the shooting.

The gang numbered about forty-five, 
and half of the- number, terrified through 
fear of being arrested, fled and are scat­
tered between Prince of Wales and Le- 
preaux. Up to this morning no arrests 
had been made, and it had been arranged 
that the injured men be brought to. the 
city on a ballast train and removed to thé 
hospital.

The Italians who’ have been at work j 
about a month, have been ballasting the 
road-bed, and, as already stated, lived in 
three cars, standing on a siding near Nig­
ger Brook.

It is stated that the men were drinking 
freely, having obtained their liquor from a 
car at which they, purchased supplies. Con­
siderable rioting and shouting was heard 
during the morning, but no shooting oc­
curred until between two and three o’clock 
in the afternoon.

Present information is to the effect that 
the trouble arose over a roll of bills 
thrown from a car window and picked up 
by some three or four Italians who were 
near.
