The hasis of such a possibility is
the significant fact that late this af-
ternoon the emperor received in the /.
palace at Tsarskoe Selo M. Shipoff,
of Moscow; M. Petruhkeivitch, of Teva
er; M. Rodzianko, of Ekaterineslav,
and Qount MHeiden, four prominent
members of the Zemstvo congress,
and listened at length to their views.
It develops that Minister of the In=
terior Sviatopolk-Mirsky presented
the Zemstvo memorial and resolu-
tions on Nov. 24, the emperor was
so deeply impressed as well by the
contents of the documents as by the
character of the signers that he im=
mediately expressed the desire to
personally receive & deputation of
four.

Czar Sympathetic.

The Zemstvos therefore went to
Tsarskoe Selo by imperial command.
At their audience, it is understood,
they lained fully their position
{and reiterated the views expresscd by
the memorial that the salvation of
the empire from ‘Jxuin by revolution
lay in the adoption of the general
jdeas expressed in the memorial. The
emperor was greatly _impressed by
what he heard and askbdd many ques-
tions, While it is understood that
he 'gave no indications of his pur
poses except the sympathy he dise
played, the deputation, when they re-
turned to St. Petersburg, were in

Word that the rum seller was dispens-
ing wine was taken to Sheriff Cummings,
He immediataly sent two officers tu
search the ° place and instructed them

all the liquor they could find and arrest
the proﬁrietor.

When the officers sampled the wine in
the aforesaid vesort, they too discovered
that it was not a fancy article. In
fact it tasted so unlike an appetizing
drink that they did not feel justified in
making an arrest until they had submit-
ted the stuff to a chemist. Two bottles
were seized—enougth to convict in case it
contained more than three percent alco-
hol.

After a careful analysis Prof Jordan
of Bates college found that while the
drink might have been wine once, it had
Soured and was then ‘‘wine vinegar.”’

There is no law against selling vinegar
and therefore the sheriff could not stop
the man dealing it out if the people
wanted to buy it.

However, the rumor 'has gone out that
the bar tender is protected in selling
wine and that heis enjoying a good busi-
ness.

Much of the so called lager beer sold
in Lewiston contains less than three per
cent alcohol. The officers take weekly
many samples of beer sold for lager, and
find it to be Uno.

The
Ilewiston man drank all of his and called
it good. But the Portland man drank
only two swallows of his liquor, saying
he cared for no more as it was nothing
but Uno beer. .

Car loads of Uno beer have been bot-
tded in Lewiston and labelled lager beer
and Sterling ale, within the past two
years and sold for what they were label-
led. Anyone wishing proof for this
statement can step mto any of the bot-
tling houses and see the different labels.

It is said that Uno beer and the ujest
ale and lager on ice can be told apart
with difficulty by persons possessing the
most perfect taste. The cold takes pre-
cedence over the flavor peculiar to éach.

Uno beer has been sold on draught for
ale in many places during the last six
months and is still being sold. °

Some dealers may work in a little
straight ale or lager with the Uno. and
a few dealers who are willing to take a
great risk, sell nothing but the straight

goods.

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THE ALDERMANIC TERM.

If the city of St. John were di-
vided into six districts for the elec-
tion of  aldermen, and three men
were cleeted in each district, it would
be possible to provide for the retire-
ment of a certain number of alder-
Jmen cach year. Suppose, for example,
that the aldermanic term were made
three yvears., One third could retire
Bach year. If it be argued that threec
pears is too long a term, it may be
replied that under the present system
most of the aldermen are re-elected
and - serve much more than three
ears. But under the proposed sys-
tem there would be a constant addi-
tion of new blood, and yet each coun-
¢il would have the benefit of the
mdvice and experience of men who
had already. served and hécome fa-
miliar with departmental affairs.

But, whether the term were made
three years or two, it would. be well
%o have such an arrangement as
svould retire a part of the council
#ach year. For a good man three
years would not be considered too
long a term, and the electorate can
plways enforce its views if grave ne-
Pposgity should arise regarding any
particular policy.

IMPORTING CRIMINALS.

“‘Our Imported Criminals’ is the
Subject of a series of articles in Col-
lier's Weekly, the second article ap-
pearing in this week’s issue. The wri-
ter tells of the ‘‘“flagrant social im-
positions’ put wupon the United
Btates by continental Europe, and
msserts that ‘‘Russia, Austria-Hun-
gary, Italy, France, Greece and Tur-
key are officially permitting, sending,
‘assisting, and forcing thousands of
their worst criminals to the United
Btates as immigrants.’’

Some striking facts are sst forth
in the course of the article. It |is
pointed out, for example, that last
year 47 per cent of the crimes in
Chicago, with a 19 per cent foreign
population, were committed by aliens.
In New York last year, of 175,871
persons arrested 84,501 were foreign-
grs: In federal prisons one in every
peven is an alien. Of the insane
priminals in Dannemora State Hospit-
al, 60.40 per oent are of foreign
birth and parentage. Of 6,808 inmates

~o”"pf New York -penal institutions

two years ago, 2,187 were of foreign
birth and 8,897 of foreign parentage.

The writer in Collier’s gives specific
instances to prove that foreign crim-
inals are encouraged in their efforts
to reach :America. Apparently the
United States laws and regulations
relating to immigrants are not strin-
gent enough to exclude the hardemed
criminal from the old world, al-
though they are operated with a fair
Hegree of success in turning back hon-
est, intelligent and industrious Cana-
Hians,

Wwoo0D ALCOHOL.

The number of fatalities resulting
from the use of wood aleohol as an
intoxicant has led to an agitation to
protect the public. The Montreal
Witness, in a report of the mweting
pf the district of St. Francis Medi-
pal Society says:—

“‘Dr. Camirand spoke of a case of to-
total blindness and temporary par-
alysis of the limbs following the
prinking of wood spirits. Reference
was made to the series of similar
cases reported by Dr. Buller, Mont-
real. Dr. McKay said that at the
time of Dr. Buller’s paper, Dr. Kerry
had stated that poisoning from me-
thylated spirits was commoner than
usual owing to the fact that the per-
rentage of wood alcohol had been
greatly increased in methylated . spir-
its. Relative to this scussion, Dr.
. O. Camirand proposed a resolu-

tion, which was seconded by Dr. Far-'

well, to the effect that, whereas,
most serious and sometimes fatal re-
sults followed the use of wood alco-
hol, and as this was a common art-

icle of cominerce, steps should ‘be tak-
en by the government to protect the'

public against such accidents, by
warning them of the nature of such
products. Drs. Austin and Camirand
were appointed a committee to draft
m resolution to this effect, and hand
the same to the secretary, to be for-

warded* to the Attorney-Genmeral of,;

the Province of Quebec.’’

