Notwithstanding the continued dulness in trade, your 

committee have been able to keep down the expenditure 
very much below last year. The chief reason for this is, they 
have been of late so pestered with tramps and vagrants and 
in many cases after relieving their wants, found that the 
money given had been spent in drink. They have almost 
entirely given up supplying such cases, unless the circum­
stances are of a specially deserving nature. Many of the 
applicants are worthless characters; all they want is money 
to spend on liquor. The Managers would recommend 
their successors to follow the same course in dealing with 
such people. As a counterpart to this, we have many 
deserving cases brought to our notice, such as serious ill­
ness, and widows with young families to support, where 
the Managers could wish to give very generous relief, but 
are prevented from doing more than give temporary assist­
ance, owing to the funds at their disposal being limited 
in amount.

Your committee beg to recommend all the members 
of the Society to be prompt in paying their annual sub­
scriptions ; and any who feel able to give a donation 
occasionally, to do so, in order that the Managers may be 
in a position to give the necessary assistance to every 
deserving applicant.
