‘Criticism ‘After Findings of
Labor Inquiry Reported—
Raids by Scotland Yard

Bombing in Dublin.

London, Jan. 20—In the editorial
commfient of the anti-government news-

~ “We most strongly urge upon the gov-
ernment,” says the London Times, “that
it should jhave been impossible for any
document of this description, whether
founded on' truth or falsehood, or both,
to have anticipated the official report.
N * Owing to the cabinet’s
foolish hesitation, we are not in a posi-
tion to deny any of it.”

The Daily News says:—“No more
damning incident has marked the gov-
fmment’s catastrophic Irish policy.”

The Daily Herald says:—*“The gov-
ernment’s silence is the silence of panic.”

Raids in London.

London, Jan. 20.—Alleged Sinn Fein
_centres in this city were subjected to
simultaneous raids by Scotland Yard de-
tectives late last night, says the Daily
Graphic. Buildings in both the east and
west end, notably in Bayswater, Barns-
bury, Paddington, Stepney, FEastham
and Panwell, were raided and it is said
important documents were seized.

Local importance attached to a raid
on a four story house in Colville Ter-
race, Bayswater, which was thoroughly
searched for hours.

Bombing In Dublin.

London, Jan, 20.—Three ambushes in
which bombs were used, occurred in
Dublin on-Tuesday evening, says a Cen-
tral News despatch. The first took
place in Parliament street, near Dublin
(Castle, where a bomb which was thrown
at a lorry wounded two cadets.. In the
second ambush a lorry was fired upon
and bombed near the Portobello Bar-
racks. -Auxiliary police, similarly at-
tacked in the Hcspll road, returned the
fire. No casualties were reported.

Dublin, Jan. 20—The military autaor-
jties. issaed a proclamation today de-
dlaring that if bomb and fire-arm, at-
tacks on crown forces in motor cars con-
tinve, “known rebels of all motor vehi-
sles which are the property of the armed
forces of the crown.” The notice applies
to the city and county of Dublin, and
county Meath. (

and Sleep Properly—In-
struction Adapted to Child.

Dr. A. K. Aldinger, director of phy-
sical training and hygiene for the board
of education, New York, holds that most
of the ills of the rising generation can be
cured by athletic exercises judiciously
provided. -

“We are interested in:the broad plan
of giving these children physical educa-
tlpn," said Dr. Aldinger in astalk about
his work., “We are working through the
gymnasium, recreational athletics, in-
cluding morning inspection, the two-min-

~24 been a popular attraction. There is also!ute drill, the teaching of hygiene—these

within the hours of nine and  three
In the afternoon we have the

vise and direct a broad programme of
intensive athletics, including.  baseball,
football, basketball, seccer, tennis, skat-
ing and, in fact, any activities that can
be carried on with our facilities.

“We try to teach practical health hab- '

its. Take the boy who goes in for ath-
letics, He is influenced to train, to eat
properly, to sleep sufficiently and under
proper sleeping conditions—in other
words, to live under the most hygienic
conditions possible. Athletics apply the

direct motive. The boys cdnnot com-
pete successfully with other boys unless '

they do trgin. = This seérves 4s the most
potent reason for training.

“Through our course in hygiene we
try to give the boy didactic instruction
in hygienic habits. But it is a question
of doing more than giving information.
It is getting résults by doinhg:

“The activities in behalf of the normal
boy are supplemented by classes for the
cripples, the blind, the deaf, and for
cardiacs. We are interested, too, in the
tuberculosis clinics, to which we apply
specialized physical training and teach-
ing of health habits. . !

“Fach class in a school will organize a
team for handball,” basketball, or what
not. A schedule is made up and during
the after-school period it is carried out.
‘The classes participate until a champion-
ship is arrived at. We get a representa-
tive team for the school. That team
may play an adjacent school and may
win the district championship. The dis-

trict winners then' will play the winners|

of any other district; then they may

‘play’ a borough championship,

“Qur chief problem is to get the boy
who does not want to play. This type
of boy may not take part in the after
schoolt athletics for the reason that we
are not giving the particular thing that
he is interested in. Some boys, too, not
interested in sports, are interested in
vocational work. They long to make
things. This type of boy will always
find something to do; some activity
which is really creative.”

The boy who does not wish to take
part in athletics because of some quirk
in his mental or physical make-up i< Jis-
tinctly uncommon, according to Dr." Al-
dinger.

The physical training work within the
hours of nine ‘to three is mandatory.
The big effort is made in regard to-the
leisure .time of-the boys, to- keep them
off the street, out of mischief, and to
provide activities that furnish an outlet

. for “their energy and their natural in-

stincts of pulling, pushing and throwing.
