London, Sept. 2—A corner of the curtain over the battle drama 

4n Northern France has been raised momentarily. It shows the 
Allies battling desperately to prevent the success of the German 
assault on the upper Oise, less than fifty miles from Paris.

On the eastern war stage, Russia frankly confesses to disaster to 
two army corps, including the loss of three generals, S&maniv, Martos 
and Peetitch.

Elsewhere the Russian arms seemed to have triumphed. Galicia 
has been successfully invaded, and Lemberg will soon be evacuated, 
according to reports from the St. Petersburg war office.

If this is true, the Austria menace to Austrian Poland will be 
ended and the Russian forces can begin to converge for the march 
on Berlin, the Russian objective in North Galicia apparently being 
Koenigshutte, whence they can march on Berlin via Breslau.

On the Upper Oise the British are fighting desperately to pre­
vent the Germans from securing one of the most direct routes to 
Paris. News of this battle, reaching here from two different sources, 
is the first definite information since the end of the battle of Mons. 
The battle raged Sunday and Monday, and by sheer weight of num­
bers the Germans secured a slight advantage.

Military experts point out that from the present position on the 
'Upper Oise River, the German advance will become increasingly dif­
ficult, owing to the natural features of the country, as well as the 
artificial defenses that will have to be encountered.

It is becoming evident that all along the western line the allies 
are playing for time in the hope that the German assault will become 
exhausted.

Only the next of kin have been inform­
ed by telegraph, and the names them­
selves will be given out tomorrow. It 
may take some little time yet to collect 
information as to the other ranks,- but 
thejr names will be published when re­
ceived, and after their next of tin have 
been informed.

Declares Germans Killed 
Their Own Severely Wounded

Paris, Sept. 2—The number of wound­
ed arriving at different points shows 
that the fighting in the north continues 
with great violence. Yesterday 700 
wounded soldiers arrived at Cherbourg, 
500 at Orleans, 800 at Briançon, and 200 
at Paris. Nearly all of them had wounds 
in the legs or arms.

The number of prisoners is also con­
siderable. One convoy of 768 has ar­
rived at Nimes, another of 480 at Troyes, 
and 100 at Clermont.

THIRD BRITISH FIGHT 
IN UPPER OISE VALLEY

London, Sept. 2—(4 a. m.)—The 
"Chronicle” correspondent sends a re­
port of a third British battle in the up­
per Oise Valley, where the Germans are 
pressing in the whole of their weight 
to force a wedge.
'The battle raged throughout Sunday 

•tld Monday, when the Germans, it is 
stated, sacrificed lives recklessly.

The British were compelled to give 
Way slightly, but are maintaining the 
defence heroically. The battle is still un­
decided.

EMPEROR WILLIAM 
IN BELGIAN CITIES

London, Sept. 2—The Ostend corres­
pondent of the Express quotes Leon 
Hiard, senator of Hainault ,as testifying:

“That tlie Germans killed their own 
severely wounded on the battlefield, only 
tending those who would soon recover.”

There arc many signs, according to 
the despatch that the Germans suffered 
heavily at Mons. Returning remnants of 
those who were in the fight spoke bitter­
ly of British courage. One force of 250 
Britsh, it is stated, must have accounted

for thousands of Germans. All along 
their lines of retreat, they had prepared 
a defence made with bags full of potash 
found in a neighboring factory. Through 
these were placed maxims and on top 
German helmets. The first time the 
Germans came up to this seemingly 
friendly line, the maxims spoke and soon 
no Germans- were left.

SHOW BIG NCREASEParis, Sept. 2—An air of great un-

is the very high freight rates which are 
being charged on cargo passing be­
tween Canada and the West Indies. It 
needs very little enquiry to show how 
jvstified the grievance is, for both West 
Indian cargo coming to Canada and 
Canadian cargo going to the West In­
dies arc still being compelled to pay 
the same rates which prevailed during 
the height of the shipping boom. In other 
words, notwithstanding the fact that as 
soon as the boom showed signs of com­
mencing, the rates were jumped by 
from twenty to twenty-five per cent, and 
that the circumstances which caused 
them the unrivaled activity of the 
world’s trade has long since passed 
away, no reduction has yet been made in 
the freight rates charged by the West 
Indian subsidized service.

In order to ilustrate the extra levy 
which is being made upon the trade at 
the present time, flour freights to Barba­
dos, for example, were increased from 
86% cents a barrel to 47%, cents a bar­
rel. The same increase was made on 
flour going to Demerara, although to one 
or two of the other colonies the increase 
was somewhat lower, in no instance 
was it less than five cents a barrel. 
Grouping all the colonies the increase 
made in flour rates averaged from eight 
to nine cents a barrel, or about 26 per 
cent.

