was raised to the peerage as Earl of Bea-
consfield.

the scene of his triumphs and where be
had achieved his fame, he felt, like his
great adversary Gladstone, that he wo.u]d
not find the House of Lords congenial;
and .it was, the dream of his life to end

raeli, Knight of the Order of the Garter,

It was an honor that appealed to him
far more deeply than-any earldom, mar-
quisate, or even dukedom. He seemed to
feel that the acceptance of a peerage
would involve political oblivion, and his-
torical obscurity, whereas the Knighthood
of the Garter, bestowed upon him as a
commonef, would render his name . re-
nowned for all time. ?

Queen Victoria, however, much as she
liked Lord Beaconsfield who, towards the
latter portioa of his career became a par-
ticular . favorite and warm friend, had
very exalted ideas about the Order of the
Garter and she gave him clearly to under-
stand that it was only after he had ac-
cepted’ a peerage, that she could confer
upon him the bonor which he’ craved
above all others. Nor was it until he Le-
came the Earl of Beaconsfield, that he
received the order. )

Tt is not quite correct to assert that
Sir Hdward is the only commoner since
the days of Sir Robert Walpole, (the
celebrateéd premier of George 1. and
George II.) to receive the Order of the
Garter. The latter has been worn in at
least two other instances that I camn re-
member here, by members of the House
of Commons, since hfs day. One of them
was Lord Palmerston, a well known
statesman ‘ of the Victorian reign, whose
parliamentary career from 1807 until his
death in 1865 as prime minister, was en-
tirely spent in the House of Commons,
where he was enabled to sit for English
constituencies, owing to his viscounty be-
ing an Irish one. He received the Order
of the Garter about a quarter of a cen-
tury before his death; and sometimes re-
turning to the House of Commons, dfter
dinner, took part in the debates there
with the blue Tibbon of the order crossing
his breast.

Lord Castlereagh at the time when he
received the Order of the Garter for his
servi¢es as secretary of state for foreign
affairs during - the later years of the Na-
poleonic  wars, and as principal British
representative at the Congress of Vien-
na, was not even an Irish peer, but a
commoner in the eyes of the law, his title

He left a eon, who be-
came chief of police in Cairo, under the
nagne of Mansfield Pasha.

Lord Sandhurst’s two children by his
first marriage—a boy and a girl—died in
their infancy, and he is without issue by
his second marriage, which toek place in
1909, to the widow of Hon. Armine Wode-
house. The present Lady Sandhurst has,
however, a son twenty-two yeams of uge,
by her first husband. Roger Wodehouse
by name, he is fourth in the line of suc-
fession to his unecle’s earldom of Kimber-
ey. 1

The wedding of Lord and Lady Sand-
hurst was delayed for some weeks by an
accident. On the very eve of the day
appointed for the marriage she was riding
in a taxicab when a collision oecurred,
which threw her forward with such force
that she was precipitated with her head
through the window. Her face was so
badly cut that she was conveyed to St.
George’s Hospital, where it was found nec-
cessary, to put in ten stitches. She is a
daugther of Matthew Arnold, and a sis-
ter of the wife of Frederick W. Whit-
ridge, president-of the Third Avenue sur-
face road of New York.

A Matter of [itle

It was only in England that Lady Sey-
Umour, sister .of the'late and fifth Marquis
of Hertford, and who ‘died ‘last week at
St. James’ Palace in London, was regard-
ed and recoghized as Princess Victor of
Hohenlohe-Langehburg. At all the con:
tinental courts, and everywhere in Ger-
many and” Austria”’ehe was looked upon
as Countess Gleichen, and as the morgan-
atic widow of the late Prince Victor Ho-
henlohe-Langenburg, who died in 1891 as
an admiral of ‘the British navy and a
Crimean veteran; Queen Yictoria had be-
stowed upon her the status of a princess
of Hohenlohe, with the right to figure
as such at the court of St. James. But
her authority to do so was contested by
her nephew, Prince Hermann of Hohen-
lohe, the head of the entire mediatized
house of Hohenlohe.

