X The spectre arises out of France’s 
experiments with manless aerial 
chines. The specialists visualize the 
eventual evolution of a weird craft, 
Uke a metal flying-fish, with as many 
as six circular, staring “eyes’’ or glass.

A ground operator will “fly’’ this un­
canny 1 machine by wireless, exactly as 
though he were sitting up aloft within 
its hull. When he moves a lever at 
the ground station, the “Robot” in the 
air will move precisely as though a 
human hand had made the requisite 
movement in its cockpit.

The “eyes” of the machine will focus 
on jShoto-eldctric cells, which become 
conductors of .electricity when light is 
shining on 'them, according to the ex­
perts’ reported plans. Whatever the 
machine thus “sees” will be transmit­
ted by wireless, and reproduced upon 
ajmilar screens in the distant land- 
control station.

Although admiration has been evoked 
by the courage 1 of the army aviators 
who jumped from their planes and let 
themselves fall great distances before 
opening their parachutes, yet thereJiave 
been many to protest that the risks 
taken by the aviators were put of) all 
proportion to the practical value of the 
announced purpose of their deeds — 
namely, to test the truth of the belief 
'that men falling great distances be­
come unconscious from the fall.

Those making this objection have 
pointed out that if the theory of the 
loss of consciousness by falling had 
proved in, the aviators would have be­
come unconscious in the air and, being 
unable to open their parachutes, would 
have been killed? Surely, it is. argued, 
the United States government should 
not ask such risks from its aviators in a 
test of no immediate practical value.
But now it has been revealed that ^the 

test had another purpose—one of im­
mediate practical importance. The test 
concerned the merit of parachutes as 
equipment for aviators.

In opposition to the use of parachutes, 
it has been argued that a burning or 
otherwise disabled airplane would fall 
as fast as, or faster than, an aviator 
holding on to a parachute, which would 
delay his speed ; that thus the aviator 
would become entangled with the dis­
abled plane: that the parachute would 
do him no good, and he might as well 
stay in the plane and meet his death 
without making a futile attempt to 
escape.

The parachute tests recently made 
were plahned as a result of the fore­
going objection. The aviators made 
the tests with parachutes,^hich do not: 
open until a cord is pulled. The tests' 
were made to answer this question :
Can an experienced aviator remain 
conscious while falling 8000, 1,000 or 
1,200 feet in order to get a safe dis­
tance away from his disabled plane 
which is falling in his direction?

For if he can remain conscious 
while falling this great distance, he 
can then pull the cord of his parachute 
and float down safely to earth.

The answer to the question is Yes.
And the tests are now shown to have 
been no piece of daredeviltry, but p 
careful attempt to ascertain how to 
save the lives of aviators in disabled 
planes. ,

That attempt ha* succeeded. Para­
chutes are valuable. But apparently it 
will now devolve upon all army aviators 
to learn how to make a cool jump of 
1,000 feet before yielding to the impulse
to pull the parachute cord. The , ,,

Easier Calls For ChofyrsGRANDMOTHER KNEWOCEAN RATES.A REAL OPPORTUNITY.

The parliamentary committee which, 
is to hear evidence on ocean rates has 
finally been organized at Ottiwa, with 

Mr. A. R. McMaster as chairman, and 
the brief preliminary session held yes­
terday, indicates clearly enough that 
the fight between opposing forces will 
be lively and prolonged. Representa­
tives of the steamship companies are to 
be heard when the committee meets 
again, and the author of'the Preston 
report will be one of the early wit­
nesses. The first session of the com­
mittee showed that there is considerable 
pepper in its composition, and both Mr. 
Preston and the steamship witnesses 
will evidently be subjected to rather 
searching cross-examinatii*.

It is expected that considerable lati­
tude will be given in introducing testi- 

eltfefer for or against the govern­

ment’s proposals, and it is well that the 
inqairy is to be wide open in this 
respect, inasmuch as the subject has 
pripned to be highly controversial. 
After all, it should^not be an excep­
tionally difficult matter to ascertain 
whether Canada’s export and import 
traffic is suffering from grave discrim­
ination at tjie hands of the steamship 
companies. One of the features of the 
hearing will be a detailed comparison 
of rates on the Canadian routes and 
rates on other routes. Among the 
definite charges which have been made 
is the statement that foreign traffic* 
has been better treated in the matter 
of rates than Canadian freight and 
passengers. 1

The OtAwa despatches indicate that 
Jhfere is considerable opposition to the 
government's proposals involving heavy 
subsidies for a /new line of ships, but 
feeling on that question will, or should 
undoubtedly, depend very greatly upon 
the actual facts produced during the 
oemmittee’s inquiry. There has' been 
evidence j>f considerable, partisanship 

and nrèjudice in connection with this 
whore issue, and it is to be hoÿed that 
this may be dissipated to some extent 
by the production of facts the sigriifi- 

of which will be clear to all.

We know the tourists ,have been 
leaving more and more money in New

and as automobile traffic has greatly 
increased, but we do not yet realize 

what a vast income will come from

on each grave, and flowers planted i 
the grass is kept short and walks 
smooth; a number of men are busy 
attending to the care of these ceme­
teries.

In La Laiterie cemetery are the 
graves of the men of the 26th Battalion 
who lost their lives In the Crater fight 
of October 13, 1911$. We also saw the 
grave of* Major Belyea, 26th Battalion, 
in Loere cemetery.

At the top of Mont Sore!, near Sans- 
tuary Wood, is a monument to the 
Canadians who fell in the Third Battle 
of Ypres in 1916.

The tender for the construction of 
the six-storey office building which the 
Ontario Government la erecting in the 
East Block, or the Whitney Block, or 
the Henry Block, whichever it may 
eventually be called, was awarded on 
Saturday afternoon, and the sum inT 
volved runs just under $1JKKM)00. Hon. 
G. S. Henry, Minister of Public Works, 
who has bed the matter under consid­
eration for some time, has been con­
sidering the tenders for the,past week, 
aid on Saturday afternoon he arrived 
at his decision, with the result that 
the award has gone to the Jackson 
Lewis Construction Company, of Tor­
onto. There were a number of other 
tenders from Toronto, Hamilton end 
Brantford.

Thertype of the structure will be re­
inforced concrete, and in choosing this, 
design, the government had two ob-__ 
jects in view.

— One of the 
Itrangêst mysteries in the history of 
flying is now puzzling the Air Min­
istry. It concerns two sun-bleached 
skeletons which have just been reveal­
ed by the shifting sands of the desert 
in Irak. The skeletons have been iden­
tified as those of Fiight-Lieut. W. J. 
Day and Pilot Officer D. R. Stewart, 
two members of the Royal Air Force 
who mysteriously disappeared while on 
s flight last July.

A remarkable fact is that, though 
their machine was found derelict by 
search parties in July, there was then 
no trace of the two officers, though 
aeroplanes searching on the ground 
scoured the desert for five days.

Caught in Sand Storm.
The aeroplane in which Flight Lieut. 

Day and Pilot Officer Stewart set out 
on their last flight was discovered 18 
miles south of the Basrah-Nasiriyeh 
railway line. From the fact that it 
was still in good flying order, it is 
assumed that the officers were obliged 
to make a forced landing because of a 
desert sand storm.

Minor damage to the machine was 
easily repaired, and it was flown back 
to the aerodrome at Shaibah from 
which Day and Stewart had set out. 
They belonged to Squadron No. 84,
