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THE QUEEN’S BIRTHDAY.

Yesterday Queen Victoria reached
the age of seventy three and should she
live until the 20th of June she will have
reigned fifty four years. The reflection
which another royal birthday is most
apt to recall is the length of days that
has been given to our good Queen, with
the prospect of her days being still
further extended. The family record of
Queen Victoria is such as to justify the
belief that she will reach 80 or perhaps &
still greater age. The old Electress Sophia
her grandmotber, seven generations
back, lived to be eighty-six. Her son
George 1st died at the age of 67, but
George II lived tobe77. Hisson Fred-
erick Prince of Wales was only 44 when
he died, but his death was the result of
an injury. George III almost completed
his 82nd year, while Queen Victoria’s
father the Duke of Kent only reached the
age of fifty two, but her mother was al-
most 75 at her death. With such a
family record and enjoying as the Queen
does, excellent health, it is by no means
unlikely that she may fill the throne to
the end of the century and so have the
longest reign of any British sovereign.

WILL THERE BE A WAR.

The question which every person will | P

be asking today is whether there will be
& war as the result of the conflict which
is reported this morning between the
British and Portuguese in South Africa.
The expedition of commissioner John-
ston of the British South African Co. has
been attacked by Portuguese troops on the
River Pungwe and a serious loss of life
has been the result of this wanton attack.
In this connexion the following report of
Lord Salisbury’s speech in Glasgow on
Wednesday last becomes interesting:—

Referring to the convention with Port-
ugal, Lord Salisbury gaid that it was no
easy matter to arrange that compact.
England had lo refrain from anything
likely to injure a state linked with ol
recollections of kindness, and which
must be regarded as an essential portion
of the European body. On the other
hand, we had to satisfy our countrymen
of the Cape Colony, who could not under-
stand why Portugal was allowed to claim
on paper the annexation of abroad belt
of Africa. If this belt had been held by
the Anglo-Saxon race it would have been
-jed to civilization iwo centuries ago.
The people of Cape Colony wanted Portu-

al to be thrust aside altogether. Eng-
ﬁnd had to observe preseripts of inter-
pational law and could not ignore the
claims of Portugal to certain portions of
Africa. The convention gives England
high lands on which white men can set-
tle and work. The lowlands among the
Zambesi were offered to Portugal, and
can only be worked by people born and
having blood of that country.

This Portuguese attack gives the peo-
ple of England a ready means of gratify-
ing the people of Cape Colony. The
Portuguese colonies on the Easl
African coast lie entirely at the mercy
of the British cruisers and could be all
captured within a week. No one could
doubt that such a result would be in the
interests of civilization as well as of relig-
ion. The Portuguese have hung on the

neck of Africa for four centuries and their $1000

colonies are but little better now than
they were in the days of King Manuel
at the beginning of the fifteenth cen-
tury. Their African colonies have an
area of 584,143 square miles, and a popula-
tion of 3,141,448, and it seems to be time
for them to give them up to some nation
that will make better use of Africa than
they have been able to do.

LEE'S NEW WORLD'S RECORD

Bostox, May 23.—Harvard men are
feeling very joyous over the latest feat of
the college’s best track athlete.
Yesterday afternoon on the Holmes
field track J. P. Lee broke the world’s re-
cord in the 220-yard hurdles. His time
was 24-4-5s., and that is nine-twentieths,
or nearly a half a second faster than the
former record of 254s.
! Lee made the latter record at the in-
tercollegiate games on the Berkeley oval,
New York last May. Last Saturday in
the games with Yale he nearly equalled
his former record, though the track was
yery heavy.

