PHENOMENAL BARGAINS The Unverslty Senate.
To the Editor of The Gazette :—

Every institution supported by the 
state owes to every citizen the utmost 
that it can repay (and particularly is 
this the case in matters of education.) 
No governing body of a State institution 
is a close corporation, any more than 
the Government , itself in a state in 
which responsible government exists; 
the body created by the government can­
not be less answerable to the needs 
and wishes of the public, than the 
government itself. The officers of the 
government are in truth and fact the 
servants of the public and it were well in 
a free country that they should hear 
this in mind, and so .perform, their 
duties as to be satisfactory to their 
employers, the public, and act in a 
patriotic manner.

The state has provided a university in 
this Province, has supplied it with build­
ing, grounds, literary apparatus and 
everything requisite for presenting to the 
citizens a liberal education, and in ad­
dition pays annually a large sum for its 
maintenance. The governing body con­
sisting of President and Senate are ap­
pointed by the Government of the 
Province, and in turn appoint their pro­
fessors and teachers.

So far so 
appointors

amendable to the public and 
that the course they pursue is open to 
its criticism, approval or censure. It 
hardly appears so. Custom seems to 
have ordained that the senate shall 
merely be a puppil in the hand of the 
president and give its assent to any 
proposal he may choose to make.

It were but fair to the public and the 
members of the Senate themselves, that 
full reports of these meeting should be 
furnished to the public, that justice may 
be done to those who really have the 
interest of so important an institution,

To make a confession to you, there 
never was any good reason why a 
prescription-case should be shut in be­
hind this veil of secrecy, There is no 
freemasonry in the compounding of a 
prescription. Our house has done away 
with the mystery. You see that the 
medicines are made up there on the 
counter in full view of the customer. The 
customer sees every turn and movement 
made by the clerk. The clerk would 
doubtless do as well behind the case. 
But the customer sees him now, and, 
although the customer might not admit 
it to you, he goes away feeling better. 
He has seen the prescription put up, and 
somehow he thinks no mistake can be 
made as long as he looks on,—Ex.

IsTOTICE.
WEIGHTS AND MEASURE .

Traders, Manufacturers and owners of Weight*, 
Measures and Weighing Machines generally are 
specially requested to read carefully the following 
instructions and act accordingly:

1. The Weights and Measures Act provides for 
a regular biennial inspection of all Weights and 
Measures used for trade purposes, as well as for 
irregular inspections of the same, which may be 
made at any time when deemed necessary by the 
inspector, and it also imposes a heavy penalty on 
any trader or other person who wilfully obstructs 
or impedes an inspector or assistant inspector in 
the performance of his duty under said Act, or 
who refuses to produce the whole of his weights 
and measures for inspection when called upon to 
do so by an inspecting officer.

2. Every trader, manufacturer and owner of 
weights, measures, and weighing machines when 
paying moneys to Inspectors or Assistant Inspect­
ors of Weights and Measures for verification fees, 
is entitled to, and is specially requested to de­
mand from the officer who makes the inspection, 
an official certificate (“Form 0,6” with the words
Original for the Trader” printed at the head 

thereof) properly filled ont and stamped, and also 
at the same time to carefully ascertain whether 
or not the stamps attached to such certificate 
represent exactly the value the amount of cash 
paid. Traders are requested to bear in mind that 
certificates of verification are of no value what­
ever unless stamps covering the fall amount of 
fees charged are attached.

3. Owners and holders of these official certifi­
cates are specially requested to keep them care­
fully for two years, and in order to secure their 
safe keeping it would be advisable to placard 
them in their places of business in the manner 
in which ordinary license certificates are done, 
for it must be distinctly understood that all trad­
ers who are unable to produce their properly 
stamped certificates, when asked to do so by an 
inspector or assistant inspector, may, in all prob­
ability, have to pay over again; (heir verification
