Dr. Cunningham, of the Mel-
bourne Argus, Returning to
Antipodes by Canada.

(From Thursday’s Daily.)

Dr. E&S: Cunningham, editor of the
Melbourne Argus, reached this city last
night on his way home from the Im-
verial Press Conference. He is accom-
ranied by Mrs. Cunningham, and they
will sail by ,the Makura to-morrow
night. ¢

Dr. Cunningham is one of the ad-
vance guard of Antipodean delegates
who are now beginning to return to
their home land, most of them coming
by Canada, in preference to.the Suez
route, which they always formerly em-
ployed. Dr. and Mrs. Ward, of Sydney,
und Mr. and Mrs, - Cohen, of Dunedin,
sailed by the last Australian boat, and
cn the vessel going out to-morrow there
will be also as passengers, Mr, and
Mrs, Fenwick, of New Zealand, and
Hon, J. W. Kirvan, of Coolgardie,

Dr. Cunningham’s return by this
route is a direct result of the enter-
prise of the C. P. R. in bringing the
Antipoedan delegates through Canada
en route to London, for so charmed
were they with the country, and the
people that many decided to return this
way instead of by the older route by
which they had always formerly trav-
clled.

The Argus editor was easily one of
the very foremost of the overseas dele-
gates, and on several occasions hap-
pily voiced the feelings of the dele-
cates as their representative. At
GGlasgow University he received the
honorary dJdegree of LL, D. On the
matter of employing the Pacific cable,
and of establishing a government owned
Atlantic cable he was not at one with
the Canadians and most of the other
delegates taking the position that for
the government to establish an Atlantic
cable ‘would savor of confiscation of
cxisting interests.

However in the end he
with the Temdinder of the gommittey
and on reaching here last night madeé
the unexpected announcement to theé
Times that as a result of the confer-
ence fully a third of the press mat-
ter passing Dbetween the Awustralian
Press Assocjation and London now goes
via the Canadian route and the all-red
cable instead of exclusively by the
eastern route as before.

He has spent several weeks in Can-
ada fraternizing with the Canadian
friends he met . at the conferénce and
waxing more enthusiastic the while
over this country.

I was also. profoundly
impressed with the energy in the great
industrial concerns of the old land—
an energy which speaks veolumes' for
their ability to take care of the trade
of the world, as of old.

“In the public life of the 'country,
the thing which I feel must make a
nmarked impression on the colenial visi-
tor is the recognition of merit) quite
apart from all considerations of title
or place, or power. In the present gov-
ernment we see plain men of humble
birth like John Burns doing the work
of the nation under national approba=
tion, when any quantity of dukes and
earls cannot ‘catch a place’ in the
machinery of government.

“I was much attracted by Sir Ed-
ward Grey, and feel that in many re-
spects he was the one public map who
most appealed to me. An easy second
to him was Mr, Haldane, a wonder-
fully able man—one of the very biggest
Men in the country, and one whom we
will hear more from in the future,

*“Of the conference as a whole—with
its round of charming entertainments,

unexcelled opportunities for meet-
ing public men, with its unparalleled
“icilities of seeing the social, political,
litary and industria] life of the
intry, I cannot of course speak ex-

MERCHANT MARINE

LEAGUE HAS BEEN
ORGANIZED AT SEATTLE

California Will Co-operate in
Movement on Pacific
Coast.

(Times Leased Wire.)
Seattle, Wash., Sept. 9.—Following a
( dinner to John A. Penton, of Cleve-
land, secretary of the Merchant Ma-
rine League. by the trustees of the
Chamber of Commerce at the Rainier
Club last night, the Merchant Marine
League of Seattle, having for its ob-
ject the founding of an American mer-
chant marine, was organized with E.
C. Hughes president and J. H, Me-
Graw, J. W. Clise and F. W, Baker
vice-presidents, g

The needs of the merchant marine
were discussed by Hon. John L. Wil-
son, Congressman W. E. Humphrey,
George H. Pippy, of San Francisco; E.
C. Hughes and J. W. Clise.

Mr Hughes said that American ves-
sels have disappeared from the seas,
and "the question had resolved itself
into one as to whether the commerce
of the nation was to be carried under
the American or foreign flags. He
said that within fifteen years after the
Panama canal is opened the land west
of the Rockies will contain a popula-
tion of 20,000,000.

Congressman Humphrey said that
this country had 200,000 tons less
shipping than one hundred years ago.
and that America had naval stations
in Samoa and could not reach them
except by foreign vessels.

Mr. Clise spoke of the decline in
American shipping and attributed it to
the fact that the navy is using coal
which -is hauled on eighty foreign bot-
toms.

San Francisco and California would be
given freely in aid of the project to re-
store American merchant marine to
its rightful position.

FAST TIME MADE = -

On
March 11th he crossed the 84th parallel.
From this it would appear that he suc-
ceeded in making almost seventy miles
cn two or. three marching days, only
one of which must have been good go0-
ing.

On March 15th he encountered an-
other open lead. He evidently did not
delay there very ‘long for he crossed
the 85th parallel three days later. Then
with a burst of speed’crossed the. 86th
paralle] on"March 23rd. ‘So in less than
a month he reached the 86th' paralel,
although- to‘ use his¥own "words 'he
“wasg ‘held “up, for seven days” that
month by water. SE

Peary -again encounteréd open leads
fromy March 28rd to March 26th, and
the following day crossed the 87th
parallel. g

On the very next day he passed his
own ‘record made in April, 1902. On
March 27th -and 28th he encounteréd
another open lead. He must have en-
countered another-lead-on the 29th, but
with the tremendous speed he must
have been making succeeded in cross-
ing the 88th parallel four days later,
and two days afterward he crossed the
89th parallel. Then it required only
two days for him to reach the Pole:

Commander Peary tells a wonderful
story of travel over the Polar ice. To
accomplish this he must have made
35 miles a day for many days, which
was only possible over smooth ice. The
story simply takes my breath away.

On the return trip the speed seems
even more wonderful. He left the Pole
on Aprit 7th and reached Cape Colum-

bia. April 23rd, 490 miles as the crow.

DETROIT DOCTOR
FACES SERIOUS CHARGE

Taken Into Custody in Connec-
tion With Murder of
Girl.

(Times Leased Wire.)

Detroit, - Sept. 9. — Dr, \George A.
Fritch, a: well-known praetitioner of
this city, was an‘estgd last night in
connection with the death of Miss May-
bell Millman, of Ann Arbor, whose
dismembered body was found in two
sacks sunken in Ecorse creek.

The arrest of Dr. Fritch followed the
return of Sheriff Gaston from Ann
Arbor, where he had been looking up
clues. The sheriff looked through the
post office records in the hope that
they would show who had sent a reg-
istered letter containing money which
Miss Millman received at her home
just before leaving on her trip to De-
troit three weeks ago.

“1 am convinced that the girl was
sent money by some man in order that
she might have a surgical operation
performed,” said Sheriff Gaston. “This
led her to leave home and deceive her
parents. The operation proved unsuc-
cessful and she died. Then her body
was dismembeéered and thrown into the
creek. The girl was prepared, in my
opinion, to meet her fate and had aid-
ed in plans for secrecy should death
follow.”

E. H. HARRIMAN
DIED TO-DAY

HAD BEEN IN FAILING
HEALTH FOR OVER YEAR

Sketeh of Career- of Railway
Magnate—His Fights
For Power.

(Times Leased Wire.)
Arden, N. Y., Sept. 9.—After linger-

ing at the lowest ebb of life following
a relapse after his desperate efforts to
regain his health, E. H. Harriman, the
railroad king, succumbed to-day to the
illness which sent him to Europe this
summer in a fruitless search for health.
For days the death watch had been
kept upon the chateau here, but the

doctors and members of the family

have constantly held back all the news
that could be withheld.

The news of the railroad king's death
was first made known through the of-
fices of the Union Pacific railroad in
New York City.

The Union Pacific has a direct wire
connection with the Harriman chateau
and the officials in New York have kept
in constant touch with the condition of
the dying magnate.

It is reported that Harriman died
earlier in the day and the news was
withheld until after #he stock market
closed.

The official announcement was not
madce, however, until 3:55 o’clock and.
at that time the New York exchange
had been closed 55 minutes.

Edward Henry Harriman was -born
February 24th, 1848, at Hampton, L. L.
He was the second son in a family of
six children, His fﬂther was Rev. Or-
lando Harriman, &n - Episcopal minis-
ter. The Harrimans were -poor as
church ‘mice. The elder -rHarriman
changed parishes every year, but not
till Edward wa$ nearly grown did he
‘get onewhere  he could earn a com-
fortable living: The Harriman children
were pressed even for food and cloth-
ing.- Young Harriman’s education was
little and ‘desultory

While still in his teens, young Harri-
man went into Wall street as a brok-
er’s clerk. He set into learn. the Wall
street game. It was in the early 70's.
His teachers were Jay Gould and Jim
Fiske, and Jay Cook. So young Harri-
man was soon trading on the floer—for
his customers, for himself,

Within ten or fifteen years he had
made gocd. He had made his million,
had won the respect of Wm: K, Van-
derbilt and Stuyvesant Fish. He es-
tablished his own brokerage and bank-
ing house, the E. H. Harriman Com-
pany.- He was studying railroads—
studying them as no man had done.
He already was looking westward, his
eyes on the entrenched wealth as yet
undeveloped. He became friendly, but
not - a friend, with Stuyvesant Fish,
who had admired his ability .and had
him made a director of the Illinois
Central, then a struggling road of 2,000
miles. Till 1887, when Fish became
prresident and Harriman vice-president,
the broker was completing his ‘“‘educa-
tion.”

Fish was content to build up the
Illinois Central, but his vice-president
was looking far- beyond. He had his
eyes on the west first. His opportunity
came in 1889 in the  purchase of the
Chicago and Alton. The Alton, though
in bad condition physically, was a
great money maker.

Surprising the Goulds and Standard
0Oil, Harriman met the supposedly im-
possible- demands of President Black-
stone by paying $42,000,000 in cold cash
for the Chicago & Alton, and the same
time won the title of ‘“‘the great bor-
rower.”” The he issued bonds and won
back $30,000,000 of the purchasg price.

Then he went after Union Pacific,
which had. ‘“‘gene. to seed,” -owing the
government fifty-two millions. Har-
riman bought it for fifty-eight mil-
licns and went about curing its ills
like the marvellous- railroad doctor
that he was. : ;

Next came the Oregon Railway &
Navigation Company and the Oregon
Short Line, which he took over, giving
him an outlet on the Pacific coast.

Then he suggested to Collis P. Hun-
tington that he would like to buy the
Central Pacific. to get an outlet from
Ogden to San Francisco. Huntington
laughed. Harriman organized a com-
pany to build a parallel line. Hunting-
ton died hefore the fight was finished
and the Harriman bluff made good

COOK DELIGHTED
WITH PEARY’S SUCCESS

Brooklyn Doctor Says Reports
Will Corroborate His Ob-
servations.

(By Charles P. Stewart, copyright 1909
by the United Press Association.)

Copenhagen, Sept. 7.—"“Bully for
Peary.” This was the first exclama-
tion of Dr. Frederick A: Cook when I
handed him the dispatch from Com-
mander Robert E. Peary to the United
Press announcing his successful quest
for the North Pole.

“There can be no doubt in my mind
or anyone who knows Peary sbut that
the message came from him,” said Dr.
Cook. “The .wording makes me feel
sure that he has reached the pole. It
sounds so like Peary.

“I am mighty glad that Peary has
been successful for he is one of the
bravest and most persevering men who
ever went north. He deserves all the
honor that will come to him and in ad-
dition. I am certain that his observa-
tions and reports will corroborate the
data I have collected.

“Of course it would be hypocritical of
me to attempt to concea] the fact that
I am delighted at having been able to
plant the American flag at the pole a
year before Peary reached the spoty”

Despite this generous tribute it |is
obvious that Peary's messages have
nettled Dr. Cook. He stated to-day that
owing to his desire to rejoin his wife
and children he may alter his plans and
sail for New York from Antwerp with-
in a week. It is generally believed that
Dr. Cook deems it advisable to retain
the strategic advantage already gained
and get back to New York ahead of
Peary.

Dr. Cook ‘declared that he was mere-
ly a ‘“friendly rival” of Commander
Peary, but scientists here expect an
early opening of the Cook-Peary con-
troversy, and predict that it will break
.into an open feud with nasty features.

Peary’s adherants declare that Dr.

Cook stole a march on Peary, who had
educated him in Polar exploration,

ON NEWFOUNDLAND COAST

Passengers and -Crew Are[
Landed After Exciting Ex-
periences.

St. John’s N. F. Sept. T7.—Thrilling
scenes attended the loss of the Allan
line steamer Laurentian, bound from
Boston for (3lasgow, which piled up on
the rocks near Cape Ray during a
dense fog early yesterday. The vessel
is a total wreck, but the fifty passeng-
ers and forty members of the crew es-
caped to land after a trying experience.

PROVINCE HAS
NO APPEAL COURT

PECULIAR SITUATION
HAS BEEN CREATED

Appointment
‘ Judges No Authority to

Refer to.
ploiil L. 1Ly

of

The provincial government has by
order-in-council Brought into force the
act creating a Court of Appeal for this
province. It is generally _recognized
that some little time may elapse be-
fore the Federal authorities wil] be
able to make the necessary appoint-
ments to that court.

The provincial government can only
become cognizant in an official way of
the creation of this coutt upon the pro-
clamation of the order-in-council. Fol-
lowing that ‘the situation as to ap-
pointmentsgto the bench must be con-
sidered and it is generally ° believed
that some time must necessarily elapse
before the bench is filled.

In the meantime a peculiar situation
has been created. The province is with-
out a court of appeal until the new
court has been constituted by the ap-
pointment of the judges. This is the
effect of the act as it was introduced
by the provincia] government and now
becomes law.

It is specifically provided in the act
that from the coming into force of the
court of appeal act the.Supreme court
shall cease to exercise any appellate
jurisdiction with the following excep-
tion which are specifically stated viz:
To deliver judgment in..any appeal or
motions awaiting judgment or contin-
uing any partly heard appeals or mo-
tions and making all or any necessary
orders so as to fully and completely
finish the business before them.

It will thus be seen that until the
new judges of the court of appeal are
appointed and take their oath of of-
fice there is no appellate court to
which an appeal can be taken, An in~-
quiry inte-the situation as it now ex-
ists shows there are four appeals upon
which judgment is given to-day; two
appeals partially heard and their are
thirty-two appeals pending.

Judging from the record of the count
the public business of the court of ap-
peal will occupy only about 72 days, a
year divided into four sittings, of 18
days each.

It is contended in many circles, there-
fore that British Columbia has no
need of a court such as has been call-
ed into existence and which it is point-
ed out will be more expensive than the
demand creates. An additional judge on
the Supreme court it is contended by
these would have filled the needs of the
time.

NORTH COAST RAILWAY
TO BUILD TO SEATTLE

President Says Line Will Even-
tually Be Extended to
Portland.

(Times Leased Wire.)

