New York, April 26.—A dispatch to
the Journal from Londom says:

The special correspondent of the Daily
Mail, ‘writing from Milouna, -thus de-
gcribes the fighting which led aip to the
battle at Mati: :

Barly Friday morning Nischat Pasha’s
division. occupied the hill' at. Kritiri:
This was, the last Greek position on -the
road to Larissa.  The enemy was driven
from it by Edhem Pasha’s dexterous
flank movements. We had not to ex-
pend the lives of the Turkish soldiers in
storming it. The position was almost
impregnable and was evacuated, thanks
to our strategy.

I'riday the Turks took two villages
above and below the pass to the right
of the Greeks. The battle openmed with
a furious artillery combat, in. which the
Turkish guns did great execution. The
artillery fire was extraordinarily accur-
ate. I watched shell after shell fall iu
Greek entrenchments.

Presently the charge was sounded
and our troops advanced with impetuous
ardor to the assault. They dashéed for-
ward with cries of ‘““Allah is great; he
will give us victory over the Infidels.”
swept up the hill, and before one had
time to ask what they were doing, they
were in the Greek entrenchments and
the onslaught was determimed.

The rout is told in another account
from the Greek side, which is as fol-
lows:

A bloody battle was fought yesterday
at Mati, and ended in the total defeat
of the Greeks.

Thereupon Colonel Smolenski fell back
in fairly good order, but the superb way
in which the Turks were swinging
around their forces at once settled the
issues of the day at Mati. Indeed the
Greek forces were entirely outflanked
and fell back in confusiom.

LEPROSY IN RUSSIA.

The results of Prof. Koch’s study of
leprosy in East Prussia last year have
just been plblished in Berlin. He is
of the opinion that the cases he saw
there were not comnected like those in
Norway, Sweden, Finland, ete., with |
the leprosy of thc middle ages, but had
probably been introduced since 1870,
through the close intercourse of East
Prussia and the Russian Baltic pro-
, vinces. Twenty-seven cases . revealed
' themselves . hefore “Septeraber, 1896, and
of these seventeen ended fatally.. Im-
' fotion, Dr. Koch says, seems to be caus-
ed mostly by low living, or overcrowding
in small houses, and to some extent by
the wearing:” of infected clothes. He
found no evidence of heriditary trans-
mission. The duration of the disease is
generally from five to ten years.

Bjll Iz;troduced to Borrow Morey to
Strengthen, Extend and Re-
pair Dykes.

Amount Limited to the Sum of One:

Hundred and Fifty Thou/
sand Dollars.

Hon. Mr. Truner yesterday introduced

| the Debenture Purchase Act, 1897. The
| preamble states’that whereas under the

authority of the ‘‘Drainage, Dyking and
Irrigation ‘Act, 1894,” certain debentares
were issued to the amoant of three
hundred and twenty-four thousand Jol-
lars for the prosecution of dyking
works in the municipalities and dis-
tricts at the respective dates, and ac-
cording to the particulars mentioned in
the schedule to this act; and such re-
spective debentures bear interest at the
rate of six per centum per annum, guar-
anteed as to four per centum .of “such
interest (but not as to principal or any
part thereof) by the government of Brit-
ish Columbia:

‘And' whereas the moneys arising from
the.issuing of such debentures were ap-
plied in the construction and erection of

kes for the purpose of reclaiming cer-

tain lands Withifr the ‘minicipalities and
districts affected by the’issue of such de-
bentures, but the dykes so constructed
and erected Have “in ‘many instances
proved ‘insufficient for Teclaiming - the
Iands, and additional moneys, not ex-
ceelding one hundred and fifty thousand
dollars'-are réguired for strengthening,
extending and ‘repairing the same, and
without the ekpenditure of such addition-
al moneys there is danger that the mon-
eys-already expended, or a large portion
thereof, will be lost and thrown away:

And whereas, to provide interest z'm}i
a sinking fund for redemption of princi-
pal as well as upon the moneys already
borrowed as upon the said additional
sum of one hundred and fifty thousand
dollars, will not, if borrowed upon the
credit of the government, require a
yearly outlay largely in excess of the
interest money mow guaranteed by the
government, ard an excessive- amount
of interest will thereby be saved to.the
settlers, and the danger will be avm@ed
of the moneys already expended being
thrown away, if the government should
make provision for the raising of ilte
recessary moneys, limited to the sum of
one hundred and fifty thousand dollars,
to strengthen, extend and repair the
dykes.

The principal clauses follow: It.shal
be lawful for the Lieut.- Governor in
Council to purchase all or any of the
debentures specified in the schedule to

this act, and for the purpose of such '

purchase to borrow or raise at discre-

tion, in addition to all other moneys au- |
thorized to be raised or borrowed by any !
other act of the province, any sum of |

money not exceeding three hundred and
twenty-four thousand dollars by the sale
of debentures or otherwise.

