New York Nov. 8.—Howard Gould has
filed his amended answer to the complaint
of his wife, Katherine Clemmons Gould,
who is aeking for final eeparation and
alimony.

This answer is so detailed as to over-
shadow every former feature of the case,
setting forth in exact items the expenses
considered absolutely necessary by ‘a New
York society woman.

Mrs, Gould estimates bare living ex-

about $76,000 a year for the last ten years,
she is now in debt, her wardrobe held for
a hotel bill and her jewels held to secuve

She shows that her household expenses
frequently, for years at.a time, have ex-
ceeded $4,000 a month outside of all pay-
ments for fixed charges of employes, and
that at the same time the expenses of the
barn and stable were about $40,000 a year
extra.

This was supposed to end
the affair, but about ten minutes later,
while Cardamoni was washing, he heard a
warning shout and, looking round, saw
Danati creeping towards him with a knife.
He made a rush for the doorway which,
however, was blocked by two men and

before: he could get away Danati had

caught him and driven the knife to a
depth of four inches into the muscles of
his back.

Dr. Lang, who was in Chipman, was
telephoned for and on arriving dressed the

wound. While in the camp he ‘was’ told

that Danati had gone into Chipman to
have'a cut in his lip, the result of the pre-
vious fight, dressed. Driving back as rap-
idly as possible, Dr. Lang picked up Sher-
iff Belyea on his way and found the Ital-
jan waiting at his office for treatment.
Danati having no idea of the situation had
his lips sewn up and was about to leave
when the sheriff clapped the handcuffs on
him and he found himself a prisoner. He

A WELL FILLED PURSE
FOR REV. R. A. ARMSTRONG

Rector of Trinity Will Wed a

Operating in Violation of the Anti-Trust Law—Wall Street
is Greatly Excited and the Stock Drops 35 Points.

New York, Nov. 9.—The government's
crontention that the American Tobacco
Company is a trust operating in restraint
of trade in violation of the Sherman anti-
trust law, was sustained in decisions hand-

ed down Saturday by Judges Lacombe,
Coxe, Noyes and Ward in the United
States circuit court here. -Judge Ward
dissented. This means that, barring re-
versal by the supreme court, the topacco
trust must aissolve. - .

Judge Lacombe said that a receivership,
which had been requested was impracti-
cable and unnecessary. Judge Lacombe
ordered that the issuance of an injunction
restraining the various tobacco companies
from doing business should be suspended
until after decision on an appeal.

The complaint against the Imperial To-
bacco Company and the British American
Tobacco Company was dismissed. -

The government’s complaint against the
tobacco company included the names of a
large number of subsidiary and allied com-
panies, but not all of these are included
in the decigion handed down by the judges
of the United States circuit court Satur-
day. The suit has been in progress for
many months and great volumes of testi-
mony were taken. It developed that the
American Tobacco Company and its sub-
sidiaries practically controlled tné tobac-

co trade of the world. This control, so}

far as foreign markets is concerned, was
shown to have been of comparatively re-
cent, origin, however, and came about
through the formation of a working agree-
ment with a great British corporation
which previously had controlled the pro-
duction and consumption not only in Eu-
rope but in Asia as well. ;
The American Tobacco Company was
formed under the laws of New Jersey in

1904 when the old American Tobacco Com- |

pany, the Consolidated Company and the
Continental Tobaccéo Company were merg-
ed under a single head. The parent com-
pany acquired the plants and trade marks

of all the component companies and ‘in ad-
dition it nmow owns a majority of the
stock of the American Cigar Company and
of  the American Snuff Company, the Ha:
vana Tobacco Company and the American
Stogie Company. ' Under. an agreement
made in 1902 the vast export business of
the American Tobacco Company is con-
ducted by the British American T'obaceo
Company limited. This latter corporation
has a capital stock of $30,000,000, two-
thirds of which 18 owned by the American
Tobacco Company. The American Tobac-
co Company itéelf is capitalized ab $180,-

but Thomas F. Ryan has been, regarded as
the domginant force in the great corpora-
tion. -

Big Drop in the Stock

New York, N. Y. Nov. 9.—Starting
with a whirlwind of tremendous trading
at prices which threatened sharp declines
before the day was over, the stock mar-
ket, with sales of 1,833,000 shares, today
broke_ all records for activity since last
March, but closed the day without re-
cording serious net losses and even with
gains in some important stocks.

