ITALIAN POLITICS.

The Marquis di Rudini, the Italian 
premier, delivered a long speech at Milan 
on Monday of last week. Part of his 
speech was devoted to the financial situa­
tion of the Government, and he announce 
ed lhat a complete equilibrium had boe^r 
established in the budget. Not only wêre 
the estimated receipts fully equal to the 
expenditures, but even a small surplus in 
receipts might be expected. The Govern­
ment would incur no new debts.

Referring to the recent pilgrim incidents 
in Rome, the premier declared he was 
firmly opposed to the abolition or modi­
fication of the papal guarantee law. Pil­
grims, he said, might come to Italy with 
no fear of molestation. Italy’s relations 
with foreign powers were friendly,and she 
would do her best to strengthen peace. 
The various Governments of Europe were 
inspired with great- prudence and moder­
ation. Italy should have no fear of the 
grouping of friendly allied powers. Italy 
had renewed her adhesion to the Triple 
Alliance in order to guarantee a state of 
affairs fitted to promote a policy of re- v. 
cuperation.

The premier announced the introduc­
tion of a measure to diminish the ex­
penses of the local corps, to. settle the 
difficulties of Rome’s civic administration, 
and to reorganize banks of issue by liber • 
ating capital and issuing uniform notes in 
the form adopted by the Banks’ Associa­
tion. The commercial treaties with Ger­
many, Austria and Switzerland .did not 
injure manufactures. They favored the 
exportation of agricultural products.

Alluding to the Vatican, he said : We 
have in our midst the papacy, which some­
times assumes a threatening attitude; but 
its sphere of action is limited to the exer­
cise of spiritual powers, not only by a law 
which cannot be lightly contravened, but 
also by the almost unanimous consent of 
those who thought themselves most re­
ligions. The country’s ecclesiastical pbl* 
icy has now become traditional. The 
honor and "strength of the kingdom of 
Italy must be
The deplorable incidents produced by a 
few short-sighted persons will not make 
us deviate from that policy. Not for so 
light a matter Will we raise questions 
affecting the constitution of the kingdom, 
nor will we tamper with the immoveable 
statutory law of .guarantees, the wisdom 
and the expediency of which have been 
proved by long experience. Italy will 
not fail in the respect owing to liberty of 
conscience and relig:ous toleration. It is 
our boast and profession that pilgrims 
from the whole world may be confident 
that the law will protect them on coming 
to Rome to pay devout homage to the 
pope. Strong in the present and confi­
dent in the future we fearlessly guarantee 
the fullest liberty in Rome.

In conclusion, the Marquis raid : We 
have constantly striven to disoel the dis­
trust that France feels toward Italy. 
The recent participation of the French in 
the fetes at Nice, upon the occasion of 
the unveiling in that city of the statue of 
the Italian patriot Garibaldi, 
surance of the renewal of the cordiality 
which has always been dear to Italians.

The 
Allan liners entered Halifax for say 
six months of the year, and it would 
be interesting to read the items of their 
disbursements for that period, which 
directly benefitted Canada. They em­
ployed, at most, say an average of fifty 
men per trip for a few hours twice a 
week—once on arrival from Liverpool 
and once on the return from Portland. 
Two bundled dollars per week would 
more than cover the labor expenditure, 
and if the port charges were added, the 
amount would not be greatly swelled. 
But, assuming that the disbursements 
were doubled, is it a legitimate reason 
why the taxpayers of the whole conn- 
fry should contribute an enormous sub­
sidy in order that a few people at one

“The vanished prestige of a direct 
Atlantic mail service” may have a 
charming and almost poetic pathos for 
some people, and the steamship owners, 
doubtless, count largely upon the class 
that can be influenced by such phrases 
for the support necessary to secure the 
success of their designs upon the public 
treasury. The solid and unsentimental 
people of Canada, however, who are 
prepared to rub along through life on 
their merits, and do not feel justified 
in asking their fellow-taxpayers to con­
tribute thousands, directly, in order 
that hundreds may come indirectly to 
them, will not set as high a value upon 
the service as the Telegraph does. The 
Allans have run their steamers to 
Canadian ports for many years. They 
did so long before Confederation, and 
Portland was always their only winter 
port, as we presume it always will be, 
unless they can induce the Dominion 
Government to pay them much more 
than it is worth to merely touch at 
Halifax. Their boats are excellent, in 
their way, but those familiar with the 
first class liners on many of the world’s 
routes, will wonder where “the leading 
daily” of the maritime provinces of Cana­
da acquired its ideas of greatness, when it 
depicts the country as suffering through a 
“vanished prestige” because a sixteen- 
knot Allan steamer had ceased to touch 
once a week at Halifax.

scrupulously maintained.IMPERIAL POLITICS.

