MONTREAL, Dec. 30.—It is said that
McMullen, M. P., has received a
positive promise ofthe lieutenant gov-
ernorship of Manitoba when Patter-
son’s time is un.

While there were
differences of opinion as to the fishery
jurisdiction before the judgment 1n
question was readerad, the opinion of
competent authorities is that the de-
cision of the judicial committee 1n-
stead of clearving up the differences
bas hade matters worse. However,
all parties being bound by it, they’
have to make the best of a bad job.

The question of the ownership of the
lakes, mvers and foreshores of the country,
and of the fish therein, and of the right to
lease, license and regulate fishing privileges
and fish, was submitted to the supreme
court a few years ago, and the case taken
to the judieial committee of the privy coun-
¢il, which announccd its findings May 26,
1898.

The results of the findings
marized: The sole and exclusive' power  of
making regulations w'ml reference tto fish-
ing, the times, season8 and manper, belong
to the dominion, and any regulations on
the subjeot affecting the time for fishing or
¢he manmer, made by the provirces are
void.

The right heretcfore exercised by the do-
minion of leasing defined areas to fishermen
for pound-net licenses, or salmon starnds, or
for other fishing purposes, is ultra vires of
the dom:nion, beeausa it interferes with the

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these rights will be exercised by the gov-
ernmerts of ‘the respective provinces of
Canada. The ques®fon as to wheiher Ontario
and Quetec have any claim against the do-
minion for rTefund of money already re-
ocived by the dominion for these licemses in
the way of fees was discussed, but no agree-
ment com: to. The matter was allowed to
stand over for further considerations, but
the department at Ottawa does not admit
that there is any ground whatever for such
claim,

Both authorities have the right, for the
purposes of revenue, to levy a tax by way
of a license fee, the provinces in order to
raize a revenue and the dominion under its
general taxing power. It was, therefore,
agreed that the dominion would not grant
any further lincense for the year 1898. This
refers chiefly to pound-net licenses and sal-
mon stands. The provincial governments
will confirm and ratify the leases already
granted by the dominion tLis year. Appli-
cations which have been already made 10
ghe department at Obttawa will be forwarded
to the provincial governments and dealt with
by them.

Officers to be appointed for the enforce-
ment of the regulations 'hereafter to be
macs by the dominion will probably be ap-
pointed by the provinces. While the domin-
jon will continue to frame regulations for
the comtrol of the fisheries, it will, in all
probability, leave the enforcement of these
regulations to the provincial governments,
with the exception of inland waters and
lakes of a commerctal or international char-
acter;

The control of public oyster beds remains
in the @dominion, because of the power to
determine the close seasons, but the leasing
of private oyster beds for the propagation
of the .oyster pasees to the provincial gov-
ernmaents exclusively.

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SENATOR ADAMS

Has Passed Away to His Eternal Rest.

His Death Took Place at His Newcastle
Home After a Protracted lliness.

NEWCASTLE, N. 3., Jan. 2.—The
death of the Hon. Michael Adams oc-
curred here last night at half-past
seven o’cloc’k, of consumption. The
deceased had .esn 'n ‘11 health for
ab0u§ ‘t.vhree years, and for ithe last
faw days his death was expected at
any momeat. He leaves a wife and
five dhildren to mourn their loss. The
funeral will take place on Wednesday.

Michael Adams was born at Douglastown
on August 13th, 1845. He was the son ot
Samuel and Mary Adams, both natives of
Cork, Ireland. He received his education in
the common schools. Having chosen law as
his profession, he entered the office of Hon.
E. Williston in 1864, and remained there for
three years, when he entered with Hon. Allem
A. Davidson. In 1863 he was calied to the
bar. In 1870 he was elected to represent
Northumbercland in  the New Brupawick
legislature. He was defeated in the gemneral
election of 1878, but was returred by his
old constituency in June of the same year.
He was made a member of the government,
with the pormfolio of surveyor general, and
he:d office until 1882. He was again returnea
in 1886, but resigned his seat in the local
assembly to contest the county of Northum-
berland in tke interests of the liberal con-
servative party agaimst Hon. Peter Mitchell,
and was defeated. He was appointed a Q. C.
in February, 1891. At the general election
of 1891 he was elected to the hcuse of com-
mens and held his seat until January 7th,
1584€, when he was called to the senate. He
was twice married; first to Catherine Pat-
terson, who died in 1881, and by whom he
has two children living, and ageain in 1882,
to Miss Nealis, daughter of the late Simon
Nealis of Fredericton. He was an adheremt
of the Roman Catholic church.

Mr. Adams was a natural orator and one
of the most effectlve of the many strong
speakers on the stump that the rorth shore
of New Brunswick has produced. Above
all, he possessed the quality of good fellow-
ship, which went a long way with his politd-
cal opponents in turning the edge of what
frem ancthor man would have been regard-
ed as offensive. He was a ready debater
and held his own when on the floors of the
provincial assembly with all comers. After
eatering the dominion parliament his voice
was rot often heard, but that was largely
due tn failing health, which robbed him of
much of his earlier ambitions.

More and Larger Steamship Berths Requiréd
‘ Next Winter.

J. H. Hugill, ‘Caradian manager for
Furness, Withy & Co., who are agents
for the Manchester Linecrs, Limited,
was in the city Thursday, and in re-
ply to the Sun’s enquiries made some
observations of special interest in con-
nection with winter port develop-
ment. i

In the first place, Mr. Hugill poinited
out that the city or the C. P. R, or
whoever is responsible€, should provide
more sheds for. live stock on the west
side.  The Manchester Steamers will
carry a lot of cattle. The Trader can
carry 383, the Enterprise, 582, and the
Manchester City close to 650. The last
named takes 453 cattle and 1560 sheep
tomorrow. There is not accommoda-
tion enough for that number.. Cattle
are to be given twelve hours rest be-
fore being embarked. In the case of
ithe Scotsman, a special permit had to
be got to place them at once on board
ithe vessel. This might not be done
again. The intention of the autHori-
ties is to cary out the law. If large
numbers of cattle are to be shipped,
and that is the intention of the steam-
ship ‘people, there must be accommo-
dation for them, and more is needed
&t once. The sheds should be enlarg-
ed immediately to double their pre-
sént capacity. \

Regarding increased berth accom-
modation for steammers, which has

 been disqussed by the board of trade,
F Mr. Hugill umchat more will be need-

ed‘“nex’c winter, and wmxld\havd been
1 eeded this wiater if the <direct Lon-
don line had been secured. He ad-

‘vised that new berths should be at

least 500 feet long, to accommodate
the larger steamers that will come. In
fact, such berths ‘are desirable now,
with vessels lke the Manchester City
and Scotsman in port with several
cthers at the same time, as has been
the case ,this week.

Mr. Hugill things that! if the berths
are constructed on the opposite ' side
c¢f the present slip a grain conveyer
should be’carried around the head of
the slip, from thé elevator, so that it
would ‘ not be - necessary for steaniers
to shift to take cargo.
