The wharves of the Galveston
Wharf Co. are also gone "and the great
wharves of the ' Southern -Pagific Co. are
damaged to the amount of $60,000, The
Norwegian steamship Gila, engaged in the
Cuban trade, was stranded up the bay, where
the railroad bridges once stood.

And
these wara not the only pledges freely
given and as freely broken. There
was then a general period of financial
depression ‘over Canada and the whole
world, due to 1iatural and unavoid-
able causes. The liberals promised
that their programme of free trade
relations with the TUnited States
would be the panacea that would cure
all this. What had they done but
grant every possible concession
to the Americans before ask-
ing or receiving anything in return?
They placed barbed wire on the free
list, with the result that this industry
in Quebec was killed, throwing hun-
dreds out of employment, while the
price went higher than before.
Binder twine and oil were likewise
treated, and now in regard to these
we were helpless in the hands of Ame-
rican monopolies and payed dearer
for the art{cles than before. The gov-
ernment conceded everything to the
States in connection with the coasting
laws, and the alien labor law as it
existed in Canada was a farce. The
Yukon has been thrown open to the
American miner. He has every pri-
vilege, while the Canadian.laborer in
the States is everywhere hampered by
adverse laws.

The Americans got
everything they wanted and gave no-
thing in return.

ment which had refused investigation
into the case, even when the charges
were made by a man who pledged his
honor and his position in parliament
on the justice of his statements.

the authorities at Downing street. He
wittily referred <o Launier’s accept-
ance of a title after his bombastic
proclamations of whole-souled dem-
ocracy, and, passing on, showed that
the policy of the present government
was contrary to their ante-election
promises. Mr. Monk referred briefly
to the quastion of the emrergency food
gcandal, and modestly disclaimed any
personal credit for its exposure.

All Desecendants of Robert Colpitts
of Neweastle-on-Tyne. Who Set-
tled In New Brunswick' Many
Years Ago.—The Historical Paper
Read at the Gathering, :

In the ‘epring of A. D: 1783, imme-
diately after the close of the Revolu-
tionary War, there came to Halifax
from Newcastle-on-Tyne, England, a
tall, 'stalwart Englishman, with his
wife ‘and’ family of sevén . children.
The name of the man was Robert Col-
pitts, as far as we know the only one
of the name to come out from the
Mother ‘Country, and the progenitor of
all on this side of the Atlantic who
bear the name. s

{What his .occupation or position in
society. was before his emigration we
can only conjecture. _Strange o  say,
theye does not exist a scrap of writing
which ' throws dny 1light on these
questions, and tradition .is’ almost
equally at fault. We cannot even say
with certainty that any relatives are
now living in England, though we
have reasons to believe that such is
the fact. The most definite informa-
tion we possess concerning this Rob-

; ert Colpitts and his family is found in

the old family Bible, when the date

{ and place of birth of all the children
| are given, it is supposed in the fath-
y er’'s own handwriting. In two cases

where the date happened to be placed
too near ‘he margin it is impossible
now to be centain of-the year. The
registry down to the year of emigra-
tion is as follows:

Robert Colpitts and Margaret Wade,
his wife.

John, their son, was born Apr. 17,
1768, at Norton, Crawford parish,
Durham Co., Eng. ]

Robert, - their son, was born Nov.
25, 1770, at Shellaby, parish and coun-
ty aforesaid.

Elizabeth, their daughter, was born
March 12, 1772, at ‘“Burkee House,”
parish and county aforesaid. ;

Thomas, their son, was born Dec. 3,
1773, at ‘“Burkee House,”” parish and
county aforesaid.

‘William, their son, was born June
1775, at ‘“‘Burkee House,” parish and
county aforesaid.

Ralph, their son, was born Jan. 1,
177-, at ©Pethrow, Corkfield parish,
county aforesaid.

George, their son, was born Sept. 12,
178-, at Kenton; christened at Port-
land, Northumberland Co.

Then the first home of the family
was at Norton, Durham Co., which
Norton is in the southeast of the coun-
ty, a few miles north of the River
Tees.

Later in life Robert Colpitts was a
captain of militia, and it is thought
by some that he had had some con-
nection with the army before his emi-
gration. ‘Whatever his occupation
was, he must have been possessed of
some means, as among the articles
brought from England were things
which there would be counted as lux-
uries .rather than_as necessities for a
new settler among the wilds of New
Brunswick. For instance, we might

mention the three large clocks, one of |

which is now in the home of Abram
Colpitts of Dickie Mountain, being still
a reliable timepiece. So much then or
so little we know of Robert Colpitts

when he landed at Halifax in the year l

of our Lord, 1783.

