Certain Rhode Island business in­
terests favor the granting of a char­
ter to the Grand Trunk on the gorund 
that shippers are at the mercy of the 
New Haven road, the only one in that 
state. Freight traffic with the New 
Haven system has an alliance with 
the Canadian Pacific R. R., a competi­
tor with the Grand Trunk. The lat­
ter road controls the Central Ver­
mont and the New London and Nor­
thern.

"Should the long-established rela­
tions be endangered In the future. It 
will, I am sure, be because of unpro­
voked attacks by Canadian lines upon 
the business of the New England 
roads. Such might change the rela­
tions of both the New Haven and Bos 
ton and Maine with their Canadian 
neighbors.

In Providence It Is thought that the 

existing hoslilitil* may lead to a break 
in the interchange of freight between 
the Boston and Maine and Central Ver­
mont at White River Junction, Vt. The 
Interest in the situation Is In the fact 
that at present the Central Vermont 
depends on the Boston and Maine 
solely for reaching Boston and a large 
part of New England.

No Warehouse. Re
Antigonish, Feb. 20.—The palatial 

residence of D. G. Kirk, one of the 
finest In the Maritime Provinces, was 
badly gutted by fire last night. The 
origin of the fire Is unknown. At half 
past eight the basement was discov­
ered te be full of smoke and Mr. 
Kirk instantly sent In an alarm the 
firemen
When they arrived on the scene, the 
centre of the house from the basement 
to the roof was one mass of flames 
and the chances for saving even tim­
ber looked very small. Two streams 
of water were poured Into the building 
and by excellent work of the firemen 
and volunteers the tire was extinguish­
ed after a hard fight, but not until it 
had, with the water poured into it, 
practically ruined the interior of the 
residence. Mrs. Kirk, who was up 
stairs when the fire was discovered, 
had a miraculous escape from suffoca­
tion. She proceeded to descend the 
stairs, but discovered the whole stair­
way in one sheet of flame. Escape 
was cut off, and every corner of the 
house was filled with smoke. It was 
Mrs. Kirk’s coolness and presence of 
mind that saved her.

She seemed to gain confi­
dence as she proceeded, and after two 
or three minutes was speaking fluent 
ly In defence of the tactics of the Eng­
lish suffragettes. She alluded to Mrs. 
Pankhurst as the ‘pale high priestess 
of the movement," and that resistance 
to tyranny was obedience to God. She 
then told the anecdotes of the militant, 
campaign with Mrs. Pankhurst. Mrs. 
Snowden, Miss Ethel Arnold and Mrs. 
Cobden Sanderson have already made 
familiar to New York audiences.

Round of Applause.
When she described the searching 

of public buildings with a pack of 
of bloodhounds for hidden suffragettes 
the crowd gave her a round of ap­
plause, and they also responded sym­
pathetically to her description of how 
It took 10,000 policemen to protect the 
House of Commons against eight wo­
men.

The Women’s Social and Political 
Union has collected more than $300,- 
000 for a campaign fund, she said, and 
the membership of the organization in­
creases so rapidly that it is Impossible 
to keep the rolls up to date. These 
facts taken in connection with the ad­
mission of John Burns that it will take 
the Liberal party twenty-five years 
to recover from the harm done to it 
by the suffragettes seem to prove, she 
argued, that the women have not been 
working in vain.

Miss Paul modestly refrained from 
Baying anything about her own experi­
ences until the audience began to 
question her. When pressed for an ex­
act description of how it felt to be 
forcibly fed she admitted that when­
ever she had to undergo the process 
the tears streamed down her face, 
she moaned all the time and some­
times cried aloud. The victim Invari­
ably had a horrible nosebleed, she 
said, broke out In a violent perspira­
tion and trembled from head to foot 
for a long time. Several women had 
been so severely Injured by it that It 
was doubtful if they would ever re­
cover their normal health.

But these 
appraisers could hardly value a Richibucto property at 
seven times the market price and a St. John property 
at less than half its value.

THE ARRANGEMENT WITH GERMANY.

It is clear that the removal of thé surtax on German 
goods will cause a considerable disturbance In trade. 
Commerce and industry had adjusted themselves to 
the conditions, and the readjustment must produce 
some inconvenience. Some industries in Canada 
which have been established or enlarged to meet the 
demand growing out of the exclusion of German knitted 
goods and other articles will suffer.

We may expect an energetic and persistent effort 
by German producers and exporters to capture some of 
the Canadian market now supplied by Great Britain. 
The dumping clause will sene some purpose to mitigate 
this invasion, but there is no doubt that the British trade 
will suffer seriously. One effort of this may be increas­
ed British interest in the tariff preference. It does not 
appear that Germany has given Canada any concessions 
nearly so important as she herself obtains by the re­
moval of the surtax.

