He is one of the leaders
of the Quebec bar and is held in high
esteem in political circles, He was a
member of the last Conservative ad-
ministration in Quebec, and for one
term was a member of the federal
parliament for Montmorency. After
being sworn in today he returned to
Montreal. Mr. Casgrain has always
been a straight Conservative.

Hon. W. B. Nantel was today ap-
pointed to the Railway Commission
to succeed Hon. M. E. Bernier whose
terms of office has expired. This was
anticipated but the appointment of
Mr. Blondin as his successor to the
portfolio of inland revenue was a sur-
prise to those outsiders who have at-
tempted to forecast the cabinet chan-

ges.

Mr. Blondin is member for Cham-
plain and will seek re-election in his
own constituonvy. It is likely that he,
also, will be unopposed.

Mr. Casgrain’s appointment to the
cabinet leaves the chairmanship of
the Canada Section of the Internation-
al Waterways Commission vacant.
That will go to C. A. McGrath, who is
a member of tha commission and was
to have been chairman on his appoint-
ment in 1911 but stepped aside for Mr.
Casgrain. He Is one of the biggest
figures in Canadian public life. It is
probable that J. G. 'H. Bergeron, K.
(., of Montreal, will be appointed to
the board. Another vacancy is the
office of Deputy Speaker of the Com-
taons. (Possibly Albert Sevigny, M.
P., will receive tho appointment.

“TRAFALGAR DAY

Hundreds. of Wreaths Banked
at Base of Nelson Monu-
ment— Recruiting Banners
Prominently Displayed.

London, Oct. 20, 10.25 p. m.—To-
morrow, Trafalgar Day, will be made
the occasion of a great effort to re-
cruit men for the army.

Already hundreds of wreaths and
bouquets have been banked at the base
of the Nelson monument in Trafalgar
Square, where great crowds were pres-
ent throughout the day. Canada, New
Zealand, Australla, Japan and South
Africa sent mamouth floral offerings,
which are displayed beneath the mon-
olith, which is surmounted by the
statue of Admiral Nelson. Nearly all
the English ships also sent flowers.

Numerous pathstic notes accom-
panied the wreaths sent by relatives
of the officers and men of the British
cruiser Pathfinder and other ships re-
cently destroyed by German subma-
rines or mines.

In addition to the flowers the entire
base of the Nelson monument is en-
veloped with recruiting banners bear-
ing the words, “Your King and Your
Country Need You."

MANY FROM

Battaion and Half Besides
French Canadian Contin-
gent— Four Machine Guns
Will be Sent.

Montreal, Oct. 20—Definite instruc-
tions were received at Militia Head-
quarters here, to prepare for the sec-
ond contingent to be sent for over-
gseas service form Canada, the exact
make-up of -this expeditionary force
has not yet been decided upon, but
it will consist largely of infantry.
Montreal will, for the present, be call-
ed upon to.furnish one and a half
battalions, outside of the new French-
Canadian regiment, which is being re-
cruited both fiom Montreal and the
province. In this way Montreal will
be called upon to supply between
1,500 and 1,600 infantry, while they
will be expected to furnish two head-
quarters regimental staffs, and two
machine-gun sections, one for the full
regiment and the other for. the half
battalion. .
~ Orders for active enlistment have
not been sent forward as yet.

ALLIES DRIVE GERMANS

IN DESPERATE CONFLICT
THE NORTHERN AREA
EXPECT MANY

West Flanders and Northeastern France Scene

of Terrific Struggle — French Report De-
termined German Attacks all Along the Line
Repulsed — Russians Fighting Along Vis-

" tula, San and Dniester Rivers.

The Germans are attempting not only an advance along the coast
of the North Sea to the French ports, but have attacked the Allies at
many points from the extreme north to the Heights of the Meuse, to
the south, on the battlefront.

In the north the Belgian army has held its ground with remarkable
tenacity, while at La Bassee, around Arras, between Peronne and Al-
bert, to the east of the Argonne and along the Meuse the German of-
fensive tactics have been repuised.

This is the substance of the French official report, and in a meas-
ure it is in agreement with the Berlin official report which, while not
attempting any detailed description of the battle, declares that the Ger-
man forces have met with strong opposition at the River Yser, where the
fighting has continued since Sunday, but that otherwise the situation
rather favors German arms, particularly in the vicinity of Lille at
which point the French have been attacking for several days with des-
peration and have been repulsed with heavy losses.

GERMANS DRIVEN BACK.

Thirty thousand Germans are reported to have occupied the coast
between Ostend and Nieuport and to have dug trenches along the
dykes from Middelkerke to Westende, but later advices declare that they
have been repulsed near the latter town and that their guns are now
near Ostend, which town ‘they still hold.

The F i derin-chief that there is no change
in the situation although the Russians are in contact with _the“: enemy
at various points in Galicia and East Prussia. With this the Berlin
official bulletin is in agreement. A Rotterdam despatch says that the
German marines are leaving Antwerp to join the fleet, and that the
ships at Kiel have been extensively provisioned. portending possible ac-
tivity on the part of the German navy, which has been for the past
two months at anchor in Germany's well protected harbors.

