London, Jan. 21.~The Duke of
Atholl died yesterday at Blair Castle,
Hlair Atholl, Perthshire, Scotland.
His successor is his son, the Marquis
of Tuliibardine, M. P., who has had &
notable career in the army, serving
with distinction in the Khartoum and
other Egyptian campaigns. Since the
Ibeginning of the present war the
Marquis of Tullibardine has been a
brigade commander,

S8ir John James Hugh Henry Stew-
art-Murray, Lord Murray of Tullibar-
dine, Lord Gask and Balquhldder,
Lord Belvenie, Earl of Strathtay, Earl
of Strathardle, Viscount Glenalmond,
Viscount Glenyon, all in the peerage
of Scotland; Lord Strange of Knockyn,
Lord Percy, Earl Strange and Lord
Murray of Stanley, in the peerage of
Great Britain, and seventh Duke of
Atholl, was born August 6, 1840. He
was educated at Eton. The dukedom
was created in 1703. Sir William
Murray of Tullibardine, Comptrolier
of the Household and one of the gov-
ernors during the mimority of James
VI. of Scotland (afterwards James I.
of England), was created Lord Murray
of Tullibardine.

The late duke was lord lieutenant
of the county of Perth since 1878,
He was honorary colonel of the third
battalion, the Black Watch, and was
captain «in the Scotch Fusiliers'
Guards. He owned about 200,000
acres of land and was one of the
heaviest Scottish landlords.

In 1863 he married Louisa, daughter
of Sir Thomas Moncreiffe. The
duchess died in 1902. Of the union
there were three sonsand three daugh-
ters. The duke was the third promi-
nent Scotchman to die within a week.

The Eighth Duke of Atholl.

John George Stewart Murray, M, V.
0., D. L, D. 8 0, Unionist member
of parllament for the west riding of
Perthshire, was born Dec. 15, 1871,
He wae educated at Eton. He dis-
tinguished himself in the Khartoum,
and Atbar campaigns and in thé Boer
war. He holds numerous medals, in-
cluding the D. 8. O. for gallantry in
action. At the present time he com-
mande a brigade in France.

In 1899 he married H. Katherine
Marjory, daughter of Sir James Ram-
say.

The by-election campaign in Dor-
chester county, Quebec, although but
a few days old, has already produced
the most disgraceful anti-British state-
ments heard in that province since Sir
Wilfrid Laurier at St. Hyacinthe made
his discreditable references to ‘*‘the
“highbrows of Downing street.” Lu-
cien Cannon, the Liberal candidate
igainst Hon, Albert Sevigny, endorsed
by Laurier as the choice of the Lib-
eral party, has gone further than
Laurier himself has dared to go in re-
cent years. At a meeting in St,
Prosper on Thursday night he declar-
ed in effect that Canada had already
done enough for England and that if
Mr. Sevigny was elected there was no

represented by the Borden Govern-
n.ent and supported in their every act
by Mr. Sevigny might not go.

Mr. Sevigny replying to Mr. Cannon,
warned him against his words which
said would be placed before the
bar of public opinion in Canada. He
also declared that the Liberal press
would not dare to publish Mr. Can-
non's speech.

The meeting at St. Prosper has
aroused much attention and the gen-
eral opinion in Ottawa and Montreal
is that Sir Wilfrid Laurier must either
repudiate Cannon or else take for
Limself and the party the full respon-
gibility for the treasonable utterances
which, while representing the Liberal
canvasses and Liberal opinion in Que-
kee, would find nothing but disap-
proval among loyal Canadians else-
where in Canada.

One House Gutted, Roof ol
Second Badly Burned—
Loss About $3,000.

A fire which gutted two tenement
houses, forced six families to take
refuge with kindly neighbors, and
nearly caused the death of Thomas
Mallory, occurred on Saturday even-
ing at 5.45 in Chapel street. The loss
which is partially covered by insu-
rance will be in the vicinity of $3,000.

According to close observation by
Sergt. Smith of the police force the
fire started in the front room between
the walls whence it worked up through
thd partition and gained the roof. The
house in’ which the fire started is
owned by Morris Jacobson and was
occupied by three families. Arthur
Nickerson liveg in the first flat, where
the fire started. When interviewed
by The Standard he said that the
stove pipe which no doubt caused the
fire was in the chimney when he mov-
ed in. He lost considerable furniture
on which there was no insurance.

Samuel White occupied the second
flat. He suffered considerable dam-
age from both fire and water. He was
also uninsured.

The top flat of the Jacobson house
wassoccupied by Louis Wineberg. He
suffered the most loss on his furniture
as the firemen in order to effectively
cope with the blaze worked from the
roof. He carried no insurance.

Mr. Jacobson said that he carried
about $1,100 insurance with William
Thomson Co.

After the fire had made its way to
the top of the roof the flames ominous-
ly played around the roof of the ad-
joining three story dwelling house
owned by T. Mallory until it caught.
Mr. Mallory while attempting to save
some wearing apparel in a room on
the top flat which was occupled by
him, was thrown to the floor by falling
debris and in a dazed condition was
assisted to the street by Joseph
O’Neil.

Mr. Mallory carried $1,000 insurance
with the Continental Fire Insurance
Company of New York, but the
amount will hardly repair the loss on
the building. He carried no insu-
rance on his furniture.

The other occupants of the Mallory
t t, Frank Mosher on the first
floor and George Allan on the second,
lost considerable furniture by fire,
smoke and water. They carried no
insurance.

Fortunately there was no wind to
speak of, otherwise the result would
have been very different as the houses
in this locality are very close togeth-
er and all of wooden material.
