The American army, which is to be sent into battle to .make 
the world safe for democracy, is rapidly being formed. In the nine 
months since the United States declared that a state of war existed 
with Germany, the army has risen from 212,034 officers and 
to 1,539,506 officers and men.

This statement has been made by Secretary of War Baker, who 
declared that no army in the history of the world had ever been 
raised, equipped or trained so quickly. The secretary added, that 
a "substantial" force of Americans already was in France and fit 
for active service and that full equipment is on hand for every man 
who will be sent to Europe during 1918.

On the fighting fronts the infantry is inactive, except for small 
raiding operations, but the artillery duels continue intense 
ious sectors. In northern Italy snow has fallen to a depth of from 
three to five feet, bringing the operations to a halt. The movement 
of supplies to the enemy armies in the hills is being greatly impeded 
and the indications at present are that fighting of great intensity 
will be impossible while the snow lies on the ground.

The official report from Field Marshal Flaig’s headquarters in 
France says:

"Early this morning we successfully raided at three different 
points the enemy's trenches southeast of Ypres, inflicting many 
casualties and capturing a few prisoners and machine guns.

"The hostile artillery was active during the day south of Bulle- 
court, west of Lens and east of Y pres.

The food administration is considering legislation to make the saving of wheat 

compulsory and has approved a bill drawn by Representative Lever, author, of the 
food control bill, to enforce wheatless dayt.

Proposals for mixed flours and for a form of 
under consideration as possible measures to reduce the use of wheat flour.

In preparation for dealing with the situation, the food administration has decid­
ed to purchase from the mills thirty per cent, of their output. Out of the flour pur­
chased, it will supply the allies, the army and the navy and will maintain ' reserve 
stores to meet any local shortages that may arise.

Some food administration officials think a slight flour shortage next spring, not 
only would not cause suffering here, but might have a wholesome effect in causing 
the people to turn to other cereals.

The shortage of food abroad probably will bring an early determination of a poli­
cy respecting the balance to be maintained between food and troop shipments. A 
decision will be left largely to the allies, since they best can determine which will be 
the more useful to themselves in prosecuting the war.

to Stockholm. Trotzky declared the 
Russians came to Brest-Lito zsk not as 
the repreeentattvee of a conquered 
country and did not Intend to ask for 
pity, but would continue to act as true 
revolutionists. He Is reported to have 
told th-3 German and Austrian dele­
gates that if they did not accede to his 
request that they would feel the 
weight of arms of the Russian democ­
racy.

The German delegation in Petrograd 
is reported to have expressed the de­
sire to the Swedish legation that Swe­
den act as the go-between with Great 
Britain, France and Italy.

"Coming as it does so soon after

"Freedom of the seas makes a league 
of nations necessary. Such a league 
must be prepared to punish any recal­
citrant nation by closing the seas to it 
till it is ready to behave.

"While we found the premier in his 
speech met the expressed wishes of 
labor in most every respect, it is fair 
to say that he was not quite as cordial 
towards the present Russian govern 
ment as he might have been. Presi­
dent Wilson’s outstretched hand leaves 
no room for doubt in Russian minds. 
He says ‘Here’s our hand; we are 
ready and anxious to help.’ ”

President Wilson’s address, says the 
Manchester Guardian, was partly a 
strong affirmation and partly a supple­
ment to Premier Lloyd George’s state

Commenting on the president’s re­
marks concerning freedom of the seas, 
'the Guardian says they will surprise 
many persons who would not expect 
him to favor abolition of the right ol 
capture at sea, in view of the vigorous 
fashion In which the United States 
supported the British blockade of Ger­
many. The demand for free naviga­
tion has been the official policy of the 
United States since Franklin's day, it 
continues.

“Nothing could assist Germany more," 
he declared. “Those who are trying to help in bringing about a 
patched-up peace and lend their influence in that direction are 
weakening the American forces, weakening American preparation," 
he said, “and they had beat to remember that it will coat 
now to lose this war than to win it."

Senator Kenyon, in relating his experiences, aaid that what 
he had seen in France had arouaed him to such a pitch that he wish­
ed the Kaiser might be compelled to be at sea in an open boat that 
was being shelled, and that the palaces of the German ruler might be 
blown up.

