THE STATE OF THE ROADS.

Last week it was mentioned that the
roads were rough and uneven, but the con-
stant driving in and about the City bas im-
proved the sleighing on the principal
streets, and the Marsh Road, which is the
champion ground for the trotters, is now
quite good, in places, for speeding.

AS TO THE OLD TIME RACERS,

we can find no authentic record of their
performances, but some incidents and re
miniscences from personal recollection will
no doubt prove interesting. Time, space
and mewmory would fail us to give a conse-
cutive and complete account of all the
races which took pluce years ago—a rapid
glance must therefore suffice.

On taking a retrospect of-the St. Jobn
Trotters, our notes carry us back to about
the year 1835, when a local champion
called *¢ Nabob” flourished; he was
owned by Mr. Robinson, who kept the
five-mile house, and was a fast horse for
those days.

The Crime against Free Schools—A
Brief Narrative of Facts.

The demand for Free Schools was urged
by the Press and people of New Branswick
for years before the Politicians would
respond. It was prosented by Editors and
enforced by correspondents, and became at
last a tangible public question ‘which
Politicians were compelled to-deal with in
some shape or other. The friends of Free
Schools were earnest and influential, and
at last it was thought advisable by the’
Politicians to meet their views, 'if not for
the principle’s sake, at least for their own
sake. But coupled with the claims for
Free Schools, supported in paxt 'by Direct
Taxation, was the underst¥nding ‘that
these schools should be Non-Sectarian.
This part of the programme was 8s pro-
minent a feature as the feriner:; and on
the formation of the new Gévernment,
with Mr. Hatheway as Premier and Mr.
King as Attorney General, they adopted
as their policy the introduction of Non-
Sectarian as well as Free Schools. To
this its members pledged tNemselves in-
dividually and as a body, without reserve
g0 far as the public know; ard on the
strength of their professions, the Press
and the People and a majority of the
Legislature gave them earnest support.
It may well be doubted if a Government, so
trusted, ever before so abused the con-
fidence of its friends or dealt as treacher
ously with a public measure as the pre-
sent Government has done in the case of
the School Act.

Its members must have commenced at &
very early date to coquette with those who
desired. to secure Sectarian Schools, for it
was a significant fact that Mr. Hatheway,
leader of the Government, when he went
back to his .constituents for re eleétion
after accepting office, omitted from!'his
public ‘remarks all reference to the moa-
sectarian character of the proposed #Bill.
It soon began to be whispered thit: the
Government would not exelude Sectarian,
Schools from the operation of the Act.
Their opponents even went 80 far as to
declare that, in deference to -Messrs.
Kelly and Caie, who represented con-
stitunencies in which there was’ & consider-
able

ment and leaders of tke Roman‘Catholic
faith, under which the Schools of the
latter would receive Provineial aid.
Bets were offered that the Governments
Bill would leavo a loop-hole through-which’
Seotariat¥ Schools weuld be;passed in ; and
assertions were made on this point with &
confidence which indicated that ‘the-parties!
khew whereof they afirmed. When ‘the;
Bill was presented to.the Legislature it was
found to be of such utcharacter that it did
not wholly exclude ‘Sectarian Schools, es-
pecially with Teference to ‘the powers
granted to Boards ‘of Trustees in Towms.
The omission was pointed out by thie Tele--
graph and other papers, but the Govern-
ment took no step to supply the omission.
Still the friends of the Government and the
Act felt no alarm, believing the reports to
have their foundation in political jealousy.
As the Session wore on the Government
were found rising in a body and voting the
Bible out of the Schools, but as there was
a differente of opinion among the friends
of the Act on this point, little was thought
of the circamstance at the time. Next
they were found as a body voting against
s resolution to prevent aid te Seotarian
Schools in the Towns,—a fact which, in the
light of recent developments, especially
since thie mach talked of ** opinion’’ of the
Attorney General has been brought out,
must be regarded-as in a measare justify-
ing the suspicions and charges of their op,
ponents. The Act had finally passed the
Assembly—every section of it had gone
through exactly as the Government de-
sired ; and yet it did mot shut out Sectarian
Schoals! 1in fact, the only effort made to
exclude such mchools, ‘even in one or two
localities, bad been voted down by the
Government. It has since been revealed,
—it has been twice publicly charged by
the Roman Catholic Bishop, Dr. Sweeney,
and not denied, that the Government
through its Premier and two other of its
members, had previonsly, solemnly and|
secretly engaged themselves and their Gov-
ernment to bim that his Sectarian Schools
should be provided for under the Act!
Such monstrous ‘treachery to beneficlal
logislation,—#tich ‘doable dealing with
the friends of the Act,—such paltering
with the Legislatare #nd 'the coun-
try, had never before Peen witnessed,
even smong the miall politicians of
these latter days! It was no wonder
that the Government regarded with
amazement Dr. Palmer’s resolution. Find-
jng that the Government had not given
he country the slightest security against

