The First Sale of Maritime Bank Stook.

Notwithstanding the beavy rain which
poared from the clouds at noon to-day, &
large crowd of representative men gather-
od at Chubb’s Corner to witness the first
sale by auction of the capital stock of the
Matitime Bank. Mr. Stewart was the
auetioneer, and the amount of stock ad-
‘yertised was fifty shares. Mr. Stewart
made an elaborate speech, referring in
glowing terms to the prospects of the in-
stitution, and pointing out its analogy to
the Bank of New Brunswick and Montreal,
which but a few years ago were also in
their infancy but now bad so eminently
risen. He further alladed in graphic
terms to the resPectability of the directors,
their business’ capacities and possession of -
all the qualities essential to the success of
a monetary iostitution. ° The Bank'
h‘prophesied was in the asfendancy, aod
in six months the stock would be sold at
ten per eent. premium and gradoally pro-
gress until it became the most desirable in
the market, No living man, he said,
would now take less than par, and the
present sale was made by no director nor
by any one apxious. to force it upon the
market. It was made because tho owner
was unable to pay the next instalment of
ten per cent. -After some further remarks
Mr. Stewart called for a bid. A pause en-
sued and $97 was offered for $100 shares,
Mr. Stewart urged that aunless at least
par was offered. he would defer the
sale until some future day, when the
warm sunshine should bring better men to
make investmonts. From §97 the bid
crept up to $99.75, the lot offered
being ten shares. This so disgusted Mr.
Stewart that he closed his book and was
leaving in disdain when he was recalled
and the ten shates again put up at 99.
This time the effort ‘was .more successful,
the lot being purchased by Mr. Jeremiah
Harrison'at par.~ The remaining shares
will be sold oft some.:more auspicious day.

nothing in the law to prevent the Legisla-
ture, if it sees fit, irom continuing these
grants.

The 60th section of the school aet, which
declares that all schoold conducted under
it shall be non seetarian, doesnot proscribe
sectarian schools, it only declares that none
in operation under that. act shall be
sectarian, 1t is perfectly competent for
any tlass in‘the community, if it 8o desires,
to carry on schools of its own, and teach
its own dogmas ; and if it can persuade the
Legislature to aid it, all well and good.
