If you cannot af-
ford a goed silk at three or four dollars a
yard, to purchase a good Irish or French
poplin at half those sums is better than
to invest in a poor silk.

If something still lower in price than
the poplins is desired, do not purchase a
poor imitation poplin. but look among the

.| thing which will do gool service, and

at the same time combines beauty with
utility. :

The next important step after making
the purchase of a dress, is of course to
have it properly made; for, be the
material ever so costly, an ill-fitting
dress is always a failure—since it~can
never give satisfaction to the wearer—
and many an otherwise elegant garment
has béen ruined in the making. One of
the modern vices of dressmgking is the
outrageous taste displayed in superfluous
trimming. Such an indescribable amount
of ruffies and flounces, of plaitings and
folds, of laces and fringe, as one poor,
unfortunate robe of the period is called
upon to support, is a violence against
every known law of beauty and taste. In
matters of dress nothing can be more
beautiful than the long flowing lines, the
exquisite drapery in vogue among the
ancients, and the nearer we assimilate
our dresses to such models the nearer
do we come to the perfection of art in
dress.

How incomparably more beautiful is a
long, rich robe, falling in graceful folds
around the figure, than one of these dis-
torted costumnes, so cut up in infiniteis-
mal picces to be sewed up again,that one
scarcely knows what name to give the
garment when finished!

The Silence of the Government.

We are glad to see the Telegraph
at last speaking out, as THE TRIBUNE
spoke two days ago, incondemnation of
the course taken by the Government on

the Costigan resolution. It at Iast de-
mands what we have demanded—that
the Government should say fairly,
squarely and openly that they cannot
and will not trample on the constitu-
tional rights of any Province at the dic-
tation of any Parliamentary coalition—
that they will dissolve the House and
go to tlie people if the Costigan resolu-
tion is pressed as one of waat of con-
fidence. This is the demand e made
of the Government the moment its
shuffling statement of having “laid the
resolution hefore Ilis nxcel‘lency

reached us, and we welcome the. Tele-
graph to our platform. Now we want
to hear from the News. Denouncing
the Opposition will do as little good po-
litically as denouncing the devil and
his works has done morally. The
Government press should turn their
batteries where they will do the nvost
good—on the Government itself. The
profound silence, only unbroken by
Tug TRIBUNE, that provailed while the
indemnity fraud was in process of con-
coction and execution, taught the Gov-
ernmentto expect silence while their
course in regard to this Matter was un-

decided.

The only safe, statesmanlike, manly
course for the Government is a frank
and open refusal to carry out the wish
of the combination. If this were given,
with an intimation that the Proviness
wonld be asked to decide at the pol's
whether the powers of theiit Loeal Le-
gislatures were to be overridden by Par-
liament, or not, Mr. Cost,lgan smajority
would vanish. " No one can doubt the
result of an appeal to the pcople on the
question of Provincial rights on the
education question. Quebec herse’ f
would not vote to allow Parliament to
¢)ntrol her schools. So why should the
Government truckle to an accidental
combination of religious fanatics and
office seeking wire-pullers then a
threat to appeal to the peo-
ple would dissolve the alliance.
The position of the Government, judg-
ing from their course in the House and
the dispatch from ' Mr. Tilley or some-
body else that we copy from the morn-

ing papers, is simply this:—* We shall
¢ not permit New Brunswick’s constitu-
“ tional rights to be trampled on—oh,
“no; but if we can, by any process of
“interpretation, or by any decision of
“the Privy Council, feel anthorized to
« disallow her school legislation without
“violating the constitution, we will do
“go with pleasure. If we can interfére
«lawfully, we will.” If the Govern-
ment are not willing to accept this in-
terpretation they can give the pub-
lic ore of their own. How cah we
doubt the correctness of this one after
the ill-timed, uncalled-for, and meddle-
somo utterances of the Hon. Peter
Mitchell in the House, and the course
pursued by the Government. If Mr.
Mitchell could realize just how little the
people and Legislature of New Bruns-
wick care what he thinks about our
school legislation he would not so osten-
tatiously parade his condemnatory opin-
{ ions.’ :

Mr. Smith’s description of New Kin-
cardinshire was anticipated months ago
by a correspondent of THE TRIBUNE :—
land partly chopped, roads merely
swamped out, houses in all stages ex-
cept the finished.

PABLIAMENT OF GANADA.

An M. P. sends thc following to the
morning papers :

' OTTAWA, May 19.

