The rebel commander replied 
that he could only be sunk once and that 
lie would fight the thing out.

Capt. Hoefmeyer then cabled to Berlin, 
stating that he would co-operate with the 
American admiral in defending commerce 
from rebel molestation. It is expected the 
English naval commander here will soon 
receive instructions to the same effect.

A MURDERER AT EIGHT.

WASHINGTON, Feb. 1.—The Tariff Bill 
with amendments was reported to the 
House, and Mr. Reed (Republican, Maine) 
took the floor in opposition to it. As the 
hour of meeting approached, the galleries 
were crowded to the doors. The aisles 
were used as seats and the doors presented 
the appearance of living pyramids, while 
back of them was a solid mass of humanity 
hoping against hope that they might some 
time get within seeing and hearing dis­
tance. The scene on the floor of the House 
was as exciting as in the galleries.

Powerful speeches were made by Mr. 
Reed, Mr. Crisp and Mr. Wilson, the 
author of the bill. At the conclusion of 
Mr. Wilson’s speech, which caused unpre­
cedented enthusiasm, the debate on the 
tariff bill was declared closed and voting on 
the amendments ordered.

Mr. Tawney’s amendment raising the 
duty on barley from 20 per cent, to 22 cents 
per bushel and on malt from 30 per cent, to 
32 cents per bushel was defeated—yeas 
120, nays 197.

Mr. Wilson’s amendment raising the 
duty on barley from 20 per cent, to 25 per 
cent, ad valorem, and on barley malt from 
30 per cent, to 35 per cent., was then 
agreed to. Yeas 204, nays 114.

Two important amendments to the sugar 
schedule—that repealing the bounty on 
sugar, and the Warner amendmen , putting 
refined sugar on the free list—were agreed 
to on a viva voce vote.

There was a difference of opinion as to 
when the wool schedule should be voted 
on. Johnson’s (Democrat, Ohio) amendment 
provided that the wool schedule should 
take effect immediately after the bill is 
passed. This was agreed to in committee 
of the whole, but later the committee, at 
Mr. Wilson’s instance, adopted another 
amendment striking out all after the first 
three words of the Johnson amendment 
and inserted Aug. 2, 1894, for raw wool, 
and Dec. 2, 1894, for woolen manufac­
tures.

The speaker held that as the Johnson 
amendment had been favorably acted on in 
committee it should also be reported to the 
House. A vote was taken and the Johnson 
amendment was agreed to.

The boy swooned and was picked 
up by his father. Leslie grew worse, and, 
despite the best care, died several weeks 
later from congestion of the brain.

The Woman's Presbyterial Society of 
ondon Presbytery, held its annual meet-! 
ing in Glencoe this week. Mrs. Bal 
presided at each session. The annual 
report showed that the past year had been 
the most successful one of the society. At 
the last annual meeting there were 29 
auxiliaries and 9 mission bands. Since 
then one mission band has been added.

% New Zealand Has Had a Taste of Equal 
Suffrage —The Female Voters 

Elected Good Men.

WASHINGTON, Feb, 1.—John S. Connelly, 
United States consul at Auckland, has 
made a report to the State Department on 
woman's suffrage in New Zealand. The 
Conservatives joined forces with the tem­
perance people to secure woman suffrage, 
but the succeeding election showed the
women to be not Conservative, but
largely Liberal. “I went around all
day from one polling precinct to another,” 
writes Mr. Connelly, “and I was agreeably 
surprised to note the cool and deliberate
manner in which the women discharged
their functions as enfranchised citizens.
Throughout the day the utmost good order
prevailed. Not a drunken man was seen
during voting hours. Women were as 
actively engaged in canvassing as were the 
men, and they proved themselves formid­
able antagonists to many old time election­
eering agents.

“Some of the ward politicians looked 
with contempt on the efforts of the ladies, 
but next morning woman's power was 
shown to a marked degree. Women voted 
first for men of the highest moral, social 
and political integrity, many of whom 
were not always conspicuous for ability, 
experience or education. The women 
also showed at the ballot box that they 
are capable of resenting an injury and 
punishing an enemy. Many of those 
who talked loudest and longest in Parlia­
ment against the extension of the fran­
chise were quietly permitted on election 
day to retire indefinitely from political 
life. Altogether the result of woman’s first 
vote in the politics of this countiy appears 
to have given satisfaction, with the very 
natural exception of a few disappointed 
politicians for whom she did not vote, and 
possibly the brewery interests.”

