Mr. King refuses to treat with the 
men who claim to be representatives 
of the union, Mr. Magnus Sinclair, of 
Toronto, the organizer, and Mr. Joseph 
T. Marks, editor of the Industrial Ban­
ner, the labor organ of London, but he 
is ready to meet the men themselves 
at all times.

Mr. King’s answer came to Mayor 
Judd in the form of a typewritten let­
ter. Copies of the letter are also posted 
in the car barns and in the offices:

It is as follows:
Mr. King's Reply.

July 20, 1906.
Joseph C. Judd, Esq., London, Ont.:

Dear Sir,—In response to your request 
for a reply to the demands made upon 
this company by Mr. Magnus Sinclair and 
Mr. Joseph Marks in your office some 
days ago. When they claimed to be repre- 
sentatives of some of this company’s 
employes, making the demands for them, 
I beg to say that as the question of arbi­
tration was not within my right to de­
cide, I took this matter up with the 
president of the company, Mr. H. A. 
Everett, who assured me that the direc­
tors would not release me from my duty 
of deciding who are fit employes for this 
company in its effort to give good and 
efficient service to the public, and that as 
I have never declined to listen to any 
requests our employes may wish to make 
I must decline to give an answer to the

The question now is how the change

The 1st of June they were granted 
an increase. The men are simply ask- 
ing to have the company take back 
employes who were dismissed for 
what the company regards as good and 
sufficient reasons.

The men have been told, Manager 
King said, why they were dismissed, 
but in some quarters there is a disposi- 
tion to question the validity of these 
reasons.

Company and Men.
The company does not appear to antics

The man. of course, or at least those 

who profess to speak for them, claim that 
they have 85 members in the union who 
will quit the moment the handkerchief is 
dropped; but there are others who say 
that not over thirty men will walk out if 
a strike is declared.

Any False Step In Regard to India Will 
Cause Situation Worse Than 

That of South Africa.

London, July 20.—In introducing the 

Indian budget in the House of Commons 
this afternoon, Indian Secretary Morley 

sounded a warning note on the neces­

sity of excluding India from the field of 

party politics. The most engrossing of 

Great Britain’s foreign relations, he de­

clared were the Asiatic, those involv­
ing this country with China, Japan and 

Russia, which was a great Asiatic as 
well as a European power. Any false 

step in India would land Great Britain 

in a confusion infinitely more direct 
and more disastrous than had the false 

step taken in South Africa.

“India's case in the free trade con­

troversy can be put in a nutshell,” he 
declared. "Her prosperity and com­
fort, the growth of her trade and com- 
merce, the solvency of India, hang upon 
her exports. The United Kingdom takes 
25 per cent of her exports, while Europe 
and the Far East take 75 per cent. Thus 
when the people of Great Britain asked 
India for preferential duties they were 
asking her to discriminate against 
three-fourths of her customers."

The United States secret service 
seems to watch only the old groups of 
anarchists, which for years have been 
existing at Hoboken and Paterson, and 
leave many others, of whose existence 
the German police are aware, in a gen­
eral way, absolutely free hands.

Should the plans of the Government 
to send German spies to America to 
watch would-be assassins be indorsed 
by the Kaiser, it will, of course, not be 
made public in Germany, as it would 
surely raise a general outcry on the 
part of the Socialists in the Reichstag. 
As the expenses would be borne by the 
secret funds, it would not be necessary 
to ask the German Parliament for any 
appropriation, and the whole matter is 
to be kept secret as possible.

Is Czar Insane?
According to the newspapers of Co­

penhagen, Denmark, which are usually 
well-informed of anything concerning 
Russia, the Czar is now on the verge 
of insanity. Since the mutiny of the 
Preobraschensky regiment, he has had 
several attacks of hysterical crying, 
and three times lost consciousness, 
falling in a dead faint. His condition 
is now said to be so serious that his 
physicians do not leave his side for a 
moment.

If this is true, and there Is every 
reason to believe that it is, one can 
not wonder that the Czar has at last 
broken down completely, for the situ­
ation in which he finds himself is al­
most desperate. If he had been allowed 
to follow his own mind, he would 
surely have resigned some time ago, 
and it is only his high sense of duty

THINGS THAT HURT KINGCo.Heintzman (8), The Czar has already shown much 
more courage, physical and moral, 
than anyone thought he had, but now 
his nerves are completely shattered, 
and it is owing to the entreaties of the 
Czarina that he has consented to go 
to her old home at Darmstadt this fall 
for complete rest.

