Word has been received of the
death of the former well-known
resident of Wolfville, Lieut.

he word Orchestra was origin-
atiy used by Greeks to designate |
the.front. of the stage. Later it
was reserved for dis’tinguishedi
visitors, and now it refers to the |
place where the musicians are |
stationed and is also the name |
used for "a collection of musical
instruments forming a full Band. |

The last named is what I wish'
you to remember as the Orchestra
of my talk, but from what and
how came the orchestral instru-
ments?
