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ECLIPSES DURING THE YEAR 1862.

During this year there will be five Eclipses, three of the Sun and two of

the Moon.

I.—On the 11th of June there will be a Total Eclipse of the Moon. The
eclipse will begin at Montreal 48 minutes past 11, and will end 6
minutes past 3 on the morning of the 12th. At Toronto it will
begin at 25 minutes past 11, and will end at 42 minutes past 2 on
the morning of the 12th. The total eclipse appears 1 hour and 7
minutes after the beginning, and lasts a few minutes over an hour.

II.—On the 27th of June there will be a partial eclipse of the Sun. Not
visible on this Continent.

IIL.—On the 21st of November there will be an eclipse of the Sun, only
partial and not visible in America.

IV.—On the 6th of December there will be a Total Eclipse of the Moon,
visible as follows : begins at Montreal 51 minutes past midnight,
and ends 41 minutes past 4 ; begins at Toronto 28 minutes past
midnight, and ends 17 minutes past 4. This eclipse becomes
total 1 hour and 9 min. after the beginning, and continues 1 hour
and 32 minutes.

V.—On the 20th of December there will be an eclipse of the Sun, only
partial, and invisible on the American Continent.

Juny.—Muck is a valuable economizer of barn-yard manure. A layer
of muck in the stable saturated with urine is nearly as good as the best
golid excrement. A cord of muck thoroughly mixed with a cord of
animal excrement, will make two cords of manure worth twice as much
as the unmixed matter if left to leach and ferment in the usual manner.
This mixture can be more equally scattered over a field, and its proper-
ties more equally diffused, a matter of very greatimportance. In the
fall of the year, you may gather muck ; mix during winter and spring
Try the experiment, certainly it will cost something, but you may rely

on ultimate profit.

SeprEMBER.—Did you ever think of saving your soot ? Perhaps not,
for it is generally thrown away. Nevertheless, let me tell you, soot is
one of the very best mnanures. It is extensively used in England, and
when only fifteen or twenty bushels are applied to the acre, it induces
the most luxuriant crops of wheat and other grains. Soot contains
several sorts of ammonia, magnesia, lime, and muriatic acid. Its
components are the natural food or stimulants of plants, and it can be
used to great advantage as a concentrated fertilizer. Potatoes and
carrots are especially benefited by it. Six quarts of soot to a large
hogshead of water make an excellent liquid manure for the garden.

PERTH.

The Capital or County Town of the United Counties of Lanark and
Renfrew, is situated like its Scottish namesake on the banks of the
river Tay, and is the terminus of the Perth Branch of the Brockville and
Ottawa Railway, distant from Brockville on the St. Lawrence 35 miles,
and from Arnprior on the Ottawa 40 miles, between which places, there
are Railway trains and mails daily.

Unlike many more Western Towns, which within the past ten or twelve
years, have, mushroom-like, sprung into existence, the advance of Perth
in wealth and popnlation although somewhat slow, has nevertheless
been steady and substantial. The first settlement was made in the
winter of 1815 and 1816, and the population now numbers nearly
2500 ; its progress has been more rapid within the past ten or fifteen
years, than at any former period in its history, and its increase in popu-
lation very marked, having more than doubled within that space,
and if we go back to 1841, twenty years ago, we find the population
only some 750, from which will be seen that its progress has even been
more rapid than at first supposed. Its buildings are in the most part
substantially built of beautiful white freestone, and at once present to
the mind the character of the town as a place of business for a quiet,
steady and thriving trade. Perth is the centre of a splendid agricul.
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tural country, on the trade of which it principally depends, exporting
annually large amounts of Wheat, Flour, Butter, Potash and Furs; it
is also the depot for a large amount of sawn Lumber, over $100,000,
worth, being annually manufactured in its vicinity. Perth is also likely
to become celebrated for the number of mines of Iron, Lead, Copper,
Mica, Phosphate of Lime, &c., &c., to be found in the Townships border-

ing it.
