[t was once said, and a thousand times has it been repeated with
acceptance, that, “the Bible is the religion of Protestants.” How wel-
come the intelligence, that never before in the history of the world has
the Bible been so well known, so extensively translated and circulated ;
never before so urgently demanded ; never before has it influenced the
Church and the world, as it is evidently doing in this year of our Lord.
The Bible is to-day the most influential power in civilization, as well as
being the universal boon of humanity. It is the fountain-head and
master piece of Christian ethics and Christian literature ; the secret
source of British greatness and ascendant Protestant principles. But
in this, we supremely glory, that it is the divinely inspired and ordained
instrument of the Holy Spirit for the spiritual illumination and life of
the soul. When we think that by the knowledge of the Word is salva-
tion, that the ideal man-—the Christian—can not be realized except by
the Holy Spirit, who worketh through the instrumentality of the Holy
Scriptures ; and that the world is still lying in spiritual darkness and
death, we feel constrained by the love of Christ, more earnestly than
ever, to

‘“ Take up the torch, and wave it wide,
The torch that lights time’s thickest gloom.”

The noble work of giving the Bible to all the people in their own
tongue, has met with relentless opposition. In a large section of the
Christian Church, the Bible has been a sealed book ; but we rejoice to

think that those days of darkness are passing away, and that the time
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18 near when no Christian community shall consider the free use of the
Word of God dangerous to prince or peasant, but it shall be offered by
all its professed friends, in the full persuasion that “the way-faring men
and even fools shall not err therein.” They who oppose the free read-
ing and circulation of the Bible, know not what they do; and as to the
man who dispises it, in a gospel land, he is, as Henry Melville truly
said, “The ungracious spectacle of a being, elevated by that which he
denies, enobled by that on which he throws ridicule, and indebted for
all on which he pronounces unworthy his regard.” All who dwell under
the shining beams of the Word of Life are what they could not else-
where be, as to highest privileges. No wonder one of the apocalyptic
visions is “an angel, flying in the midst of heaven, having the everlast-
ing gospel to preach unto all that dwell on the earth, and to every nation
and kindred and people.” The present success of this divine mission is
phenomenal. The one word which expresses the operations of the
British and Foreign Bible Society, at home and abroad,” is progress,
Ninety years ago the Bible was only translated into about 45 languages ;
to-day it is known in whole or in part in 334 languages, 707 of which
are by this Society. A circular letter lately received from the Parent
Society, states : “The whole Bible has now been translated into all the
large languages of the world, and that the work of translation or re
vision is now being carried forward in some 70 languages. It has been
estimated by competent authorities that, at the establishment of this
Society, there were not more than about five millions of copies of the
Scriptures in the whole world ; at present the Society issues about
four millions of copies a year. The condition of Bible work in Europe
and heathen lands—our great fieids of labor—is highly encouraging.
The latest report states that the colportage circulation in Germany is
the largest on record. In Holland the Society needs no longer to work.

In Ttaly, where a popular Bible was unknown ten years ago, last year
“no book had so wide a circulation as the Book of Life.” In dark in-
tolerant Spain, just think of a thousand people attending a Bible meet-

ing. In France and Belgium, a priest of the Church of Rome pro-
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fusely circulating the four gospels, with the approbation of his Arch-
Jishop. In India, the key stone of the heathen world, the Duke of
Connaught lately affirmed, “That there is not a district where the Bible
is not now beginning to circulate ;” and, what is still better, thousands
are every month converted to Christ. In these and similar facts we
behold the triumphs of the gospel, and the great honor God is bestow-
ing upon the British people in so mightily influencing the world, and
accomplishing His hightest purposes for the good of humanity.

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The gratuitous distribution from the depository amounts to $23.97,
this amount added to the distribution by colporteurs and at branches
will make $51.07. When over 33 beautiful, well bound copies of the
New Testament can be bought for a dollar, graduitous distribution must

necessarily be small in this prosperous country.
FINANCES.

The balance on hand at date of last report was $1,536.47. Receipts
of the year have been, free contributions from branches, $4,022.99 ;
which is an increase over last year of $613.28,

Collections at branch meetings, $397.04 ; increase, $99.69. City
contribution and collection of last anniversary, $960.61 ; increase,
$19.71. Proceeds of sales in depository, branches and by colporteurs,
$2,777.74 ; a decrease of $853.04. Total receipts including balance
from last account, $9,871.94.

