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The thirty-fifth Session of this University, being the twelfth under
its amended charter, will commence in the Autumn of 1864. The
Classes in the Faculty of Arts will open on the 6th of September,
those in the Law Faculty on the 7th of November, those in the Medi-
cal Faculty, on the 7th of November, and those in the High School
and McGill Normal School on the 1st of September.

The course. of study in the University, and the distinctions which
it offers, may be summed up as follows :—

Tur Facurty ofF Arts.—The complete course of study in Arts
extends over four Sessions, of eight months each; and
includes Classics and Mathematics, with English Literature
Logic, Mental and Moral Science, Natural Secience, and
Modern Languages, leading to the degrees of B.A. and M.A.
There are also Honour Courses, Special and Partial Courses,
and a Course of Practical Chemistry; and facilities are
afforded fer the study of Agricultural Chemistry, for the
practice of Meteorological observations, and for the study of
Hebrew and Oriental Literature.

Tne Facorry or Mepicine.— The complete course of study in
Medicine extends over four Sessions, of six months each, and
leads to the degree of M. D., C. M.

THE Facurry oF Law.—The complete course in Law extends over
three Sessions, of six months each, and leads to the degrees
of B. C. L. and D. C. L.

II.  Agiiated Schools.

Tue Hien ScrooL or McGiLL CoLLEGE offers a thorough Hinglish
education, with the French and German languages, and the
Classical and Mathematical training necessary for entering the
College course.

Toe McGinL Noryan ScmooL provides the training requisite for
Teachers of Elementary and Model Schools and Academies.
Teachers trained in this School are entitled to Provineial
diplomas,

TrE MopzeL ScmooLs oF THE McGiLL NorMAL ScoooL are English
Schools, divided into a Boys’ Department, Giris’ Department,
and Primary School. Teachers in training in the Normal
School are employed in these Schools, under the supervision
of the Head Master and Mistress.

The thirty-second Session of the Medical Faculty of the MeGill
University, will be opened on Monday, 7th November, 1864 ; and be
continued during the six months following.

To young gentlemen in need of information wupon the best manner
of pursuing their studies, the following suggestions appear to recom-
mend themselves. ,

Exclusively of general education, professional reading for some
time previously to matriculation is advised as a preparation, whereby
familiarity with technical terms will be gained, and an insight obtained
into the subjects to be brought under notice during lectures.

Though three years constitute the shortest time required for Col-
lege attendance, yet the Student is at liberty to cxtend it as much
further as he pleases; the addition of a year, or even two, is consider-
ed to be a great benefit, for it obviates the crowding of branches with-
in too brief a term, and permits of a more extensive attainment of
the topics they embrace. ‘

Attention is recommended to be given during the first Session to
the primary branches entirely ; during the.second Session an increase
is proper, and two of the final courses may bhe profitably conjoined
with such of the antecedent as are required; while during the re-
maining period further advance is to be made hy completir - the cur-
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riculum required of the candidate for graduation. Clinical courses
should not be taken out during the first Session.

Matriculation isuecessary every Session; it isrequired upon en-
trance or as early afterwards as possible, and always before any class
tickets are procured. The Register is closed aunually in the month
of December. Class tickets must be taken out within the preseribed
period of the current session, and will not be granted after its expir-
ation.

The ample and varied means which are placed at the disposal of
the student by this school in its spacious accommodations and abun-
dant provisions, together with the large hospitals in connection with
it, are briefly referred to in the following pages.

COURSES OF LECTURES.

The number of Professors in the Faculty is nine; the number of
Classes, ten ; two of the classes (often conjoined in European Schools)
being held by one Professor.

1. Axaroxy.—(Prof. Scott)—The fresh subject is chiefly em-
ployed in the illustration of the Lectures in this branch, aided how-
ever, by dried preparations, wax models, plates full size of life, &e.,
The Dissecting Room is under the direction of the Professor, aided
by the Demonstrator of Anatomy. Itisopenfrom 8a.m. to10 pam,,
being lighted with gas.  All the usual conveniences are supplied, and
the Demonstrator will be in attendance to assist the pupils in their
operations.

