| This rough tube was the germ
of that great instrument the tele-
to which modern science
owes so much. And it was on
October 22, 1608, that Lipper-
sheim sent to his government
three telescopes made by himself,
calling them *“instruments by
means of which to see at a dis-
tance.”

Not long aferward another
man, Jacob Adriansz, or Metius,
of Alkmaar,a town about twenty
miles from Amsterdam, claimed
|to have discovered the principle
of the telescope two years earlier
than Hans Lippersheim ;and it is
generally acknowledged that to
one of these two men belongs the
honor of inventing the instrument.
But it seems certain that Hans
| Lippersheim had never known
[nor heard of the discovery made
by Adriansz,and so,if Adriansz had
not lived we still should owe to
Hans Lippersheim's quick wit,
and his little daughter's lucky
meddling, one of the most valu-
able and wonderful of human in.
