DEDICATION OF THE GRAND NEW
CHURCH AT BELLEVILLE.

On Sunday, October 7th, the Festival of
the Most Huly Rosary, the magnificent
new Church of St Michael’s, Belleville,
was blessed! with all the solemn rites and
ceremonies of the Roman Pontifical. by
His Lordehip, the Most Rev. Jumes Vin-
cent Clesry, 8. T. D, Bishop of Kingston,

About half past ten and ¢ven earlier the
good citizaus of the City on the Bay began
to sssembie about their newly erected
Churcn, which, for ages to come, will be
a monument of the zeal of the Catholics
of Belleville, and of the devotion of their
venerable vastor, Right Rev, Monsignor
Farrelly, V. G,, 28 it is to day the pride
of our illusirious Bichop, who, but littie
more than & year ago, colernly laid the
corner-stone, and bas now deulcated the
almost completed structure to the sublime
worship of the only true God, under the
patronage of the glorlous Archungel, St,
Michael

The vew church is eituated a litile to
the south of the old one. The stvle is
pure Gothic, 140 feet long snd 65 feet
wide. The centre of the nave rises 75
feet above the floor. The spire, which is
placed at the south-esst corner, will not
be ficished ot present. It s to be of
ornamentsl stone work to the very croes,
which, 200 feet above the street, shall
poiut to heaven.  High over the main
entrance is a large rose window, with
carved stone mullions of muet beautiful
design, which, receiving the light of the
morning sun, theds a glory throughout
the whole interior. Above the altar and
on efther side are placed rimilar windows,
equally beautiful, though much smaller.

The clere etory 18 one of rolid masonry,
and supported on maseive granite piilars—
gifts of incividual membere of the con
gregation, The baces and capitals are of
freestone, as yet undreesed, but which are
to be richly eculptured, The ceiling 1s
to be finished in wood. The arches are
graceful; the moulding chaste; the color-
ing of the walls tasteful; the whole interior
presenting in ite s'mple neatness and
grandeur of conception, all that is to be
desired, It s the fu!filment of our idea
of what the House of God ehould be, This
Is truly a Houce of Prayer and we sare
led to “ery out : “It is good for us to be

»

0ld St. Michael’s, which is at once to be
removed, was bullt In the early days of
the settlement of Canada, when churches
were few and Catholics ecattered, when
the ploreer priest of Belleville district, was
the only priest in four counties, when the
diocese of Kingston included all Ontario.
It wes long looked upon as one of the
finest churches in the country, Many old
reelde ‘s felt ead, indeed, when they be
held the dismantling of ite graceful spire,
80 long the pride of Belleville. The
memory of what the cld Church had beer
to them gave it a new sacredness In their
eyes. It was built in the days cf their
fathers and gravdfathers; there they had
been baptized ; there they had recelved
their First Communion and were Con-
firmed ; there they had brought their tales
of woe and #ln and obiained consolation
and pardon ; there, too, the Libera had
been sung over thelrdear departed friends
The memory of the past had cast a vell of
sadness over thelr sounls, as now for the
firet time in thelr lives tbe good old
Catholic people of Bellerille passed by its
dcor on the way to Mass,

When they had entered the new St.
Michael’s, aud while waiting for the com-
mencement of the ceremonles, they feasted
their eyes on the many beauties that sur
rounded them, the sorrowful memories of
the past became hushed. They felt that
Belleville had, at last, a becoming Houee
for the Incarnate God, whase delight it is
to dwell with the children of men, and a
Church worthy of themeelves and their
Holy Faith, How lovely are Thy taber-
nacles, O Lord !

A little before twelve o’clock the pro-
cessfon of altar boys and visiting clergy
approached the main entrance. His Lord-
ship the Blshop of Kingston, robed in full
Pontificals, assiered by Rev. Father Kelly,
Secretary, and the Rev, Father O’Gorman,
of Belleville, proceeded to bless the new
Church, After reciting the prayer accord.
Ing to the ritual he eprinkied with holy
water the outer walls, making the circuit
of the buildirg. Returning, the procession
entered and proceeded up the nave to the
Sanctuary, while the Litanies were being
chanted. Afterwards the Bishop eang the
speclal prayers appointed for the Bleseing
of Churches, e sprinkled the iuner
walls, and on his return to the altar con-
cluded the ceremony with the beautiful
closing prayer, of which the following is a
tranclation :

Y0 God, who dost sanctify places to be
dedicated to Thy name, pour out upon
this house of prayer Thy grace, that the
aesistance of Thy mercy may be felt by all
who here invoke Thy name., Tbrough
Our Lord, &c”

The Very Rev, Dean Gauthier, of
Brockville, asslsted by Rev. W, Walsh, of
Frankford, as deacon, and Rev. E. Waleh
of Trenton, as sub-deacon, celebrated High
Mass,

HIS LORDSHIP'S BERMON,
His Lordship delivered the sermon,

which was most eloquent and appropriate.
He took his text from I1I Ohrouicles, VII ;

He was thankful to God to-day that he
had enubled them to erect this beautiful
edifice for the service of God. Since the
commencement of the work no accident
has befallen any of the workmen, and for
this we should give thanks to Almighty
God, It was faith that moved the
people to erect such a handsome edifice,
which, when completed in ite interior,
would refleet much credit on them,
They were indebted to their Protestant
friends for the assistance, financially,
which they bad rendered, i& waas charity
towards God that had prompted them
in this action, brotherhood being the
true chaiity of Christianity, charity that
binds brother to brother and to God,
He was delighted to find that those who
were separated from them by creed had
lent them a helping hand, and every
one of the congregation should remem
ber that as Catholics they should be
friendly with their Protestant neighbors,
and render them all assistance und re.
gerd them as friends, Be kind to each
other, cultivate the epirit of brotherly
love, To.day we have performed a
sacred rite. Whilet those who difter
from ua in creed do not understand the
cereraony which we have just performed,
they need not regard it as folly. The
Jows regarded the Christian religion as
a folly, but the Apostles refuted this
impreseion, St. Paul preached Christ
Jesus and him crucified, and as in those
days there were rcorners so there are to
day. It is only the intelligent man that
will follow the right path, The pe.
titions which we have dellvered to God
will not return void. He has eaid “I am
with you always, even unto the end of the
world” These prayers, in aeking the
blessing of Heaven, are essential in the
church. Theangels will guard this edifise,
and eatan and bis demous dare not molest
it. The angel of peace will ever be
around avnd about it. This church fs
wedded to God, and the prayers offered
will alwaye be heard, All who believe in
a deltv must believe in prayer. Thero
are different characters of prayer, one of
which is prayer of sdoration. This i3 the
prayer of God’s iufinite perfection, and
the blessings which we receive from Him.
We are nothing of ourselves, All goodness
comes frem God, We must thack Him
for all the powers that we poesecss. He
preeerves ue, aud in Him we have our
being. There is alsothe prayer of thanke
glving and the prayer of propltiation,
All have slened ; none ean say they bave
not offended the Almighty, for if any man
say he has not sinned the truth is not in
him, We are all beholders to the mercies
of God. Paul siuned sgainst ard per
secuted the esrlier church, but was
converted. We have all dishonored
God, but the prayer of propitiation is
cffsred end God will not despise it. The
prayer of peition le aleo eeeential. We
all bave necessities, both epiritual and
temporal, All have troubles and these
can only be slleviated by petition to the
Almighty, We are in the bands of God
and dependent on Him for everything,
This prayer of petition was inaugurated
by the Luid's prayer. As we necd daily
bread to sustain our bodies, so we need to
pray daily that our epiritual wants may
be supplied, For the purpose of prayer
thie church has been erected and we will
praise God for ali the blessings which He
bas vouchsafed to us, This house of
prayer will ever be open for those who
wish to enter to coffer their petitions to
God. The mercy reat is established and
will ever 1emain. The same Jesus Christ
who was cruclfied and rose from the dead,
fs in this sacred building and is ever at
tentive to those who offer petitions, All
may come in at any time to offer their
petitions, whether a priest is present or
absent, as the High Priest can always be
fourd within its wails, He bas esid “Lo
I am with you always and my spiiit will
ever abide with you,” As on the pente-
costal day He sent His splirit to Hie disciples,
g0 to-cay He willsend His ¢pirit to those
who a 'k in faith, Here the child will be
made a Christian, and established in the
faith, The heart of God was breathed on
the twelve disclples when Carist rose
from the dead, and is being breathed to.
day on mankind to loose the bonds of the
soul, aud restore the dead epirit to a liv
iog spirit. There is, however, no forgive-
ness for sin where sincers and heartfelt
sorrow {8 not expreseed for the slns com-

mitted. Chrlst offered Himself a8
a llving sacrifice for the sins
of the world. All true relig-

lon must have sacrifice, and there is
no religlon without some sacrifice. Sacri
fices were established In the early dis
pensation, when Abel offered his to God,
and it was accepted, This s & temple of
eacrifice, and a house where God has His
abode in, The Catholic Church is the
only Church that heard the voice of Jesus
Christ, that eaw Him per/orm His miracles
and saw Him crucified. I pray that the
blessings of God may deecend upon this
Church, end that the angel of God may
ever be with you, Let all Cathnlics show
that they are true Catholics by thelr lives
aud by living peacefully with all men,
THE SERVICE IN THE EVENING,

At 7:30 this megnificent edifice was
once more crowded. If the church looked
beautiful by daylight the brilliaucy of the
gae jets added another and a new kind of
beeuty, increesing ite appearance of vact.
nees aud bringing into relief the monldings
of the arches and the various ornsmenta
tions of the interfor. Grand Veepers
was followed by sulemn benediction, whex
the altar, beautifully adcrned with fl ywers,
to which the many ard various colored
lights gave a brilliant lustre, The einging
was moet excellent, the lofry nave giving
resonance to the music, especially to the
voice. The rendering of Gunod's Ave
Maria by Miss Waltz was very fiae, The
chofr deserves great credlt,

The collection, which was taken up
in aid of the building fund, amounted to
$900.20. Besides the clergy already
mentioned as taking part in the cere-
monies, there were present: Rev. M.

The church, when completed, 13 ex.
pected to cost §90,000. The Catholics
of Belleville are 1o be congratulated on
the megnificence of their church, May
the day be not far distant, when com-
pleted to the very cross and free from
debt, the Bishop shall return to conse
crate it with still more solemn cere-
monies.

The aforesaid
reparation for & charch at Grafton had
been made while the Jate Archbishop
Lynch was Administrator of Kingston
Discese.  Bishop O'Brien took in the
whole situation at a glance, and so as to
evoke order from chaos, he made the
happy selection of Father Larkin as pastor
of Grafton.

Father Larkin began his pastorate by
erecting a euitable presbytery, There s
no lovelier site in the Domlinion than the
one he chuse. From the front door one
has a commending view of Lake Ontario—
Canada’s noblest waterway, From every
slde of the presbytery one cortemplates a
fertile belt of agricultural Jaed excelled
nowhere in the rica domaln of the New
World.

But sconery pays uo debls, and Father
Larkin sat down to muse over the dif-
ficalties in the way.  Although pay
ments had been already made, a (Gothic
debt of $7,000 etill stared Father Larkin
In the face. Basides this amouunt the
humble but very appropriate presbytery
had to be paid for—$2 000 more. Father
Larkla rose up with his head full of
bezaars and plenics, The people knew
that Father Larkin had not been con-
sulted in the matter of the Gothlc charch
and the people rose in their might to help
M wipe out the debt, By the uuited
efforts of priest avd people the dubt s dle.

A MARTYR OF CROW CREEK, ILLI-
NOIS.

FATHER GABBIEL, RECOLLECT FRIAR,
KILLED SEPTEMBER 19, 1680,
The Pligrim,

A saintly Franciscan butchered by the
red men into whose haunts he had pene-
trated when three score years and ten—
the soil of Marshall county watered with
the biood of one of the many martyr.
priests in America—how few of our Illi
nois readers are aware of this page in the
primitive history of their State ! How
few the voyagers up the sluggish though
besutiful Illincis river, who pause to
recall that, near where QOrow Creek
gushes down from the prairies and forests
of the east, there did the aged Father
Gabriel de la Ribouade, over two hun-
dred years ago, fall beneath the knife
and tomahawk of the Kickapoo Indian !
‘Yet neither the thousand wild flowers
whose exquisite beauty enchants the
travelier cn the prairie, nor the rich
basswoods and sycamores which perfume
and ehade his path in the forest should
have an odor half 80 sweet to the Ohris
tian s the death of such a pioneer of
Holy Cburch, No cross or tombatone, it
is true, merks the epot where he fell—

its exact location is ¢ven unknown,—but,

his is a memory whicb, for very gratitude,
the Catholics of Illincis cannot ceglect or
fail to reverence,

Father Gabriel de 1a Ribourde was born
in 1610, of a nohle and wealthy Flemish
family iu Burgundy, At the ageof thirty,

ugh he found himself the scion of his
uouse, he joyfully abundoned his honors
and riches, and took upon him the
humble garment of St. Francis, His life
in holy religion was marked by much
tender charity and the exact fidelity to
rule that, after filing various offices of
trust and importauce, he was appointed
measter of the novices in the Recollect
branch of bis Order at Bethune, When
some years laler the autocratic Louis
X1V, obliged the Fiemish Recollects to
quit their convents in the ternitory which
he had newly won from Spain, and to
affilisto themselves toa French province,
his peedless cruelty sadly embarrassed
the epintual work of the Order. This
emburrassment it was which gave Father
Gabriel a long coveted opportunity, and
in 1670 he set out with several compan-
ious for the mission of Canada,

He was then sixty years of age, He
well knew that only in a career of pains
and privations could he hope to spread
the light of the Gospel. The same
ardent fire, however, that thirty years
before had urged him to take up his
cross and follow Carist, still flamed in
his bosom. Many a missionary had
already piunged deeply into the primeval
forest; the insatiable children of com-
merce were following them; and freeh
recruits to the missionary bands were
being coustantly cslled for, not only to
teach and baptize the poor Iudian, but
also ! how often | to stand between him
and his rapacious white brethren,
Father Gabriel soon became Commissary
or Superior of his Orcer in the colony,
his government being marked by un.
usual £kill and virtue, and on the expir.
ation of his term of ollice, his successor
sent him to Fort Frontenac, on the St,
Lawreuce river, at the head of Lake
Ontario, There he met the famous
Father Hennepin, the discoverer of
Niagara Falle, who had been engaged
together with another Recollect, Father
Zonobius Membre, to accompany La
Salle in a protracted expedition into the
almost unexplored West. This indeed
was his oppertunity, With his weight
of years upon him, the holy old man
joined the party. Here atlast, he might
receive the crown for which he yearned,

The tale ot Father Gabriel’s many
journcyivgs and sufferings would form
an interesting chapter in itself, The
route of the expedition lay along
lakes Lire, 8t. Clair, and Huron,
a8 far north as Michilimackinae,
the Fathers laboring unceasingly in
behall of the natives wherever they were
allowed by the various halts which La
Salle’s fur treding demanded, From
Michilimackingc they sailed down Lake
Michigan to the mouth of Joseph’s
wiver, The beautiful rolling character
of the scenery along this river and its
great fertility invited the party to along
cruise on its serpentine course, after
which they transported their boats by
portage south across the country to the
Lilinois river,

