TUB CON8KQUENCB* OK THIS FALL.
These were the loss of the image, peace, 

favor, end enjoyment of God ; the liability to 
death temporal and eternal ; the withdrawing 
of that primitive righteousness and holiness in 
which man was created, and sorrow, pain, and 
suffering &c., Ac., which were actually den­
ounced «gainst man, and which hive been fully 
verified.

The greatest injury which man sustained, by 
eating the forbidden fruit, was I he loss of the 
divine image The condition of min is now so 
obviously different, tbit the chinge cannot be 
denied. lie no sooner tasted the prohibited 
fruit than he was condemned by God, lost the 
image ol bis Maker, became spiritually dead in 
am, separated from all spiritual tile, and ex­
posed to eternal death. He bad now no spiri­
tual life in his soul, and bis body was subject 
to mortality and corruption. Scripture, rea­
eon, and experience demonstrate the certainty 
•f this lamentable fact.

And as Adam was the common pirent, or 
general representative of the whole bnmao 
race, be not ouly placed himself, but all his 
offspring under the curse and wrath ol God. 
It is expressly said, “ By the offence of one 
aaan sin entered into the world, and death by 
In, for that all have sinned." All are then by 
•tore “ under em ;*• for " there ia none 
Ighteoos, no, not one."

By this fall, therefore, we perceive, that all 
seen are in the possession ol depraved naturel. 
That we all, without any exception, come into 
«he world with corrupt fallen natures, which 
are directly opposed to God, and tbe things of 
<iod. For tbe “ carnal mind ia enmity 
against God." It “ is not subject to tbe law ol 
■God, neither indeed can be." So then “ I bey 
that are in the flesh," or who live after tbe die 
-tales of tbe carnal mind, " cannot please God." 
This depravity extends to the whole man : to 
all bia words, thoughts, actions, intentions and 
designs. All tbe springs of the soul, including 
its very nature, are alienated from God.

Man does not, as some suppose, come into 
tbe world with a nature so pure, that he is in a 
-state equally willing and able to receive and 
do either good or evil. His soul is not that 
pure passive thing, without any bias or inclina­
tion to good or evil, as some have erroneously 
asserted. We cannot write upon it what we 
please ; for it « depraved, and naturally dis­
posed to that which is evil. Tbe very nature 
of fallen mao Is corrupt, and he it naturally 
inclined to evil. Hit soul miy be compared 
to a corrupt fountain, which sends forth unhal­
lowed streams. It is wholly corrupt, and na­
turally averse to God and tbe things of God. 
It it sunk into pride and self-will, tbe very 
Image of the devil ; and into sensual appetites 
and desires, tbe Image of the beasts that perish

Man's depravity or wickedness naturally di­
vides itself into two great branches.—naturat 
and practical, or original and actual.

OMOIÀAL SIN.
That we all, without any exception, coroe in 

to the sswrld with corrupt, fallen natures, may 
ke prewed Irom the express testimony of Scrip 
ture, a* well as obvious facte.

In Scripture it is asserted, “ Adam begot a 
eon in hie own likeness, after bis image." This 
image and likeness plainly implie, and undoubt 
ally convey this Reportant truth, -that be was 
imperfect like himself, mortal like himself, tin 
ful and corrupt like himself. “ Who can 
bring n clean thing out ol an unclean f What 
it man, that he should he clean, and he which 
ia bom of a woman, that he should be right 
«out?" “ Behold, I was sbapen io iniquity ; 
and in sin did my mother conceive me." These 
portions of the word of God prove that tbe de 
pravity of man it a Scriptural doctrine.

This fearful fad ie fully manifested by the 
general wickedness which has, in all periods of 
the world, prevailed among the great mass of 
the human family ; by the appalling truth, that 
there is a universal tendency, io all nations to 
commit wickedness, ind the tide ol iniquity 
urge, its restless course, with almost restless 
violence ;—that the seeds ol those vices which 
now exist in society are apparent in children at 
a very early period that all mankind are 
conscious of a natural propensity to many evils ; 
_and that even alter men have formed a seri­
ous wish and intention to renounce sin and live 
to tbe glory ol God, they experience strong 
and constant resistance by nppilitee, passions 
and inclinations at every step of tbe attempt

We must therefore conclude, from Scripture, 
reason and experience, that tbe tree is corrupt, 
and consequently brings forth bad fruit; or 
that the lountaia is bitter, and hence tbe 
streams are bitter. These are natural and cer­
tain consequences. For it ia evident, if the 
fountain be hitler, tbe streams which flow trom 
this fountain will be bitter ; or if the tree be 
corrupt, tbe fruit which springs Irom it will be 
corrupt also; consequently, il tbe parent be 
poeaessed of a depraved nature, the off spring

which proceeds fro» 
a depraved nature.

We notice, then, oar first parent after the 
tall, bad a sinful fallen nature : but be begot a f to be well understood 
son in bis own likeness, or like himself ; there 
lore he begot a son with a sinful fallen net ere.

To use tbe language of tbe venerable W 
ley, “ In Adam all died, all human kind, nil 
tbe children of men who were in Adam's loins.
The natural consequence of this is, that 
every one descended Irom him comes into tbe 
world spiritually dead, dead Io God, wholly 
dead in sin ; entirely void of the life of God ; 
void of tl a image ol God, of all that righteous 
ness and holiness, wherein Adam was created.
Instead of this, every man born into tbe world 
now bears the image ol tbe devil, in pride and 
self-will ; tbe imtge of the beast, in sinful ap­
petites and desires." All then are spiritually 
dead by nature, dead in sin, dead to God, and 
wholly inclined to that which is evil !

ACTUAL sin.
We are not only in tbe posses*ion of de 

praved ratures, which are opposed to God and 
godliness ; but we have also added to original 
•in actual transgression. We hive sinned 
against God in our words, thoughts, actions, 
intentions, and whole department. We have 
frequently and fully denarostrated, that we 
were of our father the devil, and the works of 
our father we would do. “ All we like sheep 
bare gone astray :" we have wandered, erery 
one, front the right way, and have gone far in 
the paths of folly and of sin. "The crown 
has fallen from our heads!" “ Woe unto us, 
for we have sinned ! ’ We have sinned against 
God, the living God, and exposed ourselves to 
bis wrath and eternal displeasore. "For the 
wages of sin is death ;” and " 'he soul that 
sinnetb, it shall die." We then by our repeated 
acts of sin, have heaped up to ourselves wrath 
against the day of vrath.

And this is not only tbe case with a lew in­
dividuals, but with tbe whole human family.
" All have sinned, and come short ol the glory 
ol God." All who have lived to the years of 
maturity, have committed actual sin ; for 

there is none righteous, no, not one. They 
are all gone out of the way, they are together 
become unprofitable ; there is none that doetb 
good, no, not one.

" In Adam all died :" all com* into the world 
with tin ful nature*, and are guilty of einful 
practicee. Does not matter ol tact, do not all 
things sound us, agree with this account. Sur­
vey the lace of tbe globe, and you behold dark- 

that may be felt ; you see ignorance and 
error of every description ; vice in ten thou­
sand lores, and guilt, fear, sorrow, shame, 
and remorse covering the face of tbe whole 
world ! Behc-ld misery tbe daughter of sin !
See, on every side, sickness and disease, pain 
and anguish, war and famine, following tbe in­
habitants of every natioa under heaven, and 
driving the poor, guilty, helpless, posterity ol 
Adam, in all ages, to the gates of death. So 
they have done from nearly the commencement 
of the world ; and so they will continue, until 
the final consumation ot all things. See Wes­
ley’s sermon on the fall ol man.

