Minister-
ial work in Calcutts sfiorde a'so frequent op-
portunities for repeating the lessons of home
life jn tbe ear of many a prodigsl; a large
number of ships are constantly in port, and
on these there are ever 1o be found some Me-
thodistically-trained youths, many of whom are
very grateful for a little oversight end kind-
vess. Wesleysus in England would do good
service if they reminded their seafaring friends,
who are likely to trade with Calcutta, that there
is a minister end a church there, and urged
them to make themselves knowa.

Metbodism is needed in Indis, and is becom-
il‘ increasingly needed by our own countrymen.
It'is required 10 counteract the prevalent formal-
ism and growiog ritualism of the Anglican
Church ; ead it is needed in Calcutta as s bul-
wark against the educational influence of the
Roman Church, Protestant missionary societies
are doing a great deal in the way of teaching
heathen lads to read and write English, but the
education of the European and Eurasisn youth
is almost entirely in the hauds of the Papists,
and cumbers of Protestant psrents are com-
mitting 1he trainiog of their sone to the pries's,
sod entrusting their daughters to conventual in-
fluence. A Wesleyan school in Calcutta would
be a great boon, and, 1 believe, a great success.

Oa the first Sundsy in 1867 a
Sabbath-school was commenced, which is still in

was eatablished, which now contains over 600
volumes, and is used by more than fifty resders;

Efforte
put forth on behalf of the soldiers have been
orowned with syccess ; provision is made for the
conyeysnce of the Wesleyan soldiers to the pa-
rade service every Suadsy morniog, many also
attend the Sabbath and week-evening services,
and in addition to this we have also secured the
use of § room within the fort, wherein we can
preach to the men during the week,

The advantage of maintsining an English
cause in Calcutta is also evident from the good
sad sustaining influence which such a cause hes
on mission work proper. No sooner was the
Ecglish wotk pleced oo a somewhat firm footing,
than ibe betive work began to develope. In
1866 our netive work began, aod during that
yoar seven adults were baptized ; in 1867 four
mose ; and in 1868 avotber four ; so that fifteen
sdults have already entered the church by bap-
tism, snd not one of these has shown any dispo-
sition to relapes into heathenism. In March,
1868, the work derived considerable benefit from
the erection of a good and well-situated native
chapel ; this building is weed for vernacular
preschiog on the Ssbbath and on various even-
inge during the week. Oa the week-days it is
used as a vernacular sehool. At the eotclusion
of the pest year, tickets of membership were
given (o forty pime persons, each nsme being
first ppproved by five class-leaders. Tone d:ffer-
ence between the number of members sod the
pumber of baptiems is occasioned by the fact
that our serviees bave been the means of rescu-
ing from worldliness and sin seversl who are
the descendamts of nomivally Christisn pareuts,
snd who in early life bave themselves been bap-
tised. We bave pow six native sgents in full
employ, that is, four catechists and two school

maasters ; and the sphere of their operations is
being gradually ¢xtended.

The practical interest whica the members of
our Eaglish congregation take in this work may
be gethered from -the fact, that in sddition to
their baving given largely towards the mainte-
asnce of their own: place of worship, the local

The Chinese in California.
We bave watched with much pleasure the de-

The Pacific Christiane
showed Do interest in the matter ; snd, in that
Christian state, Chinamen were treated and otill
a1 trested woree than dogs, and no clear Chiis-
tian influence was exerted by the churches and
their members againet the prejudice of race and
the numberless shocking outrsges perpetrated
sguinst these patient strangers. 1f the Gospel
taught christians not even the elements of polite-
ness and decency, to say nothing of benevolence,
po wonder Chinamen p referred the morals of
Confuciue. -But now the churches seem to be
in a fair way to be thoroughly awakened ; and
the influence bas come in great measure through
Sabbath-school conventions. Rev. O. Gibeon,
formerly a missionary to China, and whom the
Methodists have set apart to this work, is
moviog sprrit in the pew enterprise, which pro.
mises t0 be one of the grandest ever inaugurat-
ed in any laud. There is u constant communi-
cation between the Chinese of Californis and the
Flowery Land, and our Institutions are percep-
tibly modifying their character. There is no
place in China where it so important to exert a
missionary influence as in SBan Francisco; and
success can Dnever crown the effort (ill the
churches where the heathen are shall themee lves
sttempt the work iostead of deputizing it to
some paid agent. The plan adopted is to orgen-
ize everywhere Sunday and eveniag schools for
gratuitous instruction in the Knglish laoguage,
snd to found in San Francisco a centrsl sehool
or college, where complete scientific education
can be obtained. This lstter iastitution is to be
advertized in alithe open ports of China, and
wlil become & bond between the American and
Aasiatic Pacific shores. . Mr. Gibeon took up this
work last August. Since then the effort heas ex-
cited genersl interest, and churches of sll de-
nominations are establisbing the Chinese schools,
Mr. Gibson now hss uoder hie general supervis-
ion fourteen Sunday-schools of this kiad, with
an aggregate average attendsace of three bug-
dred, and in a number of instences the evening
is also givento the work. This includes ounly
those schools connected with Methcdist church-
es, and others ave in oOperation. Mr. Gibson
writes to us that the Chinamen show great eag-
eroess to learn, and make remarkably repid pro-
gress. He also sends us a sample of the carde
printed on red Clinese paper, which are used to
invite the Chinese to the schools. From lack o
suitable type, we cannot copy it for our readers.
Spesmodic and. isolated effort have previously
been made at Oakland snd eleewhere in behalf
of the Chinese, but the interest bes soom subsid-
ed. We believe that this interest will be more

