London, Oct. 23.—The text
of the British official statement
issued at midnight, reads:

“Highly suecessful minor op-
erations were carried out by our
troops this morning on the bat-
tle front in the neighborhoodi of
Poelcapelle and, in conjunction
with the French, south of Rou-
tholst forest. Kast of Poeleap-
elie battalions of Norfolk, Suf-
folk, Essex and Berks regi-
ments and of the Northumber-
land fusilliers attacked on a
front of about one and one half

miles and captured a number of T

strongly fortified buildings and
concrete redoubts on a hill east
of the village. Rain had again
fallen during the night, render-
ing the ground slippery anid the
task of assembly difficult. In
spite of this, the whole of our
objectives were captured after,
tierce fighting in which many -
Germans were killed.

“Our troops southeast _of
Poelcapelle then pressed on and
carrieJ1 other valuable positions
beyond the line of their objec-
tive,

“Further mnprth Gloucester,
Cheshipe and shire fwiil-
liers and tire~ Manchester and -
Royal Scots battalions, in co-
operation with the French, at-
tacked on a front of more than
two miles from the Ypres-
Staden railway to a point north
of Mangelaere. Severe fighting
occurred, but the southern de-
fences of Houtholst Forest were
captured along with a forther
series of fortiffel farms and
strong points. The allied troops
have established themselves
firmly well b~vond the southern
boundary of the forest.

“In the course of the morning
the ememy delivered strong lo-
cal counter-attacks in the vicin-
ity of the Ypres-Staden railway
and succeeded in checking™ the
advance of our treops astride
the railway line, but at all other
points they were unable toastop
them. ;

“Two hundred prisoners were
captured and heavy casualties
were inflicted on the enemy.

“During the night the enemy
raided one of our posts south of
the Scarpe River (Arras area).
A few of onr men are missing.”

Paris, Oct, 23—An attack was
made, by the French early this
morning on the Aisne front,
northeast of Soissons.’ The war
office reports that considerable '
progress was made along the
whole battle front and that
numerous prisoners were taken.

“This morning at 5.15 o’clock
after artillery preparation for

London, Oct. 23.—Fifteen
German airplanes were brought
down by British aviators in re-
cent fighting over the battle

_ area in northern France, says
the official statement on avia-
tion, issued by the War Office.
German airdromes and railway
stations were heavily bombed.

“Fine weather continued Sat-
urday (?) and the improvement
in the visibility enabled a great
deal of artillery obsorvation
work and photographic work to
be donme.

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THE SITUATION.

The latest advance of the allied
troops on the Flanders front did not
embrace sueh a 'big ‘program as on
previous occasions, but nearly all
objectives were gained. The move
took place northeast of -Ypres and
the British and French acting to-
gether took a series of fortified
farms and positions. In one dirce-
tion a strong German counter-attack
checked the continuance of the ad-
vance across the Ypres-Staden rail-
way and renewed fighting in tibis
distriet is expected to be resumed
immediately.

Having successfully carried theiv
plan in conneetion with the islands
in the Gulf of Riga the Germans
have landed troops on the main land
opposite Moon Island. A despatch:
from London says that few nulitary
men would regret to see the Teutons
inaugurate a vast campaign against
Petrograd by.sea .and land as thal
would serve to make the Russian
nation a unit for defence. Maybe,
but heaven knows, that they have
already had enough incitement in
that regard to make them get. tv-
gether, but without any visible signs
in that regard.

There is, of course, great satis-
faction in the Old Land over the
fate which befel the Zeppefins in
France after their recent raid upon
England, but much ecriticism still
exists with regard to their having
got away safely from the British
aréa. In the House of Commons
vesterday Sir George Cave, Homue
Secretary, reaffirmed the intentioas

of the Govrenment to “bomb” Ger- [ernment candidate. will be auite ac-

White
Minister -of Finance to-day gave out
the, following statement. ;
~“Upon the recomumendation of the
Minister of Finance, the pension re-
gulations applying t0 members of the
Canadian Expeditionary Korces have
been amended by an -order in Coun-
cil approved by his Execellency - the
Governor-General. The amendments
made are far-reaching in their ef-
fect. They provide for an increase
in pensions and allowances to, and
in respect of soldiers and .sailors
holding the lower ranks, up t6 and
including the rank of sub-Lieutenant
in the Canadian Navy and Lieuten-
ant in.the Canadian BExpedition Ty
Forces. ;
Back-dated to April 1.

