SOME CHRISTMAS COOKING.

BOME CHRISTMAS COOKING.

T Ohristmas Plum Puddings
Pick and seed very carefully one pound
nn(!n quarter of the best layer raisins,
which put in a large bowl with one pound
of currants, well washed, dried and picked;
one pound of kidney suet, chopped not toq
fine; two ounces each of candied lemon,
orange ail citron peel, six ounces of the
best flour, half a pound of fine bread
crumbs, half a pound of brown sugar, the
grated rind of a lemon, a saltspoon of salt
ﬂlfd agrated nutmeg. Moisten the whole
with eight eggs, the yolks and whites
beaten separately, and enough milk to
form a very stiff batter. When all these
mgrui!euts are thoroughly mixéd, an
operation which will take the time and
patience of several persons, pour intoa
cloth, which should be well buttered and
floured. The best pudding cloths are
those made out of thin unbleached muslin;
they should always be scalded with boiling
water and wrung dry as pessibie before
using. “iv is always well to lay the cloth
after it has been prepared, in a lm-gé
bowl, and pouring the pudding batter into
the cloth, and, holding the corners tightly
together, tie firmly with a piece of strong,
white cord. 1f desired, this pudding mn;
be hoiled in a plain or ornamental pud-
ding mould ; well butter the interior, pour
the mixture_ iptoit, cover with a sheet of
good white ndte paper, tie the mould in a
cloth, plunge it inukettle of boiling water
and let it _boil quite fast for fonr hours
and K half. Of course, some allowance
must be made for the pudding to swell. If
boiled in a cloth have on the range a large
pot, three-quarters full of briskly boiling
water, into which pat your pudding, move
it about in the water for a second or two ;
this may easily be done by keeping the
corners of the cloth free of the boiling
water for the time required, then cover
the pot closely, aud allow your pudding
to boil steadily for four or fiye hours, be-
ing careful not to allow it to stop boiling J
even for a moment, else will your iabor
have been in vain. It is well to keep your
tea kettle boiling that you may have
water to add to the pot in which the
pudding is boiling, as under no considera-
tion must it be allowed to run dry,  When
you are ready to serve the pudding, re-
move it carefully intoa large colander,
untie the cloth, and turn the pudding out }
on a hotdish.

At the closo of the usual time for
receiving nominations, Dr. Gilegpwas
.voted to the chair and he called on the
reeve elect to give a statement of the
-affairs of the township to the electors
present.  Mr. Saunders thanked the
electors for again electing him to the
office. of Reeve “without opposition.
He referred briefly to the fact that
while the countics have raised nearly
86000 more than la-t year to assist in
building the House of Industry the
taxes had not been increased to any
very large extent ; in fact, taking the
whole amount raised by the township
for all purposes, it was somewhat
lower than last ygar.  Then they had
given morg‘gﬁllmn formerly, cit-
ing the grant “$30 to the 6th con-
cession road,’and $50 to the town line
between the township and Elizabeth-
town. Regarding the amount paid to
the poor, some $43, this would cease,
and be believed that the amounts an-
nually expended in the township here
tofore on this account would more than
pay the extra tax for the building and
maitditenance of the House of Industry.
He called attention to the repairs
being made to the Tock-up in township
hall. The county gave a grant of $25,
which he believed would be nearly if
not quite enough to make the repairs
contemplated. There was quite an
amount in the treasurer’s hand of vail-
M8y moneys This ke was paying 4%
per cent for, and he was anxious that
the township should invest the most of
this in mortgages on real estate, and
was prepared to loan on good security
at B pogeat. pet it Dr. Giles,
the chairman, shid there sepmed ta be
a feeling of antipathy in, gertain quar
ters againgt-sending the™poor to the
House of Industry. He urged anyone
who felt that way to visit the home
and see the com’ort and cheerfulness of
those already there. ~ Hé believed that
the most of the opposition came from
parties who hoped. to veap a small
pecuniary piofit from taking care of
the indigent in their resj tive neigh-
borhoods. - Under Mr. Steacy'’s care,
the inmates were well looked after,and
the county, and, especially this town-
ship, had cause to feel proud of the
institution that had been erected dur-
ing the past year.
