forced into the woad by strong hydraulic
pressure, which pakes it proof against

The stores on the wharf yeferred to are
constantly used in winter for the hand-
ling of sugar and through goods en route
for Canada ; also for apples shipped ox,
the W & A R'y for Great Britain, By
the way, your people should now
resume the agitation for a frost proof
fruit warchouse at Richmond, Such a
building would be'a great boon to the
wenlern fruit grower.
