THE GRAND SOUTHERN.

We arc glad to see that the members 
are determined to push through the 
business of the Session without any 
gyrations or lung exhibitions. Mr. 
Wedderburn, the day of opening, fired 
the first ball, by presenting one of the 
ubiquitous St. John bills, and Mr. 
Lynott followed him yesterday by pre­
senting his Grand Southern Railway 
Bill. This Bill asks for an extension of 
the Charter, under which the Railway 
Company was organized, frojn eight to 
ten years. The bill, beyond a doubt, 
will be passed without very much dis­
cussion.

And now, with our readers permis­
sion, just a word on this Bill. We 
could well hope the House had never 
passed the law under the terms of 
which this road was commenced. But 
we could also wish that Adam had 
never eaten the apple, or that Anne 
Boleyn had never been born. There 
are many things that we could wish had 
never come to pass, among others that 
ever a sod had been broken on this 
railroad. And this is our declaration, 
speaking just what ignorant but open 
mouthed rumour says, and while we 
are perhaps quite astray as to the wis­
dom of projecting the scheme, and the 
success of it when completed. But 
once the law under which this company 
was organized was put upon the books 
by the voice of the country, we became 
in equity and in honor bound to res­
pect it. And once an enterprise, un­
der the guarantee of that law was com­
menced, we are equally as much by 
equity and by honor bound to extend 
that same law toits legitimate conclu­
sion. To refuse an extension of the 
charter to this Company is to disregard 
the intention of the law as it stands 
upon the books, and to disregard the 
law in this case is to prove that the 
statutes solemnly placed in our books, 
are mere Will o’ the Wisps that may 
lead individuals or corporations into 
the meshes of ruin. To refuse an ex­
tension of this charter, is to make a 
scapegoat of this particular company: 
to trample precedent under toot at the 
same time that you violate the equity of 
the case, and the spirit of the law up­
on which the case rests. The Dalhousie 
Branch Railway charter was extended 
last winter—also the St. Martins and 
Upham Railway. The Central Railway 
charter and several others have been 
extended, and we may say many of 
them had never put a spade in the 
ground.

Let Mr. Blair whom we wish well 
direct the force of his abilities against 
some object more worthy of his political 
vengeance than the Grand Southern. 
We had hoped, but we sec quite fool­
ishly, that the project might die a nat- 
ural death; bbt since it stands Dcfore 
us and asks nothing but bald justice, 
much as we could regret doing so we 
accept it. The pill to us is just as bitter 
to swallow as it is to Mr. Blair, and 
more bitter far than it is to those who 
would oppose the measure, because it 
may be of a party nature. We have been 
looking at the matter from the first, and 
have written many times as we have felt 
aboutit; but the supreme moment has 
come, and no matter what we may have 
muttered to the contrary, wc arc now 
prepared to receive this measure, and 
back it with our coat off.

There may he. and we hope there is 
some magnanimity in this; but the 
grounds upon which the case rests are 
broad, equitable and right : and so it 
commends itself to us.

IIon. Michael Adams wc regret to 
learn has been ill the past few days 
and yesterday was unable to be at the 
House. We were glad to-day to sec he 
had so far improved as to be able to 
fake his place again.

PROS AND CONS.

The sentiment of the House seems to 
be against any expenditures that are 
not absolutely necessary. It seems to 
be the leading opinion that neat brick 
buildings, costing about $50,000 will 
meet the wants of the Province for the 
next century to come. There arc very 
many who arc of the opinion that wc 
do not need new buildings at all, but 
that the old buildings will answer all 
purposes, by being repaired, for the 
present time. Wc are happy to state 
that those who take the latter view of 
the case are about as few in number as 
those who advocate the preposterous 
St. John scheme. Some of those who 
say, “Repair the old building,” argue 
that Maritime Union is only a question 
of time ; that the western portion of 
the Canadian Empire is gradually over­
shadowing the Maritime portion, and 
that we shall in these Lower Provinces 
have to form a kind of Hanseatic league, 
adopt Maritime Union or go 
to the wall. We confess to being unable 
to see the question in this light. ’Tis 
true, Canada to the west of us is grow­
ing in power and importance, but this 
augurs good instead of ill for 
the Maritime portion of our Dom­
inion. Farming, including grain and 
stock raising, will be the leading pur­
suits of the prairie iuhabitants for 
generations to come, and those engaged 
in these pursuits will look upon 
the Maritime Provinces as their 
workshops. When the empire of our 
neighbors across the borders began to 
extend itself over the Continent, many 
with chicken hearts foretold gloomy 
things for the New England States, just 
as the haters of Confederation and 
the apostles of Maritime Union foretell 
poverty and woe for the sea bordered 
Provinces now ; but time has showed 
how groundless were the fears and how 
hollow the predictions. The New Eng­
land States are hives of manufac­
turing industry, and are as necessary 
to the rest of the Empire as the feet or 
the hands are to the human body.

