I have just come across the fol-
lowing anecdote of the celebrated
Louis Veuillot, which is - worth
giving. Veuillot telis it of himself
in a letcer to a friend written in
Algeria, June 26, 1841. The illus-
trious writer at that time held a dis-
tinguished position at the Ministry
of the Interior. Imt him speak for
himself : I had 8 trying experience
this morning. Monsigneur (Depuch
Bishop of Algeria) was to bless the
new Church of St Marie de Musta-
pha and give & first communion. In
this church of the Bedouins there
was . packed a congregation of all
nations, among them being aboug
twenty-five handsome and fashion-
ably dressed Parisian ladies. The
Bishop had put me among the altar
boys, but jast as he was about to
put on his vestments it"struck him
that I also ought to ecommuniocate,
and be asked me if anything
trou led me. Now I had not been
to confession for eight days, besides
which, everybody was waiting for
the functionsto begin and altogether
—well, I whispered to him hurriedly
thst I thought the case a little em-
barrassing. ‘Go slong with you’
was all ‘the reply I got; ‘tell me in
two words - what disquiets you.'
“Thereupon, in the {ace of all'pres.
ent and without thinking of kneel-
ing downp, I contessed au grand
galop. But what a confession ! It
couldn’t have lasted more than
twenty seconds, Monseigneur then
gave me my penance, and I knelt
down to receive absolution—not
without a feeling at the bottom of
my heart that the twenty-five
danies Parisiennes were regarding
me with amazement, However, the
Bishop was equal to the oceasion,
for he knelt down with me, so that
in reality no one could tell what
wag passing. And thus was I eu.
abled to go to Holy Gommusion
with the poor childien of the poor
church of Mustapha in sight of Al-
giers and of the forts where only a
fow yoars before Christigns were
held captive.

The report spread by Reuter that
the Pope had epeoially requested
the Bishop of Salford to shorten
his stay in Rome and return to
his diocesa in order to reply to the
recent addresses of the Pro-
testant Bishop of Manchester on
Catholic claims is a  pure
canard. The addresses in guestion
were a feeble rejoinder to the on-
slaught of the Catholic prelate, and
not at all likely to excite any sort of
panic or consternationjin the Pon-
tifical mind.

mercial Union, Unrestricted Reeci-
procity, or any of the other fads
upon which they used to diiate.
They are heartly ashamed of hav-
ing been guilty of advocating
these schemes.  So will it be a
short time hence; they will be
deeply chagrined when anyone
will cast up to them that they
preached Free Trade as it is in
England.

Under Free trade as it is in
England, the farmers have been,
in a large number of cases, forced
into bankruptey; millions o
pounds of the revenue have to be
raised in direct taxation, and in
consequence nearly everything
used or possessed is levied upon,
in the form of excise or in-
ternal revenue taxes. . Let it be
remembered that this takes place
in an old thickly populated
and wealthy country, with all its
resources fully developed. 1f such
a policy, under the conditions just
described, bears so heavily on tae
masses, that very many of the
tarmers are forced to succumb,
what, we ask, would be its inevit-
able results in a new country like
Canada, with a sparse population,
with almost illimitable resources
awaiting development, and requir-
ing immense amounts of capital to
bring about that development?
The dullest of apprehension can
readily see that the application of
sucha policy to a country condi-
tioned as Canada is, would be lLttle
short of suicidal. A comparison
of the doctrines and conduct f the
two parties should convince any
serious minded person that our
friends, the Liberals, have no fixed
tariff or fiscal policy ; that they
simply grasp at any and every
new-fangled doctrine, which, they
imagine, will furnish them with a
specious catch-word to
deceive the people. For many
years the Grit leaders tried to per-
suade the masses that it was not
the Government policy that was
binding the Conservatives to-
gether ; bat the astuteness of that
bad man, Sir Johu zMcDonald.
‘Well, Sir John MecDonald is dead
nearly four years, and Sir John
the second, and Sir John the third,
his successors, are dead, still the
Conservatives have closed in their
ranks and rallied round Sir Me-
kenzie Bowell, presenting a solid
phalanx to the enemy.

