PEYTON A DIRECTOR AGAIN Dollars a Year
The announcement in our news 

columns last week that a county judge 
had been appointed far Kootenay and 
that Rossland had been set apart as a 
county court registry gave very general 
satisfaction. These are, however, only 
steps, and not very long ones at that, 
towards obviating the difficulties and de­
lays in the administration of justice in 
the inland districts of the province.

We do not think that the Turner gov­
ernment has recognised the absolute 
necessity there is $or speedier determina­
tion of civil suits. The courts as now 
constituted are a mockery of justice. 
Nothing could be more unjust than the 
present system of requiring the atten­
dance of business and professional men, 
to say nothing of witnesses, at Victoria 
for weeks at a time at an outlay of hun­
dreds of dollars in each cape. Instead 
of all the parties to a suit being com­
pelled to go to Victoria the ti4H judge 
should be brought to them. *

The slightest consideration of these 
matters will convince anyone that the 
time has come for a territorial arrange­
ment of the judges of the supreme 
court. County courts were deprived of, 
practically all jurisdiction in mining 
cases at the last session of the provincial 
parliament and their jurisdiction does 
not now extend much further than Small 
Debts court cases. These cases could 
easily be taken care of by stipendiary 
magistrates and the present county 
court judges could be appointed district 
judges of the supreme court with a Court 
of appeals sitting at Victoria con­
tinuously.

With such a system of trial and ap­
peal judges prompt hearings could be 
obtained and the-interests of the whole 
interior of the province demand that 
every facility should be provided for the. 
determination of the thousand questions 
which necessarily arise from the rapid 
immigration into and consequent rapid 
development of the country. The prov­
ince ought therefore to be divided into 
supreme Court judicial districts with a 
resident judge in each and tlie district­
ing should be done at the next session of 
parliament.

Nelson Miner : The foundation for the 
neW blast furnace of the Hall mines 
smelter is nearly completed, but a week 
will be required for the drying of the con- 
rete before any building can be done. 

The columns and deck plates are on the 
ground, and all the rest of the machinery' 
la on the road and is almost daily ex­
pected to arrive. It will still be five or 
ahe weeks before the furnace will be 
completed and the capacity of the smelt­
er will be raised to 330 tons per day, the 
new furnace adding 200 tons.

At present the capacity of the tram­
way is up to the mines. The smelter is 
now handling from 110 to 120 tons per 
day, and the output of the mines is at 
present only about 80 or 90 tons per day. 
Much energy is now being devoted to 
extending the main tunnel of the mine

The O. K. stamp mill has now been 
running steadily 10 days and a very 
good idea can be had of how the ore is 
averaging. Ten stamps are now in op­
eration and the amount treated is 25 
tons every 24 hours, or two and a half 
tons per stamp. In addition to the gold 
saved on the plates there is about one 
ton of concentrates obtained every day 
and these concentrates have in the past
averaged about $100 per ton. From $13 
to $21 in gold per ton is taken from the 
plates every day.

The pre now going through the mill 
comes from the No. 11 and 12 levels. 
Four air drills will be put on these two 
levels after December 1, two drills in 
each face. The general condition of the 
mine is very satisfactory. No. 13 on the 
lower level, is showing some fine talcose 
ore. About three and a half feet of this 
ore carries the amount of gold normal to 
the mine. This ore does not need a drill 
since it is very soft and can be broken 
down with a pick.

The Miner has reason to believe the 
O. K. property is in a very satisfactory 
condition and that it will probably be 
the next dividend payer of the camp. 
It need not he surprising if a dividend is 
paid about the first of the year.

The success of the O. K. will attract 
renewed attention to the free milling 
quartz ledges of O. K. mountain. The 
Miner of last week contained the an­
nouncement that a company had been 
formed to work the I. X. L., a well 
known claim adjoining the O. K. on 
the north!

Nelson Miner : The foundation for the 
neW blast furnace of the Hall mines 
smelter is nearly completed, but a week 
will be required for the drying of the con­
crete before any building can be done. 
The columns and deck plates are on the 
ground, and all the rest of the machinery 
ig on the road and is almost daily ex­
pected to arrive. It will still be five or 
iix creeks before the furnace will be 
completed and the capacity of the smelt­
er will be raised to 330 tons per day, the 
new furnace adding 200 tons.

At present the capacity of the tram­
way is up to the mines. The smelter is 
now handling from 110 to 120 tons per 
day, and the output of the mines is at 
present only about 80 or 90 tons per day. 
Much energy is now being devoted to 
extending the main tunnel of the mine 
and making ready to sink new shafts 
from it. By the time the new furnace ’is 
in operation the mines w ill be in a po­
sition to put out between 200 and 300, 
tons per day, and the balance of the ca­
pacity of the plant will be taken up with
commercial work. During the past week 
the ore from the Hall mines has been 
unusually good, that is, it is much richer 
than the average that has been taken 
out in the past.

The new roaster furnace is nearly com­
pleted and is only waiting now for fire 
brick to finish the fire box. The flue for 
the roaster which is to connect with the 
big stack is under construction and rap­
idly nearing completion.

the reverberatory furnace is within 
three or four days "of completion, but, 
like the roaster, is now waiting for the 
arrival of fire brick. Everything is in 
first class condition and work progresses 
smothlv.

The assay office is still busy with out­
side ores which have been submitted, 
and the outlook is that when the new 
furnace, which will be interchanged for 
lead, is in operation, that a great deal of 
Slocan ore will be handled.
