In ten days of actual work, a bald 
knoll on the army reservation at 
Fort Sheridan, Ill., was converted in­
to a well-planned cantonment with 
accommodations for 3,500 men attend­
ing the officers’ training camp. The 
story of the achievement is told by 
Popular Mechanics Magazine, in Its 
July number. The speed of the con­
struction made this a feat perhaps 
unsurpassed in the Middle West, if 
not in the entire country.

Eighty-five separate one-story 
frame buildings were erected. They 
consist of 42 barracks, 21 mess halls 
and kitchens, 21 bathhouses, and a 
telephone exchange building in four 
long rows.

Organization and competent super­
vision accomplished this -work. Ma­
terials were rushed to the grounds by 
special trains and motor trucks. Spe­
cial trains also shuttled a large part 
of the force of 600 or 700 men be­
tween Chicago and the army post 
morning and night Approximately 
1,250,000 feet of lumber were used. 
All of this was delivered in about 
three days’ time.

Plans and specifications for the 
cantonment were received - from 
Washington late on Saturday, April 
28. Their complete revision by Mon­
day morning was necessary to fit them 
to local conditions. The general con­
tract, awarded to a Chicago con­
struction company, was signed on 
Sunday and dated for the following 
day. Rain fell on Monday, when work 
was supposed to be launched. Be­
cause of this, a time extension of one 
day was granted, and real building ac­
tively began jm Tuesday, May 1. In 
this period all orders had been placed, 
the necessary deliveries made at the 
grounds, 25 miles north of Chicago, 
and several hundred workmen col­
lected.

From the instant operations started 
until the final nail was driven, work 
was pushed at fever heat. The clat­
ter of hammers and the hum of cir­
cular saws blended in a staccato 
rumble that was heard several miles 
on all sides. Yet, brief as was the 
time allotment, and great as was the 
work, system ruled and there xvas 
little confusion. Excitement pre­
vailed, but it was the excitement of a 
hard game closely fought.

While the structures were spring­
ing up like pen-and-ink houses in 
movie cartoon, water-supply mains, 
sewer conduits, telephone cables, and 
electric-light feed wires were extend­
ed to the cantonment, which is situa­
ted across ravines several hundred 
yards from the old buildings at the 
post. Steam and gasoline trench dig­
gers crept between the rows of grow­
ing shelters, cutting ditches for the 
drainage pipes, while others at» their 
way across the reservation t<f the site, 
making an underground pathway for 
the w£ter line. Overhead, cables and 
wires were stretched as quickly as 
poles were tamped in plgces.

Thirteen days were allowed for the 
instalment of all plumbing. Thus 
three days after the buildings were 
finished, shower baths, lavatories, and 
other toilet fixtures were ready for 
3,500 men in 21 concrete-floored bath­
houses. In addition, there was the 
plumbing in an.ec|ual number of kit­
chens. Fire hydants, and near them 
colie of hose for protective purposes, 
were also supplied.

Popular Mechanics Magazine.)

During the past few months a num­
ber of goat ranches or dairies have 
sprung up in Southern California, 
appearing in true mushroom style 
and tending to show that when the 
real value of the milk of the goat ie 
known, it is bound to receive a warm 
welcome. These ranches sell the 
goats’ milk fresh, as does the ordin­
ary dairy, the average price received 
being 25 cents a quart. And in addi­
tion to selling the milk in this way a 
considerable quantity of goat cheese 
is manufactured in that section.

There is one company, however, 
which for the first time In the history 
of the goat-milk business, is evapora­
ting that product under vacuum, after 
which it is canned and presented to 
the consumer in very much the same 
condition as evaporated cow’s milk. 
The object is to make this product 
just as accessible to those living in 
the heart of the large city, where a 
goat is never seen, as to the farmer 
or suburbanite. To evaporate goat's 
milk, as is claimed to be the case 
with cow’s milk, increases its keeping 
and digestive qualities, also its purity, 
as' well as ease of transportation. 
This innovation in the goat-milk in­
dustry has just been introduced by a 
concern in Monterey County, Califor­
nia, about 100 miles south of San 
Francisco.

