Voice Crossed the Ocean, Now In 
Newfoundland.

Handley-Page-On-The-Sea, To-day.

Grace, supervising 
the installation of the “Atlantic’s” 
wireless, transmitting, receiving and 
directional instruments, spent some 
considerable time in the company’s 
labatories, in charge of the perfect­
ing of the invention, with the result 
that, in March of this year, wireless 
telephone conversations were carried 
on by him and Lieut. Picker, R.N.V. 
R„ at Louisburg, N.S., with other ex­
perts on the west coast of Ireland, 
the conversations being carried on 
over a period of several days. Lieut. 
Robb, with whom I have conversed, 
tells that the experiments were car­
ried out without a hitch, the human 
voice carrying across the broad At­
lantic Ocean just as plainly as it does 
on the ordinary telephone. With such 
success, indeed, were the tests con­
ducted, that a commercial service is 
anticipated very shortly, and in time 
will undoubtedly he linked up with 
the regular telephone systems, so that 
people in St. John’s, for example, 
would be able to talk with friends in 
London. In the meantime, Handley - 
Page-On-The-Sea is proud to have 
been for some weeks the living-place 
of one who, like Lieut. Robb, has been 
so prominently connected with the 
project and so responsible for its

Aerial Fire Patrol
Canadian newspapers are 

opening a discussion on the pos­
sibilities of the aeroplane in 
forest patrolling- to make a 
demonstration of which, Lieut. 
Stuart Graham flew from Hali­
fax to Montreal, using in his 
flight, however, a hydroplane. 
The Government of the United 
States may be said to be the 
originators of this movement, 
having had under consideration 
for some time the adoption and 
use of'the aeroplane for the 
better protection of the great 
forests of the Union. Supple­
mentary to the use of planes 
will be the installation of wire­
less telephones, some of which 
have already undergone experi­
mental trials, in order to test 
their practicability. Thus mod­
ern science is being used to aid 
the foresters, fire wardens and 
rangers of the American Repub­
lic in detecting and reporting 
the outbreak of forest fires, 
which are, at times, most nu­
merous in sylvan places.

Both Canada and the United 
States recognize the value of an 
efficient and up-to-date Forestry 
Service, and are spending much 
time and money in working out 
the problem of fire detection 
and the protection of valuable 
timber-lands from the ravages 
of the destructive element. 
With the adoption of the aero­
plane and wireless, there is 
brought into service and opera­
tion two ideal methods of detec­
tion and constant communica­
tion with the surface patrols 
and fire companies, and the few 
experiments so far conducted 
by the United States service, 
resulted in the detection of fires 
in heavy timber at altitudes 
ranging from six thousand to 
ten thousand feet.

Canada’s forest resources are 
so huge that the loss by fire has 
been in proportion, hence the 
possibilities of the aeroplane 
for patrolling must develop. 
Another use to which aircraft 
could be put is the cruising 
of timber properties, the pros­
pecting of minerals and for the 
speedy transportation of » sup­
plies into districts, inaccess­
ible, excepting by the alow and 
laborious proee.se of packing by 
means of carriers. The fre­
quent and annually recurring 
forest fires which Newfound­
land experiences, have taken 
severe toil of valuable timber, 
and though our forest patrols 
do their best to cope with these 
fiery enemies, they are greatly 
handicapped by the slow meth­
ods of progress which of neces­
sity, must prevail in wooded 
country, where all travel has to

be done on foot. The use of a 
small cruising aeroplane would 
greatly facilitate the work of 
our Forestry Service and per­
mit the members to give their 
attention to a greater radius of 
treeland in an hour than cculd 
be covered afoot in a week. 
The advantages thus offered 
in detecting an outbreak of fire 
would be incalculable, and 
speedy measures for extinguish­
ing it taken.

There should not be any dif­
ficulty in acquiring a couple of 
planes for this necessary work, 
especially when the British 
Government are selling by auc­
tion, many planes and parts, 
some of them being but very 
little used, at prices far below 
the market value, and which 
range from $400 up to $1,800. 
The initial outlay and the opera­
ting cost, would easily be saved 
to the revenue by the protection 
they would afford from damage 
done to timber areas by forest 
fires.

