COST OF LIVING.
OTTAWA, Aug. 19.

The average cost a weekly budget 
for a tjnily of five using twenty-nine 
staple foods, was $9.91, at the begin­
ning of July, according to the current 
issue of the Labor Gazette. At^the 
beginning of June it was $9.86 and $10. 
17 for July of last year. Slight advan­
ces occurred in the prices of flour, 
potatoes, butter, eggs, and fresh pork. 
Prices of sugar, mutton, bacon, 
cheese, and beans were lower. Fuel 
and rent showed little change.

ENGLAND’S DEATH AND BIRTH 
RATE.

LONDON, Aug. 20.
England's death rate for 1923 Is giv­

en as 11.6 per thousand, the lowest 
in recorded history. In a report by 
the Ministry of Health, just Issued, 
the total deaths were 444,768, which 
figure Is 42,000 leas than in 1922. The 
Infant mortality rate is also the low­
est recorded, dropping tî> 69 per 
thousand births in 1923 and repre­
senting a saving to the nation of 45,- 
000 babies. The birth rate, however, 
does not give the same satisfaction. 
Tlfe number of births was 768,131, or 
about 22,000 fewer than in 1922.

MONTREAL Aug, $2.

A Canadian navy for Canada. That 
is the ambition of Hon. E. M. MacDon­
ald, Minister of Defence, bat such a 
navy must malt on Canadian public 
opinion, says a Montreal Star aped el 
from Quebec, giving an interview with 
the htinister. The interview continu­
as; "It is net the policy of Canada to 
contribute money to the upkeep of the 
British Navy, he said. We want a 
navy of our own. Australia has set 
the example In that respect ' and we 
want to follow It. Just at present we 
are not (able to do so. Our railway 
constitutes too heavy a drain on our 
resource* to enable us to do so. It 
is our- hope that the visit to our 
shores of the British squadron will 
create such a public sentiment as will 
in the future enable ns to expend the 
necessary fetds to build such, a navy 
as will be a credit to Canada. We arc 
now training men to man a navy 
through the voluntary naval reserve. 
Men from that reserve accompanied 
the special squadron from Vancouver 
to Halifax. We hope that the enthus­
iasm engendered,by that trip will re­
sult In the creation of a public senti­
ment to snpport the necessary ex­
pense involved In the construction of 
a navy. We felt that the best way In 
which to create an Interest throug- 
ont Canada in naval matters was to 
have our own navy. More contribu­
tions of money to Great Britain would 
not arouse the interest that would 
be aroused if we maintained a navy 
manned by Canadians. We hope to 
have each a navy when conditions 
make it possible for us to do so. In 
the meantime we do our best to create 
a sentiment favoring the creation of 
such a navy.”

Mam people to toe city have no de­
finite Idea of what community singing 
means, and no idea of its purposes 
and benefits.

First of all, it is not a competition. 
Secondly as the name ought to sug­
gest, It is not as Individual exhibition 
in any sense of the word.

'first and foremost that all the people 
of the city meet together to sing. If 
you have never attended a Community 
Sing In one of the large cities of the 
United States or other country, yon 
may have some difflcnlty in getting a 
proper conception of this idea unless 
yon are a keen observer of human na­
ture or knew something of the psycho­
logy ef music. As one person said "Ton j 
mean to say that a lot of people meet 
together and everybody sings?" How 
beastly silly. The purpose of this ar­
ticle Is to prevent anyone else from 
making that same mistake, for an an­
swer like that shows that the speaker 
had very little understanding of hu­
man nature, and still less understand­
ing of the value of mneic in our lives.

Remember that Community Singing 
le not specially for the would be prima 
donnas; It is for you and me and all 
those people who enjoy plain, simple, 
sweet singing. Everybody likes to sing 
until they get the idea that they don’t 
sing quite as well as someone Mse. It 
Is a part of human nature to like to 
sing. If a person does not like to sing 
it means that a part of their nature 
has dried up and astrophied. These 
people are losing a part of the natural 
joy of life. A great many people as 
they get along to middle age,-sit back 
and let the younger people do the 
singing. This is wrong. It is simply a 
bad habit They soon think that they 
cannot sing, and they never try. Just 
come down to the Casino Theatre Fri­
day night and listen to the others sing­
ing for five minutes and they, won’t be 
able to resist the temptation of sing­
ing yourself.

