Radiology

(By DR. HAM.) -

The Chicago Daily News announced
on April 22nd that its Radio station
WMAQ bad been heard nine thousand
miles away in Australia. The report
says that hundreds of people had good
reception of the ' station. The - time
time taken for Radio Waves to travel
this distance is one twentleth of a
second.

And now we have not only the
movements of the performer on the
motion picture screen, 'but also the
voice. A specially prepared phone film
made at the White House recently,
and shown to an assembly of news-
paper men in New York, broadcasted
the voice of President Coolidge from
the motion picture screen. This in-
vention, “which is an offspring of
Radio, will eventually revolutionize
the moving picture industry,

alternative has been to use the 201A.
Experiments are being made endeav-
ouring to use the lighting mains for
filamhent heating, but getting rid of
the hum is the trouble. However, in
course of time this will be effected,
then away goes the clumsy storage
battery, and the' expensive B batteries-
as well.

With the Summer season approach-
ing, atmospheric = roaring, and the
“great outdoors” calling, interest in
Radio will naturally lag for the next
few months. This will be my last ef-
fort for a while, to pass on to others
by way of the Telegram what has been
my pleasure to glean from the study
and reading of Radio problems and
news. If course we will continueé to
have our local broadcasting, of which,
as the Czarka man says, ‘“we feel very
proud.”

When Autumn comes, let us hope
we will have tubes which operate
from the lighting mains, B. battery
eliminators, static eliminators, and so
on. But, my earnest prayer is, that
owners of regenerative receivers will
have learnt how to operate their outfits
80 as not to cause annoyance to other
listeners,

COMMUNISTS OUTRAGE IN

Only the vigiliance of the
railway workers and the ministry
have averted serious railway accid-
ents, .

ANTI-BALFOUR RIOTS.
LONDON, May 6.

An official statement regarding the
recent anti-Balfour riots in Damascus
was made yesterday in Parliament by
Col. Amery, Colonial Secretary: “The
demonstrations against Lord Balfour
were expected beforehand,” the Col-
onial -Secretary declared, “but . they
were expected to take place in Beirut,
not in Damascus, the Frénch Govern-
ment took the necessary precautions
to prevent outbreaks in Beirut, but
the riots in Damascus were a com-
pleéte surprise both to the French
Administration in Syria and to the
British Administraton in Palestine.”

Where Poverty Is Worst.

"Mlllions of Chinese are to-day liv-
on three or foyr cents per day. Wo-
men and children may be seen every-
where picking up animal refuse which
is dried and used for fuel. Every par-
ticle of stuble or straw is raked ‘up
clean and used for the same purpose.
Even the roots of bushes are dug up
and used for fuel, while human waste
is mised to fertilize the ground to pro-
duce rice and vegetables which the
people eat, This process:- has been
gcing on for so long that the soil has
become impregnated with the bacteria
of every known disease,

“Whole families live on the ‘sam-
pans,’ a primitive type of boat which
infests the rivers of China. Children

J| -are born, brought up and die on the

water, and gain a living as scavang-
ers, While the passenger steamers are
in port these small boats sgwarm
around the ship, the occupants using
handnets or baskets to gather up'such
waste as may be dumped overboard
which they use as food. All through
the country there are signs of poverty
and decadencé. Human life is the
cheapest thing extant, Men and wo-
men work as beasts of burden, There
is no formal Government, military
control heing everywhere the rule. A
tourist isn’t allowed to travel any-
where in the interior ex?apt under
military escort, and even fhen his life
and person are not wholly safe. Ban-
ditry is still the casual occupation of
many of the natives.

Downfall Due to Waste,

“China, as T have said, once ranked
i highly among the civilized nations of
the world. Its- downfall followed the
{ destruction of fts forests. Its lands
are-no longer fertile, Its people are
reduced- to the borderland of starva-
tion. China is proof of the statement
that a treeless nation is a decadent
nation and it offers a lesson that other
countries, Canada in particular, would
do well to heed.

“As a.result of the loss of her
forests China has become a blighted
country, the victim of alternate storms
and droughts, Her land is still suf-
fering erosion at a rate almost beyond

belief. For more than 100 miles at |-

sea from the mouth ‘of the great rivers.
the yellow mud is plainly visible in
the ocean, bearing mute testimony to
what follows when the land is stripped
of its forest cover,

Enormous Inroads.