REFORMS IN'RUSSIA.

The czar of Russia has received the
Zemstvoists in person and has heard
from them a clear statement of what
they believe should be done in the
direction of political reform. The
czar could hardly do less, for these

men represent a vast constituency, .

and the political conditions in Rus-
sia are feverish in the extreme. But
his action is nevertheless significant.
His minister of the interior endorsed
the proposal of the representatives of
the zemstvos to hold a meeting in
St. Petersburg, and that was regard-
ed as a notable concession. Now the
czar receives a delegation, which in-
cluded a famous exile, and tell§ them
that his sympathies are with all his
people. These facts oannqtvbe re-
garded otherwise than 'd ‘good
pmen, even' when it is recognized
that thers is very little hope of
pwosping reforms for years to come.

It is a great thing to have gained
as much as the zemstvoists have
gained This week.

BROUGHT TO TERMS.

The despatch from Toronto in to-
day’s Times establishes the usefulness
ol the Canadian Manufacturers’ As-
sociation and of the railway commis-
sion, when it comes to a question be-
tween the people and a railway cor-
poration. The C. P. R. had recfused to
carry clothing in car lots from To-
ronto to Calgary except at a rate
approximating the charge for smaller
lots The result of this was that A-
merican clothing firms, pgetting a lo-
wer rate from points south of the
border could pay the duty and ship
clothing into the west in competition
with Canadian makers. The Cana-

AND SUMMER CARNIVAL.

IDell Known Citizen Advocates That Sort
of Entertainment For St. John This
Summer===Many Advantages Claimed

For a Street Fair
hibition.

|
. It has been suggested, by a well
known citizen, that St. John should
bave a summer carnival and street
fair, instead of holding an exhibition.

The exhibitions, it is claimed, have
too much sameness, there is very lit-
tle variety to them. Then again, it
is argued the city merchants derives
Jittle or no benefit from an exhibi-
tion, while if a street fair was held
in the centre of the business district,
it would be a great boom to business
®f all lines. The advantages of a
carnival are readily apparent. In-
stead of the crowd of people who
usually invade the city at these times,
going down to the exhibition build-
ings, where the only ones who
yprofit by it are the exhibitors, they
would remain in the heart of the
business section, and the various
merchants would reap the benefit.

The plan is to set aside a week, say
in the latter part of the summer, and
hold tlc fair on the principal busi-
ness streets of the city. For in-
stance, King Square, King St., and
the Market Square would be appro-
priate. It is usual in other cities for
some society or association to take
‘ charge of the affair. They make ar-j
rangements with some big vaudeville !
organization to bring their outfit, |
and an agreement is made as to the,
division of profits.

There are large companies who cat-
er to these fairs, and carry irom 15
to 30 carloads of material consist-
ing of tents sideshows and freak per-
formances. 'These companies carry
their own advertising matter and do
all the billing necessary to make “h
success of the undertaking. These
people, if a contract was made,
would send a man about 4 or 5 weeks
in advance to make all arrangements
as to the details of the show, and he
would see that _advertising matter
was distributed throughout the coun-
try. When the company arrived they
would see to the setting up of the
various places of amusement. The
King Square would be a very good
place for a good many, they Ctould be
arranged around the sguare and
would not interfere with business.

Then again- these organizations
have a number of free shows which
would be set up on platforms in con-
. venient places. There could be one at
the head of King St., one at Ger-
main St., and another on the Market
Square.

The merchants of course would be
. expected to cé-operate in the general
display and trim their places of Husi-
ness with flags and bunting. In ad-
dition to this, every merchant should
build a pretty bodth in front of his
place of business and there display
his'goods. These booths need not be
costly, simply a framework of wood
covered with cotton or canvas and
trimmed with bunting.

The drygoods merchants could ‘dis-~
play fancy goods of different kinds.
The candy dealers, cigar sellers, gro- |

cers and fruit men and in fact every
line of business could be represented
and in addition to the goods sold,
the advertising they would get,would
be of unestimable value to them.

Imagine if you can King St. with
a line of nicely decorated booths on
both sides of the street, side shows
and bands .on the corners, crowds of
people from. all over the ecouatry
jostling each other good naturedly,
and good feeling and jollity, prevail-
ing.

A display of this kind would give
the city a very pretty appearance,
business would be carried on, and
the merchants would reap great he-
nefits.

Besides it is something entirely
new in this part of the country, and
would appeal to the people who are
always clamoring for novelties.

All through the United States
these street Fairs are taking the
place of the old time county fairs
and exhibitions, and are much more
successful and less expensive to con-
duct.

It is not necessary even to discon-
tinue the exhibitions, the city and
surrounding country is populous en-
ough to allow us to have both. The
Carnival could be held say in July
and an exhibition in the fall as us-
ual.

There was a street fair held re-
cently in Hamilton, Ont., in connec-
tion with an Old Home week and it
was an immense success. Winnipeg
Man. and London, Ont., have also
held these fairs very successfully.

It might be said that it is custom-
ary to have some special attractions
each day. For instance, one day
could be set aside for a trades pro-
cession. All the different crafts
would have a, float or be represented
in some way in a gigantic parade.

Another day could be taken for a
flower parade. The teams could be
nicely decorated and priZes offered
for the handsomest or most original
designs..

Then there is
apart for what is known as C
night, when j
hold sway. Everybody is supposed
to be masked before going out, and
a good time would be indulged in tgy
all. In a great many places on this
night everyone buys a bag of confetti
(small pieces of colored papeg') and
this is used in a similar fashion to
the Mardi Grass celebrations.

There are numberless ideas that
would present themselves if the af-
fair was properly worked up. There
is a chance for some society or or-
ganization to provide amusement to
the citizens of this city and at the
same time make considerable profit
for itseli. .