This is the excess freight which ship­
pers or consumers are today being 
compelled to pay over the rates applying 
a little more than two years ago. But it 
is in the aggregate that the result of the 
extra rate is best seen. With flour, for 
example, if only 200,000 barrels are car­
ried, either the miller in Canada or the 
consumer in the West Indies, is being 
unduly charged to the extent of some 
$20,000 n year on this item alone.

Covering the whole range 
of articles it is probable that, quantity 
for quantity, Canadian cargo going to 
the West Indies is paying from $60,000 
to $70,000 a year more in freights than 
would have been the case a little more 
than two years ago.

But the high freight rates are press­
ing much more heavily on cargo from 
the West Indies than on shipments go­
ing there, for example, rates on sugar 
from Demerara are higher by about four 
cents per 100 pounds or by 90c. a ton 
than they were slightly over three years 
ago. The same applies ” case of 
all the other colonies. Considering the 
immense quantities of sugar which are 
carried to Canada from the West In­
dies it Is not unlikely that the excess 
rates will total between $7,000 to $8,000 
a month on this article alone.

The planters contend that tills amount 
rightly belongs to the planters and not 
to the steamship company.

Contrasted witli the high rate charged 
to Halifax, the Quebec and Royal Dutch 
mail lines are carrying sugar to New 
York for ten cents a hundred pounds. 
But a vastly more important point, if 
this is possible, is the fact that Santo 
Domingo sugars are being carried to 
Halifax at lower rates than are afford­
ed the B. W. Indies, 12.7 cents only be­
ing charged shippers in the former coun 
try under an arrangement made by the 
Clyde line. The non-lowering of the 
West Indian rate thus gives a foreign 
country an unfair advantage over the 
British West Indies.

New York, Sept. 1—A representative 
of one of the largest paper manufac­
turers has received a cable reporting a 
dearth of sulphite pulp on the continent. 
Quotations on wood pulp have advanced 
from 92 to 145 shillings per ton. On 
the outbreak of the war 20,000 tons of 
paper consigned to this country were 

the sea. Of this amount, 20,000 tons 
had been sold, and the remainder not 
yet disposed of. The United States an­
nually imports 850,000 tons.

France and Great Britain are be­
ginning to suffer, as the greater part 
of their paper comes from Germany 
and Scandinavia. With Germany elim­
inated, Scandinavia is left to supply 
both countries. As the Baltic Sea is nor­
mally open to commerce only between 
May and November, importers cus­
tomarily lay in sufficient supply in the 
latter part of the summer to last for the 
year. The present is the season of lowest 
supply.

With the Baltic blocked on account 
of the hostile fleets and with little hope 
of its being opened shortly, the shortage 
is being felt more and more each day.

ANNIVERSARY OF SEDAN .50CHARITY AND WORK.
A Toronto paper very properly directs 

attention to the fact that in the cities of 
Canada during the coming winter there 
will be others besides those dependent 
upon the men gone to the war who will 
be in need of relief. The inevitable 
slackening of industry will cause more 
of unemployment than usual, while the 
increased cost of living will bear more 
hardly upon those least able to bear the 
burden. We are hoping in St. John that 
there will be plenty of work for ’long­
shoremen, because of the necessity of 
shipping through this port large quan­
tities of supplies to the Mother Coun­
try. Of course if grain should be the 
mojjt important item the number of men 
employed would be smaller. It is too 
early as yet to say how many men will 
be given employment In the lumber 
woods, but it will probably be smaller 
than usual It is fair to assume that 
there will be during the winter season a 
heavier demand than usual upon charit­
able funds, and every effort should be 
made to provide as much employment 
as possible, so that men may be given 
the opportunity to earn money rather 
than accept charity. The farmers of the 
province do not usually require much 
help in the winter, and yet if they could 
get it at a low figure they would prob­
ably help to solve the unemployment 
problem of the city. This is a matter 
worthy of attention now, before the 
winter season is upon us.

In Ontario an Industrial Association 
has been organized, and is composed of 
representatives of the provincial cabinet, 
members of parliament and the legisla­
ture, board of trade presidents and 
manufacturers, who will endeavor to 
solve the problem of unemployment as 
far as possible in that province.