When the late Prince Victor Hohenlohe
married in England, his wife’s brother hed
not yet succeeded to the Marquisate of
Hertford, and she was consequently mere-
ly Miss Laura Seymour. The Hohenlohes
enjoy the right. of marrying on terms of
equality with the sovereign houses of Eu-
rope and also possess the prerogative of
the latter to contract morganatic alliances.
Consequently Prince Victor received from
the chief of the Hohenlohe family the
sanction necessary to render the marriage
to Miss Seymour valid only on the con-
dition that it should be a morganatic al-
iance. Soon after the marriage, she receiv-
ed the “title of Countess Gleichan, from
the reigning Duke of Saxe-Coburg Gotha.
This dignity is borne by her son, General
Count Gleichen, who for some years was
millitary attache of the British embassy
ir Washington and he has not inherited
his father’s title and status of Prince Ho-
heplohe. Both the late Prince, Vietor, and
his surviving brother, Prince Hermann Ho-
henlohe-Langenburg, were nephews of the
late Queen Victoria, their mother naving
been her half sister, Princess Feodora
of Leiningen.

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PRINCESS WOULD
BE FREE FROM
A GILDED CAGE

Indira, Daughter of Gaekwar

of Baroda, Engaged to
Maharajah of Gwalior

PREFERS AN ENGLISHMAN

Has Wonderful Jewels and All
That Wealth Can Command,
But Visit to England Has Filled
Her With Desite te Leave

Home

(Times Special Corespondence.)

Delhi, Jan. 20—Princess Indira, daughter
of the Gaekwar of Baroda, the second rul-
ing .prince of India, who is acknowledged
to be the most beautx[ul of dusky royalty,
longs to marry outside of India. Although
she is betrothed to the fabulously wealthy
Maharajah of Gwalior, she has just con-
fessed that she much prefers the. freedom
accorded a wife in England.

The confession of the princess was made
to Margaret Montgomery, a visitor at the
durbat, who became an intimate friend of
the daughter of the indiscreet ruler of Bar-
oda, ' Here is the way Miss Montgomery
told it to me:

“1 travelled on the same boat from
England as did the princess and we be-
came great friends. She'is a wonderfully
attractive = girl slightly under middle
height, with a round face, soft brown eyes
under long straight lashes, and a fair, skin
like that of most Hindu ladiés who lead
exclusive lives,  Her hair is quite curly
and is'made . to ‘shine with unguents. One
mlght almost say that the little princess
is inclined to plumpness, though the grace-
ful  dress known .as the sari covers all
deficiencies, draped as it can be in twenty
odd ways and being of every color of the
rainbow.

“The sari is, in fact, the nearest solu-
tion to the eternal problem of womans
dress. In the zenana or women’s quart-
ers nothing is worn under the sari, though
in society a petticoat and a blouse may
be added by way of compromise, fifteen
yards. of Yial,' crepe de chene or soft
silk edged with gold or passementerie and

" Ithe costume is complete.

‘| Has Wonderful Jewels

“Her Highness, like most of her country-
|women, is a counoisseur in jewels. In, the
palace of Baroda there are three: rooms
filled with jewels. Use has. made her
lcareless of the beautiful things she wears.
Ropes of pearls and emeralds adorn her
and her diamond and emerald earrings arve
86 heavy that they pull down,the lobes
of her ears. Enormous and beautiful dia-
mond bracelets meet quite ‘casually on her
arms like pamted glass bracelets.

“The princess told me that Scindia, the
Maharajah of Gwalior, to whom ‘ghe i
betrothed, has little taste: in
Having heard one day that she had ad-

it to the hotel, She intends to take
charge of that domestic department in
future.

“Native princes are certainly open to
the charge of being rather barbaric in
their idea of splendor. When a distin-
guished visitor comes to Gwalior the road
from the station to the palace is paved
with silver rupees. At the fort of Gwa-
lior is a big well to which his subjects
bring their taxes and tribute in rupees
and pour them in by the cart load. So the
httle princess is not likely to want and will
be well endowed with worldly “goods.
“In Gwalior the strictest seclusion is
enforced on purdah ladies. Princess In-
dira has lived like a European lady and
prison life even in a splendid zenana will
come very hard.