Yesterday the track was in beantifal
condition and Lee was in fine trim.
There was a large crowd out on the field
to see him make his attempt, and he

work.
Lee got a good start. Fearing ‘03, the
long-legged high jumper, ran down the
stretch beside the hurdles and set the
pace. Lee came down the track in fine
form, taking every hurdle cleanly, and
showing & remarkable burst of speed.
He ran easily and even found time to
speak to the timer at the 110 yard mark.
His time for the first half of the distance
was 12 1-58, and the final time was
24 4-58.
Lee was not the only man to distin-
guish himself yesterday. There were
several interesting races on the track, in
preparation for the final deciding of who
shall represent Harvard at the  intercol-
legiate games. -
In thesé R. 8. Hale did excellent work
in the walk, breaking the American
college record for the three-mile walk.
The record broken was made by H. H.
Bemis, Harvard ’87 who in 1885 covered
the distance in 24m 14 2-6s. Hale’s new
record was 23m 48 4-58.
W. H. Wright, 92, ran a 440-yards
dash with Brewer of Hopkinson’s
school, his time being 50 4¢-5s, and
Brewer’s, 52s. -
Shead, 93, Duane, ’92, and McNear, 91,
ran & 220-yard low hurdle race, coming
in in the order named ; time 27 1-5e.
Cook, '92, ran a pretty 220-yard dash
in 22 2-5s., giving Fearing, who took
second place, a 10-yard handicap.
Thompson, 93, was third ,and G. F.
Brown fourth.
8. Wells, Wells, '92, ran a 440-yard
dash in 52 2-58., Hawes setting the pace
for'him in the last 220 yards.
A. M. White, "92, won a three-quarter
mile race, running slowly for the first
balf mile, and making the last quarter-
mile in 57s. F. F. Carr and G. O, Nichols
ran the same distance shortly afterward,
Nichols making the last quarter in 60
1-58. Lee, though he had run the hur-
dle race, tried the 220-yard dash flal,
and made it in 22 1-5s., only one-fifth
second slower than the collegiate record.

FINANKCIAL.,

Accounting for the Late Extraordinary
Shipments of Specie to Europe—Ins
dications that it will Soon Begin to
Flow Back to Ameriea.

The Banking House of Henry Clews
& Co. writing of the financial aspect of
the day under date of New York, May
24, say :—

Since last weekly advices, businessat
the Stock Exchange has continued to re-
flect the effect of past and still continued
large exports of gold, transactions hav-
ing been restricted and the tendency of
pricesidownward. As the causes of the ex-
traordinary shipments of specie came to
be better understood,however, confidence
has improved and the impression is very
general that the drain is probably near-
ing its end.

Later advices from Europe show that
our loss of specie is not so entirely due
to foreign financial and political exigenc-
ies as has been generally supposed on
this side of the Atlantic. The Roths-
childs have not withdrawn from Russ-
ian loan syndicate, as reported, but have
merely recommended to the Czar’s gov-
er ta postp t until affairs
in Paris have settled into a more nor-
mal condition; nor was that deferment
influenced by any apprehensions that
Raussia plated preparati for
early war, which is considered in the
best informed quarters as outside of pres-
ent probabilities, and which settlement
Lord Salisbury on Wednesday empbati-
cally affirmed in his speech at Glasgow.
So far therefore as war scare has con-
tributed to any i on this

in their transactions with both the Sub-
Treasury and the interior, the gains
from the former source during the week
having been $1,300,000 and from the lat-
ter about $5,250,000, a total of $6,550,000.
The exports of gold for the week amount
in round figures to $6,000,000.

After-effects of the events of 1ast fall con-
tinue to appear first in one capital and
then in another, with the result of
causing fresh timidity; and the great
banks under such circumstances seek to
fortify themselves by liberal cash
reserves ; but the latest accounts from
Europe show that there is no such grave
apprehension of serious monetary or
credit disturbances as has here been
supposed to exist at the great centres.

‘We do not need to cross the Atlantic
to find facts which go farther than has
been supposed towards accounting for
the recent extraordinary exports of gold.
Important causeslie much nearer home,
ard are to be found mainly in the fact of
the new tariff having induced an extra-
ordinary importation of goods in antici-
pation of the operation of the higher
ratesof duty. For monchs before the
McKinley bill was adopted, we had been
importing at the rate of $5,000.000 per
month in excess of the previous year,
and during the seven months from Sep-
tember 1st to April 1st the increase over
a year previous was $44,000,000, while
fhe increase in the exports during the
game months was only $16,000,000. In
addition to the adverse trade balance
thus accruing, there was a large
return of securieties, consequent on
the Baring and South American
troubles, which has been variously
estimated between forty and fifty
millions. It is thus easily apparent
how an adverse balance of over fifty
millions may have arisen within the
last few months. Under ordinary cir-
cumstances, this balance would have
been ina large measure tided-over by
European engagements @against our
future crops, or by allowing foreign
balances to remain here for use, or by
purchases of our securities ; but, in’ the
present case, Europe needed hard cash
to strengthen itself against its recent]
recent financial ill fortunes and to make
remittances to Russia, and Wwe have
therefore been called upon to pay our
foreign indebted ness in gold.