Seattle, Wash., Sept. 8.—Robert E. Stra-
horn, president of the North Coast Rail-
road, a mysterious line which has puzzled
not only the heads of all the great rail-
roads, but the people of Washington, is
in Seattle to-day. Discussing his plans,
Strahorn said:

‘“The North Coast is coming to Seattle.
We intend to make a terminal in this city
for the business is here. We are not in
any hurry in constructing our line. We
are building for permanency. It is better
to go slow and select a careful route than
to hasten the construction of a line and
then rebuild it, as many other roads have
had to do.” i

There. has been much speculation in
eastern and central Washington concern-
ing the ultimate destination of the North
Coast road, which already has a portion
of its line completed. It is the belief of
many railroad men that the road is to be
the Coast outlet of the Chicago & North-
western system.

Strahorn said to-day that the main line
of the North Coast would be from Spo-
kane to the Sound, and that a line will
eventually be built to Portland.

FRENCH AVIATOR
MEETS DEATH

KILLED WHILE TESTING
WRIGHT MACHINE

First  Fatality in History of
Aviation in
France.

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SHOULD

ESQUIMALT STATION

BE RESTORED

Sir William Whyte, Naval Expert, Was Pained to
See Local Base Lying Unused—Gives
Advice for Future.

(From Wednesday’s Daily.)

“My advice to the\people of Canada
is to put in operation the agreement
entered into between the different sec-
tions of the Empire and to do it at
once. The matter of how it is to be
done must be left to the government of
Canada, The main point is to get cruis-
ers, the matter of how to get them will
be simply a matter of detail.’” These
were the words of Sir William Whyte,
England’s greatest authority on naval
matters. Sir William.is keen and em-
phatic. He says what he wants to say
and says it clearly and impressively.
This morning he was taken to Esqui-
malt by the officials of the navy league.
Clive Phillipps-Wolley, the president;
Arthur S. Barton, the secretary, and J.
K. Rebbeck, naval architect, showed
‘him everything, including possible sites
for the new dock. John Jardine, M. P.
P., was also a member of the party
and was untiring in his efforts. He
was manifestly impressed by what ne
saw and cspeeially - with the mistake
Sir John Fisher had made in demolish-
ing the naval base at Esquimalt.

“I am more, strongly than ever im-
pressed with the - fooiishness of the
present naval policy in regard to naval
and coaling stations,” said Sir William
to a.Times representative. ‘“Here is an
ideal harbor all lying unused and in
its present state useless in time of war.
I cannot imagine what could have in-
duced the Admiralty to so reduce the
station.”  Sir William, however, was
glad to see that everything had been so
carefully preserved and that when it
was decided to. again establish the
station, as he presumed would be done
by the Canadian government, it would
be in working order almost immediate=
ly.
s“Of course ships can be built in
Canada,” continued the author, “but
it will cost 50 per cent. more to build
them here than it would in the estab-
lished shipyards of the Old Country.
The United States has developed its
shipbuilding industry, although at
enormous expense, and the same can
be done here. What I am concerned

with now, however, is not with the
development of the shipbuilding in-
dustry, important as that is, but with
the advisability of getting the ships
and getting them quickly. See what a
mora] effect. it will have on the world
if all the outlying parts of the empire
at once take action on the plan out-
lingd by the conference.

“If Canada decided that she must
build her own ships, and I can readily
see how she may feel  that way about
it, she should get to work at once. Ar-
range with some British firm to come
out here and establish yards, as was
done " in the case of Italy, when the
Armstrong company went into partner-
ship with a firm in that country and
was -guaranteed sufficient work to last
a long time. British workmen must
be employed at first, because, able as
the Canadians may be, they do not
know how to build war ships. They can
learn, but it- will take time, In the
meantime the ships are wanted and the
scheme is to build them at once.
“During the past” continued Sir
William, ‘“the people of the TUnited
Kingdom have been raising 32,000;000
pounds sterling for the uplkeep of the
navy. This has been the insurance
money on an estimated profit from-the
carrying trade of £580,000,000 a year. The
English people have not complained but
they are overjoyed when the other na-
tions of the empire, which have a trade
of something like a third of the mother
country, offer their services in the mat-
ter of protecting those interests. It is
a splendid move. The moral ,effect has
been very great, and if the work is
commenced at once and each nation
really means business there will be a
navy in the near future which can en-
sure the peace of the world.

“The matter of locations, of hows
and whys are but details, I shal] not
discuss those things. If you turn away

from the main point you will side track
it. T am inclined to think that the Aus-

tralian idea is a good one, to have the !

first ships built in the old yards and
in the meantime get busy and develop
the industry at home.”

Speaking of the drydock proposed Sir
William Whyte said that docks were a
necessity, and the one at Hongkong
was too far away. It would hardly do
to depend on a dock that was seven
thousand miles distant. The dock
should be built, where the coaling sta-
tion is, and the coaling station for
these waters is at Esquimalt. These
coaling stations are of vast importance.
Germany is using every effort to se-
cure them. She is ready to buy them at
a big price, yet here is Great Britain
giving up her stations, It seems to me
the height of folly,

“The British Admiralty is at the
present time assuming that the next
war must be fought in the North sea.
That is purely assumption. Even if it
is to be so what is to become of our
commerce if the enemy sets out to de-
stroy it. Germany is adopting the
plan set some years ago by Great
Britain but since abandoned, of arm-
ing her merchant vessels, Our mer-
chant vessels are hardly any of them
armed with the exception of a few of
the Cunarders.

“It is almost an impossibility that
war can ever again break out between
the United States and Great Britain.
Every year that passes makes the pos-
sibilities less likely. Yet even so that
does not seem any good reason for
abandoning Esquimalt naval station.
Who. can tell what nation will be the
next to go to war with us. Changes
occur very quickly, and there should
certainly be a base in the North Pa-
cific. = At .that base it would seem
reasonable that there should be a dock
large enough tq take the largest ves-
sels.

“I am delighte\  with Victoria, with
Esquimalt, and with everything I haVe
seen out here. I am enjoying myself
much, but unfortunately I have al-
lowed myself .to promise to deliver an
address at Vancouver to-night and my
notes were taken away by a reporter
at Winnipeg.”

The Esquimalt party went down on a
special car which waited for mearly
two hours unti] they were ready to
return.

Is it merely a coinci-
dence . that two persons are racing to
clvilization at the same time each
claiming the honor, and hoping to gain
something more substantial than the
nonor, of having first reached the pole?
is,there not a possibility that in the far
north, where news travel in a way that
passeth understanding in the absence
of wireless telegraphy, something may
nhave been learned by either party of
the ‘doings of the other, and that the
startling announcements flashed from
eastern and western hemispheres with-
in such a short space of time are some-
thing more than mere coincidences?
Possibly Commander Peary may have
something to say later on which will
clear up the mystery. Al that can be
said. at present is that while Dr. Cook’s
narrative has been received with some
scepticism, no one will question the
statement of Mr. Peary. One thing ap-
pears to be assured. That is a raging
controversy, with the partizans of Dr.
Cook in a considerable minority.

ORIENTAL LABOR ON THE G.7T.P.

The Ottawa Free Press can’t believe
that Mr. Collingwood Schreiber the
consulting engineer of the Dominicn
government ever gave utterance to the
statment that there must be some mod-
ification of the regulations with respect
to the immigration of Orientals if the
Grand Trunk Pacific Railway is to be
completed by the end of the year 1911.
The Times also refused to credit the
alleged statement of Mr. Schreiber, as
no one is better informed in regard to
the policy of the Laurier government
on the subject of Asiatic labor in Cana-
da than that gentleman. The contrac-
tors for. the western sections of the
transcontinenta] railway, Messrs. Foley
Welch & Stewart, are known to be
averse to the employment of either
Japanese or Chinese on railway con-
struction. They have said that better
results could be achieved by the em-
ployment of white laborers. These con-
tractors, the Free Press says, “have
the reputation of being comnsiderate to
all their employees and it is incon-
ceivable that they would adopt any
policy which would _have the effect of
imperilling their contract, We incline
rather to the belief that the fault is
with the men themselves. We have been
told English navvies’ who have had
their fares paid out to Prince Rupert
and have then declined to work be-
cause they were not allowed beer with
their meals or because they were not
used to eating meat thrice a day, or
because they were not near a music
hall at which to spend their evenings.
Moreover an enquiry by the Depart-
ment of Labor has established that
the laborers are wel] treated, so that
the 'fault must lie with the men them-
selves. But of one thing British Colum-
bla may be sure: Eastern Canada
wants the Western division of thé G.1.

Dr. Cook is said to be a nat-
uralized citizen of the United States.
This can be truthfully said of him: he
has as true an eye to the value of his

priceless inheritance as if he had come
into by birth. Commander Peary has
proved himself not nearly so astute as
his forerunner, rival or supplanter, He
took but one flag with him in his ex-
pedition. That he “nailed to the pole.”
It will be rent to shreds, with no one
to give it a parting salute but the
white-robed fauna of the Polar regions.
But what is this? Later information
is to the effect that Commander Peary
has not been so blind to his own ma-
terial “interests after - all. He has
brought both pole and flag with him.
They will be on exhibition in due time,
beyond question. Of course Americans
have splendid reasons for being grati-
fied over the achievements of their ex-
plorer heroes; but the “flag incidents”
are just a trifle nauseating.

eral opinion is that there is reason to
doubt the accuracy of Cook’s claims,
Lieut, Shackleton, an acknowledged
authority on polar exploration and ad-
venture, asks the first pertinent ques-

tion: What distance was he actually

from the pole when he sta&ed to make
the final dash with his HEskimos, and

what were the conditions he would en-
counter in making that dash? Cook’s
dispatch declares that on March 18
Eskimos returned from the southern
point ‘of Heiberg Island. It continues:

The crossing of ‘the circumpolar pack
was begun three days later, (March
21.) Two other Eskimos forming the
last  supporting party -returned. - The
trains had now ‘been reduced by the
survival of the fittest, Stucksbook:
an§ Ahwelsh, the two best men, and
twenty-six dogs were packed for the
final dash. There was before us an un-
known line of 460 miles to our goal.

On April ‘121 the first corrected alti-
tude of the sun gave 89 degrees 59
minutes 46 seconds. The pole, there-
fore, was in sight.

In just thirty-one days, therefore,
says the New York Times, from the
beginning of his dash he must have
covered the 460 miles to the pole at an
average rate of over 14.8 miles a day,
and in a temperature which, he says,
sank to 83 degrees bhelow zero. When
Alfred H. Harrison proposed before the
Royal Geographic Society on January
26 last that it sanction his proposed
sledge journey in winter across the
north polar region, Admiral Sir Lewis
Beaumont objected as follows:

Peary’s journey out resulted in hjs
reaching latitude 87 degrees 6 minutes
north in forty-seven days; that is to
say, he made 253 miles in those forty-
seven days, at the rate of five and
one-half miles a day nearly. . . . .
The ice, even in those high latitudes, is
thin and new, therefore it is easily
broken up, and in the winter the prob-
ability is that it is broken up, so there
is no security even in winter of any
kind of continuous traveling, and any-
body who makes exact calculations as
to traveling ten, five, or even two miles
a day is apt to be very much disap-
pointed when he arrives, as Peary did,
on the bank of what he called the
Hudson river, so long and broad was
the channel, and remained there for
six days. Again, the tempera-
ture during Peary’s journey was al-
most constantly during the outward
journey more than 60 degrees below
zero. All I can say is that that is a
terrible cold, the continuance of which
taxes the powers of endurance of any
one to the utmost while sledging. . .
Cagni’s polar ice travelling was excel-
lent. A clearer, harder-headed man
never went to the arctic; read his de-
scription of his coming back! What a
struggle, what an effort that was! Now,
Cagni was forty-five days going out;
his return journey took him sixty days.
He reached latitude 86 degrees 34 min-
utes north. He accomplished 287 miles,
The tota] distance he covered in those
105 days was 753 miles, and that was a
splendid record.

What Admiral Beaumont called ‘A
splendid record” for the well-equipped
Cagni, travelling in -summer, was 7.3
miles a day—almost two miles better
than Peary’s average. But in a more
dreadful cold, and much in black mid-
night, Dr. Cook appears to have more
than doubled Cagni’s record. Of the
arctic night Col. Henry Wemyss Feil-
den, who voyaged on the Alert with
Beaumont, said:

Having wintered in Ellesmere Land,
as far north as nearly 83 degrees, it
seems to me impossible that men could
conduct sledges or live on the ice at
that time of the year. TEe sun is be-

low the horizon at 83 degrees for near-
ly five months, and during the periods
when there is no moon, and when it is
obscure and no stars visible, it be-
comes as dark as unlighted coal pit
workings. There is a difficulty even to
g0 100 yards from the ship, say to the
magnetic house, or to draw water out
of the fire hole, and yet you feel as if
your very heart was going to stop with
the blowing of this terrible cold wind
ang the darkness. If you turn to
Peary’s last book, “Nearest the Pole,”
he wintered at Cape Sheridan, four
miles from the winter quarters of the
Alert, in 1875-6. He mentions how,
during a period of darkness, one man
who fell into a crack a few yards from
the ship lost his bearings and he was a
long time before he could get back to
the ship a few yards away, while the
Eskimos algo lost their Bearings, and
it was a long time before they couild
make the ship, and that in a place they
knew perfectly well.

He added:

During these periods of darkness you
cannot take any observations, and how
are you to find, on the drifting polar
pack, where yvou are?

With but one trained observer to
carry out all the records while on the
march; without pemmican, which made
necessary the dragging of heavy pro-
visicns to last until his return to the
region of faunal life; in the arctic
night, while it was often ‘‘dark as un-
lighted coal-pit workings,” andg in the
heart-breaking cold, Dr. Cook would
have the world believe that he trav-
ersed with his two Eskimos a drifting,
rough, and broken ice pack at the rate
of nearly fifteen miles a day until he
reached the pole. There was a stupen-
dous achievement! If it can be shown
to have been possible, Dr. Cook’s ex-
ploit will deserve the profound admira-
tion of mankind.

MINERALS OF THE ISLAND.

There having been some discussion in
the press of late in regard to the pro-
ductiveness of the mines of Vancouver
Island, a letter was -addressed by Mr.
Elworthy, of the Victoria Board of
Trade, to Mr, Trewartha James, gen-
erad manager of the Tyee Copper Com-
pany, asking that gentleman if he
would have the Kindness to furnish the
board with some information upon the
subject. The information sought was
gladly supplied, and we commend
the letter of Mr. James to the atten-
tion of our readers. ‘“During the
twelve months from September 1, 1908,
to August 31, 1909,” the manager of the
Vancouver Island smelter points out,
“the Tyee Copper Company has smelt-
ed 45,000 tons of cupper; silver and gold
ores, from which we extracted and

sold to refiners 3,500,000 pounds of cop- |’

per, 52,000 ounces of silver and 7,000
ounces of gold. This includes ores
smelted from a group of mines on Van-
couver Island, which produced about
208,000 pounds « of copper during six
months.” This splendid result was
achieved, Mr, James points out, not-
withstanding a certain depression in the
mining industry following the panic of
1907 and the slump in the price of cop-
per during that year. The production
is the highest recorded at the smelter
since the year 1906. The general man-
ager of the Tyee Company’s works then
goes on to deal with the local produc-
tion of minerals, proving that, not-
withstanding a generally mistaken im-
pression, the mines of the Island are
progressing and promise to continue to
progress. The Tyee Company is strong-
ly to be commended for the enterprise
it has shown and the assistance it has
given the mineral industry of the Island
and of the coast. 2

PEARY’'S TRIP o
OVER POLAR ICE

(Continued from page 1.)