The debentures to be issued under this
act may be disposed of eithcr by issue
and sale, and the moneys arising theres
from be paid to the finance minister w0
form part of the Consolidated Revenue
of the province, and be applied in re-
demption of the debentures specified in
the schedule, cr may be exchanged in
such a manner as the Lieut.-Governor in
Council may agree for the debentures
specified in the schedule, or partly in one
way and partly in another.

Any of the debentures specified in the
schedule to this act, so purchased as
aforesaid under the authority of this aet,
shall be vested to ‘the finance minister,
for the time being, in right of the prov-
ince, and he shall he deemed to be the
helder of the same, and as such rhall
have and be possessed of 'all the neces-
sary powers and authorities for collect-
ion and recovery of interest moneys and
principal, and shall account for all mon-
eys so collected Or recovered as part of
the Consolidated Revenue Fund of the
province.

In addition to the moneys mentioned
in the first paragraph of this act, the
Lieut.-Governor may expend any sum of
money ' not exceeding one hundred and
fifty thousand dollars in strengthing, re-
pairing or extending the several dyking

works mentioned in the said schedule to.

this act, and may borrow the necessary

moneys, limited to one hundred and fifty!

thousand ' dollars, by the sale of deben-
tures or otherwise.

Such work shall be carricd on under
the “Public Works Act,” and under the
control of the -Chief Commissioner of
Lands and Works.

Before the undertaking of any such

works of strengthening, repair or exten- |

sion, the repayment of the moneys to be
expended, together with all the expenses
to which the government may have been
put owing to supervision, inspection or
otherwise, shall be secured upon the
land ‘affected, and by assessment upon
the owners, together with interest at
such rate as shall be designated by the
Lieut.-Governor in Council, as a debt
due to the government »f British Colams~
bia, in such; form and in such manner
as the Lieunt.-Governor in Council shall
prescribe, and the Lieut.-Governor in
Courcil may also make and presecrile
regulations whereunder the interest mon-
¢y8 payable under the debentures to be
purchased by the government under an-

DAMAGED BY X RAYS.

Skin, Flesh and Nerves Destroyed by Ex-
posure to the Powerful Light.
Toronto, Ont., April 27.—Stephen Smith,
of this city, some time ago fractured nis
leg, and when it mended discovered that
the leg was shorter than its mate. He
entered action agalnst his doctors and re-
solved to submit as evidence of unskilful
treatment a photograph of the fracture.
Four experiments with the X ray proved
unsuccessful, and at the fifth he exposed
his leg to the rays for about two hours.
He felt no immediate effects from the
long exposure, but shortly afterwards a
large blister formed and when it passed
away left a dark brown spot about 3%
inches square and of a peculiar gangreuous

black. i

Some doctors state that the skin, nerves
and ligaments have been completely de-
stroyed in the spot where the X rays
pierced, while other medical experts arc
not yet satisfied on the point and are fol-
lowing the symtoms with an anxious
solicitude.

/ DISASTROUS FIRE.
Further Details of Yesterday’s Blaze at
Newport News.

MINES INSPECTION.

The house went into committee, witi
Mr. Macpherson in the chair, to con-
sider the “Inspection of Metalliferous
Mines Act.”

Hon. Col. Baker introduced several
amehdments to the bill. Among them
was” one to the effect that “no boy un-
der the age of twelve years of age, and
no woman or girl of any age, shall be
employed in or allowed to be for the
purpose of employment in any mine to
which this act applies below ground.”

Several othar amendments were add-
ed and the committee rose and reported
-the bill complete with amendments.

REVISED STATUTES.

Hon. Mr. Eberts moved the second
reading of the Revisea Statutes bill. He
said the act as drawn was submitted to
the commissioners and they were unani-
mous in recommending its introduetion.
This showed the work of revision had
been thoroughly done. The revision of
the statutes would contain as much mat-
ter as would the consolidation of the
Dominion statutes. In the revised stat-
ntes. would be embodied other statutes
which the commissioners deemed: advis-
able to bring into their report. The
house and the country were to be con-
gratulated on the fact that the work of
revision had been done at a reasonable
rate.

Mr. Williams could not agree with
many of the remarks of the attorney-
general. There were no draft statutes
but only two reports were received from
the chief justice.~ The reports would
have to be revised by the other commis-
sioners.  If the work of revision had
been earried out properly much expense
wonld have been sayed. A great deal
of new matter had been introduced into
these reports which never had been law,
The. commissioners had not been grant-
ed power to eliminate anything | from
these reports, only to correct inaccura-
cies. Hvyerything supposed to be the
law should be consolidated in the revis-
ed statutes.

If there
were many defects of this Kind he would
not have much faith in the work of re-
vision.

Mr. Helmcken had always expressed
himself as sat}sfﬁed with the ability of
the sole commissioner, but he had al-
ways maintained that a work of such
importance should have been entrusted
to mofe thin one commissiontr. The
work had been done with marvellous in-
dustry. The commissioners had been
appointed to revise the work of the so'e
commissioner, and now that the work
had been done all should assist in bring-
ing the matter into shape.