A sensational ; deeline in the price of
common stock of the American Tobacco
Company on the. curb market as a result

of the decision ot the United States Cir-
cuit court declaring that company was a
combination in violation of the Shermeaz
law, precipitated the early demoralization
in the trading on the Stock Exchange.
Tobacco common had dropped fifteen
points just before the close of the market
on Saturday and opened today at 375,
from which point it dropped violently a
total of 35 points. This, together with
considerable apprehension among the trad-
ers as to the scope of the court’s decision
as applied to other combinations had a
sympathetic effect upon standard stocks on
the exchange and prices suffered several
sharp declines in the opening hour. A
feeling that the recent advance in prices
had been too enthusiastic and that a re-
action was about due heavy sales of
American stocks in London and a rise in
call money to three per cent, which had
not been approached since fast January,
contributed to a disposition -on the part
of recent heavy buyers of stocks for
speculation to dispose of their holdings
and taxe promts. The attitude of this ele-
ment, however, was offset by buying
whichi came from some of the leading
commission houses, some of which re-
ported a very decided increase of public
interest in the market.

In spite of the heavy undertone and
heavy realizing of the last hour, many
stocks closed at net gains, though Union
Pacific, Southern Pacific, Copper, Smelt-|
ing, St. Paul, Baltimore and Ohio, North-
ern Pacific and -the United States Steol
shares closed at losses ranging from sub-
stantial fractions to over a point. Ameri-
can Tobacco common’s net loss for the
day was ten points.

Steel Common led the list in regard to
activity, with a total of 221,000 shares.
Union Pacific was next with about 156,000,
while Reading was a close third with
150,000 full shares.

Bonds were very active, though the to-
tal, $6,532,000 was considerably below that
of last Friday. .

This was especially true of the
report that a morganatic marriage had
been contemplated.

Tt is declared that there never has been
the slightest imitation' of such an arrange-
ment and noné would be considered for
a moment. The report that Miss Elkins
had ordered a trousseau is declared to be
without the slightest foundation. 1t is
dlso declared that talk of a special dowry
i entirely erroneous, and that such a
subject has never been broached.

It is finally stated that correspondence
between Turin and' Elkins has been con-
fined solely to the Duke and Miss Elkins
herself.

THE GUILDHALL SPEECH

The speech of England’s premier at the
Lord Mayor's banquet is awaited with in-
terest in London and in all the capitals of
Europe. It is the custom on this occasion
for the first minister to allude so far as
official reserve will permit to the interna-
tional situation.

There was nothing in Premier Asquith’s
address last evening to create alarm; but
much to reassure those who have regard-
ed with some forebodings recent events in
the near east. Mr. Asquith was able not
only to congratulate England upon cor-
dial relations with Russia, and to com-
mend the latter country upon pursuing a
course marked by dignity and restraini
but he also described as most friendly the-
spirit in which Germany dealt with the
delicate matter of Bulgarian relations with
the powers. He believed, moreover, that
other powers were animated with a de-
gire for peace and good neighborhood.
While admitting that clouds have been
darkening the horizon, the British premier
saw no ground for alarm. His characteriza-
tion of the powers as “the joint trustees of
civilization and peace” is a reminder to
other nations of their duty in such times
as the present, and should have a good
effect.

The premier makes it clear that in the
affair of Bulgaria there must be agreement
between the powers, and that the homor
and the material interests of Turkey must
not be sacrificed. In this view he is sus-
tained by Russia, and in view of such a
consideration it would be folly for other
powers to seek to despoil the Sultan. In-
deed Turkey, by reason of the peaceful re-
volttion within her own borders, which
Mr. Asquith describes as “the most amaz-
ing in the annals of history,” to-day
presents a new and better claim to
the tolerance and sympathy of the rest of
Europe.

There is no quarrel between parties in
England over the question of naval supre-
macy. The present premier’s declaration
that this supremacy must be maintained
is merely a statement of what is in the
mind of the nation. There may be, and
is, dispute about the policy of administra-
tion, but there is no thought of reducing
the efficiency of the defender of imperial
commerce, and the safeguard of the Uni-
ted Kingdom iteelf. On this point the
premier is emphatic, and none but the
extreme Socialists have any fault to find.

It is worthy of note that Mr. Asquith
anticipates an early termination of the
commercial depression. He sees nothing,
unless it be war, to prevent improvement
in the conditions which at present fill the
streets of the cities with unemployed. The
whole tenor of his address is hopeful and
reassuring though marked by the cau-
tion of a statesman who realizes how care-
fully his words will be weighed at home
and abroad.