Much political interest centres in the 
banquet of the Lord Mayor of London 
because the Imperial Government is near­
ly always represented at it in the person 
of the Premier, who makes it one of the 
occasions for declaring the policy and 
views of the government At the lord 
mayor’s banquet at Guildhall on 9th inst., 
Lord Salisbury, in the course of his ad­
dress, commented upon the legislation of 
the post session of Parliament, which, he 
said, was satisfactory to the Government 
and acceptable to the people. Regarding 
affairs in Ireland, he said that the work 
which Mr. Balfour, the Chief Secretary, 
had done in that country in the last four 
years was the best ever done by a states­
man. This statement was greeted with 
cheers. Continuing, his Lordship said 
“What we have recently seen in Ireland 
has not altered our policy, nor has it made 
us think that a domestic legislature in 
Ireland would be distinguished by peace 
or abstinence from the use of blackthorns 
or by freedom from the curse of ecclesias­
tical domination.” (Cries of hear, hear.) 
As to foreign affairs, the Primier said 
there was not a single speck of cloud 
upon the horizon foreboding danger to the 
peace which prevails. It seemed that the 
spirit of nations was changing towards 
iudusti ial competition. Toe great present 
question for consideration was the treaties 
of commerce which expire in 1892. The 
question of tariffi was engaging the atten­
tion of various nations. Though with ra­
sped to material warfare Lord Salisbury 
said he could hold out the most promising 
anticipations, so far as industrial warfare 
was concerned, having as a weapon pro­
tective legislation, he feared that Great 
Britain would occupy for a rime a peculiar 
isolated position. The recent elections iu 
America had shown that the slight 
tion against protection had lost its force. 
(Cries of hear, hear.) Continuing, he 
said “The only colony we are able to 
cite as a free trader—New South Wales— 
no Idnger wears an unspotted robe. We 
shall have the advantage, therefore, be­
fore ong of being the Athanasius contra 
mundam of free trade. Referring to 
Egypt he said that the Government was 
not responsible for the condition in which 
it felt itself to be in that country. Eng­
land had made a great sacrifice in order to 
rescue Egypt from the evils which 
threatened to destroy that country, and 
it was her duty to remain there until the 
Egyptian Government was strong enough 
to repel external invasions and quell in­
ternal disorders. Until that end was at­
tained the Premier declared the Govern­
ment could not consider England’s duty 
achieved.

in The Telegraph represents us as say­
ing : “Canada does not need a direct 
“mail steamship connexion with Greit 
“Britain at all. We have just as good 
“a mail service by way of Portland or 
“New York as we ever had by way of 
“Halifax and at less cost.”

We protest against the first sentence. 
The Advance never said or believed 
that Canada did not need a direct mail 
steamship connexion with Great 
Britain. The ground taken by the 
Advance is that Canada has been pay­
ing too dearly for inferior services. 
Our words —which the Telegraph ig­
nores—were these :—

“If these companies ran first class 
steamers, like those of the lines, running 
out of New York, they might be entitled 
to consideration, but their boats are com­
paratively slow. Two letters, for in­
stance, may be mailed to London on the 
same date, one to go via an Allan liner 
from Halifax and the other by a Cunarder 
or “White Star liner via New York. That 
by the Allan line will reach its destination 
two days later than that via New York. 
The fact is that these companies have so 
long bled the Canadian. Government by 
means of their subsidy operations, that 
they are not satisfied with an ordinary 
business arrangement. Is it worth while 
to pay so dearly for the comparatively 
slow service Canada has heretofore had 
for her large subsidies, simply for the 
sentimental advantages of having steam­
ers come to our ports ?”

It will be seen, by the foregoing 
quotation, that the Telegraph has 
understated our position in its second 
sentence. We hold that we have, and 
have always had, a better trans-Atlan­
tic mail service via New York than the 
steamers so largely subsidised by the 
Canadian Government have given us 
If the object of having ocean mail 
steamers come to our porto is to give a 
few men employment at those ports 
and swell ‘the Volume of non-paying 
traffic of tiie Intercolonial Railway, the 
subsidies paid by the Dominion Gov­
ernment to those steamers coming in 
the past to Halifax has accomplished 
it, but it lias not facilitated the trans­
mission of mail-matter, or the move­
ments of passengers ; nor has it helped 
the commercial community in the least, 
in the way of forwarding freight, 
either more cheaply or more expedi­
tiously. We said -and this also has 
been conveniently ignored by the Tele­
graph, when it quoted the Advance 
“in full” ;—

“Trans-Atlantic mail 
points in Canada, via New York, has only 
to be carried to the United States border, 
where it is taken charge of by the postal 
authorities of that country, and forward­
ed without further expense to Canada or 
the senders. If it is to go by the Allan 
or Dominion lines, the expense is the 
same to the senders and, in addition, the 
taxpayers of Canada are called upon to 
pay heavy subsidies for having the work 
done.”