Tradition says that this was not his
first visit to Canada. Before the out-
break of the American Revolution he
had been over, some think in connec-
tion with the survey of the Bay of
Fundy. At any rate, it seems quite
certain that he had been here and had
made a small clearing on what is now
the Chas. Trites farm in Coverdale,
putting up a small cabin on the place.
He hoped then to bring out his fam-
ily in a very short time. So, reach-
ing home, he wound up his affairs and
started north for Newcastle-on-Tyne.
But, reaching there, he found that
war had just broken out between Eng-
land and her American colonies, and
that he ocould not reach Canada until
the trouble was settled, which settle-
ment they thought would be effected
in a few months. . But for seven years
they were kept at or near Newcastle.
It was during these weary years of
waiting that the youngest son, George,
was born, and. it is carefully noted in
the family Bible not only where he
was born, but also where he was
christened

For part of these seven years the
family had charge of a toll-bridge
near Newcastle. The following inci-
dent is declared to have actually oc-
curred while they were keeping the
toll-bridge:

A large man riding a very diminu-
tive donkey, one day came up to the
bridge and asked the amount of the
toll..; The charge was more than he
felt inclined ¢o pay, so he asked what
it would be for a man with a load.

! Finding that it was considerably less,

he at onze laid down the smaller sum,
picked up his donkey in his arms and
walked over the bridge.

But the long years of waiting were
at last ended, and the emigrants were
able to move onward from the old
home to the new. We do not know
how long they remained at Halifax.

. Not very long, certainly. So the last

stage of the journey was begun. The
father and the two eldest boys, John
and Robert, made their way overland,
while the rest came around in a ves-

! sel soon afterward. At that time Mr.
{ Colpitts would be between thirty-five
"and forty years of age, while the two

boys would be fifteen gnd thirteen

. years old respectively. So these three

set ‘out - from Halifax, and it is said’

i walked the most of the way from there
! to' Moncton.

Here another disappointment await-
ed him. 'He found that in his long
absence other settlers had taken up

“all ‘the land along the river as far up

as Salishury, and that the piece which
he had improved had been pre-empted {
with the rest. : So he had to push on
further. He examined several places
with a view to settlament, and even
made a small clearing near where the
village of Salisbury now is, but he
considered thc“land poor and thought
he would try the Little River. Aften

ascending it for about five miles he
came to a stretch of intervale covered
with ‘a rock maple forest, and there
he decided to settle. If, as is likely,
he was than ignorant of the value of |
the maple for the production of sugar,
we may suppose that he did not long
remain so. v

But we must hastily pass over many
things that we would like to note;
That summer the family got settled
in the new home. It is likely that no
crop would be raised that year, and
before their grain ripened in the sum-
- mer of ‘84 they got about to the end
of their food supply. Salmon, we are
told, was their staple food for several
months, and though we may think
that this could have been no great
hardship, still it is said that the most
of the family were mever afterward
very hungry for salmon.

On October 11, 1784, a daughter was
born in the new home, and was named
for her mother, Margaret. Two . years
later, on Oct. 3, 1786, another daugh-
ter, Jane, was born, so there was now
a family of nine, six boys and three
girls. >

But the home did not long contain
them all. A few years after this the
eldest son, John, took to himself a
wife, and. . settled where his great-
f grandson, Charles Colpitts, now lives,
at‘the corner of the Little River and’
Colpitts Settlement roads.<JHis wife
was Miss Eleanor Foster of Amherst.
‘Where he became acquainted with her |
we do not know. Perhaps it was on
that memorable walking tour from
Halifax to Moncton. But'John did not
live long to enjoy his wedded life,
dying in 1792, and leaving two small
children, John and Margaret. To
finish the account of John’s children
let me say that Margaret married Ben-
jamin Wheaton of, Dorchester, and
John married Miss Goodwin of Baie
Verte and raised a large family, the
most of whom settled on Little River.