Information concerning the “Niobe:"— Its members would be“Rear-Admiral S. Eardley-Wilmot wrote in 1901 a 
monograph on ’The British Navy, Past and Present,’ 
which was published by the Navy League and widely 
circulated. At that time the first-class protected cruiser 
Niobe was only three years old. The Admiral referred 
to It and other crolsers of the same type as follows:— 
‘The Diadem class of 11,000 tons has proved successful 
In steaming capacity, though the armament is considered 
defective by many, because it comprises no gun heavier 
than the slx-lnch. There are eight of these vessels. 
Like the Powerful and Terrible, the protection to vital 
parts from shot and shell is limited to armor within 
the hull in the form of a protective deck. The exposure 
Of the side at the water-line to perforation by small 
projectiles augmented by the development of quick fire 
guns has led us to revert to the armored croiser, and 
thirty such vessels are under construction.’

iu the year than exporta but though, 
lu the first half of the year, exporte 
were less in value than larthe previous 
year, the second half of the year 
showed so great an advance on the 
earlier months that the year’s total 
of exports has never been surpassed 
except iu the boom year 1907. In De­
cember the exports were larger than 
hi any previous December, while, both 
In November and December, imports 
exceeded those of any previous month 
In the history of the trade of the 
United Kingdom. Moreover, In some 
cases (e. g. cotton goods and coal) 
the quantities exported in 1909 were 
greater than In 1908, though the re­
corded value was less, the diminution 
being due to a fall of price. Th 
nation In shipbuilding, is reflected In 
a marked reduction In new ships ex­
ported. For machinery too, a reduc­
ed export is recorded, though the total 
value was greater than In the previous 
year to 1907.

Exports of iron and steel goods ex­
panded In the second half of the year, 
and the total for the year showed an 
Increase over the figures of 1908. Both 
for machinery and for Iron and steel 
goods, the values exported In 1909 
were double those exported as recent­
ly as fifteen years ago.

Judge Forbes, who has Just return­
ed from Chicago, declared In an inter­
view with The Standard yesterday, 
that he was amased at the strength 
developed by the reciprocity move­
ment in Illinois and other states of the 
middle weit

‘ The people there," he said, "want 
reciprocity with Canada, and are pre­
paring to make a fight for it. When In 
the course of my address at Chicago, 
I referred rather apologetically to the 
possibility of an improvement In the 
trade relations of Canada and Uie 
United States, 1 waa amused at the 
storm of applause which greeted my 
remarks, if I had heeded the prompt 
lugs of my friends on the platform, I 
ain afraid the convention would have 
lost eight of Its purposes-and been 
stampeded into a political meeting. To 
prevent that 1 had to switch off from 
the trade queetlon and take up the 
problem of securing greater reciproci­
ty lu religious matters.

“The Insurgent movement led by 
Lafolloete and other opponents of the 
Hayne Aldrloh-t'annon combination. Is 
certainly destined to become a power­
ful factor In the political life of the 
west, and unless the stand-patters 
make their peace with It. the move­
ment Is bound to bring about a new 
alignment of parties throughout the 
north.

"So far as I waa able to Judge from 
conversation with western members 
while I was at Ottawa, there is a 
strong feeling In our own west in fa­
vor of closer trade relations with the 
states. As J. J. Hill, the railway mag­
nate has pointed out, seventh-eights of 
the best grain growing lands of this 
continent are north of the boundary 
line, and the western states not only 
need our wheat but they want to have 
a greater share of the rapidly growing 
trade of western Canada.

"I think reciprocity would benefit

parties. Our farmers wo 
the cost of a big railway haul 
articles they must purchase, and the 
United States, which Is now Importing 
wheat, could open a vast market to 
our farmers."

Judge Forbes remarked that while 
at Ottawa he had met quite a number 
of western representatives, and had 
been pleased to learn that the west­
ern people were as Imperialistic, us 
anxious to maintain the British con­
nection as the people of St. John. The 
fear that the infiux of American set­
tlers would have an Influence upon 
western sentiment prejudicial to the 
Integrity of the Empire, appeared to 
be groundless. Most of the American 
settlers were better satisfied with po­
litical conditions of Canada than with

Stowaways from France will 
be Deported.

Disappearance of a Stranger 
Named ferrie Who Started 
for Bdllsle Last Tuesday to 
fetch His Wife.

Taken by Surprise.
Mr. and Mrs. Kirkpatrick, of Wright 

street, were taken somewhat by sur­
prise Friday evening when a number 
of their friends called at the house on 
the occasion of Mrs. Kirkpatrick's 
birthday. After a number of games had 
been played Mr. Wallace Halllday on 
behalf of those present., presented Mrs. 
Kirkpatrick with a handsome parlor 
chair.

After experiencing a succession of 
strong head gales during fourteen 
days of the voyage, and being swept 
by heavy seas, the Allan liner Sardin­
ian, Capt. Charles B. Henry, arrived 
off the Island at (Unblock Saturday 
evening, and droj^ed tffrsbat^untll 8 
o'clock, when she came up and oDeked 
at No. 4 berth. Capt. Henry and the 
officers say that the voyage was one 
of the roughest that they have ever 
experienced.

It took
and a half to come across and she 
generally makes the trip In twelve 
days. She left Ixmdon on February 
2nd, and called at Havre, where she 
took on board cargo and passengers. 
She left Havre two days later, and 
had fine weather In the Channel, but 
throughout the remainder of the 
voyage, strong head gales with moun­
tainous seas were encountered. The 
Sardinian crossed the Atlantic by the 
long southerly course and saw no Ice.

To a Standard reporter last evening 
Capt. Henry said he had been In the 
Allan service for twenty-three years 
and the present voyage had been the 
longest he has made across the At­
lantic. It took five. days to make a 
two days run In mid-ocean. Not one 
day during the trip did the Sardinian 
make her usual dally run, which Is 
about 220 miles. Last Thursday the 
steamer made but 76 miles and on 
Friday only 82 miles.

The Sardinian brought 16 cabin pas­
sengers and tit) steerage. The passen­
gers were landed yesterday morning 
and forwarded west by a special train.