IN THE EAST

Vienna officially reports Austrian successes in Galicia, east of
Chyrow and Przemysl, and adds that the Austro-German armies have re-
pulsed a great cavalry attack in Poland.

Peking despatches report, on the authority of refugees from Tsing
Tau, that the Japanese have lost séverai thousand men in their cam-
paign against the German concession in China.

It is estimated that there are not less than two million Belgians
outside the borders of their own country, and that there are at least
500,000 wounded in France. :

According to a Rotterdam despatch three Zeppelin dirigible sheds
are being erected at Brussels, and four at Antwerp . If this is true,
it may be the preliminary to the threatened raid on England across the
channel,

London, Oct. 20, 9.15 p. m.—Fighting of the most desperate charac-
ter Is in progress in West Flanders and Northeastern France, The
Belgian army, supported by the Allies, Is holdiing on stubbornly to the
line of the River Yser, despite determined German attacks, and has
thus far succeeded in bringing to a halt the advance of the invaders
l‘ong the coast.

This is announced in the French official communication issued this
evening, and is admitted in the report of German general headquar-
ters, which says that fighting has been going on since Sunday in the
vicinity of Nieuport, which stands at the crossing of the river near the
sea.

A little further to the south the Allies are making an attempt to
advance toward Lille for the relief of that city, which has been .in Ger-
man hands for some time, and are also pushing on to the north and
south of Arras. Their attacks of yesterday on the advances to Lille,
where the Germ‘am hold strong positions, were repulsed, according to
the German reports.

To the southward, at the bend of the line, the Germans ‘continue
to make furious but unavailing attempts to break the French line. In
the east, along the Meuse, the Germans have, according to the French
account, essayed in vain to repulse the French troops, who debouched
along that territory in which the Camp Des Romanines, now in the
hands of the Germans, is situated, in an .attempt to cut out that por-
tion of the German army which is thrust towards St. Mihiel.

FRENCH MAKE PROGRESS

Generally speaking, the French claim to have made some detail-
ed progress on various points of the front. Paris reports that the allies
have destroyed fifteen German machine guns, two of which were ar-
mored, near La Bassee, and a battery of German heavy artillery in
the environs of St. Mihiel.

Both sides are bringing up reinforcements to the western front,
where one of the supreme struggles of the war is on. The Germans
are not bringing new troops from the east but are throwing every
available man in Belgium into the firing line. They seem to have the
railroads working well, although they must have been seriously dam-
aged during the battles of August and September. Troops are being
transported over them, and Dutch sources report that train after train

*of wounded is being taken back to Germany.

protection of elaborate entrenchments, such as they have on the Alsne,
the losses must be very heavy, especially where d rs have been
made to carry positions by assault.

German and Russian reports agree that the situation in the east
has not changed, although the armies are in close touch along the East
Prussian frontier and right across Poland and Galicia. In Galicia, how-
ever, the Austrians claim to be making progress in their campaign to

BLOCK RAZED BY BOMB

Fearful Tragedy Followed Act of Unknown Bomb Thrower

Body of One Victim Recov
Debris of Buildings.

Montreal, Oct. 20—Two men are be-
lieved' to have blown up a block of
nine tenements and three stores on
Frontenac street about six o'clock to-
night with a bomb, and to have met
cdeath in the wreckage, in which about
a4 dozen inmates were more or less
seriously injured. Only one body was
recovered, and it was taken to the
morgue to await identification. The
police think there is at least one body
in the ruins, if not more, but owing
to broken gas pipes the search was
greatly hampered.

Paul Belanger, 581 street, and Jo
seph Lafreniere, 585 Frontenac street,
told the police they saw two men,
who looked like foreigners carrying
a big black thing into one of the door-
ways of the block of tenemants, and
a loud explosion almost immediately
followed

Sixty-five foreigners—Poles, Rou-
manians and Austrians, chiefly occu-
pied the premises, and they were at
supper when the explosion occurred.
There was a terrific rc and the en-
tire front of the building blew out

with awful force into Frontenac street.
Windows in houses all around were
shattered, the floors of the tenement
itself were wrecked, and the whole
building for a time had a most menac-
ing aspect.

Police were sent for, and fire alarms
turned in, though happily fire did not
add its horrors to the scene,

Confusion reigned for a time, which
culminated in intense excitement
when a strong cordon of police was
seen to convey away to No. 13 Sta-
tion, a group of a dozen foreigners.

Information regarding the affair is
to the effect that there had been
trouble in the building for the past
few days—whether it was racial or
not was not stated—and the police
had been called in last night and the
night before. One man, eluding the
police some days ago, had, it is said,
sworn that he would “make trouble,”
and that is why the police tonight
thought it would be wise to apprehend
some of the men who might be use-
]t‘ul, ghould evidence be forthcoming
that the affair was premeditated.

people look to America for help.

This man requested the publication
in the United States of an open letter
addressed to President Wilson, crav-
ing help for the poor in Belgium.
“Their money will soon be gone,” this
manufacturer said today, “and the pay-
rolls are discontinued. Food is scarce
My people must either starve, or
move where they can find givers.”