"Freedom of the seas makes a league 
of nations necessary. Such a league 
must be prepared to punish any recal­
citrant nation by closing the seas to It 
till it is ready to behave.

"While we found the premier in his 
speech met the expressed wishes of 
labor in most every respect, it is fair 
to say that he was not quite as cordial 
towards the present Russian govern 
ment as he might have been. Presi­
dent Wilson’s outstretched hand leaves 
no room for doubt In Russian minds.
He says ‘Here's our hand; we are 
ready and anxious to help.’ ”

President Wilson’s address, says the 
Manchester Guardian, was partly a 
strong affirmation and partly a supple­
ment to Premier Lloyd George's state

Commenting on the president’s re­
marks concerning freedom of the seas,
'the Guardian says they will surprise 
many persons who would not expect 
him to favor abolition of the right ol 
capture at sea, in view of the vigorous 
fashion In which the United States 
supported the British blockade of Ger­
many. The demand for free naviga­
tion has been the official policy of the 
United States since Franklin's day, it 
continues. Everyone knew the United 
States would raise this question when 
she could and when she raises It at 
tiie peace conference it is to be hoped 
that it will be discussed In the light of 
the experiences in this war

The Guardian says Mr. Wilson pur­
poses to hold this in suspense, to be 
employed as punishment for breaches 
of international compacts. It regards 
this as a great advance from the for­
mer American position and says the 
English people would be wise to con­
sider how far this relaxation of the 
traditional American doctrine goes to­
ward meeting their objections.

telephone directory to its patrons the 
New Brunswick Telephone Company 
has issued an attractively printed bro­
chure entitled “Good Telephone 
Usage” as au aid to good telephone 
service. A glance through the pages 
of this booklet suggests to the reader 
that if the service in question is not at 
all times what is desired certainly it is 
not the purpose or disposition of the 
management that it should be so. As 
u matter of fact we are not saying 
that the service is not good, for the 
most part our citizens, it is believed, 
have found it to be quite satisfactory. 
“We as a company’* declares the man­
agement. “are trying to do our part" 
and “we ask the co-operation of all 
our subscribers in further improving 
the service by doing their part.’’

Next to water and light probably 
there is no other public service whose 
efficiency means so much for the com­
fort and prosperity of the community 
as that of the telephone and it is well 
that the public as well as the em­
ployes of that service should be in 
tills way invited to consider in 
what manner by a mutual attentive- 
ness to the rules of the wire the causes 
of inefficiency or of irritation may be 
for the most part eliminated. The 
work of the “Hello girl" is exacting 
enough, and not the least part of its 
weariness comes from its constant, 
day in and day out. monotony, and a 
considerate public will not be unmind­
ful of this fact when inclined to be 
overly exacting.

that I informed you by telegraph on 
the 5th inst., of the death of your 
nephew, Lieut. Eccles.due to injuries 
received in an aeroplane accident.

He had only been with this squad­
ron for a short time, but had already 
developed into an exceptionally good 
pilot, though inclined to be reckless. 
At about 8.15 a. m. on Wednesday 
morning he was told to take up a 
Bristol Fighter, and as he was to fly 
it alone ballast was put in th 
eengers seat. After starting his en­
gine, and when about to "take off” 
he called to a friend, Lieut. Suther­
land, to accompany him.

Lieut. Sutherland got in the ma­
chine—both forgetting that the pas- 
senger's seat had been weighted with 
ballast. The result was that on 
"taking off" the machine rose too 
rapidly, and when at the height of 
about 100 feet stalled and dropped 
to the ground.

The occupants received medical at­
tendance at once and were removed 
to the hospital, but Lieut. Eccles 
succumbed to his Injuries a few hours 
afterwards.

Ho 
was a native of FatrvtUe, 
spent the greater part of 
sea. After serving In wooden craft he 
eelled out of New York as second offi­
cer on a steamer in the African serv­
ice. He was later first officer on the 
8. 8. Ocarna In the PtcMord A Black 
service to the West Indies. Captain 
Dalton was 50 years of age and was 
appointed to the government service 
Nov. 18, 1909. Captain Dalton made 
two trips to Hudson Bay as master H 
the C.G.S. Stanley.