Catholic vote, an urderstanding |
had been arrived at between the Bovera-

nourished uader their Act; and aware of
the reports in circulation concerning the
bad faith of the Government, the Iriends of
the Bill outside of the Government warmly
supported Dr. Palmer’s motion, that no
portion of the monies raised under the
authority of the Act should go to the sup
port of Sectarian Schools. The Government
found themselves at once confronted, on
the one hand by their pledge to the
Roman Catholic Bishop that their Bill
should not exclude his Schools from sup-
port ; on the other, by the fact that if they
d8id not go for Dr. Palmer’s motion they
would be ignominiously ejected from office.

Their con-
scientes, doubtless, were eased by the
thought that the exclusion of the Bishop's
Schools was not %heir act, since their Bill
had not intended to exclude them, having,
‘in fact, purposely left an open door for
.their admission. The history of political
tergiversation probably presents no similar
effort of men attempting to rule a country,
pledged to two distinctly opposite courses
on - the question of all others which
they were specially selected to deal with
¢ You know,” said Mr. John McDonald,
the'Roman ‘Catholic Trustee appointed by
Mr. Hatheiway for Fredericton, to Mr.

The
School Districts were hastily and bung-
‘lingly laidout, creating all sorts of con-
tentions and appeals. The School Books,
ir_hich should have been decided upon as
soon as the Act had passed, that time
might have been given to print or order
them, were only selected quite recently,
and are not now to be had,—the book-
stores being flooded with orders from all
parts of the Province which they are
unable tofill, and two prices having been
peid to interested parties in Nova Scotia
for'the few that have been procured and
doled out.

Facing both Ways.

The efforts of one or two of our contem-

Some nights ago, through the interest of
the High Director of the Imperial Bank of
Austria, I was able to obtain permissioff to
be present at an interesting ceremory which
took placo in some reserved grounds. But
stop !—perhaps it will be, though less fine
writing, more to the purpose, if I say that
1 paid a florin to go and see a night skat-
ing match at the Clab. We were told by
the advertisements that it would be “‘a
masked ball on the ice,”’ and as I always
believe all I sce in print, [ suppose it was
g0 ; hut the Club itself must admit that
two elements of the promised fete were
wanting—the masks and the dancing. But
no matter ; there are songs without words,
we all know, and why should not there be
a masked ball without veiling the face or
tripping on

At any rate the ice was there in plenty,
s cold without and very strong.” It was
as cold a night as I ever felt. Suow, like
white pepper, bad been falling. all day,
freezing as it fell, and rendering the pave-
ment infinitely more dangerous than the
ice which was to be our ball room : and so
everybody and everything, including the
Bourse, had fallen during the day ; nor
did we escape, but we slided on to the Club,
and having once made it, were rewarded.

A BOYS’ BATTLE.

The Contests of Rival Towns—Three Hun-
dred Boys Engaged ina Riot—One dias of
his Injuries.

[From the Wheeling (W. Va.) Register, Feb.12.]
Kor a week or two past the boys of the

rival villages of Bellaire, on the Ohio side

of the river. and Benwood, on the West

Virginia side, have been en aged in fight-

ing. Whenever a Bellaire boy was found

on this side of the fiver he was unmercifully
beaten, and when a Benwood boy was dis-
covered in Bellaire the flogging was repaid
with inferest. Last Saturday week the
boys of the two places inet on the iece and
cngaged in a regular {)itched battle, using
stones and even pistols: Some of the com-
batants are now in the Marshall County

Jail awaiting trial for riot.

On Satnrday last a vast number of boys,
about 150 on each side, met on the ice, by
appointment it would seem. and engaged
in a most terrific fight. Every conceivable
missle was used and several of the comba-
tants received cutsin the head and face.
The battle raged with fury for about two
hours. One boy, a lad about thirteen years
old, named Furson, whose parcnts live in
Bellaire, was struck behind the ear. He
211 on the ice stunncd. In a shors time be
revived sufficiently to enmable him t) go
home. He suffered terribly tbrough the
night. and yesterday morning he died from
the effects of his injuries. Now that one
has been murdered, and several others have
been badly mjured, is it not time for the
authorities on both sidesol the river to pre-
vent any more such disgraceful riots?