To-day Sir John answered Mr. Anglin
as follows :—

‘The resolution adoptcd by this House
was duly laid before His Excellency, and
I have it in command to state that be is
asked by ore bianch of this Parliament of
Canqda to exercise the royal prerogative
by disallowing certain acts of the New
Brunswick Legislature.

It is stated that these Acts were passed
for the purpose of legalizing certain
amendments made under the Common
Sehool ‘Acts of 1871, and in amendment of

such Acts.

The object sought in getting these Acts
disallowed is to give the parties complain-
ing of the School Act an opportunity of
bringing such Acts judicially before Her
Majesty’s Privy Council.

1lis Excellency has beenalready instroc=*
ted by Her Majesty’s Government on the
opinion of the Law Officers of the Crown
in England that the Acts in question were
within the competency and jurisdiction of
the New Brunswick Legislature.

Such being the case he deems it his duty
to apply to Her Majesty’s Governmefit for
further information on the matter.

Sir John A. Macdonald added that the
Government would undertake tohave the
question brought before the Judicial Com-
mittee of the Privy Council.

“Special Telegram to the Tribune.
The Government will Appeal to the
Country on the School Question at
the Close of the Railway Inquiry.
OTTAWA, May 20.

Yesterday Sir John Macdonald made
the following statement: [As it is ex-
actly like the report above we cutout
this portion of the dispatch.] He might
state that the Government considered
the importance of the subject and the
manner in which it affected a certain por-
tion of Her Majesty’s subjects,and would
be prepared to come down to Parliament
and ask for a vote of money to defray all
he expenses of those who were aggrieved
and desired to have the matter litigated
in England before the Judicial Committee
of the Privy Council.

}Pen Pictures of Great Britain’s Pub-

lic Men.
LoONDON, May 8.
Mr. Frauk Hill, editor of the Daily
News, has published a volume of *Politi-
cal Pottraits,” ‘that has pqnn‘the talk of
the clubs for_some days. There are
twenty portraits,and they show that they
were drawn by the hand of a master,
There is, it must be confessed, a note of
depreciation in all these judgments No-
thing like personal animosity is percepti-
ble, but the author, whether from the na-
tural bent of his genius or from his train-
ing as a journalist, has grown skilful in
discovering the weak points, of men's
characters. All these sketches are criti-
cal, and in some of them the negative or
defective side of the subject is brought
it much.more clearly than the:positive
side. .The result is, in such instances, an
incomplete picture of the man, and an
opinion based on what is here said of him
would do him injustice. The paper on

|'Mr. W. E. Eorster is an example. The

author, however, explains in his preface
that the sketches are not meant for bio-
graphies, that they essay in each case no
more than to illustrate certain leading
features of character which may afford
some clue to the career and the associ-
ated qualities of men, & knowledge of the
main outlines of whose public lives may
fairly be assumed in English readers.
Nevertheless, the distinctness of the
\author’s conception of each character,and
of its separate traits, is one of his strik-
ing merits. Mr. Cardwell is the Respec-
table Politician, and the idea of respecta-
bility.thus incarnated is evolved elabor-
ately and with endless variety of illustra-
tion.- There are_plenty of other respec-
table men, but Mr. Cardwell is the type.
Respectability itself, we are told, ¢ does
not express a distinct quality in a charac-
ter so much as the impression made by a
character or a group of qualities, in the
mind of an observer; and thisimpres-
sion, distinct but indefinable, Mr. Card-
well makes in a more perfect manner than
any of his cotemporaries. . . . His
demeanor is the very triumph of respec-
tability. There is & prim grace and
almost a demure coquetry about it,
which in the other sex would seem
appropriate to - & pretty Quaker.” of
his oratory it is said: ¢ The sentences
are perfectly turned, as if by a turning
lathe, and there is occasionally a smart
little repartee which comes forth as if a
spring had been touched, with now and
then a pale glimmer of something like a
fancy, which vanishes before you can
distinctly apprebend it, but leads you to
the conclusion that the mechanism is
more eomplicated and skilful than you had
supposed.”