A Through Service.
VICTORIA, B. C., Feb. 2.—Through daily 

train service between this city and Seattle, 
Wash., was inaugurated yesterday. Trains 
use the Canadian Pacific track to the 
boundary, then the Billingham Bay and 
British Columbia Railway to Whatcom, 
and the Great Northern to Seattle.

World’s Fair Fines Remitted.
( HICAGO, Feb. 1. —The Appellate Court

The officials 
were fined various sums for closing the fair 
on Sunday, after an injunction restraining 
such action had been granted by Judge 
Stein.

SAN FRANCISCO, Cal., Feb. 1,—The

The motion to recommit was then de­
feated by a vote of 103 to 177, the an- 
nouncement of the vote being greeted with 
loud applause.

The speaker then put the question, 
“Shall the bill pass?" and the yeas and 
nays being demanded on this the roll was 
called amidst most intense interest on the 
floor and in the galleries. As the names of 
the doubtful Democrats were reached, and 
they voted “aye" or “no,” applause, 
cheers, and sometimes good-natured ban­
tering followed their votes. The greatest 
applause followed Mr. Cockran’s vote of 
“aye.” When the names of Mr. Wilson 
and the speaker were called great cheering 
greeted their answers of “aye."

The Populists all voted for the bill except 
Mr. Newlands (Nevada), The vote was 
announced at 5:55 o'clock as follows: Yeas 
203, nays 140, so the bill was declared passed 
with a wild shouting from the floor and 
galleries.

Later and more careful examination of 
the vote showed that 204 had voted for 
the bill including the speaker.

The announcement was greeted with 
great cheering and applause in the galleries 
and on the floor, which continued until 
the House adjourned.

The absentees on this vote numbered 
thirteen, of whom Messrs. Hopkins (Penn­
sylvania) and Sweet (Idaho) had been in 
attendance during the day, but were com­
pelled to leave before roll call.

The usual motion to reconsider and to 
lay on the table were made by Mr. Wilson, 
and the House then at 5:65 p.m. adjourned 
until to-morrow.

Deputies to-day said 
recognized that reforms

the Government 
were necessary in

the navy. It had therefore nominated a
commission, which would have lull power
to investigate naval matters. The Minister
declared that he did not believe that 
France’s ironclads, cruisers and torpedo 
boats were in a state of inferiority, as had 
been asserted by M. Lockroy. Even Eng- 
lish authorities admitted that the Frencli 
navy was better armed with guns and 
shells than was the English navy. Admiral 
Lefebvre concluded by declaring that the 
navy would always endeavor to rise to the 
height of the task facing it.

Gen. Mercier, Minister of War, said that 
the Government had been taken to task re­
garding the coast defenses. France, he 
declared, was neither unprovided with de­
fenses nor defenders. It was necessary to 
proclaim the truth in the presence of 
foreign nations. Since M. Lockroy flaunts 
the bombardment bogies, he added he 
must say that it should be recollected that 
the odds were in favor of forts as against 
ironclads. Twenty thousand fully-equipped 
men were ready to defend Corsica, which 
M. Lockroy had said was absolutely 
defenseless. Ajaccio was fortified. The 
forces for the defense of the French coast 
exceeded 200,000 men, excluding those 
who might be mobilized. The fortifications 
were being increased. Though an attempt 
on part of an enemy to land troops at 
Cotentin was not likely, the building of a 
fort there was being considered.

Gen. Mercier concluded by expressing 
the hope that the Chamber was satisfied of 
the truthfulness of the words he had uttered. 
He had no desire to parade his military 
science. The speech of the War Minister 
evoked warm applause.

The Chamber adopted the order of the 
day, expressing confidence in the Govern- 
ment, the vote standing 356 160.

TORONTO, Feb. 1.—Mrs. Lottie Evans, 
wife of a hotel-keeper at Sharon, near 
Newmarket, in York county, and two men 
named Osmen and Pegg, of the same 
neighborhood, were arrested to-day and 
brought here, charged with attempting to 
poison Walter Evans, husband of the 
woman above named, by mixing strychnine 
with his food.

The motive for the alleged crime is not 
known, but the detectives claim they have 
ample evidence for conviction. Evans has 
recovered.