There are many now, both here and 
in Russia, who believe that when the 
Czar leaves Russia for the little Ger­
man principality, he will have ruled 
his last day as autocrat, for it is an 
open secret that the grand dukes have 
made all preparations to form a re­
gency and either send Nicholas to some 
distant palace or to a monastery, where 
he will probably end his days.

The reason for this is that Nicholas 
has become convinced that nothing can 
save Russia but the granting of a lib­
eral constitution, and this the grand 
dukes are going to prevent, no matter 
what it may cost.

It is thought here that no decision of 
importance will be taken by the Czar 
until after his coming meeting with 
the Kaiser, in whose judgment he has 
explicit faith and who will undoubtedly 
give him the unbiased advice which he 
cannot find in Russia.

King Peter, of Servia, who is almost 
out of his wits because of the many 
threats against his life which are dally 
coming to his knowledge, has decided 
to adopt the tactics of the Kalser, by 
sending to jail anyone of his subjects 
who dares to utter anything which may 
be interpreted as lese majeste.

Many Americans, Says 

Zubelin.

Zueblin and the faculty of the Univer­
sity of Chicago were amazed today at 
the publication of a summary of the 
professor’s lecture yesterday before the 
Summer School of Teachers in which 
he was quoted as favoring "probation­
ary marriages."

"I am somewhat radical on the mar­
riage question," said the professor, "but 
I never advocated probationary alli­
ances.”

“Motherhood is the chief Interest of 
the human race,” said Professor Zeub- 
lin in his lecture. “Unsexed animals 
cannot attain so high a degree of devel­
opment as sexed animals. Sex is 
necessary. Without it the greatest 
progress cannot be made.

“Gorky is more married to his wife 
than are many Americans of today. 
The attitude manifested by the Ameri­
can people toward him and his wife—< 
for she was just as much his wife as 
the laws of Russia would allow —• 
seemed to be characterized by hydro­
phobia. At the very time that Gorky 
and his wife were ejected from the 
hotels, a third of the Americans there 
were in a much more objectionable 
marital state than he. Our society 
will not bear examination.

“To preserve the heritage of children 
and protect them, it is of course Im- 
perative that we have a legal marri­
age. As long, however, as we are so 
much more concerned with the label 
than with the real thing there will be 
this attitude toward marriage.

“The property marriage is the usual 
form in the United States. Love may 
be the growth of this marriage, but it 
precedes it rarely. The romantic hale 
surrounding the courtship days is 
beaut ful, but that is all. Marriage is 
nothing but a machine for the propa­
gation of the species.

“The real basis of the sexual rela­
tionship is economically independent. 
This old idea of matrimony that the 
wife was an Ivy clinging to the sturdy 
oak is not right.

"There can be and are holier alliances 
without the marriage bond than with- 
in it."

"Marriages in the United States are 
nothing but property arrangements.”

"Women are merely dupes for men 
under the cloak of the marriage re­
lationship."

“Our present attitude toward marri­
age makes friendship Impossible."

"Man is beefy and animal; woman 
hysterical and deformed.”

“Most people are dirty, physically, 
mentally and morally."

"No clean-minded person can object 
to the nude.”

"Like politics and religion, we have 
taken for granted that the marriage 
relationship was right, and have not 
questioned it.”

Stupendous Commercial Experiment To 
Be Tried by Japan.

Washington, July 19.—That Japan is 
preparing to nationalize all the indus­
tries of the country is indicated by ad- 
vices received by the bureau of manu­
facturers. This move, which is one of 
the greatest experiments in the world’s 
history, includes the protection, super- 
vision and development of the various 
lines of business, all under the direct 
charge of the Government. The pro­
vision for the nationalization of the 
railways is only a single step in the 
great plan./

The question of Manchurian develop- 
ment has received careful attention, 
and now it is proposed that a company, 
shall be formed by the Government and 
private capitalists jointly for operating 
the railways, mines and forests there. 
Americans who are. striving for the 
trade of the Orient will discover that 
they are in commercial conflict with 
the Japanese nation itself.. 