The expenditure has been $2,000 as a donation to the Parent
Society. Addition to stock, $2,209.35 ; colportage and salary to agent,
$1,606.33 ; rent, duty, insurance, freight and expressage, $668.41 ;
printing, advertising, stationery and postage, $372.26 ; leaving a balance
in hand of $2,688,26.

The receipts indicate a satisfactory increase from all sources except
sales. The income from this source may be expected to fluctuate and
need not therefore be considered dissappointing. The free contributions
from branches are the largest in the history of the Auxiliary. Eighty
per cent of the branch societies have increased their contributions over
last year, This 1s, as it should be, an increasing demand for the Bible
ought ever to be met with a sufficient liberality from Christian people.
The churches should not overlook the fact that as they advance along
the line of missions, home and foreign, corresponding drafts are made
upon the Bible Society. This has not been duly recognized and hence—
notwithstanding a growing income—the B. & F. Bible Society has ex-
perienced deficits, successively for four years. This has led the society
to make an urgent appeal for larger support. We regret, our inability

to increase the donation above that of last year,
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In every other respect the committee rejoices to think the results
indicated satisfactory, and that they are real earnests of the final ac-
complishments for which we labor.

Let us never forget the excellence and permanence of the work
of ministering blessedness to our fellowmen, by diffusing the radiance
of spiritual truth unto earths utmost ends,

No tongue can tell, no pen can describe how much better the world
18 to-day than it would have been had the Bible been a fordidden book
and Bible Societies unknown. How true are the words of Lord
Lawrence respecting the Bible, “ where it does not convert it checks,
where it does not renew it refines, where it does not sanctify it subdues,
everywhere 1t imparts dignity to labor, sanctity to marriage and
brotherhood to man.” A few weeks ago, Henry M. Stanley, the great
African explorer said, “ I remember that in 1875, Miss Livingstone,
the sister of David Livingstone, presented me with a beautiful bound
Bible, on a subsequent visit to Mtesa, I read to him some chapters, and
as | finished it flashed through my mind that Uganda was destined to
be won for Christ. T was not permitted to carry that Bible away.
Mtesa never forgot the wonderful words nor the startling effect they
had upon ; and just as I was turning away from his country to continue
my explorations across the “ Dark Continent,” a messenger who had
travelled two hundred miles came to me crying out that Mtesa wanted
the book; and it was given to him. To-day the Christians in Uganda
numbers many thousands, they have proved their faith at the stake,
under the knobstick, and under torture until death. Who, then knows
what the particular Bibles which the Bible Society sends may do? The
seed which may be sown though the agency of the society may return

to this nation a thousand fold and bring to our posterity countless

blessings.”

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APPENDIX.

ABSTRACT OF THE EIGHTY-EIGHTH REPORT OF THE
BRITISH AND FOREIGN BIBLE SOCIETY, 1892-93.

The year just closed has been, as regards the Society’'s WoRk, one
of general and continued progress. As regards its FINANCE it has been
one of serious disparity between receipts and expenses. The deficit does
not arise from any marked decrease in the Free Contributions received
from Auxiliaries. In fact, those in England and Wales have made
some advance. But the advance in the Auxiliaries generally during
recent years has not been on a scale to keep pace with the steady
development of work accomplished, and so, if a sudden fall occurs (it
may be only temporarily) in Legacies and receipts from Sales, as has
happened recently, a deficit is inevitable.

The deficit from the above cause has been accentuated of late years
by increase of expenditure, from the success of the measure adopted
some years ago for the expansion of the Society’s foreign work. In those
years funds came unexpectedly to hand on a scale which seems a call
from above to extend work. By degrees ten New Foreign Agencies
were created, and the Society’s labours, especially in the great Muham-
madan fields, have been materially increased. Missionary Societies have
also been enlarging their borders, and asking from the Bible Society
more copies and more versions to meet their wants It is now time that
the permanent regular resources of the Society, for which it has to look
largely to its Auxiliaries throughout the world, should rise to the scale
which the work itself requires. Fresh help must be enlisted, or some
curtailment of successful labour must take place.

If those whose zeal for missions is now so happily kindling more
and more will realize that their liberality to Missionary Societies soon
leads to larger demands on the Bible Society, and will also help it more
generously to meet these demands, the case will be met.

To turn first to some indications of the mass and volume of the
work. The total ZSSUES of the year in Bibles, Testaments, and books,
or groups of books, of Scriptures fall short of four millions by only
10,785 copies. This is an advance of 62,680 copies on the issues of
1891, and of 196,952 on those of 1890. It is more by 1,050,670 than
those of ten years ago. One favourable aspect of the circulation of the
year just closed is that its increase beyond that of 1891 is specially due
to increased issues, to the extent of 81,125 copies, from Depdts abroad.