2. CuemsTrY.—(Prof. Sutherland)—Inorganic Chemistry is
fully treated ; and a large portion of the course isdevoted to Organic
Chemistry and its relations to Physiology. The branches of Physics
bearing upon or connected with Chemistry, also engage the attention.
of the class. For experimental illustration, abundant apparatus is
possessed by the Professor, among which may be enumerated, a
powerful Air Pump—Oxy-Hydrogen Microscope—Holariscope—IEix-
tensive series of Crystallographical models—Elcetrical and Galvanie
apparatus, &e., &e. '

3. Marerrs Mepica—(Prof. Wright)—This course is illustrat-
ed from a Cabinetof Pharmacological objects; by Plates of Medicin-
al Plants, (Roque, Stcphenson and Churchill)—by dried specimens
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&c., &e. Analytical experiments with the ordinary re-agents, are
also shown; and diagrams, with other illustrations, are used.—
Dietetics, Pharmacy, and Therapeutics are included in the course.

4. InstiTUTES OF MEDICINE—(Prof. Fraser)—under which
aré comprised Histology, Physiology, Gencral Pathology and General
Therapeutics. The minute Structure and Composition of the various
Organs, and the Fluids and Tissues of the Body in health and dis-
case, are explained and illustrated by Microscopic Preparations,
Plates and Preparations from the Museum.

5. PracricE o¥ MepiciNg.—(Prof. Howard)—The extensive
series of plates contained in the Library, Libert, Cruveilhier, Cars-
well, Hope, Alibert, Willis, Bateman, &e., &c., will be employed ;
also Morbid Preparations and models of diseased parts.

6. SURGERY.—({Prof. Campbell)—Divided into Principles and
Practice, including Surgical Anatomy and Operative Surgery, exhibit-
ed on the subject.—Quain’s large plates, Maclise, Dalrymple, &e.
The various surgical-instruments and apparatus exhibited, and their
uses and application explained and practically illustrated.

7. MipwirerY.—(Prof. Hall)—Including diseases of females and
infants, illustrated by a series of Drawings on a large scale; by hu-
mid preparations ; by models in wax ; and by the use of the artificial
Pelvis.

8. Mep1cAL  JVRISPRUDENCE.—(Prof. McCallum)—Includes
Toxicology—-the modes of testing for poisons are exhibited, and post-
mortem appearances illustrated by plates—Insanity, Public Hygiene
and Medical Police are touched upon.

9. Crixrcan. MeprciNg.—(Prof. MeCallum.)—Taught by lectures,
and at the bed side—Physical Diagnosis taught practically and each
pupilinvited to take part in it.—Examination of the urine, chemically
and wmicroscopically explained and illustrated.

10. CriNicAL SURGERY.—(Prof Craik)—Taught in similar man-
ner. For both these Classes ample material is afforded by the cases
at the Montreal General Hospital.

11. Beside the above classes, Students are required to attend one
gourse of Botany and on2 course of Zoology.

L TR
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LIBRARY AND MUSEUM.

The Library contains upwards of 3000 volumes, including the most
uscful books for reference, as well as the recent elementary ones ; the
works of the older authors as well as the most recent. It is open to
the Student without charge, under necessary regulations for the care
of the books. The Museum contains a large number of preparations,
chiefly pathological ; also, wax and papier maché models.

HOSPITALS.

The Montreal General Hospital is visited every day by the Medi-
<al officersin attendance.  After the visit alarge number of out-door
patients ave examined and preseribed for.

The Operating Room (used also for a Leeture Room) is so con-
structed as to suit the convenience of the Students in obtaining a
good view of the operations going on.

The University Lying-in-Hospital is under the direction of the Pro-
fessor of Midwifery. Students who have already attended one course
of his lectures, are furnished with cases in rotation.

PAST SESSION.

The number of Matriculated Students in the past Session was 177,
of these 83 were from Canada Bast, 86 from Canada West, 1 from
Nova Scotia, 1 from New Brunswick, 1 from Prince Edward Island,
and 5 from the United States.

The number of Students who passed the Primary Examination,
which includes Anatomy, Chemistry, Materia Medica, Institutes of
Medicine, and Botany or Zoology, was 31, as follows :—

EXTRACTS FROM THE REGULATIONS OF THE
FACULTY.

Caar. L,
Relative to the Courses of Lectures, Fees, &c.

1st. Bach Professor shall deliver at least five lectures during the week,
except in the classes of Clinical Medicine and Clinical Surgery, in which
only two Lectures shall be required ; and in that of Medical Jurisprndence, if
extended through six monibs, in which case three Lectures a week snall suf~
fice.