La Salle had met with many disap-
pointments and physical bardships, but
was still sanguine of opening up a great
trade with the Illinois Indians, He
accordingly arranged his {leet so as to
present an imposing and powerful
appearance as they swept down what is
now Leke Peoris; and suddenly, on Jan.
uary 1, 1680, by a turn in the river he
came upon an encampment of the full
tribe in war costume, [t was not diffi.
cult to win their favor, and La Salle’s

men were soon engsged in the erection
of a fort on s piece of rising ground a
litkle below the present city of Peoria,
To this fort they gave the touching
name €reve« ccur, or Heart. Break,

Father Gabiiel and bis two compan-
ion at once hegan their missionsry labors,
They raised a rude chapel of boards, but
were, to their intense sorrow, deprived
of the privilege of oftering the Holy
Saocrifice. Their store of wine, made
from wild grapes which they had
gathered on the shores of Lake Michigan,
was exhsusted, and they could only
wait bopefully for the sutumn, when the
wild vines about them, should ripen,
The chapel services consisted of oocca.
sional sermons given after the morning

rayers and of the sinying of vespers,
Biannrtening a8 this first loss was, their
ill sucoess among the savages was even
greater. At seventy years of sge the
venerable Father undertook the study
of the language of his new people, As
may be imagined, however, the task was
almost impoesible, Adding to this the
gross and violent habits of the Indians,
he found no natural consolation in his
work; but he and his companions strug.

led on bravely, Theyaccompanied the
fndium in their summer hunts, and
Futher Membre made a long excursion
into the country of the Miami, but the
eame ead repulses met them everywhere,

Meantime La Salle’s merchant eftorts
were hardly more successful. After a
short time he built a litttle vessel, in
in which he sent Father Hennepin with
two of his men to push down the
Ullinois to the Missiseippi, while he with
snother band set out to return to
Ninagara, leaving the Chevalier de Tonty
in charge of Crevecccur, The prospects
of the missionaries grew darker and
darker, Tho greater part of de Tonty’s
garrison deserted him one day without
warning, and Fathers Gabriel and Zeno
bius were forced by their necessities to
accept the bospitality of two chieftains,
Aeapista and Oumahouha, whom La
Salle had previously won by bountiful
presents, The adoption by these chiefs
might have proved of some value if long
continued, but even this was destined to
be rudely destroyed,

In the midst of their disheartening
struggles, however, they had the unspeak-
able happiness of seeing their grapes
ripen in the heats of August, and of
making wine from them for the Holy
Sacrifice, Father Marquette alone, and
his , Father Allouez—at Kas-
kaskia—had preceded them in the cele-
bration of Mass within the present limits
of Illinois,

Thus far the only fruits of their eight
months of exhausting and untiring labors
had been the baptism of a few dying
infants, and in the beginning of Septem-
ber what lingering hopes the valiant
priests still nourished were blastered
forever. A war party of one hundred
[roquois, the deadly foes of the Illinois,
appeated on a sudden from the eastern
woods, The greater part of the Illinois
were already on the war path in another
direction, and the comparatively defence-
less remainder saw that their only safety
lay in flight, De Tonty managed for
some time, chiefly by the aid of Fathers
Qabriel and Zenobius, to avert the
threatened conflict, but only for a time,
After one of the conferences a hostile
brave had the audacity even to stab the
Chevalier, This specimen of bad faith
was followed shortly by a declaration
from the Ircquois thai iney iniended to
invest Crevecwur as well as the Illinois
village,

De Tonty then recognized that noth.
ing could be done except to retreat up
the river, and on September 18, 1680,
the few men that were left him set out
with the Fathers, 1n a miserable canoe
of bark, provisionlées and well nigh
broken hearted, Fort Orevecwur had
indeed deserved its name,

After paddling along the Illinois for
about fitteen miles, Father Gabriel and
his party drew near the mouth of the
present Crow Creek, Here, on the 19th,
de Tonty ordered them to pull ashore
to repair the boat and to dry the furs
which they still carried. While Father
Zenobius and the others were engaged
in these tacks, Father Gabriel withdrew
to the seclusion of a grove of trees at
some distance and there began the
recitation of his breviary.

The venerable Recollect was never
seen afterwards. Three prowling braves
of the Kickapoo tribe, who were at war
with the Iroquois, fell upon him while at
his prayers, A few blows of the terrible
tomahawk soon did their work, and
Father Gabriel’s loving soul took its
flight to God, He had earned and
obtained his crown, The savages
deepoiled him of everything, carrying
oft even his breviary and diurnal, and
then threw his body into a hole, whence
it has never been recovered, His brev-
iary and diurnal atterwards came into
the possession of a Jesuit missionary,
but in spite of the most diligent search
no trace of his body could be found.

After another long series of hardships,
de Tonty’s party reached the Jesuit
mission at Green Bay, where they were
hospitably received and entertained,
Father Zenobius Membre lived many
years afterwards, and, amongst other
consolations granted him by God, en.
joyed the privilege in the year 1GS1 of
planting the cross at the mouth of the
Misrissippi river, and of intoning the
Veoilla Regis and the Te Dowm as La
Salle's expedition, which he accom.
panied, sailed into the Gulf of Mexico,
Everywhere, however, he drew inspira-
tion from the memory of the patience
and sufferings of the holy old priest who,

"at the age of sixty, had come to a foreign

land to preach the Gospel, and at
seventy had fallen a victim to the malice
of those whom he bad sought to save,

In conclusion, when we contrast the
wilderness which covered the heart of
Illinois at the time of his death with the
the flourishing state of the Church there
at the present day, may we not justly
attribute much of the change to that
heavenly seed, the blood of the martyred
Recollect  May not the toiling priests
of today thank God for the example
given them in the life and death of
Father Gabriel de 1a Ribourde

to what should be the proper designa
tion of the Church sgainst which the
former protests aud of which the lstter
is & priest. On the official illuminated
programme published in connection
with the Queen’s Jubilee, and intended
to be preserved as a memento of the
occasion, the Catholic schools were so
styled, to the intence disgust of the Rev.

word Catholic, Does Canon Eagar not
know what such words as Irish Catholics,
English Catholics, Spanish Catholics,
German Catholics, Frenoh Catholics,
American Catholics, Chinese Catholice,
Roman Catholics, and Italian Catholics
mean? Does he not know that they
mean natives of these countries who
possess the Catholic faith, an are in
communion with the Pope of Rome?
Surely Canon Eagar is not going to per
suade the people of Ashton that he is an
Anglo.Catholic, that is in modern Eag.
lish phraseology, an Eoglish Catholic,
Why, I was under the impression that
the people generally considered him to
be an Irish Protestant, but the proverb
says, “We must live and learn,”

He says that everyone ought to know
that the word Catholic means universal,
that is, the Church of Christ throughout
the world, Now I hope that every one
will remember that, But I should like
him to tell us in what countries the
Catholic Church of that country, or any
other Church, acknowledges him as one
of its members, His explanations of all
the difterent religions and sects being
branches of the one Catholic Church
will require a little proof, If that were
the case we should find such combina-
tions of adjectives as a Protestant Catho
lic Englishman, or an English Protestant
Catholic, or an Eoglish Catkolic Protest-
ant, “Then, again, we should meet with
Presbyterian Catholics, or Catholic Pres.
byterians, Methodist Catholics, Non.
conformist  Catholics, etc. What
contradictions would Canen Eagar's
wonderful babel of a Church introduce
into the English language! 1 am sure
it would be knowledge for many of the
people of Ashton to learn, on the author.
ity of Canon Eagar, that the Catholic
body numbers 190,000,000, while all the
other Christian sects together (which are
counted by the hundred) are only 10,
000,000, more. But I should like to
know where he gets his information
from, for Lord Macaulay, a Protestant
historian, says: “It will be difficult to
show that other Christian sects amounted
to 120,000,000 ”  Now, the Catholics
can show that they number 219 242 531,
(about 220,000,000). All these are one
i faith, hgve the same sacraments and
sacrifices @nd are all under one head;
while the Protestants in England and
Wales alone numbered in 1882 one hun-
dred and seventy-seven distinct and
contradictory sects, I suppose that
Canon Eagar knows that unanimity and
antiquity are two good tests of truth as
of facts, while disagreement and novelty
are very doubtful ones. The Church-
man expressing twice every Sunday his
belief in the “Holy Catholic Church”
proves very little, except that he does
not understand what he says, for he
likewise expresses twice every Sunday
his faith in the “Communion ot saints
and the forgiveness of sin,” yet he mocks
and ridicules the doctrines these words
imply as the Catholic Church through-
out the whole world has ever explained
them, and as the very eaints mentioned
in his own Book of Common Prayer like-
wise explain them,

I am very glad to see the Queen’s
Jubilee committee, which was made vp
of representatives from all the religious
bodies, the friendly societies, etc,, of the
town, was not bigoted, but gave us our
true name of Catholic, though we are
not ashamed of Roman Catholic, s name
we bave got because we acknowledge
the Pope of Rome and mnot the Sover-
eign of England as our head in matters
spiritual.

ANNEXATION OF CANADA,

—

A NEW YORK HERALD REPORTER'S INTER-

VIEW WITH CARDINAL TASCHEREAU,

The Cardinal Archbishop of Quebec is
& picturerque figure among American
ecclesiastiocal,

A correspondent called on the vener-
able prelate at the Archiepiscopal
palace, in the rear of the Lesser Basilica
used as the Cithedral of Quebec, The
palace is & large edifice, cunstructed of
the cut gray stone everywhere used for
building  purposes in " the province.
There is an iron gateway separating the
cloister-like yard from the street, and
the tull posts, with large balls of stone
on the summit of each, have the appear-
ance of the park entrance of an old
French chatesu, Then the high stoop,
with its massive flanking stone columns
and heavy protecting portico and to the

The interior possesses more of the
characteristics you would expect in the
residence of the prince ot the Church
than any other Bishop’s house in the
country. There'is a lofty ball, with num-
erous apartments opening from it, and a
mussive staircase, with an antique
raabogany hand rlif, leading to the upper
stories.

He is a man of medium height,
strongly built and vigorous, seemingly,
88 a boy. There is nothing of the feeble,
trembling prelate about him, and his ex-
treme vigor is displayed in his long,
active strides and in his firm, clear voice,
His face is Gallic in its lines, his mouth
clean cut and as hard as marble in its
firmness. His forehead is bigh and
board, and his iron gray hair is cut closely.

CARDINAL TASOHEREAU'S VIEWS,

It was currently believed at Quebec
that the Cardinal would never communi-
cate his sentiments to the press, Scveral
prominent French Canadian ecitizens
were positive in their expressions of
disbelief that an interview could be
obtaived, The Herald proves as an open
sesame, however, and 1ts representative
was received with courtesy by the proud
prelate,

Ecpecial inquiry was made as to how
the Church regarded the tendency shown
by a iarge number of French Canadians
to look with a favor on closer relations
with the United States.

“We bhave no ill will towards the
United States,” was the reply. “Of
course we are Canadians, subjects of
anothersecular government, and it would
scarcely be proper to discuss the possi-
bility of joining in the movement toward
the United States. I may say that there
is no organized movement toward an-
nexation; What the people desire is a
commercial nearness to the United
States. I think the msss of the French
Canadiavs are happy and contented as
they are. The young people go to the
United States to find an improved labor
field, They deem the old home dull and
they endeavor to better their condition,
This, perhaps, is but natural, The
families are large and all cannot obtain a
livingon the farm, Those who remain at
home are not dissatisfied with the gov-
ernment,”

“Does the Church openly discourage
thoughts of Union with the States "

“No. The Church flourishes in the
States as elsewhere, I donot see that it
18 hampered there. It is not well to
think of changing ore’s government, you
know,” and here His Eminence faintly
smiled,

“Do you gee any increased tendency
towards annexation ?"

“Mankind inclines to restlessness,”

The Cardinal was disinclined to talk

It will be best told in
Bishop Hay’s own words : “After the
order was given to let us bave the place,
one of our friends added, ‘they must
als0 have plenty of wood to build a mass
house,’ upon which some of the others
expressed surprice. To which ‘one
replied : ‘They are better subjects than
the Presbyteriane;’ and another said, ‘as
for the best religion, that will not be
known till the day of judgment.’ So
orders were given to gee what wood will
be wanted, and let us have it, Thie, you
will say, is & changed world. It is so,
blessed be God for it, and may we be
grateful for so great a mercy., Itis true,
indeed, it will cost me a great deal of
money to get the place put into proper
order, but I hope Providence will pro
vide, and when all is to right, it will be
as comfortable & settlement as any we
e o v

The war with the American colonies
put an end to emigration; and hence the
Highland proprietors were encouraged
to renew their oppression of their poor
tenents, This led to a change in the
distribution of the Catholic populstion
all over the couvtry, There being no
field for the distregsed people in
America (Canada with its boundless re.
eources, was, at that time, a terra incog.
nita) flocked in great numbers to tne
towns of the Lowlands, where they
found employment as day labourers and
street porters, The Catholic population
of those towns was thus considerably
increased. In E i{inburgh alone, there
was an increase of four hundred, as
shown by & census of his congregation
taken by Bishop Hay in February 1777.
Almost all the newly errived strangers
Were ignorant of any language except
their native Gaelic, They were, at once,
however, provided with a pastor who
was thoroughly acquainted with their
language, This was the Rev. Robert

Menzies, already mentioned as having
recently returned from Douai College,
This zealous young priest continued for
a long time to exercise, with the great.
est good will, his pastoral duties smong
the Gaelic speaking people, The in.
crease of population required an increase
of church accommodation, There was
need, besides, of a change to more
salubrious as well as more commodious
premises. 'I'his the chief Bishop well
understood; and he was only too glad to
find that there was a prospect of bein
able to remove from the confined an
unwholesome resid , which the co
adjutor Bishop and clergy had been
obliged so long to put up with, It was
proposed, therefore, to sell the ancient
dwelling, and so far meet the expense
of purchasing or erecting a better build
ing in & more healthy locality, A site
near Leith Wynd was selected. It con.
sisted of half an acre of ground which
was enclosed by a solid wall. There
was a ruinous house upon it which
was not overlooked by any
other houses. It was a free and airy
place, and had access to the neighbour-
ing street by three ‘closes,’ or lanes. It
bad been the residence of a Lord Edge.
field, a judge of the highest court. The

urchase money was £320, all charges
included. It was estimated that the ex
pense of demolishing the old building
and erecting a new church and dwelling
bouse would amount to £1,100, Con.
sidering the stute of the miesion funds,
this was a heavy sum. The Bishops,
however, were not discouraged. With
the new building at Edinburgh and the
arrangements at Stobhall, both at the
same time, on their hands, they were
obliged to hawe recouree to their friends
at & distance. The Eaglish Catholics,
always 80 generous, could not with pro-
priety be applied to, as they had recently
heen so liberal in relieving the perse.
cuted Uist people, Bishop Hay, there.
fore, addressed only, on bebalf of his
brethren, his and their friends at Valla:
dolid, Rome, France, etc , and not without
euccess, it would appear; for the works
in hand were proceeded with. The
Abbot of the Scotch Monastery at Ratis.
bon, alone, declined to interest his
friends in favour of the mission work,
and contented himself with sending to
the Bishops a personal subscription of
£10,

In the midst of his overwhelming
missionary labours as well as other occu-
pations and correspondence forced upon
him by the necessity be felt himself
under of ministering to the comfort and
encouragement of many parties who
looked to him for advice and eupport in
their difficulties and mental distress,
Bishop Hay was not unmindful of the
studies proper to his state. We find
him, at this time, applying to Abate
Grant for several theological works, the
Functiouns of & Bishop, a book on QOanon
Law, etc. He had just finished readiog
Benedict X(V.’s Treatise on Diocesan
Synods (de Synodo Diocesana). The works
for which be now applied are recom-
mended in that treatise, He enquired
also for some standard work on Episcopal
visitations, especially on their practical
part, “Alas! my dear gir,” he says with
great modesty ; writing to the agent, «I
always felt myself lame and unfit for the
weighty charge laid upon me : but, never
did I see that more than when perusing
the diocesan synod. Much need have I
of a store of standard books for study on
these subjects, and of a little more time
to peruse them.”