This depravity of the human soul detolcee 
iclf by our thoughts, words and actions.
While in a state of nature, we evidence our 

depravity by forgetting God, and the things ol 
God. We forget, or disregard that G id who 
brooght us into existence, who upholds us from 
time to time, and who bestows upon ui every 
blessing, whether temporal or spiritual. We 
forget or disregard tbe Lord Jesus Christ, who 
has redeemed us with no less pi ioe than that 
ot his own most precious blood. We forget or 
disregard the blessed Spirit, who has come in­
to tbe world to convince us of sin, ol righteous­
ness and of judgment : to enlighten our dark­
ens», to renovate our nature and to guide us 
into all troth. It may be well said, " And 
God raw that tbe wickedness of man was great 
in the earth, and that every imagination of 
tbe thoughts of his heart was evil continually.’’

We are also naturally averse to God and 
things divine. “ The carnal mind," we know,
" isenemity against God." " It is not subject 
to the law of God, neither indeed can be." We 
are opposed to God,—to his laws, his govern 
ment, and bis righteous requirements.

And we obey the great deceiver of souls, 
more than we do that God, in whom " we live 
and move, and have our being.” We are by 
nature, " led captive by tbe devil at is willP 

We likewise prove ourselves to be sinners 
by being guilty ol many particular sins : by an 
imasoderale attachment to the world and tbe 
things of the world ; by loving the creature 
more than the Creator ; by being wholly en­
grossed with those things which are visible, 
temporal and with which we are surrounded ; 
by seeking happiness in wealth, pleasure, hon­
ors, and the fashions, vanities, and mere trifles 
ol time and sense ; or by indulging in those 
gross, fearful, violations of God's law, by 
which we treasure up to ourselves wrath against 
tbe day of wrath.

Hence il the express testimony of Scripture, 
obvious facts, and cogent arguments piove any 
thing it is this : that man has fallen from his 
pristine glory ; that be is very far gone from 
original righteousness; that all men are by na­
ture under the curse and wrath ol God ; and 
that it is only by the renewal of our natures, 
through faith in the Lord Jesus Christ, that 
can raise us from a death in sin to a life of 
righteoutness.

That we may bare correct conceptions ot 
tie A'etc Man, in he renewed epiritual et ate, it 
ia requisite to review him as he came from his 
divine Creator, as he was while io bis primitire 
state of purity, bow he was seduced to rebel 
against God, aod the leartul consequences of 
bis fall. These important topics have been 
briefly referred to, in the proceeding chapters, 
in order to Scripturally untold tbe necessity of 
becoming new creatures in Christ Jesus ; and 
the greatness ol that change which is wrought 
in them by tbe agency ot the Holy Spirit.
This foundation we consider essentially necess­
ary to tbe whole superstructure or to the eroc-

great work of human redemption effectual ie 
the salvation of tbe soul. These are necessary 

that we may come to 
correct conclusions relative to tbe importance, 
nature aod design, of this New Creation,—this 
spiritual life in tbe soul, and a preparation for 
heaven.

A DISINTERESTED OPINION.

Tint Wesleyan Conference which meets ibis 
week at Camborne has no claim lo tbe same 
kind of importance as some ecclesiastical *s- 
sembl its whose needs have lately called for the 
intervention ol I be Legislature. It can distrib­
ute it* own patrooage without tbe aid of an 
Act ol Parliament or even a Select Committee 
of tbe House ol Lords, and it* Rubrics will 
never supply leaders of tbe House of Commons 
with material for one evening's discussion. 
Nevertheless, as a deliberative and administra­
tive body, régula'ing the affairs ol one of the 
largest religious communions io these Islsnds 
peaceably, successfully, and, on the whole, lo 
tbe satisfaction ol its constituents, its meeting 
must be a matter of interest not only to the 
members el Established and Free Churches 
alike, but also to all who recognize the social 
value ol religious agencies. In Cornwall tbe 
leaders of modern Methodism find themselves 
on ground made classic by tbe labours, suffer­
ings. and triumphs of their great founder. Tbe 
inti leoce which Wesley established over the 
miners ot the West ol Englaed was for bis con­
temporaries * demonstration which could not 
be questioned of the reality of tbe new power 

hich he bad brought to bear upon the most 
undisciplined classes ol his countrymen. The 
diaries ol John Wesley show I hat in the part 
of England where bis followers are now meet­
ing, not only in quiet but in honour, “ the 
whole army ol Satan ” would frequently come 
out to oppose his work, and sermons would be 
delivered and prayers ascend amidst a shower 
of stones or even more objectionable missiles, 
until the composure of bis manu r and tbe 
music ol his voice charmed I be lew who listen- 
ed, and their deep attention inlected the rest. 
Wesley's wonderful patience and sweetness ol 
temper prevailed with the mob ; but towards 
the false magistracy who betrayed their 
trust and withheld the protection due to 
to him, be was inexorable. Charles Wesley's 
answer lo the Mayor of Devizes, when promis­
ed a sale escort if be would engage not to re­
turn to tbe town, was a type of the dealings of 
the brothers with those in authority : " 1 shall 
promise no such thing, but " insist on my 
Irigbts ss an Englishman."

The Wesleyans ol to-day have still to insist 
on their rights, as the petition presented to the 
House of Commons last Monday iu their name 
shows. As a body it is not easy to drive them 
into a line ol political agitation, but tbe pre­
sent Government was equal to tbe task. Tbe 
Endowed School Bill was no sooner published 
than their leaders saw in it an attack upon 
their rights and privileges, as well as upon 
those ot all Nonconformists. "President Perks 
and his advisers did not hesitate for an instant, 
but at once placed the defence of those rights 
on tbe common ground of Nonconformity. Iu 
the petition of I he Committee of Exigency 
presented by Mr. Alderman McArthur they as­
sert distinctly that " they regard the founda­
tions which were created before tbe Toleration 
Act as having been of a national character, 
and as such they bold that they ought not to be 
administered in the interests ol any particular 
Church, sect, or dénomination." The battle is 
now lor the moment over, the attack on the 
national character ol the endowed schools so 
lately enfranchised has temporarily tailed ; but 
this principle to which the President ol the 
Conference has set bis hand remiins ns fruit­
ful as it is true, and will be beard ol again. 
Happily the Wesleyans did if#t stand alone in 
this contention, and they are not likely to 
misconceive tbe lesson both of the attack and 
the deliverance. Mr. Disraeli bas tbe credit ol 
understanding the strength of religious bodies 
in England, whether churches, schools, or par­
ties, better than most people. Thirty years ago, 
in " Coningsby," he made Tadpole and Taper 
reckon up tbe Wesleyans as a powerful 
political force, and permits 4,ord Fritz-Boob) 
to admit having heard that they are " really a 
very respectable body,” and by no means to be 
erolounded with the mass ol Dissenters. 
4* When we come in, something should be done 
to the Wesleyans, eb, Rigby P" The Wesley- 
am know what has been done for them in tbe 
interval since thin was written, and who have 
done it. At the present lime members of their 
body sit in tbe highest municipal seals ol our 
towns and cities, and fill (hem with honour, 
while their most promising young men, who 
are destined to confer credit on the Connexion, 
attain distinction in the national Universities. 
This is tbe work ol the Liberal party, and it 
has been done on Liberal principles, not huck­
stering favours, but claiming tbe removal of all 
disabilities hitherto laid upon Englishmen on 
account of difference» of religion. Tbe Con­
servatives, it may be admitted, have not had 
the same opportunities of testifying their dis­
position, but having at length arrived at power, 
they brought in tbe Endowed Schools Bill, tbe 
character of which the Wesleyans have not 
been slow to discover. That measure is the 
reply ol Mr. Rigby’s successor to Lord Fitx- 
Booby's long unanswered question. It is pos­
sible that the return of tbe Liberal candidate 
lor Stroud, may be due to the opening of tbe 
eyes ol Nonconformists ns to tbe real meaning 
of a Conservative reaction.