permanent.— Independent.

The following is from the N. Y. Advocale :—
We bave alresdy announced the burniag of the
Methodist Episcopal Church in San Jose, Cal.
We are now in receipt of a letter from Rev. Otis
Gibeon, in charge of our Chinese Mission work
on the Pacific Coast, which furnishes several ad-
ditionsl items. Mr. Gibson writes :

Bince 1 came to this coast | have organized
quite » number of Sunday-schools for the Chi-
pése. We teach them English. Tbey are anx-
fous to learn, and I bave slways found some
willing to teach them. We meet with some op-
position. The Chinamen are often stoned away
from the schéols. In some instances we have
engaged the special services of policemen to pro-
tect them on their way to and from the sehools.
But the opposition, finding that they cannot atop

the work by speers and caricatures of the teach-
ers engsged in the work, nor by stones snd

clube on the poor heathen, have resorted to the
fashion prevailing in some of the Southern
States during the pest fow years—they bave
commenced to burn our churches in which Chi-
nese Bunday-schools are held. The church at
San Jose was ome of the most beautiful church-
es on this coast. Buat I organized a Chinese
Sunday-school there January 24. The first at-
tendsnce was sizty-two, the second eighty-three,
tbe third one hundred snd forty-four, and the
fourth one hundred and forty Chinese scholare
Toen the next morning at five o’clock the
church was burned to ashes. Nothing saved;
insurance ten thousand dollara. An snony-
mous letter to the pastor, received after the
burning, informs him that be will see his church
again only in ashes, and threstens his life if he
continues to teach the Chinsmen. While I deep-
ly regret the event iteelf, as also the existence
of such a spirit, yet I rejoice thatthe devil and
bis imps are driven to such desperate measures.
To my mind it evidences that be thinks our
movement will greatly weaken his kingdom. Our
trust is in God, and we propose by bie grace
and guidance, to go ahead,

The Hawaiian Divers.

Bometimes the native children fix a long pole
088 to project from & benk over deep water;
slong this ttey obase each other to the cuter-
most end, leaping, in regulsr succession, inté
the water. Lesping from bhigh, perpendicular
clifis, is a favorite and daring sport with the
men. They choose & place where the water is
not less than fikeen or twenty feet in depth st
the foot of the cliff; then taking & rousing ruo,
to get fairly under way—like Washington Ir.
ving’s Dutchmen, who started to jump over the
mountain—tbey bound fer into the air from the
edge of the cliff. As the leaper falis from that
dissy height-—sometimes s bundred feet by mes-
surement—toward the water, be bends himself
slmost double, as in wantun musculer play; but
just befors striking the water he partiatly
straightens himeell, so that his whole body is
slightly curved forward st the moment of the
plunge, and the fest are, perbaps, a foot in ad-
vence of a perpendiculsr line let fall from the
head. He strikes the water without s splash,
entering it with & quick dull * cbuck” that a
smooth pebble makes when thrown forcibly into
water, and et an anglewith the surface so nice-
ly celculated that be is actually brought to the
surface agaio by the momentum of the fall. With
his body curved as I have described, he-shuots
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- the edge of the cliff ; bat it requires rome nerve