“The most important changes pro-
vide for increases in pensions and al-
lowances. These changes will be
considered as having come into force
on the first day of April, 1917, and in
this way all pensioners will be en-
titled to an extra cheque coveriifg the
difference between the pension paid
since April 1 and the date on which
the adjustment is made.

About Forty Per Cent. Increase.

“The changes will affect the pen-
sions of soldiers and sailors and
their children their orphan children
their widows, and children their de-
pendent parents and their younger
brothers and sisters. The total in-
crease in the amount payable by Can-
ada for pensions and allowances will
be approximately forty per cent. At
the preesnt time the annual expendi-
ture involved is about five million
dollars a year. With the increases
20w authorized Canada’s outlay for
pensions will be over seven millions
dollars during the fiscal year.

Twenty. Classes of Disabilities.

“A second change made is only
slightly less impo:tant. It provides
that disabilities shall be divided inte
twenty classes instead of six classes
In the future disahled men’ will be
certain to receive a pemnsion based
directly on the percentage of the dis-
ability which they suffer. S~

Allowances to Married Men.

“A third important change is the
authorization of an annual allowance
for a married, disabled pensioner. Up
to the present time, the unmarricu
man received the same pension for
disability as the married man.
Increase at Least 25 Per Cent.
“Those holding the rank of sub-
lieutenant in the Canadian navy and
lieutenant in the Canadian Expedi-
tionary Forces, or a lower rank will
be entitled in al] cases to twenty-
fiYe per cent, increase in pension.
This twenty-five per cent increase
in pensions in a large number of cas-
es will be again increased by the fact
that disabilities in the future will be
divided into twenty classes, with a
difference of only five per cent dn
disability between classes instead of
8ix classes with a difference of twen-
Ly per cent in disab: lity between clas-
ses. For instance a private disabled
seventy-five per cent has been receiv-
Ing a pension of $288 per annum,
that is to say Class Three pension
which class includes. all those dis-
abled between sixty and seventy-
nine per cent. He will now receive
$450 per annum, which is to say, a
Class Six pension, which class’ in-
cludes al] those between seventy-five
and seventy-nine per cent. Only .in
a few cases will soldiers and' sailors

e entitled to no additional increase |-

beyond the flat increase . of twenty-
five per cent.

WARNING AGAINST
UNDUE OPTIMISM

Excessive Sentimentalit);
Would Diminish Fruits
- Of Allied Victory

Montreal, Oct., 22.—A warning
against undue optimism and exees-
8lve sentimentality in regard to the
brogress of the ‘'war was igssued by
Hon, James M. Beck, formerly, As-
sistant Attorney-General of tne
United States, in the conrse of an
address he- delivered before, the
Canadian Club here thisgfternoonn.
His subject was:

“America’s participation in the

wart.

“This i8 the most fateful hour of
the greatest crisis in history,” Mr.
Beck said. “No one ecan be too sure
of the events of any one day.’ Only
the incurable optimist will regard
the war as already won. Indeed,
the great danger to the allies lies in
excessive optimism on the one hand
and on the other that charaecteristic
of democracy—an excessive senti-
mentaltiy which would diminish the
fruits of victory when the great war
was won. Against each tendency
the allied nations must beware,”

DO NOT NEED PASSPORTS.

Efforts of Troops From the
Dominion Not Confined
to Lens Fighting

By (‘ourlfr Léased Wire

Ottawa, ¢ Ont., Oct. 22.—The fol-
lowing artiele contributed by Row-
land Hill: from war correspondents
headquarters, France, is issued. by
the Military departments

“Canada’s part in tho war is not
confined by any means to the splen-
did troops under General _ Currie,
now beleaguering Lens. There ars

imperial services fitting effectively
into the British machine. In seores
of..plaees one would never suspect
ther2 ‘are Canadian
their numbers now. are legion—-
which in the aggregate easily maks
up a large force. Smart young
Canadians are naval oflicers in eyary
rort that feeds the front, keeping to
the traditions of the British navy.
Then too, there are the flying men,
in both services their range perhaps
the greatest of all, some time nyes
of the grand fleet itsel”. and on this
western front a ‘majoriiy in many
squadrons.