To those who bemoan evils yet to 
come, and who advocate Maritime 
Union as a panacea for these ills, we 
say calm your fears, unless indeed 
Elisha has dropped his mantle upon 
you. And if the refusal to vote for new 
parliament buildings rests upon these 
fears and forebodings, we shall 
with a large quantum of confidence for 
a triumph of common sense.

THE BUDGET.

‘■A man must serve his time to every trade 
save censure."

The Budget Speech has been deliv­
ered, and it has also been assailed. It 
is no wonder it has been vehemently 
attacked; on the contrary had it been 
allowed to pass unchallenged, there 
should have been very great wonder. 
There is nothing that ingenuity can 
devise, that is sate from that merciless 
enemy Criticism. The bible itself has 
had its Voltaires, and its Humes, andjits 
Paynes preying among its .leaves ; the 
Koran too has been attacked 

Sir Leonard has not been able to tell 
of very much prosperity to the country ; 
and had he attempted to do so he should 
have been acting quite foolishly. It is 
impossible to legislate a country into 
prosperity. ; inasmuch as legislation 
has little to do with the spring’s of a 
nation’s wealth further than to direct 
their current. Neither can the currents 
of prosperity however well directed 
bring about that prosperity in a few 
months, for which Canada is so anx­
iously hoping. For many years past 
the commercial tide had been ebbing, 
and our prosperity floated down with 
the current. Granting that the tide has 
turned, and we most firmly believe it 
has, it will take as long to restore to 
us our aforetime prosperity, as it did to 
impoverish our nation.

We have a deficit ot nearly two mil­
lion this year, but we do not seek to 
hide the fact. For the last three years 
before the new government came in we 
had been rolling up a deficit of some­
thing like two million dollars us annual 
instalments. To have hoped that Mr, 
Tilley could overcome that deficit, at 
the same time that be had practically 
excluded foreign goods, the source 
whence flow our revenues, frSrn our 
markets, would have been to expect a 
sheer impossibility. If any enthusias­
tic conservative ever held out such 
hopes as these, we trust he had the 
sense to know that he was merely 
ranting; and more honor about him 
than to ever again try to deceive any­
one by a similar course.

Wc have the National Policy, and so 
far as we can see it has done none of 
the woful things predicted of it by 
Baal’s prophets. Neither can we say 
that so far it has done much good, 
while wc miyht say that its tendencies 
seem in the direction of our country's 
improvement. To judge of the National 
Policy by what we have seen, would 
be like pronouncing upon the apple by 
seeing the blossom.

were just ns mistaken however, as wc 
were one time about 10 years ago when 
we tried to cross a swollen brook on a 
stick which though apparently sound 
(like the goodly apple “ rotten at 
the core,”) broke under us and let; us 
into the stream.

Well thiseveu docs not tell how mis­
taken we were. Take up veterday 
evening’s Telegraph and reads its lead­
ing editorial, and there you will find 
samples [of Mr. Elder’s “moderate 
speech,” and the extent, just, to which 
we were deceived. Tuero is no “coarse 
abuse ” in the article. There is worse : 
there is melancholy evidence of an in­
curable attack of hydrophobia. The 
victim is a gentleman of unquestioned 
honor and integrity. Said victim is 
no other than Sir Charles Tupper. Hear 
how our esteemed contemporary Simon, 
speaks of him :

Sir Charles Tupper last evening with 
more than his accustomed audacity 
stood up to villify his political oppo­
nents and to pour forth such a stream 
of vituperation and falsehood as must 
have made every decent man on that 
side of the House hang his head with 
shame. Among other things this brazen 
fronted knight asserted that the duty on 
coal has lowered the price of coal in 
St. John, a statement so ludicrously 
false that our citizens might afford to 
laugh at it were it not for the proof 
which it affords that Sir Charle has got 
so lost to the sense of shame that he 
cares not what he says.

The House was asked to do all it reasonably could to 
help along the fanner towards the cultivation of the soil; 
but there was painful evidence if anything of a substan­
tial or practical nature touching on our agricultural 
pursuits. He supposed this vague reference was made 
to do duty to thfe industry, as beet seeds were made to 
do duty last year.

[Mr. Elder who had been regarding Mr. Blair with 
attention all along, here hnng down his head. Ed.