Sir Donald, how-
ever, added that when he had gone
to that country as a representative
of the Canadian government, when
what was known as ‘& bill of rights
was drawn up, he had promised the
people that no rights they then
possessed would be interfered
with, and whether that guarantee
would apply to the whole province
it certainly applied to all territory
within sixty miles of Fort Garry.
Of course Sir Donald will have no
serious opposition, although the
grits in despair will probabably
bring out a dummy candidate in
order ‘to keep the conservative
workers in St. Antoine at home.

Then they tock np the
policy of free trade as it is in Eogland
Bat they would find that this cry
would not take any better than the
others, t.at it would never carry them
to victory. Free Trade asit exists
in England, has not benefited the far-
mers of that country. Instead, they
have suffered greatly as a result of it
Many of the tenant farmers are anable
to live on their farms, and the num-
ber of horses, sheep, etc., has been
greatly reduced. For a country like
Canada to adopt such a policy would
be ruinous. How would it be, for in-
st nce it the protective duties on pork
and oats were removed? It costs
much less to raise pigs in the States
than it does here, and if the duty
were taken off pork the inferior Am-
erican article Jcould be sent in here
and sold for less than the prica paid
for the home-raised article. . Where
would our farmers bes under circam-
stances such as these? A trade poliey
which militates against the farmer—
the money producer—operates agaiust
the people generzlly. 1f Mr. Davies re-
moves every vestige of protection he
will take the duty off pork for which
he himself voted; he will be stulttfy-
ing himself.. At present one-fifth of
our produce is exported, the remain
ing four-fifths is! disposed of in the
home market which has besn de-
veloped under the policy of the present
admistration. What would become of
this home market under free trads as
it is in England ? Dr. Jenkins then
compared the two policies. If the
Government had nof the better policy
then he did not want to hold a seat
in the House of Commons. It was
true that there were some changes ne-
cessary in the National Policy, and if
elected he would do what he could to
bave these changes made Canada
is a great country—a country of al
most illimitable resources, But we
need monay todevelop it. A revenue

must be raised to run the business of
tha copnt'y. The revenue that would

be realized under free trade as it is in
England would be very small, and
what was recessary to make up the
difference would have to be wrung
from the people by direct taxation.
He thought, however. that the people
had enough of taxation at the present
time, and would be slow to vote for
an additional load. The peopls could
not afford to carry the extra burden
of taxation that would fall spon
their shoulders in the event of the
adoption of the policy of free trade 2as
it is Eogland, and the country would
soon become bankrupt. Dr. Jenkins
concluded his excellent speech by
referring to the prospects of his elec-
tion in West Queen’s.

Conservative party ¥as a party of ex-
travagance, and that ss a result the
debt of the country was increasing at
too rap'd s ratio. Buot what are’ the
facts? In 1873 the total debt was $109-
000.000, the greatest part of which was
debts of the Provinces assumed by the
Dominion at the time of confederation.
After five years of Liberal rale under
Alexander McKenzie, from 1873 to 1878,
this dabt increased by $36,000 000, or at
the rate of almost $3,000,000 a year. If
the Liberals continued in power until
to-day, and the debt continumed to in-
crease at the same alarming rate, it
would now am»>unt to 272,000,000, or an
increase of $180,000,000. As a matter
of fact, the increase during the seven-
teen years of Conservative rule is only