At present the goat milk is being 
prcèseed solely for infants and in­
valids, although it Is the object of 
these dairymen to widen the field as 
rapidly as possible. One of the most 
important points about athe goat Is 
that ft is considered tree from tuber­
culosis, while the United States offi­
cials condemned, because of tuber­
culosis, in the year 1914 alone, 29,- 
738 cows out of those slaughtered for 
food purposes.

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The Return of Russia
We have confessed before 
to an incurable optimism 
in our view of the war, 
and to-day's messages 
have induced another 

had attack. There is nothing in them 
definitely good, and a few slight re­
verses on one front are even recorded, 
yet it is long since such a transpar­
ently hopeful feeling underran the 
news in general. The chief improve­
ment, of course, is discernible in the 
Russian situation, which is at last 
clearly on the mend. It was not the 
fetters which had bound him that 
gave the giant trouble—he snapped 
them like threads—but the blinding 
light of liberty into which he emerg­
ed too suddenly. Small wonder that 
his dazzled eyes could see nothing 
clearly. They can see now, with a 
vision that is daily clarified and ex­
tended. Anarchistic elements still 
display here and there a mushroom 
growth, but they are ephemeral and 
thk body of the nation is sound. The 
Soldiers and Workmen have gained 
most of their points, including re­
presentation in the Duma; the peas­
ants, tar more numerous and organ­
ised at last, have effectually curtail­
ed their extreme demands. An equili­
brium results. The giant stands 
firmly on his feet and his face is 
turned to the west.

It is impossible to exaggerate the 
effect of Russia’s re-entry into the 
fighting, begun already in desultory 
engagements on the Austrian front. 
The cynical message of the German 
airmen, thanking the Russians for 
the rest given them at a critical time, 
but conceals a bitter disappointment, 
which will turn soon to a bitterer de­
spair. The end is in sight. Millions 
are unable to see it because they in­
sist on poring over maps and because 
men like Northcliffc say the war is 
but beginning. Let them roll the 
maps up and reflect that Northcliffe 
knows his audience. The Allies’ goal 
is not the boundaries of Germany’s 
territory but of Germany's man-pow­
er, and they are approaching it rap­
idly. It is as clear as day that Haig, 
for instance, is not going ahead, be­
cause he does not want to. He went 
ahead at Vimy and Messines because 
both heights were of the utmost val­
ue, but his tnen did little more than 
walk into what remained of the gun- 
blasted positions of the enemy. He 
could go ahead at many places now, 
but he can reach his real goal quick­
est by letting the enemy attack. Even 
so there are growing indications of 
another great German retirement be­
fore long. If it takes place it will be 
eloquent proof, not so much fit Brit­
ish superiority as of the rapid dwind­
ling of the German reserves, which 
are absolutely the last barrier be­
tween Germany and defeat. That bar­
rier will crumble with great rapidity 
once the Russian millions begin to 
draw on it. The wastage that will 
then affect the German forces will be 
far larger than their reservoir of sup­
ply. How long it will take to exhaust 
it is a matter of conjecture, but the 
end will come some time. When it 
does come, it will be terrible in t$)e 
extreme. Hindenburg may avert it 
by successive retirements, shorten­
ing the line, but this will avail lit­
tle. We believe that the majority of 
the world have no conception of the 
fate that awaits Germany once she 
is unable to keep her line everywhere 
at effective strength. There will be 
the last desperate stand, the last 
drafting of the last man into the 
empty place, and then—the deluge. 
What will yet happen is on the knees 
of the gods, but it is safe to predict 
an ending of the war as sudden as its 
beginning. When whole nations fight 
they fight long, but defeat is the de­
feat of a whole nation, not of an ar- 
jny, and it is cataclysmic, irretriev­
able, final.

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Flower Day for 
French Red Cross