Aeronautical.
In company with Capt. V. S. Ben­

nett, R-A.F- Major Fiske, represent­
ing Boulton and Paul, which firm 
has entered two machines for . the 
trans-Atlantic flight, has visited Hr. 
Grace and inspected various places in 
the city, for likely places from which 
take-offs may he made. The planes 
will arrivé by the Digby on her next 
trip, while the hangars have already 
arrived. On arrival here the ma­
chines will be very quickly assem­
bled and will essay the flight within 
a week of each other. The Martin- 
syde biplane’s new engine has been 
installed and she will he transferred 
to Pleasantville within a few days. 
The planes will then be attached, 
when the trans-Atlantic flight will be 
attempted.

Lieut. Williams, representing the 
Alliance Aéroplane, Is expecting his 
machine by the Sachem. He has 
hired Lester’s Field, from which the 
Vickers-Vimy big bomber made her 
successful flight.

Last night there was brought to a 

successful conclusion the first short 
term Campaign ever conducted in 
Newfoundland, namely, the New­
foundland Methodist Educational 
Campaign, which originally set as its 
goal the sum of $150,000, and later 
increased the goal to $200,000. Last 
evening’s report brought the grand 
total of subscriptions to the magni­
ficent sum of' $243,466.50. After the 
report was made, other subscriptions 
were handed In, and Team 16 pledged 
Itself to secure enough money to fin­
ally go beyond the quarter million
goal.

Last night’s meeting was in the 
form of a high tea, and was called for 
7 o’clock. Practically every worker 
was there, and a large number of 
guests occupied seats at the Execu­
tive Committee Table. Among the 
guests were, Rev. Gordon Dickie, 
MA, Pastor of St. Andrew’s Presby­
terian Church; Dr. V. P. Burke, B.Sc., 
and Dr. Stentaford, of Heart’s Con­
tent. Talks were made by Hon. R. K. 
Bishop, General Chairman; Mr. E. J. 
Hockenbury, Campaign Manager ; 
Mark G. Holtzman, Associate Man­
ager; Rev. T. B. Darby, Guardian of 
the Home; Rev. J. R. Saint, of Hts. 
Content; Arthur Mews, C.M.G.; Mr. 
R. F. Horwood, Mr. J. Peters, Capt A. 
Kean, J. Leamon; Rev. Dr. Curtis.

Special recognition of service ren­
dered in connection with the Cam­
paign, was given both by the General 
Chairman, Hon. R. K. Bishop, and 
Mr. E. J. Hockenbury. A special vote 
of thanks was tendered to the Public­
ity Committee, of which Mr. W. H. 
White was chairman, and through 
him to the press, to Messrs. Soper and 
Blateh, who so ably conducted the 
Report Luncheons, and through them 
to the Ladies and Boy Scouts, who, 
through the different evenings made 
the report meetings so helpful. This 
vote of thanks was moved *y Rev. 
Dr. J. R. Saint, who spoke as a repre­
sentative of the Outports, and assured 
the Campaign Workers that if the 
same enthusiasm could be aroused 
outside of St. John’s, as was evident 
at the meeting, the Outports would 
far exceed their goal. This vote of 
thanks was seconded by Mr. J: Lea­
mon.

The Rev. T. B. Darby thrilled the 
workers last evening, when he refer­
red to the Boys, who had many times 
attended chapel service in the" very 
room in which the dinner was held, 
and who had gone in and out of the 
class-rooms of the College, where 
they received their training, and who 
had made the supreme sacrifice dur­
ing the great War. He said that in 
their honour and for their aakes, 
many persons had made their con­
tributions to this Educational .Fund. 
He said in part; "We have taken the 
torch of Lite from their falling hands, 
and have. planted it a little farther 
up the shining heights of the City of 
God. and every man and woman, and 
child who have given time and mosey 
to thin cause, have caught in part at 
least the spirit of our heroic dead. 
Ann net tor their sakos do we make 
this .offcrii.g. but tor Hi* sake, whose 
spirit of soil-sacrifice acd soil-denial 
had entered into theirs.”