Why should we sing? Because there 
Is no other way In which we cannot so 
readily express ourselves. All of the 
changes of /emotion and feeling are 
expressed In our songs. Singing in

lp <*l theA most Interesting demonstration 
on Rickets was given by Miss Mil­
dred Weinstock on Tuesday. Miss 
Weinstock, who is associated with Dr. 
Alfred F. Hess of Mew York, baa done 
a considerable amount of reaeaach 
Work on this special- deficiency dis­
ease and speaks and demonstrates 
with authority and experience.

In about a fortnight’s time 
the special cruiser squadron 
will complete its tour of the Em­
pire in our waters, and as yet no 
mention has been made of any 
preparations for ^ their recep­
tion. In their cruise around the 
world they have everywhere re­
ceived a royal welcome and no 
doubt the Oldest Colony will not 
be behind the others in doing 
honour to the representatives of 
the Senior Service.

In many ways we have a more 
personal interest in the Navy 
than any other part of the Em­
pire. As an island we are de­
pendent upon its watchfulness 
for the safety of the ships 
which bring us supplies. De­
fenceless, we trust implicitly to 
the fleet in wartime to protect 
us from attack. A seafaring 
people, we have many interests 
in common with those who keep 
watch and ward in the Seven 
Seas, and our interest was given 
practical expression in the en­
thusiastic rally of Newfound­
landers to the White Ensign dur­
ing the period of hostilities.

It is to be regretted that St. 
John’s cannot be the port of call 
owing to the dimensions of the 
ships and the limited space in 
the harbour, but they will be 
within a short distance of the 
city and it will not be a matter 
of any great difficulty to provide 
travelling facilities by road and 
train to and from Topsail to 
enable everyone to view the" 
fleet and to convey the ships’ 
companies citywards.

The impossibility of accommo- 
modating the fleet in the har­
bour again calls attention to 
such obstructions in the Nar­
rows as Chain Rock and the 
Pancake. It is quite time they 
were removed, and we would 
suggest that representation 
should be made to the Admiralty 
in order to ascertain whether it 
would be possible to avail of the 
presence of the fleet to secure 
the services of the naval men in 
this connnection. With their 
expert knowledge of explosives 
and the necessary equipment 
which they possess it would not 
be a matter of any great diffi­
culty, and the operations should 
not occupy any great length of 
time.

In making the suggestion we 
feel certain that the motive will 
not be misunderstood by the 
naval men. They are always 
ready and willing to render any 
assistance in their power and in 
clearing the Narrows of these 
rocks they would not only be do­
ing us a great favour, but would 
help to make the harbour of 
considerably greater importance 
from an imperial standpoint.

U.S. ADMIRAL SCENTS A CONSPIR­
ACY, j

WILLIAMSTOWN, Mass., Aug. 21.
“Great Britain dominates the Lea­

gue of Nations and the commerce of 
tfie world and inspired the Washing­
ton Conference for Limitation of Ar­
maments in order to prevent the Un­
ited States from having sufficiently 
strong a navy to protect a merchant 
marine which would compete with 

. thatjOf Great Britain,” said Bear Ad­
miral W. L- Rodgers, U.S.N., retired, 
in a statement to-day at the Institute 
of Politics. “Our Limitation of Ar­
maments Treaty of three years ago 
played into England’s hands and in­
deed she originated it,” said the Ad­
miral. “She does not wish us to in­
terfere with her as our national 
growth would permit us to do. It 
was the competition of our merchant 
fleet with that of Great Britain which 
she hoped indirectly to limit by dir­
ect action upon opr navy.

Legislative Council
OFFICIAL SYNOPSIS.

TUESDAY, Aug. 19.
House met at 10 a.m. pursuant to 

adjournment.
On motion of Hon. Mr. Morine and 

by unanimous consent, Bill to amend 
Revenue Act of 1905 and amendments 
thereto, was put through all stages 
and passed without amendment.