“The amount of pulpwood -cut in
Canada in 1923, according to the Na-
tural Resources Intelligence Service,
constituted a pile of wood four feet
high and four feet wide, and more
than séven thousand miles long. But
this is entirely aside from the amount
cut for lumber, fuel and other pur-
pouses, To this must be added the ap-
palling amount destroyed by insects,
fungi and fire. Altogether these would
constitute a pile of wood four feet
high and four feet wide, mare -than
100,000 miles long; a pile that would
reach across. the continent - thirty
times, I would like to ask any. sane
man whether he thinks this appallmg
destruction can continue for another
ten years without jeopardizing our
entire remaining forest remnant.

"It has transpired that our lnfom-
tlon, that the Tariff Commission were
to recommend a duty of 25c. per bar-
rel on flour was not all the truth, as-
their recommendation was 35¢. per
barrel, but this the Government has
seen fit t&pus up.

Immediately upon the introduction
of the budget this session the.atten-
tion of the Government was drawn to
what they had done, and in order to
wiake doubly sure of our ground,
-geveral - of the outstanding members
of the Executive were personally in-
terviewed and asked for an interpre-
tation of this particular clause of our
agreement. Without exception all
agreed no other interpretation could
be made of it than that there was, to
be a margin of 25c. per barrel of flour
between the custom’s duty on wheat
for milling and imported flour from
the date of ratification of the agree-
ment during the life _of same. The
Government was asked to adhere to
terms of said agreement or our finan-
cial backergs would withdraw.

Having obtained no satisfaction
from April 11th to 22nd, the com-
pany’s solicitors, Messrs, Blackwood,
Emerson and Winter sent a letter to
the Government in connection with
the matter, but received not even an
acknowledgment, and on April 30th a
second letter was sent -which brought
a telephone response that the Govern-
ment was prepared to adheré to con-
tract and adjust tatiff, but asking for
an assurance that if this were done
the company would go ahead with
construction. This information we
transmitted to our Fiscal Agent in
New York, who replied that agree-
ment with the Government speaks for
itself and requires no action or as-
surance on our part, that when ready
we would go ahead.

Coples of both these messages were
placed in the hands of the Govern-
ment before noon on Monday, the 4th
inst. Yet in view of the accepted word
from the Government, the budget de-
bate c'osed Monday night without
any attempt on the part of the Gov-
ernment to rectify the wrong done.

This means, Mr. Editor, that were,
we to accept the action of the Gov-
ernment as final, there would be -ne
flour mill; but given health, strength
and a fair amount of justice we do
not propose to be so llghtly gotten

rid of.

There is a more serious aspect of
the whole sitnation than has yet been
mentioned and that is that ours is not
merely an agreement with the Gov-

Wit-
ness did not know any rule in Lloyd’s
to this effect, nor did he know of any
rule in Lloyd’s saying that half the
pressure was a sufficient test. Wit~
ness know the boiler for about 18
years, but does not know of any new
plates having been put on the front
of the boiler. He did not know of
any suggestion having been made to
put them on, or if any were imported
for the boiler. Witness is shown a
list of new plates which Mr. Bradley
sgcured at the dock, purported to be
plates ordered for the .Ranger, but
wit.xiess did not know anything about
them He was at one time negotiat-
ing for & boiler for the Terra Nova,
but there was no talk of the Ranger
at any time, except when the new
furnace was put in. There would be
no one represented by Bowrings, ex-
cept ‘the witnesy, to discuss this
matter.

Capt. Wesley Kean, recaled, ex-
amined by Mr. Bradley.—Before he
came in from the sealfishery and there
was discussed the matter of abandon-
ing the voyage, there was a statement
given by Mr. Fitzgerald, as to the
safety of the boiler. (This is shown to
the witness, who identifies it as the
one.given by the engineer). At the
time, Mr. Fitzgerald stated that noth-
ing more could be done. When witness
went in the boiler room first, there
was a space about the size of a fifty
cent piece, that ‘was bubbling and
sizzling and it looked as if there were
pinholes. After the boiler was burned
down at Groais Islands, witness saw
the holes in the boiler, in which he
could inmsert his fingers. The one on
the starboard side was larger by 1-8 of
an inch, than that on the other side.
This was just after the boiler was
burned down. The hole could only be
gseen ‘after the cement was removed.
The hole in the port side witness
could put his finger in, the one on the
starboard side he could put the tops
of two fingers in. They did not look as
if they had been reamed out, there
were nichee edges on them. Many
times the witness reminded the engin-
eer of the necessity of getting the re-
pairs done as speedily as possible, but
did not interfere in any way with the
work. He would not imagine that any
one else would have the gall to speak
to the engineer in this strain, and if
they did he would have heard of it

best possfble was done to the boiler
at the ice.