There is no doubt, said the citizen
in conclusion, about such an under-
taking being a success as it is some-
thing new and would be sure to
bring visitors to the city and boom
trade gemerally.

bad an Asiatic servant for a while
who had been a bearer in the fighting
line and though te was not in any
way overburdened with love for the
Russians, he bore testimony to their
unfailing kindness to their enemies
when the latter fell into their hands.

Most ol us can remenber how mis-
chief makers on the contipental press
tried during the Boer war to make
the world believe that we ill-treated
the enemy’s wounded, holding us up
to thé scorn and contémpt 0f huan-
ity. We all of us knew at the time
‘that this was false. We have proved
it fales to the whole world since, but
wa have not yet forgotten our itrad-
ucers. It will do us no harm to re-
member. this as the present war
goes on. I lmow that the strictest
orders have been given by officers of
the highest ramk to the troops to
deal kindly with the wounded after
an-action. That many terrible deeds
will be done in hot blood on both
sides there can be but small room to
doubt. When men get to the cross-
ing of bayonets all that is devilish
in their blood is apt to come upper-
most. At that stage a man is mo
better than 'a tiger and many tigerish
deeds may be expected. But in cold
bloud I do not believe that the Rus-
sians will lay, rough hands upon the
fallen.

To explain just what I imean, let
me say that I should not eare to be
in the enemgle trenches when a regi-
ment of the Highland Brigade or the
Grenadiers of the Dublin Fusiliers
stormed in | with the bayonet. At
the same time, I do not’ think I
should have an atom of fear of what'
might happen later if I lay in those
trenches among the wounded. |

Yet it must be admitted -that one
of the great safeguards of civilization
has been removed since the war cor-
respondents of the world have  been
prevented from going into the firing
line to see for themselves what hap-
pens. At present the world has to
take a gemeral’s word for it that he
did not at any time behave like a
fiend to helpless foes, and ex parte
evidence is never of 'a thoroughly. sat-
isfactory charecter.

He has saddress-
ed the premier upon twe groundey—
his claim that loss of government al-
lowance wag occagioned by the trus-
tees’ action and also as several of
the school hoard members are ap-
pointees of the gavernment.

DIFFERENCE
15 SETTLED.

Federation of Labor Ad-
justs Dispute That
Promised Split in Union
Ranks.

San Francisco, Nov. 25.—After spend-
ing almost the entire day in a bitter de-
bate, the difference between the Brewery
Workers’ Union and the Internatjonal
Brotherhoods of Engineers, Firemen and
Teamsters, was gsettled by the American
Federation of Labor. The vote on
every point at issue, with one minor ex-
ception, was against the Brewery Work-
ers’ Union.

The Brewery Workers’ Union insisted
that all firemen, engineers and teamsters
employed about breweries should join and
come under the jurisdiction of the brew-
ery workers’ union. The representatives
of international brotherhoods of engin-
eers, firemen and teamsters objected and
introduced a resolution that workers in
breweries be organized according to the
respective craits and asked the conven-
tion to vote that all engineers, firemen
and teamsters ‘mow in the brewery work-
ers’ unjon shall leave the same and join
organizations of their respective crafts.
For an hour, a debate was indulged in
on the proposition to substitute the
word ‘‘may’’ for ‘‘shall’ and the conven-
tion fithlly voted for the change.

This permits the engineers, firemen and
teamsters to determine whether or not
they shall secede Irom the Brewery Work-
ers’ Union.

In Warning Men Up Riv-1

erof Jams Threatenirg
to be Formed --- Has

Many Uses and is

| Found Advantageous.

Throughout the forests from the St.
John’s to Vancouver lumber camps
belonging to the same interest are
connected by telephone, the lines run-
ning thence to the saw mills or wood
_pulp works at frontier towns, irom
' which communication can be had ev-
en with the large cities.
¢ It was formerly the custom for each
lumber interest to maintain couriers,
like the voyagers of the Hudson Bay
,company. These hardy men, with
i knapsack, would travel twenty-five
i miles a day through the wilderness
over rough forest ‘paths.

Now the lumber company calls up
‘each camp in turn at stated hours
and receives reports and gives in-

structions to the foreman.: Letters
{ are read to the men snowed up in the
| forest fifty or a hundred miles away
and answers® are dictated by the lum-

bermen to a stenographer, who trans-
{ cribes them in the ioffice and then
imaxls them to their homes.

The relative contentment among the
,men which is established by this fre-
guent commumication is highly ad-
i vantageous to the working force and
therefore to the eraployers.

The applications of the telephone to
! the operations of logging are alike
! useful.. The lines are run upon trees
'alonn the banks of river, and tele-
phones in sheltering boxes are at-
! tached to trees and connected to the
line.

The peril of logging is the mass-
ing of the logs together at some nar-
irow place in a turbulent stream and
i piling upon each other in a ‘““jam’’,
to which a contribution is made by
every log floating down the river.

The formation of a jam results from
some obstacle and generally comes
| without warning. 1t requires great
labor,. fraught with peril, to move
the logs from their position. It is
frequently necessary to use dynamite,
and much lumber is destroyed by such
explosions.

With the use of the telephone warn-

given by one of the men: patrolling
the banks, who telephones to men up
the river to stop the flow of logs at
calm places, termed ‘‘trips.”’ It is
an easy matter to break a small
jam. Assistance can be obtained by
summoning men from points lower
down the stream. .

As soon as the small jam is remov-
ed the men above are told through
the tnlephone to release the logs at
the ‘‘trip”’ and the stream of logs is
resumed.

Under former conditions a larger
number of men were émployed and
when a jam.begun it was necessary
to send messengers one to three
miles through the forest to direct the
gangs to stop the flow of logs and
to summon help from down the
stream. Then after the jam had
becn broken second messengers must
be sent up the atuam to release the
logs at the “‘trip.’

By telephonic communication the
rate of sending logs down the stream
is increased by the avoidance of de-
lays.

The telephone is not yet in gener
use for long distance by Maine lu
bermen, except where public lines are
available, but lines are being . con-
structed every .year in localities
where important operations are con-
ducted. On the Kennebec a line now
extends to the headwaters of the riv-
er,and has been of great value in
facilitating the operation of log
driving. '

POOR COAL
FOR I. C. R.

Fuel Inspector Lock-
hart Says Supply
is Not Satisfactory.