$1.00A short history of the Franco-Prus- 
eiiun war says:—

“As early as August 27 the Crown 
Prince of Prussia took Archibald Forbes, 
the London News correspondent, aside 
and showed him on the map where the 
French would be irretrievably cornered. 
(The point he named was the little fort­
ress of Sedan.” The battle of Sedan 
opened on September 1, and on Septem­
ber 2 the French Emperor with his whole 
army surrendered. France was irretriev­
ably defeated, and the march to Paris 
iwas an easy task.

Yesterday was the anniversary of Se­
dan, and today is the anniversary of the 
surrender of Napoleon in. The German 
armies have made tremendous efforts to 
mark the anniversary of Sedan by a 
victory which would sweep them 
through the French and British lines; 
but they have failed. We are told that 
they have compelled the left wing of the 
allied armies to give way once more to 
overwhelming numbers, but the allies 
have simply retired to take up a new 
position and again dispute the German 
advance. Attempts to break through 
the allied centre have failed, while the 
right has apparently pressed back the 
German army at that point.

One fact is made very dear In the 
news of the fighting of the last few days, 
and it is that the British troops are 
bearing the brunt of the most formid­
able German attack. Again and again 
great masses of German troops have 
been hurled against the British position, 
suffering enormous loss without being 
able to do more than compd the British 
to withdraw in good order to Mother 
entrenched position. This kind of fight­
ing not only decimates the ranks of the 
Germans, but it must have a very dem­
oralizing effect upon the spirit of the 
soldiers, who find themselves unable to 
break through the lines held with such 
bulldog tenadty by inferior numbers.

The German army which is pressing 
against the left wing of the allied forces 
Is getting farther and farther away from 
Its base. We are told that Belgium has 
a well equipped army of 200,000 men 
taking the offensive on the German right 
flank. If the French right is able to 
continue its forward movement, the 
German army of the north may find it­
self in a position from which it can only 
withdraw at enormous cost. At all 
events, even if It should break through 
the French and British lines on the road 
to Paris, its troubles would be by no 
means over; since the state of affairs in 
the whole area in which fighting is in 
progress is very different from that 
which prevailed in 1870. The British 
end Belgians as wdl as the French have 
now to be reckoned with.

Reports which come from Berlin, tdl- 
-Ing of victories by the Germans and the 
Austrians over the Russians, are prob­
ably as little to be relied on as much 
other news from the same source. The 
Russians surprised the world by the 
rayidity of their mobilization and the 
remarkable success of their early move­
ments in East Prussia and on the Austri­
an frontier. It is because the Germans re­
alize the gravity of the situation in the 
east that they are so reckless In wasting 
life in a frantic effort to break through 
the French and British lines, in the hope 
to win such victories as would enable 
them to withdraw large bodies of troops 
from that quarter to operate against the 
advancing Russians. But, as has been 
pointed out, the success of the move­
ment against Paris could not do more 
than prolong the war, since the British 
end the Russians will never give up this 
fight until )he German war-lord has 
been utterly defeated.

Today’s cables show that the desper­
ate effort of the Germans to clear the 
road to Paris is being continued, and it 
is apparent that at some points at least 
their armies greatly outnumber those of 
the allies. The latter, however, have all 
the advantage of being on the defensive 
in entrenched positions, and may yet be 
able to prevent the enemy from breaking 
through their lines.

4. Instead of boasting of a population 
of 8,000,000 as in the past, there ’ 
for satisfaction in the fact that the pop­
ulation is" considerably less. During the 
past eighteen months vfcile the world­
wide trade depression has been in evi­
dence, many thousands left Canada, re­
turning to Great Britain and to the 
United States. The cessation of immi­
gration is fortunate, too, at this time.

Charlottetown, Sept. 2—Prince Edward 
Island will have at least two Rhodes 
scholars at the front in the war. One is 
T. A. Collett of Bedeque, who left here 
last week with his fellow comrades of 
the 82nd Infantry Regiment for Val- 
cartier. The other is Arthur G. Cam­
eron, barrister, of Vancouver, B. C, a 
former Rhodes’ scholar, and a native of 
Hontague, P. E. I. Mr. Cameron has 
sailed for England to join his regiment, 
King Edward’s Horse, the King’s Over­
seas Regiment, formerly known as the 
King’s Colonials. Mr. Cameron is second 
in command of C squadron, composed of 
Rhodes scholars and colonial under­
graduates attending Oxford and Tam- 
b ridge. He was attached to the King’s 
Royal Hussars in 1909, and holds certi­
ficates from the school of musketry, 
Hythe, Kent, as musketry instructor and 
Maxim gun instructor in the British 
army. Before the outbreak of hostili­
ties Mr. Cameron cabled his regiment of­
fering to serve on the continent In case 
of war. Last week he received the fol­
lowing cable: “Rejoin your command in 
King Edward Horse,”—an intimation 
that the regiment is to go to the front.