““She talked to me for hours about India
and its customs. These customs she has
to observe the moment she sets foot in
her own country, where the streets have
to be cleared whenever she takes a drive
‘abroad. There are consolations, of course,
though they ‘do not appeal to this eman-
cipated princess: Love of dress and jewel-
ry is one, for the zenana settles the ques-
tion whether women dress to please them-
selves or their male admirers. Zenana or
purdali ladies are in fact very fussy about
their clothes and ornaments. They load
themselves with jewels and when they sit
for a photograph they crowd on all their
ornaments in order to acquire that stiff
and loaded appearance which is the envy
of their sisters in bondage.

“India, the princess told me, is the
paradise of the poor relation. In Baroda
there are six or seven hundred depend-
ents, cousins of the tenth degree, who
claim the bounty of the Gaekwar.
a man marries, dozens of ‘the bride’s rela-
tives accompany her to her new home.

Wants Freedom

“Princess Indira, who knows how to
use her eyes and takes a girlish delight
in innocent flirtation, is much sought af-
ter by many men highly placed in Eng-
lish society. She confided to me the fact
that she loves Englishmen. Furthermore
she told me almost tearfully, that she
would rather live outside of India than in
a gilded cage in the great fort of Gwalior.”
The Maharajah of Gwalior has -a wife,
but unfortunately. has no children. @ Ac-
cording to the customs of the country he
can marry again, but it is not the practice
in good Indian' families to:do so. The
whole affair is all the mmore astonishing
because - Indira’s father, the gaekwar, is
one of the leading reformers of India and
has  fréequently de€nounced plural marri-
ages, :

Ohinese republic. He says that his health
is impaired and he desires to retive to his
estate. Whether his bealth is really im-
phtired, or whether he anticipates trouble
which would make the duties of the presi-
dency very hard to fulfill, Yuan 8hi Kai
could, not name a better successor than
Sun Yat Ben. This remarkable man has
proved his quality, and made it clear to

. the world that he cares more for China

bition. Ohanges come about so quickly
in China of late that the reader of the
dailly news can never predict with any
degree of confidence what will next hap-
pen.

There is one certainty, however, and it
is that in one section of China the horrors
of the famine are being felt by two and
a half millionis of people,-and an appeal is

. being made to the world at large to con-
tribute to their relief. The Times directed
Jattention some weeks ago to the awful

“conditions prevailing in that part of China,
die to floods and crop failure, and an ap-
peal is now made. to the people of this
¢city and province to contribute some re-
lief. A strong local committee has been
formed by the Evangelical Alliance, and
the cause is One which appeals to people
on the ground of comivion huimanity.

If the latter chooses
to select a Radical president and a Socialist
vice-president, these are its aceredited re-
presentatives, and it would: be a very un-
wiss courde on the part of the emperof
to refuse them an audience. The German
“emperor has more autocratic power than
an English
Radical tendéncies and of Socialism it-
self is an indication that the people grow
restive of any such restraint. The inter-
nil trotbles of Germany increase, and
5o doubt have some relation to the activ-
ity of those who would distract popular
attention from home ' troubles by stirring
up prejudice against Fngland and France.

TRIBUTE TO A. B. COPP

In & sketch, with portrait, of Mr. A. . B.
Copp, leadet of the Liberal opposition in
New Brunswick, the Canadian -Courier has
this to say of “the éloquent young fighter
from Westmorland county”:—

“Mp. Copp bas been worthy of a big
job for some time. He has been long
recognized as among the first lances in op-
posiﬁon to the government now headed by
Premier Flemming. Copp has a way of
saying things which “gets to you.” On
the stump with his coat off, he is a whole
battery of oratory.