Qur exports of gold would seem to
have sufficed to settle this debt,and it
therefore appears ble to expect
that the drain will soon cease. The fact
that the Bank of England did not ad"
vance its rate on Thursday carrié8 an
inference in that direction. Russia ap-
pears to have satisfied her wants, and
the gold she has imported is likely to
again find its way into general circula~
tion. The following statement made by
Bleichroder, the eminent Berlin banker,
on the 21st inst. to a representative o{
the Associated Press, are worthy ol
special note in this connection,—“The
importation of gold into Russia has come
toanend. Russia now has all the gold
which it was necessary for her to have
in order to repay the Dutch loans of 1790
and of 1850, and . the £I,500,000
which she owes to the Bank of
England on account of the Barings.

You Americans will have all the gold
which you have sent to Europe returned
to you by November next atthe latest.
Your gotd will go back in order to buy
theharvest. * * * * * Thegeneral
outlook in Europe is today much better
than when I saw you last (May 15).
The settlement of the Anglo-Portuguese’
dispute cannot but have & tranquilizing
effect upon the European markets, be-
sides having a good effect upon politics,
which I consider to be in a very satis-
factory condition.” All great influxes
of gold are soon followed by refluxes, as
their effect is to restore confidence; and
the restoration of confid is attended
with a desire to employ idle money.
The question in this case that concerns
us is, whether gold will flow back to New
York in time to meet the usual Fall de-
mands for money to move the grain
crops. Three months will elapse before
demand will begin to be
much felt. If during that time
Europe recovers its equilibrium, it may
be expected to begin to invest the bal-
ances it has collected from us. If con-
fidence does not recover to that extent,
still necessity will compel such large
European purchases from our abundant
crops as will place within our reach the
gold we have so freely parted with. In
any event, it is' not to be overlooked
that, since the specie exports set in, we
have added twelve millions to our silver
currency and that, before the Fall de-
mand from the West becomes active, we
shall have a further increase of fifteen
millions of that form of currency. To
say nothing, therefore, of the prosp
excess of the Government’s payments
over its receipts, it is clear that we can
reckon upon the loss of gold being large-
ly compensated for by the iucrease in
the paper circulation.

1t is no trifling warrantfor confidence
that we have been able to pay upon de-
mand our entire floating indebtedness
to Europe, without a symptom of dis-
tress anywhere and with so litile effect
upon the value of securities, Btill, con-
fidence shéuld not be permitted to en-
courage recklessness; and prudent men
will not allow themselves tobe drawn
into speculative operations, by the ex-
traordinary temptations presented by
exhilarating crop and railroad prospects,
until it i8 quite clear thatthe outflow of
gold has reached its end. It cannot at
present be said that we are certainly
clear of the danger of a money market
that might compel realizing on stocks.
It is encouraging however thatthe banks

A new sys-
tem of report book is kept, which
shows at .once the date of entry
of the subject and the - officer’s
name making', the report: also
a lamp book which shows the number of
lamps that are reported out, whether
vapor or gas. Every officer now gets his
regular turn on special duty, for which
there is special pay, a list being kept for
that purpose. The men before going on
duty now, report at their offices, and also
when going off duty. The nightand
day patrol sergeants report in writing to
the captains of divisions every morn-
ing, and the captains report to tne chief.
The officers while. patrolling are under
the supervision of the sergeants, and
must report to them anything that may
occur on their beats, .

A number of changes have also been
made in the force by the discharging of
several men and the appointing of others
to fill their places. The chief has gained
considerable experience during the year,
and of course in making changes he has
had considerable trouble. During his
second year he will have an opportunity
of proving that the changes hehas made
tend towards improvement in the effici-
ency of the force, and if they turn out
that way the chief will probably get all
the praise he deserves, and be happy.