In the 16 days’ march from the Pole
to Columbia he must have averaged
over 31 miles a day, and with open
leads and other obstacles must have
been obliged to have made the phe-
nomenal speed of 40 miles on many
days. I do not believe that Peary
encountered very rough ice.

The open leads are very probably
simple fissures caused by tidal action.
It appears from the account of Peary
and also from that of Dr. Cook that
the new land to the west, grounded on
ice floes, and the shoal of water on the
east with the land on the south form
a triangle which makes the ice at the
Pole immovable.

Statement by Cook.

Copenhagen, Sept. 9.—The great
speed that Commander Peary attained
in his dash for the Pole is interpreted
by Dr. Frederick A. Cook as being one
link in his chain of proof that he also
reached the North Pole. Dr. Cook to-
day said:

“Peary’s figures are not increditable.
and he could easily have made the dis-
tance over smooth ice. It is not my
purpose to enter into a discussion re-
garding Peary’s trip, regardless of
what he says about me,

“I shall wait until a scientific inves-
tigation vindicates my every state-
ment. The point I wish to bring out
is that Peary attained a speed even
greater than mine.”

Dr. Cook called attention to the
criticism of himself because of his
failure to give a detailed statement of
his trip and points out that Peary told
less.

BANK CLERKS
ARE MISSING

THREE LOCAL YOUTHS .
SUBJECT OF MYSTERY

Detective Office Gets Cheques
Which Have Since Been
Made Good.

(From Thursday’'s Daily.)

One or the topics of conversation in
the city, yesterday afternoon and this
morning was the sudden disappear-
ance of three local bank clerks, and
all manner of rumors were in circula-
tion, among others that the lads had
been gambling at the races and that a
number of valueless cheques had been
issued by them. Detective George
Perdue,- however; said this morning
that there had been no charge laid
against any of them. Since Tuesday
last the matter has been. before the
detective department through the de-
pcsit there of certain cheques issued
by some of the missing lads. The
cheques. were not honored, but have
since been made good. Several rumors
are in. circulation as to the amounts
involved, but the detective office is
unable to fix the amount.

The boys have been missing some
days, and at present their whereabouts
is a matter of mystery. The informa-
tion in the hands of the police is that
the lads .contemplated a fishing trip,
and anticipating a fatality may have
occurred the police have kept a watch
for an overturned boat. None, how-
ever has been discovered. A report in
town last night was to the effect that
one boy was en route to China. It is
reported on good authority that the
three left Victoria for Seattle Sunday.

A local shoe store proprietor and a
druggist held cheques drawn by some
of the boys. These were among those
that were handed in at the detective
office.  They were for comparatively
small amounts, and have been met
since they were placed in the hands of
the police.

Detective Perdue this morning made
the following statement regarding the
matter: “Cheques were brought to the
detective office drawn by two of the
clerks.- We received them last Tues-
day. Enquiry into the matter led to
show that each ofr the boys who had
drawn cheques had accounts at local
banks. In one case the account was in
funds sufficient, while in the other case
the boys’ funds were not sufficient, but
the amount has been paid to his credit
by .his guardian .who at the time was
out of the city, but who has since re-
turned and paid. money into the ac-
count that was by right the boy’s, but
which was not credited to him owing
to the absence of his guardian, All the
accounts hayve now been straightened
out, and. there has been no _charge laid
at the detecticve,office against any of
them.” . "

Detective Perdue also said that there
was no ground for the rumor that for-
gery had been committed and he looked
on the matter as a boyish freak by the
three lads.

The clerks are 'all youths  about
eig’hteen years of age and employed in
a junior capacity. Two were employed
at the Imperial Bank and the third at
the Merchants Bank. The former are
well known locally and the sons of
good families, while the other is equal-
ly well connected in the East, having
come here from Alberta.. The.where-
abouts of the youths at present is un-
known, and while the police have been
making enquiries nothing c¢an be
learned from outside sources regarding
them.

STEAM TURNED INTO
BOILER ON J. FORFAR

Man Employed at Empress is
Severely Scalded by
Accident.

This morning John Forfar, a boiler-
maker, working at the Empress hotel,
was accidentally scalded from head to
foot and at once taken to the Jubilee
hospital where he lies in a precarious
condition.

BACK FROM ARDUOUS
TRIP TO THE NORTH

W. A. Robertson Tells of Extra-
ordinary Rainfall on Queen
Charlotte Group.

After an arduous trip which would

hav¥® tried the metal of many a young-
er man, W. A. Robertson, the pioneer
prospector and well-known resident of
Victoria, is back from a three months’
sojourn on Graham Island, of the
Queen Charlotte group.

Pespite the fact that he is in years

approaching the eighty mark, Mr.
Robertson is looking hale and hearty,
though he confesses that he would not
like to undergo many more hardships
such as fell to his lot this summer.
Leaving Victoria on June 16th last
with a party of six men, he proceeded
to the head of Skidegate Inlet, where,
at the mouth of Honna Creek, he made
camp, preparatory to taking up the
season’s work. This consisted in clear-
ing some old trails and making new
ones, the work being done in the in-
terests of the Northwest Mining Com-
pany and the provincial government,
the latter bearing part of the expense
in order to assist in the development of
the coultry.
. Aside from the fact that the country
is at best one where the topographical
features are of the roughest character,
rendering the work of the pioneer in
that section @f the province very diffi-
cult, the incessant rain this season
made life in the country, considering
the nature~of the job in hand, almost
intolerable,

Mr. Robertson, interviewed by the
Times this morning, said that he never
saw such rain:in his life—and he has
been visiting that section of the prov-
ince for the last twenty-five years.
“Why,” said Mr. Robertson, “just to
give you an idea of how it rained, T
may tell you that there were only six
days out of seventy that it did not
rain—and even then it was cloudy and
threatening. I never saw such weather
in my life, and I hope I never shall
Of course it invariably rains
there to some extent in the summer,
but there has been no season on record
as bad as this one. Something must
have gohe wrong with the planetary
system, for all our calculations were
upset.”

Despite the' unfavorable weather,
however, the party accomplished what
it set out to do. From the mouth of
Honna Creek, at the head of Skidegate
Inlet, they cleared 30 miles of old trail
of the brush, undergrowth and fallen
trees, and also ran six miles of new
trails. The route followed was from
the point mentioned clear through to
Reynold’s Sound on the west coast of
Graham Island.

Mr. Robertson said@ he was immense-
ly glad to get home again. Since he
landed at the island he did not see the
sun once until he was again on the

Surveyor Back From Summer’s
Wocrk at Great Central
Lake.

(From Thursday’'s Daily.)
F. Gregg, of Gore & McGregor’'s
office, who has been in charge of a
party surveying  timber lands in--the
interior of the island, is in the city,
having come out from the scene of
operations to get a number of addi-
tional men, He lcaves for Great Cen-
tral lake via Alberni to-morrow.

The party left here on June 1st'and
proceeded to Sproat - lake, which Mr.
Gregg says is a. beautiful body of wa-
ter surrounded by a country of great
attractiveness and rich in resources.
The lake teems with trout and other
varieties of game fish, and game in
abundance iz to be found in the woods.

The country for a large section sur-
rounding Sproat is level, the soil of
good quality, and no doubt when the
timber has been taken off agriculturists
will find the land suitable for cultiva-
tion,

At Great Central lake, however, the
country is not so attractive, whether
it be from the standpoint of the agri- |
culturist or the sportsman, The scen-
ery is grand, towering mountains ris-
ing precipitately from the water's edge,
but there does not seem to be much
game, nor does thé soil or the topo-

is taken off the country will be one |
desirable for . settlers. There are, how-
ever, indications that the district is
rich in minerals, and no doubt when
it has been made more accessible for
prospectors a better idea will be given
as to the resources from a mining
standpoint.

There were two ways by which in-
crease@ accommodation could be se-
cured—by enlarging the present High
schoo] or erecting a new building, Ow-
ing to inadequate grounds, the first
step could hardly be taken, but on the
other hand if a new school were built
the High school building could still be
utilized for public school purposes, and
a saving thus affected.

Last year the attendance at the
High school was 312, and this term an
increase of forty in the number of stu-
dengs at the school had been recorded.
Thus at this rate of progress the at-
tendance at the school in two years’
time would be about 450.

A High school of say 25 rooms would
cost in the neighborhood of $125,000,
and an additional $25,000 would pur-
chase the necessary land and edquip-
ment. He would like to see the board
ask for a larger sum, but he doubted
if the ratepayers would give more than
$150.000, It would not be necessary to sell
all the debentures at once, but they
could be sold as required. This method
would mean a considerable saving in
interest charges,

Trustee Jay pointed out that Ilast
year he had strongly advocated the
erection of a new high school instead of
two ward schools. While strongly in
favor of the building of a new school
now, he suggested that the matter be
left over unti] later in the year, when
the full board would be- present and
the whole matter gone into.

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SCIENTISTS
ENJOY VISIT

WORLD FAMED PARTY
ENTERTAINED HERE

Reception Given Last Evening
at Parliament Build-
< s

Many of the great thinkers of the
Empire, in the members of the British
Association for the Advancement
of Science, spent twenty-four hours in
Victoria. 'They have been accorded a
hearty British welcome, and they have
gone away with many expressions of
regret at not being able to stay longer.
Their principal mission here was to see
things. The scenery of Victoria ap-
pealed to them, especially the view
across the Straits of Fuca with the
Olympic mountains beyond. They
wanted to catch a glimpse of the lord-
ly head of Mount Baker, but the smoky
mist to the east of the city obscured
that great sight.

About one hundred and fifty college
professors, investigators, heads of gov-
ernment scientific departments, engi-
neers, mathematicians, and others ar-
rived on the steamer Princess Char-
lotte from Vancouver yesterday after-
noon accompanied in many cases by
their wives. They were met at the
wharf by a reception committee con-
sisting of members of the Natural His-
tory Society and others and escorted to
the Empress hotel, where an hour was
spent in registering and securing
rooms. Meanwhile the members of the
committee were busy finding out who
was who, and making further arrange-
ments for their entertainment,

Shortly before 4 o’clock a number of
tally-hos provided by the city drove up

, to the hotel and as many of the visit-

ors as wished took a drive around the
city. They were aecompanied still by
members of the reception committee,
who pointed out the places of interest
on the way. All were loud in their
praise of the beautiful homes they saw,
of the flowers, and more than all of the

view across the straits from the top of
the hill, and of Beacon Hill park which
Victorians themselves are rather dis-
posed to underestimate.

Reception at Night,

In the evening there was a big re-
ception at the government buildings at
which a great many of the most prom-
inent of Victoria's citizéns were pres-
ent. Lieutenant-Governor Dunsmuir
was out of town on a cruise on his
yacht Dolaura, but the honors were
done by Premier McBride, assisted by
Mr. D. M. Eberts, Hon./ W. J. Bowser
and Hon, Dr. Young, to whom all the
vigitors were presented by Mr. Moses
Cotsworth.

An unfortunate few of the visitors
were unable to attend the rec¢eption be-
cause, as they stated, they had placed
too much dependence on a Victoria ex-
pressman, who promised to have their
baggage at the hotel for them in time.
This baggage contained the regulation
dress suits, and without these they felt
it would be an insult to the elite of Vic-
toria to appear. Their absence is to be
regretted, but it is satisfactory to know
that the number who so suffered might
be counted on one’s fingers,

The museum was open for the ogca-
sion and almost all the visitors wera
es#corted thither by the committee, who
saw to it that not one was neglected.
The specimens in the museum were a
revelation to the visitors who could
hardly be persuaded that practically
all the animals and birds represented
there were to be found in British Co-
lumbia.

“] am glad,” said Professor Porter,
of TUniversity College, London, “that
you have kept the collection local. You
must stick to that. It would be very
unwise of you to try to compete with
the larger institutions in a general col-
lection, but if it is kept purely local it
will always be of interest to visitors.”

Maintaining Identity.

Professor Porter is finding great dif-
ficulty throughout the visit to Canada
in preserving his personality. While
in the museum he was accosted with,
“How {do you do Dr. Myres.” It was
necessary to. explain that he was not
Dr. Myres but simply a man who was
very much like him. Then he went on
to explain that there were. even worse
difficulties than that to be eéncountered.
Sometimes he was accosted by his right
name, but soon found that the person
talking to him thought he was some
other person. Two Professor Porters
were in the party and they were so near
allke that it was almost impossible to
distinguish one from the other.

“There is my double,” said Professor

Porter, of Londen, as he pointed to-an
almost exact duplicate of himseif. Both
wore whiskers of the same shade and
trimmed in exactly the same way. The
men were of the same height and
their features also were very nearly
alike. A good deal of merriment was
caused by the constant mistakes which
were made.

The legislative hall was decorated for
the occasion by Flewin’s Gardens, and
the effect was much admired by
everybody. The refreshments were
served in the corridor below, beneath
the big dome, and the tables were
laden not only with toothsome deli-
cacies but also with immense bowls .of
Victoria's choicest sweet peas. These
were much admired, many of the visit-
ors expressing the opinion that no-
where in England could such flowers be
grown in the open.

A number of the visitors wore their
decorations. Among the most promi-
nent of those present were the presi-
dent, Sir Joseph John Thompson, one
of the most prominent physicists in the
world. He is well known as an investi-
gator. With Lady Thompson he seemed
to enjoy the reception as much as any-
one, Sir Willlam White also, who has
been one of the leaders of the conven-
tion, was much in evidence, and Viec-
torians esteemed the opportunity of
meeting these distinguished men,

Canadians Present.

Of the Canadians, Dr. Bryce, of
Manitoba university, who s well known
Lere, dropped off with Sir David Laird
at Sieameus junction, Manitoba was,
however, well represented by the mayor
of Winnipeg, W, Sandford Evans, and
Profzssors Swale, Vincent and Parker,
of Manitoba wuniversity, who have had
the work of organizing: the western
excursion and to whose efforts much
of the @uccess of the outing is due.

Other Canadians present were: W. G.
Miller, provincial geologist, of Ontario:
Dr. Robert Bell, formerly chief geologist
and head of the geological survey at Ot-
tawa; James White, chief geologist of the
Dominion of Canada; J. B. Tyrrell, noted
as an explorer of the barren larnds of
Canada; Professor Stupart, head of the
meteorological survey; Professor A. B.
Macallum, a noted physiologist; Professor
McLennen, of the University of Toronto;
Dr. Saunders, of the experimental farms:
Professor Fields, of Toronté University;
and Dr. Todd, of McGill University.

An Englishman of noté who 18 at pre-
sent professor of -mathemati¢s at Yale
University was Professor Brown, former-
ly of Cambridge. Professor Brown was
particularly interested in the reports of
the Polar expeditions which have been
recently received. He said that any #c-
curate observer should be ablée to locate
the pole within half a mile. Of course,
there might be errors in calculation or in
observations, such as are made at sea and
which run vessels on the rocks, but these
mistakes could soon be discovered. Later
observations would usually Ccorrect the
former ones, or at- any rate show the
fallacy or the correctness of the former.