Mr. Cotton said that before next ses-
sion the question as to whether Canada
would come within the scope of the Amn-
glo-Japanese treaty would have to be
decided. Many people believed that
the operation of the treaty would result
sdvantageously for Canada, but if thcse
advantaghs could be obtained only by
allowing the free and unrestricted im-
miigration of Japanese they should be
foregone. Japanese competition has al-
ready been keenly felt in some branches
of industry in this province. The pro-
ducts of Camada-are comparatively few
that can find a market in Japan and not

" worth the opening’ of 4 wide open door
for Japanese immigration. He pointed
out that the Hawaiian -government had
become alarmed at the increase of Jap-
anese immigration and were taking mea-
sures to restrict it.

Hon. Mr. Turner endorsed the resolu-
tion. Mr. Turner had considerable ex-
perience, and they were not so reliable as
laborers ‘as the Chinese. If the resolu-
tionn were passed it ‘would strengthen
the handes of the Dominion government
in making suitable arrangements with
the Imperial government.

Hon. Mr. Turner then moved the sec-
ond read.ng of the dyk:ng works aid bill.
He said that it was pretty weli known
that under the dyking act certain guar-
antees of interest were given by ‘the pro-
vince. Debentures were issued ungder
those acts_bearing six per:cemt, It Yill
be noticed that the amount of money
raised had not proved sufficient to com-
plete the work. About $100,000 more
was required. When dykes were com-
pleted they would keep out the water.
"The land within the dykes were as rich
as any.in the world, so that if the lands
were reclaimed, the settlerg were in a
position to make a good living. These
lands are now worse than useless. There’
is no confidence among the people of the
district ih working these lands. Therc
is virtually now no security for the gov-
ernment for thé money paid out but, by
the plan outlined in the bill, the gov-
ernment issued new debentures to take
up the. old ones and secure enough
money to. complete the dykes. The
‘cost to the province would be about
$3,000 a year in addition to what it is
now paying, but it would:-thave some-
thing to show for the outlay. The total
land reclaimed will be over 38,500 acres. |
The cost therefor will be less than $12 |
per YeAar. An assessment of five per
cent. on this would give $23,000 a year,
or about $7,000 more than the annual
outlay for the government.- Mr. Tur-
ner. explained: that the bill was ready
for introduction earlier in ®the session,
‘but: owing t6 hepotiations pefiding™ with
respect to certain ‘debentures it ‘had
béen deemed unwise to make public the
intentions- of the government at an
earlier date. =

Mr. Kidd said the bill was one in the
right direction and the government were
deserving of credit for its introduction.
These districts required government aid
to complete the work.  He regretted,
however, that the scope of the bill was |
not extended so as to includg the works
undertaken by other municipalities.” He
would have !iked to see the government
also undertake the compietion of work
in Delta and Surrey.

THAT FATAL SLIDE.

Its Course Before Descending  on the
Camp of Railway Workers.

By the kindness of Mike Flarhity and
Thomas A. Howard, the Record is en-
abled to give its readers a true ‘accomnt
of the origin of the land slide which 8¢-
curred last Monday mnight in which six
workmen on the Red Mountain road lost
their lives. ‘There has been gonsider-
- able” speculation as to the cause of the
slide; onme theory being that the lake on
Lookeut Moumtain had burst loose, and
another that it was & . clond-burst.
Messrs. Howard and Flarhity have fol-
followed the source of the slide to the
| place of beginning. They say that from
| the railroad east for a distance of three-
qu{,arters of a mile the slide came down
a ‘Jarge gulch. At this- peint a small
gulch ‘comes into the large one, at right
angles from the south., It was up this
draw, about one-third of & mile, within
500 fest of the summit of Gold Bar
mounntain, that the slide started. These
gentlemen say that no one could believe
without ' seeing it, that the great slide,
which “was' such & monster of death,
could be caused by such a small begin-
ning. .

There was a small basin just above
where the slide started, ‘'which has been
filled' with spow.; “As it ‘melted the wa-
ter: seaped ‘throngh the dirt gravel and
rocks,. te_ bedrock at the. lower side of
the basin.. The  bédrock  is 'as smooth
as.-a: beard and. slopes a little to the
Wwest just at the head of the guleb, The
dirt commencing at bedrock sloped back,
and . up, to where it broke away for a
distance of 20 feet.. The face of the dirt
which remains standing is 12 feet high.
The distamce across the face is 20 feet.
This would give ‘about 2,400 ‘cubie feet
which broke away and started the dis-
astrous slide which assumed. such -en-
ormous  proportions - in going - a: Wittle
aore tham & mile a gquarter.

Together with the
crew she ‘has nearly 1,200 people on
board. " Her cargo also is a very heavy
one, comprising for the most part Chin-
epe and Japanese silks.

The Maude will leave again this even-
ing to bring in the mails,” which jn the
meantime -will be -disinfected..