THE TRUSTS

The trust is not necessarily the product
of a protective tariff. We are told that
when the American tobacco trust had
cccured control of its own field, except
tor foreign competition, it found in that
competitor the great English tobacco
trust, tlourishing under free trade and
controlling production not only in Europe
but in Asia. So the free trade trust and
the protectionist trust formed a working
agreement, and there was no more com-
petition.

The United States government, in its
efforts to put an end to the absolute dom-
ination of trusts selected the tobacco trust
as one enemy to the public welfare, and
action was taken to dissolve the combine.
The circuit court in New York has just
rendered its decision, that the tobacco
trust, i operating in restraint of trade,
in violation of the Sherman anti-tmust

it is believed, under the administration of
Mr. Taft. There has been such an awak-
ening of public sentiment against all great
combines that the government must act
in the matter. Its course will naturally
be conservative, with due regard for vest-
ed rights, but, so far as combines which
operate againet the public interest are
concerned,-we are. likely to see more strin-
gent laws, rather than a relapse into form-
er conditions. The trusts had grown so ra-
pidly and to such colossal proportions, and
it is so easy for them to retain the high-
est talent and make their influence felt
in congress and state legislatures, that it
is no light task to dislodge them from
their strong position. But popular senti-
ment must in the end prevail, and the, peo-
ple are growing tired of the “predatory
wealth” that rides them down and flaunts
itself in the very face of the hardship,
the poverty and the suffering of the mass-
es.
Combinations there are and will be, but
there must be a limit to the extent to
which a few persons may control great
common sources of industry, transporta-
tion and commerce.

Even if Morrs
wins it will be by so small a majority
that it will be extremely difficult to go
on with legislative work. One side or the
other may be able to induce some of its
opponents to cross the house, but that
would create a storm in the country and
intensify the bitterness of partisan strife.
1t is very clear that the ancient colony,
which takes its politics very seriously, is
in for a period of troublous times. The
air will be full of rumors of deals and in-
trigues.

The press almost every day tells har-
rowing tales of accidental shooting.

OUR TEACHERS
MAY VISIT THE
OLD COUNTRY

Empire League has a Plan for
an Interchange of Teachers,
Between Different Countries
of the Empire.

One of the subjects of first importance
srought before the official conference on |
education convened by the League of the
Empire on Empire Day, 1907, was that of'
interchange of teachers and inspectors be- |
tween the different countries and crown
colonies. :

Although the conference was unable to
entertain proposals of so far reaching a
nature; yet they unanimously passed
a ‘resolution recommending that means
should be found for enabling those en-
gaged in ' educational work to obtain
knowledge and professional experience in
parts of the Empire other than their
own. ;

Assured of continued -official support,

chers and inspectors for purposes of study
and respectfully submitted it to the edu-
cation authorities for their consideration.

As soon as it was ascertained that the
principle of educational tours was gener-
ally approved and that many of the de-
partments were prepared at once to give
their co-operation, the league approached
the education commitfee of the London
County, Couincil -and other education com-
mittees throughout the United Kingdom.
The result has been that everywhere fa-
cilities have been most generously accord-
ed to all teachers accredited to the league
by their governments, both for studying
educational methods in the schools and
also. for. obtaining free passes to the very
valuable courses of lectures given by the
London County Council and by the Pro-
fessional. . Boatd " of  University ' College,
London. These lectures are given by distin-
| guished -professors and lecturers. and in-
clude coufses on  history, geography,
politics, art, literature, languages, peda-
gogy, phonetics, voice production, nature
study, chemistry, the teaching of mathe-
matics, science, architecture and school
hygiene. .

Arrangements . for carrying out the
scheme are now in working order, and
teachers from different parts of the Em-
pire have been placed in communication
with the central office of the league and
are already taking up courses of special
study ‘in the United Kingdom.

Ten teachers have been accredited to
the league by the director of education
for the Transvaal. Teachers have also
arrived from New. South Wales, South
Australia, Western Australia, New Zea-
land and India, and while studying Eng-
lish methods have found friendly inter-
course with each other of great advant-
age. :

The league will be most pleased to lend
its help to further the interests of any
teachers wishing to arrange for a visit to
the Motherland, in all ways possible, and
lists of lectures and other particulars will
be furnished to all concerned, on applica-
tion to the hon. secretary, League of the
Empire, Caxton Hall, Westminster, Lon-
don, S.W., England.

The suppression of
freedom of the press is a mpst gerious
undertaking, whether in autocratic’ Rus-
gia or the republic of the United States.
It is because the present injunction and
the contempt proceedings thereunder sup-
press free speech and free press that [
feel it my duty to enter an emphatic pro-
test. :