If the Telegraph will така enquiry, 
it will find that its friends in the mer­
cantile community, who have business 
with Great Britain, have not found the 
withdrawal of the big and slow Allan 
liners from Halifax a material draw­
back to their transactions. If these gen­
tlemen went to Europe, they took 
passage via New York, in the majority 
of cases, and if they had freight coming 
out, or to forward, they did not find 
the discriminating rates charged against 
other than through goods to or from

Brazilian advices bring further alarm - 
iug intelligence regarding the situation of 
affsirs in that country. There is no 
doubt that the situation arising out of the 
assumption of dictatorial powers by the 
laU President of the republic, Marshal Da 
Fonseca, ia rapidly approaching a point 
where a resort to arms is necessary to 
establish the position of the dictator. 
The Ripublicans see in this last move of 
Da Fonseca an attempt to override the 
authority vested in him by the constitu­
tion. So strong has the opposition to Da 
F onseca grown that the important prov­
ince of Rio Grande do Sul has declared its 
independence.

Shooting Accident

READY-PRINTED BLANKS,Last Thursday—Thanksgiving d »y—being 
a holiday, was made the occasion of a par­
tridge shoaling excursion by Charles Fieiger, 
Jas.

The death of Col. John F. Mines, better 

known as a writer under the nom de plume 
of “Felix Oldboy,” calls attention anew to 
Dr. Keeley’e bichloride of gold treatment 
for drunkenness. Col. Mines bad for many 
years been a victim of dipsomania. Seek­
ing means of earing himself cf this disease 
he was induced to try Dr. Keeley’e cure.

He calls the Kelley system a 
“comedy,” if nothing more reproachful, and 
asserts that no gold oi*any of its compounds 
is used in the much* vaunted remedy for dip­
somania. According to Dr. Gray, an an­
alysis of the medicine taken by the patients 
at Dwight reveals one grain of muriate of 
ammonia, two grains of slion, three ounces 
of compound tincture of cinchona and one 
ounce of distilled water to each bottle. The 
same process shows the hypodermic solution 
th$re need to consist of one-half grain of 
strychnine sulphate, one quarter of a grain 
atropin, fifteen grains of boracio acid and 
four ounces distilled water. Dr. Gray 
claimed that Dr. Keeley bad made no new 
discovery in holding that drunkenness is a 
disease, that the number of persons who re­
lapse after leaving the institute as cured is 
probably 75 per cent, aud that the deaths 
occurring during treatment are doubtless 
canted in many instances by inflammation 
of the liver due to overdoses of atropin. 
Such is Dr. Gray’s view of the new auti- 
inebriate remedy. On the other hand, will 
not Dr. Keeley say that Dr. Gray is pur­
blind with jealousy and would be glad to 
share with him a portion of his new reputa­
tion and anooem?

The Moon was in total eclipse on Sunday 

evening. The planet was in penumbra at its 
rising, although casual observers would not 
be aware of the fact, as only a portion of 
the Sun’s light was at that time kept from 
the Moon by tho intervening Eirih. The 
beautiful clear atmosphere enabled observers 
to watch the whole progress of the obscur­
ation, and at half-past six the Moon could 
be distinctly seen entering the Earth’s 
shadow. Iu an hoar the Moon was com­
pletely covered by the Earth’s shadow and 
had assumed a dull red color, caused by 
reflection of the Sun’s light through the 
Earth's atmosphere, which in such circum­
stances, tarns it from a direct course, and 
were it n *t for our atmosphere, the Moon 
would be entirely invisible in a total eclipse 
At nine o’clock the Moon bag m to emerge 
from the Earth’s shadow and in an hour the 
contact had ce tsel.and in still another hoar 
the Moon w.as out of penumbra. This 
eclipse was similar to that of Nov. 4th, 1873. 
A eirndar one will begin near midnight on 
27th Nov., 1909. Another of the same will 
take place some IS years after Nov. 1809— 
the exact time being 13 years, 11 Jays, 7 
hours, 42 minutes and 31 seconds—so our 
readers will understand what 
science astronomy is in some particulars.