The mother did not long survive the
death of her eldest son, dying in 1794,
being then only forty-seven years of
age. Robert Colpitts married again,
but there was no issue. He died about
the year 1813, ’

By ten o'clock the carriages began
to arrive and continued to come until
the rain fall in the afterncon. - The
tables were spread on the ' ground
about ' twelve o’clock, in  true picnic
style, and jhe many who partook of
the bountiful refresnments provided
seemed to lose for a time the fear that
the rain weuld 'soon interfere with
the pleasure of the gathering. ;

After dinner nearly all who were
present arranged ‘themseclves on the
side of the hill, and'a picture of the
gathering was taken by Thos. R. Col--
pitts, - photographer, of Portland, Me. -

By this time the rain, which had
been threatening, began to fall in
real -earnest, but in_ spite of this all
gathered under the trees ard“listened
to the account of the early history of
the family, which had been prepared.

A short address was also given by
Rev. Banfield Colpitts of ‘Waoodstock,
N. B. The constantly increasing rain
‘made further speéch making undesir-
able. As soon as the storm showed
signs of lessening, a good many who
had some distance to drive started
for nhome, and others . started for
Moncton to attend the political meet-
ing which was to be held there in
the evening. s .

Though the rain interfered very
much with the pleasure of the occa-
sien, still there was a general feeling
of satisfaction that the gathering had
been held, and many expressed the.

i wish that a similar reunion might be

held some time in the not-too-distant
future. :

This Robert Smith
afterwards settled on what is now the '
Jacob Steeves place on Pollett River, !
about a mile below Elgin. H

Thomas, the next in age to Eliza- '
I beth, married Eunice Reynolds . of
Lubec, Me., and settled on Pollett '
River, the farm now being owned by
| his grandson, R. R. Colpitts. He also
, had a large family, that seeming to !

be ‘the fashion in those days. His'
. children were: Lydia, Robert, Eliza- :
| beth, John Newton, Sarah, Nathaniel, '
| William, Margaret, Benjamin Reyn- !
olds,ard Jonathan Thomas. Three of
the sons, Robert, John Newton and
Benjamin Reynolds, settled on Pollett
River;” and the youngest, Jonathan |
. Thomas, had the homestead. !

Continuing the history of the first
family we find that William, the
fourth son, married Elizabeth (Cum- -
mings) Stiles, better known as the
Widow Stiles. Before his marriage
William had settled on what is now |
called the Miller place, just below
Forest Glen. Afterwards his wife’s
son took the place on Pollett River |
and he settled on the Stiles place in
Middle Coverdale. This place is now |
owned by his grandson, Robert Col- |
pitts. The children resulting from this !
marriage were: Christian, ILazarus,
Elizabeth, John, Mary, Lewis, Eleanor, |
and Delilah. { i

Ralph, the fifth son, was noted as a
great hunter. He married for his first !
wife Marial Jones of Moncton, and '
settled on Pollett River, where his
grandson, Havelock Colpitts, now lives.
The children by this marriage were:
Henry, Robert, Thomas, Ralph, |
Charles (still living), Christianna (still |
living), Margaret, Lydia, Mariah (still ;
living), and Deborah. His second wife
was ‘Hannah Raymond of Hampton,
N. B, and they had one child, Sarah '
Anne, who married Chas. Keith of
Havelock. After the death of his sec-
ond wife Ralph married Emma Mol- i
lins, but there were no children.

George, the sixth and youngest son,
remained on the homestead, marrying
Elizabeth Foster of Amherst, a sister
of John’s wife. The children born to
them were: Willilam, John, Eleanor,
Mary, Margaret, Lucretia, and George.
The last two are still living. The
homestead was again given to the
youngest boy, and is still known as
the George Colpitts place, though now
owned by Bamford Colpitts. After
the death of his first wife George mar-
ri2d Grace Mollins, a sister of Ralph’s
last 'wife, and when she died he mar-
ried another sister, Elizabeth Mol-
lins. No children were born in either
case.

Margaret, who you remember was
born after the family came out to New
Brunswick, married Jacob Day  of
Wickham, Queens Co. Two of her
sons, Jacob and George, are still liv-
ing. Two other children, Robert and
Eleanor, were also. born to Margaret.

The baby of the family. Jane, mar-
ried Christopher Horsman and settled
on Pollett River. The same farm is
now owned by a grandson, William
Horsman. There were eight children
born to Jane, the names of whom
were: Robert; John, Benjamin, Mar-
garet, Jane, Lucretia, Elizabeth and
Sarah. The last named is stil living.