‘The editor of the Independent Belge,
Brussels, is now in Londont His pa-
per has been published successfully
in Ghent and Ostend, and it will
shortly appear in the British capital.
This man speaking today of the Bel
glan exodus said:

Awful Conditions.

“There are, perhaps, today two
million Belgians outside the borders
of their country. It is doubtful, which
are the better off, these outside or
those inside. Millions more would
have gone had they not been too poor,
or too optimistic. It is useless to
urge them to return and live under
German rule. They will remain away
until the war is over, no matter what
happens. I came out with my family
of four persons. All our baggage was
in two handbags, and we had little
money. I have a city home in Brus-
sels, and a country home outside. I
do not care to see them while the
Germans are there.”

The tremendus responsibility of car-
ing for these Belgian refugees pre-
sents oblems which are being dis-
cussed @t length im the English news-
papers. Countless suggestions have
been made. These include coloniza-
tion in Ireland and the establishment
of new lace factories and similar in-
dustries. The fact that British un-
employment has been increased by the
war accentuates the problem. One
London newspaper has collected more
than $155,000 for the refugees. This
game paper has published an imter-
view with King Albert, who express-
es his gratitude for what has been
done on behalf of “poor Belgium, now
merely the edge of a nation.” Con-
tinuing the King urges that thé Bel-
gians be given work, and not support-
ed by charity.

The contributions to the various
rellef funds are almost impossible to
describe, They include cash gifts
from brides who have genounced ex-
pensive weddings and donate the mon-
ey these would have cost; money
saved by factory employes by deny-
ing outings to themselves and their
children; cash obtained from the sell-
ing of toys at auction, and money se-
cured by disposing of personal treas-
ures. One man auctioned off a vase
given him by the late Emperor of
China,

Lord Gladstone sald today:

“We still want acceptable homes,
warm clothing and shoes. Many of
these refugees arrive in families, and
they dislike to be separated. The
principal problem is to secure work
for them. Glasgow alone has takem
3,000 from the committee, and one
small Welsh village has taken three
hundred. The embassies are now ne-
gotfating concerning the shipment of
food supplies to Brussels. Organiza-

Ottawa, Oct. 20.—The government
has completed for relieving the
distress among the Northern Indians,
due to the fact that the Hudson Bay
Co. and Revillon Bros. are not buying
furs this winter, their market having
been destroyed by the war. The prac-
tice has beem for the Indians to get
their supplies 4n advance from the fur
trading companjes and pay off their
bills when they came in with their
furs. But for the government assist-
ance the condition of the Indians
would have been serious.

They are being encouraged to hunt
for food this season rather than for
furs and the government is supplying
them with ammunition and with twine
and wire for snares. Arrangements
are also being made with the fur com-
panies to give to the Indians near
their posts when it is required.

The provincial government have
also agreed to relax their game laws
g0 as to let the Indians hunt the cari-
bou, moose and other game for their
food suppl this being especlally
necessary Northern Ontario where
the Ontario game laws were extended

WOOLLEN BUSINESS

{IN UNCERTAIN STATE

London, Oct. 20.—The Bradford
Chamber of Commerce has information
from government circles that the de-
cree prohibiting the exports of wool
tends to all crossbred yarns, but not
to all grades of cloths. The restric-
tion applies only to such cloths as are
suitable for military purposes. Con:
siderable difficulty may be expected
with the customs authorities owing
to the uncertainties in classification
under this direction.

The demand from crossbred wool,
and products having been checked by
the exhaustion of supplies, fancy prices
are being demanded.

Tope average an advance of 4d., and
yarns are a penny higher for the
week.

Merine products are also hardening.
Increased inquiry is being shown for
dress yarns and dress goods. Dyeing
difficulties are exerting a restrictive
influence on the production.

Cotton yarns are inactive and irregu-
lar, with the fine counts showing a
weakening tendency. The cotton cloth
business is slow. More inquiries are
coming from China, but as yet they
are not resulting in actual orders.
While India trade still continues dis-
organized, shipments of cotton goods
are still going there.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-
WEST LAND REGULATIONS.

The sole head of a family, or any’
home-

male over 18 years old, mi |
stead a quarter-section of available
Dominion land in Manitoba, Saskatch-
ewan or Alberta. Applicant must ap-
pear in person at the Dominion Lands
Agency or Sub-Agency for the Dis-
trict. Entry by proxy may be made
at any Dominion Lands Agency (but
not Sub-Agency), on certaln cond-
tions.

Duties—Six months residence upon
and cultivation of the land in each of
three years. A homesteader may live
within nine miles of his homestead on
a farm of at least 80 acres, on certain
conditions. A habitable house is re-
quired except where residence is per
formed in the vicinity.

In certain districts a homesteader
in good standing may pre-empt & quar-
ter-section alongside his homestead.
Price $3.00 per acre.

Duties—Six months residence in
each of three years after earning
homestead patent; also 50 acres ex-
tra cultivation. Pre-emption patent
may be obtained as soon as homestead
patent, on certain conditions.

A settler who has exhausted his
homestead right may take a purchased
homestead in certain districts.