Chief Officer Michael Brlckley, aged 
66 years, was a master mariner who 
served In square riggers, and was first 
officer on Battle Line steamers. He 
was regarded as one of the best navi­
gators-who sailed out of the port of St 
John. He was appointed to the gov­
ernment service on January 14, 1913. 
His wife and one daughter reside at 
113 Queen street

Second Officer Kenneth Kerr, aged 
50, was appointed' to the service on 
January 17, 1914, and worked Ills way 
up from the position of wheelman. His 
wife resides at 70 Queen street.

Third Officer Wellington Ring en­
tered the employ of the government 
on November 12th, 1910, and was one 
of the most capable and noted officers 
In the service. He Is the oldest son 
of the late Wellington King, an old 
time shipbuilder, of Sand Point. Mr. 
Ring was a master mariner and some 
years ago was master of the bark 
Maid of Langellon, which sailed out of 
this port. He was also mate of the 
old Leeland Line steamers, and also 
of the Thompson Line, Scotland, and 
different others throughout the ship­
ping world. While In the employ of 
the government service for the past 

years Mr. Ring had always 
sailed under Captain Dalton and had 
accompanied him on the two trips ot 
the steamer Stanley to the Hudson’s 
Bay. some four or five years ago. Third 
Officer Ring was always of a kind and 
genial temperament and will be great­
ly missed among the shipping circles 
of St. John. He had followed the sea 
for more than forty years and is con­
sidered as one of the oldest and most 
experienced navigators that ever sail­
ed out of this port and many others In 
different parts ot the universe. His 
widow resides at 148 Duke street West 
St. John, and he to also survived by 
two siatere, Mrs. Captain Sloane and 
Mise «lira, both of the West Side, and 
also by one brother, John, of the post 
office staff in this city.

a mushroom crop, was rather differ- 
ent. The helmets we used to see wer» 
dented and worn, sometime# covered 
with a camouflage of dirty sacking; 
they belonged to officers l}ome on 
leave from tiré West Front. This new 
growth wna of grey-painted helmets 
straight from the factory. No scratch 
marred their enamelled surfaces, Uiey 
were brand-new In steel-grey paint; 
they belonged to the amateur police­
men of London.

The recent Introduction of an aerial 
barrage aa a measure to guard the 
city from marauding aeroplanes, nec­
essitated the Issue of shrapnel helmets 
to the "Specials.' During an air raid 
the sky is filled with bursting metal 
and since tlie bursts occur mllee up, 
the area of dispersion Is very wide. 
Theoretically, tlie only people who 
have any need to be In the oj>en are 
these amateud policemen. Duty calls 
them Into thb danger zones; therefore, 
they wear the casque champignon of 
the British army.

For the most part they are men over 
military age Who conduct their bus­
inesses during tlie day and play the 
Bobby at night, or during spells In the 
daytime. They iwcelve no payment for 
their services and for a long time 
they had no Issue of uniform to dlstin 
gulsh them from the common run of 
civilian. They had brassards, striped 
in various colours to dbnote their rank 
lr. the Special Constabulary, but after 
many days they received uniform 
caps; then came uniforms, to supple­
ment the truncheon and the warrant 
they carried. Many of thesq men live 
far from their businesses and the dis­
tricts they patrol, and they keep their 
uniforms In tlie clubs which are more 
central, apme find so much difficulty 
in combining business with constabul­
ary duty,that they have permission to 
wear their uniforms to work. So It 
is no uncommon thing to see a busin­
ess man sitting at hla desk, wearing 
the dark blue of tho Special.

Fitting shoes to feet which are not 
mates and making them appear so is 
an art, and the number of men de­
manding such attention will be larger 
than shoemakers ever dreamed of be­
fore the war. Many wounds which 
men sustain cause foot difficulties 
which require special shoes if the men 
are to be comfortable, and to fit these 
feet with suitable shoes will be the 
business of a large number of returned 
soldiers.