Lord Derby—the present Lord Derby,
of course—is the Safe Statesman. Safe,
like Respectable, is a term of praise, but
it is to be remarked that our author has
a singular faculty of making terms ol
praise do the work of the most unmerci-
ful satire. He reminds us that Nicias
was *“ one of the earliest types of the safe
man; and he is responsible for the great-
est disaster of Greek history.” 8o a
«,afe” General would represent a doubt-
ful title to confidence, and ‘-the late Sir
Charles Napier was thonght to have made
but & lame boast when he vaunted his
prowess during the Russian warin bring-
ing his ships home from the Baltic unin-
jured. The ambition simply to keep a
whole skin has never been productive of
great things.” Nor are those who ap-
pland Lord Derby’s safeness spared.
“The beneficiaries of abuses and vested
wrongs, by a well known figure of speech,
call Lord Derby ¢‘safe’ because they
think- they wbuld be safe under
him.” And once more changing the
figure, he adds: “The term is applied
to him as if he were a sort of harbor re-
fuge from Mr. Gladstone or Mr. Disraeli.
A harbor of refuge is a very useful and
necessary thing; but a vessel which is
always there will not give a good ac-
count of its cargo. In sluggish and
timid moments England may be dispos-
ed to put into that port for rest and re-
pairs; but she will not remain there
long, unless, like some of her unused
ships, she is to rot and fall to pieces.”
The ridicule is capped by the réemark
that no one thinks of calling Cromwell
or Chatham “safe” statesmen, and that a
«sgafe” statesman is merely safe when no
danger threatened.

Some of the sentences I have quote are
illustrations, though by no means the
finest, of the power of that delicate irony
with which the book is filled, as well as
of the force and aptness with which
words arc cmployed in unusual connec-
tions, and with which an argument can
be stated and refuted in the same sen-
tence. Lord Russell’'s heedless invent-
iveness of mind is well characterized by
the description of the “new scheme
which he has foreshadowed for preserv-
ing the integrity of the Empire by the
disintegration of Ireland into four Pro-
vinces.” The uses of irony are perhaps
in no other essay so amply exhibited as
in the study of Lord Halifax, (Sir Chas.
Wood.) The assimption of so great a
name by a politician distinguished only
for mediocre abilities, suggests the cry
of Cicero, when he saw his diminutive
son-in-law girt with gigantic weapon,
“Who has tied Dolabella to that sword?”
The name is more than the man—nay,
¢“‘the shadow of a great name is more po-
tent than the substance of a meager poli-
tician.” It is almost a pity,” it is
suggested, ‘¢ that . families are not
allowed to register titles, as the proprie-
tors of magazines and newspapers are
ia the habit of doing, not so much for
their own use as for the purpose of pre-
venting theiremployment by unauthorized
and unconnccted persons,” Sir Charles
Wood’s varied experience in the great
number of places he has held, beginning
with that of ¢ whip” under Earl Grey,
has fitted him, ¢“in the temporary absence
of the head of a Department, to take his
place and to throw everything into con-
fusion at a moment's notice.” He cannot
speak; he proved a failure as Finance
Minister; he is not a wit, nor a scholar,
and his steady progress in office is difii-
cult to understand, though ‘‘a partial ex-
planation may be found in the fact that
he was the son-in-law of Earl Grey,
whose family affections are as well known
as his patriotism, with which they are
gracefully blended in the public service,
and especially in the distribution of pa-
tronage.” Yet some sources there must
be for his reputation, and the search for
them results in the discovery that ¢ Lord
Halifax is a man of great quickness of
superficial apprehension and acquisition ;”
and on the testimony of sume of those
who have been associated with him
in administration it is observed that
«he sees with marvelous rapidity all that
he does see of any question which is sub-
mitted to him, which is the minimum visi-

"hile, the least that can be seen, about a

thirteenth, say, or some smaller  portion
of it; and on that he proceeds compla-
cently to act, as if it were the whole.”
* » * «This promptitude of wrong
action upon imperfect conceptions has
given Lord Halifax a certain reputation
as a man of administrative capacity;
while the readiness with which he will
give a Lad opinion, while men of sounder
and larger intelligence are slowly feeling
their way to a good one, makes him an
adviser full of sagacity and resource.’
Nor is this all. Lord Halifax has another
source of strength. ¢ He is armed with
a vast number of inapplicable precedents,

cr'sing out of circumstances bearing no
analogy to those which engage public
men at the present time, which he appeal ;
t» in an authoritative and convincing
manner.” All thesc merits do not :c-
count for his position, but his claim to
office lies in his being a busy, mobile,
talkative person who sees and converses
with a great number of people; and it is
mauch better that he should talk to his
large circle of acquaintances in and out
of the House of Lords with a bias in
favor of the present Government than
with a prejudice against them.