And Mr. Poole’s Rig Was Broken—Ee 

Claims Damages from the City.
The inaugural meeting of the Board of 

Works last night was taken up, not chief­
ly with business, but talk about future 
strides to be made in the paving of the 
streets of London. The subject of laying a 
crushed stone pavement on Dundas street 
west of Richmond underwent a thorough 
discussion. It seemed to be the 
opinion of the members that it 
would be a decided improvement, and 
that the cost would be somewhat heavier 
than that of a block pavement, but that 
the former would last many years longer. 
Of course such a move could not be taken 
for three or four seasons yet, as the present 
pavement is being paid for on the debenture 
plan. The advisability of repairing 
“Jumbo” for purposes in connection with 
such a scheme was also considered, and 
last, but not least, the stone-crusher, which 
some of the city aldermen examined in 
Chicago, came in for a due share of con­
sideration.

Henry Poole, of Lambeth, applied for 
redress for damage done to his cutter 
through defective road on the south side 
of York street near the bridge. Mr. Poole 
said that he was driving along York street 
and was upset through the defect in the 
'highway. The engineer and the member 
for No. 1 ward will report.

Sidney Loveless forwarded a communi­
cation in reference to a report which had 
been made that he had done other than city 
work and charged the city time therefor. 
Mr. Loveless submitted a copy of the time 
of the men on certain work, but as the ob­
jection had not been sent in writing, the 
committee took no action.

The street railway company, when they 
extended their tracks east on Dundas to 
Eva street, tore up the crossing in front of 
St. Matthew’s Church. From statements 
made by adherents of that church it would 
appear that the company had not relaid it, 
leaving the street in a poor condition. The 
attention of the railway people will be 
called to the fact.

The concluding item of business was a 
motion by Ald. Garratt that the committee 
call for tenders for all necessary repairs for 
the present year.

ELGIN.

R. at St. Thomas, F. P. McDonald, assist­
ant superintendent, will assume the duties 
of train master, and T. E. Scott, the present 
train master, will become assistant train 
master, and F. Cowley, the present as­
sistant, becomes a freight conductor.

HURON.
The fishermen of Lake Huron complain 

that the regulations are too strict as affect­
ing their tackle. It seems that the outfit of 
a steam fishing tug is from 24,000 to 32,000 
yards of gill net, and that of a sailboat from 
12,000 to 15,000 yards. The present regula­
tions of the department state that the ap­
pointment of gill net for a tug shall be 
10,000 and for a sailboat 6,000. This is less 
than one-half the quantity of net used by 
every gili net boat that fishes in Georgian 
Bay, and it will thus be seen that it is 
placing the fishermen at a serious disad­
vantage in the pursuit of their business. 
But that is not the greatest drawback the 
fishermen complain of. The 5-inch mesh 
stipulated in the regulations they say is 
altogether too large, and will allow a 2- 
pound white fish to escape. The average 
weight of white fish is 22 to 23 pounds; a 
large proportion of lake trout is 13 to 21 
pounds, although the average is about 4 
pounds, and pickerel run less than 2 pounds 
each.

There is, to be sure, in tne town 
council a division into two sections, a sec­
tion that advocates the new municipal en- 
terprises and a section that opposes them, 
but the division is not on party lines.

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WORK FOR COUNTY AUTHOR!- 
TIES.

The Toronto World has this to say re­
garding the movement in certain directions 
to have Provincial and Dominion officials 
selected by county councils:

“Farmers might try to keep the officials 
they now appoint from robbing them before 
they sigh for larger official worlds to rule. 
Townships and counties are buncoed with 
painful regularity by servants of their own 
choosing. The Mowat Government is in 
the main able to keep its officials honest. 
The townships and counties do not know 
whether their officials are honest or not. 
There is more money for the farmers in try- 
ing to protect their purses from the rascal­
ity of treasurers and clerks than in agitat­
ing for larger patronage for their municipal 
councils."

It is too true that in recent years 
there have been many peculations 
in connection with the management of 
township moneys. Though the mass of 
township officials are strictly honest, it 
cannot be denied that a greater proportion 
of their class has gone wrong than of 
probably any class of public officers. It 
would be interesting to discover the cause 
of it all. The Legislature has engaged in 
many a less profitable inquiry than an in­
vestigation into the cause of this class of 
breach of trust, with the object, if possible, 
of suggesting a remedy. It has been dis­
covered, on the very best authority, that 
in the last twenty-three years the Govern­
ment of Ontario has lost but $25,000 by 
the defalcations of its officials. In the 
same time, according to a return moved for 
and brought down at the last session of the 
Legislature, the defalcations ot municipal 
officers in the Province amounted to the 
enormous sum of $273,754 61.