& A great guild of cotton manufactur- 
ing companies has been formed to cap­
ture the Manchurian trade. The Gov­
ernment will make this loan through 
the Yokohama Specie Bank, without 
limitations as to the amount, not only, 
on cotton textiles, but on matches, ce- 
ment, beer, marine products, lumber 
and other goods to be exported to 
Manchuria at the rate of 4% per cent. 
The Government will pursue a similar 
policy with regard to Corea.

Nathan Hawk, a veteran of the Mexican 
war and the man who in 1848 fleet brought 
east news of the California gold discov- 
eries, is a hale and hearty citizen of Fol 
som. Cal. Mr. Hawk, who is now eighty- 
two years old, left his Iowa home for Cal. 
Ifornia in 1847. He lives a few miles from 
the spot where James Marshall dug up 
the first gold found in the state.

Denver Stout, a pilot on the Ohio and 
Kanawha rivers, is the first white child 
born in what is now the city of Denver.

colonial government which is now be­
ing organized in the Transvaal. It will 
leave the regulations to the colonial 
legislature that will soon be ready to 
assume jurisdiction of the subject.

In the meantime - the coolies have 
been notified that they need not carry 
out their contracts unless they wish to 
do so, and that if they want to go home 
they can go at any time and have their! 
expenses paid by the Government. This 
of itself will be a safety valve against 
cruelty and oppression and takes away 
all the odor of slavery from the con- 
tract system. It is a significant fact 
that, notwithstanding this intervention 
on the part of the Government and its 
liberal offer to the coolies, up to the 
last report only twelve had taken ad­
vantage of it out of a total of 35,000 
or more who are alleged by the Liberal 
leaders to be held in bondage. Not one 
more coolie has asked release or pro­
tection from his employers, although 
all of them have been urgently advised 
to do so.

The Chinese contract laborers are 
kept in compounds, stocks or inclosures 
surrounded by buildings which form a 
wall. They live in barracks, are well 
kept, well fed and well cared for and 
arc allowed to come and go outside of 
working hours upon permit issued by 
the superintendent or foreman in their 
charge. They are doing very well, the 
experiment is satisfactory to both sides 
and, although it is entirely probable 
that there have been individual cases 
of brutality, there has been a great deal 
of unjust misrepresentation. There is 
no slavery in South Africa or anything 
like it. The coolies live far better than 
they do at home. They have whole- 
some food and plenty of it, which is a 
matter of policy, as well as humanity, 
on the part of the mine operators, be­
cause unless a Chinaman is well fed 
he will not do much work. They are 
kept quite as well as the Hindoo con­
tract laborers who were employed be­
fore them or the native Kaffirs, and 
there were never any complaint about 
their treatment.—Chicago Record-Her­
ald.

London, July 19.—An Englishman 
resident in Germany contributes to the 
Pall Mall Gazette an interesting ex­
position of the German weltpolitik by 
a Government official of high standing, 
who is a prominent figure in the Pan- 
Germanic propaganda and an ardent 
supporter of the Kaiser’s naval scheme 
He says:

“It is not the instinct of aggression, 
but stern necessity which is forcing us 
to become a sea power. More than a 
quarter of our people are already be­
ing fed on imported cereals. Quite 
one-third of our raw foodstuffs comes 
from abroad. About 75 per cent of 
our foreign trade is borne on the sea. 
If our coast were blockaded we should, 
however powerful our army, be forced 
into submission because millions of our 
people could be driven to starvation. 
Is it not too much to admit that in 
case of a stoppage of the Atlantic ex­
port trade in raw products from the 
United States German industries would 
fall to the ground like a house built 
of cards.

“It is our recognitions of the utter 
dependence of German industry and 
even the vitality of the body politic 
upon the volume of our imposts which 
has revolutionized the German policy 
and forced upon us the construction of 
a great navy, the second impulse be­
ing the acquirement of colonies and a 
desire to expand across the seas on 
economic and political lines. If Ger­

When Wilhelm II. was crown prince 
his aide-de-camp, Count Dietrich von 
Hulson, was in love with Gen. von 
Lucadou’s daughter, a pretty girl of 
sixteen. Her parents objected to the 
match on the score of her youth, and 
this made both the young people very 
miserable.

The prince learned what was de­
pressing the spirits of his aide, so 
what does he do but call on Gen. and 
Frau von Lucadou armed with a 
magnificent bouquet. He announced 
that he had come to congratulate 
them on the betrothal of their, daugh­
ter to Count von Hulson, “the best 
son-in-law you could wish for."