These figures are of much significance. They bring up the total

number c¢! copies issued by the Society since 1804 to 131,844,796,
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They mean that each working (luy of the year 13,000 copies on an
average are asked for at the Society’s hands. These continuous supplies
have lwnn in all or most of the 300 languages and dialects in which
editions are now provided. Versions in more tha. 70 languages claimed
last year the attention of the Editorial Committee. Of these languages
nine appear on the Society’s lists for the first time. One of these new
translations belong to the New Hebrides, one to the West Indies, one
to China, two to Russia, and four to Africa. The incidents and details
of the work outlined in such statistics are given in the narrative part of
this volume. It will be there seen that the progress made during the
year has been very remarkable in some special regions, and general
alun" the whole line.

From work let us turn to some details of FinaANcE. In the year
1891-92 the ExTiRE FrEE INcoME of the Society was £114,284 145, 1.
This is less by £1,560 14s 3d. than that of the year previous, but the
deficiency did not arise in England or in Wales. Meantime the sum
converted into Sc nptun-s during the year to meet demands, largely from
\hxsums, and specially in M uhammadan, fields, has been £117,402 4.
3., or £1,122 1s. 3d. more than in I\Jl, and more by £3,117 10s, 24
than tht'llltll(‘ new income received by the Society within the same
time from the Christian Churches of the world.

The whole r‘)/. the income Q/' the :\'m'l.f‘f‘l/'/'ruln Free Contributions was
But how
have the working expenses of the year been met? How have the
Foreign Agencies and the Depéts and the Colporteurs and the Bible-
women been sustained ! How has the difference in the cost of the books
and the prices obtained for them, especially in Foreign Missions,
been made up? How have grants in money or in printing paper or in
Scriptures for humldy schools and Mission Rooms and numberless good
[nstitutions been provided ! How have the expenses of translation and
revision work been met 7 The answer is that all these charges have beer,
borne so far as possible by the Society’s SALES. But it must be borne in
mind that these sales do not represent profits, but that portion of the
income of past years which returns to hand through the payments for
books which it had been spent to produce.

For the year just ended, although the circulation was numerically
greater than that of the year before, the receipts from Sales were less
by £4,305 13s. 1d. than those 1891. They reached £96,871 15s. 8d.
Adding to this sum that of the new income previously stated—of which
the Free Contributions, Donations, and Legacies, form the principal
part—we reach as the gross REC HP’lan the year £: ’ll 384 10s.

But whatever may be effected in this way
the Committee felt that supplies of the Word of God must not be with-
held. These are not days when the Book to which the soul for light
and truth, for direction and comfort, should be more spairingly provided
than heretofore. Least of all should this be so for mission lands. The
centenary of the Baptist Missionary Society this year, followed as it will
be by the centenaries of other Societies, will inaugurate a fresh era of
more rapid advance in them than before. Under such circumstances
the Society cannot but respond to the calls made on every side. To
take but a single example :—for eight years it has placed grants at the
service of the Missionary Societies for the maintenance of additional
female agency to get the Scriptures into the hands of the secluded and
untaught women of the East, and with the most marked success. No

INTRODUCTORY.

The narrative of the Society’s latest year in France is uneventful.
At the same time, compared with that of 1891, it is one of progress, for
a considerable advance has been made upon the circulation of 1891, and
there are not a few indications of increasing spiritual life. There is,
however, nothing exceptional ; and to those whose hopes for France
have grown restless through their very intensity the record of a quiet
year is almost a disappointment. But, as M. Monod wisely reminds us
while we are looking for some startling occurrence, and expecting some-
thing new, the good work is all the while being done. As careful
students of her history know, France is hardly less remarkable for the
conservative and patient temper of her people than for theiwr occasional
voleanie energy ; and the real forces of some sudden revolution are
found in the quiet years which have gone before. It may be the same
in spiritual affairs, and if the genius of France be yet, in some national
movement, inspired by the higher life, it will be seen that the times of
preparation were those years when the seed of the Word was being sown
without observation along her plains and valleys, and when it ripened
in silence for the harvest which it eventually bore.

The paragraphs which follow are of much interest : they are part
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of that history of half-developed life and of unsatisfied desire within the
Church of Rome itself, which in every age,—in a narrative of
Mystics and Port Royalists and Jansenists, and later in that
of innovators like Lassers—is seen like a narrow stream forcing its way
through opposing masses, like the Rhone through the Lake of Geneva,
by the impetus and volume of its own flood.