2nd. Tach Lecture shall be of one hour's duration.

3rd. Every Professor shall occasionally examine his class upon the subjects
treated of in his preceding Lectures; and every such cxamination shall be
considered a Lecture.

4th. A roll of the names of the Students attending each class’shall he
» called from time to time.

5th. All tickets which have not a Certificate of atiendance attached, shall
be rejected when presented as testimonials previous to cxamination, unless
the omission can be satisfactorily accounted for.

5th. The Fee for each class shall be $12, with the following exceptions:
for that of Medical Jurisprudence, 310 ; for those of Clinical Medicine and
Glinical Surgery, $6 cach, for Botany and Zoology, $5. ThejClass Fees
are payable in advance.

7th. Any Student, after having paid the fees, and atiended two courses of
any class, shall be entitled to a perpetual ticket for that class.

8th. The course of all the classes, except those of Clinical Medicine, Clini-
cgl Surgery and Medical Jurisprudence, shall be of six month’s duration ; the
Classes of Clinical Medicine and of Clinical Surgery of three months' dura-
tion; and that of Medical Jurisprudence, either of three months’ duration, in
which case Five Lectures & week shail be given, or of six months’ duration, in
which case only three Lectures & week shall be required.

9th. The courses shall commence on the first Monday in November, and
with the exception of a vacation at Christmeas, shall continue to the erd of
April.

Of the Qualification amd Studies of Students and Candidates for the Medical
Degree.

1st. All Students desirous of attending the Medical Lectures, shall, at the
commencement of each Session, enroll their names and residences in the
Register of the Medical FFaculty, and procure from the Registrar a ticket of
Matriculation, for which each Student shall pay « fee of $2.

2nd. The said Register shall be closed on the 31st dzy of December in each
year, and no tickets obtained from any of the Professors shall be received
without previous Matriculation.

3rd. No one shall be admitted to the Degree of Doctor of Medicine and Master
of Surgery who shall not cither; 1stly, have attended Lectures for a period
of at least Four Sessions in this University, or some other University, College, or
School of Medicine, approved of by this University, or 2ndly, have studied
medicine during at least Four years, and during that time have attended Lec-
tures for a period of at least Three Sessions, either in this University or some
other University, College, or School of Medicine, approved of by this Univer-
sity.

4th. Candidates for the finel Examination shall furnish Testimonials of
attendance on the following branches of Medicel Education, viz:
Anatomy,
Chemistry,
Theory and practice of Surgery,
Principles and practice of Surgery,

Midwifery and diseases of Women and Children, Of which two Courses
Materia Medice and Phurmacy, will be required
Clinicel Medicine,

Clinical Sureory,

Practical Aratomy,

Institutes of Medicine,

Medical Jurisprudence, Of which one Course
Botany and Zoology, § will be required.

Provided, however, that Testimonials equivalent to, though not precisely
the same as those above stated, may be presented and accepied.

5th. The Candidate must also give proof by ticket of having attended dur-
ing twelve months the practice of the Montreal General Hospital, or that of
some other Hospital, approved of by this University.

6th. Moreover no one shall be permitted to become & Candidate for exami-
nation who shall not have attended at least One Session of this University,
and during that Session at least four six months’ classes, or three six months’
and two three months’ classes.

7th. Students in Medicine will be examined in Classics, and in English or
French Composition, the standard being such as may from time to time be
determined by the Faculty.

8th. Every Candidate for the degrec must, on or before the first day of
April, present to the Dean of the Medical Faculty testimonials of his qualifica-
tions, entitling him to an examination, and also & Thesis or inaugural disser-
tation, written by himself, on some subject connected with Medical or Surgi-
cal Science, either in the Latin, English or French Language. He must at the
same time, deliver to the Dean of the Faculty the following Certificate :

2. The private examination of his Thesis ag evidence both of Medical and
General acquirement, followed (if approved) by its public defence.

3. A general examination on all the branches of Medical and Surgical
Scicnce, either oral or by written papers, a3 may from time to time be deter-
mined by the Faculty.

This examination will be divided into Primary and TFinal, the former com-
prehending the branches of Anatomy, Chemistry, Materia Medica, Institutes
of Medicine, and Zoology or Botany: the latter, those of Practice of Medicine,
Surgery, Midwifery and Medical Juricprudence. It will be optional with the
student to present himself for the primary examination at the end of the third

session.