Meanwhile the good agent was not idle
a8 regarded the Mission for which he
acted, Dispensation from hearing Mass
and abstaining from servile work on
certain bolidays, had been granted to
the Catholics of England. Abate Grant
obtained from the Holy See a like
indulgence for Scotland. The twofold
obligation was declared, binding only on
all Sundays in the year, on Easter Mon-
day and Pentecost Monday; on the
festivals of Christmas, Circumcision,
Epiphaby, Ascension and Corpus Christi;
on the Annunciation and Assumption of
the Blessed Virgin ; on the festivals of St.
Peter and St. Paul, of All Saints and of
the patron of the place where that festi
Lval was observed, The feast enjoined
on the vigils of certain festivals was
transferred to the Wednesdays and Fri.
days in Advent, Power was also granted
to dispense further with the obligations
on the festival of 8t. Peter and St. Paul
if it fall in the hay harvest, and of the
Assumption it in the corn harvest,

A master builder had undertaken to
complete the house and church at Edin
burgh by the month of May, 1778. By
the commencement of 1778, the work
wag well advanced. The weather was
favorable for such operations, and every.
thing promised well, even the funds,
although they arrived but slowly, Mr.
Constable, on occasion of a visit to Edin-
burgh, contributed £100, and such was
his interest in the work that while tind
ing the proportions of the church too
limited he expressed complete satisfac-
tion with the rest of the building, The
church was to be only 34 feet long, 29
broad and 14 feet high. This work,
together with the operations at Stobhall
and the increage of the number of Cath.
olics in the Lowlands, aroused the atten-
tion and, in some degree, the jealousy of
Protestants, There even arose some
opposition to the building at Edinburgh,
The Bishop, however, anticipating
hostility, had taken care to secure the
approbation of two leading members of
Government, who were, indeed, powerful
friends, Notwithstanding, he was not
without anxiety, and, as he declared,
placed bis hope “in Him whose work it
was.” Thaere was abundance of consola.
tion, meanwhile, in the number of con-
verts he was insiructing and receiving
mto the Courch.

Bishop Hay was in poor health, sufter-
ing much from indigestion, Neverthe.
less, in addition to his epizcopal labors,
he attended aseiduously to psrochial
duties and the no less arduous cares of
the Procuratorehip. Bishop Grant ad.
vised him strongly against his early
rising and constant application, but did
not manage, no doubt owing to the
scarcity of clergy, to eend an experienced
priest to assist him.

Since the unfortunate affair of 1745,
time had wrought & wonderful change in
the sentiments of the Scotch people,
The Jacobite insurrection and its sad
results had generated the most rancor-
ous feelings in the minds of the victori-

ous party, It appeared, at one time,

impossible that they could ever be suffi.
ciently revenged for the defeats and
bumiliation inflicted on them by those
whom they finally overcame. As the
bopes of the vanquished side became
daily less and lees, and were finally ex.
tinguished, the supporters of the lost
cause, who were never unpatriotic, began
to show that they could devote their
services to their country’s welfare,
although not under such suspices as
would have been most pleasing to them,
Many even who had been zealous ad
berents of the exiled house, became
loyal to the existing government, and by
their able services in the common cause
of the country commanded the esteem
and good will of their fellow countrymen
as well as of the rulers of the land,
Meanwhile, through the various relations
of private life, friendships came to be
established and good feeling generally to
prevail, Add to this the progress of the
age which began to look with horror on
the barbarities of by.-gone times, and to
feel ashamed of the cruelties which were
not yet so remote as not to belong to
their own, Hence it may be eaid that
now and it was time afier a lapse of
nearly forty years, that the general desire
was for peace and reconciliation. The
odious penal laws, however, still existed,
and although seldom enforced, could be
60 at my moment; and it must
be admitted that whether acted
on or not, they were as degrading
to those against whom they were aimed,
a8 disgraceful to those by whom they
were enacted. Theee laws were of such
& nature as that sometimes the tempta.
tion to use them wes almost irresistible,
Thus, not longer sgo than 1777, a Catho-
lic gentleman of Scotland died, His
eon, who was married and bad two chil-
dren, thought to obtain possession of the
paternal estate on performing the usual
legal formalities, He was resisted by a
distant relative, who claimed as the
nesrest Protestant heir, carried his case
into the court of Scssion and insisted
that the other party should renounce
popery in order to acquire a legal quali
fication to succeed his father, It was
pleaded on the other side, that the
statute gave such succession only to the
neareet Protestant heir. This plea was
overruled and the unfortunate young
man was, a8 Bishop Hay relates, ‘re.
duced to the dreadful necessity of openly
perjuring himself in the face ot the
world, or of losing an estate of £1,000 a
year, as well as of seeing his wite and
two infant children reduced to beggary,
as be had not a single farthing to depend
upon besides the estate, nor any means
of acquiring a subsistence,”

In 1768, & case occurred in which the
mission was the losing party, A gentle
man of landed property bad borrowed
from the capital fund of the Scotch
mission 8 contiderable sum of money,
for which the administrators of that fund
Leld a mortgage, or heritable security
over his estute, The gentleman failed;
and when the managers advanced their
claim, it was opposed by the other
creditors on the ground that such a
security could not be legally vested in a
Catholic clergyman, The opinion of
four eminent lawyers was taken; and it
wes in favor of the Catholic claim,
Nevertheless, it was thought better, in
order to avoid publicity and the
dangers arising from it, to waive
legal proceedings and settle the matter
in private. This was done at a sacrifice
of nearly £300, a heavy loss to the mis-
sion at that uime of day,

It must be admitted that the ministers
of the Kirk had become lese hostile than
in the earlier days. Oaly in remote dis.
triots did extreme bigotry still prevail,
A respectable tenant of Lord Fortrose, at
whose house the missionary priest had
his lodgings when he went to visit his
ecattered flock in Rossshire, became an
object ot their virulent attacks, Mar-
riage with Proiestants and couversions
to the Catholic faith had excited the ili
will of the Presbytery against this good
farmer, They not only made vigorous
efforts to turn him out of his farm, but
frequently, also, lodged complaints
agninst him with the law officers of the
Crown in Edinburgh. This would bave
resulted in a criminal prosecution, which
was averted only by the timely inter.
position of Bishop Hay.

A little later, when the partial repeal
of the penal laws was in progress, there
arose a serious debate in the general
assembly, the result of which shows the
ministers in a more favorable light, An
over-zealous member requested the Lord
Advocate to give the assembly some
account of the bill that was then passing
through Parliament in favor of the
Roman Catholics, His Lordship com.
plied with the request, but, at the same
time, maintained that the object of the
bill was only to repesl a penal law which,
from the beginning, had been considered
80 cruel as to have been seldom ex
ecuted, The bill did not extend to
Scotland; but he had no doubt that in
some future session of Parliament a
similar bill would be passed for that
country, This information roused the
bigoted party in the assembly ;
and, next day, Dr, Gillies, a minister
of Glasgow, moved that, as such a
bill for the relief of the Catholics of Eng-
land had lately passed the House of Com-
mons, the commicsion (the permanent
committe of the assembly) be instructed
to watch its future progress ; and especi
ally if it should be extended to Scotland ;
and even, if necessary, to call an extia-
ordinary meeting of the commission to
consider the suhject. The motion was
seconded by the same minister’s son
who was minister of Greenock. There
was now & very long debate, Principal
Robertson, so celebrated as a man of
letters and & historian, who lea the
moderate party in the aegembly, denied
that the bill in question threatened the
Protestant religion with any danger; he
could see no signs of alarm in the coun.
try on the subjact. He then entered at
lengih into the history of the psnal law,
now the eubject of repeal, showing that
it was a cruel and sanguinary law which
nnthing but the critical circumstances ot
the period when it was first enacted,
could ever justify, He proposed to re
ject the motion, Other eminent speak
ers followed on the side of the Principal,
Me. Solicitor-General Murray, especially,
who spoke for two hours in the favor of
the bill in an able and masterly manner,
On a division, the motion of Dr. Gillies
was rejected by a majority of 118 to 24

London, Bat., Oct. 20th, 1888,
THE SEPARATE SCHOOL LAWS.

A few months ago a circular was fssued
by Rev. Joseph J. McCann,Secretary of the
Separate School Board of Toronto, to the
managers of commerclsl and financlal
companies, calling attention to the fact
that hitherto the echool taxes of thoee
companies were pald entirely to the
Public Schools, o part thereof being
payable to the Catholic Se parate Schools.
Father McCann points out that by an
amendment to the School Act passed in
1887 companies in which there are Catho-
lic ebareholders are empowered to pass a
resolution by meaus of which a portion
of the school tax shall be paid to Separate
Schocls in the ratio that shares of Catho-
les fn the company bear to the entlre stock.
He therefore requests the companies to
pass euch a resolution,

It s evident that this is but jaet;
though the Presbyterian Review, with
its usual disregard for justice where the
rights of Oathoilcs are concerned, con-
demns thls as a new Romish sggression,
and says the pext move will be to make
it compuleory on public compauies to set
apart a certaln portlon of thelr taxes for
such schools.

Well, suppose such a distribution were
made compulsory, where would be any
dreadful injuetico? The Quebec echool
law makes it compulecry in favor of the
Protestant tchools of that Province ; and
are not the principles of distiibutive jus.
tice the same in Outarlo as in Quebec ?
The difference les in this, that the Quebee
Catholic mejority which passed the Dis
gentient School Act alweys desired to treat
ihe Yrotestanis fairly, while the Protestant
ma jority in Ontario could not be induced
to grant a wmedicum of justice to the
Catholic mejority until it was wrung from
them after wany yeais of stilfe, and many
a hard struggle at the polls, Oflate years,
that is to eay, under Mr. Mowat’s Govern-
ment, we must in candor ecknowledge, a
more liberal and fair dispoeltion has been
shown by the Protestant majority in
Ontarlo than ever before, but even so
a powerful eection of the Ontarlo peopls
have constantly shown how grudglugly
many Ontarlo Protestants bave looked on
while the Catholic Separate Schools were
beivg placed on a basis approsching
cquality with the public schoole ; and even
now, while the law holds out inducements
to Catholics to withdraw thelr support
from the Catholic schools and to transfer it
to the public schools, Protestants are
under compulsion to support the Public,
even when they desire to eupport the
soparate schools,

So just iz the request of R:v. Father
McCann, that both Globe and Mail recog-
nize its justice, The Globe says :

“It 18 impossible to deny the justlce of
the clafm, though there is room for a good
deal of dieagrcement as to the method on
which it should be calculated,”

The Globe conelders that the capital
and dividends of financial corporations
should not be taxed at all, but only real
estate.  We may here romark that Father
McOaun’s request has not any speclal
reference to tax on capital and dividends,
but covers all the tax which such institu.
tlons pay, aud they have real estate too.

The Mail says of Father McCann’s
lotter :

“The Separate School system being In
existence, there is nothing very wrong in
this.”

The Presbyterian Review is thus left
alone in demanding the perpetuation of
the injustice which has been irflicted in
tho past,  We conld not expect anything
e'se fxom I8,

But now we must polut out a very
unfair course purened by the Mall, after
the apparently honest expression of
opinion already quoted above, It would
not accord with the policy which the Mail
hus been pursulog for the last few years
to acknowledge that Catholics are right on
one polnt, without abusing them for
something else—and it is so easy to find
something Lo say agalnst Catholics—some.
thing at least that the Mail's constituency
will applaud vociferously,

In Quebee the school taxes of all mixed

Ist. In Quebec ever since the Pro.
testant Dissentient S8chool Law has ex-
isted, Protestant Schools have reseived
their due share of all mixed Public Com:
pany school taxes. “ fn Oatario, Catholics
bave never yet received a cent from any
such source,

2odly, Even the mew Ontario law
above referred to will operate in the
Juture only, no provision being made for
the admitted injustice inflicted on Cath.
olics in the past.

3rdly, In Quebec all taxes of such
Companies are equitably divided, where.
a8 even under the new law in Oantario,
only such companies as pass a resolution
to that effect, will pay a portion of their
taxes to Catholic Separate Schools,

Surely in all this it is bard to see
where injustice has been inflicted on
Protestants by Catholics, yet wonderful
to relate, the Mail has detected such by
means of the same powerful microscope
with which it has of late years discovered
80 many Catholic aggressions and Pro
testant grievances, in our sister Province
especially, And it is not merely the
Catholics, but the Catholic clergy, who
have been “merciless” in robbing the
unfortunate and ¢“weak” Protestant
community !

Here is how the Mail conciudes its
article on “Beparate Schools” in its
issue of the 4th inst, ;

“Tkis serves to show that, as the phrase

runs, clerical authority fawns when weak,
but {s merclless when strong,”

We must not ignore the polnt on
which the Mail inststs for the purpose of
establishing its case. It lics n thie, that
in Quebec the basts of divition of the
tex is the proportion of children in attend-
ance at each school, whereas in OQatario
the basis will be the comparative relation
of Catholic and Protestant ownership of
stock, The Mail acsumes that in both
Provizces the Protestaut ownership so far
exceeds Catholic ownership, in proportion
to population that the result will be in
Quebec that Protestants will contribute a
certain amount towards the education of
Catholle children in that Province, We
apswer :

Ist. Even if thls were the case the
Mail’s conclusion would be unwarranted,
The ivjuetices irflicted upon the Catholics
of Oatarlo, as enumerated above, far ex.
ceed the pretended lujustice ivflicted on
Qaebec Piotestants,

21dly. It has been hitherto coustantly
maintalned by the Mall and other oppon-
ents of Catholic education that both in
Canada and the Uaited States, it is just to
tax Catholles for the support of echools
which they do not use, becanse the msjor.
ity have a right to lmpose thelr school
system on the minority, If the Mail’s
reasoning be correct, it ought to /apply to
the Catholic majority in Quebec 'as well,
“What 1s sauce for the goose is sauce for
the gander.”