It is not desirable for any religious body to 
be compelled to came forward in its proper 
character aod take part in political agitation 
As a rule, tbe less the public bears of churches 
ns claimants upon tbe time or tbe favour of tbe
Legislature tbe better it thinks of them. Un-

The Werleyan body h» won iu present distin­
guished position not only without esteras) 
help, but in face of a most powerful opposition. 
Wesley imprinted on it his own powerful char­
acter ; but as an institution it has been lash- 
ionrd by the historical course of events. 
D.-signid ii first to be a handmaid of the 
Church ol Engliud, Methodism has become s 
vast and powerful communion, claiming nothing 
less than all the attribute» ol a Church. It 
could not be otherwise. Tbe excellent Bishop 
of Lincoln, sitting in hi* study with St. Cyprian 
on bis rigbrbind and An hbiehop Laud on his 
left, may devise little schemes 1er absorbing 
tbe Wesleyans into I he Establishment. Bet 
their la) m-n are accuelemed to dispose ol them­
selves, and their minister* find that they esn do 
their woik very well without presenting them 
•elves to be confirmed and ordained. We live 
in e world of realities, where the tools will in 
tbe end get into the hands ol those who can 
ose them. Theoretical pretensions, however 
high, cannot stand against force ol personal 
character and aptitude lor work, and of these 
qualifications the public constitutes itself tbe 
judge. Tbe mistake made by those who virtu­
ally thrust tbe Methodists out of the Church 
of England is now matter of only historical in­
terest. Ecclesiastical errors are the easiest to 
commit, aod tbe most d IB cult to repair. Tbe 
free Churches ol England have received their 
legitimation ns well Irom history ns from tbe 
law ot tbe land, and it would be far wiser II 
tbe Bishops ol the Establishment would set 
themselves to find out bow to live in harmony 
with them than to invent plans in which their 
existence is only awsumed as tbe consequence 
of a fault to be foifctven, or haply is a nuisance 
to be abated. Felfiee ot this kind hurt only 
those who are guilty ol them. Upon » body 
like the Wesleyans, with their own specific 
work before them, and their energies absorbed 
in it, they can have no influence, and will lail 
even to prodace that irritation which is some­
times tbe only tribute which overweening im­
portunity can exact. —London Daily Netce.

THE WORK OF THE GENERAL CON- 
FRREVCK.

It is frequently asked, " What will be the 
work of tbe approaching General Conference, 
which meets next month ? And " bow long is 
it likely to continue in cession ?" Some think 
it will require a month to do all that demands 
immediate attention. But, unless oratory and 
“ vent illation " occupy an undue proportion of 
time, we see no reason why the business to be 
[done cannot be aeooesplisked in ten days. The 
review of tbe management ol the different de­
partments ol our church operations, which must 
be the chief business ot tbe General Conference 
;n future meetings, will require very little time 
at this first meeting. These affairs have been 
managed up to the present by other agencies, 
and ndw come lor the first time into tbe con­
trol of the General Conference, which will have 
to provide only lor their future management. 
The educational institutions ol the church, and 
tbe publishing interests must be provided for. 
These, and other conneiional interests, must 
be managed by boards or committees during 
tbe periods between the meetings el the General 
Conference. The manner of appointing these 
committees, their composition and authority, 
are matters ol very great importance that 
should be arranged with great care and wis­
dom ; for they will have the practical manage­
ment of our most important interests in their 
bands. ^

Tbe main work of the General Conference 
will be to adjust and complete tbe plan of union, 
which now forms the basis ol our church con­
stitution. This basis is is an outline indicating 
the general method to be pursued, without 
specifying the particular way in which tbe de­
sired results ire to be achieved. This outline 
ol » constitution must be filled up, by n dis­
tinct statement of how the matter in each case 
is to be transacted. It will be highly condu­
cive to the future peace and harmony of the 
church, that in all these matters the method ol 
procedure shall be so explicitly described, as 
to prevent the difference that may arise from 
obscurity or ambiguity in tbe forms of expres­
sion in which the decisions of the Conference 
are recorded. It is asked, it it will not be the 
business of tbe Geoeral Conference to compile 
and publish a new Book of Discipline ? We 
reply, not exactly, in the sense which the terms 
ol this question might imply. It will certainly be 
tbe duty ol tbe General Conlereoce to provide 
lor I he publication ol a new Book ol Discipline. 
There are three ways in which this might be 
done. Tbe whole General Conference might 
constitute itsell a committee to revise and pre­
pare tbe Discipline lor publient ion. This 
would be in unnecessary waste ol lime, imply­
ing going over what has already been agreed 
upon ; and, beside, tbe work could be better 
done by a select committee. Or, the whole 
business ol modifying tbe rules and regulations 
ia force at present, in the different bodies, 
might be banded over to a committee, which 
might alter and revise according to their judg­
ment, and then publish tbe same when tbe 
work of revision would be completed. This 
method we deem neither legal nor desirable. 
A legislative body cannot legally vest iu 
authority in some other body, and thus divest 
itsell ol iu proper functions. And even il this 
were not so, it is not desirable to hand over a 
lew persons, however worthy, tbe right ol de­
termining what shall be laws of the church, and 
what shall not. This method of making a dis­
cipline was once tried in our Conference with 
very unsatisfactory results. We hope it will 
never be repealed. In our opinion the proper 
method is to appoint » small committee to pre­
pare and publish the Discipline. This com­
mittee should have no power to alter or amend 
what has been agreed upon, or to change the 
sense ; but simply to gather up and arrange in 
order what has been adopted and sutboriied, 
either by the General Conference itself, or by 
the different Annual Conferences and quarterly 
meetings, in fixing tbe terms of union. This 
is the method adopted by the M. E. Church in 
the United States. Their Book ol Discipline is 
revised and n new edition published alter each 
General Conlereoce. Bishop Harris, whe bad 
been chief secretary, prepared the Discipline

1er publication, taking from the Conlereoce 
journals all that bad passed at tbe late session, 
that modified or altered the provisions ot the 
Discipline, as previously published. Ths ad­
justment end settlement ol church property, to 
localities where it shall not be deemed neces­
sary or exp-dient for the congregations organ­
ised by the New Connexion and tbe Wesley­
an* m the past to maintain a separate existence 
in the tutors, will require serious thought, both 
respecting the best thing to be done, tnd the 
best way ol doing it. The changes that hive 
taken place will require legislative action to 
give legal validity tr those arrangements tbit 
affect the possession and control of rLarch 
property. Preparatory steps have already 
been liken in reference to this matter.

It has been suggested to us by in esteemed 
minister in the New Connexion, that at the 
opening ol I be General Conference there shou Id 
be some lorm of anion service, formally uniting 
the three bodies compAsiag tbe United Church 
Such a service was held we believe hy the 
Presbyterians at the time of their union, nod 
was interesting and profitable. But the ques­
tion arises, in our present transition state, who 
have the obligation or right to arrange for such 
a service ? We would be glad lo receive sug­
gestions as to the best method of carrying out 
this idea practically.—Tor. Guardian.

BULLS AND BLUNDERS.

The Irish have achieved a great celebrity in 
tbe matter ol bulls aod blander». By the un­
initiated, these nre terms which are constantly 
confounded ; but, when they are looked hi to, 
it will be seen there is the greatest difference 
between them. Blundering irises Irom 
stupidity, and tbe stupid are a race that are 
found all over tbe world ; but the bull—a pe­
culiarity that belongs exclusively to Ireland — 
• always connected with thought, and origin 
«te» in the imaginative power ol its people. It 
is not at all a dull absurdity which no one can 
comprehend—it is always comprehensible, even 
when it is most contused. It proceeds, not 
Irom tbe want, but tbe superabundance ol ideas, 
which crowd on each other so last in an Irish­
man's pericranium that they get jammed to­
gether, *o to speak, in the doorway of his 
speech, and can only tumble out in their ordin­
ary disorder.