_ best of the time at their disposal in the way of

through the arc of s circle under the water, and
after two or three seconds comes up, feet fore-
most. The first thing you see of him is bis toes,
emerging from the watet, fiftéen or twenty feet
in front of the place where be went under. No
athletic feat more dating and besutiful. !
The sensations experienced by one who fallg
from a height have not, 1 thisk, been described
in prist. A singulsr good fortune baviog made
the writer of this arlicle an expert in the Haw-
aiian manner, he is able to give some account of
them. Until you sre thoroughly practised in the
leap, you bave a decided ioclination to thick
twice about the matter before you risk it.—You
first dive at the foot of the cliff, snd sstisfly your-
self that there is sufficient depth of water. You
watch one after another of your companions ss
they bound away in locg parabolic curves from

to throw yoursell from a high precipice into mid-
sir. The solid ground seeme a much more com-
fortable place. At lest merving yourself, you
rup and leap. lastantly you have s feelirg of
floating rather than of falling—such a feeling
I suppose, as 8 bird has when rapidly slight-
ing from sn elevated flight. There is no
sense of accelerated motion,as you fall ; but you
feel your bair blown upward by a fierce current
of sir. This does not, kowever, in the lesit em-
barrass your breathing. The notion that people
bave * their breath taken away’ in falling from s
beight is erroneous. lo an instant comes the
plun‘ol; and you must enter the water in exsct-
ly the right position, or it will burt you almost
like the solid earth. If you enter it with a
splasb, you meet its resistance too suddenly, sod
may be lamed or stunned. The great leaper
Sam Patch, lost his life thus, Had be possess-
od Hawaiian skill and a sober head, he would
pever bave lost his position while falling, as in
bis lesp st Genesee Falls. Could an Islander
bave taught him how to come out toes formost,
be might have been alive and leaping at the pre-
sent day. You, wiser than he, come salely to
the surfsce, swim ashore, and prepare for sn-

otber leap.

From our English Correspondent.
Districl, Meeting Returns— Horse Racing and
fearful extent of Gambling— Annual Assem-
bly of the Free Church of Scolland—1he Aus-
tralian Conference—Emigration from Eng
land and the European Continent— Movement
on behalf of Education. -

One of the noc{ interesting and important
questiofy- covsidered st the snnual District
meetirgs is thst which relates to the number of
members in Society, and those on trial for mem-
bership, together with the general state of the
work-of God. The returns from the District
meetings just beld furnish the following ste-
tistics. lboresse in the various Districts of
Eogland aod Scotlsnd 4 784 : decrease 1350,
leaving & net increase of 3,434, with 19060 on
trisl. The returns are not quite complete, ss
three District meetings have yet to be reported,
It is not likely, however, that these figures will
be materially altered. The numbars thus given

ldo not by any means represent a eatisfactory

state of things. Consideriog the vest smoun
of sgency st work week by week—ministers, lo-
cal preachers, class leaders, Sundey and day
school teachers ; conmsiderirg the increasing
number moreover brought under our influence,
within the range of instruction in our cbapels
and schools, we certainly should bave expected
more fruit. o looking st the spparent cause of
this limited success during the year, doubtless
many powerful impediments in the way of the
kingdom of Christ might be very easily mention-
ed. But uoquestionably our grest need is a
richer baptism of ‘ power from on high.’ And
in order to this there must be, alike on the part
of yministers and people, s more thorough one-
ness of purpose to live to God and to seck to
save souls—more of the * this one thing I do”
spirit which charscterized 8t. Paul; and withal
more of believing, importunate, untiring prayer
and supplication.” ** Ye that make mention of
the Lord, keep not silence, and give Him no
rest uatil He establish and antil He make Jeru-
sslem a praise in the earth.”

Loest week the newspapers were full of parti-
culars of an event which year by year seems to
be attracling s large measure of public interest.
I refer to the Epsom Races. Wednesdsy was
what is called the # Derby day.” Itis the prin-
cipal day of the great race week, and long before
it arrives large numbers of persons are looking
forward to it with no small soxiety. Oa that
day, by rail aod road, tens of thousands of peo-
ple are conveyed to witness a horse race, on the
result of which probably a quarter of a million
of money depends.

Parliament ‘itself, no matter how urgent and
how preseing public business may be, on that dey
suspends its sittings; and all classes from the
peer of the realm to the beggar, come under the
excitement of the occasion. The scenes of drunk-
enness, dissipation and reckless disorder which
are witnessed are most disgraceful ; but perhaps
the greatest evil of all is the extent and magni-
tude of the bettiog tiansactions, They bring
misery and ruin to numberiess homes. Not
long ago a young nobleman died at the sge of
twenty-five years, haviog since the atrainment of
his msjority lost most of bis large estates by un-
fortunate speculations on the ‘ turf’ And only
this very day I see in one of our principal news-
pepers that an execution bas been put into s
princely mansion belonging to the Duke ot New-
castle for gambling debts to the amount of £95,-
000! The babit of betting is fesrfully on the
increase ; it has taken alarmiog bold of the mid-
dle and working classes of our population. Re-
fereing to the prevalence of this vice in one of
our great manufacturingtowas,one well acquaint-
ed with the habits of the people there remark-
ed; “ From men it bas descended to women and
boys; young girl, wives and mothers * make
books’ and bet upon all kinds of races—horse,
dog end men.” Whole columns of our newspa-
pers are almost every day filled with accounts
of betting business. P