“To-day the colonel of Canadian
railtroops invited me to accompany
him to an exhibition he was giving
to French, Belgian and British en-
gineers. He walked along a new
main military line built with rails
from Canada’s government railways.
The ties had been cut in a miniature
Canadian saw mill not many miles
south, in woods when the Kaiser’s
uhlans roamed early in the war. Out
in the large yard there was a big
steam shovel eating away the side
of the hill, filling a truek a minute
—the Belgian officer timed the great
engine—to go forward to the
light railway crews, Canadians thera
too, were ballasting new: lines. Fritz's
airmen spotted it one day and fer
week afterwards his artillery
searched them, wasting hundreds of
rounds of ammunition. The Ger-
mans thought it was some new masi-
odon, of construction. . It used to
work on a Canadian Pacific grade in
Northern Ontario.

‘“When the Huns broke back along
the coast, they left various bits of
tangled machinery. The Canadian
colonel gathered these up command-
eered a big railway truck and built
2 track layer in his own blacksmith's
shop. ¢

““At railhead there is a young Can-
adian railway transport officer whn
used to b2 train dispatcher at a little
place on the prairie. In the next
yard another officer (in Canada he
was general manager of a great. elec-
tric railway company) is quartermas-
ter for railway stores.

“The dockmaster at the great port
away back, was in the stevedoringz
business on the Pacific-coast. Under
his command were more transporters
and cranes than Vancouver and Viec-
toria combined will ever see for
yvears. In the dock was a tramp
straight from his home on the Paci-
fic coast.

‘““A colonel from Nova Scotia with
his labor battalion, man from all
parts of the Dominion who knew the
job trebled the port for unloading-
the rails. At another dock, I founa
a colonel, an Ontario member of
parliament, handling a brigade of
Chinesa coolies .piling lumber, and
even the native interpreter claimed
Canadian association— with saw
mills on Fabre Creek.”

Contrary te the general belief that
salvation for the soldier who returns
from the front tuberculous lies only
in outdoor work, the medical officers
of the Military Hospitals Commis-
sions western sanatoria in confer-
ente at Ottawa, declared themselves
convinced that the man fared best
in the majority of cases who return-
ed to his old work when the disease
had been arrested. .

Life on a farm or ranch in the
prairie provinces, they believe, is
much too strenuous for a man re-
leased from a sanatorium. The work
is too heavy, and sanitation on a
farm is often far from good.

To return to his old occupation,
they believe, is the best course, pro-
vided it is not a factory filled with
dust, or a place obviously .unfit for
him to stay. In this way his previous
knowledge is utilized and he stands
a much better chance of making a
good living than he would in some
new work.

Ottawa, Oct. 23 —Hon. A. K. Mac-
Lean is expected to become a mem-
ber of the Borden Government to-
day. He will not be assigned a par-
ticular department for some time,
but will become chairman of one of
the  important Cabinet committees
forecasted in the Prime Minister’s
manifesto. It is probdble that Mr.
MacLean will head the commniittee
which will consider the domestic
problems arising out of the war.
With the inclusion of Mr. Mac-
Lean, territorial and party repre-
sentation in the Cabinet will. have
been completed, and there remains
but the labor representation to pro-
vide. Senator Robertson represents
the railway unions, and the. Depart-
ment of Labor will probably be given
to a representative from the other
classes of labor. There is a possibil-
ity that there may not be a changed
in this department until after the
elections. :
While the Government has decid-
ed to hold the election before Christ-
mas, there has been no official an-
nouncement regarding the date of
nomination. It is believed, however,
that December 17th will be election
day, with nomination 28 days pre-
vious. Sir Robert Borden,has made
no definite plans for the campaign,
but will hold a series of meetings in
Eastern .Canada, and will probably
visit the four Western provinces,

It is understood that a number of
Senatorial appointments were made
to-day. The vacancies are ten in num-
ber, nine in the West and one in.On-
tario. Among the mast probable ap-
pointments in the West are Dr.
Schaffner and George Bradbury,
members of the late parliament for
Manitoba constituencieg, and W. B.
Willoughby and E. Michener, Oppos-
ition leaders in- Saskatchewan and
Alberta.

weight champion of the world, is
dead in Chicago. Bob was born in
Helstein, Cornwall, England, on May
26, 1863. "When he competed for
the heavyweight championship his
height was 5 feet 11 1-2 inches and
his weight 165 pounds.