From the tenor of the paragraph he would gather 
that the Government had intended to sntroduce no 
measure relating to our agricultural department. [He 
‘ ‘ gathered " wrongly. Ed. ]

There was another matter, proper to be dealt with 
here, and this matter was a publication, or a pamphlet 
issued under the authority of the Surveyor General, and 
ostensibly to furnish “ information to intending settlers.” 
He was curious to know what the book was, on first 
getting it, whether a school primer, or advanced text 
book. He opened it and found Fredericton at the time 
the book was printed, was the copital of New Brunswick; 
that the streets ran at right angles- He found under 
the heading “ principal towns," that St. John was inci­
dentally mentioned ; but on going to Northumberland 
he found a swarm of towns. There were “ Newcastle, 
Chatham, Douglastown, Nelson, Blackville, Boies town, 
and Doaktown/* and goodness knows how many others. 
Under the heading “Forests ” we were told about the 
spruce ; ond we were also told that the hemlock was 
valuable for its bark, but that if stringent measures were 
not taken it would soon be destroyed. He then turned 
to the cover, and found the book was “ information for 
intending settlers.” [Mr. Blair here became amused at 
his own wit Ed.] He said the grammatical construc­
tion of the paragraphs was something new terhim. The 
settler was tcrtd for example that “an idea of the rail­
way facilities of the province may be thus summarized. "

The man who compiled the book should be handed 
over to justice, and the issue should be stopped. And 
then some other extraordinary statements were made. 
In one settlement the sdttler sold his wheat for $2 a 
bushel ; in another he received but $i for it. Buck­
wheat brought 25 cents per bushel in one settlement and 
60 cents in another. The quoted yields showed about 
the same difference as the pnee.

With regard to the paragraph on the Parliament 
Buildings, he thought it somewhat strange that the 
mover should have said the paragraph committed the. 
Government to neither Fredericton uor St. John ; inas­
much as the whole course of the Government pointed to 
Fredericton as the place.

There was nothing told the House about the Legis­
lative Council ; no action taken on the unfinished acuon 
which -sprang from a measure in last years speech. If 
they were going to take further action, they should have 
stated it in the speech ; if not they were uniortunate in 
having taken up a matter that they were unable .0 ter­
minate.

There was nothing said about the changes since the 
recess ; but he had observed that Hon Mr. Marshall 
had allowed himself to be persuaded into the Govern­
ment He congratulated Mr. Marshall and the 
Government And then he took his seat,

Morning Session.
After routine the House took recess till 12 

o’clock.
At noon Mr, Speaker arrived and taking the 

chair announced the order of the day.
Hill moved the order of the day. Mr. 

Speaker read the proposed address.
Hill rose and said he did not purpose mak­

ing extended comments from the first; and had 
he so intended he should have been prevented 
by indisposition.

The first paragraph of the address needed no 
comment. The second paragraph did call for 

brief word. The House would beyond 
doubt concur that it was quite desirable that 
quarters compatible as far as possible with 
their convenience and comfort should be pro­
vided. The Chambers selected, it would not 
be denied, were well ventilated and well light­
ed, something that could not be said for the 
old buildings, which could not but prove 
injurious to the health of members

There was no one who would not thank the 
Lord of the Harvest for the good things sent, 
and we had reason to rejoice at the evidence of 
our returning prosperity. We had passed 
through an era of dark depression, yet our peo­
ple had struggled manfully on, hoping against 
hope ; and as far as possible holding their own 
against the times. But now the clouds were 
beginning to break away, and we all look for­
ward to a more general season of prosperity. 
He referred to the revival of the lumber trade, 
which branch of our industry, he said was 
closely connected with our provincial prosperity.

In dealing with the third clause, he would not 
take it upon himself to eulogize the honored 
dead ; but should leave that to those who knew 
m<*e of Mr. Chandler than he did. But he 
would say that his few meetings with him, left 
the most favorable impressions; as also did the 
general expressions of sympathy and respect on 
every hand after His Honors death. Full of 
years and free from the infirmities that make 
advanced life a burthen, he paseed away quiet­
ly to his rest

LTpon the 4th clause,—which referred to the 
Princess and her husband—there could be but 
one opinion. There could be no question raised 
as to the enthusiasm and interest evinced on 
the visit; no question as to the deep seated 
loyalty of our people. It was too sincere, and 
too manifest for that He did not refer to this 
lip loyalty that finds expression in the mouth 
of everyone who takes the platform, but he did 
refer to that deepdevotion to the Throneand the 
person of our Queen. And without connecting 
the ideas, he might remark that there were 
some who think that a change in our political 
relations would be conducive to our interests ; 
but he had yet to learn that any change we 
could possibly make, could give us a better 
system of government than we enjoy. Our 
people moved with a greater feeling of respon­
sibility ; they had more complete control over 
those affairs that concerned themselves than 
any other people on the face of the Globe.