$106,000,000, or not more than $6,000-
000 a year, as compared with about
$3,000,000 & year under Gritrule. This
in itself wounld be a fair record. Butit
ig strengthened by the fact that durin-
the last seventeen years great public
works were undertaken, including o.e
of the greatest public works the world
has ever seen—the Canadian Pacific
Railway—which was carried to a suc.
csssfal completion within five years,
notwithetanding the prediction of the
Grit party that it would tax the re-
sources of the Britsh Empire to build it
in ten years! Besides building and
subsidizing railways in the different
provinces, deepening its canals and
opening up the country generally for the
development of its resources, the party
L his iu poblic works alone more tuan
safficient asets to offset the increase of
expenditure during their term—aracord
which the Grit party cannot pretend to
1.y claim to. There is one other point
that must not be overlooked. Electors
will now be told that there was a deficit
last year, and that the financial position
of Canada is in danger. Bauf one swal-
low does not make a summer. A few
years ago the cry was that the sarpluses
w-re too large. The way to arrive at a
correct conclulion in this matter would
be to add up the surpluses on one side
and the deficits on the other, under the
rule of the Liberal Party from 1873 to
1878, and under the Conservative Party
from 1878 to the present time. The re-
salt would be greatly in favor of Cou-
gorvative rule. Another test would be
the financisal standing of Canada in the
money markets of the world. Iis credit
n>w was secoud to none. - The rate of
interest at the present time was a frac-
tion below 3 p.e¢. Mr. Martin then
trok ap the latest trade policy of the
Grits—free tcade as it is in England
Hoa showed that one of the first requi-
sites in forming & customa tariff was to
provide for the raisingof & sufficient
raveaus to ran tbe business of the coun-
try.  But one-fourth of the revenue
required to carry on the Governmeut of
the coumtry is raised in Eagland under
so-called Free Trade—the rest is raised
by direct taxation, objectionable death
duties, bill stamps, etc. In 1894 £15,-
000,000 sterling, equal taabout $74.000,-
000, were wrung from ‘the peopls by an
income tax alone. If Canada adopted
this free trade policy we would then
have a dual income tax—omne by the
Local Government, oppression enough
of itself, and snother by the Dominion
Government The same objection held
in regard to tar:ff for revenue as pro-
posed by the Liberals. Mr. Martin
scored point after point against the
different trade policies of the Opposition,
and concluded a capital spesch with an
eloquent appeal for justice to Belfast in
respect to railway communication. He
was always a railway advocate, and had
the greatest confidence in the Libaral-
Conservative party, which had bailf
railways for the saveral provincas, and

would be the party to do for Belfast and
Murray Harbor what was done for Cape
Breton, Pictou, New Glasgow, and
various other parts of the Dominion.
Uhe Liberal party had been a decep

tive in respsct to the Belfast railway.

Not many months ago a strong attempt,
ied on by the grit press, was made to
crush out the agitation. But when that
attempt proved unsuccessful they sud.

denly chauged front, and now pose as

friends of the railway. Their attitnde

in regard to it is characteristic of the

party. When they found they could

not stem the railway carrent they fell
into it themselves. The strong appeal

made by Mr. Martin in behalf of the
people living south of the Hillsborough

was received with great enthusiasm by

the large andience, and the expression

of the hope that the railway to Belfast

and Murrsy Harbor would become a
reality in the rear fature was fully =n:
dorsed by ihe meeting.

The Widow’s Mite.

During the three years of His pub-
lic preaching our Lord frequently
entered into the Temple. . One day
he was with His Apostles in one of
the halls leadiog into the sanctaary,
and called the Treasury, because the
alms’ of those who went in to prayer
iweré received in a kind of box placed
there for that purpose. Here our
Lord paused for a tew minutes,watch-
ing those -who passed through and
noticing the alms which they cast in.

Many rich men cast their gifts
generously into the treasury. A po
widow came -and gave two small
pieces of money,equal to one farthing.
When she was gone into the Temple
the Son of God turned to His disciples
and said: “Verily I say to you, this
poor widow hath cast in ‘more than
they all.  For all those have of their
abundance cast into. the offering of
God, but she of her want hath cast in
all the living that she had.”