The recent decision of the Imperial 
Red Cross Committee, carrying out 
the suggestion of His Excellency the 
Governor at the last meeting of the 
Patriotic Association, to undertake 
some measure of assistance for the. 
French Red Cross in recognition of 
the magnificent work of France iA 
the- present war, is now being given 
effect. The W.P.A. has been asked to 
set on foot a Flower Day for July 14, 
the French Fete Nationale, and the 
Tag Day Committee of that Associa­
tion has very kindly consented to 
carry out this project. Mrs. Charles 
Harvey, who so successfully con­
ducted the Flower Day last year for 
the Belgian Relief Fund, has been ap­
pointed convenor of the Committee 
for the present object, and the active 
support of the willing workers among 
the ladles who put through the re­
cent tagging effort for Empire Day 
has been secured also for the present 
endeavor, so that its success is there­
fore virtually assured. In co-opera­
tion with the French Consul M. Suzor 
and the Vice-Consul Mr. Tasker 
Cook, a band concert is being plan­
ned for the night of Thursday, July 
12th, in Bannerman Park. For this, 
services of the two splendid musical 
corps—the C.L.B. and C.C.C. bands— 
have been secured, and lady workers 
are also preparing to sell refresh­
ments there. The City Council has 
kindly given Bannerman Park, and a 
small entrance fee will be charged. 
In addition, contributions will be ac­
cepted from any citizen who may feel 
disposed to give towards this very de­
serving object, and His Excellency 
the Governor has very kindly started 
the fund with a generous subscrip­
tion of $50.00, while all otjier contri­
butions will be gratefully received 
by Mrs, G. H. Emerson, the Treasurer 
of the W. P. A.

While it is scarcely necessary to 
present any arguments to our people 
to urge them to support as generous­
ly as their means will allow, this, the 
first effort undertaken in Newfound­
land on behalf of our French Allies, 
it may not be amiss to say here that 
there is evidence to hand showing that 
the Red Cross is in great need of 
funds and that the suffering French 
soldiers and sailors in the war hos- 1 
pitais all over the fair land of 
Frace will have the miseries of their 
situation greatly intensified unless the 
efforts of well wishers in other Allied 
countries are very generously given 
for them. Until the United States de­
cided recently to enter the war, all 
the efforts of Red Cross workers in 
America were enlisted on behalf of 
the French Red Cross, and the sup­
plies of material sent across the At­
lantic by every eastbound ship from 
New York or Boston, were very large. 
After America threw down the gaunt­
let to Germany, the directors of the 
American Red Cross decided that its 
efforts should therefore be devoted to 
America only, and accordingly fur-1 
ther shipments were withheld, but 
very soon most urgent appeals reach­
ed the United States from France re­
presenting that there was a dire 
shortage of hospital necessaries and 
that unless the generous assistance 
of the Americans in that respect was 
continue^,, the results would be 
lamentable. Therefore, the United 
States authorities decided to continue 
their shipments, but even with those 
it is known that every article and 
every dollar that can be contributed 
can be utilized to the greatest ad­
vantage. In view of the world’s 
knowledge of all that France has 
done in the present struggle, the 
enormous losses she has sustained, 
and the fact that she has even her 
schoolboys in the fighting line to-day, 
and- that our own lads from Terra 
Nova are joined in the companion­
ship with the French on the fighting 
front, we feel sure that all will en­
deavour to make the coming flower 
day for the French Red Cross Fund a 
conspicuous success.

In commemoration of the two bun- 
dreth anniversary of the founding of 
the Grand Lodge of England of Free 
and Accepted, Masons, yesterday after- 
n$>qjDie members of the Masonic Or­
der attended Divine Service at the 
CKtirch of "Çngland Cathedral.

At 2.30 the brethren assembled in 
the Temple, where a brief session of 
the District Grand Lodge was held, 
R. W. Bro. J. A. Clift, K.C., District 
Grand Master, presiding. R. W. Bro. 
Chas. R. Duder, District Grand Master 
under the Grand Lodge of Scotland, 
accompanied by members of his Grand 
Lodge, and representatives of the 
primary lodges under his jurisdiction, 
joined their English brethren in the 
auspicious event. Delegates from the 
neighbouring Outport lodges and visit­
ing brethren from lodges outside the 
country, who happened to be in the 
city, were also present.

Under the direction of the D. G. 
Director of Ceremonies, the brethren 
paraded to the Cathedral where ser­
vice commenced at 3.15 o’clock. The 
service, hwich was of a special order, 
was conducted by the Rev. J. Brin ton. 
The Lessons were read by Rev. John 
Stead, Chaplain of Clift Lodge, Bell 
Island, and Rev. H. Uphill, of St.