A feature of last night's programme 
nas ;he bringing upon the platform 
of approximately 100 Junior Boys of 
the College, who sang the Nfld. Ode. 
and the National Anthem, and were 
accompanied on' the piano by Mr. 
Gordon Christian. The Chairman, 
when the boys were assembled on the 
platform, told the workers that it was 
for these boys, and others like them, 
that the Campaigners had been work­
ing the past week. Mr. Hockenbury 
and Mr. Holtzman in their remarks, 
congratulated the workers upon their 
splendid accomplishment and upon 
their loyalty to the organization, and 
predicted as the result of this Cam­
paign, other achievements that would 
even out-rank this one. During the 
evening a resolution, moved by Mr. 
Arthur Mewt, and seconded by Mr. 
R. F. Horwood, was put before the 
workers and passed, looking towards 
a closer union of the school systems 
of Newfoundland. The following is 
the resolution in full:

2,647 ’
WHEREAS:

(a) There are In this city a large 
number of boys and girls of school­
able age, for whom there Is at present 
no accommodation in our schools;

(b) There is a demand for the pro­
vision of special facilities for the ac­
quiring of a broad and comprehen­
sive education in Commercial sub­
jects;

(c) There is a necessity for more 
extended work in our schools for 
Mapual Training;

(d) We need trained teachers, and 
therefore, our teachers should have 
the opportunity of a Normal Training 
Course in the art of Teaching;

' (e) Our children require instruc­
tion as to their rights, privileges, du­
ties an deresponsibilities as citizens of 
the Empire, and as those in whose 
keeping the future of Newfoundland 
will lie;

(f) There is a necessity in the 
teaching of Science (so important in 
these days) for a well-equipped and 
up-to-date laboratory, which is not 
possessed by any of the present edu­
cational institutions; and

WHEREAS, in this city, the people 
are now entering upon an era of ex-, 
tension and expansion in connection 
with Education, during which very 
large sums of money will be expend­
ed, and

WHEREAS, we are convinced that 
the best results in said extension and 
expansion will be obtained and the 
most economical and effective expen­
diture of the money secured by the 
union in the cause of Education of 
all the citizens, or, failing that, by the 
union of the Protestant bodies in the 
said work;

This gathering of representative 
Methodist laymen of this city places 
on record its conviction (a) That the 
present tftne is opportune for this 
union of the Educationaf forces, and 
(b) That the results of such union 
would he a higher standard of Educa­
tion, a better type of citizen, and a 
forward step in all that pertains to 
the welfare and progress of New­
foundland.

The Resolution was supported by 
Mr. Jos. Peters, Capt. A. Kean and 
Rev. Dr. Curtis. When Mr. Horwood 
seconded the motion, he said that this 
was one of the by-products of the 
Campaign that had not been anticipa­
ted, but which he believed would lead 
to greater effectiveness of all the 
Schbols of St. John’s and Newfound­
land. Among some of the other by­
products that, had come from this 
Campaign, he said, were as follows:

G. Mackay 
Witnesses Historic 

Events in Nfld.
L. G. MacKay, of this city, has Just i 

returned from a week s vieit in 
Newfoundland during which time he ; 
visited the city of St. John’s and j 
the larger towns there as well as ’ 
the points of interest "My trip J 
was crowded with excitement" said 
Mr. MacKay in a conversation with 
The Record, in which he made many 
interesting observances on events 
which transpired during his visit to 
the colony. A stormy session of the 
Newfoundland House of Assembly, 
the arrival in St John’s, of the New­
foundland Regiment, visits to the 
aerodromes used by the American and 
British aviators in connection with 
trans-Atlantic flights and the arrival 
ct the American baloon Which made 
the 12000 mile flight from New York 
to Harbor Grace, were a few of the 
events which transpired in the col­
ony during his eventful week there. 
While in St John’s Mr. MacKay wit­
nessed the arrival home of the Roy­
al Newfoundland Regiment The 
gallant men of the regiment landed 
in St John’s on June 2nd, and were 
given a warm welcome by the peo­
ple of the city who turned out en 
masse for the occasion. The Pre­
mier. Sir M. P. Cashin, Col. Secre­
tary J. R. Bennett, Minister of Mil­
itia Hickman and other Government 
officials were at the wharf when 
the boys disembarked. The city was 
gaily bedecked with hunting while 
thousands lined the main thorough' 
fares to welcome the gallant heroes 
home, many of whom have seen 
service from beginning to end of 
the war. The reception gvien by 
St. John’s to her returning veter­
ans was no mean one. Visitors in 
the city could not help hut remark 
on the enthusiasm of the people of 
the city and the warmness of the 
welcome extended the battle scared 
heroes.