Bill respecting the United Towns 
Electric Company Limited, was read 
a first time, by consent, a second 
time.

Hon. Mr. Morine explained the ob­
ject of the Bill was to allow this Com­
pany to extend in various parts of 
Placentia District and St. John’s East 
It did not give any exclusive rights, 
but allowed the usual privilege of free 
entry of material for original con­
struction.

Hon. Mr. Ellis recalled that last 
year on a similar Bill, the matter of 
ttie charge for electricity was brought 
up. Everyone knows we are charged 
far in excess of what Is paid else­
where. We are granting privileges 
session after session, and apparently 
no effort is made to reduce the price
e*

rairick McGrath said 
when this Company was first project­
ed the idea was they would come in­
to St. John's and supply power in 
competition with the Reid Company, 
then in existence. Now they have 
made an arrangement whereby they 
supply the City Company with a cer­
tain amount of power, there is to be 
no competition and citizens are still 
paying tremendous rates, at least 
twice as much as in Halifax and 
Sydney, and three times as much as 
Montreal and Toronto. He believed 
water power rights on the Southern 
Shore had been given, but we did not 
seem to be deriving any advantage.

Hon. Mr. Morine said that in any 
case the Company had not made mat­
ters any worse, but had conferred a 
great blessing on the people in many 
of the Outports. It was his opinion 
that a Public Utilities Tribunal should 
be appointed to deal with snch mat­
ters as this. The whole question of 
the rates to be charged in St John’s 
should have been provided for when 
the Bill went through. This Bill did 
not have any bearing on that posi­
tion, but is a matter that will have 
to be dealt with in the near future.

Hon. Mr. EUis said he thought the 
Public Utilities Tribunal idea a good 
one. Some years ago the City Coun­
cil had made an endeavour to ac­
quire sme water powers within and 
area cf 60 miles of the city. It was 
their Intention to try and reduce the 
cost of electricity but their appli­
cation was turned down as some one 
had made a previous application, al­
though the Council had expended 

^some five or six hundred dollars in
surveying the ground.

)

The Committee reported the Bill 
without Amendment, and by consent 
it was read a third time and passed.

Hon. Mr. Morine moved the first 
reading of the Loan Bill and by .con­
sent the second reading. He stated 
that it was proposed to spend an 
amount not exceeding $6,000,000. on 
repairs to the Dry Dock, the improve­
ment of the Railway, etc. He had 
heard the criticisms in the main of 
two items only, first the construction 
of a plant for fuel and coal in St. 
John’s. It seemed fairly general, he 
said, among people who ought to 
know that the coal . plant for the 
bunkering of steamers would not be 
necessary. It appeared attractive at 
first but if on examination it would 
not be essential it would not 
be embarked upon and care would 
be taken to get expert advice on the 
matter. The money could be directed 
towards the other purposes Stated in 
the Bill Then the rails between 
Brigus Junction and Clarenville have 
been getting worse and worse and it 
is proposed to lay new rails. The 
sum stated for repairs was said to be 
too low. NIf that proved to be the 
case Mr. Morine thought that if the 
money were not needed for the coal 
plant it could be spent in re-railing 
a longer distance. Mr. Morgan had 
stated that the whole line needed to 
be re-railed. The condition qf the 
railroad was a very important factor 
in the success or otherwise of an un­
dertaking such as the Humber. The 
rails very often have to bear loads 
which are too heavy for them. The 
rolling stock also is insufficient. 
Quantities of wood cat some months 
ago, he continued, had not yet reached 
the mills. The only matter he had 
heard much discussion about is the 
most important in connection with 
tourist traffic. He said he was an