M. C, Lockhart, I. C. R. fuel In-
spector, Moncton, is in the city ip
connection with the coal supplied to
engines at St. John. Mr. Lockhart,
in conversation with a Times’ report-
er said that the coal shed here is
not being run satisfactorily as far as
the quality of the coal shipped is
concerned. Different kinds of coal
such as Port Hood, Springhill and
Sydney, he says, are being mixed up
and when delivered on the tender, en-
ginemen and firemen do not know
what kind of coal they are using.

Inspector Lockhart says it is im-
possible to get good results from fuel
where three or four kinds of coal are
suppliéd to the same engine, at the
same time. He says that one systci
of firing one kind of fuel is not pra:-
ticable for another kind. Comsequent
ly when three or four kinds are mix-
ed, the result is very umsatisfactory.

It will be remembered that
considerable difficulty has been
experienced of late with  the
steaming of 1. C. R. engines
and the reason has been ascribed to
varicus causes. Mr. Locvhart how-
ever, is satisfied that the direct cause
of dissatisfaction is the iuferior qual-
ity of coal.

In the death of George Egerton
Ryerson Burpee, which occurred at
12.30 o’clock, Friday morning, in
St. Margaret’s Hospital, Boston,Ban-
gor, and Eastern Maine loses one of
its most eminent and beloved citizens
Mr. Burpem has been in ill health for
more than a year. He underwent an
operation last summer, and upon the
reoccurence of the trouble, went at
once to Boston, leaving about three
weeks ago.

Last week, and the first of this,his
condition was considered critical,But
Wednesday a change for the better
onme and a telegram to Rev. Jobhn
S. Penman of the Central church,said
that he was resting more quietly.

'I‘pursda.y morning, however, ano-
ther telegram came asking Br.

Regret at Mr. Burpee’s death is
general and sincere. He was a good
and generous man, and /his demise
brings a loss to the community that
will not be easily supplied.

He was actively interested in num-
erous charitable, religious and bene-
volent institutions, and has been a
member of the Cgntral church since
his coming to Bangor. It was
through his donation that the pre-
sent beautiful edifice was made a
reality; and it’ stands as a lasting
moment to his generosity.

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WWHAT THE
KING WEARS.

His Maiest-y_ of England
Not an Extravagant

Dresser.

It is well known that the King sets
the fashion not only to Great Brit-
ain but to the well-dressed world
everywhere. When he was at Marien-
bad the season before last and hap-
pened to appear, more by accident
than by design, two or three times
in succession in a red mnecktie, the
word went through all the hosiery
departments in the capitals of Eur-
ope that red ties were the thing, and
tor weeks afterwards they were dis-
played in every shop window.

The king is very. fastidious about
the shape of the brims of hig silk
hats, and whenever he makes an al-
teration the fashionable world fol-
lows suit in the course of a very few
weeks. His Majesty is also given at
times to applying new ideas of his
own to frock coats, and was particu-
larly successful a few seasons since
with a single-breasted coat which had
a chain fastening to keep it partially
closed.

The idea is absurd that His Majes-
ty only wears a suit two or three |
times and then discards it. As a mat-
ter of fact, all things considered, the
king may be regarded as distinctly
economical in respect to his tailor-
ing. At the present time he probab-
ly possesses about two hundred suits
of one sort and another, and about
half the number of hats and caps.

In the ordinary course about thirty
of these suits are taken off the active
list in the course o/f each year, when
they become the perquisites of his
two assistant valets unless the King
has previously signified, as he some-
times does, that they are to be be-
stowed upon some humble dependent
who would be glad of them not mere-
ly because they were once worn by
the monarch of England. These thirty
suits would be replaced by thirty
others, and it is probable that, what
with extra overcoats and other mat-
ters, the King’s tailor’s bill amounts
in the course of a year to between
£400 and £500.

Whenever His Majesty is in need of
a new suit, patterns of material are
sent to him, he makes his choice, and
the preliminaries of cutting and
stitching are-effected from the stand-
ard measurements. Then the suit is
usually tried on by appointment in
His Majesty’s dressing-room at eleven
o’clock in the morning. The King
is extraordinarily quick to notice any
imperfection or irregularity in the
manner in which the tailor has car-
ried out his special instructions.

On one occasion a pair of trousers
was accidentally made up from & ma~:
terial which was not exactly in ac-
cordance with the pattern which the
King had chosen, though it resembled
jt very closely. The King noticed the
difference at once.

His Majesty i by no means conven-

" {ional in his sartorial ideas. If an
idea strikes him for an improvement
in clothes he does’not care where or
under what circumstances he sees it.
For example, the tailor who has pro-
bably made more garments for the
King than any other became intro-

.duced to His Majesty’s custom in a
curious manner. il

One night, many years ago he was
at the theatre watching the famous
French player, Fechter, appearing in
‘Robert Macaire.” The actor had to
appear in clothes which were suppos-
ed to be torn and »patclg_ed beyond re-
cognition, but the King, or the
Prince of Wales as he then was, not-
jced at once that all the same the
garment was splendidly cut, and was,
indeed, in its way quife a triumph of
tailoring. Consequently, when the
curtain descended he sent for Fechter
and asked him who his tailor was.
The actor mentioned the nan.e of one
in London, and he was immediately
given a royal obder, with many
scores more to follow.

Again, all unsuspected, the King is
often on the look-out for patterns of
cloth which are particularly to his
fancy, and he finds them in odd
places. On the occasion of the Brae-
mar gathering two years ago he saw
some brown tweed which pleased him
very much, and from which he in-
stantly decided to have a suit made.
But he did not 'merely buy a suit
length; he bought up the whole bale
of the tweed, so that there was none
left.

He did this for two reasons. In
the first place, he desired to have the
cloth by him for another suit if he
ghould ever want one, and in the sec-
ons he was wise enough to foresee
.that unless he took this precaution
there would be at once a very vulgar
run on the remainder of the cloth by
the Tims, Dicks and Harrys of the
general public, which would' conduce
neither to his dignity nor theirs.

As showing again how unconven-
tional is the King, it may be said
that he does not often give a second
thought as to what others will think
if he is quite satisfied that an article
pf apparel is in perfectly good taste,
and does not violate any of the can-
ons of English dress. Not long since
he might have been seen walking
about the grounds ofi Windsor Castle
wearing a purple lounge suit—pro-
bably the only one of its kind in
England.

How Gold is Tested.

“By and by he opened it again,
and the mixture was a dull, semi-
opaque brown.