Mr. Cameron is a splendid specimen

in the ranks. It was such a spectacle as 
Ireland had never witnessed before.

Numerous other officers of service 
came from individuals. Mr. Bryan Coop­
er, the Unionist candidate-elect for 
South County, Dublin, a Sligo gentle­
man and an ex-army officer, announced 
his intention of joining. A local land­
lord in Rosecommon whose estate has 
for years been a storm centre of wrang­
ling and disaffection and Cattle-driving, 
wrote to the local press begging to be 
admitted to the volunteers and a cor­

Dublin, Aug. 14—During the week 

events in England and Ireland have 
marched with amazing rapidity. A 
week ago no sane person would have 
dared to prophesy what is now the fact. 
No doubt it required a European, war to 
bring the situation about, but it is a 
situation of which all Irishmen are gen­
uinely proud. The sequence of events 
may be briefly stated, even though in 
their general outline they are already 
known throughout the world. England 
found herself faced with a war with 
Germany. There is now hardly any 
doubt that German diplomacy chose the 
tone of its menace because it felt that 
Britain was rent in twain by the Home 
Rule crisis, and that Ireland was an 
armed camp, the majority of whose in­
habitants would gladly welcome a for­
eign power, any power wliich would 
deal a death blow to England. Germany 
felt that the moment was opportune, but 
she reckoned without a true knowledge 
of the depth of loyalty which is innate 

’in these countries.
Mr. Redmond’s message to the gov­

ernment to take their troops from Ire­
land and the National and Ulster volun­
teers would protect the country, was the 
master-stroke which upset Teutonic cal­
culations. Its effect in Ireland was elec­
tric. The Nationalist rank and file, rose 
as one man and responded to the call. 
More surprising still staid and unemo­
tional Unionists worked themselves into 
ecstacies of approval. They spoke of Mr. 
Redmond and his action as they have 
never spoken before, and in order to 
prove their genuine feelings many lead­
ing men announced their intention of 
joining the National Volunteers, and 
they were as good as their word.

London, Sept, 8—The following story 

of the fighting near Mons, as told to an 
Express reporter by one of the British 
wounded who was brought here Mon­
day:

“We had left the shelter of a little for­
est and opened out, supported by the 
North country regiment. Our colonel 
warned us that the German Infantry was 
advancing.

“We had hardly laid ourselves prone 
when a body of the Germans were seen
on the skyline.

“Our batteries let rip and gouged holes 
through them. ‘Bravo,’ shouted my 
platoon commander, as he watched 
through his glasses.

“Now (he order was given to fix bay­
onets. Before the enemy arrived the ar­
tillery fire had increased until it was an 
Inferno.

“German aviators were directing their 
guns, and at times we fired on aeroplanes 
but our shots were Ineffective. Our poor 
gunners had an awful time as the Ger­
man cavalry got around behind us and 
charged right up to the guns. Very few 
of the Germans escaped, however, for 
whole platoons rushed to the rescue, 
emptying their magazines as they ran.

“A moment later the Germans were 
on us from the front. We let them come 
until their breasts rose above the neigh­
boring hillock, and then decimated them. 
They fell back 'In confusion and dropped 
to the ground.

“Another line came which we treated 
the same way. Scores of machine guns 
were turned on us, however, and we 
were ordered to prepare to charge.

It will be a distinct surprise to many 

of the American operators, now Investi­
gating the possibilities of securing a 
foothold in the world’s coal market, to 
know that England is likewise quietly 
laying plans for materially broadening 
the scope of her operations in this field. 
Germany, of course, has become a heavy 
exporter in recent years, but with her 
navy bottled up and acting purely on 
the defensive, British operators have lit­
tle to fear from competition in that di­
rection. Belgium is, of course, complete­
ly paralysed by the incessant fighting1 
within her boundaries, while France has 
insufficient coal to supply her own needs 
and is a hea’// importer herself.

In addition to this, the internal con­
sumption of Great Britain will be heav­
ily restricted, as a result of the general 
cesastion of industrial plants, which will 
release large tonnages for use in other 
directions. It should also be remember­
ed that the countries so far involved in 
the war take but a small proportion of 
the British coal exports—in fact, only as 
much as India and Australia alone. This 
means that there is still a large market 
for their production.