" THE APPLE INDUSTRY

The Maritime Merchant in an article on
the question: Can we overdo the apple
industry? refers to the coming growth of
orchards in New Brumswick as well as
Nova Scotia and makes some observations
which the Times commends to all who may
be interested in apple growing in New
Brunswick, especially those who are-about
to establish commercial orchards.  The
Merchant says:—

“Now, we fancy the answer to the ques-
tion lies in those words—, ‘the survival
of the fittest” The country that is best
fitted by nature to produce the best apple
most cheaply is the one that will do busi-
ness most successfully. There is no doubt
that the maritime provinces have this na-
turpl fitness. The conditions of soil and
climate favor apple culture and they also
favor producing apples of the best quality.
This, we . think, should stimuate. our con-
fidence to believe that we may go ahead
and develop our orcharding industry to al
most any extent we please. But of one
thing we must take care. We have a re-
putation for producing an apple of exceed-
ingly fine aroma. It is possible that this
réputation may cause some to go a little
bit casy and assume that because they are
producing apples in the maritime provinces
they are necessarily producing a market-
oble commodity. That would be dwelling
in a fool’s paradise, for apples will not
continue to sell because they are maritime

king, bdt the rapid growth of

apples. The thing that will give perman-
ency to our apple industry will be the re-
putation for high, uniform quality on all
counts. The man who produces the best
apple that can be produced and markets
it in the most pleasing manner will have
to fear nothing from extended develop-
ments of orcharding—his business will be
secure; it will be the survival of the fit-
test. We must not be satisfied with what
we have achieved then, but try to do still
better. It is incambent upon us to do
this; for if our apple industry is to com-
tinue great and profitable, we must not
only maintain our present gtanding, but
endeavor to improve on it.”

How Gladstone Had His Portrait
Painted—A Royal Table Rap-!
ping Seance—Helping a Social |
Climber up the Ladder

(Times Special Correspondence.)
London, Feb. 9—Remarkably frank -and
intimate sidelights are to be thrown on |
many interesting members of Europeani
royalty by H. Jongs Thaddeus, a famous-
portrait painter, in his néw book ‘“fhe
Recollections of a Court Painter.” The
volume is not yet off the press, but a
gh_mpse of the proof sheets by special per-
mission, shows enough to indicate that the
book is destined to cause something of a
sensation when it is published in the near
future.

Few men have had more opportunities
than Thaddeus to mix familiarly with the
great and the almost-great. For thirty
years he has been painting them, and his
portraits hang in most of the royal palaces
of. Europe. He was on terms of intimacy
with the Duke and Duchess of Teck, Queen
Mary, the Duke and Duchess of Cambridge,
Charles Stewart Parnell and Gladstone. He
painted both the present Pope and his
predecessor.

In writing of his first visit to thel‘
Duchess of Cambridge, Thaddeus tells of
the aged woman’s admiration for Glad-

stone and approval of his home rule bill, |’

and incidentally he indiscreetly tells of the
upiversal hatred of the great statesman by
the members of the royal family. :
“In 1888,” he says, “I presented at St.
James’s Palace the letters from Princess
Mary of Teck to her august mothér and
to her sister, and after a short interval I
had the homor of an audience with the
vgnerable Duchess of Cambridge then ap-

R. H. had concluded her inquiries regard-
ing her royal daughter and grandchildren
in Florence, she referred to the burning
question of the moment, Mr. Gladstone’s
home rule bill, a subject which seemed to!
interest her greatly. To my surprise, the
venerable duchess spoke most admiringly
of Mr. Gladstone, being therefore, to my
knowledge, the only member of the royal
family who did not positively hate that

ﬂlarm with which the bill was regarded
by the royal family and the Conservative
party; on the contrary, she deplored their
bitter opposition to the measure.

“ ‘Home rule must ¢ome some day,” said
the duchess with emphasis, ‘and: 1-should
rather see it given today with a good
grace than grudgingly tomorrow.’”

Later Thaddeus tells of a table rap-
ping seance at which the present Queen
of England and her parents, the Duke and
Duchegs -of Teck were present.

Thaddeus never
forgets to tell the judgments which le
formed of his clientele, and particular in-
terest attaches to the following sketch
which he gives of His Holiness Pius X.