Another well known visitor was A. O.
Wheeler, the well known secretary of the
Canadian Alpine Club. Mr. Wheeler has
been here before, and on this visit it is
understood that Mrs. Wheeler is to be left
behind to spend & few months in Victoria.
Mrs. Wheeler is a daughter of Professor
Maceun, Canada’s veteran scientific field
worker.

Canada's Faith.

The courage and enterprise of the
builders of the cities of Canada was one
of the points that particularly struck
many of the visitors., The faith which
impelled the people years ago to build the
present finé pile in which theé provincial
business is conducted, when the popula-
tion was so small. These were things
which fairly amazéd the men whose lives
had' been spent in scientific calculation
and deduction. It was something wholly
new to them, a feature of this new west-
ern country, the like of which they had
seen nowhere else.

One of the interesting points about the
visit of the scientists was the large num-
ber of friends they found in this city.
They were constantly being asked ques-
tions about relatives at home or mutual
acquaintances. One worthy professor
was on the hunt for a British Columbian.
What part of the world do you come
from? he would inquire. England? Where
there? and so on. For nearly two hours
he had been seeking for a man born in
British Columbia, but had been unable to
find one, and at the time he was seen by
a Times man he had not yet found a
“prither Scot.”” So he was passing the
time, enjoying his company and analyzing
them.

Much praise was given Mr. Walker, who
had charge of the reception arrange-
ments for the provincial government, and
the members of the Natural History So-
ciety, for the vim with which they had
entered into the -entertaining. President
Napier Denison and Secretary J. R. An-
derson were everywhere, and the other
members of the committee worked in-
defatigably.

DEATH UNDER WHEELS

FIRE CHIEFS MEET
AT REVELSTOKE

President’s Annual Address—
Members Pay Tributs to
T. Deasy:

Revelstoke, Sept. 7.—President Fink
presided at the Third Annual Conven-
tion of British Columbia Fire Chiefs
and Firemen at the city hall here. His
annual address was in part as follows:

“No doubt a great deal of good has
been accomplished by the members of
this association during the past three
years, and it is to be hoped that every
city and fown in our great province
will assist and encourage our firemen
to do greater things. We are all criti-
cised more or less for our every-day
actions, but we need not allow this
to interfere with the duty we owe t®
our positions. There are always
plenty of men who can tell us how to
handle fires after the fire is over, but
when the actual responsibility is placed
upon them they are entirely at sea, and
as a result their ability to dictate and
inability to manage a fire reflects not
only upon him, the ‘would-be’ fireman,
but on the whole department. It is
the business of this association to meet
in convention once each year and talk
over matters appertaining to our va-
rious departments. in every way Wwe
can.

“Tha members of volunteer depart-
ments are rarely paid anything and
1those of the regular departments re-
ceive a bare living; vet, in most cases,
we are expected to spend twenty-four
hours a day and six days each week
not only fighting fires that may occur,
but doing .all we ean to improve our
departments, and then, if we wish to
attend our annual ccnvention.we are
told, in most cases, that we will be al-
lowed to leave the city but must pay
our own expenses. Gentlemen, this is
not right, our expenses should be paid
by the city that gets the benefit of our
deliberations here. I defy ‘anyone to
prove that our time is lost in our an-
nual meeting, even if we did nothing
except tell each other how we conduct-
ed our. respective departments. Our
good old friend Chief Deasy says it has
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been an uphill fight in the past years,
but we will gain recognition before
many more have passed. Our mayors
and councilmen usually say i is only
a holiday. We want and expect the
city to pay the expenses when we ask
to attend our conventions. There is
a certain fascination in fire-fighting,
but most of us want a little of the
financial goods of this world as well
as the fascination-and- glory.

“I refer with much regret to the
Vernon. - The loss of life in this fire
is evidence in abundance of the neces-
sity of this association demanding
more stringent fire escape laws,

“The permit 'system—permitting - the
burning of brush—should be entirely
dong'away with during the months of
July, August and September, and when
this association sent a strong delega-
tion to Victoria to place this matter
before the. government, little has been
done excepting appointing more men
as fire wardens. The towns of Fernie
and Cranbrook were again this year
in grave danger, and the loss to the
government in dues and expenses
should be an incentive to them to do
something. In closing I wish again to
thank you for electing me to the po-
sition of president of so important a
body as the B.C.¥.C. and F. Associa-
tion. I wurge every one to put his
shoulder to the wheel and make next
year's meet a huge success.”

The president said ex-Chief Deasy
had done valuable work for the asso-
ciation. He suggested recognition of
his work.

On motion of Chief Foote, seconded
by Chief McDougall, it was resolved
to wire Chief Deasy acknowledging his
letter, expressing their appreciation of
the valuable services he had rendered
the association, and regretting his ab-
sence from the meeting.

Chief Foote spoke highly of the ser-
vices rendered the association by Chief

Chief McDougall said Chief Deasy
was not only the father of their asso-
ciation, but of the Pacific Coast Asso-
ciation, and as to the fire chiefs of
British Columbia 'he was king of them
all.

Contractor Welch Denies There
is Serious Shortage of
Men.

SECRETARY SMART IS
SATISFIED WITH PROSPECTS

Every Indication That Exhihi-
tion This Year Will Break
Records.

In less than two weeks the gates
will open for the greatest fair—and the
most successful, if weather conditions
but prove favorable—ever held in the
history of Victoria. This is the opin-
ion of J. E. Smart, manager of the
Victoria Agricultura] Association, ti
whom there is probably no busier man

presents time.

Entries for the annual exhibitio
closed on Saturday last, and there-
fore it is possible to compute with
reasonable accuracy what are the
chances for success; and if a record-
breaking number of . exhibits and
widespread interest in the event are
any guide to the result, there is every
justification for the belief that a no-
table triumph wil®be achieved.

To the Times this morning, Mr,
Smart said that the prospects for the
fair could not be brighter. The suc-
cess of previous years would, he
thought, be eclipsed, and he based this
Judgment on the fact that there were
more entries this year and more peo-
,Ple in the territory from .which throngs
of visitors would be drawn. In respect
to this latter phase of the situation, it
has recently been“announced that the
great exposition at Seattle, which was
to have closed on October 16th, wil] be
kept open until November 1st, to al-
low of the large number of people from
the Yukon and Alaska who are com-
ing out for the winter, séeing the big
show. This is a circumstance which
will help the fall fair in this city to
a large extent, as it means that the
management of the A.-Y.-P, exposi-
tion at Seattle wil] strain every nerve
to induce more people to come West
during the closing weeks; and thus
many who do so will no doubt be at-
tracted to Victoria. Then, again, the
population of Vancouver and neighbor-
ing territory is much larger this year
than last, and the transportation fa-

s
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cilities will be superior. So, given good
weather, there seems the best of rea-
sons for supposing that there will be
record-breaking crowds in attendance.

Secretary Smart promises some
prime attractions outside of the fine
exhibits and the horse show, Chief
amongst the list of specialties which
will appeal to the crowds are the air-
ship and the “Bombardment of Alex-
andria.” The airship, Mr. Smart says,
is the real thing, Tt flies without the
aid of any contrivance outside of its
own propulsive power; and while it is
not of a type which has achieved a
success like that of the machines of
the Wright brothers or Monsier Ble-
riot, it nevertheless affords a good il-
lustration of the marvellous steps
which have been made in the direc-
tion of solving the problem of the navi-
gation of the air. The airship is owned
and operated by a Mr. Stroebel, and it
has been used at exhibitions at the
Sound cities with every success, At
the Victoria fair it will be given two
flights each day, and Secretary Smart
is satisfled that it will prove a great
source of attraction to everyone.

Fireworks also prove an enjoyable
and attractive feature, and Mr. Smart
is congratulating himself on the fact
that this year he has been able to se<
cure the splendid spectacular produe-
tion, “The Bombardment of Alexan-
dria.” This will be shown each even-
ing during the progress of the fair,
and as it is by (ar the most preten-
tous effort of the kind to depict the
destruction of a great city in a pyro-
technical display, occupying &a very
large ground area, it is expected to
provide a rare treat to visitors.

A large force of men are at work on
the grounds and buildings at the fair
premises at the Willows, and next
week it is hoped to make a com-
mencement in getting some exhibits in
place in preparation for the formal
opening on the following Monday.

St, Johns, Nfid., Sept. 7.—Commander
Robert E. Peary, who announced yes-
térday that he had discovered the North
Pole on April 6th of the present year,
found no trace of Dr. Frederick A. Cook,
who_reported that he had made the
same discovery in April of the preced-
ing year. 'This news reached here
through Capt. Robert Bartlett, of the
Roosevelt, Peary’s ship.

While Peary does not expressly re-
pudiate Dr. Cook's contention in so
many words, his statement may have
an important bearing upon determining
the extent of Dr, Cook’s explorations.

The Roosevelt was in good condition
and the erew all right, Capt. Barlett
wired, and he reported that the schoon-
er Jeanie, carrying supplies for the ex-
pedition, had met them off the coast of
Greenland.

Coming south, the Roosevelt passed
Etah and Upernavik, where Dr. Cook
had precede’d Peary.

The Roosevelt to-day is bound for
Chateau Bay, Labrador, with Peary
and party on board, where she is due
this afternoon. Chateau Bay lies north-
west of Castle and Henley Islands, on
the northern shores of Belle Isle Straits
‘nd due east of Belle Isle.

The Jeanie’s Mission,

The London Telegraph, just to hand,
contains the following dispatch dated
St. John’s, August.3rd, dealing with
the dispatch of the auxiliary schooner
Jeanie to assist Peary. The dispatch
is of peculiar interest as it describes
not only Peary’s plans but also those of
Dr. Cook, who last week reported the
discovery of the North Pole:

The schooner Jeanie, with the Peary
auxiliary Arctic expedition, leaves to-
day from here for Etah, West Green-
land, to reopen communication with
Commander Peary and his party, who
have been twelve months in that sec-
tion of the Arctic wilds, endeavoring
to reach the North Pole,

When Peary went North last year in
his steamer, the Roosevelt, he planned
to remain two years. His scheme was
to push the steamer as far north dur-
ing the autumn as the movements of
the ice would admit, and when further
progress was impossible he would find
a convenient point, establish winter
quarters, and prepare for an advance
across the paleocrystic ice from the
northern part of Greenland to the Pole
itself, or'as near thereto as he could
reach, This advance would be made
between March and June of the present
year, after the sun had risen above
the horizon subsequent to the long
Arctic night. If Peary attained the
Fole in this essay he would return io
Etah with the. ship if possible, and
without the ship If any mishap befell
her. If, however, he failed to reach the
Pole, and there appeared a good pros-
pect of his doing so at another essay a
year later, he proposed to remain north
untfl the summer of 1910, and make an-

otheér dash towards the Pole in the early
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months of next year. The Roosevelt
carried a heavy supply of coal when
going north, and.a second steamer, the
Erick, sailed to,Etah also, and landed
a further supply. But most, if not all,
of this would be used in the endeavor
to force the ship north, and before leav-
ing Peary arranged to have a vessel
go up this year with fifty tons more
coal to serve as a supply to enable the
steamer to return to America when her
work in the region would be com-
pleted.

her at the rate “of five knots an hour._

She is commanded by Captain Samuel
Bartlett, a well-known Newfoundland
ice pilot, who has taken north some of
Peary’s previous expeditions, and acted
in the same capacity in the Canadian
government expeditions to Hudson Bay.
His son operated the oil engines on
board, and there are eight others mak-
ing up the crew, all Newfoundlanders,
and_all thoroughly experienced in ice
navigation, though only. three, the cap-
tain, his son, and the boatswain, have
ever been within the Arctic circle be-
fore. As fuel for the engine, there are
sixty barrels of kerosene.

Allowing for the inevitable delays, he
expects the voyage to last about two
months, and the vessel to return here
about October 1st.

On arriving at Etah, the vessel wil
land the coal she had on board, as well
as a quantity of small stores, and will
also put ashore the personal belong-
ings for Peary and his crew. She will
not necessarily come. into touch with
him or the members of his expedition
at all. If any calamity has befallen
him he will be at Etah awaiting the
ship’s arrival, and if he has found the
Pole he will also be there. But, if his
work H®S not been successful, he will
be away in the north, merely sending
down despatches and reports sufficient-
ly long before to ensure their being
on hand for the vessel to bring south
when she arrives.

The Jeanie will, however, bring back,
if he is alive, and has not combined
with Peary in his work on the Rooge-
velt, Dr. F. A, Cook, of Brooklyn, an-
other Arctic explorgr, who went north
two years ago, and was landed at Etah
with a single companion to undertake
a dash for the Pole. Cook made his ad-
vance in the spring of 1908, and the
last heard from him was a letter, which
he sent back from Cape Columbia, the
northernmost point of Grinnel Land,
west of Greenland, by means of one of
his natives, in which he reported him-
self just about to venture on to the
Aretic floe in the Polar ‘basin. There
has been much doubt expressed in
America as to the prospect of his re-
turning alive, and many are sceptical
of this. His friends, however, arranged
that the Jeanie should convey him
south from Etah if he should be on
hand to avail of the opportunity. She
will also bring back Mr. Harry Whit-
ney, of Boston, a young American of
independent ‘means, who availed him-
self of the opportunity of Peary's
steamer going north last.summer to
embark in her for a year’s musk-ox and
walrus shoeting in that vicinity, and
who, it is assumed, . will have been suf-
ficiently satisfied to return to his home
now.

On her way back the Jeanie will spend
a fortnight at Ponds Inlet, Baffin Land,
netting Arctic salmon, to be pickled,
and brought to New York for sale, to
help in dc'fraying the expenses of the
venture. For this purpose she carries
three salmon nets and thirty barrels
of curing salt. The salmon are said
to.be abundant in this vicinity, and of
a most toothsome quality, so that if
they can be taken in sufficient quan-
tities there is little doubt that a good
return will] be assured for them,

On board the Jeanie, going north, is
a New York journalist named Fuller,
who is making the trip to secure the
material for newspaper and periodical
publication.” She is also taking north
Mene Wallace, a civilized Esquimaux
who has tired of life in America and
is returning to his tribe. His father,
mother, brother, sister and self were
brought down some fourteen years ago
for display at American exhibitions. All
the rest of the family died of pneu-
monia shortly after, anq he was adopt-
ed by an official of the American Nat-
ural History Museum, who educated
him at one of the New York colleges,
He has suffered severely and frequently
from pneumonia, and has now come 1o
realize that continued residence in the
United States means certain death for
him, so he has decided to return to the
north, He is also bitten with the mania
for Polar exploration, and boasts that
he will succeed where Peary, Cook and
others fail. The return of the Jeanie
will be awaited with keen interest by
all studying Arctic exploration,

WOUNDS GIRL AND
ENDS HIS OWN LIFE

Man Turns Revolver on Himself
After Shooting Former
Sweetheart.