This. account must stop here. It
would be Iinteresting to trace the
family further, but that must be for
some future time. It is, we freely con-
fess, the history of a race of humble
farmers and such for the most part
have been their descendants. No one
“of the name has yet ocoupied a prom-
inent' place in the public life of our

country. But the name has always
been an honorable one, and those whe

How it came to pass that the Herald
sent Sir Charles to Marysville is thus
told by the Fredericton Gleaner of
Saturday afternoon:

Monk arrived et the Barker house this morn-
ing from the 9.30 train a few of the smgller
fry of the new liberalism were around about
the doors of the Barker house expecting to
see Sir Charles Tupper. Mine Host Coleman,
forgetting that Sir Charles had accepted en
irvitation to Elmecroft, " Mrs. Ketchum’s
beautiful residence, could scarcely for the
minute account for the fact that Sir Charles
was not in the barouche when it arrived witn
the other distinguished guests. The two pig-
mies of Mr. Thompson’s moribund paper
were about, the one looking for, news, the
other seeking an opportunity to explain that
he was a liberal only through circumstances,
but his heart was with the veieran statesman
of the day.

EXCURSION STR. SUNK.

The Six Hundred Passengers Had a Nar-
row Escape from Going Down
With the Steamer.

COHASSET, Mass., Sept. 9.—The ex-
cursion steamer John Endicott, on the
Boston and Plymouth line, struck a
sunken rock just east of Minot’s light
about 6 o’clock this afternoen and tore
a great hole in her side, so that she
was obliged to run full steam for the
shore off North Scituate, where she
foundered. There were on board 600
passsengers at the time of the acci-
dent, but by the quick use of all her
life boats, and with assistance from

; the boats near by, every person aboard

was saved. The steamer now lies sub-
merged off the North Scituate shore.

The Endicott was from Pilymouth
bound for Boston, and was sailing on
an inside course. The tide was ex-
tremely low, and to this is attributed
the fortunate saving of all the passen-
gers, for, had the tide been full, the
steamer must have sunk before shore
was reached. She was making her
usual speed and apparently in the
regular chanael, when, at a point to
the easc of Minot’s light she struck
a sunken rock with great force, the
impact tearing a great hole in her
side: She began to settle imediately.
There was much consternation on
board, and preparations were hastily
made for the emergency should the
steamsar settle further. The captain
called for full steam ahead, and the
boat made directly for the Scituate
shore, and the passengers were safely
removed just as the craft plunged be-
neath the waves. Help came from
the Cohasset and North Scituate life
saving stations, which did gallant ser-
vice in taking the excursionists from
the sinking steamer.

Tugs have been despatched from
Boston to the scene of the wreck, but
can be raiased. She now
and the flood tide will bring many
feet of water over her masts.

The rescued excursionists took steam
trains at the Cohasset and North
Scituate railroad stations for Boston.

EXPERIMENTAL FARM EIIHiSZ L.

In agricuitural hall the i :uricnie]
experimental ifarm is putting up a]
good exhibit, which as usual is nicely
i arranged. W. . :Blair, horticulturist
i+of the farm, has charge of the exhibit,
and is making the display show up
well. The tropky, which occupies a
central position, is.arranged in a three
sided form topped with stars artistic-
ally arranged with .grains of various
kinds. Charts are used to illustrate
the central objest of the exhibit, and
by one the value of corn is prominent-
ly set forward. The artist has pre-
sented the corn field of the farmer
who took what seed 'he could get re-
gardless of its value, while a picture
of the field where anly good varieties
were placed shows the mnecessity of
being able to take advantage of ex-
perimental work setting forth the best
‘sorts. The two farmers are shown
talking over the fence telling what
varieties to grow.

The hen is also having her say. She
im telling her business and the num-~
ber of eggs she supplies for export,
while the cock thinks he,
something to crow about.

ACCURATE TUNNELING.

In a description of the recently
opened Cemtral London railway, the
Builder says the longest separate
length of tunnel driven was from the
‘Westbourne shaft to the Marble-Arch
shaft the distance being over 1,200
yards, and the work resultetd in an
error of only five-eights of an inch at
tke point where a junction was effect-
ed with the tunnel driven by another
firm of contractors. In two of the
sections bore holes were put down
into the tunnel for the purpose of
testing the lines, but generally the
lengths were driven through so aceur-
ately that no recourse to bore holes
was found necessary.