-[BROWNING. The municipalities are not young
in years or experience in municipal C Uaffairs, and they have no party organ­
ization. Jobbery is unknown in muni­
cipal affairs, the administration of public 
business is clean and efficient, and the men 
who direct it do so from disinterested 
motives.

It is maintained by some that these 
undertakings are not illustrations of social­
ism, but of municipalism, and that the 
Glasgow officials who have successfully put 
them through are not socialists, because 
they do not believe in carrying municipal 
efforts to a point at which they will inter­
fere with private enterprise. We prefer 
the more comprehensive term of municipal 
ownership, and do not advocate the ac­
quirement by the municipality of the con­
trol of any enterprise that does not exist to 
meet the common needs of the entire 
people. Public lighting, like water, is one 
of these necessaries to civilized existence, 
hence our advocacy of municipal monopoly. 
A future generation may add the street 
railway system to the list, but past 
municipal legislators have put a muni ci 
pally-controlled street railway system out 
of the reach of the present generation in 
this city.

THE KINDERGARTEN.
The Toronto City Council, very foolishly 

in our opinion, at its last meeting passed a 
resolution recommending the school board 
to close the kindergartens in connection 
with the public schools in order to make 
room for older pupils. Inspector Hughes 
now writes that the closing of the kinder­
gartens would [not increase the school ac­
commodation available, but would necessi­
tate the provision of new school rooms, 
inasmuch as the trustees admit a larger 
number of pupils to the kindergartens than 
to ordinary classes. He further asserts 
that in Toronto the cost per pupil on the 
basis of registered attendance is less in the 
kindergartens than in the other classes, 
therefore it would increase the school ex­
pense to close the kindergartens. Every 
intelligent educationist now favors 
the kindergarten as the best ground­
work for imparting a sound education 
to the young, and we are astonished to find 
a body of men like the Toronto aldermen 
with so much to reform in their own sphere, 
stepping out of it to dictate the abolition of 
so-useful an institution as the kindergarten, 
which is under the jurisdiction of a respon­
sible public board.

In London we would not ba without the 
kindergarten. The only complaint is that 
oceasionally children under the age of five 
are admitted, while those over that age are 
kept out. The taxpayers in the average 
Canadian city cannot afford to pay teachers 
to act as nurse girls. No child should be 
taken care of at public expense till it 
has reached the full age of five. That rule 
lived up to, no one would have any legiti­
mate complaint against the kindergarten.

RECONCILIATION AND WAR.
More than one explanation of the motive 

that led Emperor William to break through 
the four-year-old barrier that separated 
him and Prince Bismarck are offered by the 
cable correspondents. That from Paris is 
probably the most sensational, despite the 
fact that the French press received news of 
the reconciliation with frigid nce.
Three weeks ago Russian agents d
the French Ministry of the i ding

event and of the causes compelling it. Com­
ments were therefore regulated by secret 
instructions sent from the Ministry, . There 
was, according to a cable correspondent, a 
ludicrous similiarfty of utterance in all the 
organs of public opinion. But, while they 
were couched in almost contemptuous 
terms, the real opinion of the journalists 
was that Emperor William was forced 
to intrench himself in the popular 
good-will before risking the chances of 
the policy that he holds most at heart, 
and which is almost certain to end in war. 
As the people have unanimously approved 
the verdict, it is taken as an unreserved ac­
ceptance of his purpose to strike before his 
enemies grow too strong, if it can be done 
by throwing tho blame of the initiative 
upon the Franco-Russians, If this conflict 
is engineered as the prophets say, France 
and Russia will be on one side, and Ger­
many, Austria and Italy on tho other, with 
Great Britain a very much interested on­
looker if any portion of the hostilities are 
diverted to the far east. To make this 
disposition of the continental forces more 
evident, comments Blackwood's Magazine, 
we have only to look at the actual posi­
tion of the troops during peace in each of 
these countries. As an indication of where 
the danger lies, and tho direction which the 
contest will ultimately take, the disposi­
tion of the Russian army is by far the 
most important factor. Russia, owing to 
the immense extent of her empire 
and the comparatively small number of

MUNICIPAL OWNERSHIP CF MO­
NOPOLIES.