The intervention of the prince re­
moved all opposition,and Fraulein von 
Lucadou soon was a happy young 
bride.

The landlords of Vienna, exasperated 
by having to pay 45 per cent of their 
rent revenue in property tax, threaten 
a wholesale eviction of tenants unless 
the Government reduces the Impost. As 
everybody in Vienna lives in a flat, the 
taxes are paid by the landlord.

The taxes are constantly Increasing 
In spite of the protests of the land­
lords. At last they have decided to 
take drastic concerted action. They 
have notified the Minister of Finance 
of their intention to get rid of all their 
tenants if immediate steps are not 
taken to reduce the taxes.

As soon as the Vienna landlords’ 
union has gained adhesion of all house- 
owners' associations throughout Aus­
tria, which is considered essential to 
the movement, every tenancy of a flat 
in Vienna will remain at its present 
figure.

The students of Vienna university, 
who are mostly impecunious to a de­
gree, have learned with consternation 
of the possible closing of the "Nensa 
Academica,” the restaurant where they 
get their meals at cost price.

The price of provisions of all kinds 
is going up in Vienna, and it will soon 
be impossible to supply the students at 
the old rates. Partly supported by a 
subvention from the university funds 
and partly by public subscription, the 
"Nensa Academica" makes no profl­
out of the students whatever. They 
are supplied with meals at the bed- 
rock price of raw materials, the ex­
penses of management, amounting to 
nearly $7,500 a year, being borne by 
the funds of the institution. These 
are now nearly exhausted, and a big 
donation is needed to save the useful 
“academic table" for the use of poor 
students.

efforts of Property Commissioner Har­
ris, the Canadian Pacific Railway 
have promised to make a test of a 
smoke-preventer on one of their yard 
locomotives In Toronto, with a view 
to its adoption. The Grand Trunk 
people have also been communicated 
with, and an interview with their 
master mechanic will also take place. 
Mr. Harris explained to the C. P. R. 
officials that there was no authority 
under the city bylaw at present to 
regulate railway smoke nuisances, but 
the citizens were desirous that the 
fouling of the air should be abated 
as much as possible. Mr. Harris in­
formed Superintendent Timmerman of 
the preventers being used by the 
Grand Trunk and Michigan Central 
engines in Detroit, and Mr. A. W. 
Horsey, mechanical engineer of the C. 
P. R., was sent to Detroit to inspect.

Mr. Horsey reported that the de­
vice, which is on the principle of in­
jecting steam into the smoke pipes, 
reduces the smoke from black to a 
light brown or yellow in fifteen sec­
onds, and results in slightly lessening 
the consumption of fuel.

A letter was read from the city solic­
itor, which backed up the stand taken 
by the board a week ago. After point­
ing out that a main sewer runs through 
the property to empty into the river, 
and that a bridge occupies part of the 
land, as does also the main conduit of 
the city sewage system, Mr. Meredith 
went on to say:

Will Not Sell.
"I am firmly of opinion that this is 

not a case in which any portion of the 
street ought to be closed or sold, even 
if the city has the power to do so."

The board, after hearing the letter 
read, simply reaffirmed its former re­
commendation, namely, that the land 
be not sold.

The piling of bricks on Richmond 
street by the London Street Railway 
Company was also taken up, and the 
city engineer was instructed to notify 
the company remove the bricks inside 
24 hours.

Park Avenue Pavement.
Only one tender for the asphalt pave­

ment on Park avenue, from Dundas 
Street to Queen’s avenue, was received.

It was from the Barber Company, 
and it amounts to about $1 90 a yard. 
It was accepted.

The pavement is to be the same as 
that laid on Queen’s avenue and is to 
be guaranteed for ten years.

The Rectory street sewer matter was 
again taken up, and it was decided to 
meet at 7:30 tonight, when representa­
tives of the London Canning Company 
and George White & Sons, will be asked 
to be present. It is hoped an agree­
ment satisfactory to both parties will 
be reached tonight.

The city engineer recommended that 
a new floor be laid on King street 
bridge, but the board will let the mat­
ter stand over until next year. The 
chairman and engineer will ascertain 
what repairs are now needed.

A financial statement submitted by 
the treasurer showed that of Its orig­
inal appropriation of $49,440, there is 
still a balance on hand of $26,767 69.

Of the $24,500 appropriated for 
streets, only $8,849 31 has been paid 
out.