LA LIGUE DE L'EVANGILE.

[ mentioned last year the publication of the Gospel by I’Abbé
Garnier. The same ecclesiastic has this year given a very wide publicity
to a fly-leaf circular entitled, ¢ Ligue de I’Evangile,’ in which we read
these words :—

‘ Piety has become something exterior. For the true spirit of
Christianity has been substituted a quantity of petty performances to
which the people cling exclusively. It is a devotion of chaplets, of
medals, of *scapulaires,” of “mois de Marie,” of ‘ mois du Sacré Ceeur,
of indulgences, of songs, of processions and of “ confréries.”

“ Of course, all that is good, in conformity with the Holy Church,
and deserves our respect. But the abuse lies in this, that that which is
of capital importance being forgotten for what is only “ accessoire,” and
that which is essential for what is secondary. Means are mistaken for
their object. Instead of using devotional practices in order to acquire
a sound piety, they are considered as piety itself, and people go no
further.

‘ But Jesus Christ has given us a “code de religion,” and clearly
instructed us now He wants to be served, and in the Gospel, we find no
trace of any such things, whereas many others are prescribed to which
we give no attention.

‘We are not to make a Gospel accommodated to our weakness, but
to take it as God has given it to us.

‘ Hence, la Ligue de I'’Evangile.

‘1. To work and not rest during their earthly pilgrimage.

2. To abstain from all worldly pleasures.

3. To educate their children according to Christian principles.

If such an appeal as this of the Abb&’s should meet with a hearty
and somewhat general response from Roman Catholics, should we not
be the happy witnesses of nothing less than the destruction of one of

the strongest delusions under which the prince of this world still keeps
multitudes in his bondage !
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One thing is certain, as has plainly appeared in the recent discus-
sions in our Chambre des Députés,—that the religious question impresses
itself more and more, even on the minds of those who care least about
religion. Do what they will they are haunted by it, and it must find
some solution.

Many areasking whetherthe whole French nation, with curés, bishops,
archbishops, and other spiritual rulers, should continue to obey the
orders of a _foreigner who is above them all, before they obey the laws of
their own country ? And if resistance is organized on both sides—state
and clergy—how will it end ?

It is alarming to think that France might fall into the hands of a
party which would not for one moment hesitate, despite all protest, to
refuse to all forms of religion the protection of the law ; and hardly
less fearful to imagine the power in the hand of others who would
recognise but one religion as the only true one, and persecute all the
rest ! But the Lord reigns, and His will shall be done on earth as it is
in Heaven.

SALES AND ISSUES.

[t is a great pleasure to me to be able to report this year a gradual
and important increase in all our departments. The total of Sales has
increased by 34,280 copies on the figures of last year, and if we look
only at our own direct sales by Colportage and Depdts (114,392 copies)
we find an increase of 6,086 copies on the sales by the colporteurs, and
of 8,580 copies on the sales by the Depdts, being together 14,675 on
these two items alone,

The Depot Central in Paris has regained what it had lost last
year, and the sales have increased by 1,300 copies, showing a decrease
on Bibles and Testaments, but a large increase of Portions—4,455

against 2 558,

The Depot at Marseilles has reached again the high figures of 1889 —
10,092 copies, value fs.4,631.95, instead of 5,827 copies, value fs.2,840.35
last year,

But the Depdt at Nice, although we have had no colporteur there
has not reached 500 copies sold. If some new satisfactory arrangement
cannot be found, I shall propose to reduce by one-half our yearly allow-
ance of £60 that expires next September.

BARON DE TURCKHEIM ON DE SACY'S VERSION

I wish to place on record a testimony just received from an excellent
Christian, whose name is well known as being intimately connected with
every good work going on in France, I mean the Baron de Turckheim.
He has organized a large work of special distribution of the Scriptures
among soldiers and coachmen, and he says in a letter in which he makes
a remittance for an invoice :—* I feel it a duty to express my renewed
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gratitude for your charming edition of De Sacy’s Testament (that pious
Jansenist who has admirably translated the W ord of God, avoiding even
some mistakes of the Vulgate), and to testify that my work among
soldiers and among coachmen would be lm/nwst/;/v if I had not your De
Sacy’s versions with the official approbations. Many pious Protestants
among my friends make use of that version preferable to Ostervald’s,
because its French style is so much superior.’

THE COLPORTEURS AND THEIR WORK.