“edo not malntaln this right to tax
the minority for schools which they can.
not conscientlously use, but it ill becomes
the Mall to complain of it in Quebec,
whereas that journal malntains it where-
ever Protestants form the majority,

3rdly. Occe we admit that the State
should esteblish a echool system, of which
separate denominational schools form part,
some basls as equitable as poselble should
be adopted for the distribution of public
funds, and the funds derived from quasi-
public companies. There s room for
debate as to which mode is moat just ; but
as it s perhaps impossible, without com.
plicated machinery, to find any mode
which will with absolute impartiality dfe-
tribute the burden according to what each
one ought to bear Leglslatorsfare obliged
to adopt such method as will dlstribute
the burden as fairly as can be_reasonably
expected, Now both the achoollaws'of
Ontarlo and those of Quebec recognize
school attendance as a just:basts of dlstri-
butlon of tchool monles, and it is unfair'to
say that the Quevec Legislature selected
thie basis for the purpose of doing injue.
tlce to Protestants, Still more ucjust s
It to say that the Catholic clergy “merct-
leasly” iuflicted this injustice on the Pro.
testants of Quebec, The facts are all the
other way, It was the deslre of the
Q 1ebec people, and of the clergy as well,
to treat the Protestant minority falrly,
and the arrangement which was made, was
reeched, not only with the consent, but at
the derire of representative Protestants of
that Province,

4thly. Itis a merejaseumption which
has not been proved, that there is such a
difference in the wealth of Protestants
and Catholics In Quebec, as to make out
any injustice whatzoever in the manuer in
which the echool fund is distributed, It
Is undoubtedly true that in some places
Protestants are more wealthy than Catho-
lHes, In other places the reverse is the
case, but it must be borne in mind that
only the case of ehareholders in jtaxed
companies s under debate now,

5Sthly. The people and Leglslature of
Quebec have always shown the greatest
readiness to secure to the Protestants thelr
proper share In the echool funds, Hence
when the Confederation Act was passed,
some slight defects in the Dlssentient
School Acts, which had been before over-

looked, were at once remedled by the

Qaebec Leglalature. These defects would
bave been remedied, with the full
consent of Quebec members of Pylia-
ment, before the passage ' of the
British - North America Act, wo & to
secure the Protestant minority under the
force of that Charter of our 1ights, were
it not for the fact that a Protestant party
in Oatario forced the proposal ont of
court, through unwillingness to concede
to the Catholics of Oatario terms as favor.
able as the Catholics of Quebec were will-
ing to grant to the Protestant minority.

We have saild enough to show how
unfelr and unecrupuious the Mail bas
become whenever it has to deal with ques-
ticos which concern the Cathollc body,
We have frequently bad occaslon to do
this before, and the present is only one
instance of unfairness out of many, We
have shown that the Cathollcs are not, as
the Mail says, “merciless When strong.”
Whether we are disposed to “‘fawn when
weak” may be judged from the elections
of 1856, when the Masil #brew down the
gauntlet, and we took it up, That jrurnal
has scarcely so soon forgotton the result.

Tae Irlsh landiords are feeling the
effccts of thelr contest with the tenantry
In the eorest spot, their pockets, They
cannot find persons who will occupy the
farms of the evicted teuants, because few
are willing to take upon themselves the
odium of being land grabbers, and the
evicted tenants for the most part are con.
fident that they will before long be re-
stored to their holdings. The consequence
fs that where evictlons take place, the
land is unproductive, and ruin stareg
many of the landlords in the face, as a
natural consequence, This state of effalrs
will necessarily lead, in the end, to the
acknowledgment of tenant right, and even
the landlorde, it may be hoped, must join
in the natlonal agltation for the security
of their own Interests, It has occurred
more than once that landlords who had
formerly no occupation but to enjoy them-
selves, have been reduced to remove with
thelr own hands the coarse hay which
grew upon the abandoned farms of the
tenants whom they had evicted. All such
clrcumstances will tend to bring about
more speedily the solution of the “Irish
problem.”

The following 1s a detailed deseription
of the maguificent edifice.

The first place of worship erected by the
Catholics of Guelph Was a wooden bullding,
and afier belug used in the early yeurs
of the city’s history, it was burnt down in
1844. In 1845, St. Bartholomew’s Church,
the bullding most familiar to the people
from long use, was buiit and some time
afier the bell tower and spire was added.
Thirty years later the pressing need of a
larger church was felt ard measures were
taken to supply the want, The magnifi
cent building which now adorns the hill
was resolved on,and the foundation stone
was lald on Thureday, 5th July, 1877, by
Monsignor Conroy, the Apostolic Dele-
gate, who vislted Guelph epeclally
to perform this work. With him
were the late Archblshop Lynch,
Toronto; the late Bishop Crinnon
of Hamilton diocese; Bishop Walsh, of
London; the late Bishop Jamot, of Peter
boro; and a large number of priests,
The bulldiog committee, as inscribed on
the document deposited in the stone,
were :—John Harrle, James Mays, J, P,
McMillan, T. D. Hcfferman, Edward
O'Connor, Peter Mshon, Brian Carroll,
Patrick Molloy, James McNaughton,
Frank Sweetnam, Timothy O’Connor,
Alex.

The building of the rear portion of the
church, containing the chepels, chancel
and traneepts was proceeded with, com-
pleted, the rear wall of the old church
taken down and the whole thrown to-
gether. No further move was made until
this had been pald for, 'but in 1885 the
foundation wall of the nave was laid, and
it has been steadily gone on with every
year until it 1s now as far finished as the
finances of the congregation will allow,
nearly forty thousand dollars having been
subsczibed this year to complete the bulld.
ing. In the years to come the twin
towers will be built and the iInterlor
arrangements of the church beautified at
a cost of 850 000, $120,000 haviog 8o far
been experded, To Father Doherty, who
bas labored so assiduously in planning,
directlcg and overcecing “the main fen.
tures, as well as the details of the church,
together with hie assistance, and to the
liberality and devotion of the congrega.
tion, is the completion of the church so
far due.

The beauty and fine proportions of the
building need to be seen to be realized but
the following detailed description, fur-
nished by the architect, and snpplemented
a8 regards other details by Father Doherty,
will give the reader a very fair conception
of the structure ;

Deelgned in the Gothic style, which
obtained in Europe towards the close of
the 13th ceatury, that splendid period of
Ecclesinstical art, it takes generally the
form of the Latln Croes, and is composed
of spacious nave and chancel, boldly
defined transepts, north and south aisles,
baptistery and chapels with great twin bell
towers, etc, Surrounding thegrand poly-
gonal apse forming the end of the chancel
or sanctuary, is a broad ambulatory or
chancel aisle, from which radiates a serles
of beautiful octagonal apsed chapels, Tae

eastern end, aleo, of each transept, spresds

out into & charming capells: which, ex.
terlorly and Interlorly adds to the variety
and bun:‘y of the whole composition,

A grand flight of stone steps with broad
plateau, midway and at top, leads to the
principal entrance, which consists of o
great, deeply recessed and ficely ropor.
tloned gothic arch, the rich moul ings of
which epring from stately plllars of
polished ' granite, having carved and
moulded capitals and bases,

Within thedeep recess are lofty coupled
doors, separated by central moulded pier
to the front of which is attached an octa-
goval pillar of polished blue granite,
which with its richly carved capital and
base will form the pedestal for a manifi.
cent marble statue of our Lady of the
p Immaculate Conception, Over the'doors
and resting on the side jambs and central
pler ls the great tympanum which, when
carved in bold relief with attendant cher.
ubim on elther side, or with subjects from
the life of the Blersed Virgtn, will forn,
the appropriate background to the etatye,
tho great portal recess, with its noble and
lofty pointed gable, finished with richiy
carved finlale, forming its splendid viche,
Oa elther elde of, and grouping with the
great entrance arch, is a smaller but yet
well recessed moulded axch, encloting the
two lancet windows which light the Kreat
vestibule.

Over this fine group {s & vast and weil
receseed arch, its rich mouldings springivg
from lofty ergaged pillare, havirg
carved caps and bases. Thia great reces:
filliog nedrly the remeinder of the lofty
nave front, encloses & maguificent Cath.
avine wheel window of more than eighteen
feet in diameter, with tracery pillazets of
bold and graceful deeign,

Between this characterlstlc feature of
the facade, which may be termed the
great eye of the whole building, and the
lofty gable of the entrance, is a fice wall
arcade, formed cf a eerles of seven moulded
arches resting on polished granite pillars,
bavirg caps and bases of finely carved
and moulded work, Within the recesses
of the arcade are Eedeetah for large s:atues
of the eaints of the Saciety of Jesus,

Above the great encloting arch of the
whesl window, and filling the remainder
of the nave gable, is a large foliated panel
of virics form, framed in by well recessed
mouldings. The panel is' to be richl
carved with draper work and will form
the back ground for a colossal statne of
Our, Lady of the Assumption. At the
foot of the panel projects the carved cor-
bel for the support of the statue, and
above it rises a finely carved canopy of
beautiful “tabernacle work,” with groined
roof, arched opens, gablets, plunacles,
crockets, finlals, etc., etc., and surmount.
ing all at an elevation of 100 feet from
the ground is a large and beautifolly car.
ved ccoss of rare design, the emblem of
the Redemption forming the fitting finish
to this temple of the Holy Sacrifice,

The lower storles of the twin towers
which guard on either haxd this noble
frout, are lighted by greai coupled lancet
windows, wita thelr outer encloeis g arches
springing from the same level as the cep.
tral asch of the front. These groups of
windows form with the latter and its great
wheel window, the spiendid portal, aud
the variods and beautiful accessories of
theze chief features all in due proportion,
& notable architectural composition,

The routhern facade shows the long

lines of the great nave and chancel, varied
by the stately gable of the sauth transept,
which, strevgtbened by its massive but.
treeses, finlshivg in graceful plonacles, and
crowned with its beautifully designed
carved cross, projects boldly in'front. The
group of chapels proj:cting from the gieat
8,86 al oue end, the massive tower at the
other, and the lofty fl.che or spirelet rfa-
log from the centre of the wast cross
formed by the nave and transept roofs
and groupirg with the many pinnacles
and fizialed gab'es, form a striking plcture,
its charm, too, beivg fncreased and em.
phasized by the graceful hooded buttresses
of the alsles, the mary beautiful tracerled
windows of veried form and design, those
of the clerestory with thelr crocketted
gablets, nestling in the great recess formed
by the projecting tower and iransept,
completes a rich, varied and harmonious
elevation,
* The northern facade Is nearly similar to
that juet deecribed, contrast being bad in
the great rose window of the traneepts and
the spires of the belfrles, which, although
of eimilar outlinee, are of varied detall,

The picturesque beauty, however, and
the charming grace of the external archi.
tecture of this noble pile culminate in the
western facade or chancel, the most strik-
ing view of which 1s tc be had from g
short distance up the street which starts
from the rear of the hill. The superb
spee formieg the chencel end rfses in
etately grandenr atove the clustering
chapels which prcject on all sides around
its baee, giving lignts and shades of varying
density and beauty. Ite lofty tracerled
windows, protected by their high pointed
gables, finishing in carved finlals, its angles
strengthened by finely gradnated but.
tresses, its apex crowned with a richly
gilt wrought fron croes of exquisite
design and rare workmanship, and
the whole backed by the boldly pro-
jectlug trancepts, and the still more dis-
tant towers, with the fine spirelet of the
croesing, soaring aloft in the centre of the
picture, forms 2 gem of rare architectural
beauty. Standlng on the most elevated
plateau of this City of Hills, this eplendid
architectural casket will, when completed,
form ite crown, and In more senses than
one be its glory, ;

We now pasa through ita grand portal
to view the1iterior, On the right of the
spacious vestlbule is the Baptistery door,
whose finely dressed stone jimbs and
polnted arch are in keeping with the ex.
ternal work, The splirit of the church, as
in the whole planning of the building, 1s
carried out here in a marked manner.
The postulant for the hcly sacrament
entering directly from the vestibule into
the Baptistery, 15 cleansed by the Waters
of Kegeneratlon before belng admitted
either materially or spiritually into the
church proper, On the left of the vestl-
bule is the south tower, its ground floor
forming a roomy porch, giving in severe
weather a well protected entrance to the
church, In front, within the main vesti.

The basement extends under the whole
church, the eastern ¢nd forms a mornip
chapel, with nave and aisles, apalda
chancel, etc. The transepts contain the
steam heativg apparatus, which, on the
low preesure system, heats both church an@
batement In & most effectual and comfort-
able manzer, the ventilation being by
means of ducts in the walls, etc. The
remalnder of the basement ls devoted to a
great lecture hall, in which also the Con-
fraternity meetings will ba held.

The great organ in the church proper
wiil be in two parte, placed on either eide
of the organ gallery, over the principal
vestibule, 0 as not to mar the eff-ct of the
great Catharine.wheel window. Electris
connecting wiree will, for orchestral pur.
poses, glve the organist control over the
great peals of bells to be hung In the
towers. The altars, confessionals, pulpit
and remaining church furniture wili be
designed in harmony with the style of the
architecture of the building and each, it
ls expected, while in keeping with the
rest, will by its own characteristic beauty,
add to the variety and charm of the balld.
fog. A graud level plateau will be laid
around the church, following its general
cruclform outllues, and the kill around
will be formed into grassy terraces, with
broad flights of stone steps leadiug up to
the plateau, while trees and flowers arttsti-
cally arzanged will add their charm.

Bishop Walsh's Sermon.