Conlnsion may, indeed, be called a national 
characteristic. It pervades all Irish history. 
It tbe stream of the latter in the early days has 
its gleams ol bright tranquility, sorely troubled 
does it become as it descends tbe steepi of 
Time, till, as it flows on in later ages, it en­
counters obstructions, political and religious, 
which give it « turmoil and perplexity thst wn 
cannot survey without deploring. As with the 
affaira-ol unhappy Ireland, so has it ever been 
with its peasantry. Public and social disorders 
have communicated a jar to the brains ol Pat ; 
and, il he can be accused now and then of be­
ing a little erratic in bis sayings and doings, 
he can at least console himself by pointing to a 
long historical authority. He may iay :

• Arrah! now, why wouldn't I be confused ? 
Wasn't all of us confused and Irom the airliest 
limes, and isn't a man to be consistent ? 
Would you have him turn bis coal when scarce­
ly a rag of it is lelt him ?'

A good example of a bull mav be cited in the 
case ol the two Irishmen, who, fancying that 
lhey knew each other, crossed tbe street to 
•hake bands. On discovering their error :

' I beg your pardon !' cried the one.
' Oh, don't mention it," said the other.
' It's a mutual mistake ; you see, I thought it 

was you, and you thought it was me, and, after 
all, it was neither ol us !'

A good pendant to Ibis is told ol two friends 
who met, and referred lo the illness of a third.

• Poor Michael Hogan ! Faith, I'm afraid 
he's going ta die.’

• And why would be die ?’
• Oh, he's got so thin ! You're thin enough, 

and I'm thin—bat Michael Hogan is thinner 
than both ol ns put together ?’

A bull is sometimes produced by tbe false use 
ot a word, as in the case ol an Irish watchman 
giving evidence at a police office.

‘ What is this man's offense ?'
• He was disorderly, your worship, in the 

strates last night.’
‘ And did you give him warning before you 

took him into custody ?’
• I did, your worship. I end to him—' Dis­

perse !’ ’
Again, a bull may be occasioned by ■ con­

fusion ol identities—ai when it was said ol an 
ugly man, that be was handsome when an infant 
but he was unluckily changed at nurse ; or as it 
was shown in the lavor of a girl, who, desiring 
her level's miniature, and he leering it might 
lead to a discovery—

• Oh, it needn't,' she exclaimed ; ‘ I'll tell 
tbe painter not to make it like you !'

And, again, a bull may be owing to a limited 
amount of knowledge—as in the case ol an old 
woman going to the chandler's lor a larthing 
candle, and, being told it was raised to a half­
penny on account of the Russian war :

" Bad luck to to them !' she exclaimed ; and 
do they fight by candle-light ?'

Apart, however, from all ol these, tbe ordin­
ary sayings of tbe Irish have an imaginative 
quality which is just as characteristic, and not 
at all contusing. As, for instance, when they 
•ay ol a man who is irretrievably ruined :

• Saltpetre wouldn't save him, and that is a 
strong pickle ;' or when they would advise 
another to avoid arrest : ‘Be off while your 
shoes are good P or, as they delicately say to 
an elderly lady, whose number of years they 
forbear to mention : • A kitten ot ber age 
wouldn’t play with a cork.’

And apart Irom all these, again, is the geuine 
humor ol I be Irish, which bas nothing ol the 
bull in it whatever, but, on tbe contrary, tbe 
clearest notions, and very often the shrewdest 
•ease. I will only cite a couple ol instance», 
which will not be tbe less welcome if they hap­
pen to have been heard belore.

A gentleman seeing an Irishman staggering 
home from a lair, and observing to him :

• Ah, Darby, I'm afraid you'll find the road 
you're going is rather a longer one than you 
think.’

TWO BISHOPS SAY METHODISM IS
NOT DECLINING.

Some dear, sensitive, sincere, bat ralher me­
lancholic people mourn over I he decline of 
Methodism. Two prime—but neither primate 
nor prelate—witnesses testified to tbe point at 
Round Lake. Bishop Kavanaugh of tbe South­
ern Methodist Church said :

For eight or nine years since tbe unhsppy, 
nnfortuna'e, and ever-lo-be regret'ed war, tbe 
Church South has had unparalled prorperity- 
Tbe ministry have been better supported sail 
more churches built than ever belore. Year 
belore last, one church was built lor every day 
in tbe year. The episcopacy bave been just 
about at tbe top ol their ability in labor. I do 
most ol my reading on tbe railroad. Being 
smartly emptied ol water, I know I have come 
to Round Lake to have my shallows filled. You 
talk of filling In love. I confess to tbe pas­
sion. I never spent so happy a week in nr 
hie. My Northern brethren, I used to think 
you were cold and a little flat. 1 am recovered 
from tkat and have been surprised at your bold 
and, commanding eloquence. One ol your 
bishops has told me that you have been mightily 
given to manuscripts, but are laying them aside. 
I’ajier is a bail conductor. I have seen but 
one or two manuscripts here. Our district 
conferences require a constant scrutiny into 
the spiritual condition of the whole people. We 
find there is not as much family religion as 
there used to be. We are working bard to cor­
rect the evil. May God give us success.

Bishop Janes, one of our own veterans, joy­
fully witnessed as follows :—

For thirty years I have travelled through 
this land. I have been a witness of all our 
conditions during tl ese years, I have there­
fore been acquainted with all that pertains to 
our own branch. It is my clear conviction 
that we have not retrograded during those 
years. Our conferences are as good bow as 
years ago. Love-feasts and prayer-meetings 
are as prosperous, revivals as numerous and 
gracious as in any past years. I think there is 
* hungering and thirsting alter God, and such 
spiritual lile and power ns ever bas been. Onr 
numbers hnvs greatly increased. It is not » 
wonder that the worldly seems to increase also. 
That is to be expected. But it must be uuder- 
•tood that tbe church-members are getting to 
be more active, and are working with an ear­
nestness which is glorious lo behold. We have 
been building another class ol church edifices. 
Some think that simplicity and spirituality are 
wanting in them ; but when 1 go to most of 
those churches I find the same fervent preach­
ing, prayers, exhortations, testimonies, that I 
do io tbe smaller edifices. Christian simplicity 
can dwell anywhere. Hence, while I would 
not encourage extravagance, I would encour­
age good houses of worship. I desire to make 
this statement in tbe tear of God. We are not 
what we ought to be. 1 trust we shall he 
more spiritual. Let us give Ood praise for 
what He has done for u*. I want to say I leel 
here to day that I am saved from sin through 
Jesus Christ. I have bis gracious power with 
me, and if I have a tille to anything it is to 
heaven. My opportunities are drawing to a 
close. I have a very solemn account to render. 
Yet through the Lord Jesus Christ 1 meet it 
without fear, and through Ilia mercy I shall 
render my acccount to Almighty God.

HOW MR. SUMNER’S SPEECHES 
WERE PREPARED.

Those who hare beard any of the great 
speeches ol Dr. Sumner will be curious to 
know bow these were composed. Alter listen 
ing to his masterly speech ol 1856, on the 
Slave Oligarchy—a speech which he delivered 
first at Kaneuil Hall, Boston, and repeated in 
the chief cities of tbe North—I said to him :
I bave listened with unflagging attention for 
an hour and a hall, while you, Mr. Sumner, 
without a note ol any kind, have poured forth 
this majestic stream ol eloquence, without one 
pausing lor a word, making each point more 
telling than the last, until, after eighteen strong 
indictments of the Slave Oligarchy, it reached 
that climax, worthy of Demosthenes, of Pros­
trate the Slave Oligarchy," seven times repeat­
ed, with cumulative power. Now I beg you to 
tell me. Did you write this out and commit it to 
memory ?' He answered; • No;.none ol it 
was written till I had delivered the speech some 
fifteen times ; but 1 had elaborated it all 
mentally, even to die words.'