£17,889 ; Missions, £50,033 ; total £421,636.
The sggregate funds this year exceed by £26,-
081 that of the previous year, which was the lar-
gest sum of any former year. There was, smong
other matters of busiets, the renewal of a de-
bate on the question of union with other non-
established Presbyterian Churches; the result
was a resolution continuing a previously appoint-
ed Committee to consider the subject as occas-
ion might arrive to bring it up.

The minutes of the Australian Conference held
in Bydney in Janusry last, have recently come
to hand ; and upon the whole they give an en-
couraging view of Methodist work in that dis-
tant fi:ld of labor. There has been a net in-
crease of members in the home department of
916, and in the missions of 599 ; and there are
8,953 on trial. A scheme for the formation of
a Provisional Theological Institution for the train-
ing of candidates for the ministry received the
sanction of the Conference, = Oae gratifying
item of intelligence relates to the steadily ia-
creasing number of native assistant missionar-
ies, Tbese now amount to 57,

The subject of Wesleyan literature was
brought under the notice of the Conference, and
a resolution wae adopted expressive of earnest
solicitude that for the spread of this throughout
the colonics every fucility should be afforded.
The number of uoemployed artizans among
us ie still great, and strikes in various parts of
the country are of frequent occurrence. There
seems to be s growing disposition to emigrate to
America ; and this is the case not only iu this
country but evidently in various countries on
the Continent also. The emigration agents in
Liverpool are busier than they have ever been
before, and numbers of foreigners are continual-
ly arriving from Germany, Holland and Sweden
for the purpose of embarking for the West. In
one week during the past month there sailed
from Liverpool eigbt steamers bousd to the
Uagited States and Canada. Seversl sailing
ships cleared out of the Mersey during the same
week with a great many paes:ngers on board ;
and the entire nnmber leaving Liverpool within
the seven days amouned to 7 500 souls.

The necessity for an adequate provision for
the education of pnor and ueglected children
is still being preesed upon public attention. An
Education Society has been formed in Livery ool
for the purpose of helping poor parents to obtain
this boon for their children ; for it is stated that
in one towa alone there are 30,000 children who
as yet are receiving no proper instruction what-
ever,

My DEesR FRrIENDS,—I rejoice to meet 'iq;
you on 0 interesting and solemn an occasiow.
You have come in crowds to hear the testimonies

dained to the ministry of the Gospel, and who
will henceforth be the messengers of the.chyrch-
es, sud your servants for Jesus’ sake. It is right

wellare, snd the prosperity of the cause of Christ,
are Iargely wrapt up in the good or evil influence
of these men. They bave all, originslly, receiv-
ed attestation of the people amongst whom they
labored as to their fidelity to duty, their personal
experience of truth s0 far as man can judge it,
snd their capability to become well furnished
snd thorough ministers of the Gospel. Their
progressive course has been watched through
patient years of trial, and raving fioished their
probation without reproach, they are to be pub-
licly designated to the fulness of their office by
prayer and the laying on of bands. It will be
my duty, in conoection with that service, to ad-
dress to their beart and conscience some season-
ble truth, as God msy put it into my lips: I be-
lieve it to be equally my proviace to remind you
—the people—that you have daties towards the
ministry of which you cannot rid yourselves, and
which it were folly and sio to disregard. . If Jos-
bua is to fight manfully with the fos in the plain,
if Moses, in his mellow age, is to uplit his
princely and prevailing prayer, Aaron aod Hur
must inspire the warrior's coursge by holding up
the intercessor’s hande. Will you bear withime,
therefore while I endeavor,with sll plainness, to
urge you to ¢ take heed how you hear,’ to espeem
your ministers ‘ very highly in love for their
work’s sake, and to ‘look to yourselves that
they lose not theic full reward.’