He went to Australia when a boy,
and built up a wonderful physique as
a ‘blacksmith. He made his first ring
appearance at Timura N.Z., at Jem
Mace’s tournament in 1880, at which
he defeated four men and won the
amateur champfonship of New Zea-
land. In 1881 Bob entered thg same
place and beat five men in one night,
among them the great Maofi, Herbert
Slade. ~

Among his other performances in
Australia which are not dated and
winning all of thew are: Crawford,
three rounds; Bill Slavin, seven
rounds; Starlight nine rounds; Ar
thur Cooper three rounds; Jak
two rounds; Jack Greentree three
rounds; Dick Sandow four rounds:
Conway two rounds; Prof. West, one
round; Pablo Frank, two rounds;
Jack Riddle four rqunds, and Eager
two rounds.

In 1889 he won from Dick Ellis in
3 rounds and in 1890 knocked out
Arthur Upham in five rounds snd
won from Billy McCarthy in  nine
rounds. He lost to Jim Hall in four
rounds. This was the year he came
to America.

In 1891 he won the middleweight
title from Jack Dempsey in thirteen
rounds via the knockout route. In
the same vear he knocked out Abe
Congle in two rounds and won from
Black Pearl in four rounds.

In 1892 he knocked out Jim Far-
rell in two rounds, Joe Godfrey in
one round, Jerry Slattery in two
rounds and Milliard Zender in one
round. He won from Peter Maher in
twelve rounds. .
In 1893, on March 8, he met Jim
Hall, who had beaten him in 1890,
and this was the largest purse he ever
fought for it being $40,000 but Bob
only received part of the money. He
took part in three other engagments
that year and won them all by the
knockout, disposing of Phil Mayer in
two, Jack Warner in one, and Jack
Hickley in three rounds.

He took part in three fights in 18-
94, beating Joe Choyinski on June
17 at Boston in five rounds; knock-
ed out Frank Kellar at Buffalo on
June 28 in two rounds, and repeated
on Dan Creedon at New Orleans in
two ronunds. On Aprl 16, 1893, h&
knocked out Al. Allish at New York

RELIGION ACOMFORT
10 IRISH SOLOIERS

Men Draw a Marked Forti-
tude From Their Faith,
Wrote Maizr Redmond

Dublin, Oct. 23. — (Correspond-
ence)—The solace and comfort
which the Irish soldier gathers from
his religion, is one of the phases of
front-line life, frequently touched
upon by the late Major William Red-
mond in his letters -home, some of
whieh TIre, Redmond has collected
‘L., « memorial volume. In’one of
these given to the Associated Press,
the popular Irish leader wrote, short-
ly before his death;

“The fortitude the men seem . to
draw from their faith is great and
marked. The man who has been with
his chaplain and who has prepared
himself by the sacraments is ready
for any fate, and shows it in his very
demeanor. Often the writer has
heard officers declare their pleasure
at the devotion of the men to their
religion, and frequently those offi-
cers have beeri of other religions
themselves,

In another letter, Major Redmond
writes of the work of the Freneh
priests;

“With all the evil that has follow-
ed in its train, it is good to find at
least one of the beneficial results of
the war. It has led to the revival of
religion in 'a most remarkable way.

“As to this, practically everyone
is agreed, and it is apparent in a
hundred directions. Perhaps this re-
vival is most marked of all in France
and there it is attributable in no
little degree to the splendid record
of the French priests in the army.

‘“To many people, it seemed a
wrong thing that the ministers of
the Prince of Peace should be called
upon to take up arms and play a
part .in the terrible work of blood-
shed and slaughter- which has con-
verted so large a portion of Europe
into a veritable shambles. What
seemed wrong, and what from some
points of view was wrong no doubt,
has in the result turned out a bless-
ing.

“The spectacle of thousands of
priests marching and fighting for
the country and the flag has touch-
ed deeply the heart of France, and
many a man who was perhaps ready
enough to proclaim himself an anti-
Clerio, will never so describe himself
any mere, The bravery of the French
priests in battle—two thousand of
them have been killed— has been
only equalled by theiresdevotion to
their holy office. \

On August 10 he knocked out Gust
Ruhlin at New York in the .sixth
round, and on August 24 knocked
qut Tom Sharkey at Coney TIsland
in the second round. He did not
fight in 1901.

On July 25, 1902, at San Fran-
cisco he was knocked out by Jim Jef-
fries in the eighth round .

In 1903 his first engament was on
September 30, when he knocked out
Con Coughlin in the first round. On
October 1 he boxed a no-decision six-
round bout with Joe Grimm at Phila-
delphia while on November 25 he
won the light-heavyweight title from
George Gardner at San Francisco the
bout going twenty rounds.