He thought that when the census would come 
to be taken it would be found that the wheat 
industry, and agriculture in general had out­
stripped all our other Provincial industries.

He felt no doubt but the House would con­
cur in the course the Government had adopted 
towards the St. John Exhibition; and did not 
hesitate to say that but for that city’s depressed 
condition, it would have left less for the Gov­
ernment to do. [Is not this depressed city, 
that could not help out its own Exhibition, the 
same big-feeling city that wants to pay $100,000 
towards making the said city the Capital of 
New Brunswick?—Ed. Star.] He felt quite 
sure the House would heàrtly approve of the 
course of the Government in taking prompt 
measures to relieve the distress occasioned by 
the tornado at the North. The House would 
feel pleased to know that correspondence had 
been going on between the Local and Dominion 
Governments relative to the old claims. These 
were Emigration Expenditures, Short Term 
Prisoners in the Penetcntiary, the Tracadie 
Lazaretto, and the Western Extension matters; 
and that a favorable conclusion was anticipated. 
This was a matter for no small nr no limited 
congratulation The Government was glad, and 
the Opposition which expects to be the Govern­
ment in the near future should be pleased to 
know it would have no troublesome legacies 
bequeathed to its keeping.

The gth resolution was an echo of a resolu­
tion which passed the House last winter. It 
was all that could have been said and the only 
way it could have been said, by the wording 
t ic Government committed itself to no action 
that said the buildings should be in St. John 
or in Fredericion.

He would not attempt to comment on the 
last section of the speech, but felt assured that 
the measures dimly foreshadowed therein, 
would meet the approval ofthe House.

On the motion being put by Mr. Speaker,
Blair arose.
He said there were a few matters that he 

had to refer to, not touching exactly on the ad­
dress, or the speech of the mover ; and that he 
had to congratulate Mr. Hill gentrally on the 
very eloquent speech he had made. He did 
not wonder at all, that an expression of re­
luctance lor proroguing the House and dis­
banding the parliament was found in the 
mouth of His Honor ; for he was unable to sec 
why the government should have found it neces­
sary to take so many days to arrange papers, 
that might possibly be called for, and that 
might possibly not. And as the other side of 
this point, he was delighted to notice the 
solicitude of the government for the members 
of the House, and the earnest expressions 
of tender hope for their convenience 
and comfort ’contained therein. It 
was truly an important expression in the 
speech—the hope that the members would be 
comfortable. [Laughter], [We incline to the

The Legislative Library.
Does either the Library Committee or the 

Government think an out-of-the-way lawyers 
office is the proper place in which to keep the 
hooka of the provincial library, during the 
session ot the House, indeed at any time?

It must be a great Inconvenience 
to the members to be unable to get the books 
they require; but moje than this, ' .ng in 
heaps as they are now, they must become 
injured if they are not soon removed to where 
they may be taken care of.

found themselves bound by-the engagements 
of their predecessors for pflblkrwork»—canals 
and railways.

It was necessary 
to complete the remaining links of 180 miles 
between Lake Superior and Winnipeg with the 
least possible delay, in order to derive any 
benefit. It was Also necessary to construct 
200 miles west of Winnipeg to open up the 
great West. These new werks involved a 
larger additional outlay than under other cir­
cumstances would nave been advisable. 
When he came to the House last session 
additional taxation was also necessary to 
maintain the credit .of the country and that 
deficits should cease to exist. -The deficiency 
of last year, instead of being two millions, 
would have been, but for the change and the 
anticipated change In the tariff, three million 
four hundred thousand.

ing up he showed that the total 
result of the year’s work was that, while the 
estimated expenditure was $24,978,000, the 
receipts were $24,460,000. Thus, income and 
expenditure were about balanced.

The Government propose to extend the au­
thority for the issuing of Dominion notes from 
12 millions to 20 millions, guaranteed security 
of 15 pei cent, in gold, and another 10 per cent, 
in other securities. This will prevent the ne­
cessity of going into the English market to 
borrow money.

Dismal pictures had 
been drawn as to the condition of St John, bu 
It was but natural that there should be a great 
exodus of workmen alter so great a lire as had 
occurred. The bankruptcies and dis resa in 
th<f Province of New Bru'ùswioltfwhre less fn 
proportion than in the other Provinces. The 
industries ofthe Province were in a good con- 
dilion. and as a proof of this he couldmentioi 
that with the exception of three locomotives 
and some cars, all the work required for the 
Intercolonial Railway bad been taken in New 
Brunswick. There were other industrie 
springing up. and factories olx-otton, iron and 
other kinds.