Are not these divine words very
consoling for those who gain their
bread by the work of their hands; whe
possess nothing but what is necessary,
and yet desire to help those-who are
more unfortunaté that themselves ?
The widow’s wite is.an evident proof
that all.men, the poor as well as the
rich, are called by our Father in
beaven to fulfil the great and holy
law of almsgiving. The rich, in order
to accomplish the will of God, should
give much and should give gladly ;
the poor should give a little; and, as
they know by experience all the bard-
ships of poverty, it is scarcely. neces-
sary to add that the little they give
should be given ungrudgingly. The
poor widow in the Gospel, when cast-
ing in her mites, did not surely give

us that her alms were of greater value
‘than the abundant offerings of the
rich who had preceded her. God
does not weigh the actions ot men by
the same measure as we do. In all
our actions He seeks and especially
desires purity of intention, love,
charity and self-abnegation. . The
outward action, although it. has its
own importance, is nevertheless only
segondary, and thus the law of Chris-
tian equality amongst men ever sub-

3 gists in 'the sight of God notwith-

standing the diversity of rank, fortune
and social position.

We live in an age when, thanks be
to God, fraternal charity seems to be
increasing every day. Under the
direction of the bishops and priests,
the true friends of the poor and the
divinely-appointed consolers of all
human misery, charitable institutions
are rising gn all sides. - In town as
well as country associations of men
and women devote themselves to
visiting the poor and the sick; they
shelter the destitute, the orpbans, the
aged and the fallen ; they give bread
to. those who have none, and thus ful-
fil the great law of Christianity. ' It
would be exceedingly ungratewul not
to recognizs this, and to give ear to
the false accusations and libelous as-
sertions hade by  those contentious

With very
rare exceptions;/ the rich give con-
stantly, and give generously ; but it is
not necessary, I repeat to be rich in
order to be charitable,  The honest
workman who, seeing his comrade
out of work, shares with him the
bread that he gains by the sweat of
his brow, gives alms and gives them
nobly too. This is the widow's mite ;
and when the rich man epters the
same miserable home tc minister
abundantly to the same distress, his
alms shall have less value in the
sight of God than tne morsel of bread
given by tbe workman.  Those who
go nduch amongst the poor witness
every day this most touching charity,
so small in the eyes of men, so great
in the sight of God, which they exer-
cise one towards another. They see
poor, bard-working women with little
children of their own and scarcely
enough to feed them, give a home and
a shelter to the poor little orphans
whom some dying neighbor entrusied
to their care: ey see poor work—
men open the doors of their humble
dwelling to old men paralyzed or
b'ind, who would:die of hunger with-
out this assistance, and who thus find
care and' affection during the last
years of their lite. This is the widow's
mite ; this is the charity our Lord de-
clares to be the greatest. f

Dear children of God who will,
perbaps, read these lines, if it has
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been the will of your Father in
heaven to cast your lot amongst the
poor He loves and cares for; act thus
unto your brethren, and you shall be
rich in God’s holy sight, rich for all
eternity.

And oh, how she must have prayed
that His death might not be for sin-
ners in vain !

souls who there sought the graces and
indulgences of the Holy City.— Very
Rev. D. I. McDermett in Our Lady
of Good Counsel.

A Rule for OCardinals.

being in Rome after the June, 1830,
revolution, tried to obtain a dispensa®
tion on this head from the Sovereign
Pontiff himself. @~ The mauner 1n
which he had been treated, his volun-
tary exile, iliustrious birth and rare
piety all seemed so many titles to ob-
tain a favor at the Vatican. He,
therefore, presented himself before
the Holy Father and said: “Most
Holy Father, I come to beg a favor.
I am lodged close by the Church of
the Trinita dei Mont’, where I say
Maiss at a very early hour every maqrn-
ing. I beg your Holiness to allow
me t2 go on foot, so as to save the
trouble of a carriage at such an early
hour and for only a few steps.” “Ask
me whatsoever else you will,” replied
the Pontiff, “but I cannot grant you
this favor.” The rule has been some-
what relaxed since then, and at the
present day we meet Cardinals on foot

It should be perused for the
sake of the light and consolation
which it imparts, When you open
the portals of this temple of divine
knowledge you thould not stop to ad-
mire the ornaments and decorations
of the interior, but you should rather
meditate on the words of wisdom that
are. -inscribed on ‘its walls and con-
template the hallowed portraits look
ing down upon you that you might
venerate them and hold them up to
the veneration of the faithful.”