Besides the usual prayers a special 
prayer was offered in "Thanksgiving 
for our Founders.” W. Bro. Rev. Can­
on G. H. Bolt, M.A., District Grand 
Chaplain, preached an eloquent and 
impressive sermon, taking as his text 
the words : “Look unto the rock 
whence ye are hewn.”—Isaiah LI.—I. 
When the words of the text were writ­
ten, Israel was passing through a 
great crisis, of which the outlook was 
dark; but the prophet bids them take 
courage and remember their eventful 
paàt and God’s goodness to them.

War News.
Messages Received 

Previous to 9 A. M.
ACTIVITY ON FRENCH FRONT.

Grand Headquarters of the French ' 
Army in France, Saturday Night, 
June 23 (by Associated Press.)— 
There are signs on many parts of the 
French front that the Germans are 
either nervous concerning French 
intentions or are preparing an of­
fensive. A series of “feelers” have 
been carried out by Field Marshal 
Von Hindenburg at various points, 
principally around the Laon plateau. 
One of these was an effort to cut a j 
breach in the French' line at' Vaux- 
aillon, where the German shock units 
temporarily ousted the French from a 
short trench system on the slopes of 
Monkey Mountain on which it was 
important both armies should pos­
sess observations. The French coun­
ter attacks immediately regained all 
the ground lost, except a salient 
measuring a few yards, in which the 
German position is most precarious. 
On this occasion German shock 
troops advanced in their shirt­
sleeves without packs, after terrific 
bombardment in which every yard of 
adjacent ground was searched by 
shells. The German shockers, as 
sodn as they succeeded In their deter­
mined and courageous effort, turned 
over the trenches they had gained to 
the 78th German infantry division, 
who, however, failed to hold them 
when called upon for defensive effort. 
The correspondent visited the entire 
position in this sector to-day and 
found the French firmly established, 
while the Germans on the other side 
tf the hill were deprived of observa­
tories. Thus their artillery was 
Mind. Another lively affair occurred 
m the vicinity of Mont Canillet, where 
the Germans and French attacked al­
most simultaneously, the former with 
the object of recovering prominent 
points they had lost some weeks ago, 
and the latter with the intention of 
getting freer elbow room. As it hap­
pened, a unit consisting of only 62 
French Grenadiers and portable ma­
chine gunners, occupied the position 
covered by the Germans, and not only 
drove off the attacking forces, but 
pursued them and captured a consid­
erable length of German trenches. In 
doing so they killed more than 200 
Germans. On the Cliemin-des-Dames 
hlso the Germans launched yesterday 
a number of attacks, some of which 
resulted in most desperate engage­
ments. In the neighborhood of Lar- 
oyer Farm the ground was covered 
with German bodies, while the only

success the Germans achieved was to 
gain possession of a short section of 
a front French trench.

DISASTERS IN GERMAN MUNITION 
x PLANTS.

PARIS, June 24,
Several disasters have recently oc­

curred in the munition plants of the 
Germans, according to the Zurich 
correspondent of the Matin. The cor­
respondent telegraphs that he has 
learned from private German sources 
that a hand grenade arsenal at Span- 
dau exploded on June 16 and that 
seven ammunition shops at Narieu- 
hall were destroyed by fire on the 
18th. Some" ammunition factories at 
Nurcmburg have also been burnt 
down, according to this authority. 
Spandau is nine miles west of Ber­
lin and large government munition 
works are there.

ed or injured or are missing as a 
consequence of an explosion in a 
munition factory at Bloeweg, accord­
ing to an announcement made in the 
Lower House of the Austrian Parlia­
ment) by the Minister of Defence as 
forwarded in a despatch from Vienna. 
The explosion probably was due to 
the lack of caution on the part of the 
men employed in a trench mortar 
workshop.

THE CONSCRIPTION HILL.
OTTAWA, June 24.

The vote on the second reading of 
the Conscription Bill is expected to­
wards the end of this week. That the 
two amendments will be defeated and 
the motion for the second reading be 
carried by a substantial majority, is 
certain. Witli half a score of so- 
called Liberal votes the Government 
is relying on a safe majority against 
the referendum amendment. The six 
months’ hoist amendment of Mr. Bar­
rett will be supported only by some 
seven or eight Nationalists and will 
be opposed by all Liberals. After 
the second reading carries there will 
probably be a fairly long debate in 
the committee stage. Several amend­
ments to the administration details 
of the bill now contemplated by the 
Liberals may be accepted by the 
Government, as Premier Borden has 
invited suggestions to make the Bill 
more equitable and satisfactory. The 
third reading stage should be reach­
ed some time next week.