Assembling Planes.
While in Harbor Grace, Mr. Mac- 

Kay visited the aerodrome where 
the Vimy Bomber and Handley- 
Page biplanes are being assembled 
for the trans-Atlantic flight "Equal 
progress in the work of assembling 
their machines is being made by both 
commanders,” he said. The Handley- 
Page machine being more ponderous 
and complicated, is regarded as like­
ly to require a materially greater 
amount of time for finishing touches 
of wiring and adjustment which are 
necessary before any airplanes may 
be taken aloft. Added to this ad­
vantage which now seems to be with 
the Vimy, there is the prospect of 
the machine being lighter not only 
in actual weight but also in lifting 
capacity. The Handley-Page men 
have little hope of being able to 
rise with a trans-Atlantic load ex­
cept in one direction and then only 
in. a very strong wind.”

In conversation with Captain 
Raynham, whose Martinsyde plane 
met with an accident in attempting 
to rise, I was told” said Mr. Mac- 
Kay that the unsuitability of his 
aerodrome’s position was the cause 
of the fall.

Child Welfare
Fund Campaign,

Editor Evening Telegram.
Dear Sir.—The Child Welfare Com­

mittee of the Women’s Patriotic As­
sociation intends holding a campaign 
for the purpose of raising funds, dur­
ing the week beginning Monday, 
June 23rd. The entire town will be 
canvassed, the collectors calling at 
the houses. The aim of this cam­
paign is to help in saving the lives 
of the hundred or more babies who 
die every year in St. John’s from 
causes which are preventable, and to 
assist in combating disease, ignor 
ance, carlessness, and other evils 
arising from improper and unsanitary 

| conditions. This is not the concern 
of a few people, it is everybody’s 

I business that the children born in 
, our city should be given a good start 
in life, with a chance of growing up 
mentally and physically fit. The 
abnormally high death-rate among 
babies in this country, together with 
the large number of defective chil­
dren,—lame, tubercular, or requiring 

j treatment for eyes, ears, or throat,
! etc.—have made it important that a 
i Community Nursing Service should 
I be established in St. John’s, which 
j was accomplished last year through 
the efforts of a few public-spirited 
citizens.

The staff consists of two nurses, 
who work under the direction of .he 
Medical Health Officer. Their duties 
are to visit all newly-born children, 
and to give practical assistance and 
instruction to the mothers. They also 
visit sick children when called upon 
to do so, and render such help and 
advice as is possible.. A further de­
velopment, that of periodical ex­
amination of school children as a 
means of detecting incipient organic 
troubles, and preventing epidemics, 
has been planned, hut has not yet 
materialized. It is found that the

furses at present employed, though 
ard at work all day, are quite unable 

to attend to all the calls made upon 
their time, and a third nurse is 
urgently required. If the sum of 
$260.00 is forthcoming at once, a third 
nurse can be engaged for the remain­
der of the year. The cost of the 
whole service of three nurses would 
be approximately, $3600.00 per annum.

To meet this, the only settled in-- 
come ip a yearly Government grant 
of $450.00. The Municipal Council, 
while anxious to assist, is, owing to 
its circumscribed powers, legally un­
able to contribute anything. When 
the new Charter, so long under dis­
cussion, is passed, the Council will 
be in a position to help substantially 
in this vitally important work. But 
the bulk of the amount required, 
—$2500.00 yearly,—must he obtained 
by public subscription. The Women’s 
Patriotic Association, in taking up the 
question of Child Welfare, believes 
it to be, at present, the most import­
ant field of national service for 
patriotic women. It is work of the 
utmost value to the community, 
worthy of the widest support, and 
should not be hampered tor lack of 
adequate funds.