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was behind the times. There wps, 
he added, need of a highway on 
the West Coast between Port aux 
Basques and Bay of Islands. The 
numerous fishing rivers thus connect- 
ted and the agricultural district open­
ed up would be a beautiful country for. 
tourists. Then again he thought all 
around St. John’s there were many at­
tractions of scenery and fishing in­
ducements io different from those of­
fered elsewhere, which had only to 
be thrown open to invite a crowd. He 
explained what had happened in Can­
ada and the United States during re­
cent years. At one time the rich man 
and those- of leisure only, could af­
ford to travel across the border and 
visit the new and strange plapes. To­
day because so many possess "fliv­
vers” the middle and labouring class­
es are doing the same thing. The 
rich man who wants a degree of se­
clusion is being driven away and is 
seeking new fields. If Newfoundland 
could be made attractive and proper 
steamers and railroads provided those 
seeking new sights would visit it 
This proved the case in Nova Scotia. 
In Yarmouth and through the Valley 
of Evangeline, a large amount of 
money was spent on the roads with 
the result that they are now much 
frequented by tourists. He felt satis­
fied that if the plans to attract the 
tourist in this way were carried out 
we should soon not be able to enter­
tain all who would come. Nova Scotia 
with all its beauty has nothing like 
Newfoundland to offer the tourist, and 
if we have a good steamer across the 
Gulf and can provide a motor road of 
160 miles on the West Coast, we shall 
have that steamer’s decks loaded with 
motor cars of people who want to 
see our scenery and visit our fishing 
rivers and pools. And many of these 
visitors will invest their money here 
as they have done in Nova Scotia, and 
leave vast sums in one way and an­
other with our people. With regard 
to the road building Mr. Morine stat­
ed that it was the intention to have 
the whole scheme in control of a 
commission and department with 
probably the Government Engineer 
in control. The advice of the Motor 
Association would be asked and an 
endeavour made to make the move­
ment a popular one. There was no 
idea of having the work divided up in­
to districts and the money dribbled 
away. Nor was the money only to 
be spent in building new roads. The 
object was, he continued, to connect 
up old roads and repair them, so that 
motorists could go over the whole 
length of the country. A number of 
people, he said, talked of the motor 
roads as it they were to be construct­
ed for pleasure only, while in reality 
they were to develop the country and 
afford to people the opportunity of 
getting in touch with one another, 
and of raising them above the level 
of local affairs. He remembered a 
time, he said, when the farmer was 
the bitter enemy of the motor, be­
cause of the inconvenience of draw­
ing in their horses when one passed. 
To-day, he added, the motorists in 
Canada are the farmers. Their whole 
method of living has been changed. 
The farmer’s wife is happy. She is no 
longer isolated but can, by means of 
good roads, keep in touch with the 
outer world. This same state could 
be reached here In a fishing country. 
He mentioned the case of a son of a 
fisherman who had a “flivver” in 
which he and his wife had made a 
tour through Trinity Bay. Not only 
did to enjoy the scenery but was sur­
prised to see the various industries 
carried on in that part of the coun­
try. In all places motor roads re­
spond to the call of progress. Fine 
fishing ponds, he said, were to be 
found near Portugal Cove and a few 
thousands would make a beautiful 
open road to the ponds. It we are 
to have a big hotel In St. John’s and 
keep people here a few days wa must 
have something to attract them. The 
hotels and sporting places must be 
linked together. With the co-opera­
tion of the Motor Association and the 
Rotary Club a Tourist Association 
could be formed and the attractions 
of our country widely advertised. A 
large office might be opened on Wa­
ter Street and an agent appointed to 
visit steamers, etc. He also stated 
that if there were an agent in the 
United States, competent to meet the 
monied men and explain what we 
had to offer, we could sell our coun­
try In another sense, to the tourist. 
Mr. Morine thought that this was the 
first piece of constructive policy at­
tempted for many years and would 
largely benefit the fishermen. They 
would get work on the roads, the 
traffic would Increase, there would 
be greater Importation, for the way 
to import luxuries Is to import the 
men who want them. Increased im­
portations means decreased taxation. 
Fishermen may not wish to ■ remain 
such all their lives, he added, and if 
we could give them something more 
profitable and Improve the place 
where they live, lt would benefit him.
A large sum of money had been spent 
in the past to build roads In the wil­
derness to no end, but spent In the 
proposed way it could not fall to be 
for thè advancement of the Colony.