The assistant cook
brought up a heavy iron mould,nice-
ly oiled _inside, and put it. on-the
kitchen table, close to the furnace;

over the mould. Then he pulled on
a pair of asbestos gloves that looked
as if they were made of very thick
rather dirty cotton, and tilted the
pot up, the contents running out in
a stream of faint tramslucent red.

<This he allowed to stand for a
quarter of an hour or so, when the
surface had cooled and caked; to the
shiny black of patent leather,
then he turned the mould over and
whacked it with a hammer. When‘he
lifted the mould up there remalined on
the table a brick of brassy yellow,
crusted over with black varnish,which
he dropped hissing into a bath of sul-
phuric acid. It was a good  deal
cleaner when he picked it out, but the
varnish still remained, adhering here
and there to the roughened surface,
so to put it under -a running tap,
and chipped off the the larger bits of
slag with a blunt nail,
the whole thing with a wire brush,
till there remained a brick of pure
gold. That is, relatively speaking,
pure gold, because the exact fincness
had still to be determined. For this
purpose he took a keen chisel and sha-
ved a thin slice off each of two diago-
nal corners and handed them to the
assayers in the back office.

Scrupulously Clean.

«Everything there, including the
men themselves, was scrupulously
clean and tidy. Bach assayer takes
his little slice of gold, weighing a
quarter of an ounce, and rolls it in-
to a thin ribbon which is cut  im
pieces. From a box of silver buttons
he takes - enough chemically pure sil-
ver to make two and one-fourth parts
of silver tojone of gold, and wraps
the result up in a sheet of chemically
pure lead, and putsit in a ‘cupel’,
which looks exactly like a bit of bil-
liard chalk, and is made of bone ash.
The cupel is put in a furnace and hea-
ted up to 900 degrees Centigrade;this
burns off the lead which is deposited
in a green stain on the bone ash, and
leaves a ‘bead’ of
like @ small pill. Then he takes the
tiny basket of platinum, divided oft
into 36 little‘compartments, each of
which holds a baby thimble. He
drops the pill intoa thimble, and
lifts the basket by a plain wire hook
—just a bit of bent wire‘which you
would not stoop to pick up in the
street—and lowers it into a little me-
tal bath full of nitric acid, half
strength. This separates the gold
from the silver, and the whole appar-
atus costs £50 or £60; the hook alone
costs £5. The remaining gold is then
weighed, and the weight compared

with that of the original sample.
An Exact Science.

ihe other assayer has
independently on his
sample, and if the two results do not
agree to two parts in ten thousand
the whole process has to be gone over
again. The scales are made of gold
plating and aluminum, with agate
bearings, because iron might become
magnetic, and they are kept under a
glass case. Behind the index was an
ivory rule, marked off into twenty
divisions ten on each side of the in-
dex.

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200D ALCOHOL CAUSES
' BLINDNESS OR DEATH.

Danger of Poisoning

\
From This Source is

Much Greater Than Commonly Sup-
posedsssNot Whiskey Alone But Dar-

ious Household

Preparations Are

Adulterated With it.

(New York Sun.)

Liong before the recent deaths
raused by adulterated whiskey in the
Btryker’s Farm district in this city
the medical profession realized the
dangers that threatened the public
from the substitution of wood alcoh-
ol for grain alcohol. One grave per-
il lies in the fact that wood alcoh-
ol is sometimes used instead of grain
alcohol in various household pre-
parations.

The use of wood alcohol in the !

manufacture and adulteration of pot-
able spivits is sufficiently alarming
but this is by no means the extent of
its use as an adulterant.
have preparations intended for usec in
the arts, as varnishes, or for exter-
nal use, as witch hazel, been made
with_wood alcohol as an ingredient
but even medicinal or, flavoring
agents, such as essence of Jamaica
ginger, lemon, peppermint, &c., in-
tonded for internal use have been
found to contain it.

Eye specialists of this country and
of Europe agree in ascribing many
cases of total or partial blindness to
wood alcohol, which had unknowing-
ly: been taken in the form of liquors,
medicinal remedies, flavoring essences
externally in the form of
witch hazel and bay rum and as lini-
ments and for alcohol rubs.

Wood alcohol is known to the che-
mist as carbinol and methyl, more

; popularly known under the name of

pyroligneous spirit, pyroxylic spirit,
wood alcohol and wood naphtha. It
occurs as one of the ingredients of
crude wood vinegar, the fluid pro-
duct of the destructive distillation of:
wood. . 4

Purified wood alcohol-is a thin,
colorless fluid, greatly reésembling
grain alcohol in taste and smell, but
obtained from wood vinegar. Un-
purified, it has a rank and offensive
odor and flavor. It is omly within
the past seven or eight years that
eheap, deodorized wood alcohol has
been placed on the market, and it is
only during the same period that the
alarming record of death and blind-
ness resulting from its use has been
made.

Before that time the unpurified pro-
didct possessed so offensive an odor
and taste that even the most invet-
erate drunkard was unable to stom-
ach it. The purified wood alcohol is
known under various names, and ow-
ing to the fact of its close similarity.

‘In taste and smell to grain alcohol,

and to its comparative cheapness—

Not only I

wood alcohol untaxed retails at G50
cents a gallon, grain alcohel taxed
retails at $2.60—it is very largely
substituted for grain alcohol.

Is a Deadly Poison.

Unhappily the deodorizing process
destroys none of the poisonous pro-
perties of wood alcohol, and, while
differing little in appearance, taste
under certain conditions a deadly
poison.

! Poisoning by wood alcohol mani-
fests itself in two forms—that of
.acutc poisoning and that of chragnic
| poisoning. According to ragearches
lby physiologists, Joffroy and Server-
eaux, Birch-Hirschfield, Holdex Hunt,
Pohl and others, the symptoms of
|the acute form are in general similar
to those observed in cases of poison-
{ing by grain alcohol, excepting that
}the ‘action of wood alcohol is pro-
;duced more slowly and the duration
yof the intoxication is more prolong-
|ed. The coma caused by wood alco-
+hol continues for a very much longer
time than does that caused by grain
alcohol.

investigations of Buller and
jWood have demonstrated that in
Ima,ny instances, no marked poisonous
'symptoms are noticéd until twenty-
four hours, or longer, after the last
number of doses, usually small
drinks, had been taken. Indeed, it
may be set down as a rule that ex-
,cept in persons exhibiting an idiosyn-
' cracy against wood alcohol or unless a
llarge dose of the poison be drunk
jwithin a few hours, not only may the
_severe abdominal symptoms and the
|collapse of the heat and nérvous sys-
tem be postponed, but even the fatal
termination has in some instances
been delayed for several days.