On the other hand, Great Britain is 
at the present time facing a number of 
severe handicaps, such as the heavy gov­
ernment bond required on all foreign 
shipments, and the withdrawal of the 
Welsh products entirely from this busi­
ness. It was upon the excellent quality 
of this latter fuel, considered by many 
the highest grade of coal there is, that ! 
Great Britain has reached her enviable 
position in the world’s coal markets. The 
fact that it has been withdrawn entire­
ly ydll now place some of the American 
fuels, such as, the Georges Creek, the 
Pocahontas and the New River grades 
easily in the lead among the fuels avail­
able in foreign markets.

THE ADVANCE OF SUGAR.

Why the Market Has Advanced 
Sharply and What of the Future?

What Dyspeptics

jlHHimimmiiiu Claus A. Spreckles, president of the 
Federal Sugar Refining Co, expresses 
the opinion that the recent rise in sugar 
prices has discounted eventualities of the 
immediate future as far as the European 
war is concerned.

“Thc market has gone up here,” said 
Mr. Spreckles, “because England, need­
ing about 175,000 tons of sugar a month, 
immediately began to compete with Am- 

jerican refiners for Cuba sugars, when 
her main source of supply under 
mail conditions was cut off by the 
TKe rise was accentuated also bv the ac­
tion of domestic consumers who, fearing 
the worst, rushed in and bought granu­
lated sugar far in excess of their usual 

I amounts. Households which ordinarily 
take, say ten pounds at a time, have 
bought sugar by the barrel. England 
thus far has probably taken 160,000 
tons out of this market and will prob­
ably have to buy more later on.

“While we are having a lull In the 
market for the moment, if the 
tinues—and I’m afraid it is going to be 
a long drawn out affair—there is no tell­
ing where prices may go. The countries 
at war produce about 8,000,000 tons of 
beet sugar annually, or about 46 per 
cent of the world’s supply, and have a 
large surplus for export. Even if the 
troops do not destroy piost of thr beet 
fields, It is likely that many will go to 
seed, owing to the lack of labor for har­
vesting, and then there is the labor 
needed to operate the factories for slic­
ing and refining. It is a most serious 
situation, and one that is likely to in­
fluence tlie sugar market for a long time 
to come. If half the European heel crop 
is made into sugar, which seems ques­
tionable now, there will still he a danger­
ous shortage in the world’s supply, and 
prices are liable to go to any height.

Wh«nth« whole world ie awaiting definite news from the battle 
ma, the French war office contents itself with the simple statement 
that as a resnlt of the turning movement of the German army, and 
in order not to accept battle under , unfavorable conditions, the 
French troops have again retired.

From the British capital _ no word is forthcoming regarding 
whatare considered as the most momentous operations of the war.

From The Telegraph’s special correspondents, however, there 
comes this morning interesting news of the armies in the field, giv­
ing as much in detail as the censor will allow the position of the 
opposing armies.

Forced to abandon the flanking movement to the left to save 
ttie cutting of their communications or an attack in the rear the ! 
German armies have faced the allies in the centre and are making ! 
a desperate effort to break through on the shortest road to Paris. 
An expert in the field says that three armies are pressing the allied 
lines, the farthest north being at Lefere where they are probably 
opposed by British troops, the second concentrating at Bethel and 
the third, under command of the crown prince just west of Verdun 
on the Meuse.

These armies appear to be converging in a rough circle with 
Pans as the centre and a radius roughly of seventy-five miles. In 
that circle in chosen positions are French and British troops pre­
pared to bar, and probably now, engaged, in fighting grimly and 
erternly in the defence of Europe’s gayest capital and there is no- 
tiung surer than that this new short road to Paris will prove to be 
in the end a long and a costly one for the Kaiser.

A British correspondent was fortunate enough to see our troops 
in action on Monday, it is thought just north of Lefere, and he de­
scribes the joyous spirit and the deadly accuracy with which they 
fought, piling up the German dead before them, in heaps.

While Berlin claims a German victory over the Russians in1 
East Prussia, in the capture of 70,000 men, the Russians claim an im- ! 
portant victory over the Austrians on the Galician side, with 30 000 ' 
prisoners.

Another German aeroplane has been dropping bombs into Paris, ' 
end, according to the French official statement, the American am-’! 
hassador has organized a committee, and has sent a protest against 
this method of warfare to the government at Washington.

The Belgian special commission, on its way to the United States 
to protest against alleged German atrocities, has been received by 
Eng George, and has presented him with an address, setting forth I 
some of the happenings in Belgium during the present campaign, 
and has warmly thanked Great Britain for its intervention.