“In build the Pope is short and thick
set, with heavy limbs, which causes Fim
to walk rather awkwardly. His face mark-
ed with the wholesome crudities of a peas-
ant, was a dull olive in tone.

“Far from being Italian in type, it bore
the impress of a purely Teutonic origin.
The hands of His Holiness, singularly
large and powerful, are not unlike those
of a farm laborer, accustomed to heavy
work. .

“Physically he is as unlike Pope Leo
XI1I. as Cromwell was. unlike Richolieu.
Leo gave one the impression of intellectu-

THE EVENING TIMES AND
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Able Addresses by Rev. Dr
O Reiily and J. Louis Slattery

One of the largest lecture gatherings
ever in the St. Malachi's Hall, assemb-
led last evening and listened with pleasure
to an inspiring and instructive lecture by
Rev. Dr. O'Reiily, on “Winston Churchill.”
More than 500 people attended, and the re-
ception accorded the speaker was enthu-
siastic. Throughont his discourse he was
frequently interrupted with outbursts.of
applause, and when he concluded with a
brilliant peroration on the future of Ire-
land and the gaining of home rule, the
whole assembly rose in a spontaneous out-
burst of applause and cheers.

Joseph Lewis, president of the Y. M.
8., of St. Joseph, presided, and made a’
pleasing introductory speech, and also ten-
dered the reverend lecturer at the close
of his address; a hearty vote of thanks,
moved by W. J. Magee, and seconded’ by
K. J. Moran.

Doctor O'Reilly treated of Churchill asa
member of one of the most distinguished
families of England, a son of Lord Ran-
dolph Churchill. Hereferred to his car-
eer in the British army, as a briliant writ-
er, as home secretary under the Asquith
government, as first lord of the admiralty
and reformer of the British navy, and to
his success as a home rule statesman.

The speaker said he believed: that one-
half of the Orangemen in Ulster were real-
ly Home Rulers or Nationalists at heart,
but through the’ intervention of foreign is-
sues, mainly for poljtical purposes, displays
ed an interest against home rule. He said
that Churchill had done more in some re:
spects for Ireland than had Gladstone,
and had shown more courage than O'Con-
nell. He paid a tribute to John Migchell,
the political writer, and to William O’
Brien, though he said he regretted that
the latter at present had separated from
the party. / e, & “n

If Churchill could be eongratulated up-
on capturing Belfast, said Dr. O‘Reilly,
then the Nationalist party under John
Hedmond must be congratulated upon cap-
{uring Churchill. He spoke of the' valuable
wark “of Devlin, the Irish nationa!ist in
Belfast, a Canadian by birth. Canadians
'had- sent soldiers to fight the Boers in
Africa and they had proved that they could
furnish a Napoleon to the Irish party in
capturing the hitherto Unionist city of
Belfast. The speaker concluded after read-
ing extracts from Churchill’s speech set-;
ting forth the desirability of home rule,
and he maintained that Churchill had
carried the campaign to such'a point that
it would be impossible for the government
to shelve the issue, and Ireland before long
would be¢ome one of the happiest centres
of the empire, at peace with the colonies,
at peace with herself, strong in her allegi-
ance to- Britain, and prospering more.than
ever in.good, ‘wise government.

The lecture last evening in the course
conducted by the C. M. B, A. Branch 134
was delivered by J. Louis Slattery, of the
Standard writing staff, who dealt with
“Literary Lights of the Victorian Era,” re-
ferving. particularly. to the lives of Long-
fellow and Tennyson, their ‘career as poets
and as men. s 4 s

He analyzed critically some of their best
workas, and rendered citations from several
of them. The lecture was heartily enjoy-
ed by a largé audience, and a hearty vote
of thanks moved by F. J. Casey and sec-
onded by H. Btidgev, was tendered the
speaker at the close by the chairman, R.
J. Walsh, grand deputy, who_ presided.

POPE HAS REGAINED ~
- EXCELLENT HEALTH

His Hdhw Never so Active as
in the Last Few Weeks After
_the Consistory

Rome, Feb. 19—The Pope has complete-
ly recovered from- the slight indisposition
mainly caused by fatigne and nervous
strain, from which he suffered after the
consistory and its attendant ceremonies.