—

Spokane, Wash., Sept. 7.—Harry Rus-
sell, an employee in the logging camps
for the Potlatch Lumber Company at
Bovill on Sunday night shot Anna Mor-
gan and then turned the gun on him-
self, the bullet entering his head and
resulting in instant death.

The Morgan girl was shot through
the side of the face, the bullet break-
ing her jaw. She will live. Russell
and the Morgan girl are said to have
been sweethearts in Seattle, and both
are said to be well connected. Some
months ago the girl come to Bovill
Russell, it is said, digd not know of the
girl’s whereabouts, but was endeavor-
ing to locate her. He came to Bovill
and went to work for the Potlatch com-
pany. Then it was that he found his
former sweetheart. He endeavored to
induce her to leave Bovill and go with
him, but did not succeed. Sunday night
they were in a room together and could
be heard quarrelling, and finally Rus-
sell pulled a revolver and fired at the
girl, missing her. She started to run
and a second and third shot were fired,
the third striking her in the cheek. Rus-
sell then killed himself.

HON. W. TEMPLEMAN
MADE TOUR OF NORTH

Various Mining Centres Were
Visited During Past Few
Weeks.

Hon, Mr. Templeman, Mrs. Temple-
man and B. C. Nicholas returned on
Monday afternoon from a five weeks’
visit to Northern British Columbia
and the Yukon. R. W, Brock, director
of the geological survey, did not re-
turn with them, having gone down the
Yukon from Dawson to look at the
placer operations in the Tanana dis-
trict and Nome. He will reach Vic-
toria in about a couple of weeks.

The minister had a very interesting
trip and has familiarized himself with
mining conditions on Queen Charlotte
Islands, Stewart. Atlin, Conrad, White
Horse and the Klondike. At each point
he was cordially received, and every
facility for inspecting the operations
was placed at his disposal.

At Conrad, as the guest of Colonel
Conrad, he visited the various proper-
ties which in recent years has attract-
ed < considerable attention to Windy
Arm. The town of Conrad is quiet at
present, opera.tlﬁns on the various min-
ing properties being limited, pending
the consideration of the freight rates
of the White Pass & Yukon Railway
Company by ‘the railway commission.
Mr., Templeman spent two days at
‘White Horse, and visited the copper
properties in the vicinity, Work on
these has been discontinued for the
same reason, but there is no doubt
that as soon as a readjustment of
rates, satisfactory to the mining men,
is made, there will be a great deal of
activity in beth Conrad and White
Horse.

ACTIVITY IN
NORTHERN CAMP

PORTLAND CANAL IS
SHOWING UP WELL

W. Pigott Has Just Returned
From Trip to Stew-
art.

William Pigott of this city who has
interests in Portland Canal has just re-
turned from a trip there and tells of
splendid conditions prevailing at the
rorthern mining camp.

In an interview with the Times he
says: “I have just returned from a
trip to Stewart and the Bear River
mining camps and found that enormous
progress had been made since my last
visit. I found a regular real estate
boom on in the town, which has been
caused by the success achieved in the
opening up of the mines tributary to
the town, the “highest price paid for
lots so far was $1,500 for two lots on
4th, avenue. Building is active and
many new business places are going
up. The Provincial] government have
finished their part of the Wharf and it
is to be hoped that the Dominion will
complete their share this fall.- The
wharf has already proved a great boon,
as whilst I was there the Capiline ar<
rived with about 100 tons of freight
followed by the Native with two scow
lcads of lumber, and the Coquitlam
with about 50 tons of general freight.
Without the wharf it would have beén
almost impossible to unload it. I spent
three days at the Stewart Mining &
Development Co’s property and found
that they had done some excellent
work, They “have traced their three
main ledges over two claims by open
cuts and cross ' cut the West ledge
at 3 levels, 20 feet, 40 feet and-80 feet
and have encountered the ledge strong-
ly at each level, in fact at the 80 feet
level it has widened from 4 feet to 7
feet. They are now at work on their
main cross cut tunnel at the 200 feet
level which will cross cut the three
ledges at that depth. The first ledge
will] be encountered at about 60 feet,
and they were in 47 feet when I left.
At 45 feet they encountered a new ledge
that does not show on the surface, it
wag 18 inches wide carrying galena,
iron pyrites and some copper. On ac-
count of the copper they anticipate this
ledge will run ’'very high in gold. The
great charm of this property- is the
strength of the different ledges, lying
as they do in an absolutely true schis-
tcse formation, and also the ease with
which it can be worked with cross cuts
to at least the 500 feet level.

“1 spent considerable time at the
Portland Canal C0’s property, and was
surprised at the amount of work they
have accomplished this season.- They
have continued the active development
of their claims and at a very conser-
vative estimate must have at least 50.-
000 tons of ore blocked out of a value
of from $15 to $20 per ton.

«1t {g very pleasing to note that the
stock in all these companies is held by
Victoria, Vancouver Island, and Van-
couver people, and the success of each
one of them is a certainty. Mr. Car-
michael Provincial Mineralogist, was
in the camp, making a report for the
government, Whilst I was at Stewart
a number of properties were bonded,
amongst them were two more groups
by Mr. Edgcomb of Seattle. The Tyee

COMMAND OF SEA
MUST BE MAINTAINED

Commander Crawford, R.N., Gives Views on Imperial
Defence—Esquimalt Is Ideal Position for
Shipbuilding and Naval Centre.

The following on Imperial Defence
was read on Tuesday at the meeting
of the Victoria Board of Trade. Capt.
Crawford, in forwarding the paper,
suggested it should take the place of
the address he was asked to make, as
owing to the absence of H. M. S. Shear-

| water he was unable to be present:

Imperial defence is a great sounding
term, and outside of technical details
can be simply narrowed down to the
maintenahce and protection of that
commerce on which our British Em-
pire depends. In the latter half of the
sixteenth -century it was recognized
that ships were necessary to protect
trading vessels, and also that it was
inconvenient for the protecting ships
to carry cargoes as well. Thus was
iormed the beginning of Britain's
pavy, and we see that maritime com-
merce made a navy necessary. This ac-
tion had already been adopted by Spain,
France and Holland, ‘and naval his-
tory is replete with the struggle be-
tween these nations for the command
of the sea, which eventually went to
England after the battle of Trafalgar.

BEven in these civilized times war,
which may shortly be defined as or-
ganized violence, may occur owing to
the desire of expansion of a race, or to
persongl gain. Thus we see that a
navy is required not only to protect
commerce, but to prevent any aggres-
sive act by an enemy on British terri-
tory. Such considerations greatly com-
plicate  the question of Imperial de-
fence, and the present competition be-
tween the shipbuilding policies of vari-
ous nations makes the question most
serious from an economic point of
view. Consequently in recent years the
naval policy of Great Britain has been
entirely altered as regards the distri-
bution of ships. In short, -that policy
has been one of concentration-in home |
waters, with an admiralty guarantee of
comparatively safe passage of mercan-
tile shipping in the event of war,

Command of Sea.

I will give two extracts from a book
entitled ‘“The Art of Naval Warfare,”
written by the" well known Admiral Sir
Cyprian Bridge, perhaps the greatest
living student of maval history as ap-
plied“to the present:

1. “The advantages of conceéentration
are generally so great that dispersion
of force should always be kept within
such limits that the several fractions
can combine readily. In a naval war
on a great scale it is likely that there
will be more than one point ef con-
centration.”

2. “No command of the sea, ng com-
trol of communications, is likely to be
so periect that small portions of an
assailant’s force will not be able to
reach his opponent’s coast.-. . Ralds,
though successful in their early stages,
have had little influence on the course
of a war as a whole, Nevertheless the
annoyance, though it be only annoy-
ance, caused by attacks of the Kkind
considered, may cause popular alarm
and consequent popular demands for
unsuitable strategic measures, and had
better be prevented as far as possible.”

The first quotation is practically a
statement of the present naval policy,
and the second .extract prepares us to
expect some lcss of shipping, etc., by
means of raids (an organized attack
would be dealt with by a fleet), and
also an undesirable public clamor
hampering the carrying out of the
strategy necessary for success. Sir
Cyprian Bridge also says:

“The aim in naval warfare is to ob-
tain command of the sea, an expres-
sion. which means control of maritime
communications, that is to say, of the
ocean paths which connect one part of
an extensive Empire with another,
which sea borne commerce must tra-
verse, and along which belligerent ex-
peritions must proceed. The power that
obtaing this control can attack the
enemy where it pleases, and evidently
the control must be obtained before a
great military expedition can be sent
across the sea. Inattention to the lat.
ter condition has always ended, sooner
or later, in disaster.”

From this extract we again see the
force of the policy of ‘concentration in.
home waters, as also that the command
of the sea must be maintained at all
cost.

In the race of naval armaments it
has become apparent that, in order to
presérve the safety of the Empire com-
merce and the integrity of the whole,
we should have an Imperial navy, the
battle fleets of the Mother Country be-
ing massed in European waters, The
Overseas Dominions have expressed
their wish in the strongest way possi-
ble to participate in this grand scheme,
which should in the end preserve
definitely the command of the sea for
the British Empire, and an everlasting
peace. The British navy never has, and
I trust never will be used as an in«
strument of aggression.

Protection of Commerce.

Although I am in ignorance of the
actual details of the colonial schemes
of ngval defence, yet I think we may
rightly assume they will be devoted to
training a personnel, and finally take
a part in protecting that commerce
which is the vital point of the British
Empire. ;

Even when these various schemes are
made public it would be most unwise
to criticise them in their initial stages,
and no scheme, however good it may
be, can succeed unless everyone pulis
the same way, and naval policy is lifted
above party politics.

All politics must be kept entirely
separate from anything, even indirect-
ly, in connection with the administra-
tion of the navy of an Overseas Domin-
ion, If ali from the highest to the low-
est do their duty, as implied in Nel-
son’s last signal, I am firmly convinced
that a Canadian navy would be a great
success providing a personnel could
be obtained.

It would be a greai pity if the ships
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supplied by Canada could not be man-
ned by qualified Canadians, The mari-
time provinces are conversant with sea
life, etc., but the population of the in-
terior would perhaps not be willing to
provide personnel or to contribute
largely to a necessity they did not
properly understand.

To meet the difficulty of personnel,
the only way is to start some new in-
terest, and that interest would best
be served if new industries could be
opened up, thus further developing the
country. The industries I would par-
ticularly refer to are fisheries and ship-
building, both of which would tend to
provide personnel for a navy, and the
latter introducing an iron and steel
industry, because it is doubtful if
under prsent cenditions a prosperous
shipbuilding industry could be carried
on with imported steel as far as Bri-
tish Columbia is concerned. The early
prosperity of England in the 19th cen-
tury was mostly due to the presence in
the north of coal and iron side by side,
and the huge shipbuilding industry
which was the result.

I beliave that Vancouver Island, as
also the mainland of British Columbia,
has these commodities, but it remains
for an expert to decide the commercial
possibility of working an up to’ date
steel plant at a profit.

Esquimalt Position,

From a geographical position Esqui-
fnalt is an ideal spot for g shipbuilding
industry, and the shore line is well
suited for commercial purposes, docks,
etc. Owing to the depth of water a
floating dock could not beé used with-
out dredging operations, which might
be a serious factor in such enterprise.

The question of Esquimalt becoming
a commercial port would probably
necessitate the construction of dry
docks, certainly one of the largest size
as soon as possible.

The existence of a dock without a
repair shop alongside it is shown by
the present . Esquimalt dock,  which
does comparatively little work, and I
Lelleve less than formerly, although
the B. €. Marine Railway Company do
a ‘comparatively large amount of work
becaqse they have the repair shops
immediately alongside their slip. Thus
We see that docks must not be allowed
to exist without a shipbuilding or re-
pairing yard in conjunction’ with them.

The question of docks for naval pur-
poses is one ‘entirely apart from the
considerat itions of ‘commercial’ enter-

¥e, it position is defined.by the

tx ¥ “Proposed” to ‘beiexereised by

the British admiral.y in war time, but

on the other hand the command of the

sea ‘should ensure safety to a certain

extent to a harbor sufficiently protect-
ed from ‘piratieal ralds, #

To ‘convért a port into a fortress re-
quires an enormous amount of éxpendi-
ture with no return, and a huge sum
of “money for upkeep, observing that
the guns themselves require replacing
every few years to meet the advance
in construction,

A fortress at once invites attack, and
such an organized -:attack cannot be
delivered unless the command of the
sea is lost,

Moral—Keep the command of the sea
and save the expenditure on large land
fortifications.

Still we have to consider the piratical
raid, when a small arament of guns of
comparatively small calibre should be
sufficient, such a course not involving
such a heavy expenditure.

I want to emphasize the point that
large land fortifications in peace time
are expensive structures that ‘do not
pay their way, and, provided that the
commmand of the sea is maintained, are
not of actual use in war time.

In recent years both the Chinese and
the Russians lost the command of the
sea, the Japanese taking Port Arthur
twice and We Hai We once, the navy
co-operating on each occasion.

Shipbuilding Industry,

sUnfortunately I am unable to give
you any idea as to the likely strategic
position of docks for naval purposes,
but owing to the climatic conditions
Esquimalt seems the most suitable
place for shipbuilding. The question of
the steel and shipbuilding industries
introduces many classes of men be-
longing to different trades unions, and
I see a point of vital interest to Can-
ada should her diplomatic relations be-
come strained with her next door
neighbor.

It is not to be anticipated for an in-
stant that war would be imminent;, but
in such a crisis a crushing blow might
be administered to Canada’s enterprises
by strike propositions and orders from
the central committees in the United
States, to which the various Canadian
trades unions have affillated them-
selves.

Recognizing that trades unions, when
properly managed, are a benefit to both
employer and employee, it seems to me
that legislation should be obtained to
make it illegal for Canadian trades
unions to affiliate themselves to, or in
any way to be dominatgd by similar
organizations outside of Canada.

In coneclusion I would again empha-
size that no scheme can succeed un-
less - loyally carried out by those' en-
gaged in it, and the British navy is
looking hopefully at the new develop-
ments which, if brought to fructuition,
will ensure universal peace amongst
the civilized nations, and redound to
the credit of the Qverseas Dominions.

In these few remarks I have care-
fully abstained from opinions of a con-
tentious nature, and I regret that my
spece is limited and that I will have
ng chance of answerlng criticism on
the epot.

The question of Imperial defence is
of absorbing interest, requires the
knowledge of local conditions, and also
that knowldege of strategy in war time
which the admiralty does not promul-
gate for general information.

never had before, of meeting the work-
ing journalists of Canada, and ob-
serving the potentialities of this great
country.”

Mrs, Cunningham, who accompanied
her husband throughout, was the re-
cipient with the other ladies of the
party, of many flattering attentions in
the old land.