Is the proDosal to grant a lease of the 
London street lighting to a company for a 
series of years to be taken as the abandon­
ment of the project to have a civic electric 
light plant at an early date!

Many citizens who, at the recent muni­
cipal elections, voted against the bylaw to 
provide money for municipal ownership of 
an electric light plant, were and are favor­
able to municipal ownership, not only of 
this common necessity, but as speedily as 
possible of other civic industries that 
should be municipal monopolies. The 
trouble with the electric light proposition 
was the lateness of the day at which it was 
arranged. This probably arose from the 
occupancy of the council with the railway 
negotiations. The bylaw had the usual 
fate of propositions to expend large sums 
of money brought forward at the eleventh 
hour; the electors simply had not time to 
consider it in all its bearings; they were 
preoccupied with the question of the bonus 
to the Grand Trunk Railway, and they 
declined to indorse any other large ex­
penditure this year. But this result, which 
was foreshadowed in these columns, did 
not settle the question. It only left it 
open. Municipal ownership to which the 
citizens committed themselves by an 
enormous majority in January, 1893, is 
as desirable to-day as it was then, and it 
is still a question of formulating a 
proper scheme, and getting it thorough­
ly advocated before the people, who 
we feel assured, will indorse any reason­
able endeavor to save money for the citi- 
zens by the civic ownership of our light 
supply, to be managed as we now manage 
the public supply of water.

We might well take an example from the 
thrifty Scottish corporation of Glasgow. 
That city is generally looked upon as an 
example of extreme municipal socialism. 
The city manufactures and sells gas, sup­
plies the citizens with electric lights, owns 
the street car lines and is about to assume 
their management, provides laundries for 
the poor, owns and conducts lodging. 

• houses, will soon supply manufacturers 
with hydraulic power, has constructed 
many hundreds of tenements—which it lets 
to workingmen—on the site of o a rookeries 
which it bought and tore down, and is 
about to construct a lodging house for 
widows and orphans. As a consequence it 
has become the custom of British socialists 
to point to Glasgow as an embodiment of 
their principles.

It may be interesting for our readers to 
know how Glasgow chanced to embark in 
some of these undertakings. About twenty 
years ago there was a sium region in the 
heart of the town that threatened the 
physical and moral health of the commun­
ity. In the exercise of its police power the 
corporation bought the land on which the 
worst and most densely thronged rookeries 
stood, in the expectation of selling it again 
to some person who would improve it; but 
as it happened to be a bad time for building 
and no purchaser appeared, the city 
authorities made a virtue of necessity, 
pulled down the old buildings and erected 
in their places small flats which could be 
let to workingmen at a moderate rent. 
They did this in the expectation that 
private enterprise would follow their ex­
ample by erecting other buildings 
for workingmen which would ' be as 
good, as cheap and as well man­
aged, and this expectation has been 
realized. The same thing has happened as 
regards lodging houses, and the lodging 
houses erected by individuals are even bet­
ter than those owned by the city and are 
commercially profitable. The corporation 
has from the first owned the street car 
lines. It leased them to a company with a 
proviso that at the expiration of the lease 
should have the privilege of assuming the

AN inventor in Cincinnati has dis­

covered a method for welding aluminum. 
At a test made recently the success of the 
method was demonstrated. Not only was 
the aluminum joined together, but, sub- 
jected to a severe strain, the welded joint 
proved of greater strength than the pure 
metal. For lack of a more suitable word 
the welding preparation is called solder, 
though, properly speaking, it isnot an alloy 
or solder. Lut a substance that, when 
combined with tin solder and heated to a 
degree sufficient to melt ordinary solder, 
unites with the latter, producing a perfect 
fusion of the two metals. The use of 
aluminum has been restrained by the 
absence of some such methods as discov­
ered by the Cincinnatian. The process of 
welding it after a fashion lias been knewn, 
but it was unsatisfactory owing to the 
weakness at the joint, which minimized 
the strength of the metal. The invention 
is a valuable one, for it will hasten the day 
when aluminum can be used in commercial 
quantities

That firm admitted that the 
Congo State paid £20 for every Dahomeyan 
slave.