The Society’s Colporteur force in France numbers fifty-five men,
and they are at work all over the country. In the pages of their char
acteristic journals we meet them at one time urging their sales in the
inland cities and the seaports, at another in conversation with the
peasants of the country hamlets and villages. Nothing can be more
suggestive than these frank narritives, and, though it 1s risky to gener-
alise from such incidents as they give, there is nowhere else to be found
information so valuable. We come in contact with the actual mind
and life of the people : it is not an idealised sketch but the relastic
picture which softens and conceals nothing. We hear the bruseque
reply, the taunt of ready French wit, the laugh of good-natured indiffer-
ence, as well as the serious words of those—too few in comparison—
whose hearts have felt the truth. The whole is at once so copious and
so interesting that much has been held over for the Magazines, where a
wider circle of readers may be reached. As to locality, the extracts
touch almost every part of the country, beginning with Brittany and
ending with the great wheat fields of the central :m(l southern plains,

SOME PLEASANT TESTIMONIES.

If we turn to Brest we find Quintin, from whom it is pleasent to
hear how frequently he sells to persons who have heard about the Gospel
in some of the McAll meetings at Lorient or in some other district.
Eternity alone will reveal ]m\\ many have been taught the way to
Heaven in those simple and popular meetings. A young man who
bought a Testament said, ‘If the curé knew that I am reading the
Scriptures, I should have to leave the commune, for nobody would give
me work,’

I have been asked for a large-type Bible
by a family which had previously possessed a copy, and read it also ;

A very old woman came to the door and,
seeing I was a salesman, exclaimed, “'Ve can buy nothing. We have
hardly enough to buy bread.” *“What I bring you, my good woman,
I8 as necessary as bread : 1t is I'Evangile,” “1If so, I may perhaps take
it, 1t 18 what I want, and I see it is not ruinous in price.” We began
talking about God and the salvation of the soul. “1It is very kind of
you to speak to me in that way, it is the only thing I want now. 1
am eight-five years old, on the verge of death ; every evening I think 1
will not see the morrow. I suffer from terrible depression, and .1 have
nobody to speak to me of ‘le bon Dieu.’”

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CONCLUSION.

Progressive and hopeful as, in many the record of the
year assuredly is, it i1s stall far flmn what must be expected and desired.
The incidents given by the colporteurs often impress as much by their
contrast with the general spiritual indifference as by their own interest,
and they are specially welcome because comparatively rare. There 1s a
painful monotony in the complaints made of the scepticisin which turns
from everything inspiring and pure, and of the narrow but fierce super
stition into which faith has so largely degenerated. The increase of
issues is encouraging, but it is comparatively little among the thirty
eight millions of France. On the other hand, there is evidence on every
page that one of the best forms of Christian service is being urged with
continuous energy and devotion. The colporteurs often go where no
one else can. They are living witnesses of the truth as well as inde
fatigable salesmen, and their very method of distribution is an excellent
guarantee that llwir returns are not unreal,—multiplied by easy and
irresponsible gifts, or by lavish diffusion among those who are alre auly
supplied. After .LII there is nothing about which the wise mind is so
deeply content as tluul.sam.lm y that good work is being well and earnest
ly done. As to results, these are best left in the care of the greaf
Sower of the Seed of Life, who has given us many assurances that they
are safe in His hands.

Mr. Kirkpatrick’s latest report is quiet in tone and in narrative,
but with much pleasant matter in it. There is nothing new. The cor
porteurs have gone about their work as before, and with the usual
encouragements and rebuffs, Their familiar opponents, the curés, are
perhaps more aggressive, the socialists are vehement as ever, and
atheisin with other sceptic moods of mind seems to be prevading all
grades of society. On the other hand not a few are turning wistfully
to the Gospel. 1t is the old story of light and shadows, and often appar
ently as variable as an April day. But when one looks backward along
the line of recent hish»l'}", it 18 evident that in Belgium, as elsewhere,
there has been a marked awakening of popular intelligence and that the
truth is advancing.

THE BARON EMILE DE LAVELEYE,

[
}y the sudden death of Baron Emile de Laveleye, the well-known
writer on political economy, Protestantism in Belgium has sustained a
great loss, He was almost a solitary instance of a Belgian of education
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and position becoming a convert to Protestantism. He was born a
Roman Catholic, and completed his education at the University of
Louvain. Like many others he afterwards adopted Liberal opinions,
and was named Professor of Political Economy of the University of
Ghent and subsequently at that of Liége. Having married a Protestant
lady, he was gradually brought to believe deeply in Christ as his
Saviour. He always felt an instinctive dislike to speak of his religious
sentiments, of what ]l.‘L.\'?ﬂ'(l between God and him, and it was not till
November, 1878, that he entered his name as a member of the Free
Church of Liége. He took an active interest in the welfare and extension
of the Church, attended the opening of the new chapel at Paifue, and
contributed handsomely to the chapel now being erected at La Préalle,
and numberless were his acts of unostentatious kindness to the poorer
members of the Church.