Tay hand lead me, and Thy right haud
shall hold me.” Holy Job eald God
is higher than the heavens. Bat heaven
canuot contain His immensity, yet He
condescends to dwell amongst men, He
delights to converse with the children of
men, He wishes to be called Emmanuel,
God with us, And on his part man
yearns for the God helost in paradise, and
with anxious ear listens to the prophetic
tones echolng down the eges which
promise a God coming for the one
he lost, ¢‘As the hart panteth after the
living waters so doth my soul long
for thee.” We are mnot surprised
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need they feel of reaching thelr Crentor,
and, a8 it were, of locallizing God. Even
all the false religions of antiquity had
ceremonies and sacrifices which were but
tbe expresslon of the human heart yearn-
log for an approach to God, To satlsfy
tois craving cf the soul has God mors
than once come dowp, markiog spots made
forever glorlous by Hls actual presence.
The burning bush of Horeb, Siuia’s Mount,
and the Temple of Solomon are examples
of God’s merciful condescension to man-
kiod, This glorious temple, however,
was torn down and destroyed, by the
Assyriaus, who made captive the citizane
of Jerusalem, and led them in chains into
Babylon, After fifty years of captivity
and exile, the Jawish people returned and
set about rebuilding the temple, But in
their poverty they could but erect cue of
less magnitude and poorer dimensions
than the glorlous edifize in which Solomon

worshipped, Arud while they wers
grleved and lamenting thelr ina-
billty to erect a temple more

worthy of God’s Mejesty the Pro.
phet Agygeus appeared amongst them aud
consoled them, “Have courage Zorobebel
and all ye people, for great shall be the
glory of this last house more than of the
ficgt.,” And why, my desr brethrea?
Because, saith the Prophet, “The desired
of ali nations shall come into it and
sanctify it aud eball fill it with glory, saith
the Lord of Hoste.,” This prophecy was
fulfilled when the Loxd was presented in
the temple, when, at the age of twelve
years, He sat smong the doctcis of the
Sanhedrim, aud when He csst out the
money changers, saying, “My house is the
houee of prayer, and you have made ita
den of thieves,” This was the cousideration
which underlay the awe snd respeciful
veneration with which we enter the house
of God. It is this consideration that ren

ders our most modast
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ous in the cyes of Faith than the most
gorgeous temples of antiquity, God fs
hire by His Eacheristic presence, Here 13
His mercy seat, Hereis offered to appease
the wrath of an offended God that most
precious blood which overflywed the world
and cleaused it of its impurities, The
sacrifices of the Old Law offered In atone.
ment of sin were but types and ligures
of what was to come, Al their value was
borrowed in anticipation from the merits
of that sacrifice offered on Calvary in the
blcod of the Lamb that wasslaln from the
beginuing of the world. And thus, St
Paul says, every high priest is ordained of
God that he may offer up gifts and eacri-
ficen for sins, It is to this august sacsifice
that in a Catholic Church the srchitect’s
every thought is directed. All things else
have refereucs to the sanctuary, the sanc.
tuasy to the altar, the altar to the sacrl
fice that is offered uponit, In the Catho-
lic temple does Christ, through sacramentel
channels, commuuicate to us His heavenly
graces. From theuce does He proclaim
His oracles of truth, as when He spoke ou
the hills of Galilee, and sald, “he who heara
you bears Me.” Here, through the agency
of & living priesthood, all-saving doctrine
is taught and the sacraments admiulstered
for the sanctification of souls, It is this
consideration of buildlng & house where
Goed may dwell that reaches the heart of
rich and poor and causes suitable aud
costly temples now to epring up every-
where on this continent, as It gave birth to
the magnificent cathedrals which in Europe
defy the ravages of time and are living
monuments of the piety aud all consuming
zeal of the ages of falth,

In those gorgeous temples erected in
God’s honor and for His glory, the Chris
tian architect, moved by the inspiration
of religlon, invokes the aid of all things
created to contribute of its beauty and ite
solidity in the building up of a house
where the Omnipotent Creator may be
adored in spirit and in truth. In the
Bock of Revelatlons we read that Si, John
in a heavenly vision saw the four and
twenty ancients who “fell down before
Him that sitteth on the throne, and adored
Him that liveth for ever aud ever and cast
their crowns before the throne saying:
Thou art worthy to recelve glory and
honor and power; because thou hast
created all things, and for thy will they
were, and have been created.” Thus
has the Catholic Church at all times, in the
erectlon of her temples, summoned all
thiogs created of the material and apirit
ual order to do honor to the Lamb that
was slain from the beginning of the
world, The choicest gilts of fragrant
flowers and purest llies bloom on her

altars. The ordoriferous trees and balsam
of .the forest furnlsh incense to
ascend at the hour of holy sac.
rifice, Bees supply wax tapers that

burnat her shrines, The julce of grapes
and flour of wheat sre the material ele.
ments of the Eucharistic Sacrifice, in offer-
ing which Christ became a priest forever
according to the order of Melchlsedech;
stones are taken from the quarries and
marble from the mountain sides to erect
and snstain the lofty wallsand vaults of her
churches, and gems are plucked from the
ocean to eparkie in her sanctuaries, And
not only the material gilts of nature min.
{ster to God’s worship but the noblest gifts
of genius and the products of the human
mind are sublimated and perfected in
doing honor at the altar of the Lamb that
was slain from the beginning, Poetry,
music, sculpture and painting, fine arts
that worldlinge employs for the purposes
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of earthly pomp and pleasure, are all
immaterialized by the Church and seem
inspired of God In producing master
pleces to minister to His greator honor
and glory, while Hfting up men’s minds
to the contemplation of God's infinite
beruty and perfectlons, In Pagan archi.
tecture we notice how the great works of
(ireek and Roman builders are drawn
in lines horlzontal, as though ‘the
conceptions of the architect were not able
to rise above the earth, While in Chrls
tian Gotbic churches the lofty vaults, and
flying buttresses, and tapering spires, all
lead the mind to a bigher contemplation,
and express the longing and yearning of
the soul to attain its destiny and reach its
God. Itis the inspired thought expressed
in stone, of St. Paul’s words, “We have
not here a lasting dwelling place, but wa
look for one that is to come.” When
you enter a Catholle church, where the
Blessed Sscrament reposes in the taber.
nacle, there s a solemn sflence and
a hush; for you feel that
you are in the presence of your Creator,
and the words of holy Jacob oceur,
“Suarely this Is the houee of God and the
gate of heaven.)” The atalned windows,
in all the prismatic colours of the rain
bow, repressut the images of Carist and
his chosen ones, the holy martyrs, the
Virgins and the Apostles, You may read
the mysterious life of the Redeemer eculp
tured cn its walls, and the sufferings of
[ Him who died for us told in stone and
marble chiselled fnto life, or on canvas
| made alive by the brush of inepired
"gcuius. A Catholic Caurch {s really a
constant prayer and a perpetual act of
worship to the living God, Prieats and peo
ple may perish, and ths Bishop who
speaks 1o you may he gathered to
his fathers, bus this megaificent temple,
raieed by your plety and your z:al for
Gud'a honor, ehali siand for ages a monu.
went of your divine faith, and shall draw
down unteld blesstogs on this city and
tbls parish, The God of all mercy and
goodaess will not surely refuse to you
who built up this edifice to his name,
an honor, a taberuacle in His over
lasting  dwelling placo  beyord  the
skiea, .Ha will not refuse to you, who
made 80 many sacrifices for Him, a place
in the bosom of His Father. It was this
reflaction, no doubt, which ecauced our
fathers in the Faith to erect so weny and
#uch costly edifices that are seen to day ia
all centres of Catholicity ia Europe, The
mighty men of the middle ages devoted
all their time and all their means la the
erection of those splendid monuments of
art that are the wonder of the world
licgs of our time and day. Their
hoart  was in  the work,  they
loved God acd labored to  bulld
up temples worthy of His M:jesty, acd
symbolic of thelr hopesand their destinies
Who are the people that in our day and
on this soil of America asd the Canadas
have buflt up magrificent tempies in
God’s honor? Is it not the poor and the
lowly ? The men who dug out your
canals and constructed your vast raiiroad
systems, the men who hewed down your
fores:s, the humble servant girls who
minfstered to the rich and the powerful ,
These are the people who poured their
treasures and sacrificed their hard earn-
iogs in raleing up those grand churches
aud noble institutions of charity that now
adorn and bless every town and city on
this continent. Their decds shall be
remembered and their memories honored
a8 long 88 those monuments last, as lovg
83 the croes glittering un our church spires
shall reflect back the glorles of the seiting

sun,
The falthful people of this parish have
built up & magnificent church ; for your
limited means and numbers you have
wrought wonders, and God will bless you
and yours for the sacrifices it must have
cost you to bring to completion aud per-
fection so havdsome, eo eolid and so costly
a structuse.

Let us honor those temples
by the practice of every Christion
virtue, let nothing be sald or done or
covceived which might eully the purity of
those liviog abodes, for has He not said
“If any one love Me, bo will keep My
word, and the Father will love him, aud
we will come to him and will make our
ebode with bim.” That He wmay forever
dwell {n this house by His living prasence
aud in your hearts by His grace,and from
the ebandance of His infinite love and
mercy pour out His treasares of grace and
benediction on you and yours, fs the bless.
fug I wish to impart to you all in the
vame of the Father and of the Son and of
the Holy Ghost, Amen,

learned lecturer theu referred to the fall
of Fveia the Gardea of Edun, and the
brief space which elapsed before the rer
pent’s head was crushed by Mary Immacu
Iate, He then reverted to the coming of
the angel Gabriel to announce that M ary
was the one chosen to become the mother
of our Redeemer, sayieg “hall, fuall
of grace, the Lord is with thee; and
blessed be the fruit of thy womb,
Jeans.”  We never, said the speaker,
shanld fall to join with the Auzsls i sy -
ing the Hail Mary, for her soul did not
Know the stain of sln,  The Angel waited
for Mary to answer, and although she
then kuew all the trials and sufferings she
would have to eudure, she said “Bo {r
done onto wme according to I'hy word »
And future nations have since reverenced
her for what she did to rave mankind, As
ive was the ciuse of sin, so also the
Bleesed Virgin became the pri NATY cause
of our redemption, We do not say that
she really was the cause, Christ our Lord
being the only Radeemer, bat Ho choose
an earthly creature as His Mother, aud
she assumed what Gud asked of her
However, a3 she was free to comsent
or refuse, her consent was a merri
torious action, as ehe saw Calvary, the
cracifixion and ail the other incidents In
connection with Iis life before her ere
she gave her cousent, This beautiful
temple which has been built to the honor
of the holy Virginis the glory of creatlon,
iucarnation aud eantification, In a8 much
a8 God rccelved glory !n these three
temples, and the Avgels In IHeaven elng
glory to God on high and peacs on earth
to men of good will. He goes to each of
the three temples in succession, but when
he comes to this he has to stop, Here we
have the Sacramont of the Eacharlst, and
he can do no more than by giving him.
self on the altar, That surely must have
been the feeling of the people who buflt this
handsome edifice. You must have heard
the voice of our Saviour crying, “The
birds of the alr have their neets, and the
foxes thelr holes, yet I have no home,”
You took this to your hearts and satd, “0,
Lord, You are going to stay with us,” and
built Him this tabernacle, a home for the
rich, the poor and the needy alike, a place
where all can meet in peace and unity and
adore thelr Maker, The lecturer here ex-
pressed his gratitude to the large number
of people ot other denominations present,
and hoped that, although differing on
religious views, we would all live
together in peaco and amity, Con.
tinoing, be eaid that the new church
was a monument of the deep and en-
durlng faith of the Catholics of Guelph,
and that those of the congregation who
had gone before and thcse who were still
living would always be gratefully remem
bered by the pastors of the church, It
was an _honor to the members, an honor
to the diocese, an honor to the country,
and an honor to God, Supposing, said
he, that an angel and some of the salnts
came down from Heaven and walked
with you, and admired the stately propor.
tions of thls beautiful structure, would
you not be filled with joy, yet, although
you are not aware of it, they are with you
at ull times.  You noble, generous people
of Guelph are amorg those of whom the
Redecmer saye “I am not ashamed to call
myself your God, because you have been
to me an honor and glory.” Ouar Saviour
has lived for you, suffered for you, and
died for you; why not then say, well done
good and faithful Lord, come to us and
make this temple your home. He will
answer, “You have done well, but I want
a piace to rest my heart, The heart of
Christ Jesus 18 weary and will never rest
until you have ‘given Ms your heart,”
The goed people of Guelph will then, I
am sure, come to thie church with all the
faith and loyalty of their love, and by
recelving the blessed Sacramecat of the
Eucharlst, often take thefr Lord to thelr
homes and thereby recelve the joys of
Heaven, This Is what God moeans by
asking for our hearts, and will find ue
peace for life eternal.

The Narquis of Clanicarde and His
Methods of Collecting his Reunts.

4 PEN PORTRAIT OF THE NOBLE REVICTOR—
HOW HE APPEARED IN COURT AND IN
THE WITNESA CHAIR—MHIS ESTATES IN
BSOUTH GALWAY—HIS AGENTS IN IRE
LAND—BLAKE, JOYCE AND TENNER—
CALLED CLANRACKRENT,

Of all the English landlords in Ireland
who have won an unenviable notorlety by
the beartless manner in which they bave
inslsted upon their exorbitant rackrents,
and evicted those of their tenants who
were unable or unwiiling to meet such
demands, none is beld in deeper or more
deserved detestation then the Marquis of
Clanricarde, whose estates in Ireland lle
in South Galway. The full title of this
individusl is the Most Noble Hubert
Geo! De Bargh lenﬂ, Marquis of
Clnm:ndo. Baron Dankellin, Viscount
Burke, Baron Sammerbill, Vice- Admirs]
of Connaught, Justice of the Peace and
Deputy Lisutenant for the county of Gal.
way. Quite sn imposing array of distine
tlons, truly, to be worn by a man whose
name is execrated in Ireland, and whose
character has won him the contempt of all
decent Eoglishmen. Oianricarde is seldom
soen in Ireland, though. He makes his
residence in London, where it is said he
adds to bis grest wealth by lending money
at exorbitant rates and playiog the role of
& Bhylock to perfection. He is enormously
rich, his revenue belng put down as
£20000 s year from his rents alome,
though it {s more than likely that these
figures bave been cut down somewhat by
the refussl lately of his Irish tenants to
comply longer with bis exorbitant de.
waods, The story of the way in which
be treats his Irish temants has been re.
pestedly told of late in the cable dispatches,
and his methods are such that even the
Torles, while they are compelled, in order
to be consistent with thelr policy of coer-
cion, to aid bim to collect bis rackrents,
or to evict thote tenants who refuse to

y them, openly curse him and long for
El.l removal, because they are fully aware
that the wholesale evictions he is carry-
iog out in Galway are doiog more to dis
credit the government than sny blunders
they themselves commit in Westminster,
Clanricarde, however, insists upon his
rackrents, and, what 1s worse for the
coercloniets, he ‘nslm, too, that the govein.
ment, which holds to the idea that the
exlsting land laws of Ireland need no
change or improvement, shall assist bim by
lending him the aid of the

to collect those rent.

A couple of years ago, at the time that
Clanricarde wae Instituting a crusade of
evictions on his estates at Woocdford, he
was summoned to appear in a libel enit in
London, and the following pen picture of
the titled rack-renter was then drawn by
one of the reporters who attended the
trlal.  “No one,” the reporter began,
after announclog thut Clsnricaide hed
been called to the witness chalr, “weemed
to have ever beheld the man whose deeds
have been on everybody’s lips in South
Galway for many a day, and all were con-
sequently, un the qui vive for his appear-
ance, There was » moment’s pause afier
the crief's sharp accents sourded through
the building, and then, to the surprise of
everybody, an elderly, wiz:ned looking
man, who stood in a corner at the plain-
tff's slde of the court, came forward.

Many and many a good and true
man bas worn such, elther through cholce,
Decessity or careleasucss, No, it is fn his
face, with its half cunniog, half frightened
look ; the attitude, the haude meekly
crossed, the knees drawn up, a cross be
tween an oli clothes dealer and a low
money lender, which impressed all so
much, and which made even the fieriest
democrat preseut feal a twinge of regret
to see a noble name brought 8o low. Oue
spectator eald : “l have seen many bad
and foul and brutal faces in the dock and
on the ecaffold, but never have I beheld
one half so thoroughly and entirely with.
out a redeeming trait as that of the most
noble, the Marquis of Cladricarde. Avarice
ls the moust prominent feature of the
eouutenance, which, on the whole, reminds
one of the fabled vampires which existed
by sucking human blood.