The only other orator 1 have ever known 
having this power of pre-composing verbally a 
great speech in the laboratory of bis brain, 
and there inscribing it on tbe tablets of bis 
memory without recourse to writing, is Dr. 
Stores el Brooklyn. Mr. Sumner's statement 
of his method was soon alter confirmed 
to me by this anecdote ; A friend call­
ing at bis rooms in Washington, was told by 
bis young negro servant ‘ Massa Sumner be 
gone to de Senate to make him speech. “ What 
Speech ?" asked tbe friend in surprise. " Why, 
dat ar speech he's been hollering out in bed 
every mornin’ dese tree weeks.”

Here is s bint that young orators may im­
prove upon ; but they should either secure quiet 
quarters, or servants that won't blab. This is 
only another to tbe long list ol witnesses, that 
a really good speech is tbe product of much bard 
labor, and that seldom anything worth listening 
to is strictly extemporaneous. Whatever the

If we with to tew Ii 
them lessons of patriotism, can we chow it to 
them under nobler lortns than that ot tbe maiden 
deliverer who smote tbe tyrant in tbe valley ? 
or in tbe grief ol Ksdraa as be pouted tbe for­
eign king bia wine nt hues? or in tbe sadness 
beyond tbe solace of tbe song which bowed 
down tbe cades by the waters of Babylon t 
Every species ol composition, and tbe highest 
kind in each species, is found in these wondrous 
two Testaments. We bave tbe epic of Job; 
tbe idyl of Ruth ; the elegiacs ol Jeremiah ; 
tbe sermons of tbe greater and lesser prophets ; 
tbe legislation of Moses ; tbe parables of tbe 
gospels ; tbe travels ol St. Paul ; the first chap­
ters ot tbe history of tbe church. Not only the 
spiritual corrective ol all vicious reading, but 
as tbe highest histories, tbe truest of philoso­
phies, and tbe most eloquent utterances ol hu­
man organs, tbe Bible should be read for the 
young, and hy tbe young at all convenient sea­
sons.

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THE CHEAT TEMPTATION.

Every age ha» its peculiar forms of vice 
Si us change with the changing years, the 
different types coming in and going out 
perpetually like modes of dress or uphols­
tery. The vice of this age is drunkenness, 
All that genius and wealth can do to bring 
the science of liquour manufacture to the 
perfection of a towering, mighty system, 
has bceu done. In the mad haste to be 
rich, tens of thousands are engaging in the 
liquor traffic,knowing full well that, whether 
honestly or dishonestly, by respectable or 
contemptible means, there is money to be 
made more readily and easily by this meth­
od than any other. It requires but little 
capital, little braini, to do a moderate busi­
ness in the sale of what has gained to-day 
the name of Liquors. Consequently, our 
streets are full of Bars and dens of vice— 
for other demons of gambling and lust 
have entered in in many instances with the 
other. To any one at all observant, the 
great wonder is that more of our young 
people do not wither under this modern 
curse. Only the power that kept Lot 
in Sodom can save a young man in 
our cities, towns and villages to-day.
And the state of things does not improve_
in our country at least. Where the end is 
to be, God, the foreseeing, only knows.

By far the most dreadful calamity which 
can befall any young man in our time, is 
to be brought under the enchantment of 
alcoholic stimulants. And that calamity is 
more difficult to avert than many imagine. 
With the subtle machinery that is at work, 
a spell may he drawing its fatal power 
around our children, which nothing but the 
mercy ot God can break in sunder. Play­
ing with the adder for a while, the victim 
finds at length its fangs deeply buried in 
his flesh,—a drop of poison and^ahguish 
in every pore, whose feverish jLhirst 
cannot be quenched. Now comes tab or­
deal, To recover lost strength and respect­
ability, an effort perhaps of years, against 
tremendous odds, is entered upon,—that is 
if there be sufficient purpose remaining, 
which is not always the case, to attempt a 
new life. First the yontb must straggle 
against bis own sense of shame and de­
pravity. Then he mast endure the unpity­
ing look and word from friends on whom 
he would lean, if not the proverbial doubt 
in regard to the possibility of a drunkard's 
restoration. But beyond all is the tempta­
tion of walking with a constitution inflam- 
able in the highest degree among all the 
elements of Are, and that for every day of 
every year of his life 1 Every sidewalk 
has its clouds of alcoholic vapour, rising 
into the nostrils from cellars and shops, 
where the tempting essence is being poured 
out in unceasing streams. If he seeks the 
aid of art in lending respectability to his 
person, bis head is bathed with preparations 
whose odour renews all the force of de­
praved appetites. Taking shelter in the 
homes of bis kindred, it is quite possible 
that all the seductions of bis overmastering 
vice may meet him on the side-board.

But the case is never hopeless. With 
thisAtonviction strong in our minds we lay 
down certain propositions.

1. The very worst conditions of this vice 
admit of actual, thorough reform. A very 
little enquiry will satisfy any one that there 
are around us everywhere instances of 
thorough conquest gained over the passion 
for drink. They may be found in the best 
society, where they deserve to be, for if 
any warrior have earned n crown it is he 
who does more by conquering self than 
taking a city. Let this rebuke the uube- 
lieving, and encourage mightily the sinner 
to escape from thraldom.

2. All means to this end should be 
nobly fostered. Sermons should be speci- 
tially prepared in the interests ot this re­
form. Temperance Societies should find 
encouragement. All agencies for the sup­
pression of the trade in liquonrs should 
have countenance and support. But espec­
ially should divine grace be sought in be­
half of the unhappy drunkard, and himself 
taught to “ seek first the Kingdom of hea­
ven." &c.

My Dear MrNEoitor,—8inee my last 
report of progress inMhe pro/eoution of my 
agency for the above named Fund, I have 
beenperraitted to visiCSaint John’s, and to 
make a'-vsty- brief" call at Harbor Grace 
and Carboaear, Newfoundland.

Before startiog on my mission to New­
foundland, I was made well aware of the 
existence of several circumstaoces which 
would operate with combined lorce against 
the success of such a mission.

1. There was prevailing a distressing 
feeling of business depression, in conse­
quence of the partial failure of the recent 
sealing voyages.

2. The demand of local church enterpri­
ses werj sufficiently numerous at the 
present juncture, to task, not to say strain, 
the financial strength of all the friends of 
the Wesleyan cause in that Colony.

3. Many of those friends were at this 
season of the year away from home at 
Labrador, England aud elsewhere.

4. A personal application on behalf of 
the Fund had been made by the President 
of the Conference two years ago to the 
friends in the principal places in Newfound­
land, &c., &c.

But on the other hand I saw by the Min­
utes of the Conference df E. B. America, 
that the Newfoundland Districts contributed 
a very fair proportion of all the five Gen­
eral Funds of the Conference. Aud this 
confirmed what I had beard from you Mr 
Editor, and from others who had labored 
in Newfoundland, of the liberal disposition 
of our friends there,—that they were not 
inferior, certainly, to the dwellers in other 
parts of our Conference Territory, in loyal 
attachment to Connexions! Methodism,— 
but were willing to the extent of their abil­
ity to snstaio, not only local, but also gen­
eral Church Funds aud Enterprizes. I 
was encouraged therefore, to hope that I 
should find a lew who c 'uld and would 
if the matter were again presented for their 
consideration, further help towards making 
up the Ffodowroent Fuud.