It is of the essence of the constitution of a
church that there should be fellowshi ), sympathy
of feeling, mutusl regulation and control, and
well-adjusted labour. There are some things
which a minister can do for his people, but there
are other things bearing equally upon their spir-
itusl interests which are beyond his power. He
cannot watch nor pray in their stead ; he canaot
in their stead morlify ths deeds of the body, nor
evolve the radiance of s holy character, nor
‘keep the toogue from evil, and their lips from
speaking guile.’ They must dwell upon the
mount if they would act upon the multitude for
good. They must personally have audience of
the King if on His business they would be prompt
and powerful. They must incorporate the direct
rays of the Sua of Righteousness if they would
¢ let their light shine before men.’ In a word,
no solitary duty of Cbristianity can be done by
proxy. It recognizes individual responsibility
which cannot be tranferred, and clsims the per-
sonal service of each and sll. This is what hes
been well termed a characteristic of Protestent
Christianity. It is not known that there is any
other form of religion in the world which has no
priests. In our religion there are now only pas-
tors of the flock, ministers of God to them for
good. Tbere is no room for the charge of
priesteraft against the Ministers of the Gospel
of Cbrist, for the difference between the priest
and the pastor is #0 radical that they cannot be
honestly confounded. A priest offers sacrifice
—a pastor points to a sacrifice already offered,
one which is complete and abiding. A priest as
sumes to be a mediator—a pastor reliés both for
bimself and his people, upon the so'e, and sove-
reign mediation of Christ; s p.iest detives his
power over conscience from his supposed know-
ledge of oocult mysteries, from which the peopls
are excluded—a pastor’s power over conscience
is in direct proportion to the truth which he ep-
forces and reveals; a priest retaine the key of
knowledge in his own hand, and doles out the
treasure to those who propitiate or pay,—a pas-
tor snaps the chain which fetters the Bible in the
sacristy, and bids all the world to search the
Scriptures that they msy live. In fine, & priest
performs religious duties in the peoples’ stead.
It is a pastor’'s duty to hold up the Divine Pat-
tern, snd urge, and admonish and entreat umtil
‘ that mind ’ be in his people ¢ which was also in
Christ Jesus.” Now there is come denger that
the churches which have r d theory should
in practice sub.ide into the comfortable heresy
of priesthood by leaviog the pastor unsupported,
and often diecouraged, to do all the work of the

church. )

Brethren, here comes peril egainst whith I

wish to warn you. Hold up your minister’s
bands by generous comstruction of his condact,
by uogrudging liberality in his support, by will-
ing co-operstion with bis efforts, by the miain-
tenance of the true brotherhoed smong your-
selves, and by importunate and - esruest prayer.

work by fidelity in the doing of your owsd. ' In

Look into your own
besarts, my friends, and think of the cocflicts of
your Christistt ‘experience ; bow often your du-
ties have tried you, so that you have forborne to
discharge them : or your hindrances have tried
you, so that your ‘strength bes fainted by the
way ; or your companioaships bave tried you, so
that you bave mourned over your cowardice of
soul ; and whea' these thoughts arise, and their
memntories are vivid, remember that all of diffi

culty which yoa feel presses upon your ministers
in'equil measure, and that there are discourage-
ments in the nature of their work, of which you
know nothing ; but which makes their burden
heavier to bear. They bave resigned, so to
speak, & portion of their liberty, that they may
be the ministers of God to you for good. Their
reputajion, their life, are in the cburcbes bands.
Gueard that treasure which they bave in good
faith entrusted to your keepiog, and let no soxi-
oties destroy their life, nor suffer asy slander to
whisper their good name awasy.

Be tender aod loving in your jadgment of all
they say sad do. 1f a sermon seems to you
feeble, thick how magy others bave been strong,
and how even from the feeblest and faultiest you
can gather more teaching than you sre prepsred
te carry out into the life. Remember how the
aching head, or deranged digestion, or the bruis-
ed and painisg Derves, can impart lamguor to
the mind, and shear the spirit of its power. Ask
yourselves whether it be not possible that when
he entered the pulpit he was ready to preach
with vigor sed freedom, but he was thrown
from his balance by the noisy intrusion ot some
late comer to the sanctusry, or by the vaesnt
stare of the thoughtless, or . the ailly leughter of
the trifling, or the impatient rustle of the wea-
ried, or, it mey be, by the equivocal approval of
some pslumbeser’'s sssenting head.

Brethren,
give we & suspiciousf cevsorious, exacting
chuzch,—hard, stern, keenly critical—insisting
upon its tale of requirements like an Egyptian
taskmaster, aod you bave given me the secret of
mapy sa apparent failure.. Give me a loving,
prayerful peaple, .generous in their judgment,
considerate. in ‘their clsims, tardy to cemsure,
frank and bearty to commend, snd for such a
people sny minister whose soul is in his service,
will “spend and be spent” without cessing; nor
grudge in their behalf, were it mecessary, the
costly offerings of the life and of the blood.