SCOUTING OPERATIONS.

PETROGRAD, June 24.
Lively scouting operations between 

the Russians and Austrians in Ga­
licia are reported in to-day’s war of­
ficial which follows: In Galicia in 
the region of Grabkovce an enemy 
scouting party attempted to gain in­
formation of our position, but was 
dispersed by one of our companies. In 
the region of Presovce an Austrian 
company surrounded our scouting 
party. The commander of the party, 
Lt. Murracey assembled his men and 
by means of bayonet fighting and the 
use of hand grenades they succeeded 
in breaking through and returned to 
their trenches without losing a single 
man. Lt. Murracey received seven 
serious wounds. On the rest of the 
front and on the Roumanian front 
there were fusilades. On the Cauca­
sian front fusilades and engagements 
between advanced detachments have 
occurred.

GERMAN PATROL DESTROYED.
LONDON, June 24.

The official report from British 
headquarters in France states that 
Portuguese troops killed or captured 
a whole German patrol south of Ar- 
mentiercs. Heavy artillery fighting 
is in progress in a number of places.

GERMANS AMBUSHED.
PETROGRAD, June 24.

On the western Russian front In the 
region of Gozog a Russian scouting 
party ambushed approaching Ger­
mans and showered hand grenades 
upon them. In the bayonet fighting 
that followed a number of Germans 
were killed. On the Caucasds front 
the Turks gave way, the Russian de­
tachments forcing them to retire 
about two miles.

next. The detention by the Senate of 
the drastic ^prohibition amendments 
adopted by the House, or at least of 
the prohibition of food-stuffs in man­
ufacture of distilled spirHs, is gener­
ally deemed probable. The principal ( 
fight on the prohibition question is j 
expected to tome over the permitting 
of the manufacture of malt liquors 
and wines. The Senate sentiment 
against the further manufacture of 
whiskey, brandy and other distilled 
spirits, is.widespread, but many ‘dry’ 
Senators oppose extending the prohi­
bition to beer and wines.

THE PRESIDENT’S POWERS.

. WASHINGTON, June 24.
The Administration Food Control 

Bill giving the President broad au­
thority to control the distribution of 
food and fuel for war purposes and 
appropriating $125,000,000 for its en­
forcement and administration was 
passed by the House last night. The 
prohibition provisions adopted would 
prohibit the use of food-stuffs for the 
manufacture of alcoholic beverages 
and would give the President author­
ity to take over for war purposes all 
liquor now on haivd.

TRANQUILITY RESTORED.

PETROGRAD, June 24.
Rear-Admiral James Glennon, U.S. 

N„ and his Staff returned to PetrOr. 
grad to-day from a visit to the ^lack 
Sea Fleet at Sebastopol. The.^cordi- 
ality of their reception was modified 
by a mutiny among sailors of the 
fleet which started just before they 
arrived, and which is now at an end, 
tranquility having been restored.

NEWS FROM RUSSIA.

PETROGRAD, June 24.
In spite of disorder at Sebastopol 

and anarchists' threats here there are 
indications of marked improvement 
in the situation with growing support 
of the Government and growing ani­
mosity against the forces which 
make for disintegration in the army. 
The resolution passed on Thursday 
by the pan-Rusÿian Congress of Coun­
cil of Deputies is regarded as a sig­
nal defeat for extremists and pacifists 
a motion supporting the Provisional 
Government being passed by a major­
ity of more than four to one. A fur­
ther significant resolution admits that 
the transfer of all power to the de­
mocracy would weaken the revolu­
tion. This is democracy’s own ad­
mission that ft needs the knowledge 
and experience of educated classes 
by declaring tor a speedy attainment ■ 
of a general peace and at the same 
time for an increase in the fighting 
capacity of the army. The Congress 
tacitly repudiated the programme of 
a separate peace. Equally important 
was the unanimous vote of the peas­
ants’ congress representing 130,000,- 
000 people approving the expulsion 
of the German pacifist agent, Robert 
Grimm, and Inviting- ' volunteers to 
enter the army and strengthen it by 
their example. Speeches of similar 
tenor in the Cossack Congress were 
still more emphatic, so much so that 
the extremist anarchist organs to­
day speak of the resurrection of the 
Nagaika Cossack whip formerly used 
for suppressing disturbances. A re­
presentative of the Amur Cossacks de­
clared that eight million Cossacks 
were ready to fight in support of the 
revolution. A representative of the 
Kuban Cossacks added, “We shall 
support the Provisional Government 
it necessary with rifles and swords." 
A delegate from the Ukraine, for­
merly the location of the famous Sa- 
poroo Cossacks, declared that his 
countrymen would fight side by side 
with the Cossacks until Germany was 
beaten into dust.