Trooping the Colour. dBBHl
(By W. Ragg Holt

To-day, the King’s birthday, will be 
celebrated by the Guards with music 
and splendour at the Trooping of the 
Colour in Hyde Park. True, the 
ceremony will not be as showy as it 
was in peace time, for the participat­
ing troops will wear khaki.

But from the picturesque point of 
view there is the consolation that the 
bandsmen, will be in ail their old 
glory—the mounted musicians of the 
Household Brigade in jockey caps, 
gold and scarlet striped coats, white 
buckskin breeches, and black pack- 
boots, and those of the Brigade of 
Guards in scarlet tunics.

While all armies have colours none 
but the British has the ceremony of 
“The Troup.” Its stately impressive­
ness, accompanied by the marching 
tunes of each regiment of the Brigade 
in turn, makes a memorable appeal 
to the imagination, and the slow 
march which is its most strkiing fea­
ture is the admiration of everybody 
but privates of fine regiments, who 
detest the Brigade when their ser­
geant-major rebukes them by remark­
ing, on parade, that their attempts 
are “not a bit like the Guards.”

It is a difficult manoeuvre, and not 
at all the same thing as the goose- 
step of the Prussian Army, though 
civilians are apt to imagine that it 
is. The Prussians kick the toe up. 
The British Guards keep a stiff leg 
with the toes down.

Exalted as the ceremony is, it had 
an origin which was scarcely credit­
able to the Army of the time. The 
Duke of Cumberland originated it. 
Drill was very slack in those days, 
and he devised a parade which requir­
ed assiduous rehersal and minute ex­
actitude of performance. It is even 
believed that the slow march was in­
serted to test whether the ensign of 
the day was quite sober.

The colour will be trooped this 
morning by the 3rd Battalion of the 
Coldstream Guards. It is the King’s 
colour, not the regimental colour, 
blazoned with the battle honours. As 
It Is brought to the parade ground 
arms will be presented by all troops. 
It is handed to the regimental ser­
geant-major for safe custody—and 
that is the only occasion in his career 
on which the "regimental” draws his 
sword. Received from him by a sub­
altern, the colour is filed between the 
ranks of all troops and paraded from 
left to right, officers and men stand­
ing rigidly at attention. During its 
progress the bands play in turn their 
own especial slow marches.

The Guard of the day will then 
march back to Buckingham Palace, 
and there the King will ride past be­
fore it is posted on duty—thereby re­
storing the old meaning and purpose 
of the ceremony.—Daily Mail, June 3.

Dried Fish.

Fish Plentiful.
Hon. W. B. Grieve received the fol­

lowing message from Mr. J. T. Crou- 
cher last night:

"Got to Red Bay at daylight; solid 
jam of ice east of there; have return­
ed. Whiteley reports an abundance Of 
fish west of Bonne Espérance.”

While from the aspect of the 
trade of New York the dried fish situ­
ation Is still ir. an unsatisfactory con­
dition, reports of firm prices continue 
to come from Nova Scotia, where it 
is understood fishermen are still ob­
taining $14 per quintal for new stocks 
still in the process of curing. Indeed 
the only bright spot in the whole situ­
ation is Lunenburg, and it is not be­
yond probability that prices will see 
a decline there ere the season is much 
further advanced. The fact that the 
Porto Rico market continues to be 
depressed and stocks are selling 
there at prices far below the general 
average, is sufficient reason to believe 
that there must be a break in the 
production market in Nova Scotia. 
Still there is a fair demand from 
Cuba, and it is understood that good 
prices are being obtained there for 
Nova Scotia fish. Other tropical mar­
kets have been taking supplies from 
Gloucester and elsewhere, but the 
New York exporter has had little ben­
efit from this business. Newfound­
land Is reported to have sold con­
siderable stocks—and at fair prices— 
in Europe, its carry over having been 
materially reduced during the past 
few weeks. In the opinion of factors 
In the trade of New York the “tide 
la about to turn.” There has been 
little change In the local market. 
Stocks ate moving only in a hand-to- 
mouth way and prices are weak.*- 
N Y. Fishing Gazette, June 7.