been remiss in their duties for a num-

In other 
words, he facilitated the operations 
on the rum runners. Prior to 1923 up­
on trans-shipment a bond had to be 
given for the delivery of the liquor at 
a named port, and to get the bond 
cancelled proof had to be presented to 
the Government that the delivery at 
the named port had actually taken 
place so that secrecy was impossible. 
To make this port a successful rival 
for St Pierre Mi\ Warren’s Govern­
ment procured an amendment to the 
Customs Act, by which is became un­
necessary to give a bond upon the 
shipment of liquor from here, and no 
proof had to be offered at any time 
that the liquor shipped ever reached 
the destination named upon the ex-
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charges against them. He ought to 
have brought them to trial, and, if 
possible, secured a conviction, and 
then if there had been any hardness 
in any particular case, it should have 
been considered in connection with 
mitigation of their sentences. The 
majesty of the law ought to have been 
upheld. But Mr. Warren conveniently 
forgot to make any reference to an­
other fact in this connection, his 
removal of Magistrate Mifflen from 
Greenspond to Twillingate, at the de­
mand of his colleagues, the meinbers 
for Bonavista Bay, the now Sir Wil­
liam Coaker and others.

For many 
years a weekly passenger line (the 
Red Croes) has been running from 
New York to St. John’s via Halifax, 
and the increasing number ot passen­
gers shows how popular this delight­
ful trip has become. As a result, the 
Boston shipping firms are getting 
wise to the possibilities of establish­
ing a first class passenger service 
between Boston and St. John’s, and 
this season a real effort has been made 
to accomodate the holiday travellers.

Already one steamer (the Sable L) 
has been making regular fortnightly 
trips which have been greatly enjoy­
ed by those who have participated In 
them, and there Is a possibility of 
other lines getting busy. So that be­
fore long we may hope to see a re­
gular weekly service established with 
modern ocean-going steamers

One advantage of this health-giving 
trip Is that the traveller has an op­
portunity ot a break in the journey 
at Halifax, Nova Scotia, where there 
is a stop-over ot ten tit twelve hours, 
according to the amount ot freight to 
be discharged and loaded.

In a future article we may have 
something to say about Halifax and 
its many attractions; to-day we must 
confine our remarks to the Newfound­
land end of the voyage.

Soon after leaving Halifax on the 
last stage of the journey the travel­
ler experiences the cool, invigorating 
air with the ’tang of the north’ and as 
the good ship steams on the exhila­
rating effect on the passengers is 
very noticeable.

Five hundred miles is not a great 
distance for a thirteen knot steamer 
to' côvéf, and when the early risers 
come on deck on the second morning 
out, they are confronted with the 
beautiful cliffs guarding the entrance 
to the harbor or St. John’s.

Dr.Stohr has also succeeded in isolat­
ing the heart system from the argan- 
ism and developing it outside the 
body for a considerably length of 
time. We read of Science, Service's 
Daily Science News Bulletin (Wash­
ington) ;

“The experiments were on embryo 
salamanders. Although there is a 
wide gap between salamanders and 
man, it is the ultimate hope of all such 
experiments that the same thing may 
eventually be accomplished in the case 
of man. However for the present dis­
covery may be from such an eventua­
lity because of the numerous intri­
cate problems that must first be solv­
ed, it is of great interest and import.

“Dr. Stohr first attempted to con­
firm the findings of another scientist 
named Ekman, who has demonstrated 
successfully that the undeveloped em­
bryonic heart of salamanders is cap­
able of not only remaining alive out­
side the organism but also of develop­
ing into its several parts. Stohr suc­
ceeded in the case of salmanders and 
tritons in seventy cases and kept 
hearts alive for as long as three 
weeks.

"In other cases Stohr transplanted 
the heart from one embryo to another, 
thus producing larva or tadpoles with 
two hearts each. These tadpoles suc­
cessfully kept alive long enough to 
show the result of an extra heart on 
the development of the animal. Dur­
ing these experiments Stohr learned 
several noteworthy and interesting 
facts. He found that the power to 
perform regular contractions is the 
inherent property of each heart cell 
and not a function of the nervous 
system or of the immediate sur­
roundings of the heart

“He also learned that there was an 
extraordinary regularity of pulse-beat 
in the excised hearts.