Although physiological experi-
ments would seem to show that the
cohsumption of wood alcohol in
large quantities has a similar effect
on animal life to that of grain alco-
hol when taken in excess, yet it is
gathered from the observations by
doctors of those suffering from the
acute form of wood alcohol poisoning
that wood alcohol is undoubtedly,
in every respect and however taken,
far more dangerous to man than
grain alcohol.

Chronic or sub-acute poisoning by
wood alcohol, that is, the taking of
small quantities at short intervals,
produces a form of cumulative ac-
tion, depending probably on the re-
tention within the body of wood al-
cohol or of some of its decomposition
products. .

Exhaustive Investigation.

Phol made the important discovery
that wood alcohol differs markedly
from grain alcohol in that it is but
partially oxidized in the body and
that its administraticn ' uds to the
formation within the ‘bouy of a mark-
edly poisonous aocid, formic acid,
which is thrown out of the system
very slowly, a striking illustration of
the fact that within the body one
polison may be converted into another
which is far more powerful. :

Dr. Frank Buller, of Montreal and
Dr. Casey Wood of Chicago, both of
whom are eye specialists, began an
investigation of the subject in the
early part of this year, and the re-
sults are now being published tin the
Journal of the American Medical As-
sociation. The physicians in question
-have laid bare by their researches a
startling state of affairs.

It has been found that wood alco-
i hol, adulterated essences and witch
ihazcl, as well as other preparations
]‘contu.ining wood alcohol, have been
| directly responsible during the past
i seven or eight years for about 175
| cases of blindness and abouf 100 cas-
| es of death. Inasmuch as the investi-
gations have been necessarily incom-
plete (Dr. Buller not having attempt-
ed to collect published instances’ of
heath, and Dr. Wood having noted
only cases unpublished in medical
Journals), it is in a high degree like-
ly that a more thorough and extend-
ed search would show that quite 200
persons have been killed and the same
number blinded by preparations con-
taining wood alcohol within a com-
paratively short period.

The .fact also must be borne in
mind that many physicians are unac-
quainted with the symptoms of wood
alcohol poisoning and that the fatal-
ities occurring from its use which
have come under their observation
were not recorded as such.

Poisoning by wood alcobhol, to
those who have had any experience in
cases of this description, is unmista-
kable. The most distinguishing fea-
ture is that it attacks the eye direct-
ly and with peculiar virulence. In
servere cases when death does not en-
sue total blindness is an almost ine
variable consequence.

Wood alcohol poisoning is also
characterized by the fact that while
comparatively small doses will injuri-
ously affect some individuals, others
are apparently no more injured by
much larger doses than if they had
drank the same quantity ‘of grain
alcohol.

Prohibit the Sale.

Among the conclusions arrived at by
Drs. Buller and Wood are the follow-
ing: That the prevention of poison-
ing by this insidious drug can be
brought about only by prohibiting
the sale of deodorized wood alcohol
in all its forms. The number of
deathdmay in the time be limit-
ed by putting all méthylated prepar-
ations on the lists of poisons and
prosecuting all persons adulterating
foods and drinks with it. Labelling
preparations containing wood alcohol
with the notice, ‘“This fluid taken in-
ternally islikely to produce blind-
ness,’”’ would certainly have a deter-
rent effect.

Polisoning by inhalation of the fum-
es of wood alcohol generally occurs

when the exhalations are mixsd with
a rebreathed air, as in
the interior of beer vats, small
rooms, etc. It is highly probable
that in susceptible subjects repeated,
or even single, methylated alcohol
rubs may produce poisomous symp-
toms through absorption of the spir-
it by the skin.

Chronic or partial poiSening from
wood alcohol taken in the shape of
nips of methylated Jamaica ginger,
bay rum, punch, &c., is the most in-
sidious and probably not an uncom-
momform of intoxication. Its symp-
toms are not so pronounced nor so
easy of recognition as in the acute
form, but the eyes, digestive appara-
tus and nervous systems undoubted-
ly suffer.

The adulteration of whiskey or oth-
er spirits with wood alcohol is a
grave evil, and one that should be
stopped promptly, these physicians
say. But the manufacture or adulter-
ation of flavoring essences, internal
remediés and preparatiogs for exter-
nal use with wood alcghol is an even
worse form' of poisoning.;

A person may buy a medicinal rem-
edy with the hope that’ it will do him
good, and, may be eif killed or
blinded. Again, in the case of indiv-
iduals susceptible to the<eflects of the
poison, the application' fof witch haz-
el or bay rum conntaihing wood al-
cohol after shaving, may, be means
of absorption or by its fumes, result
in grave injury to health.

A Menace to Health.

The cheapness of wood alcohol has
texppted certain unscrupulous or ig-
norant manufacturers to - substitute
it for grain alcohol, and this circum-
stance constitutes a grave menace to
the public health. Until laws are
enforced to restrict the use of wood
alcohol to its proper limits, some
physicians think, it would be prudent
not to buy cheap liquors, cheap un-
identified grades of witch hazel and
bay rum which have no standard of
strength or quality or to use any
remedy, internal or external, in
which there is even the suspicion
that it may contain wood alcohol.

This may seem an exaggerated
view to take of the matter, but in
consideration of the happenings re-
cently in Tenth avenue, and the be-
lief that in the neighborhood of 400
deaths and cases of “total blindness
have been the outcomé 6f persons un-
suspiciously taking wood alcohol in
one form or another, it must be ad-
mitted that the situation calls for
prudence. A persof - who buys a
preparations for internal use, or for

external use, like witch hazel or bay |,

rum, does so in the faith that the
stuff will at least do him no harm.
Unfortunately, he is, to a great ex-
tent at the mercy of the manufac-
turers and retailers. .

Finally, it may be said that the
treatment of severe wood alcohol in-
toxication is unsatisfactory. This
condition usually ends in death or
blindness. The treatment of. the
blindness in particular is of little
avail.