Pope Pius X, is now enjoying excellent
health, as is proved by the fact that he is
able to partake of his simple but abundant
meals with the greatest relish. A mark-
ed change for the better, is distinctly no-
ticeable, in the Holy Father's appearance,
and - his custemary charming good humor,
the absence of whicli had been one of the
most striking symptoms of his iljness, has
now completely returned.

Since his elevation ta the papal throne,
Pius. X has never been so active as during
the last six weeks. The consistory has tak-
en aload off his mind, as he had long felt
that it was necessary to reorganize the
Sacred College to fill the gaps: left in its
ranks, and to leave it in full working or-
der, should that august body be called
upon. to elect his successor. All this has
been accomplished and Pius X. feels cor-
respondingly relieved.

FARFL TAE OF THE SEA

Liverpool, Feb. 18—The British steamer
Cuban, which arrived here tonight from
New Orleans, brought inti‘ port nine of
the crew of the British ship Erne, which
was wrecked in a heavy storm at sea.
The Erne was bound trom Boston, Feb.
1, for. Buenos Ayres. The Cuban passed
her on Feb. 8, in latitude 40 north longi-
tude 50 west, and rescued those of the
crew who managed to keep themselves
alive.

Six of the crew were drowned, while the
master of the Erne, Captain Pickett, his
wife, the second mate and a passenger
are missing. Only the cargo was keeping
the wreck afloat.

The survivors of the Erne tell a terrible
story of a hurricane on Feb. 3 which car-
ried away the ship’s deck cargo and rig-
ging. The gale raged till Feb. 5, when Cap-
tain Pickett)s wife was badly 1cjured by a
heavy sea which swept aboard. Later in
the day the crew found that the captain
and his wife, the second officer and a
passenger were missing, having apparently
left the ship in the only life boat which
bad not been carried away.

For three days the crew had neither food
nor water, Some (f the men b cam. derang-
ed by their sufferings and jumped into
the sea.  The others huddled in the fore-
castle or lashed themselves to the rigging.
The Cuban sighted the wrecked vessel on
the morning of Feb. 8. With much diffi-
¢ulty a boat was run alongside and the
nine survivors were taken on the steamer.
The officers of the Cubah are of the opin-
jon that it was impossible fér the lifeboat
of the Erne to remain afloat long in the
seas which were running mountain high.

the acceptance of these terms will there-
fore rest primarily with the provineial
legislature. \ :

This may mean that the whole matter
will remain over for final action wuntil
next session, the delay in securing the con-
sent of the Manitoba legislature being a
convenient excuse for the federal govern-
ment to) postpone action for the present
on a question fraught with many embar-
rassments.

Tn regard to the financial terms, the
new proposals contemplate an immediate
increase of about three-quarters of a mil-
lion in the annual federal subsidy now
given by statute. g

London, Feb. 19—A central depot or
clearing-house for eggs for. Greater London
has been opened by the National Poultry
Organization’ Sociéty, in Hosierlane, West
Smitbhfield. E.C., ‘For about a dozen years
the society, with which the Marchionesy of
Balisbury, is prominently connecied, and
which is a co-operative organization run
by farmers in all parts of the country, has
collected eggs from various districts ‘and
acted as a distributing agency between the
farmers and the retailers. In the past the
orders for the London area have been dealt
with by the provincial depots and the eggs
sent direct to the retailers, but with the
increase of business this system has prov:
ed more and more unworkable, and the es-
tablishment of a London -clearing-house
was felt to be essential.

The society’s supplies are drawn from
about about eighteen counties, principal-
ly from Cornwall, Devonshire, Somerset-
shire, Dorsetshire, Hampshire, Oxfordshire,
Hereford, Norfolk and North and South
Wales, The system upon which the soci-
ety works is based upon that which pre-
vails in Denmark, and which has enabled
the Danish traders to secure such a pre-
dominant position in the egg trade.