Seen this morning, Dr. Cunningham
s4id that he had read with much in-
terest the remarks of Dr. Macdonald,
editor of the Globe. when giving his
impressions of the visit to England,
and had epitomized them in the strik-
ing phrase, “the hopeless, bloodless,
mirthless faces of the common poor.”
It was with difidence that he ventured
to take issue with Dr. Macdonald, for
his observations did not tally. with
those of the Toronto editor. Impressed
as all were by the slum life seen in
Sheffield it had, so far from sugges-
ting despair, on the contrary had the
effect of marking by strong contrast
the difference between the compara-
tively few poor and the mass of the
comparatively well-placed part of the
population of Great Britain,

“The mistake the doctor made,” said
Dr. Cunningham, ‘“was in assuming
too freely that what he saw in the back
lanes of Sheffield was a fair sample of
the British people. This was any-
thing but the truth. I have had the
opportunity of comparing the condi-
tions as they are to-day with that
which existed twelve yeéars ago, and
also with my first visit to the country
in 1887. I was decidedly impressed
with the great- improvement every-
where I went. : There was evidence of
very effective ameliorating processes
at work among the masses of the peo-
ple. They were brighter, noétwith-
standing the bad summer which they
were having. There was an air of
cheerfulness about them that one could
not fail to observe.

“One could not say -that the condi-
tions in the country among the very
poor was satisfactory, but having re-
gard to the intense press of popula-
tion and to the conditions which tend-
ed to the increase of ineffectiveness,
and to the unquestioned love of strong
drink which is still the besetting sin
o* the English people, the situation is
by no means depressing. _All the in-
fluences which make for social better-
ment of the people are more active in
England than in any other part of the
world that T know, and it seems cer-
tain that within the course of a com-
paratively few years the condition of
the very poor will be greatly im-
proved.” ¢

Asked as to what struck him most
forcibly in.the Old Country during his
visit, Mr. Cunningham said: “I was
struck in England with the spontan-
eous smouldering fire of imperial feel-
ing which burst out in the country.
The press conference was the imme-
diate cause, but there could not have
been such widespread manifestations
had it not been for years past develop-
ing in the very blood of the British
people.

“There Have been great occasions
within the last 25 years, but the mani-
festations, have been largely confined
to the ruling classes. ‘On this occasion
the whole populace seemed seized with
the fervor of imperial expansion. There
were evidences everywhere of general
interest.

The British are slow to realize the
conditions outside but it has been in-
sensibly borne in upon thém that the
menacing pressure on the continent of
Europe was too strong, and, that the
way to counteract it and to maintain
the proper -status was for the Britizh
at home to get into touch with the
family -abroad. Imperialism has be-
come a domestic problem and the con-
ference was something like the gath-
erings under the family roof trees in the
old days.

‘“The outlook for the Empire is most
encouraging,” continued the Australian.
“If asked as Dr. Macdonald was, I

should say that I was most forcibly of

all struck with the awakening of the
British peoples to their Imperial Des-
tiny. For my part I like to see the
shield from a reasonable distance with
the full reflection of the sun upon its
face. I do not see the wisdom of look-
ing for spots with a microscope.

‘“The definite policy as settled at the
defence conference on the lines which
found favor at the press' conference
necessarily must be a compromise be-
tween the policy of local coastal de-
fence and the wider Imperial defence
scheme and the maintenance of trade
routes. People in the outer parts of
the Empire must be educated to a pro-
per conception of the demands of Im-
perial strategy, and from this point of
view it is wise for each country to
look after its own defence. Most cer-
tainly the ideas will broaden and de-
velop along the lines of Imperial unity
of action.

“Many people, myself included, would
have preferred to see a concentration
of all resources of the Empire in
maintaining one great Imperia] navy,”
concluded Dr. Cunningham, ‘“but it
would not be very wise because one
fails to obtain all one wants to re-
fuse to accept a substantial instal-
ment. I am satisfied that in the course
of time the nava] defence problem will
solve itself, and that in event of war
threatening, there will be such a weld-
ing together of the whole Empire for
the purpose of maintaining the suprem-
acy of the flag, as would give pause
to any possible enemy. >

Residents of Esquimalt to Take

Up Question on Friday
Evening Next.

J. Jardine, M. P. P., has called a
public meeting to be held in the Lamp-
son street school house on Friday even-
ing next 4t 8 o'clock for the purpose
of discussing the advantages of Hs-
quimalt as a naval base in the light of
th2 vecision reached by Canada at the
recent Tinperial Defence Conference to
procead with .the creation of the nucleus
of 8. Canadian navy.

A large number of the residents of
Esquimalt district are not favorable to
the enlargement of the present dock so
as ta accommodate the larger class of
warships. but will rather press for the
constructien of an entirely new dock,
1,000 feet in length, together with ship-
yards established and maintained by
the Dominion government,

It will be suggested that the new
doek shal' be equipped with the most
nmodern machinery for the handling of
big craft and the work supervised by
men from England, if suitable men
cannot be found in this country.

In the view of Mr, Jardine, who
makes a close study of all questions af-
fecting Esquimalt district, there are
two sites on Esquimalt harbor suitable
for the proposed new drydock. One of
these is at Long Cove, the other sit-
uate across the narrow spit of land
behind Constance Cove and the Straits,
bounded on ‘one side by the present
navy yard.

The former site is. much favored by
those who have looked into its merits,
among these being J. K, Rebbeck, the
local marine architect, who has in-
spected it and other points on Esqui-
malt harbor.

The pro-
vincial game warden’s notices calls on
hunters to use particular care and
avoid mistaking the Hungarian part-
ridge for quaif’ or willow grouse,

to the fact that the birds are liable to
be seen anywhere south of Nanaimo on
the island and also on the adjacent
islands.

PASSED AWAY

Ewen Macdonald Had Promi-
nent Part in Early History
of Country.

The late Ewen Macdonald, whose death
was recorded in Tuesday’s Times; and
whose funeral took place this afternoon,
was one of the rapidly dwindljng band if
gentleman adventurers of the Hudson’s
Bay Company which did so much for the
development of Western Canada.

Deceased was born at GlengQuoich, In-
verness-shire, anc entered the employ of
the Hudson’s Bay Company in 187, his
first station being at Norway House,
where ‘he spent several years. Later he
joined the staff in the Swan River dis-
trict, where he served until His retirement
in 1873, purchasing land near Portage la
Prairie and settling down to farming.

Tiring of agricultural pursuits, he again
joined the company in 1875, being assigned
to the Italian River district.” In 1880 he
was transferred. to Lesser Slave Lake,
Peace River district. Later he was sent
to Michipicoten, Lake Superior, where he
had the misfortune to lose his wife, who
passed away in 1904. She was the daugh-
ter of the late Chief Trader Alexander
Murray, who established the first Hud-
son’s Bay post in the Yukon, at the junc-
tion of the Porcupine and Yukon rivers.

Deceased finally retired from the ser-
vice of the company in 1905, making his
home in Prince Albert for a short time,
thence removing to Victoria. Although
not long a resident of this city, he made
many friends who regret to learn of his
death.

FIGHTING CHINESE
CLOSES DOWN MILL

'Men Thrown Out of Waork

While Wong Quing Seeks .
Revenge.

Wong Quing, a Chinese employee ot
the Taylor mill, through disobeying or-
ders last Friday succeeded in closing
down the mill a day and a half, throw-
ing the whole gang of men at the mill
out of employment that time, and.also
holding the city police court Tuesday
morning-and again on Wednesday from
10 til] 12830 o’clock while he ventilated
his griévance by way of a charge of
assault against Thomas Marspn, mill
sawyer, and A. F.kHenkel, filer.

Magistrate Jay, after hearing the evi-
dence of the prosecution, several Chin-
ese witnesses and the two defendants
told F. Peters, K. C., who appeareq for
the defence that further evidence would
not be required. He dismissed the
charge.

Friday morning last the Chinese, who
appeared in court with a bad scar un-
der the eye which he received from
Marson’s fist, was instrutted to move
lumber on to the carriage. Instead he
interfered with the carriage contrary
to -instructions from the sawyer. He
was told to get his time when he as-
saulted the sawyer, Marson, with a
mallet, and then struck him- on ' the
head with a blacksmith’'s hammer.
Marson promptly knocked him down
and the enraged Chinese went after s
pile of iron bolts to continue the fight.
The filer and a Hindu interfered and
the Hindu took the man out of the
mill,  The Chinese took out a summons
for assault and engaged R. Lowe to
appear for him.

POWER OF BOYCOTT
FOR CRIMINAL PURPOSES

"Traveller on Empress of Chifa
One of Systems’ Victims
at Hong Kong.

The power of the boyecott in China ig
greater than it ever wgs in Ireland,
and its evil effects are felf to a greater
extent than they ever wé<e in Erin’s
isle. The prevalence- of the\secret so-
cieties accentuates the &milZfor - these
societies provide a ready eans  of
putting the boycott into force, That is
the inion of Capt. C. V. Lloyd, who
passed through Victoria on Saturday,
having arrived jon the steamer Em-
press of Japan from Hongkong.

Capt. Lloyd was himeslf a victim of
the boycott. He was the master of the
British steamer Fat Shan, which did
a large coasting business, especially in
the carrying of natives. Oying to the
secret intrigues of the Germans- the
Chinese had been looking,. for oppor-
tunities against British coasting ves-
sels, and just at that time there was
considerable ill-feeling against every-
thing British. p @

The Fat Shan had a deck load of
Chinese coolies. In the morning the
'Portuguese quartermaster went around
to- waken tHe passengers, .who were
still asleep, and coming to one who was
apparently asleep.on the deck he push-
ed him with his foot. As he did not
get up ‘he gave. him a ._second push
harder than the first, Then he stopped,
and turning him over found him dead.

At once the rumor passed round that
the native had beéen kicked to death,
and all efforts to deny the rumor were
useless. The officers investigated and
found that the facts were as stated
above, but the natives would not be-
lieve it and a boycott was started. It
was very soon seen that the object of
the boycott was to extort money from
the owners of the ves§sel. For some
time théy held out, but no Chinese
were allowed to travel on the steamer
or to work heér. Eventually the owners
paid the relatives a surh, approximating
$5,000, in order to call the boycott off,
and they were then once more given
the business. This was a pure hold-up,
as criminal ' as the Black Hand. Capt.
Lloyd in disgust resigned his command
of the vessel, and is' on his way- to his
native Wales, ‘where the wiles of the
cunning heathen can no longer-disturb
him.

Pioneer Prospector ‘of the Far
North -Since .Year
1873.

Jack McQuesten is dead. To thous-
ands of persons seattered throughout
the world this message will awaken
memories of the greatest stampede for
gold in history—the “Klondike rush” of
1896—for Jack was the Father of the
Yukon.” He passed away a few days
ago at his home in Bergeley, Cal., at a
ripe age.

From the time he landed In the Yu-
kon, in 1873, until he retired from busi-
ness, in 1898, Le Roy N. (“Jack’) Mec-
Questen was a maker of history in that
now famous country. A member of the
California state commission to the
. Alaska-Yukon-Pacific ' exposition, Mr.

ous of the pioneers of the Yukon were
gathering in that city.

The first man to start a trading post
on the upper Yukon, he spent the great
fortunes that ' came to him as a fur

Jack McQuesten made his way from
Maine to the fur-bearing countries of
the north and was trapping on the Nel-
son river in the winter of 1873-4, in
company with Al Mayo, when Arthur
Harper, Frederick Hart, Samuel Wil-
kenson, George W. Finch and Andrew
Kensaler met them and' announced
that they were on their way to pros-
pect the Yukon river.
Mayo joined the party, which landed at
Fort Yukon July, 1873. Harper and
Hart, the pioneer prospectors, poled up
to the White river. The following year
.Harper and McQuesten started a trad-
ing post which they called Fort Re-
liance, five miles below the present
Dawson City.

Later on, when bar diggings were
struck on the Stewart river, in the early
’80s, they established a post at that
point. When Howard Franklin discov-
ered coarse gold on Fortymile, in 1886,
McQuesten was on the outside purchas-
ing supplies for the following season,
and word was sent to him to be pre-
pared to supply a_big crowd of miners,
for there was sure to be a stampede
from Juneau, then headquarters for
scores of the old Cariboo and Cassiar
miners. The excitement developed the
Fortymile country and McQuesten es-
tablished a post there- -

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PARTIGULARS OF . .
JAPANESE EARTHQUAKE

Shocks - Continued:. for- Two
Days, Originating:-Near
Mount Ibuki.

Steamer Cyclops, which arrived 1rom
the Orient a few days’' ago, brought
further news of the great earthquake
which took place at Osaka and other
points in Japan August 14th and 15th,
in which nearly four thousand build-
ings were destroyed and over thirty
lives were lost.

It is thought that the ‘earthquake
originated in the vicinity 'of Mount
Ibuki, in Shiga prefecture, “not far
from the Higashi Asai district, which
suffered the most severely from the
disturbances. A person who was
travelling by train alongside the
mountain at the time of the first se-
vere shock, says it was shrouded in
masses of dust or sand, which ap-
peared almost Ilike smoke. In the
neighborhood of the mountain shocks
occurred twice or thrice an hour up to
7 o’clock in the evening, together with
rumblings, and the people were in
great fear of an eruption, although
the mountain is not regarded as a
volcano.

It is reported from Nagahama that a
person who was at Torahime at the
time ‘of the earthquake saw a white
mass resembling dust or smoke at the
foot of Mount Ibuki. He attributed it
to a -great hill slide at the source of
the Otomi river in Taiheij, Ibuki mura,
Sakata district. It is also reported
that the Ibuki road, which runs be-
itween Nagahama and Higashikusano
for a distance of nearly a mile was en-
tirely destroyed, traffic being rendered.
impossible. %

From the Lake Biwa and adjacent
districts comes word of temples over-
thrown, houses wrecked, people in-
jured and work stopped,

In the course of & statement pub-
lished in Japanese papers, Dr, Omori,
of Toklo University, the distinguished
seismologist wHo investigated the Mes-
sina earthquake for the Japanese gov-
ernment, says that the-earthquake in
Omi province: was the most notable
which has occurred in Japan of late
years. It will be seen that most of
the big earthquakes in the vicinity of
Kioto have occurred in the summér,
and mostly in August. Great earth-
quakes originating on land rarely
happen, Dr. Omori remarked, in win-
ter, and it is therefore considered that
there is some relation betweén seismic
disturbances and -atmospheric pres-
sure.

 BECOMING DRIER

DANGER OF DROUGHT
IN FUTURE YEARS

Professor Macoun Says Burn-
ing of Forest Floor is
Changing Climate.

?

“The day is coming when neither
Goldstream nor Sooke lake will be suf-
ficient to supply the city of Victoria
with water if the present disastrous
policy in regard to the forests is al-
lowed to continue.” These were the
words of Prof. Macoun, who Monday
gave an interesting talk to the mem-
bers of the Natural History Society in
their rooms.

“Thirty-five years ago,” continued
the professor, “I visited Victoria, and
at that time I found the rocks all cov-
ered with masses and lichens, but to-
day when I go  to the same places
there are none, This shows me that the
climate is getting drier, All old péople
know it, and I think I shall be borne
out by the meteorological department.
If the fires are not stopped the east
coast of Vancouver Island will become
almost barren.

“Last year,” continued the profes-
sor, “I was told of the very foolish ac-
tion of the waterworks department in
raising the dam at Elk lake. The per-
son who told me said at the time it
would be of no value because the
watershed was not large enough to fill
the lake. If the floor of the forest is
not preserved to receive the rain there
will be a permanent drought in Vic-
toria before very long.