ASPECT OF THE YEAR.

Year after year the opposition we have met with is the same, un-
belief and indifference on one side, and on the other the influence of the
clergy, who still seem to regard the Bible Society in the same light as
they did in 1838, when the Bishop of Bruges enjoined them, in his
Lenten charge, ¢ to fortify themselves against the subtle machinations
of a Society hostile alike to God and the Holy Church; a Society which
would rob them of all that is most dear to them—the precious deposit
of their faith.’

It 1s difficult to reconcile this continued hostility with the publica-
tion during the last few years of editions of the New Testament and the
Gospels containing prefaces recommending the diligent study of the
Scriptures without even the reserve of having first to obtain permission
from the Bishop, curé, or confessor. These prefaces are a hopeful sign
of the times, and seem to promise a revival of the tolerant evangelical
spirit which animated the secular clergy in the days of De Sacy and
Port RU}':L‘.

In the preface to Abbé Garnier’s cheap illustrated edition of the
Gospels, which he proposes should be given as prizes in Catholic schools,
he says, * We do not advise learning the Gospel by heart, but reading it
over and over again, especially reading it slowly, and meditating upon
it.  Let it be read with faith, it is the Word of God ; with hope, it is
the great means of salvation ; with charity, from it the soul derives
the love of God and of one’s neighbour, love true and practical like that
of Jesus.’

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Our staff comprised twenty-six men, one fewer than in 1890, The
circulation was 62,642 copies compared with 54,203 in the previous
year ; increase, 8,339 copies. A natural result of the concentration of
our efforts on the predominantly Roman Catholic provinces is a falling
off in the sale of complete Bibles, so largly used as school books by
Protestants. The exact figures were 10,460 against 10,805 in 1890,

How sorrow is sometimes turned into joy, will appear from the
following :—

‘ The experience of the day had been very sad. Much opposition
and little result. In the evening I came to a man about fifty year of
age, who was quite delighted to be able to tell me that he possessed a
Bible and a New Testament. ‘He had ten times read the Bible from
beginning to end ; each time the book had become more precious to
him. I soon found out,’ our colporteur adds, ‘that the good man really
loved his Saviour. Such an experience was a source of great joy to me,’
our labourer says, ‘and I praised the Lord for this heart-cheering en-
couragement at the end of a day rich in discouragements.’

‘ Last week,’ colporteur H. relates, ‘1 brought a New Testament
for a sick girl. Two days previously she died. Her aunt told me that
the Word of God had become most precious to her. A minute before
her death she still asked for “her precious Bible,” and she died with the
book in her hand.’

Another colporteur entered a house where a woman was dying.
He remained at some distance and read a few words about salvation.
The dying woman and her mother listened most attentively. When
our colporteur left, the mother thanked him most heartily, and bought
a New Testament, saying, ¢ Dear friend, you have brought us true com-
fort indeed.’

Just to show that the work of a Bible-man is not always an easy
one, it may be mentioned that in one case only one copy was sold in
two villages among ninety families. Much, however, could still be told
of heart-cheering utterances fallen from the lips of simple folks and
from those in a better station in life. We have abundant reason to
praise the Lord for what He has done ; difficulties are soon forgotten
when there is so much reason for joy.

‘difficult for an English reader to realise the ignorance in which
[talians were kept as to the Holy Scriptures’ It is now perhaps
equally difficult to estimate fairly the significance of the work which
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has taken place since then, and to become fairly aware of the advance
which has been made.

If we could only know how many thousand copies of the Word of
God in the Italian language have been scattered amongst our country
men abroad during the last year, I have no doubt that our unwonted
total of 167,000 copies would go very near to 200,000,

A BENEVOLENT LADY,

‘A lady, interested in Bible work, who resides for the winter at
Albano, the historic and ancient Alba Longa, bought of us 4,000 copies
of the New Testament, to be distributed judiciously by herself amongst
the distressed people of Genzano and Civita Lavinia, the scene of the

houseless and in great want. The lady afterwards called and said she
was delighted to see the Word of God so much appreciated by all those
to whom she had offered a copy.’