Clanricarde s now approaching his

those of +everal other tenants, refusiog all
their offers to compromise matters, and
declazing it to ba his intention to clear tho
Whole countryeide. Of course all these
evictions and house levellings are mnot
superintended by Clanricarde fn person,

which would surely be shown him in case
he went personally among bis rack-rented
tenantry and ordered their expulsion from
thelr homes as & preliminary move to
destroying the bouse themselves. No, the
titled evictor eays in London, where he
enscts the role of & Shylock and money
lender, and he sends his orders to his
agents in Ireland, and these individuals
koow their mester too well to dare to dls.
obey the slightest of his commands.
Lensdowne st Luggecurran is bad enough,
heaven koows, but the infamy which
attaches to the ex viceroy of Canada on
sccount of the manner in which he has
treated bis Kerry tenantry, pales almost
before that which clings to Clanricarde for
bis besrtless wozk in South Galway. It
was after he had witneesed some of the
scenes which are daily being enscted in
that psrt of lieland that Mi Davitt
made that fiery speech at Koockaroo the
other day, when be said that unless the
British Liberals did something soon to put
a stop to the infamous cousse of such men
s Clanricarde, the Irish people would be
compelled to adopt uncomstitutionsl
means of dealing with licensed agents of
cruelty, aud that they would be forced to
rally to defend their homes. The decima
tion of the Irish people has assuredly beea
sufficlently carried out to eatisfy their
most inveterate and maliznant enemy,
without mislon being given Clanri-
carde and his 11k to sead more of them
out of their native couatry, to become ex-

elnce Me. Gladstone quoted figures from
Mulhall's statistics to show that during the
gut fifty years 3,665,000 Irish peeple had
een evicted from their homes by rack-
renting landlords ; 4,185 000 expatriated,
while famine and +hip's fever had caused
the death of 1279000 others. And for
this stupendous loes to Lrelaud it was men
like Claoricarde who were malnly respon-
sible, aud it 1s men like he who are to day
doing all in their power to add to these
dsmning figures and to rob Ireland of still
more of her peasantry by evicting them
from thelr homes and then levelliog

It 1s hardly neceesary to state that the
individusls who act as agents for Clanri-
carde in Ireland have not the most desir-
able position in the world, Some seven
years ago one of his agents, a Mr, Blake,
was killed near Loughrea by some of the
fufariated teuantry, and the earth had
bardly settled on his coftia before Clanri.
carde tried to make it appear that the
dead agent was responsible for all the
cruelties that had been practised on his
Irich estates. Such an attempt naturally
angered the widow of the agent, and in
order to disprove Clanricarde’s statements
in regard to ber husband, she determined
to publish some of his letters to hts agent.
Clanricarde got wind of this move, how-
ever, and he sccured an order from the
courts forblddiog Mrs. Blake to publish
the letters. Enough leaked out, however,
to prove that Clanricsrde had constantly
urged his agent, under threats of dismicsal,
to collect his rackrents and to evict all
who refused to pay his exorbitant de.
mands. Aunother of bis ageuts was the
somewhat notorlous Frank Joyce who
was & notable character in Galway while
be was in Clanricarde’s employ. Joyce
was a model of physical strength and he
had a very pl t and hand coun-
tenance. Added to his manly strength
and beauty, he possessed a dare.devil
coursge, and, when no bailiff could be
found to serve the wits of ¢jectment on
Cianricarde’s property, he did that busl.
ness himeelf, going about with the writs
in one hand and a loaded revolver in the
other. Joyce was a iaudlord himself in &
small way, and it has been said of him
that he was a far more humaue lasdlord
than he ever was an sgent. Indeed, he
got the credit of interceding with Clanri-
carde in behalf of the latter's temants,
urging the marquis to deal falrly with his
tenantry, but ail to no purpcse, Some.
thing over a year sg), who Clanricarde
was preparing for oue of his poriodical
crusades of eviction in Woodford, Joyce
threw up his agency and declared he
would have nothing more to do with

THE TITLED RACKRENTER

This, of course, highly displeased Clanrl.
carde, and his wrath was not appeased
when all over his estates which stretch
from Portumna to Loughrea, the tenants
openly defied bim and refused to pay his
rents, In vain did Clanricarde appeal to
Dublin Castle, which, of course, sent him
assictance. The tenantry cut the telegraph
wires in all directions, so as to hamper
the troops being ordered to the places of
disturbance, aud they boycotted the red.
coats and the peelers so thoroughly that
food had to be sent to thesa from localities
outside of the Clanricarde estates. To
add to the marquis’ troubler, his ex agent,
Joyce, brought an action agaiost him for
libel, claiming damages at £10,000, and it
wae while he was giving testimony in this
case that the reporter drew that repulsive
pen portrait of the marquis which has
already been cited.

Clanricarde was not long in securing a
successor to Frank Joyce, and he found a
new agent in one Tenner, who, as far as
we know, serves him in that capaclty yet.
The tenants did not fight him in vain,
either, a year or 8o ago, for he ha:-teued to
offer them a reduction of twenty per cent.
In their rents, This offer, however, was
refased by the gallant tenantry uutil
Clanricarde promised to reinstate some
Woodford tenants he had heartlessly
evicted, The noble marquis was heavily
mulcted at this tlme, as beside the loss of
rent he suffered, ho had to pay high wages
to the emergency men he had in his
employ, some of these worthies demanding
a pound a day for thelr servicis, Clan.
rackrent, as the marquls is dubbed in Gal
way, is now engaged in another crasade
against his tenants, but the time is rapldly
coming when he and hls {1k wiil be forced
to forego thelr hearticss methods and to
seil out the estates they at present hold
and distrain g0 meiclleasly in Ireland.

THF EVILS OF DIVORCE.

The Views of a Cathelic Writer as Ex-
pressed In the October ““Cathelic
World.”

—
HOW THE CHURCH PROTECTS THE MOTHER
OF EVERY CHRISTIAN HOME,

The family was the patriarchal unit &
society, never the individual, Around
the primitive institusion ocentred all
legislation, and in it inbered all blessings
and sanctions. Nothing is more remark-
able in the bistory of those ancient days
than the supreme importance of the
family, and the djcultml care with which
it was guarded and fenced in every
direction. “Thou hast set the nations
of the earth in families.”

With the coming of Christ upon earth
the twilight of the early dispensation
passed into the clesrer radiance of the
coming day. “That which was in part
was done away, that which was perfect”
bad come, and our Divine Lord raised
marrisge to the full dignity of a sacra-
ment, and set upon its indissolubility
the seal of His most awful sanction in
those words: What God bath joined
together let not man put asunder” It
is impossible to exaggerate the full sig-
nificance or the tremendous importance
of these words. Upon this sacrament rests
the whole structure of civil society, Mar-
riage creates the family, and the family
is the citadel in which are guarded the
hopes and the destinies of humanity no
less than the eternal weal or woe of its
individual members. Unquestionably,
it is to the sacramental character of
marriage that woman in all civilizad
countries owes woatever of moral and
material well being she now possesses.
No refinements ot art, no advanced cul-
ture of the intellect among men, have
secured to her the proud position which
is now her birth.right whenever and
wherever she may choose to claim it.
Can one imagine s higher state of artistic
aud literary culture than is presented by
the ancient civilizstions of Greece and
Rome? Can buman history present a
more profound degradation of woman.
hood 7

When these effete civilizitions were
overmhelmed by the fresh life of the
barbarous tribes of Northern Europe, the
change would have been for woman only
that from being the degraded toy of
voluptuaries and tyrants, she should bave
become the household slave and burden
bearer of the savage conquerors. But
the Catbolic Church, by her firm main
tenance of the two great sacraments of
Holy Order and of Matrimony, saved
Christianity and constituted the Caris-
tain state, of which these two sacra
ments became the joint foundations,
When the church’s law of marriage be.
came incorporated into the civil law then
arose the morning star which heralded
the dawn of woman’s emancipation,

It is true that this earth was not a
paradise for woman through the Middle
Ages, and that she has had her fullshare
in the frightful struggles and calamities
of all the centuries. But on the whole
her elevation has been commensurate
with the elevation and progress of the
Christian Church. Never let it bs for
gotten that nothing but the assertion of
end the protection by the Catholic
Church of the sacramental nature of the
marriage contract have secured to her
the fruits of this progresa,

At the Reformation this sacramental
nature of marriage was rudely assailed
and persistently denied, It was sought
to degrade it to a mere civil contract,
and to place it under the oole guardian.
ship of the state. In all Protestant
countries and communions this attempt
succeeded, and surely no consequences
of the Reformation have proved more
disastrous to society, Under the plea
of obtaining relief to persons suffering
from various evils incident to ill-assorted
marriages, the whole social fabric of
family life has been undermined, and a
threatening shadow thrown upon the
honor and dignity of every Christain
home; for surely if marriage be not a
sacrament, but merely a civil contract
with no warrant of indiesolubility, as a
state of lile it loses inconceivably in
digmty and sacredness.

When the sensual and irreligious
seekers after easy divorce cry out,
‘“Prophecy unto us smooth things only,”
make the convenience and the passion
of the individual the supreme law, we
turn in edification to the heroic struggles
by which in fiercer and less civilizad ages
the Pontifts of the Ohristian Church up-
held this great corner.stone of society.
Happy indeed for us all, Catholice and
Protestants alike, that they breasted for
our sakes with unshaken fortitude the
wrath of kings and emperors, and faced
with unswerving fidelity the shock of
wars, the threat of imprisonment and
even death, rather than betray the cause
of any helpless wife who appealed to
them for protection. When the vicious
King Lothaire, of Lorraine, wished to
repudiate his wife Thietberga that he
might marry Waldrade, sistbr of the
Archbishop of Oologne, the grand old
Pope Nicholas I. took upon himself her
cause; and surely the pages of history
cannot furnish & more sublime instance
of courage and chivalrous devotion to
study than this story and sequel, The
haughty monarch determined at all
hazsrds to succeed in his designs; re.
sorted successively to every expedient
of fraud and violence. He first com-
pelled the queen to falsely accuse her-
self before an assembly of eight bishops
at Aix la Ohappelle, and again to repeat
her confession before a second assembly
at Frankort, The unbappy woman
appealed to the Popein these touching
words :

“Suould it come to the knowledge of
your Iolizess that I have finally been
brought to make the false confession re
quired of me, be persuaded that violence
alone could have wrung it from me, a
wretcbed queen, who have becn more
shamelully treated than the most menial
slave could have been,”

Bat, forsaken and condemned by all
orders this poor woman appealed not in
vain to the Viear of Christ, When
Lothaire hesitated not to bribe the cor-
rupt ascembly of bishops now convened
with great pomp and ostentation to
finally try the cause, and had thus
secured their judgment in his favor, the
intrepid pontift deposed and repudiated
his own faithless legates, and threatened

Lothaive with excommunication if he
did pot at onoe put away Waldrade,
whom he had newly es When
the enrsged king excited his brother,
the Emperor Louis, to march an army
upon Rome to avenge himself for this
insult, the undaunted Pope refused to
yield one iots, and declared that under
Do circumstances would he prongunce
the marrisge of Thietberga unlawful,
Forced by the rude soldiery to tske
sanctuary, bie retired to 8t. Peter’s, and
there passed two whole days and night's
in prayer and fasting, but still refused to
receive Lothaire, or to grant him absolu-
tion unless he restored Thietbergs to the
rightful place of wife and queen. Loth.
aire consented to this, but now resolved
upon another expedient, He o ill.
treated his wife that she had the weak-
ness to apply to the Pope to pronounce
judgment against ner and allow her to
u:iu dw ; oollwent. Eut the lPopo
refused, and replying to her a ,in &
letter full of d’;;nily and ﬁSnp::n, he
admonished her to stand firm and not
allow himself to be prevailed on by fear
or force to utter any falsehood, but to be
ready to endure even martyrdom, with
the assurance that in that case she would
merit & martyr's reward,

Oa the death of Nicholas, his successor
Adrain II, maintained her cause with
equal vigor and success. The effect of
this victory of the sacraments over the
Justful union of man and woman can
bardly be exsggerated.

This was by no means an isolated
instance of papal interference in behalf
of this sacrament. We need only allude
to the excommunication of Philip of
France by Urban IIL, in the eleventh
century, for putting away his wife Bertha,
and liviog with Bertrada, the wife of the
Count of Anjou.. In this connection we
cannot forbear quoting the heroic lan
guage of the Bishop of Chartres with
regard to this same case: “I'he king may
deal with me as he sees fit, and may do
whatever God permits bim to do against
me. Whether he casts me into prison
or puts me beyond the protection of the
law, in any event I am determined to
encus all things in defence of the law of
God, and no consideration will bring me
to share the guilt of those from whose
chastisemente I shouid ehrink.” Inno-
cent '1I1, compelled Philip Augustus to
take back his wife Ingelburga, whom he
had repudiated, and in Spain he com
pelled Alfonso 1X, King of Leon, to
break off the marriage unlawfully con.
tracted with his niece, The contest of
Clement with Henry VIII, was but the
continuation of the same struggle, and
the manifestation of the faithtulness to
duty of the unchangeable, church, “the
pillar and ground of truth,” It has
bsen well said that “the maintsinance
by the Popes of the sacredness of mar
riage is the key to half the struggles of
the middle ages,”

It zeeds surely but a little reflection
to convince us ot the absolute necessity
of the sanctity and indiesolubility of
marriage in order to preserve society
from the greatest corruption and dis.
orders. Toe family is the nursery of
the civil state. In the Christian hume
alone, invested as it is with the necessary
attributes of stability, permanency, aud
sacramental digoity, can be found the
requieite protection for the helplessness
of infancy, and the wisdom and grace to
train the child’s developing powers,
thus fitting it for honor and usefulness
here and the perfect life hereafter.
Human nature is, moreover, undeniably
selfish, and if this principle were not
beld in check by any strong counter-
motive, who can conceive the wretched-
ness and violence which must ensue?
The life of the family furnishes the
greatest natural corrective to this mas-
ter instinct of our nature,and when puri-
fied by tae grace of the sacrament secure
to the individual a means of gelf-discip-
line and culture second only to the
higher life of all, the life of evangelical
perfection.