After 3 hours 
soil we reached the “ Eastern Passage," 
where we cast anchor for the night, not on 
account of wind or weather, but on account 
of the evil one working iu the heart of oue of 
hie slaves,a young man who refused to Work, 
and began to abuse the captain, by fear­
ful oaths and blasphemy. The captain’s 
intentions were to return to IIx. with him in 
the morning, but although that was man’s 
intentions, yet it was not the Lord’s, who 
works in a mysterious way. After calling 
all hands (or rather inviting) aft we had 
worship in the cabin ; all were present (15) 
except the above disobedient one, who re­
mained on deck, but near the cabin stairs ; 
earnest prayer was offered to God on his be­
half, that He would spare him a little longer 
and bring him to a deep seose of his sins, 
especially of the sin he had just committed, 
in blaspheming the name of Christ his 
Saviour. When the Captain informed him 
very early in the morning, to get ready for 
Halifax, he expresssed his deep sorrow 
aud therefore was permitted to remain.

Thunday 11,—Weighed anchor at 4 30 
a. in. beautiful fresh morning, fair wiud, 
passed “ Long Island ” at 8 o’clock a. m 
little “Gut of Caoao ” 5.30 p. m. assorted 
tracts greater part of day, had service on 
deck in the evening assisted by oue of the 
crew. I conversed with three of the crew 
individually afterward, one of whom was 
the man mentioned above, who realized bis 
state before God ; after pointing him to 
the “ Lamb of God that taketh away the 
sin of the world," we parted for the uight. 
Oh ! if we would honour God more, He 
would honour us, according to His own 
promise.

Friday 12,—God in his infinite mercy 
bas again brought us through another 
night, after permitting us to ride securely 
and safely on the bosom of the deep. 
Beautiful morning, fair wind, bad worship 
with all the crew, at 8 o’clock, sung that 
hymn that cheers the heart of all those that 
find they are burdened with sin, “ There is 

Fountain,” read the stilling of the tem­
pest, the presence of Jesus very much felt 
in the ltiuder part of our little ves»el, but 
dear Brother, not asleep, but in us a migh­
ty power, three of the crew engaged in 
prayer. Passed Louisburgh at 6 o’clock 

m. “Cow Bay” C. B., 12.30 p. m.
“ Flint Island “ at l o’clock. Spent part 
of another day iu assorting tracts. Enter­
ed the Gulf of St. Lawrence this afternoon,

NEW THEORY OF COMETS.

Monday lb,—Fair wind but thick fog ; 
when it cleared away at 11 o'clock a. m
I was very much pleased to see the Coast 
of Labrador, that was (D. V.) to be my 
home for four months. Passed “ Trible 
Hill Island ” at 4 30 p. m. which was fifty 
miles from “ Bouue Espérance,” our in­
tended harbour ; the whole of the Coast as 
far as the eye could reach had large patch­
es of snow. Had service in cabin at 8 
o'clock, I never witnessed the work of the 
Spirit in the hearts of men as I did to­
night aud the remaining time I was on 
board ; three of the crew were very anx­
ious, called on God to have mercy upon 
them, deep solemnity prevailing, the 
presence of the Saviour realized 
very much, “ Where two or three are 
gathered together in my name." Dear 
brother let us not rest till we find ourselves 
completely lost in the ocean of Christ's love. 
Thick fcg aud bead wind ; had to tack at
II o’clock p. m. when only 29 miles off. 

Tuesday 16,—Head wiud continued,
threat deal of ice, had to tack in conse- 
queoeoce, the presence of the Spirit felt 
this morning while dwelling on the words, 
“ Yet there is room." The cook, a young 
man about 19 or 20, who always endeav­
oured to be absent as much as possible 
from worship, was absent this morning, 
and fearing lest be should make an excuse 
to the captain if be would ask him (as it 
was voluntary) I sent the boy to tell him 
I would like him to be present.

embrace every opportunity of going from 
place to place, by different vessels, he 
promised to seud me down to “ Blanc 
Sablons,” in his sebr. that would be goiug 
as soon as the ice would clear from the 
mouth of the harbour. As this was my last 
day on board the “ Annie ” as a pas­
senger, aud before I close this days, 
diary, let me say here, that in all 
my travels by sea, I never enjoyed 
myself as I did on this occasion. , 1 am 
glad you came down before I sailed, as the 
“ Caleb Corkum " did not get into the Deg 
Islands for about a week afterwards, aud 
bad I been landed there with my boxe», I 
cannot perceive of any way I could have 
got down the coast, there being only two 
houses there, one old man iu one of them, 
and a man and a boy iu the other. Cap 
tain Bailie gave roe his berth, and slept 
where he could during the voyage, and re 
fused to take any thing for my passage, 
hut offered to keep me all the season, sta­
ting that himself and two of the crew, who 
had just begun on the narrow road (2 
mouths) had received great blessings from 
the Lord, and I trust that when 
the Lord makes op His jewels, there will 
be found among the white robed myriads, 
some trophy of God’s mercy from the crew 
of that vessel. It is cheering for roe to lis­
ten to the character given to the Nova Sco­
tia fishermen by all here, as to their moral 
conduct, aud their willingoese to attend 
every means of grace, as also to their profi­
ciency as fishermen, and I have joined with 
them in prayer when they besieged the 
Throne of Grace in behalf of their fami­
lies, for they are mostly married men, and 
as they remembered the number of vessels 
that were lost, after a season’s fishing, re­
turning home last fall, when so many wives 
aud children, fathers and mothers, watched 
but in vain for the returning husband, 
father or son. Dear sir, will you remem­
ber them iu the prayer meeting, end 1 know 
Mr. Grant will do so to if you will mention 
it to him.

Thursday, Itith June,—Accompanied 
Rev. Mr. Butler to old Mission House, 
Cariboo Island, there is no one living on 
the Island, the Rev. Mr. Alnatt, Church of 
England, is stationed at Salmon Bay. As 
far east as this harbour, is under the Do­
minion of Canada, but from Blanc Sablons, 
is under the Newfoundland supervision. 
Had service on board “ Lilly Dale,” having 
come in to-day I feel a want ot a boat, as 
I cannot get to those on the detached 
islands, Mr. Butler's the same, be is ex­
pecting a boat down from Montreal for the 
mission, Capt. Bailie sends for me when 
ever I want to go on board. Got all my 
books safely landied and placed in a store, 
no one here to buy books except Rev. Mr.
B. and Mr. W , every one is poor owing to 
the hard winter, and no fish to be got yet 

Friday 19,—A strong east wind blowing 
all night has driven the ice in closer to the 
harbour, had service on board the “ Anna 
A Teel,” nineteen present. —

Saturday 20,—Visited four vessels with 
Rev. Mr. B. in forenoon, and two families 
in afternoon, distributed Tracts and Books, 
both very poor, one of the husbands, Roman 
Catholic, who had three children, not one 
of them had a pair of shoes, mother could 
not read a word, and living iu great igno­
rance.

Sabbath 21,—Had service on board oue 
of the vessels, when a number from each 
came, numbering in all about forty.

Monday 22,—Waiting anxiously for ice 
to be cleared from mouth of harbour, all 
ready for proceeding down the coast.

Tuesday 23,—Vrayer meeting held on 
shore, about sixty fishermen present, as 
there was no fish it was delightful to hear 
them returning to their vessels singing,
“ When I can read my title clear," 
although l could not see them owing to a 
thick fog. During this week everything 
has been put a stop to owing to a strong 
east wind rising and driving all the ice into 
the harbour, and cut of my connection with 
the vessels.