Sagona From
Labrador.

The s.s. Sagojia, Capt. Spracklin, 
reached port at 5.30 p.m. Saturday 
from the Labrador, having got as 
far down as Holton, where further 
progress north was stopped by a 
barrier of ice. The prospects for a 
good voyage on the southern part of 
the coast are encouraging, as the 
fish are known to be in abundance 
some distance from the shore and 
may strike in at any moment. While 
quite a number of schooners have 
reached the coast, they are not so 
plentiful as last year. A number of 
old seals were seen on the way 
north, all of which were working 
their way towards the Arctic. A few 
heurs after her arrival the Sagona 
sailed again, but this time on a dif­
ferent service.

After ten days’ talking against time, 
during which period the Estimates 
of the Public Service were kept at a 
standstill, the House of Assembly 
will meet again this afternoon for the 
despatch of business.

Thousand Extra 
Planes WiH Put 

Hun Out Of Sky.
I LONDON, June 18. — American 
schoolboys—the high school fellows 
and young college men—are needed 
by hundreds to play the most thrilling 
and fascinating game in the world— 
the air game,

There is work and room and need 
aplenty for them on the western front. 
And just as the British have found 
most of their best airmen in the pre­
paratory schools and the colleges, 
they believe the best American fly­
ers will come straight from the cam­
pus and class room.

A British officer high in War Of­
fice councils, thus summed it up to­
day:

"Suppose the United States within 
six months is able to fly 590 machines 
on the Western front manned by the 

■sort of fellows who 'make' the foot­
ball, basketball and baseball teams. 
They would give the Germans 500 
more machines to combat.

“The Boche cannot increase his out­
put of machines very much more, 
while America can send machines and 
pilots almost without number. To­
gether we could swamp the Germans. 
We could make dialy raids far into the 
hinterland, the land that is thick with 
ammunition dumps, stores and head­
quarters.

Germans Cannot Stand Pace.
“Now we cannot spare machines or 

pilots from the fighting front to make 
such raids on the biggest scale. But 
we are strong enough in the air to 

: keep the Boche on the defensive.
“Imagine the difference te the Ger­

man command if five hundred or a 
thousand or fifteen hundred aero­
planes and pilots—that last named 
isn't too big: a figure—were to arrive 
fresh and eager for the new game. 
We’d fly all around him.

“American school boys are very 
much like the English and French 
boys. Theÿ'are sports. They play 
football and delight in taking chances. 
That kind of a fellow makes the real 
airman.

“The German air forces have had 
a few stars, but generally we have 
‘lopped their morale.’ They can’t 
stand the pace—because they haven’t 
the sporting instinct.

"Send on your schoolboys. They’ll 
find the air game a great one—the 
greatest game of all.”

LONDON, To-Day.
The Duke of Connaught was the 

central figure of a huge gathering at 
the Royal Albert Hall yesterday and 
to-day, when 8.000 Freemasons as­
sembled from all parts of the Briitsh 
Isles and Overseas to celebrate the 
bi-centenary of the Grand Lodge of 
England. Canadian Masonry was re­
presented at both gatherings by Sir 
Ed. Letchworth, Grand Secretary, on 
behalf of Quebec Grand Lodge, and 
Col. Obediah Smith for Saskatchewan 
and Nova Beotia Grand Lodges. Many 
other of the Canadian craft also at­
tended service to-day. The Bishop of 
Birmingham pictured the preiod of 
reconstruction after the war, in which 
he said the principles of the craft 
would have a splendid opportunity for 
developing the well-being of the na­
tion on a higher plane than before 
the war.