As evidence of the great’ concern
manifested in  the question by the
medical profession at large of this
country, resolutions were adopted by
the section of ophthalmology, at the
last meeting of the American Medic-
al Association, held in June of this
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year, to ths effect that the employ-
ment of wood alcohol in spirituous
lquors, or in preparations for inter-

They were
the main support of several Consolidated
brokers that have failed in the Temple
Bar Building, as well as the chief sup-
port of the Brooklyn bucket shops and
cheap brokerage concérns that put on
such a great show with gilded signs and
fine furniture.

There were many pittable sights around
the Temple Bar today. The men who lost
their money didn't waste time going to
the Branch office. They went direct to
Lamar’s headquarters in the Consolidat-
ed Bxchange Building, in Manhattan.
But the women went to the place wherd
they had put up their money.

The white faced, scared and déspairing
women found the beautiful offices locked.
There was a notice pastéd on the door
telling that the place was in the hands of
T. Tillston Wells, réceiver. The women
congregated in the hall and peeped
through the glass doors to the office.
They saw the fine green carpets and ma-
gnificent furniture still there, but not a
soul inside. H=

Several women broke down and wept as
they left the building. There was no
sympathy between the individual women.
They avoided one anmother, and it was
very rare when two of them spoke to-
gether.

hours, taking things quite calmly and

waiting apparently for some of the La-
mar people to show up. Manager Stod-

He said Lamar would make a statement
this afternoon, and would offer cash and
notes to hiscreditors. He said Lamar
had some hope of getting money out of
his Alaskan mining investment.

The liabilities of the Lamar firm will
be about $300,000, as nearly as can be
ascertained. The most of this is due
to Lamar’s customers. Following his
advice, they wére long on the market
and had been making big paper profite
on the “‘bull”’ conditions. It seems that
Lamar had an idea conditions would take
e turn soon and the market take a fall.
He was found to be short on nearly all
‘the active stocks in which customers
were long.

Lawyer Werner said that every custom=
er who deposited stock with Lamar as
collateral would get the stock by apply-
ing to the courts. He said Lamar had
outstanding loans that would go a long
way toward settling his debts.

/Americg it was in the interest of his
’ +Children of the Ghetto,”’ then being

staged in New  York. This time he
comes as the apostle of a cause—a
hopeless cause; as the emissary of a
mission—a futile mission. He had
not got fairly off his steamer before
he told the newspaper men who met
him that the tide of Jewish immi-
gration flowing into their country
should be sternmed if an anti-Semitic
| movement iwas to be forestalled.
. This may or may not be true. Whether
{ 'or not, it aroused the more cultivat-
! ed members of hiis race in New York
and from his first hour in this coun-
try estranged many of the very men
whose friendship and support he
soeks. '

Mr. Zangwill comes avowedly in
the interest of Zionism. Not the
Zionisx? o! Palestine, but the Zion-
§sm of® British East Africa. First,
3ast and always, in point of temper-
ament Mr. Zangwill is a Jew, with
@ll the glorious idealism traditional
of his race tinting his every thought;
therefore he cannot irelinquish the
dreams of Palestife. But he com-
promises on the ground of temporary
expediency and calls the East Africa
colonization scheme a ‘‘back-door
entry into Jerusalem.’” Aside from
the practical difficulties of gathering
together a people from among half
the nations of the earth and trans-
forming them to Africa, there to
build up a nmew nation, and then in
time to move on—people, govern-
ment, history and traditions—to an-
other part of the iworld; aside from
the economic discomfort of inhabit-
fng air castles in a country jof ‘cli-
mate, there are some excellent senti-
mental, and prosaic, regsons for the
Jews fighting shy of any scheme isug-
gestive of the capricious, and 1in-
stead of grasping the golden apple
which is just now dangling near their
reach in America.

There are two peoples who appear
to be interested in the project—some
Jews, and the British Government.
Sir Henry Johnston, former special
commissioner for Uganda, is the in-
spirer of the movement. It was his
- fnfluence that brought the British
Government to offer the great plat-
eau of Gwas' Ngishn with its » five
hundred thousand square miles of ter-
ritory. It is a healthful district, and
fertile. It is said to’' possess many
patural features desirable in ‘any
East Africa colony. The drawback is
that it must inevitably be looked
upon as g British colony with a Jew-
ish governor. An infiuential ‘ Jeyish
-organ points out the weagk spot 'in
tho plan when it reminds Jews ithat
the aim of Zlionism has never heen
merely to possess g legally assured
home. If this were the case, ‘“‘East
Africa offers a prospect of an early
realization of their fondest.dreams;
but at the same time they hope
for reinvigoration, intellectual and
moral, through the influence of the
spiritual glories rand memories of
Ziion, East Africa will be as impo-
tent as New Jersey, or Winnipeg.
Badly as the Jews need a place ito
rest in peace, they need an influence
that will make for culture and for

»tha awakenining of the instinets that
we are so ready to believe lie at the

" basis of Jewish character.” To . the
Jews of Faith, Palestine has long
been one of the longed-for, dreamed-
of, prayed-for dreams of his life and
his religion. After centuries of ask-
ing for bread. Mr. Zangwill enthus-
iastically offers ia stone.

I have talked with some influential
yJews about Mr. Zangwill’s mission
and not one of them has expressed
\ favor with the plan. The Jews of the
. Ghetto refuse to be even interested.
“N’ York’s the place’” for them. Af-
“iter generations of persecution and
woppression the Jews of Central and
‘Eastern Europe have found a haven
. where they are free to lead their own
' lives—free to adhere to the religion
of their .fathers, to speak their own
Yiddish, and to mingle or not with
the outside world as they may be
inclined. That is why more Jews
came to America during the year
ending Oct. 81 than in any previous
year, more than eighty nine thou-
sand. Sixty-nine thousand Jewish
Jmmigrants came into the port of

w York. And coming here, they
“#eel that they are coming home; more
80 than if they were entering Pales-
tine; far more so than if they were

! gettling -in British East Africa. In

ming to New York they become

enizens of the largest Jewish city
Y/in the world. There are more than
| seven hundred thousand Jews in New
York today, and more than four hun-
dred thousand of them are in the

, Ghetto—that wonderful section of the
city east of the Bowery to the East
River, south of Houston street near-