‘“People here never seem to put_ out
a fire when it starts in the forest, un-
less they have a shack in the way that
is likely to be burned. Then they get
out and hustle, At Fernie, when the
town was burned out, the fire had been
raging in the forest for a month before
it came down on the town, but until
the people saw immediate danger they
did not attempt to put it out. The
same thing occurs everywhere. The re-
sult to the forest is disastrous for all
the natural humus is destroyed, and
there is nothing left to hold the moist-
ure,

“Forest reserves. are most important.
As I was coming over the road from
Alberni I passed through four miles of
the finest timber I have ever seen. It
was all Douglas fir, and the growth
was wonderful. This was at Cameron
lake, near Mount Arrowsmith. It would
be a great pity to destroy this timber,
for it would be impossible to get an-
other area like it. Mount Arrowsmith
is very important too. From the top
of ‘the Mmountain is the finest view I

have ever seem, and it is the source of -

-one or two:streams, Just in the neigh-
borhood of Cameron lake I found all
the shrubs that grow in the vicinity of
Vietoria, ‘and in June these Aowering
shrubs ‘fust be &' beautiful sight.”

Professor Macoun also told of sthe
immense ' rainfall on some parts of
the weést coast, particularly at Uclue-
let, where he spent the summer, This
'was caused by a range of mountaing
two to three thousand feet high, near
the  coast :which cooled the molstire
laden atmosphere, Rain usually com-
menced to fall about daylight, ‘and con-
tinued perhaps till 9 o’clock, perhaps
till the aftermoon, and perhaps for a
day or two. The air here is also moist,
but the conditions are different.

There is very little Douglas fir on
the extreme west coast ‘agcording to
the’sa.me authority. The cedar which
prevails never rots, and when it falls
new seedlings commence growth on its
bark and often send down a leg on
either side, which in years to come
form a natural arch. In that district
they searched diligently to find a tree

that started its growth direct from the

ground, but could not do_so.

Professor - Macoun then provoked a
little discussion by stating part of the
history .of the west coast as he read
it in the plants. Some years ago he
had been surprised to receive from ‘Dr.
Newcombe a small piece of tropical
moss taken -at the Queen Charlotte
Islands. On the west coast this year
he found a good deal of the same moss,
always growing on. limestone. His
theory - ‘was that during the glacial
period the glaciers did not cover: the
whole country, but that ridges between
the masses of ice still kept their orig-
inal pre-glacial flora. The mosses and
the ‘sequoi trees were remnants of a
pre-glacial time. ;

At the close of the lecture Dr, New-
combe took exception to the theory
propounded, saying that there were
evidences everywhere of rock scorings
both at Queen Charlottes and the west
coast of Vancouver Island. He prefer-
red to think that the mosses had come
across from Japan in the drift which
was often washed up on the shores of
this continent, The moss flourished in
Japan, and it would be quite easy for
a part to cross the 'ocean im this way.

Moses Cotsworth supported Professor
Macoun’s theory, showing that a sim-
ilar state of things had existed in
Yorkshire; England, but it was clear
there that the tops of the ridges had
escaped the change brought about by
glacial action,

At the close Professor Macoun was
accorded a very-hearty vote of thanks
from the society.

The ehief justice replied that perhaps
it would be as well to wait and bring
it before the Appellate court.

Mr, Davis.in reply said as there was
some doubt as to when this court would
be formally constituteq and the ap-
pointments made, his clients were
anxious to get on with it without de-

S. 8. Taylor, K. C., counsel for the
plaintiff, also urged that the case might
come before the Full court at a date to
be named by the chief justice, and he
suggested in this connection that per-
haps it might be agreeable to the chief
justice to go over to Vancouver and
hear the appeal with Mr. Justice Mor-
rison and Mr. Justice Clement, This
was agreed to by the chief justice, who
named Tuesday next for the hearing.

The court then - proceeded.to render
judgment in the five cases above men-
tioned.

In White vs, the Victoria Lumbering
& Manufacturing ‘Company, appeal
from Mr. Justice Clement, the chief
justice read a written judgment ‘in
favor- of thd defendants, his conten-
tion being that deceased had been
guilty of contributory negligence.
White, the son of the plaintiff in the
present action, had been employed in
the capacity of locomotive engineer by
the lumbering company ang Ilost his
life by the derailment of his engine
while' the train was going down a
steep grade.” It was 'argued upon be-
half of the plaintiff that the brakes-
man was incompetent. The <chief jus-
tice .found that the deceased had not
used due caution. :

My, Justice Irving and Mr. Justice
Morrison in written judgments; both
dissented from this view of the case,
and the chief justice ordered a new
trial.

In Campbell vs. Campbell, a case
wherein a mother sued a son for pos-
session of a piece of land, an appeal
from the decision of Mr, Justice Clem-
ent, the appeal was allowed.

In Cookesly vs, City of New West-
minster, an appeal from County Court
Judge Howie, the appeal was allowed
with costs, Mr. Justice Irving dissent-
ing.

SECURES PHOTOGRAPHS

OF PLANET MARS

Director of. Lick Observatory
Returns From Trip_to
Mount Whitney.

San Francisco, Cal., Sept. 9.—Scien-
tists headed by W, W, Campbell, di-
rector of the IL.ick observatory, have
just returned from an sexpedition to
the top of Mount Whithey, where they
secured excellent photographs of the
planet Mars. It is believed that the
photographs will result in throwing
much light on the question of whether
or not there is life on Mars,

Taken from the top of- the mountain,
the photographic and spectroscopic ob-
servations were mot hampered by wa-
ter vapors encountered at lower alti-
tudes, and it is expected that the de-
veloped plates will show whether or
not there iz sufficient water vapor on
Mars to sustain life such as exists on
the earth.

Director Campbell s reticent in
speaking of the expedition. He said,
however, that he is now in a position
to give a positive statement as to the
existence of water vapor on Mars,

He sald: “If it is found that water
is suffictent to be detected by observa-
tions made under the most favorable
conditions it will be evidence along
the line of establishing that such con-
ditions on Mars are favorable to life.
It will not be proef, however, that life
exists on Mars.”

HON. W. TEMPLEMAN

Dawson Liberals Gi’ve Minister Hearty Reception—
~ Poliey of Federal Government Towards
Mining Industry Is Made Clear.

TNhe Dawson Daily News of August
o8th, just received, contajns an ac-
courit of the reception tendered‘Hon.
William Templeman by the Liberal
Assochation in the northern city on
the ewvwning previous. The speech of
Mr, Tennpleman shows his attitude to-
wards the “mining interests of the
country and will be read with equal
jnterest in British Columbia ‘to that
shown #©y the people of the Yukon
who hearel it, The News says:

In times past there may have been
larger recej’tions given in Dawson un-
der the ausvices of this or that politi-
cal club than that of yesterday even-
ing in the .Eagle hall, at which the
Honorable W/illiam Templeman Was
the guest of .honor, but it is doubtful
if an affair ©f that kind ever took
place in the city that contained nfore
genuine good wi'll, evinced a heartier
welcome or showed more united good
fellowship. Long: before the howur of
beginning the programme the hall had
begun to fill with men in all wam{s. of
life and of every shade of political
creed, so by the time that the guest of
the evening arrived in company with
¥. T. Congdon and others there was
not a seat to be had and many were
standing in the aisles.

Hearty cheers greeted the arrival of
the Minister of Mines and the member
for Yukon, and scarcely had: they
taken their seats when John R. Grey,
president of the Yukon Territorial
Liberal Association, announced the be-
ginning of the programme. Seated: on
the platform in addition to Mr. Grey
and Secretary J. T. Patton, were Mr.
Templeman, Mr. Congdon, Commis-
sioner Henderson, Amepican ~Consul
Cole, Mr. Nicholas, the assemblage be-
ing joined later by Mr. Brock.

In introducing Mr. Tempieman,
Chairman Grey said that the idea of
inviting their distinguished guest to
visit the Yukon this summer had been
conceived months ago by the Ywukon
"rperritorial. Liberal ‘Association, ; and
the fact that the gentleman was pres-
ent this evening was proof that he has
a’ deep interest in the welfare of . the
North and had determined to. see:the
country for himself. In arranging: the
welcome of the evening the associa-
tion had determined to present an ad-
dress expressive in a small-way of the
high regard had by the members for
their @istinguished guest, which Secre-
tary Patton was asked to read, It was
as follews:

Address Presented.
To the Honorable, William Templeman;
" Minister, of /Inland Revenue and

Mirlister of Mines: ;

Sir,—The, gnembers of. the.  Yukon
Merritorial . Liberal Association desire
fo express . their pleasure ,in haviqg
you, a member of the Dominion cabi-
net, visit this most northwestern por-
tion of Canada.

Both of the departments over which
you preside are intimately connected
with the interests. of this territory,
more particularly the department of
mines.

The Klondike has been important on

- account .of the enormous amount -of
gold that it has produced during the
last twelye years. Up to the present
neariy all of its vast production: has
been accomplished by individual ef-
fort. The success of these.efforts has
encouraged the investment of a large
amount of capital, through.the intro-
duction of more meodern methods :of
mining, such as dredging: and hydrau-
licking on a large scale. It is pleas-
ant to state that success has attended
those large investments. This does
not .mean that the day of the indi-
vidual miner has .passed in this terri-
tory. There are still ample fields for
his industry, pluck and enterprise in
the immense area. which has not yet
been thoroughly examined by the hardy
prospector. %

The people of the territory believe
in its wvast latent ' .possibilities and
think a reasonable assistance would
insure such development that would
be a benefit to the territory as well as

- a great source of profit to the Domin-
jon as a whole.

1t is asked that you assist the rep-
resentative of the Yukon, F, T. Cong-
don, Esq., K.C., to induce parliament
at its next sitting to amend the “Yu-
kon Placer Mining Act” so that it
may be more acceptable to the miner
and at the same time more just as be-
tween the individual and the state.

An appeal is also made to you to use
yvour best endeavors in aiding _our
member to cause to be placed on the
statutes of Canada “An Act Govern-
ing Quartz Mining'in the Yukon Terri-
tory.” If this were done, it would ap-
pear to give greater security to those
who have capital to invest in this all
important industry, for ecapitalists do
not look upon regulations that may be
changed any day by the executive as
affording as staple security as an act
of parliament.

Transportation from and to the coast
is an irritating question; but as this
subject is before the railway board it
it to be hoped that an adjustment will

cerned,

Special consideration is asked from
the ‘Dominion government during the
present tramsition period in mining,
and while the exploration of the re-
sources of the country is still only
partial, especially to enable construc-
tion: of new trails and induce efforts
to determine: the navigability of any
rivers. The success which attended
the recent two attempts by steamers
to go up.the White river gives con-
fidence that Jater efforts will show
navigable waters from Dawson to
Lake Kluane; iand this, if proven, will
open up an enarmous country of great
mineral promise which, until quite re-
cently, was believed to be inaccessible
by water.

It is earnestly hoped that your visit
will prove a pleasant one, and that
Mrs, Templeman, to whom, as to you,
hearty greetings are extended, will
thoroughly erjoy, her sojourn in Daw-
son,

At thé conclusion of the reading of
the address, Mr. Grey presented to
Mr. Templeman a xcopy of the same en-
grossed on heavy cialendared paper and
contained within a cover of caribou
skin, smoke-tanned, bound with thongs
of the same matenial and bearing a
handsome design im' pyrography, the
work of Capt, L. G. Bennett. The in-
scription read: ‘“‘@reetings from Yukon
Liberals to Honorable: William Temple-
man, Minister of Mines, etc.”

Mr. Grey also said another pleasant
duty devolved upon him in presenting
a souvenir..of the. North from a few
personal friends of the  recipient, at the
same time  the cover being removed
from an easel standing to the left of
the platform disclosing a typical Yu-
kon scene of .the old days, also in burnt
work on_mgoose-hide, -showing a dog
team, cabin, high cache, windlass and
dump. It was the work of Max Kollm.
The hall rang with cheers as’Mr. Tem-
pleman received the evidénces of good
will and high regard, and it was some.
time before he was enabled to reply.
He spoke as follows: -

- . oReply of Minister.

Mr. - Chairman and Gentlemen:—I
am. sure: you will believe me when I
say “this presentation is a surprise to
me. In fact, everything has been a
surprise to me since I left Skagway.
The mighty Yukon river surprised me;
Dawson city surprised me; the creeks
over which. I have travelled extensive-
ly during my shq:;t stay have surprised
me; to 'face such an audience on an
occasion of this kind is a very great
and a very .pleasant surprisé to me,
and the presentation .of ‘an address in
so’unique. a form.is the greatest sur-
prise of all., ot ; :

Now, Mr. Chairman, I have come up
North into the Yukon country, as you
have well said, because in the first
place I am the Minister of Mines of
Canada. I did not come because I am
Minister of Inland Revenue, because I
know. that anything I 'might have fo
say with respeet to“the control of thé
alcoholic beverages of this 'territory is
not of any interest to ‘the citizens “of
Dawson, who are, I believe, exemplary
in that respect. I also got an impres-
sion to-day, during a journey through
the creeks with my friend Mr. Cong-
don and’the sheriff, that it was an ab-
iolu)tely prohibition country. “(Laugh-
er.

But that is all right. I came here
as Ministet of Mines. I came because
I thought it my duty to do so as Min-
ister of Mines; because .I wanted to
see the great Klondike country and to
know the people, so . that it might be,
in future, in conjunction with my
friend and “your friend, Mr., Congdon,
I might be able to do something that
would tend to lead to the future de-
velopment of your rich country, As
Minister of Mines, as a member of
parliament, that is-my reason for com-
ing, and although my life has been
somewhat strenuous here, notwith-
standing the prohibition to which I
previously referred, I am glad that I
came. (Laughter.)

I have travelled over a great many
of your creeks; I have gone over most
of them:-and have seen what there was
to be seen. I am gratified beyond
measure with what I have seen, .al-
though I was given to understand, and
I do understand that your mining in-
dustry, according to calculations based
upon the past is somewhat on the
wane. But what I did see was that
there is still a vast territory to be ex-
p]ored by the miner, and that there
is,"in my opinioh, a great future for
the city of Dawson as the centre of a
gold producing country, Along the
creeks, as was pointed out to me, there
were a great number of creek’ bot-
toms and hillsides yet to be worked
and the individual miner, I am plea,seé
to see, has still many chances of mak-
ing a fortune in the Klondike district.

New Fields,

Now, Mr. Chairman, you have in
vour address referred to this fact, that
the investment of large camtal’ here
dpes not mean that the day of the in-
dividual miner has passed. I believe
you.' There must be flelds here yet to
be explored by the individl‘al miner,
and it is the efforts of these individual
miniers, as you have well said in the
address, that makes the investment of
large - capital possible. I think, sir,
we have 'here, as we ‘have in al our
northern coumntry—from here to Hud-
son Bay—a great wealthy mining dis-
trict; one of the largest mining areas
unexplored in ‘the civilized world, It
is my firm conviction that Canada will
yat become the greatest prodiicer of
mineral wealth of any country in the
weorld. (Cheers.) Already the increase
is from twenty-five to one hundred
millien dollars per annum in a few

w¥rs, ahd if the ratio of increase
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should continue in the same proportion
as no doubt it will, we will in a few
years be what I have said, the great-
est, or at least ome of. the greatest,
mining countries in the world,

I am equally certain that -a very
large amount of the natural yield of
our mineral wealth will come from
this particular district, and as the fu-
ture centre of .this new mining de-
velopment I am sure "that the city of
Dawson will be rejuvenated and Its
streets will. be as busy or busier than
in the days that are gomne.