In Signor Meille’s closing sentences there is just a touch of depres.
sion. It is quite natural. From no account of Christian work 1s a
sense of pensiveness ever entirely absent in healthy minds, and even
when that work is most progressive the sadness is apt to be more pro-
nounced. ¢ After all,” one sighs, ‘how little it all is compared with
what might be, how few the labourers compared with the white fields
of harvest—how slight the arc of light against the eclipse of shadow !’
And yet the shadow is drifting back, and the light is growing year by
year.

I close this report under a strong feeling that if God has last year
so signally blessed our poor and de f(‘(tl\t' work, it is evidently because
He wants us, not only to be thankful to Him for His unf: iling faith
fulness, but d.]'s() to become more zealous, more whole-hearted, more con-
h(‘(‘l‘.lt,(?(] in this His service. Times are very serious; the masses seem
more than ever intent on the present life, its interests, its pleasures, its
passions. It behoves us to be faithful witnesses of Christ, calling the
people to think of the future that awaits them, and showing them the
way to a happier and better life than any human reform of revolution
could ever give,

Seldom in Spain have the records of any year been more remark-
able than of that which has recently closed. Long recognized as the
Puritan of Catholicism, intense, conservative, contemptuous of others,
the Spaniard has for centuries been one of the least lm}n ful subjects fm
evangelical effort. But in one of the first sentences in his report, Mr.
Jameson confesses that he has hitherto erred lr} In‘ill.‘_" 100 }N'H-‘*lllll-\'
tic, and that he now must give another and a more hopeful view of the
progress of Scriptural Christianity in the Peninsula. 7 feel 'l'f"if{"'/

of e ngi wm” serious attention to l]lt tllltll of lln Bible a band of educat
ed men lm.\v visited many of the centres of population. And with
what results? Here is an account of a meeting at which an address
was given on the Scriptures and on the Societys u*nrl\'. and which was
attended by a thousand people. ¢ Think,’ SAYS Mr. Jameson, with his
memory  full of the (l(}llthln" past, ‘think of «a //mu.wm[ people at a
Dible mw/uq/ in Spain!’ In other places there are instances hardly
less noteworthy ; the people gather in large numbers ; they crowd out
smaller halls ; they fill the reading-rooms at the new Depdts: in fact
the Depét, with not a few, has superseded the café and become a
popular resort. The Press becomes interested, and comments favour
ably on the astonishing work of the British Society. Even in the
Chamber of Deputies one of the ministers declares ‘that the Govern
ment sees nothing censurable in the publicity which is being given to

the Society.” In one village we read that there is ¢ h mll\ any one who
1s not studying the Sec nlntun‘\’: in another, that ‘there are many
Kvange llhll\, and that the people love the Book.” 1In three hundred of

the l.lll\\.L} stations large placards on the Society’s work arrest atten
tion. A new issue of the Scriptures in attractive tpye and in the
paragraph arrangement of the text (the first of the kind among the
Spanish editions) has lately been published. So general has been the
interest awakened by these and other means that Mr. Jameson affirms,
“ It 18 not too much to say that the Bible has beem made the theme of more
conversations among wntelligent people in Spain during the past year
than wn all the centuries since the /a’a_fu/'nmfiuu.' e adds, * The .fufmv‘
of the regeneration of Spain s to-day most unquestionably wn the hands
of the Bible Society, and each year as it passes will make this more ap
parent.” All these are remarkable statements, but Mr. Jameson’s ac-
quaintance with the Peninsula is exceptional, and he supports them by
the marshalled testimonies of a report, one of the most detailed and
voluminous he has ever prepared.

There is, of course, another side of the subject, and in its own
place Mr. .l.unvsun has emphasised the hostile .utnn) of the priest-
hood, the prevalence of infidelity, and the general ignorance as to the
Bible itself. But all this only makes more notab le the awake ning of
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attention, so far as it has taken place, which the reports of the year
show. That is the important and significant fact. ‘When we can
only get at close quarters with the people themselves, there is not that
apparently insuperable objection to the Scriptures which arises from
actual hn\tlllt\ or open indifference, and the great matter is to avail
ourselves of the innate well-dis sposedness which exists, and to remove
the obstacles which are placed to the free and glad acceptance of the
Word of God.’

The details of work will show that to a very encouraging extent
this is being done. .