John Stuart Mill somewhere observes
that ‘‘public spirit, sense of duty towards
the public good, is of all virtues, as
women are now educated and situated,
the most rarely to be found among
them.” We are sorry to confess that
we helieve this statement to be largely
true in its general sense, but in the
present instances certainly it need not
be restricted by any limitations of sex.
What is surely most needed, impara-
tively needed, in this our day and gen-
eration, is that young persons should be
trained to take broader, more unselfish
views of marriage and its responsibili-
ties, The thoroughly worldly person
never can or will do this, These ideas
are essentially Christian. We do not
by any means assert that persons not In-
fluenced by Christian faith are incapable
of that affection which should always
form its basis, But 1t is nevertheless
wholly true that this natural affection
should be strengthened by sacramental
grace in order to enable it to bear suc-
cessfully the strain and burden of the
marriage state, If it be true that some-
thing must needs be added to perfect
this earthly love, beautiful as it certainly
is by nature, in order to secure the well
being of the home, what must be said of
the great number of marriages contracted
from inferior motives, from ambition,
love of money, or, most terrible of all, to
acquire a fancied freedom from the re-
strictions and limitations imposed upon
the unmarried,

The Rev. Dr. Dix, in a recent Lenten
lecture, has painted in terms as truthful
as they are graphic the evils resulting
from this class of marriages. Let us not
accuse bim of exaggeration, It is well-
nigh impossible to exaggerate in this
matter, and it cannot be doubted that
his own observation and experience as a
pactor of souls have furnished the facts
which he portrays go brilliantlysand so
forcibly, Ah! it some of thoss who lis-
tened to him; aud some of us who read,
could ouly tell the tales which come
bome to our own hearts and homes, no
Lenten lecture ever delivered could rival
their terror and their pathos, The young
girl, gifted in many ways, conscious of
possessing charms of person and manner,
craving above all thiogs admiration and
‘‘conquests,” restricted, it may be, by sur-
rounding circumstances, seeks to egcape
by marriage from a sphere to her 89 un-
endurably narrow. Alas! for the home ;
alas ! for the husband and the children.
‘I hate a domestic life,” said such a one
tome. “Itisa terrible bore to have a
husband who wishes to play the lover

and read » Lot him amuse him.
self as he and I will do the same.”
Said her busband, in reply to s remon.
strance as to the various admirers who
filled his house with their gifts of music
and pictures and flowers for its young
mistress : “Nonsense ! T should despise
myself if I were capable of being jeslous
of my wife. People admire her, and I
like to have them do so. It 1s all right.”
&ll right; and the divorce came, and

-day the winds sigh a dirge over her
untimely grave; and her husband, the
handsomest, most versatile and vari
ously gifted man we ever knew, is con
signed 1o a living death; and the sons,
God help them ! alone in their young
manhood with their inheritance of shame
and sorrow, And this is not an isolated
instance,

We confess to a hearty admiration for
the marrisge service of the Episcopal
Oburch, and indeed it is but an adapta.
tion in Eoglish of the most impressive
portions of the Catholic Ritusl, But it
is truly admirable in its simplicity and
diguity; and 1s well calculated to impress
not only those to whom it is specially
addressed, but all whoare present. How
astonishing 1t is that after such solemn
vows of love and fidelity, “in sickness
and in health, for beiter, for worss, until
death us do part” and after the clergy-
man has pronounced those awful words
of our Divine Lord, “Whom God hath
joined together let not mean put
asunder,” any thus married should ever
dream of repudiatiog those vows; and
stranger still, perhaps, that this same
cburch should find herself unable to
protect the sacrednees and indissolubil-
ity of the marriage tie! It is certainly
true that she condemns all divorces
except for cause of adultery, and that
she forbids her clergy to officiate at
marriages contracted in spite of this
prohibition, But how recent is even this
legisiation, and alas! how ineftective
The parties thus divorced and remarried
oannot be excluded from bher com
munion, It isonly necessary to have the
marriage ceremony performed by a
minister of some other denomination, or
even by the civil magistrate—a very
slight frial, surely, when the newly mar.
ried thereby subject themselves to no
ecclesiastical penalties, and their mar
riage is regarded as perfectly legal, It is
A matter for congratulation that that
church is awakening to a sense of the
great evils of divorce, and 1s endeavoring
toshape her legislation accordingly, Nor
are there wanting indications that all
the more conservative Protestant com-
munions are anxious in this respect to
return to the first principles of Christian
civilization. It all implies & growing
consciousness of the necessity of a eacra-
wental bacis for the very life of the
community,

In considering the evils attendant
upon divorce legislation, we must not
paes over the demoralization o' the taste
and moral sense of the community by
the constant publication in the daily
journals of the nauseous details of these
scandals, Tne public mind is thus
familiarized with the tales of dishonored
and wretched homes, and even the very
school children may take their fill of
these corrupting and eensational stories,

After all we have said of the absolute
incompstibility of divorce with the law
of God and the welfare of society it is
nevertheless true, and it would be most
unjust to ignore this fast, that there will
ever be some persons for whom relief
must be found trom a married life of in
tolerable suftering. For such persons,
in cases of adultery, gross brutality, and
desertion, there remains & partial relief,
which neither God nor man would deny
them, in a separation. But separation
does not imply a privilege of remarriage,
and its disabilities ought to be borne
patiently by the innocent until the death
ot either party dissolve the marriage
bond. Truly for such sufterer to have
peace with G .d and his or her own con.
science is better than any earthly gain.
There is, however, no doubt that a very
large proportion of the unhappiness in
married life, for which a remedy is daily
sought in our courts, might be avoided
if the eacred character of this state of
life were more seriously considered in
advance. The church advices her
children to think well upon the life
which they are about to enter, and to
make their choice in the fear of God and
with regard to their own highest in.
terests,

The married would, under the pres.
sure of such convictions, strive to adjust
their lives in mutual harmony, to mini.
miz3 their differences, and repress all
things which might beget jealousies and
discords.

We believe it to be true that the char.
acters of all persons who,are living ac-
cording to the highest requirements of
marriage present to the careful observer
a manifest superiority over their unmar-
ried contemporaries, in regard to the
virtues of unselfishness and self sacrifice,
apart from those who practice religious
chastity,

To this rule there are, of course, ex.
ceptions, but in this case “the excep.
tone only prove the rule,”” No doubt
the capacity for the same virtues exists
in the unmarried also, but, from the
necessities of the cace, individualism is
paramount, and its demands areimpera.
tive, The individual needs the environ.-
ment of other lives in order to properly
develop and foster the powers which
God bas given, and which lie dormant
in his soul. We need not suggest the
various means by which this evolatioh
of powers, this wholsome discipline and
culture are wrought and perfected day
by day in the family life. By bearing
one arother’s burdens, in patient endur-
ance of varying moods and eccentricities
and tastes, in mutual adjustments, and
in all the pumerous simple, kindly
oftices of affection which fill the home,
tbe charecter becomes gradually but
surely strengthencd, elevated, and spirit-
ualized,

No one wko has lived for many years
in the world, and has cultivated the
powers of observation and reflection,
but must often have noti®®d the enno-
bling, often the complete regeneration, of
character under the influence of a happy,
conscientious domestic life,. We have
seen the thoughtless, apparently vain
and selfish young girl, whom only the
excitements of pleasure, or exquisite
dressing, or the allurements -of the last
“No name” novel oould rouse from list-
lessness and indolence, transfigured by

uwortb{hlﬂnﬁu. We have watcheq
her with loving admirstion from the
hour when she stood radiant with youth
and love and beauty at thealtar, speaking
with gentle firmness the words which
bound her for ever to the man in whoge
hand she placed her own without one
fear or doubt; and we have seen her
as the years passed on, po
longer indolent, no longer selfish,
ever busied with the thousand tender,
bomely ministries of the wife and
mother, the light und center of a happy
home, Yes, and we have seen her
when sickness and sorrow and death
bave entered that home, watching ever

ter, in the order of pure nature, There
are certain conclusions of Christian phil

oscphy, arrived at from pure reason re-
specting marrisge, which ehould be
known,

Viewed from a purely natural stand.
point, marriage is founded on the differ-
ence of the sexesand on their attraction
for each other, The chief and noblest
element of this attraction is mutusl love,
This mutual love supposes a complete
gift of one to the other, from which
results a union that makes marriage the
foundation of the family and the first
school of moral and religious civilization.
By the light of reason, apart from revel-
ation, it could be proved that both man
and wife are by nature incapable of a
second marriage while their former
marriage lasts, This is what is meant
by the unity of marriage, It could alzo
be proved that the bond of matrimony is
indigeoluble by the law of nature, As
our aim in subsequent instructions will
be to give you correct views on the sub-
limity snd sanctity of Christian marriage,
I will atk you as & preparation to con
sider certain circumstances connected
with the first marriage, the marriage of
Adsm and Eve, before matrimony was
raiced tothe dignity of a eacrament,

What were the qualities of the con.
tracting pait'es? One of the parties was
made lord and king of creation, & com-
panion of the angels, a dignitary holding
the place of God on earth, All created
nature was bound to obey him, In
dignity, wisdom, nobility, power, wealth,
glory, he surpaesed the greatest monarch
of the world. He is to be the father of
the human race.

The other contracting party has corres
ponding qualities, Her very name isa
name of honor, Eve, “the mother of the
living.,” Her wedding gown is the robe
of innocence, Her nuptial crown is
original justice. Other gifts accompany-
ing this justice take tbe nlace of bridal
ornaments, All her beauty is from within,
Nor is she devoid of external beauty, In
pature, stature, wisdom, justice, and
supernatural gifts, she is like man, The
marriage takes place in the Garden of
Paiadiee,a garden planted by the Land of
Ged, This marriage is arranged and
brought about by God Himeelf. God is
present at the nuptial union, He blesses
it. He bestows upon it fruitfulness ; “In.
crease and multiply and fill the land,”

Anpgels, tco, aro present, and they are
joyful witnesees, for they know that this
union is destined to repair the ruins, to
fill the vod, in the heavenly Jcrusalem
cavsed by the pnide of Lucifer.

The crowning glory, however, of this
conjugal union is its mystic signification,
It eymbolizes the union of Jesus Christ
with the Church by the Incarnation, The
Son abardoning His heavenly Father to
be united to His epouse, the Church,
taken like another Eve from His side
wihlst He hung upon the cross, is ad-
mirable prefigured in the nuptials of our
first parents, ‘

Such was the first marriage, From
that marriage nations sprung, Many of
these nations, becoming idolatrous, for.
got or never learned the story of their
origin, Still, as if an echo of the early
tradition still clung to them, we find
them investing the marriage contract
with more or less ceremony and sanctity,

Before marriage became a sacrament,
from the very beginning of the race, it
was of Divine sppointment. In the
words of Leo XIII,, it “bad God for its
author, and was from the beginning a
certain fore-shadowing of the mystery
of the Incarnation of the Son of God,
It has ever been invested with a sacred
and  religious character, which
cannot be regarded as accidental,

belonging to it, and not as received
from man, but imprinted by nature,”

The first end for which God instituted
matrimony is the begetting of oftspring,
s we learn from Genesis : “Increass and
multiply !  As God could not will the
being, without wishing the well-being
of children, it is evident that the
ed‘l‘zcntion of children is included in this
end,

The second end for which matrimony
was instituted is mutual companionship :
“It is not good for man to be alone; let
Us make a helpmate like unto bimself,”

After the fall of man, as may be
learned from St. Paul in his Epistle to
the Corinthians, Matrimony had another
end, namely, the avoidance of sins of im-
purity,

In the following discourses we will aim
at telling you whatever well informed,
intelligent Catholics ought to know
concerning the sacrament of Matrimony.
We would be wanting in pastoral solici-
tude if we neglected to impart informa-
tion on so important a subject, so inti
mately concerning the temporal and
eternal happiness of the faithful in.

Our Lady’s dolors also went in their real-
ity beyond the measure of most human
realities, and this both in reason and
sense. In oursorrows there is generally
a great deal of exaggeration. We fancy
almost a8 much more as we have really
to bear. If our sufterings come from
others, we dress it up in circumstances
of unkindoess, which never had any ex
istence. We impute motives, which
never crossed the mind, to which we im-
pute them. We throw a strong, un.
equal, and unfair light on little trivial
occurrences, which are probably alto.
gether disconnected from the matter.
Or if it is some loss we are undergoing,
we picture consequences far beyond the
sober truth, and bearing about as much
proportion to the real inconveniences
implied in our lose, as a boy with a lan-
tern bears to the prodigious tall shadow
he is all the while unconsciously casting
on the opposite wall. The combined
weakness and activity of our imagina
tions envelop our sorrows in a cloud of
unreality, which is still further increased
by a kind of foolish wilfulness, leading
us to refuse comfort, and turn a deaf ear
to reason, to give way to culpable in
dolence and breoding, and to interrupt
the continuity of our ordinary duties
and responsibilities. Now in all this
wilfulness and weakness there is a sort
ot pleasure, which is a great condescen
sion to endurance, But with Qur Blessed
Lady all was thoroughly true. Her
rorrows went up into regions of sublim-
ity, of which we can form only the
vaguest conceptions, They bent down
into profound depths of the eoul, which_
we cannot explore, because we have no
parallelin ourselves. They were height-
ened by the unappreciable perfection of
her nature, by ‘the exuberant abundance
of her grace, by the exceeding beauty of
Jesus, and above all, by His Divinity,
Each of these enhancements of her
griefs, carries them out of sight of our
limited capacities, But to her, in the
midst of the most serene self-collection,
each was perfectly real, thoroughly, com-
prehended in all its bearings, and heroi-
cally embraced with full intelligence of
all that was eitheractual or involved in
it. Her phyeical nature, free from all
the ruin of disease, exempt from the dis
organization consequent on sin, was full
of the keenest vitality, of the most deli-
cate suaceptibilities, of the most tender
and lively sensitiveuess, and endowed
with & most fine and amazing capability
of suffering. Hence there was nothing,
either in reason or sense to deaden a
single blow. Use did not make her
sorrows more tolerable, Continuity did
not confuse their distinctness, Not one
of them was local, they were felt all
through, with a swift circulation and a
fiery sharpness which exempted no part
of her body or soul from its piercing
anguish, nor gave s0 much as a transient
dispensation to this or that particular
faculty. Tranquil herself with that un-
utterable tranquility of hers, there was
no repose in her sorrows, They never
lett her, They never slept. They gave
her no truce, Day and night was their
uproar heard round the walls of the city
of her soul, Day and night their flam-
ing shafts fell in showers all over her
sacred shrines. There was not one, a jot
of whose malice was lost upon her, She
missed none of the bitterness., She
knew their full value, and had none of
those surprises which same times force
us euddenly across great trials we hardly
know how. There was no succession in
them, because they all stuck in her,
like Sebastian’s arrows, and their
poisoned barbs were rankling there at
once, It is terrific this reality of Mary’s
sorrows, It is a feature of them which
must not be forgotten when we cease to
speak of it, else we shall understand but
very imperfectly what has yet to follow,
Truly this is an immense reality, such as
could not be found anywhere out of
Jesus and Mary, another participation
in the depths of the Passion,—Faber,

A FAMOUMNZSHRINE,

DR, BERNARD O'REILLY WRITES OF THE
WONDERS OF LOURDES,
From the New Yurk San,

I send you herewith a view of the
monumental Church of Lourdes, and of

the miraculous grotto and spring beneath
it, which are at this moment, and have
been since the 15th of August, the scene
of the moat extraordinary and thrilling
events recorded during the last fitty
years,

The 15th of August, the Feast of the
Assumption into Heaven of Mary, the
Mother of our Redeemer, was choeen by
the bishops and people of France to
begin a series of national pilgrimages to
this epot, rendered famous by the appa
rition of the Blessed Virgin to Bernadette
Subirous on February 11, 1858, and since
then the theatre of innumerable weli
attested cures,

The clergy of the various provinces of
France had arranged beforehand to group
the pilgrims into well ordered bands so
as to find easy railroad, hotel, and hospi-
tal accommodation at every station of
their journey, These groups have now
succeeded each other daily since August
15, in numbers varying from 10000 to
150C0 persons. There were 15 000 pil.
grims at Lourdes on the 15th, and an
equal number yesterday and the day
before, the concourse of pilgrims increas
ing rather than falling oft as the end of
the appointed time drew near,

With each group of pilgrims came a
large percentage of the sick and infirm,
On August 15 thess numbered more than
900, many of these having come from
Belgium, Switzerland, Italy and Spain,
and not a few from America. The Em-
press of Brsuzil, her grandson, and suite
spent three days near the shrine,

In the cities along the route of these
pilgrimages every measure is taken by
pious sodalities, organized for this special
purpose, to offer ample hospitality to the
rewcomers, to the sick and infirm in
particular, Thus, for instance, at Poitiers
on Sunday, August 19, as train after
train arrived at the railroad station, the
members of the sodalities, chiefly com.
posed of nobles, professional men, clergy.
men, with ladies belonging to these
classes respectively, were in waiting to
escort the pilgrims to their resting places,
There were carriages for all who could
vot walk, and stretchers and ambulance
wagons for those who could rot ride in
carriages, This last mode of conveyance
is managed by a pious ambulance corps
called brancardiers (stretcher carriers).