Sabbath 28,—Ice cleared away a little, 
so that by walking over the land to the 
western side of the harbour, and descending 
the rugged cliff, it enabled me to have ser-

The following novel theory of omets i« 
proposed by a correspondent of Iron:" Comets 
are supposed to consist of thin vapors of gasea, 
held together by the mutual attraction of their 
partiales. Like all holies so circumstanced, 
they necessarily assume the spherical form; and 
therefore the common notion, that they con­
sist of a cimperatively small and bright 
ncoleus and an immense y long and 
illuminated toil, evidently derived from 
their appoir.mco in the heavens, cannot 
for a moment bj entertained. That their 
spherici! form, nt a town by the reflected 
light of the sun, would scarcely he discern ibis 
at the distnnoe of our earth, even though the 
comet were as dense as the densest cloud «if 
our atmosphere, would not lie surprising ; but 
if their attenuation, as described by Sir John 
Herse fiel, bn considered, all wonder ceases. 
Sir John llcrsobel says * that the moat un­
substantial ohm I» ; which II >at in the highest
regioos of our atmosphere and seem at sunset 
to be drenched in light and to glow throughout 
their whole depth as if in actual ignition, 
without any shadow or dark side, must be 
looked upon as dense and, massive bodies 
compare I with the film y and all but spiritesl 
texture of a comet.’ Owing to this extreme 
tenuity of matter, the rays of the sun’s light, 
as refloated by it, arc absolutily invisible to 
the inhabitants of the earth ; but the other 
rays, penetrating into the center of the 
oomet, ate refracted by tbit powerful Ions of 
twenty millions of leagues diameter into the 
focus whiett forms the nucleus of the eomet, 
where there is, perhaps, a greater concentra­
tion of rays of light than anywhere else, out 
in the bo ly of the sue. Hei.ce this large 
body of concentrated light, streaming in the 
nar.ow path through the remaining half of 
the comet, in a direction opposite to the sun, 
forms that splendid appendage nailed the tail.

It seems scarcely necessary to point out 
that this mode of viewing a comet accounts 
for the circumstance of the tail being always 
in opposition to the sun, whether in advaacirg 
or receding. Also for the wonderful eelerily 
shown by the tail in turnng round the sus when 
the eomet is iri perihelion, and for the rapidity 
with which the comet darts out its tail after 
the perihelion passage. It expiates, a bo, ou 
the principle of the a liberation of light, the 
bend which the tail of some comets have to­
wards the region they have Juft, also the ab­
sence of a solid nucleus, end the non-ob-enrs- 
tion of the stars by tb i body of the comet. If 
the conjecture be correct that the nucleus of 
a oo net is near its center, 16 i that the comet 
extends in every direction round the nucleus 
to as great a distance, at least, is the length 
of the tail, then it follows that at this present 
moment the son is feasting on our o -met, and 
that when it emerges from his embraces, a 
few days benee, it will bave suffered some 
diminution of size."

TKKRIHLE ACCIDENT.

It is with feelings ol profound sorrow that 
We chronicle the sudden death of Seymour 
Hayden, of Vernon River. On Saturday 
evening last, be left home with a horse and 
sulky to do some business some three miles 
away. Trie horse was wild, and it is thought 
that in'getting into the sulky the horse ran 
and the young mau f.-ll, bis foot catching in 
the spring, in which position ho was dragged 
home, Very likely at great speed. His poor 
mother sat up anxiously awaiting bis return. 
At length she heard the sound of the horse’s 
footsteps in the yard, but no sign of her son. 
She then went out, but judge of her feelings 
when she saw him hinging to the sulky, his 
coat sod vest torn from his body, his arm 
and leg broken, and bis head fearfully crush­
ed ' No one but a mother can realize the 
pain and anguish of such a moment.

But one of the 
links of the family circle is broken, never to 
bo repaired. And how sal the death of so 
fine s boy ! Hiw trying llii afliteliou. May 
the remaining members of the family be sus­
tained in the hour of their trial. How true 
the words ol the po t :—

ceased to breathe bad never occurred to him. 
Evidently he felt like the nobleman in John 4, 
though be did not actuallly use his words, 
“ Sir, come down ere my child die." When 
the little girl was dead, messengers were at 
once sent from his bouse to say it was too 
late—” Trouble not the Master any farther ; ” 
and obviously if was because the message 
threw the poor father into hopeless despair, 
that Jesus turned and said to him, “ Be not 
afraid, only believe."

These last words, we may observe, inciden­
tally convey the sense lesson which we drew 
from the core of the sick woman in the previous 
Note. Faith was indispensable : ” Believe 
only, and she shall "—even now, dead though 
•be be — “ be made whole.” (See Luke’s ac 
count, 8. 60.) And it is noteworthy that 
when Christ entered the chamber of death be 
turned out the wailing moufSiers who “ laugh­
ed him to scorn.” Unbelief in that room 
might have (so to speak) broken the electric 
current that was to flow from the Saviour to 
the lifeless body of the girl. Only Jairus 
and his wile, and the three most advanced of 
the disciples, were admitted. They doubtless 
did believe, though it might be with fear and 
trembling ; and their faith was to bring Christ’s 
power to the dead girl, as the sick woman's 
faith brought it to herself. A solemn lesson 
—our faith or unbelief may affect others be­
sides ourselves.

Then what does Jesus do ? He had spoken 
to the winds ; he had spoken to the evil spirits ; 
and now he speaks to the dead. And what 
does be say ? The very words the girl’s mother 
would use if she were calling her in the morn­
ing. She would wake her daughter from a soft 
slumber with the words, “ Talitha cumi 
which literally mean, “ My child, get up." 
7b Christ the dead are but sleepers ; he spoke 
truly, as far as be was concerned, when he 
•aid, “ The damsel is net dead, but sleepeth ; " 
for the dead wake at bis voice as a sleeper 
will wake at ours. And this is just what the 
Golden Text so beautifully expresses.

The teacher should dwell on the marvelous­
ness of this power. Think of the myriads of 
the dead ; think of the infinite variety of the 
deaths they died; think what has become of 
their remains; and then think that a day ia 
coming when alt those “ shall bear the voice of 
the Son of God, and they that bear shall live.”

Dwell also on the gracious love implied in 
this. We have seen the moldering body of Dr. 
Livingstone tenderly preserved, borne with 
patient care across vast territories for nine 
months, conveyed thousands of miles across the 
ocean, and laid by an admiring nation in the 
place of highest honors. But what is this to 
Christ's care of the dust of hi • people ? And 
for what does he watch over them ? Not to 
bury them in honor, but to “ raise them in 
glory ”—to “ change our vile bodies, that they 
may be fashioned like unto His glorious body." 
(Phil. 3. 21.)

But all will not be ” raised in glory." See 
another verse near the Golden Text, John 
29—some will come forth from their graves 
“ to the resui section of damnation." Who 
are these P They are those who, being 
spiritually dead now, (and we all are so by 
nature,) will not listen to the voice of Christ 
to their souls, saying, “ Awake thou that 
steepest, and arise from the dead, and Christ

SOME BEARS WHO KEPT HOUSE.

In the beautiful gardens in the Regent’s 
Park, the Royal Zoological Society entertains 
a crowd ot distinguished guests, trying with 
true hospitality, to make them all feel at their 
ease, and to give each one, as nearly as possi­
ble, what be bas been need to at borne.

All the world is represented here. Hot 
countries and cold ; the artic regions and the 
tropics; African deserts and Polar snows ; 
Indian jungles and South American forests, 
and our own temperate zone,—all send their 
strange inhabitants to the gardens of the Royal 
Zoological Society.