INFERNAL PLOT AGAINST NOR.
WEGIAN SHIPS EXPOSED.

LONDON, To-Day.
The seizure of a quantity of ex­

plosives which had just reached 
Christiania, Norway, from Germany, 
and the arrest there of foreigners, is 
officially confirmed, according to a 
Copenhagen despatch to the Exchange 
Telegraph Co. The police are con­
tinuing investigation of tlie details as 
known. Another communication, it 
was said, will be announced. The 
Tideus Tegn says that 1,000 kilograms 
of explosives were ‘seized, including a 
number of infernal machines. One 
man arrested was Aaron Rautenfels, 
a German citizen born in Finland. 
He declared the bombs were intended 
for use jn Finland. ^According to the 
paper, however, the infernal machines, 
which were enclosed in cases resembl­
ing lumps of coal, were to have been 

fput aboard Norwegian ships in the 
coal bunkers. It adds the discovery 
of the plot probably explains the loss 
of many Norwegian ships, which 
were supposed to have been mined 
or torpedoed.

TO IMPROVE THE AIR SERVICE.
PETROGRAD, To-Day.

The Executive Council of Work­
men’s and Soldiers’ deputies has de­
cided to convoke an all Russian as­
sembly of aviators and manufacturers 
of air craft, with the object of im­
proving the fighting capacity of the 
Russian aviators and the reorganiza­
tion of the whole aviation service. A 
date has not been fixed, but the con­
gress will be held at Petrograd.

T. P. O’CONNOR IN U. S.
NEW YORK To-Day.

T. P. O’Connor, M.P., one of the lead­
ers of Irish Nationalist party, accom­
panied by Richard Hazelton, M.P. for 
North Galway, arrived to-day on a 
British steamer. The object of his 
visit, according to Mr. O’Connor, Is to 
lay before the men of his race and 
the friends of Ireland of all races in 
this country the realities and issues 
of the Irish situation. Their stay here 
is indefinite. They say that after a 
few days in New York they expect 
to go to Washington. "The situation 
in Ireland is still somewhat confused," 
O’Connor said on landing. "A series 
of unfortunate mistakes and tragic 
events have produced resentment and 
thrown many of the younger men of 
the country off their balance for the 
moment, but this, in my opinion, re­
presents a mood and not a settled 
preference for the hopeless program 
of armed insurrection over a consti­
tutional movement. As to the war, 
opinion in England was more united 
and hardened. My own views have 
been already expressed. I need say 
nothing at present further about 
America’s welcome intervention, ex­
cept that Lincoln’s speech at Gettys­
burg and Wilson’s address to Con­
gress represent to me clear definitions 

the issues and purposes for which 
all free men to-day are fighting. I 
have come here to lay before the men 
of my race and friends of Ireland of 
all races the realities and issues, for 
the opinion of greater Ireland and of 
this Democratic Republic beyond the 
sea remain the most potential factor 
in working out the liberation of Ire­
land or of all* other nationalities in- 
the world.”

superiority in weight of metal, In 
modernity and in tonnage is far great­
er than these immense figures imply.

Are we really to be content to see 
this vast mass of about 200 battleships 
wait idle on the off chance of the Ger­
man fleet emerging to fight until 
peace, perhaps an unsatisfactory 
peace, is declared? When three old 
battleships were sunk in the Dardaiv- 
elles it was represented as a great 
naval disaster, but what kind of a dis­
aster would it be when, on the day 
peace is signed, hundreds of battle­
ships are found to be pratically un­
used and pass into obsolescence, to be 
supplanted In future wars by air­
planes and submarines? We must have 
a vast blue water fleet capable of en­
gaging the full strength of the enemy 
with good prospects of success, but 
after that has been provided for, an 
immense surplus of old, but valuable 
vessels remains and it is their adapta­
tion for and employment in aggressive 
action that escape from the pressent 
deadlock can still be found. It is 
only when we are able to devise and 
execute some method of aggressive 
naval warfare against Gremans that 
we shall find his weakness and our 
strength that we shall liberate our 
splendid navy fresh from the enchant­
ed circle the submarine has drawn 
about it and compel our enemies to 
absorb themselves so much in process 
of their own defence as to leave them 
no leisure to compass our ruin.