. | 1y to Brooklyn bridge. Here the Jew
may, come and live out his life with-
out acquiring one word of English.
Nor is this in any way detrimental
to American life, or the so called pro-
cess of Americanization. The public
schools, the Hebrew educational insti-
tutions like the educational Al-
liance, and the settlements—exercise a
powerful influence upon the children.
Indeed, one of the gravest dangera
in this part of American life today
lies in the too rapid assimilation of
the Jewish immigrants of the second
generation, It creates too wide a
breech between paremts and children.
No religion in the world has more
of beauty, meaningful symbolism and
deep spirituality than
Judaism. Orthodoxy may be cramped
narrow, and dogmatic. It still has a
contribution to make to American
life that America cannot afford to ig-
nore. The New York Ghetto has more
obscure scholars, poets, and drama-
tists than any other alien colony in
the world. They are obscure, not be-
cause of the inferior.quality of their
work, but because their-scholarship
is in dead languages, their poems and
their dramas are in a tongue little

++ kmown outside of the Jewjsh ‘w.orld‘J
' ol 3 S
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Orthodox |

Yiddish is a strange jargon. More
nearly than anything else it resemb-
les sixteenth century German, with
frequent traces of French, Latin and
modern German, and English. There
are pushcart pedlers on the East
side of New York who are versed in
ancient Hebraic lore to an extent
that would put to blush some of our
most  distinguished academicians.
There are men in this same Ghetto
whose thoughts are as maturally ex-
pressed in poetic forms as the birds
sing. There is Eliakim Zunser. How
many people in Boston could tell one
thing about Zunser? There are sixty-
five known collections of Zunser’s
songs in existence, and today
name is a household word in millions*
of homes \in Russia. For many years
he was the ‘“Wedding- Bard’’ who was
as necessary at the ‘wedding as the
rabbi.

The Ghetto knows him. Thi
Ghetto knows many and many ::.
name that the English-speaking world
would not recognize. The Ghetto
world is as full of light and shadow
as the world we most of us were:
born to, and the black spots are not
darker than the .bright spots are
golden. Filth, squalor, overcrowd-
ing, unsanitary tenements and sweat
shops are all characteristic of the
Ghetto, but not more so than the
l.xea.rt and soul poetry and the class-
ic drama of the Yiddish-speaking
people. One thoroughfare from the
Bowery to the East River — Rivings
ton street—is said to be the most
crowded street in the world. It
teems with humanity day and night.
The density of its population is near-
ly 1000 to the acre, while London’s
most crowded area is less than 400.
Three blocks south is a parallel thor-
oughfare-~Grand street — with its
Yiddish stage, where during a year
there is probably more shakspeare
more Schiller, Ibsen, Sudermann anll
other classic dramas than in all the
rest of New York together. The Jew-
ish King Lear, Shylock and Faust
are as popular on the East Side as
in Boston. The Yiddish stage has
reached an extraordinary plane of de-
ve;opment in New York. This would
not be possible in East Africa {for
generations to come, and it is doubt~
ful if it could ever attain the emin~
inence there that it has reached here.
Ghetto life tends to conserve all that
is best and beautiful in the lives of
the Jews; at the same time it brings
them into contact with our world,

‘which is a broadening and enlightens

ing influence.

Americanization should always be a
mutual matter. American standards
and customs are the ultimate stand-
ards and customs. As an instrument
of transition the Ghetto is incompar-
able. There is no call for hurry.The
Jewish immigrants, unlike the vast
proportipn of any other of our in-
vading peoples, bring their families,
their native life and their traditions
with them. They are happy here,
happier than they have ever been be-
fore in the history of their people.
They bring to America “a trust in
things spiritual, a belief in the vis-
jon of the inward eye that isa
wholesome counteractant to our ex-
treme materialism. New York can-
not hold all of the Jews who. are
still in Furope, but America can.
And why should the eight million
who are still in Russia, Austria and
Roumania turn to East Africa when
America’s doors age still open to
them? ‘There are agencies at work
transporting the immigrants to oth-
er parts of the continent. In one re-
cent year 60 per cent of the immi-
grants were forwarded from New
York through the efforts of the Bar-
on Hirsch Fund.

A broadcast scattering of the Jews
is not a wise or successful policy.Se-
gregation is not _desirable. But col-
onization in the midst of other peo-
ples is wise, and does result to th.e
mutual satisfaction of the immi-
grants and America. All that is
great and good in the Ghetto life in
New York today—and there is much
more than can be hinted at here—re-
sults from the preservation, or pa.}'t-
ial preservation, of the true Je_wnsh
life. At the present rate of immigra-
tion it will be half a century before
all of the Jews of Europe will have
come to America. If the various ag-
encies handling this tide of immigra~
tion continue to strengthen, 'the_
question of properly appprtiomng
them will not be an impos.smle one
by any means. Anti-Semitism is nev-
er encouraged by people familiar with
Ghetto life in its deeper phases. I

The Jew who has thrown away his
faith, who has become a mere money
changer and frequents summer hotels,
is no more the typical Jew than the
blase American who is eternally in
evidence ' in England, France, and
Switzerland, during the summer
months, is representative ol 'Ameri-
ca and Americans. He is as unpopu-
lar with the real Jews, and the cul-
tivated Jews, as among Americans. It
is said unkindly, but these are prob-
ably the people who will support Mr.
Zangwill. The Jewish people who un-
derstand the question in all of its as-
pects disapprove of East Africa col-
onization. The immigrants for whom
it is intended, know that America has
more to offer. That is why Mr.Zang-
will’s mission is destined to prove

fruitless.

Most of the houses on and near the
Leas are larger than the wont of A-
merican houses, -and. the arrangement
much more agreeable and sensible
than that of our a.vel’age houses; the
hallway opens from a handsome vest-
ibule, and the stairs ascend fromsthe
rear of the hall, and turn squarely,
as they mount half way up. But let
not the intending exile suppose that
their rents are low; with the rates
and taxes, which the tenant always
pays in England, the rents are fully
up to those of towns of corresponding
gize with us. Provisions are even
higher than in our subordinate cities,
especially to the westward, and I
doubt if people live as cheaply in
Folkstone as, say, in Springfield,
Mass., or in Buffalo.

There are no fur-
naces in these very personable houses,
steam heat is undreamt of, and the
grates which are in every room, and
are not of ignohle size, scarce suffice
to keep the mercury above the early
’60’s of the thermometer’s degrees.