Really, I am somewhat the father of
the idea of creating a department of
mines. It is only a couple of years
ago, coming from the mining province
of British Columbia and being at the
time a member of the cabinet without
portfolio, that I conceived the idea
that if I was to be of any use at all
that I should have charge of it. Sir
Wilfrid had an act passed establish-
ing sueh a department and he gave
the portfolio to me.

Now, having obtained this coveted
position I desire to be educated. I am
one of those politicians who don't
know it all. -¢(Laughter.) That is a
fact. But I do know the vast impor-

think I know somewhat of its future
importance to this country.

In your address you have requested
me to co-operate with your represen-
tative, Mr. Congdon, in amending the
placer mining act or the quartz mining
act. (A voice: -““Both.”) I helieve the
quartz mining is now regulated very
much by regulations, and you . desire
me to have an act governing . quartz
mining placed ‘on the statute book.
Mr, Congdon and I have already been
collaborating in that direction. - Mr.
Congdon is a member of the commit-
tee on mines which was orga.‘nized, at
the last session for the first time, and
I also am a member of that commit-
tee. That committee, made a standing
committee, has been charged with the
duty of studying the mining laws of all
the provinces of Canada, and those of
every other country that are calculated
to offer them any suggestions at all,
and next session ‘it is to be hoped
something of a mining act for all ‘of
Canada, not for Yukon alone, will be
framed, and' brought before parlia-
ment.. It is a pretty-large contract to
frame..a ‘mining act for the whole Do-
minion that will ‘be acceptable to every
portion of it, but it is felt there should
be such a general law goverhihg min-
ing unalterable except by parliament.

I do not-know what particular mea-
sure you desire as to quartz; but I un-
hesitatingly place myself ifi the h@inds
of Mr. Congdon, and although I am not
one to make promises I - can commit
myself upon this point now. I know
that Mr, Congdon is so conservative
in his views that I can' well afferd to
make such .a statement, @ ¥

Department’'s Work,
. You ask mé in another paragraph of
your address that the department over
which' I preside should give special
consideration to'the great necessity in
«the  minhing industry in respect to
trails, and- the navigability of. rivers.
Now, the consideration of trails, I sup-
pose, is largely in the hands of your
Council so far as the Yukon 'és con-
cerned. (A voice: “We need the ap-
propriations.”) I can promise you my
very best assistance as"to the construc-
tion of roads and trails and "those
i méans of “transportation that. are so
\essential ‘¥é the miner.  No man .hav-
ling any tegard to thé development of
a mining country would fail to favor
the constructfon of trails where neces-
‘sapy. The man is not worthy of be-
ing a politician- who ‘would not give
support to such things'wherever neces-
sary, and no. one: will ‘B8sist“Mr Cong-

either by moral suasion of your Yukon
council or pecuniary aid, as Mr. Cong-
don suggests, from the federal govern-
ment, .There is no question at all that
Mr.. Congdon will: have my most en-
thusiastic support along those lines,

There is a ‘special work of thede-
partment of mines of the “Dominion
government that is largely along the
lines of - investigation and geological
and mineralogical exploration and in-
vestigation of the 'formation of  the
country. Coming as I did into the Yu-
kon -with the idea of ‘learning some-
thing, I thought it proper T 'should
bring with. me Mr. Brock, the director
of surveys of Canada. It struck me
that it would net 'be a bad idea for
Mr. Brock to accompany me for a rea-
son that I will state.” We have not
been‘able to see ‘so very many miines
in our short visit, although we have
seen all that time permitted, but the
trip will be an instructive one to both
of us, and I want to tell you there is
a good deal in enlisting the interest
and sympathy of the heads of depart-
ment in your cduse. (Applause.) I
suppose you are all politicians in Daw-
son—I have heard that outside—(laugh-
ter), so you will appreciate my refer-
ence to Mr. Brock and you will not be
wrong after we have seen the country
in relying upon 'us to do our whole
duty to. you. y

Mr. Brock has given me a memor-
andum to show you along what lines
the department of mines is working
for the encouragement of mining in
Yukon, which I shall be glad to read
to you. He writes this: :

“The first work was the exploration
of the Yukon and Klondike in 1886 by
Dr. Dawson and of the Porcupine by
McConnell. )

“In 1898 McConnell and Tyrrell com-
menced work on this ‘district and Mec-
Connell has continued work in the
Yukon every year since then until last
season. Beésides his geological work’
arounrd Dawson and his work with
Mr. Keele on the gold gravels, he has
worked on the McMillan, Sixtymile,
Kluane, Big Salmon, Windy Arm ‘and
the Whitehorse district.” Keel and
Cumsell have/ put in several years on
the Stewart, Peel and Wind rivers.
Gwillim has worked.in the district
north of Atlin® and Cairns has spent
the last four years in the Windy Arm,
Watson, Wheaton and Tantalus dis-
tricts. He is this season continuing
the Wheaton K work and will spend a
few weeks this fall on Williams and
Merritt creeks, near Yukon Crossing.

‘“Last year we sent with him a
member of the staff of the Royal
School of Mines of Freiberg, Germany,
who on his return has written up the
Yukon in - illustrated articles in the
most important scientific and mining
journals and popular magazines in Cen-
tral] Europe, ! : 3

‘“We had over about 60 eminent Brit-
ish and foreign mining englineers last
year to see mining throughout Canada.
Unfortunately, the time at the dis-
posal of these busy proféssional men,

the Yukon, hut it has interested them
in Canddian mining, and their authori-
tative ‘articles published in European
Journals are showing European capital
the possibilities for profitable invest-
ment in Canada, which will, indirectly,
at least benefit the Yukon,

Assisting Industry.

A great deal still remams undone,
the country is developing so rapidly
that as present constituted the de-
partment cannot keep pace with it.
But the department Is as yet in its
infancy, it will rapidly expand, but
‘this cannot be done In a day or a
year. The trouble is not in securing
an appropriation. I have all the money
this year that can be advantageously
expended. * The difficulty is in securing
adequately trained and properly quali-
fied men.. In the opinion of the depart-
ment it is better not to attempt work
at all than to have it done by inex-
perienced men. Qualified men are not
to be picked up every day, but we have
a staff of young men in training in the
post graduate universities and in the
mining fields, and these will be added
to the staff just as soon as they are
fit for the responsibilities. We -are
giving them the best training possible.
‘We are bringing instructors here. For
instance, we have one:of the best topo-
graphers of the. United States geolo-
gical surve‘ which has what is ac-
knowledged Wthe best corps of topo-
graphers in the world, in Canada this
year to instruct our young topograph-
ers in the best methods of mapping
the various types of country we have
in Canada. .One great difficulty we
have to contend with 1s the low level
of the civil service salaries as regards
technica] men, but this difficulty we
are endeavoring to remove with some
success, and I trust that in a few years
it will be altogether removed, so far
as this department is concerned, so that
in a few years we trust we shall be in
& position to. cope with the rapid ex-
pansion ‘of the mining industry, with
a staff of experts that will be a credit
to Canada, th&t will not only advance
the mining industry and assist it to
maintain a foremost position in the in-
telligent development of the natural
resources of the country, but will be
able to make important contributions
to the scientific knowledge of the
world,

The . policy -of the department is to
assist in eveny legitimate way the ex-
pansion of the mining industry of the
country. This is not to be accom-
plished by paternalism, which de-
stroys the. igitiative of the individual
and annihilates dndividual effort upon
which the advancement of the indus-
try in the end must wholly depend.
‘The department must not do what the
individual can and sheuld do for him-
self. It-must not do work that right-
ly belongs to the professional mining
It. must not compete with
private professions. But there is work
of general 'inte;'est to mining that the
individual person. or corporation can-
not well"do, and cannot be askéed to do,

‘whi¢h' the department of mines can

rightly be expgcted to do for the in-
dustry. For example the prospector
and mining man has a right to ask the
departmeént for, maps of the country,
for- informatiop as to its geological
structure, forwq,n accurate description
of .the nature and mode of occurrence
of the economic. deposits, and this the
department will..endeavor - to supply.
It will also endeavor to secure and
make public information regarding the
mining possibilities of the country to
assist ‘investors in finding a profitable

‘fleld for their capital, and the prospec-

tor in' the intelligent direction of his
work. ° Along these lines the depart-
ment“has already done something for
the Yukon.”

I'simply read this to show you that
the department of mines and the geo-
graphica] survey is doing what it can
with the limited resources at its dis-
posal, and especially with a view to
showing that we are doing all we can
for Yukon as well as for British Co-
lumbia. As far as I can be of ser-
vice to Yukon, which is next door to
British Columbja and to my own con-
stituency in that province, you may
be assured that I shall do the best I
can, - (Applause.)

TPransportation,

What ‘to me is the most important
point in your address is the one re-
ferring to the question of transporta-
tion.  In going up and down the creeks
this last week the thought came into
my mind, that if you offered to make
me a present of some of the best mines
in the district—if you offered me the
whole of the mining ground in the
Klondike—and also offered me the
White Pass railway on the other hand
for “me to, choose between them, I
would say—I will take the White Pass
railway because in owning the White
Pass I would own the other also, or
very nearly. (Laughter.) But there
is no use in going into details and
figures on this point, as you know it
as well as I do—worse than:I do, if
you will exeuse the remark. I am told
those figures are something marvel-
However that may be I tell you
here and now that.I do not believe the
Klondike country, with all iits rich-
ness, will ever prosper if it is to con-
tinue - to pay the'transportatiop rates
(Hear, hear.)

Those rates have to come down. I
do not know who is going to do it or
how it is going to be dome. I know
Mr. Congdon last year succeeded in
getting for our rallway commission
greater powers so that they are now
enabled to deal with the White Pass.
I think, however, we had better not
discuss this matter too closely as the
rallway commission now has it under
consideration. - But if the commission
does not make -an order which does
not turn things topsy-turvy with the
‘White Pass and its rates then I shall
be much surprised. - (Cheers.) It might
be. that if .the rates were reduced
there would be more freight and more
passengers coOming 'in, or it might be
as contented by the railway company.
At any rate.if one or the other has to
come down it should not be the Klon-
dike country. (Cheers.)

While I have been here I have tra-
velled over good roads, and this must
be set to the credit of your govern-
ment. They are as good as those near
the city of Victoria, except, perhaps,
in the matter of grades, which of
course is largely a question of local
topography. You have good roads,
and your Yukon eounecil-has done miuch
already alongthose ‘lines; and.I am
sure they are willing to do everything
possible in this direction, so all-ime
portant in developing a new country.

But the experience I have had here
will live with me for ever. I could not

helo thinking. as I have manv times

————

said in going over your roads, that if
those rich fellows In New .York'and
Montreal knew what magnificent autoe
drives you have here they would not
think ofugoing abroad. I cannot "for-
get the view from these domes ,and.
the fine roads from dome to dome. I
was so impressed that-the impression
will live with me until—unti]"I come
back again. (Cheers.)

I thank you for your courtesy, your
hospitality and ‘your generosity. It
seems to me that all Yukoners are
generous. It «ds a local characteristic:
And I can assure you that in, my place
at Ottawa I shall always be at your
service.

After the cheering had "~ subsided,
William O’Brien-sang “O, Canada.”
F. T. Congdon,

Second only in importance to the
speech of the guest of the evening
was that of Mr. Congdon, member for
Yukon, whose elogquence. and. .ready
flow of language would attraet and
hold the rapt attention of a crowd
anywhere. It was with the most pro-
found feeling of - gratitude that the
speaker had listened to Mr, Temple-
man, Their acquaintance had extend-
ed over a number of years and last
winter when the invitation came to
Ottawa to ‘the Minister of Mines to
visit the Yukon it was his own pleas-.
ant duty to urge upon the gentleman.
thé acceptance of the same. He was
pleased to see him here for several
reasons, one of which was the simi-
larity of problems to -be solved, trans-
portation as well as mining, in Atlin,
a constituency in the minister’s own
province, and in the - Yukon. What
would benefit one would be equally

beneficial to the other.

One of the benefits the speaker hoped
to see arise as,a result of Mr. Temple-
man’s visit was the early enactment
of a mining law that would be applic-
able to the whole of the Dominion, If
it is possible to frame such an act,
one that will be the same for all parts
of Canada, it would have this advan-
tage, said the speaker, in that every
man would be familiar witH _the min-
ing law of the whole of the Domin-
ion no matter what section he came
from, and it would be correspondingly
easier to interest capitdl when it be-
came known that the laws were the
same for all parts of the country.
“Frame a mining law for the whole of
Canada,” said Mr. Congdon, “bring it
to .the best possible perfection and
then let it stand. In this instance we
could well emulate the United States.
Their ‘mining laws framed some time
ago they wil] not allow to be changed.”

In passing, reference was made té
the .reeent trip of the minister and his
party to various creeks adjacent to
the city and contrasted their. manner
of rapid trave]l by way of the automo-
bile, which at times was .declared :to
be :so ‘fast the creeks became but an
indistinet blur, and the speaker’s ex-
perience -in that direction when . he
first came ' to the country. But he was
sure the Minister of Mines had seen
enough, swift though his passage had
been, to impress him with the enor-
mous amount of ground that had al-
ready been worked over and the still
greater ameunt that awaited similar
proceedings. 4

Mr. Congdon was very .sanguine as

to the quartz now being deveélgped in ° . .

this section of the territory, and dur-
ing the wvisit of their party to the tun-
nel now being driven on the Dome it
was - gratifying to' know = that Mr.
Brock, the- geological expert, was even
more” impressed than he was himself,
and he had always thought he.was: the
most optimistic person 'In the Yukon.

“Regarding the Yukon,” said he -“I
am looked upon as a crank in Ott¥wa,
because I expatiate 'so mueh upon_ the
beauties of and benefits to be derived
from a residence here, but so many
tales have been spread broadcast re-
garding the hardships of life in .the
Yukon that many are ready to be-
lieve one can scarce exist here and still
be civilized. If I had the means I
would build a large summer resort on
the hill overlooking Dawson, with ten-
nis courts, golf links, etc., and then I
would build another on the Dome and
you would soon see such a siream of
tourists in this direetion that would
leave nothing to be desired in that 'di-
rection.”

Mr. Congdon concluded his able ad-
dress by referring to the school chil-
dren of the city, whom he declared to
be ,the finest, hea]thiest and huski-
est lot of youngsters to be found any-
where in the world.

John Grant.

John Grant spoke briefly, saying that
after two such able speakers he was
at a loss for a subject to speak upon.
He referred to the friendship of a
quarter of a century between Mr.I
Templeman.and himself, and was sure
that at the beginning of such, which
was replete with so many pleasant
memories, that neither himself nor the
present Minister of Mines had any
idea they would meet on the banks of
the Yukon twenty-five years later,

:Several suggestions as to amendments

to the placer mining act were made,
the speaker concluding by voleing his
belief that upon the return of .