AN ESTIMATE OF BIBLE WORK EXTRACT FROM A SUPERINTENDENT S
LETTER,

‘ In Spain the Bible is with the Catholies a perilous book and there
fore a prohibited book, and with the Freethinkers an immoral, or af
least a superseded book. Not in vain has the journal of the latter sect
published during seven years its abominable commentaries on the Bible
(consisting in the reproduction of all the old calumnies and blasphemies
of Paine and Ingersoll). Our people, accustomed not to think for itself,
has been deeply affected by the propaganda of the Freethinkers, which
to a large extent has taken the place of that of the priests. My work,

in conferences as well as in innumerable familiar conversations 1n

private houses, inns, casinos, cooches and trains, has had for its object
to make known what the Holy Book really is, and to destroy the legion
of prejudices which fill the mind of those who have not read it at all
or only under one or other of these two false lights.

‘ As a result of recent work, more than 4,500 people have heard for
the first time something of the true character of the Bible, Many
persons who years ago had bought the Bible (their addition is that of
1869) only on account of the marvellous cheapness of the Book, and
who had never even opened it, after these conferences, followed and
enlarged by conversation, have begun to study it. T am convinced that
with the exception of two places, not one book has been burned in the
whole province, and still less in the towns and villages where 1 have
spoken. And it is the conviction openly expressed of many pastors
that at least 60 per cent, of our books are burned by the priests.

‘The province is prepared not only to receive with respect our
Holy Book, but also and readily to buy it in spite of the many already
sold ; and so great are the a)m]mtlnv\ already created, that there are
eight or ten points where there are large groups of Bible students fit to
be organized into Evangelical congregations.

‘1 have had the opportunity of mhhmsnw myself to the educated
classes in considerable numbers:—doctors, advocates, journalists, &e.
These, as a general rule, are, or have been, enemies of the Book. Many
have confessed to me Lh at tho) have never read it, others that they had
read it very little and with much repugnance.
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‘T myself am astonished at the results. God has put to shame my
little faith. During twenty-one years I have been working in Spain,
and T never even thought so many would lend themselves to listen with
so great pleasure to conferences on a book so discredited.’

‘1 HAVE FOUND THE TRUTH.’

‘In one of the towns where I had set up my table in the fair a
man came up to me and said, “I heard the conversation you had with
certain men, and I never heard doctrines so sublime. It i1s long since
[ left off going to the church, for I saw that it was all pure commerce,
and I always thought that there must be something better, and now 1t
appears to me that I have found it at last.” Aslong as I was here I
had frequent occasion to speak to him of the only Saviour, as well as to
many others, but none of them were like the first man in his enthusiasm.
With the Testament in his hand he would call to his friends and acqua-
intances and exclaim, “ Here is the truth. 1 have found it at last
read and you will see.” So excited was he that not a few of those who
heard him declared that he was mad. He is president of the Republican
Club, and a man well up in years.’

There is becoming more and more audible a cry of confessien of
radlical evil and of inquiry after a way of salvation which is not the less
earnest because it 1s national rather than individual. There is another
result. ¢ Many are now acknowledging that our Protestant doctrines
and our well-taught schools are not only purer and better than their
own, but the only safety, materially and morally, of the country.” And
some remarkable testimonies confirm the truth of the view. It is dif-
ficult to estimate accurately the drift of public feeling, at least as a
permanent force, and it is certainly premature to infer much from the
events of a single year or two ; but the fact is undoubted that the cir-
culation of 1891 is the highest yet know,—having risen from less than
twelve to more than nineteen thousand copies; and that there are so
many evidences as to be noteworthy of an increased interest among the
people in Scriptural truth. The way in which Portugal has been long
associated with England gives a special interest to anything which re-
fers to the real progress of the kingdom.
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NORTH RUSSIA.

In the midst of suffering and distress we have distributed more of
the Word of God. The circulation has increased by 32,121 copies; and
this has not been obtained by a falling off in some quarters and a great
1ssue in others, but is seen generally. In this larger circulation, as a
blessing and an antidote in the midst of such sorrow, we rejoice that
some of the sufferers will have the consolation of divine truth. More-
over, notwithstanding the great poverty, the sales continue to be
wonderfully good, even in the famine-stricken districts, and in this we
rejoice,

In Courland a boy dies; he has read the colporteur’s Testament
incessantly during his illness, and his mother reverently and tenderly
lays in his coffin the book which he treasured so devotedly. In Saratov
a woman clasps the Bible to her breast: ‘[ will love «t like my own
heart : little can I spare, but I never saw a copy so cheap as this” Such
instances are common : for in few countries so much as in Russia do
the common people hear gladly the Gospel of Christ. In several 1n
stances the Greek priest or the Lutheran pastor becomes the effective
friend and helper of the work : but occasionally he detects danger in
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