In the city itself, to quote the words of
an eye witness, the College of Sf. Joseph,
the Convent of the Visitation, the great
establishment of the Holy Cross, the
houses of the Brothers of St. Gabriel and
the Hospital Sisters, the Carmelite
monastery, that of La Providence, to.
gether with the mansions of the Misses
Lestang and Boffinet, threw open their
doors to receive our 900 sick,

The halls in these houses were trans.
formed into chapels, Priests, religious
communities, and the sodalities all vie
with each other in devoting themselves
to the pilgrims,

So all along the various lines of rail.
road converging towards Lourdes, the
resident gentry and clergy laid aside
every occupation during the last three
weeks in order to help forward thie great
national manifestion of living faith in
Him who was born of the Virgin Mary,

And what was happening at Lourdes
iteelf?

The correspondent of ' Univers writes
from the epot on August 20: *“Av this
very moments two groups of southern
pilgrims are coming in. In the grotto
and at the church the voice of the multi-
tude is heard singing the Parce, Domane,
parce populo tuo (‘Spare, O Lord, spare
thy people’). This voice of supplication
will resound there unceasingly from this
hour forward, The group of pilgrims is
now at Poi‘iers, Henceforward we shall
hear the mighty cry of public prayer of
the mass of sick and infirm. Lourdes
draws to itself the eyes of all Ohristen.
dom, The brancardiers are at their post,
the hospitals are all open and waiting,
Oharity everywhere opens her heart and
her arms. The Mother of the Incarnate
God will show at the grotto her tender
motherly love for all these suferers,
Miracles and mercy are about to come
down on our land.”

I am only quoting, And now omitting
all the heart stirring deacriptions of the
scenes which took place at Lourdes
iteelf, let me ask your readers to come
back with me to Paris, where the 10 000
pilgrims have justarrived in unspeakable
enthusiasm and exultation.

“Emotion was at its highest pitoh
yesterday in Paris,” says La Croiz of the
28th of August ‘when the pilgrims from
Lources arrived at the station, for more
cures had been effected than had been
telegraphed from the grotto, Several of
the most wonderful of these were not
even formally examined into and certi.
fied by the twenty physicians forming
the commission of inquiry at Lourdes ;
for it requires no smail courage to face
ali the questioning of these conscientious
men, whose duty it is to raise all kinds
of doubts and objections, ‘What do [
care}’ said one of those who had been
miraculously restored to health, ‘What
care I whether you believe or not in the
reality of my cure? I know that I am
cured, and that is enough for me.’

“But these authenticated accounts
are neceseary; and we detail some of
them, e
‘At present we are only speaking of
the arrival of the pilgrims in Paris,
After the Mass of Thanksgiving at the
Church of the Rue Francois I, a certain
number of the persons cured came to
give utterance to their joy. Here is an
echo of what they said, We do not yet
publish any names, for there has been
no authentic inquiry into their caser; we
only describe and narrate to enable
the reader to picture to himself the
scene,

“Here comes Miss P——, To gee her
stepping firmly forward, no one could
imagine that she had been completely
paralyzed during the last tweive years,
During the procession of the Biessed
Sacrament (from the Church to .the
grotto) she started up and followed it,
and then went down to tke grotto to
thank God for he: cure, She walked all
the way with a firm step, and she walks
&0 still,”

Now listen to what the correspondent
of I'Univers writes from Lourdes on
August 24:h ;

“Never since Lourdes was known has
the place beheld such a spectacle, Ten
thousand pilgrims have just gone up the
mountein side to the great cross, singing
the bymn Vive la Croiz, and while they
were up there five persons were cured at
the grotto, But when, after returning
from the mountain side, the pilgrims
followed to the grotto the procession of
the Blessed Sacrament, the scene which
I described yesterday was renewed amid
emotions surpassing in intensity those of
the day before, 13xpecting new miracles
on the passage of the Blessed Sacrament
to the grotto, the multitude were assem.
bled around the latter place, They sang,
they prayed, they cried aloud : ‘O Jesus,
heal us | Jesus, he whom Thou lovest is
sick!” And the bundreds of the sick
and the infirm assembled there stretched
out towards the Sacred Host their sup-
pliant hands, His veiled Deity, yield.
ing to their prayers, once more bade
nature to obey Him, A seminarian,
who was at the point of death from a
spinal disease, suddenly got up from his
stretcher, fell on his koees, and then
arose to his feet, Then another sick
man jumped up bebind him, and then
agsin another, as feeling the presence of
Him who is ‘the resurrection and the
life.’

“8tirred thereupon by an irresistible
and overmastering commotion, the
crowd burst forth into a mighty shout of
love und gratitude : “Hosanna to the Son
of David! Blessed is He who cometh in
the name of the Lord !’ ”

Iar reeve, The power vested in the
corporstion continues, and should the
rceve dle, auother 1s elected to his place,
When Judas fell from grace and committed
sulcide another Apostle was elected imme
diately to fill his place. He (the speaker)
as Bishop of Peterboro, received his com-
misslon from Pope Leo XIII, and the
latter could trace his descent from St

In position, assisted by the Rev. Father
Brady, pastor of Woodstock and Princeton,
and Rev. G. R, Nortbgraves, editor of the
Recorp,

The church will be a handsome brick
building, 79x37 feet, senctuary Included,
with a commodious vestry 16x14 feet, and
seating 400 persons, Mr. Reath of St
Thomas Is the builder. The munificence
of Mies Markham has rendered the erection
of this church poesible by contributing the
whole cost of the bullding. The 0 urtesy
of Mies Markham and her cister Mra.
Lariwer, will be long remembered by the
visiting clergy, to whom it was so heartily
extended,

The Rev. Father Nortbgraves presched
from the text, St. Luke X, 16, “He that
heareth you heareth me, he that desplseth
you derpiseth me, and he that despiseth
we despleeth him that sent me,”

In his intoduction he dwelt upen the
uecersity of public worship, and paid a
warm tribate to Miss Markham, who so
generously contributed the means for
the erectlon of the handsome brick
church which s belog erected,” He
then peaced to bis eubject proper, the
Apostolicity of the Catholie Church,

After the sermon the dedicatory prayers
were continued, end there was placed in
the corner-stone a box containing the
coine of the Dominlon and the Ualted
States. also coples of the CarnoLIC REcorp,
the Toronto Globe, and the Woodstock
Sentinel- Review; and a parchment with the
following record in Latin:

DEDICATION OF A NEW ALTAR,

Sundey, O:t. 14th, 1888, will long be
remembered as a red letter day in the
history of the parish of St, Basll’s, the
occation being the dedlcation of & new
and magnificent high altar, the admirable
gift of one of its wealthy members, Tim.
othy Cokely, Esq, who but a few years
ago donated the amount for the purchase
of the bell * Gabriel.”

It is & great compliment to the parish,
and particularly so to the Rev. Father
Lennon, that a member of the congrega-
tion will thus come forward with such
genercus donaticne, placlng the results of
his industry and frugelity at the feet of
Him who gave, and erecting such monu
ments to the honor and glory of God, and

The altar is of Gothic architecture,
made of eolid oak, end emblazoned in
pure gold; weighs eight tons, is forty-two
feet in height, and is the full width of the
sanctuary, with arched passage ways on
either side. It is constructed with throe
towers, each of the slde towers containing
two niches, elght feet in helght, in which
etatues will be placed; the centre one a
niche of ten feet in height, the latter taking
an cight feet statue. Also on efther side
of the centre tower {s a receptacle for a
bas relief, eight by four feet, the Intention
belug that one shall represert the Incarn.
ation, aud the other the Ascenslon, It ls
a beautiful and imposing structure, dis.
playing great architectural and mechanl.
cal ekill, costing upward of fifteen hun.
dred dollars, designed by M, Joseph
Connolly, of Toron.o, and the work of
the Bennet Furnishing Qo. of London,

Prowptly at 10.3C the organ, which
is a new one, erected a few months
ago at conslderable cost, presided at by
Prof Zinger, the disttngulshed musician
of the city of Brantford, and conductor
of St, Basil's choir, poured forth its melody
in the processlonal march, and the cere
mony of the blessing of the altar began,
after which solemn high mass was cele.

Cardst
Him:elf was a priest according to the order
of Melchisedech, He offered His body as &
sacrifica for the salvation and redemption
of our souls when be immolated Him.

He took bread and wine at the Last
Supper and changed them into His own
Body and Blood, saying, “this fs My Body,
this fs My Blood,”” which He gave to His
dlsclples, saying, “This do in commemora-
tion of Me.” He thereby established and
confirmed the sacrifice of the maes which
Is the clean ublation offered from the
risiog of the sun even to the going down
It is the eacrifice offered by the falchful
worshlppera at the altar for the nourish
ment of their souls—religion and sacrifice
are coeval, The Rev. Father paid a
compliment, the Emerald Isle to where the
pure oblatlon is dally cffered by tbe
purest and most devoted people in the
world.

THE CHRISTIAN CEMETERY,

An esteemed frlend In Detroit ha
kindly furnished us with a report of th
subjoined beautiful discourse recentl
delivered in that city by Rev. Thos. A
Hughes, S. J. :

In this sulemn commemoration of al
the faithful departed, so soon to be fol
lowed by a whole month of devotion t
the Holy Soule, I should with to conside
with you the Christian Cemetery; the
spirlt of which is sumed up in two words
constently repeated on the tombstones o
the departed, *In Pace,” that is to sy, “It
Peace.” For this purpose, let me cal
your reverent attention to the Christiax
tombstone.

There are two things to be observed
there; firat, the Crose, always prominen
end eignificant; secondly, the fueeription,
partly commemorative, pertly supplicat.
lug, That Cross and the [nstription show
us the whole epirti and deslgn of the
Cemetery where the Christian lies, await
ing the hour, when, 2s the Lord saye, “all
that are In their graves shall hear the
voice of the Son of God.”

THE CROSS.

The word “cemetery,” taken from the
Greek, means s cleeping place, a dor
mitory. As applled to & burlal ground,
it fs altogether a Christian word, For it
fe no wise a pagan idea that the dead are
sleeping awbhile, till, as the Gospel and
Eplstle tell us distinctly, they shall rise
sgaln, It is In the epirit of Christian
faith, that the soldier of Christ dying, does
80, commending his epirit to God, as
Christ dyivg said: “Father Into Thy
hauvds I commend my epirit.” And then
he leaves his body for a timein the tomb,
88 Chiist did; knowing that as God the
Father would not allow the Sacred Body
of His Holy Son to see corruption in the
tomb, eo neither shall the falthful that
depart in Christ see eternal dissolution,

For that matter, every night the servant
of Chriat, according to the Christlan idea,
recollects himeelf, as if about to sleep In
death. In the liturgy, every evening,
when the Church completes her day’s duty
in what ehe calls Complin, one part of the
cheir slugs, repeativg the words of Christ
dylog. In manus tuas, Domine, “Into Thy
hande, O Lord;” and the other half
snswers :  Commendo spiritum meum, “I
commend my #pirit;” aud the first repeate,
ineistlug with fervor. “Into Thy hande,
O Loxd ;" and tbe others answers as be-
fore: *“I commend my spitit.” Then
the first slde sounds a new note, that
fundamental one of our redemption in
Cbrist, whereon our hope rests, “Thou
bast redeemed us,” it eays, “O Lord God
of truth ;” and on this fundamental tone
of our redemption, through the Croes of
Christ, the reirain rlses again from the
other side: “I commend my epirit,”

ONE MORE ASPIRATION AND RESPONSE
follows, “Guard us. as the pupil of Thine
Eye,” “Protect us under the shadow of
Thy winge;” and forthwith the antiphon
of the last canticle that night, and, per-
haps, for life, is Intoned : “Save us, O
Lord, wakiog; guard ue sleeping; that,
waking, it may be with Christ, avrd, rest-
Ing, it way be in peace, Now, Thou dost
dismies, O Lord, Thy servant accordicg to
Thy word in peace.”

Daring the night, should the Christian
awake, and In the morning if he wakes
and rises, he is Instructed to accept of the
additional moments or of the new day, as
& special gift and & benign prolongation
of the term of his life; till the final night
comes at length, when he can work no
more unto ealvation, that nightfall of
death, “when no man can work.”

So that night descends at last; and he
le placed in his own tomb to sleep with
Cbrist. He lles in the hope of peace, and
in the peace of this hope, that his soul
will not descend Into eternal perdition,
axd that even his body shallrice from cor.
ruptlon with Christ, who rislog from the
dead has been “the first fruits of them that
sleep.” His place of peace wherein his
body rests, under the elgn of the Cross

laced upon his tomb, s called the aleep-
ng place of the Christlan Church, the
Christian Cemetery.
THR CEMETERY'S SILENT SHADES,

During the Christlan times, the ceme-
tery gathered round the Chnrch, And
even when it fa separated, as is generally
the case at present, it does not miss the
consecration which was due to it: that
follows ft etill, as if it were part of the
Church’s surroundings, Arcund the
Church as the cemetery lay with its lines
of tleeping inmates, it received from the
Croes on the high steeple the tracery of
those sacred outlinee, which, pencilled by
the rays of the sun, fell as a shadow on
the Rocd at early morn, moved round the
cemetery as the day wore cn, and length-
ened cver the holy graves with the deepen:
Ing shades of evening, In each grave, too,
the cross rests, conveyed there in the con.
gecratlon of the ground ; it has been mul.
tiplied there with purifying sprir klings ;
and graven in stone it reste over the head
of each of the depamtcd ones In Chrlat.
Rightly eo ; for thak body which reste there
was Incorporated igfto the mystic body of
Christ by the Crgfes fn baptism : it was
elevated to the Hignity belcnging to a
soldler of Christ with ie Cross in com-
firmation : it has “and dled, signed
every day and in receptlon of every Sacra-
ment,