A flight ol steps at the end ol the broad walk 
leada np to a wide stone terrace ; and at the 
top of the step# you look down on your right 
into a square, paved court, with a high pole in 
the middle, and little sleeping-rooms on each 
side. Three or foot fat, clumsy bears are 
tumbling about on the pavement, in rough, 
good natured play, keeping each an eye on the 
parapet above, to see if there is any chance for 
buns ; and tbe minute they spy a visitor, it is a 
race which shall get to tbe pole first, and then 
the lucky one climbs np, and drawing hie four 
feet together, plants himself on the ball at tbe 
top, and stretches £js bead out as far as pos­
sible, with wide-opened mouth, ready te catch 
the bun or cake which somebody on tbe parapet 
bolds out temptingly over the railing.

And 
then how disappointed tbe poor fellow on the top 
looks ! Bnt be waits patiently for better luck, 
and presently somebody puts a cake on tbe end 
of a long stick, which is always at band, and 
pokes it safely across into his great red cavern 
of a mouth. Bears are excessively tond of 
sweets of all sorts, and in I heir native woods 
like to steal tbe honey the wild bees have 
stored up in hollow trees, though sometimes 
they get well stung for their pains.

A pretty, winding path through the shrubbery 
at tbe left ol the terrace brings us down a slope 
<o the place where tbe pair ot white bears live. 
They Live a beautiful stone bouse, covered 

ith flowering vines, and in Iront a pond with 
a flagged path around it, on which, as we 
approach, the huge creatures are pacing up 
and down, waiting tor dinner, growling savagely 
every now and then at the visitors who stand 
in tantalizing nearness, inst out of their reach. 
Their whole domain—house, garden and pond 
—is not only fenced in ; but roofed over, with 
the thickest iron bars. Once, they say, it was 
only fenced ; but, though tbe top of tbe fence 
was made of pointed spikes, turned inward, one 
ol tbe bears got out early one morning, and 
nearly killed a blacksmith who happened to 
arose his pal b ; and after that they were roofed 
in. Tbe while bear and his wife once had two 
little ones—soft, pinky creatures—but tbe 
unnatural mother actually killed her own 
children, much to every body’s disappointment. 
The mother bear’s lur is a purer, softer white 
then the fslher’e.whoee hair looks rather yellow­
ish when be stands close to bis great snow-ball 
of a wile, and she seems to be generally in a 
fit ol tbe sulks, while he tramps about in a 
chronic state ol active tury. They suffer 
terribly from tbe beat of an English summer, 
and great blocks of ice are constantly kept in 
the pond, to make the water cool enough for 
their bath.—St. Nicholas for August.

HOW TO HYBRIDIZE WHEAT.

The old method ol removing the stamens 
just before they discharge I be polen. and intro­
ducing the polen of some other variety and tbe 
use ot a small pair of tweezers in making the 
change 1 find to be difficult and tedious ; and I 
thought I was lucky il I got five hybrid grams 
I,oui one bead by tbe old way. By my new 
method I have got as high as thirty-two.

For a beginner a watchmaker’s eye glass will 
•bow tbe different stages of development and 
when they become familiar with «*>« <*»"«“• 
they can easily be seen without tbe glass. Tbe 
only instrument I used I make as follows : 
Take a piece ot wood an inch in diameter, and 
three inches long, and bore a 3-1G inch h.le 
through. Then make another piece ol wood 
tbe same leogh, small enough to insert in the 
first piece two-thirds ol its length. Then take 
a fine needle with a small point ; run the eye ot 
the needle in tbe small end ot the small piece 
till the point will project about an inch.

The Urge piece is to make it convenient to 
carry the needle and stUchment easily » your 
pocket. I remove tbe stamens horn the wheat 
blows while green before there is any danger 
of them bursting. By carefully raising tbe chaff 
with the point of tbe needle and bolding with a 
finger ol tbe other band till 1 can remove the 
three stamens that every blow contains. When 
,he part of tbe flower called the p-til develop, 
to its foil size and tbe honey can be seen in it 
like dew. Then I take stamens that have fust 
barsted, and tbe polen will move like dry sand 
if it is all right. Yon will find the needle 
tbe best thing you can use to handle the 
polen with. When the polen decompose. 
M becomes soft and gummy.

Tbe reason why wheat doe. not miss is 
because tbe polen is discharged ,n the chaff, 
and cannot get out till it is <k»d Tbe ch,([ 
opens a little and tbe stamens shove out end 
farmer, -say their wheat is in bloom. They 

i ill flml by examination that impregnation, 
ow not take place, tbe young grain will not 

grow in length, but may grow out flat, and 
open tbe chaff till bees can get at tbe honey, 
The pistil will remain in bloom sometimes lor 
a week, and I succeeded in getting a hybrid a 
week after tbe right time. Tbe pistil will do 
very soon alter impregnation takes place.— 
Cor. Farmer's Union.

SPEED IN WORKING OXEN.

I notice in tbe Phanix ol May 29(h an 
article in regard to speed of oxen, as it re­
lates either to the road or farm work, in many 
respects the suggestion, of I be writer were 
pertinent. No doubt some more speed could 
be obtained by cultivation ; but I would prefer 
to attain the desired result in a shorter, surer, 
and more certain way than to undertake the 
cultivation of a quick, elastic step in those 
breeds of cattle constituted by nature to a 
slow, small-like pace. I am aware that 
generally the larger breeds ol cattle are slow, 
while tbe smaller and more compact travel 
light and quick ; but there are exceptions to 
tbis rule. There is one breed of cattle which 
have to some extent been introduced among 
us (and I wish they were more) of large size, 
very quick and intelligent. They are the best 
travellers, both on tbe road and upon the farm 
ot any breed with which I am acquainted. I 
refer to the Holstein or Dutch cattle. Any 
one who was or is acquainted with tbe cattle 
imported by Wm. Jarvis, of Weatbersfield, 
Vt„ in tbe year 1810, will recognize the truth 
of this statement. Tbe later importations by 
Winthrop W. Cbenery, of Belmont, Mass., 
resemble tbe Jarvis cattle in all tbit pertains 
to their qualifications for oxen ot more than 
ordinary speed. If our agricultural societies 
were to offer premiums for tbe fastest 
working oxen, I believe that we should have to 
resort to the above named cattle in order to a 
successful competition.—Cor. Mt. Phicuix.

for eggs only,and who can easily do all that 
uncessary without any knowledge whatever of 
fancy points, or any attempt to breed exbibi. 
lion birds.—Life Sloth Journal.

Experience In Undkrduainino—Two 
years ago I underdrained a lot ol ground, and 
tbe drains were scarcely of any service until 
Ibis spring ; but now they bave been particu­
larly serviceable. In conversation with 
former a few days since be remarked that hie 
ground was scarcely fit for tbe plough on ac­
count of part ol it being so wet. I asked 
him wby be did not drain the wet pieces, but 
be said that he was not able to incur tbe ex­
pense. He and I went into a little calculating 
about the cost ot a short drain that would bring 
an acre on one ol hie fields under reliable cul­
tivation,at all times and under all circumstances 
for all kinds of perposes. A twenty-rod drain 
would do tbe work well, and insure the most 
productive part ol bis field against loan from 
wet weather. Now this drain would cost fifty 
cents per rod, that is, twenty cents lor digging 
snd thirty for their cash outlay $10 for tbe 
whole drain, which, if the season continues wet 
will all be paid back in one good crop, saying 
nothing ol the succeeding years of usefulness 
of tbe drain without any ooet whatever. Noi 
it does appear to me that if this neighbour is in 
straightened circumstances, that be should put 
forth a desperate effort for tbe purpose 
draining bis ground, as be can ill afford to al­
low so profitable au investment to pass by un­
improved. Tbe lose of the products of the 
acre is not serious to the rich mao, but to a 
poor man it is often a serious drawback.— 
North Western Farmer.
